Of

course there may, and. probably are

sorne companies upon whom for-

tune ¯rëfusedato smile but he

returns i 'last year dIspelled

certainly sbme 6f the gloom that

has so long overshadowed marine in-

surance, and the underwriters are pro-

portionatelY encouraged thereby.

Truly it was tIme that some change

for the better took place binmarine In-

surance. For the past few years pre-
miums la this important branci of un-

klerwriting have been steadlly on the

decilne, and It may be feared! that had

1893 been even an average year, as re-

gards losses, ¯the number of gaps in the

ranks would have been large. Nothing

bas beeu more significant! of late than

the dIsappearance of one marine in-
surance eompany after 'another, and
the steady with-drawal of _underwrlb-
Ing "fnames" from Lloyds. And, bad

the previous bad records been maintain-
ed, there would have 'been but a slen-
der chance of the reduction belng les-
sened. Many causes have led ta this

result. The tendency of large steam-

sip companies ta do 'their own Insur-

ance, the depressn in business, the en-
croaclient of foreign "wlld cat" con-
panles and the severity of competition
among the underwrlters themselves,
have ail contributed ta lower premiums
and thus have lessened the chances of
profiltable business. 'Across this.gloomy
outlook the experience of the past year
fCashes like a ray of sunlight; and now

that the companies taeltly admit that

rates bave 'deacended to a point be-
iow which they cannot go and re-
nain remunerative, it is ta ile hoped

thit a brighter future la before marine
insurance.

Of course it may be carly yet ta con-
gratulate the companies lipon the busi-

ness of 1898. No inconsiderable amount

of last year'a risks have yet ta run ont,

and too sanguine prediletions may
prove prematrue'. But on the figures

as they stand there le good ground for
satisfaction, for It 1s certain that no
losses of exceptional magnitude took
place, and tliat, In spite of the severi|ty

of the gales, but little daimage was
donc ta marine risks. Had It been other:
wise, disaster must have followed; for

with premiums at their present low ebb
even a year of moderhte casualties
would have left Very little margin of
profit for the companies. Fortunately,
alter the many years of continuous los-
ses, 1893 tipped the scale lufthe other
direction, and, for once, marine risks

proved exceptionally profitaible.

That this must be atlVributed more
to fortuitous conditions than. ta muy
improvement in the management of the
companles appears evîdent., Excellent
their managementis, and afways bas
been. Yet the res'ults of the various

nehrs show discrepancles anil fluctua-
tions for whleh no .change la the con-
duct of the companies could account.
The fact le'that the business of marine

insurance is' largely one o sieltifie
speculation., It la a profession of well-
considered chance, carrled out on a
basis which, when spread over a num-
ber of years, le bouud ta yield an aver,
age of profit ta the carefil underwrit-
er. But noue the less is it one of ex-
ceptional risk, noiv that the larger,

safer, and therefore more profitable ves-

sels largely carry their own lisurance.
Most. of the Ieadlng steamship lines

have now their own insurance funds,
the profits of whleh,'when they exIst,
are used In improving their -service

either by the building of new vessels or
the:alteration of the exLsling ships of
their fleets. As a result the majoritt;y
of rlsks left open ta marine unßerwrit-
ers may be looked ùpon as of second-
ary grade. The cream has been skim-
med off the business before it gomes ta
them,-and In these days of "«jerry-built"

ships and "tin-tank" steamers,.what re-
mains is often Aun exceptionallyn haz-
araous naturL )nly iuycars llhe 1893
Ja profit possible or even probable for
the marine underwriters, and that aun-
other year lîke the last cani be anticip-
ated is more thant doubtful. It le;1;t-
.tic woader, then, that they ar.e branch-
Ing out into other linqs of insurance
3vhere the prospects of profit, It.not
greater, are ail events not 0 remote,
br that the committec of Lloyds should

bave found It ncessary ta warn insur-
'ers placIng lire, burglary and àuáran-
tee risks with its niembers tha'k the se-
curity exaeted from 'them did not caver
such busliness. Some alternativé form
of insùrance, the prospective profits of
Which mlght offset amy loss on their
marine risks, had 'become a necessity,
and the ônembers of Lloyds are realiz-
ing that fact in, ail its gra^va1uen.

TIIE OUTPUT Or GOLD.
It has aliways been one of the prin-

cipal arguments of the advocates. of
silver co-inage that the world'a pro.
Oduction of gold, If not absolutely de-
clining, vas at ail events at a stand-
stHll. It was onthis thalib they based
their demand for the contlnuation of
Uhc bl-metallie standard and the con-
stant repetition of the statement that
the production of gold was not oui-
ficient ta fill the monetary requirþ.
7mants of the nation causei It In time
to be looked upon as an actual tact.

To a certain extent it '.as
true; for gurl.ng the gyears .when,
owing ta the action of the
-nited States under the Sherman bill,
the production of silver 'Was stimulat-
ed into an.artiflelal activity, t1he gold
iiining industry did fall off. But, no
sooner was that act repealed, and the
announcoment made that India had
closed lier mints ta the free coiage of
silver by private pitles, than the pro-

guction o gold received a reinarkable

IMMIGRIATION.
The announcement that the Govern-

tion expressed by the Dominion Govern-
ment ta discontinue the paymee of
bonuses to omlgrants alter'the first' of
neit manth, marks the incoming ai an
era of commonsbense unusual in ofileial
circles. Loang since it had been appar-
emt ta rallroad and eteamshlp agents
that, the.work of Governument immigra-
tion agents In Europe was unsatisfac-
tory, and that the c:ass of settiers they
secured wae largely a? atn unlesirable
eharacter. 'Naturally the efforts of
these agents were directed solely to-
ward tise shlppng of the largest quan-
tity of people they could induce ta emi-

grate, la order ta prove that they were
earning their salaries, and tihey did so
Olten by representations whieh, il not
exactly -Incorrect, were certainly cal-
raulated to proUuce a wrong impres-

sion of the actual condition o the labor
market lu Canada as well as of the cost
of liIing ln this country.

6imply on that ac-
count, The very fact of its prosperity
lenders It an object of suspielon, ta
hlim. He contraste its progres witIh
hls own, and because ilt l gicater tihan
any ha or his neighbors have been able
ta make,' ha jumps ta. the conclu'lon
that ln some myste'lous way it makes
its money out of him. And so ha la
ready ta vote for any measure that
wilI retard that progress, or place; ob-
stacles ln the way a!

ÈPON#Y MATTERIS ABROAD.
The co;nversion of the French four-and-

a-1lIf per cent -'ns bekn enoeily looked,
forward te by the Paris money market,
a'it la hopied that li w(ill lead te a shift-
ing of investmnents, alnd so to munch great-
or activity upon :the Bourse. That le
usually the resait 'of conversions upon a
largo scale, and Probably 3vill happen
in France. The bperation is not so large
as that undertaken by Mr. Goschten a Iew
yeara ago; but it la vory large ln 'itself.
As the French reckon their debt by the
route-that i8, tho iliterest payable-it
klepends upon the way l which it is ca-
pitalisei hiow'we state the aniount; but,
roughly, it nay be said that the four-and-
a hal! pur cents are not less than 272
millions sterling. They represent, it will
be recollected, the indemnnity paid te Ger-
mauy at the close of tlie 'var, aud a por-
tion also of the French exponditure.
Originally the interest was 5 par cent.;
but, in 1888 it was. reduced te 41-2 par
cent., with anu unlortaking that no fur-
ther conversion e'auktl takepl'aeo foï ton
years. Now the Minister of Finance pro-
poses te reduce -the -interest further te
0.1-2 .pr cent., undertaking that. thora

la te be ho Iurther ,reduction for eight
years. It wa generally expected that
M. Burdeau would follow the example set
by Mr. Goschen, and thsat he would pro-
pose a lowering of the interest by three
stops of 1-2 per coit. at a time-say, ait
intervals of five years. Ih bas decided,
however, te Make a larger reduction at
once, and to trust to chance to make a
further abatement in 1902. Whether his
decision le wise or not will depend, af
course, upon avents, and especially upon
,whether pence le maintained. . If thara
is continued peace, thora la no. doubt that
it will be possible te reduce the interest
eigit years hence te 8 par cent. But if
there js war, further reduetion will then
bave to be postponedý It is not difficult
teo understand why M. Burdeau bas chosen
te reduce the interest -by 1 par cent. mi-
modiately, ius4ad of following the ex-
ample set by Mr. Goschen. As everybody
knows, the expenditure of France je lar-
ger than her revenue. It le not thought
expedient by Ministers te increase taxa-
tion proportionately, and it is therefore
very welceme te them te have a menus o!
covering t4 large part of the deficit at
once, vithout a.ding to the burden of
bite taxpayers. Roughly, a reduction of
1 per cent.n lu the interest oai the four-aud-
-half par ceite, will give a saving of aboub

2%I millios sterling anUually-a very large
saving, tudoubtedýy, au very couveuil-
ont at the present time. The bill intre-
duced, besides pledging tha Government
te make no further conversion for eight
yeurs, and providing for the expenses of
the 'immodiate operation, further takes
power te issue thr-ee-a»l-a-hsalf .per cents,
su as te enable the Government te pay
oDf any of tiose holders iwho may not
cure te submit te an imme.diate redue-
tion e! 1 I.r cent. in itheir interest. It
doses not seem probable, however, that
very mauy will refuse te: convert. Those
1Vwho may be disatisfied will prefer te
iell In the Opei market. Selling Upoa.
a copisiderable scalae doubtles .would,
lnwer the price, which stands now at .g
considerable premium. But, for ail that,
a large ainount might b so.d without
any great fall. Further, French iuvest-
ors arc not in the habit of buying the se-
curiies of other countries upon a large
scale-al.ways excepting those of Russia,
epnin, Egypt and Turkey. The French
holdings of Russian. boude are, immense in
amout, and it does net seem likely that
holders of Frejich rentes will prefer Rue-
sian fours te Fre;nch three-and-a-hpdfs.
Spain le not la a cond:ition te attract
linestors, and neither l Turkey, vi-ile
Egyptian securities are very ,igh. 0
course, it ie possible that ti French la-
vestors may depart from their usual Ous-
ten andi may buy securities net no'W held
largely lu tie Country; but the groater
probability le !that they will submit
quietly te the 'proposals of the Govern-
ment, and that the conversion wvili he
a great success. 'After ail, a'FrenehW Gov'
prnmcut socurity ielding 3, 1-2 par ceon
hvitiout eay risk o! reduction for- eigbx
years is a vcry attradive investaienlt for
ordinary Freiehamumm 'But, while it la rea,
solably certain 'that the conversion 'Vill ba

'that a considerable naumbe.r .will selli
Those who desire to have a higher inter-
estf or their. moneandiï b especially those

who are well acquainted with other coin-
tries, and who know that investment eau.
bh made now on very profitable terms to
themselves in foreign securities, may do
se. The probability, then, je that there
will be il shifting of .securitios .upon a
considerable. scale; and it la possible
that that shilting inay net only increase
business upon lthe Paris Bourse, but may aven
give a fijlip te our own market. For
example, il there were to be a French
demand for any clase of securities largely
dealt in -upon !,the London Stock Ex-
change-eay, our colonial securities or
United States or South American shareas
or bonds-then the French demand would
tend te raise prices hera, and would car-
tainly give courage te operators in our
own market. Apart, thon, frou the pu-
litical importance of the operation, and
front its influence upon Frenc; financeb
the conversion bas an interest for all l-
vestors throughout Europe¡.-Sat. Rev.

FUR VALUES.
British Columbia, sealers feel discour-

aged over the prices realized for sealskins
at the January sales. They averaged
only 48 shillings. For Lobos Island seals.
prices ruled at 48 shillings for middliings
and smalls, 42 shillings for large pup.,
87 shillings for middling pups and 18 ta
27 shillings for small pups. 'This. de-
eline occurred in spite of the fact that
tho sealere induced the Hudson's Bay Co.
ta auction a portson iof their skine in
order ta prevent any combination on the
part oi fur buyera ab the sales ai C. M.
Lampson & Co. and Culverwell Brooks
& Co. Prices sagged steadily, owing ta
thr belle! that under the new Behring
Sen agreement, sealers flying any other
flag than that o! England or the United
States will be able to kill seals with lm-
punity outside of the thre-mile limit.
It is rumoured' that Russia and Japan
bave agreed ta accept the decision of the
arbitrators ; but, unless the other na-
tions do so alo, there is-nothing ta pro-
vent vessels flying foreign flags from kill-
ing seals under the noses of the cruisers
providing they 'keep outside of the mar-
ine league. This bas naturally demor-
alized values in scalskins and the elfect
bas spread ta ather furs î the latest price'
quoted being as follows : Beaver, firets,
large, 80 ta 57.6 ; seconds, do, 28 ta 46;

A BENEFIT CASE.
A case of inuch importance to benefit

societies bas been decided by Mr. Justice
Lynch et Sweetsburg. Louiis'Phille, a
contracter of Farnhami, has been a mem-
ber of the St. Jean Baptiste Society since
September, 1884. In March last he met
with han accident 'whilst at work, and
broke his leg. le was, at the time, aine-
teen months in arrears, hnd indebted ta
the society ta the extent of $6.65, ont of
which $4.75 was for monthly. contribu-
tions of 25 cents. On April 6, 1892# ho
paid 'ap the arreare and filed a claier for
the weekly allowane provided lu such
cases. The socielrdeclined ta pay upon
the ground that, under its by-laws, a
m mber who -l in arrears cannat receive
such allowance during the time h is in-
debtec, and that, after paying up, lie ls
bound ta wait during -as long a period
as that of his indebteduess. The plain-
tiff, acting under advice of his counsel,
waited for inueteen months, and then
brought au action. The society then
pleaded that a inember in default, who
bas paid up ail arreare, bas no claim, for
any benefits under ite bylaws. The
plaintiff answered that if any such by-
laws existed, they were beyond the power
of the society and ultra vires. The court
adopted .this view and coudemned the
society ta puy Mr. Phillie .the amount
to which he ws eutitled and aIjcaste.
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over its predecesaor, both in t'ho amout or
insurance .granted and of preniuin receiv-
edd. The total CI insuralice nouw i, force
ban reached the sou aio .14,24,778, aid,
the re-insurance liability thereon hi $08,-
