Crown Proesecutor 0°Connor Says it Will
be Preved That the Young Man Killed
the Woman—Amthony Orr Tells His
Stery—A Galt Boy Who Was a Chum of

the Prisoner Sald te Have Made Pam:
aging Revelations—The Case Wil be
Continued Teo-day.

Berlin, Ont, Dee. 2.—The trial of
James Allison for the murder of Mrs.
Anthony Orr, near Galt,on Aug. 9, open-
ed here this morning. As admission was
by ticket the room was not overcrowd-
ed. The half-hundred witnesses wers
also excluded from the court room.

H. P. 0’Connor, Q.C., of Walkerton,
is conducting the Crown’s case, with
Detective }Iumy present to aid him.
J. R. Blake of Galt and J. J. A. Weir
ot Berlin are defending the prisoner.

froubie in Getting a Jary.

Seventy-two jurors had been sum-
moned and there were a good many
challenges. The first, six called were
told to stand aside, but the seventh
went. TFinally the jury-was completed,
and on the following men will rest the
responsibility of deciding whether Alli-
son must die on the scaffold or unot:

The Case Opened.

Chief Justice Sir Willlam Meredith
occupied the beneh, and after the jurors
had been sworn Mr. O’Connor outlined
the case for the Crown. He said it
would be proved that the prisoner killed
Mrs. Orr, and pointed out that Adllison
had repeatedly contradicted himself in

regard to his gun. Though able to prove
that the gun was-shot off that morning
Mr. O'Connor said the Crown would]
not claim that the woman was shof,!
but would prove that death was caused|
by a blow on the back of the head.
Counsel concluded with a reference to
the new evidence ‘the Crown had ob-|
{ained lately. It would be proved, he
said, that on the evening before the,
murder Allison ‘had told a chum that
other men had been intimate with Mrs.
Orr. and that the first time he got her
alone he would take advantage of her.
The Evidence.

‘Surveyor A. H. McPherson having
given evidence, with plans of the scenc
of the murder, Anthony Orr, the hus-
band of the dead woman, was called
io the stand. He said that he left his
farm with two children, at 7.30 am.,
on the morning of Aug. 9. ‘When he
returned at 10.20 Allison met him at
the gate. He was laughing and grin-
ning, and when witness asked him what
he was grinning about he diduw’t reply.
Witness ran into the house and looked
for his wife. She was nowhere to be
found. Allison’s gun and one cartridge
were also missing. Orr gaid he then
went to Galt, to (tnake enquiries about
his wife. Returniny, he made a search
of the swamp, and he found a hole dug
as if for a grave. A spade belonging
to Allison was picked up beside the
cmbryo grave. There was black soil
on the spade, which made it evident
that it had been used to dig the grave.
Witness said he also saw hairs on the
spade.

Cross-examined by Mr. Blake, Orr
stated that his wife could milk five
cows in twenty-five minutes. At the
magistrate’s hearing Orr said that he
was positive the woman was alive at
ten minutes to eight. To-day he said
she must have been alive till 8 o’clock.

Maggie Orr, the little girl left at the
farm with her mother and Allison, was
the next witness, She stated that when
she got up she saw Allison raking up
the chips at the back door with a dung
fork. She asked him where her mother
was, and he said he did not know. Later
on he told her that her mother had bet
Lim a quarter he could not shoot a
ground hog which was in the field near
by. He shot at it, but it ran into its
hole, he said. A few days later he told
her another story about having shown
Mrs. Orr how to use the gun.

The New Wiiness.

The new witness whom Mr, O’'Connor
spoke of is a Galt lad, who was parti-
cularly chummy with young Allison. 1t
js stated the young fellows were toge-
ther a good deal the day before the
murder, and that Allison said things to
his companion which, taking subsequent
events into consideration, were very
damaging to the cause of the prisoner.
Allison’s chum thought the statements
of no account, and said nothing about|
them. A short time ago he was sent
up to jail on some trifling charge, and
was placed in the cell next to Allison’s,
The boys talked .,over the old conversa-
tion.

The next day Mr. Blake,
counsel, called upon Aliison. Allison
told him about his conversation with
his old-time chum. Blake was paralyzed.
“For God's sake tell him to keep his
mouth shut about that, or it'll settie
you,” he cjaculated.

Allison was thunderstruck. He did
not think what he had told his chum
on Aug. 8 was of any importance. At
12 o'clock that night he softly called
over to the next cell, and when bie made
Lis friend hear he exacted a promise
from him that he would not say a word
about it. Allison’s chum did not sleep
much that night. By morning he had
concluded to tell Governor Cook ali
about it, which he did, hence the Crown
has evidence which they believe wili]
cenvict Allison. !

For the New Civic Buildings—8r. Fraser
Thinks s Plant in the Bullding
Cheapest.

At the meeting of the Property Com-
mittee yesterday afternoon a voluminous
report was submitted on the best me-
thod. of furnishing light and elevator
power for the new municipal and county
buildings, by George White-Fraser, con-
sulting and’ constructing electrical en-
gineer. The report deals with three
different propositions, first,with a plart
if installed in the city buildings; second-
ly, if in the waterworks; and thirdly,
if power were received from the Toronte
Eicetrie Light Company. A commereial
or private plant, he ‘maintains, can gen-
erate power more cheaply because it can
be better managed and because of its
greater size. But these conditions are
offset by the fact that in the city build-
ings or in the waterworks power-house
there would necessarily be a staff of
engineers and firemen] employed, and
who, besides doing the ordinary Wwork,
could look after the power plant,

s lectiric or siyarauilc.

From this point he diverts to the re-
spective merits of electric and hydrauhe
elevators. Their safety did not depend
on the motive power. As to reliability
there are so many electric elevators in
use that there eguld be no choice. 'I'he
question as to durability depended on
whether the electrical apparatus was
equally durable with the hydraulic. Hy-
draulic had, he claimed, the advantage
in this respeet, but was liable to all
kinds of maladjustment. Hydraulic ele-
vators, he believed, had slightly the best
of it in cheapness of operation,

Reverting: again and comparing the
cost of lighting by the three alternative
methods on a basis of 3000 lights, he
stated that, an inspection would show
that, on the basis of equaily eflicient
management in the civic plant, as is
expected in the commercial plant, the
lighting-if done by a plant put into the
buildings themselyes ~would cost less
than current bought from the Toronto
Lilectriec Light Co. by $221.19; and that
the same lighting, if done by a plant in
the waterworks building, would cost
more than current bought from the To-
ronto Electric Light Co. by $43.81.

He summarizes as follows:

“T¢ therefore appears that the cost of
lighting_the buildings by piacing a piant
in the buildings themselves will be the
least expensive method by some $22
for three storeys and about $300 for
four storeys, and it is for the Council
to take .into consideration whether this
saving is a sufficient inducement to run
the risk of accident attaching to all
machinery.”

But he adds, “ that a plant in the
buildings will make the city independent
and could be extended to other public
buildings with little expense, If a plaut
were put up in the waterworks it would
serve as a nucleus for the municipal
street lighting plant” that seems to he
inevitable in the near future,

Legislature Gets Down to Business Rarly
and Molds a Night Session—Mr. J. P
Whitney, Premier Hardy, Col. Matheson
and Mr. Conmee Continue the Debate
on the Speech From the Throne—MHouse
Notes.

With an unusual celerity of action the
Ontario Legislature has already got down
to business. Night sessions are not the
ordivary thing at the beginning of a ses:
sion, but the House sat both afternoou
and evening yesterday.

The time of the House was taken up vy
a continuance of the debate on the speecn
from the throne, and judging from present
appearances this particular forensic con-
test will last until the middle of next
week. Mr. J. . Whitney, leader of tne
Opposition, and Premier Hardy were tne
ch.ef speakers. The former deliverea a

strong arraignment against the Government,
and the latter proved as bitter on the ae-
feusive as ever. The notable features
about their addresses were that Mr. Whit
ney formally pinned the fate of the Op-

policy, and that Mr. Hardy, while quibbling

| as to the Government's intentions on this

question, endeavored to convict the Con
servative leader of all sorts of inaccuracies
and mis statements. .

The Oppesition Lender.

48 regards the Liquor License Act,

Mr. Whitney next took up Mr. German's
remarks of the day before, which that
gentleman had:made In  moving the aa-
dress, His honorable Ariend had sneerca
at the “lip loyalty’” of the Conservatlive
party. But he would like to remind the
honorable gentleman that not so long ago,
at a Liberal convention in Ottawa, the
question had been discussed as to wnether
or not the party's policy should be annexa-
tion to the United States. Furthermore,
he would recall the ‘honor roll” of the
summer of 1891, when morning after morn
ing the Toronto papers printed lists of
prominent Liberals who objected to the
policy of their Jeaddqrs. Then there came
Hon, Edward Blake/s disavowal of all con-
nection with the Liberal party, repeated
at Strathroy the dther day.

The mover of the address had objected to
members of the Opposition touring the
country, and he was not surprised that
the Government, after so long a tenure of
office, should feel as if Opposition mem-
bers fractured the law by making such a
tour. The occupants of the Treasury
Idnches, ‘however, might yet be surprised
at the result of that tour.

No Direet Taxation.

Hon. Mr. Ross, continued the Opposition
leader, had warned the country that the
Opposition, in objecting to the sale of tim
ber limits, were driving the country to
direet taxation. He (the speaker) would
say for once and all, however, that the
policy of the Opposition never was and
never would be direct taxation, The Op~
position policy, on the contrary, was to
gtop the Government in 1ts wild gallop,
which was leading the Province to direct
taxation.

The Engledue deal next came In for a
few words. Even The Globe had only
faintly praised the bargain. The Goverm
ment, in backing the deal, had stated the
territory given over to the English syndi-
cate was altogether unknown, and that ne
one knew whether or not it was mineral-
ized. He (the speaker) would yet show
the House and the country that the Engle
due people were aware hefore they bar-
gained for the property that it was well
mineralized.

The member for Bast Algoma, who sec-
onded the address, Mr. Whitney went on
to say, had spoken of his (Mr. Whitney's)
visit to Algoma. While up there he had
scen so-called colonization roads that were
not fit to travel on, and these had been
built by the Government with the peopie's
money. The member igor East Algoma had
also pretended to belittle theeffects of his
(the speaker’s) visit to that constituency,
in which at every road corner one ran
agajnst a Government official. At Stdbury
80¢ (people, Grits and Tories alike, had
come to him and teld him what they
wanted done. One man had taken him out
and pointed sadly at “Hardy’s sllent hills.”

Ontario’s Timber.

Talking of the live question of timber
licenses, Mr. Whitney observed that It
need not be expected that any influence
would lead to the reduction of the United
States duty on Canadian lumber,

Mr. German—Are you In favor of an ex
port duty on saw logs?

Mr. Whitney—We cannot put a duty on
saw logs in this House.

Mr. German—Well; do you look for the
restrictions suggested?

Mr. Whitney—I'll cgme to that later on.

Taking 375,000,000 feet of lumber, which
went out of this country in the shape of
logs in one year, as the export basis, and
$£6.50 per 1000 feet the cost of sawing,
handling and hauling the lumber, Ontario
annually lost about §2,225,000 In wages In
this way alone. .

No ‘duty ever confronted a Government
sp squarely as the duty of saving the
remnant of Ontario’s timber now confronts
this Government. The Government were
sfanding like cravens before this foreign
country, which was gloating over our re
sources, Only recently the Cabinet Coun
¢il received 'in private a deputation of
Michigan lumbermen, led by an ex-Gover
nor of that State, and now the Ameri-
cans were taking out our logs laster thd
ever, and to the great ipjury of the Cana-
dian laborer. The Government sbhould al
mee decide whether it would be governed
by the feelings of the people of this coun
try or by the demands of Americans. As
‘or the Opposition it was prepared to stanc
or fall on the policy of putting the re-
strictive clause in every timber Illcense
issued.

Mr. Whitney heckled the Governmen'
upon calling together the Legislature a

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CORPORATIONS V. THE PEOPLE.

The Dominion Coal Company, which
is mostly made up of United States
capitalists, has given notice that its coal
mines at Victoria and Port Morien, in
Cape Breton, will be permanently shut
down on the 15th instant. We in this
province have little idea of the signifi-
cunce of such an announcement to the
men who are engaged in these mines,
The closing down of the Victoria mines
means, to use the language of
The Sydney Advocate, *that the
happy homes of a thousand
people are rendered desolate ;
aud Vietoria Mines, one of the most
thriving settlements in Cape Breton, is
no more. If a foreign army landed on
our shores and foreibly expelled the
people, in some such manner as the
Acadians were expelled from the Anna-
polis Valley, the scenes would be little
worse, and the hardships and privations
perhaps no worse than those which will
be felt in Victoria Mines during the
winter of '97 and the spring of '98.”
The miners will have to leave the settle-
tient en masse and seek a livelihood
elsewhere, while their dwelling houses,
which may have cost them anywhere
from ‘three hundred to a thousand dol-
lars, will not be worth the price of the
shingles that cover them. ‘

A state of government which makes
it possible for a private corporation to
break up the homes of hundreds of
fomilies and reduce them to the verge
of starvation is certainly defective in
some basic principle. The fault in this
case seems to lie with the Government
of Nova Scotin, which, in granting a
foreign corporation the right to work
certain of its coal mines, considered the
material interests of the corporation as
of .more importance than the comfort
and: well-being of the people. The peo-
ple of Nova Scotia owned the mines, and
if the Government was in duty bound
to protect the interests of anyone it
was those of the people. Hon. Mr.
Fielding was leader of the Government
at the time the mines were leased. It
appears that; in virtue of one provision
in the charter, the company, by sim-
ply paying a certain trivial amount cf
royalty, can close down at will any or
every mine. The Government, in fact,
empowered a foreign corporation to do
the very mischief which is now causing
such consternation among the people in
the coal districts of Cape Breton. In
granting the American company this
privilege the Tielding Government made
an exception to a rule that had pre-
vailed in all previous charters of a simi-
lar nature. If the ordinary course had
been followed in issuing the charter to
{he Dominion Coal Company there would
be no shutting down of the Victoria
mines at the present time. It is meed-
less to say that the Dominion *Coal
Company’s action is the subject of much
severe criticism in the press and among
the people of Cape Breton. The ques-
tion involves a principle of more than
local importance. It involves a consid-
eration of the duty of Governments in
dealing with the heritage of the people,
whether that heritage be in the shape
of timber limits, gold and coal mines
or agricultural lands. We have lately
seen how thousands of acres of coal
lands belonging to the people of British
Jolumbia were taken out of their pos-
session and handed over to a gang of
speculators, who never gave a cent of
value in return for them. In Nova
Scotia theshines were leased, it is true,
but the company got the best of the
bargain. They could work the mines
or not, just as they saw fit. It seems
to us the case is one which would jus-
tify Government interference. If the
company won’'t work the mines they
should be compelled to abandon them.
This is what the people of Cape Breton
demand, and they are clamoring for Mr.
Fielding to return and save them from
the disaster that threatens them. Other
people will be glad to work the mines,
it is said, if an opportunity is given
them to do so. It is time that Govern-
ments paid more attention to the rights
of the people and less to the demands
of franchise-grabbers. No Government
should be allowed to tie up agricultural
or mining lands to any corporation or
individual when there are others who
are willing and anxious to work them.

When such a constituency is  opened
The Globe will be free. to hoom the
Liberal candidate, who of ecourse will
be as pronounced a frec trader -as Ber-
tram was ‘a protectionist. The Globe
will then square itself by taking advan-
tuge of the loophole it is now preéparing
for escape from its duplicity. It will
declare on that occasion that circum-
stances have arisen which will warrant
“considerable reductions” being made in
the tariff, and it will support a free
trade candidate on those lines. The
Globe is laying pipe, so that it can quote
from its own columns to show that it
opposed the trade policy advocated by
Mr. Bertram. The Globe is still under
{he delusion that the Liberal Govern-
ment can hitch Protection and TFree
Trade together in the same team. 'I'he
thing can’t' be done, and Sir Wiltrid
Laurier will realize the fact before ne
has been many more months in power.

Globe imagines,

POSTAL REDUCTIONS.

Having reduced the postage on letters
to Great Britain and other parts of the
Empire, the Government ought to con-
sider the advisability of making reduc-
tions in other branches of the service
and of otherwise increasing,the efficiency
of the department. We believe that let-
ters ean be profitably delivered at one
cent in all the cities where there is a
carrier service, and we therefore think
the rate for drop letters should be re-
duced to that figure. Each branch of
the service should be made to pay its
own way as far as possible, The Post-
office Department is not justified in
charging the people of Toronto two cends
for delivering a letter when a dezen
firms would be glad to take the con-
tract off its hands at one cent. For
one cent a person can both buy a copy
of The World and have it delivered to
any address in the city, and that, too,
before six o’clock in the morning. It is
extortion to charge two cents for the
mere delivery of a letter. We are afraid
that it is the people of Toronto who
will have to make up the deficiency of

on Imperial letters.

The time has also arrived when the
general letter rate should be ‘Teduced
from three cents to two cents, to con-
form with the rate that prevails in other
countries. Another reform that'is ur-
gently needed in connection with the de-
partment is the extemsion and reduction
in the rate of the parcels post. 'The
postoffice should afford the people relief
from the extortion of the Express Com-
panics. Canada should adopt the rates
that prevail in England for the convey-
ance of light parcels. The adoption of
the English system here would have a
wonderful effect in stimulating business
between the large cities and the coun-
try places. It is to be hoped the Post-
master-General will give these matters,
which are of much more importance to
the people than the reform he has just
introduced, his .serious and immediate
consideration.

MUST HAVE OUR LUMBER.

Michigan Car Company Cemes te Canada
for a Large Quantity of Norway
Pine to Fill Contracts.

Detroit, Dec. 2. — The stecamer Pawnee,
with her consorts Orton and Edwards, ar-
rived here from Spanish River, Ont., with
2,000,000 feet of Norway lumber, Inen
boards.

The depression of the last few years in
the lumber trade put a stop to the sawing
of Norway pine in Michigan. As in the
bullding of freight cars this class of lum-
ber is indispensable, the car company had
no other immediate resource than to go
to Canada for it. Their agents were un
able to find in Michigan a sufficient quan
tity of Norway pine to enable rhe company
to filll contracts for cars which it now
has on hand for nearby delivery.

AAMNOND 44D THE POISON

P

Dr. Campbell of Gravenhurst Told the
Gourt About Its Purchase.

The Evidence on the Second Day of the
Second Trial of the Alleged Murderer of
Katie Tough Was a Repetition ol That
Given at the Former Trial-The Young
Wife's Appealing Letters Again Read in
Court—Case to 6o on To-dav. :

Bracebridge, Dec. 2.—The first witness
in the Hammond trial this morning was
Dr. Campbell of Gravenhurst. He testi-
fied that the prisoner came to his drug
store during the foremoon of the Gth
March and purchased an ounce bottle
of hydrocyanic aeid, for the purpose
of destroying some cats. Forty-five
drops, or three-quarters of a teaspoon-
ful, would be a fatal dose. DPrisoner
was warned as to the nature of the
poison. The bottle found was shown
witness, and also another bottle from
his store, and he said they were both
alike. “I heard of the death of Iatie
Tough on the next day, and went to
see prisoner at his father's house. 1

asked him what he did with the bottle
I =old him. He indicated that he had
thrown it away. I asked how it hap-
pened he threw it away. I told him
that people were talking, that it would
be best for him to find it. 1 saw him
again the same day.
omitted to have him sign the poison
Look. He came to the store and signed
it. We had a conversation about the
deceased. He said she was married
a man in Toronto named James. After
prisoner had signed the poison book 1
sent word to Coroner Bridgeland to come
down.”
Admitted He Saw Miss Russell.

Constable William Slean was called,
and gave evidence concerning the findr
ing of the bottle stopper, and. cofivey-
ing the stomach of deceased to Dr. Ellis
of Toronto, provincial analyst. ‘Lhis
witness conveyed prisoner to the Brace-
Lridge jail, and on the way prisoner
said Rosina Russell's statement that she
eaw him and deceased together on the
night of March 6 was true. 'The pris-
oner says he saw Miss Russell on the
steps of her sister’s house.

Mrs. Lee, 459 Bathurst-sireet, Toronto,
was called. She said she knew Katie
Tough, she having been employed by
her as @ servant. The trunk shown her
had the appearance of the trunk be-
longing to deceased. Prisoner was a fre-
Guent visitor at the house while deceased
was living with witness.

Mrs. Bryan, boarding-house keeper,
TToronto, sworn, said_she kmew the pris-
oner. He had boarded at her house for
two months. He had no trunk, but a
trunk came afterwards. The trunk
ghown her was like the trunk he had
there. The week following the death
prisoner’s father and an expressman
came and took the trunk away.

Detective Burrows said he had been
detailed on March 12, 1896, to assist
Archy Sloan in getting the trunk. *“I
got some information. I saw an ex-
pressman and he saw me and tried to
pass the cheek to another man. We
had a tussle and I got the check and
then the trunk.”

Seme 0/ the Letters.

Archy Sloan was called, and stated
that he searched prisoner and found
certain letters. He got a key from pris-
oner, and the key fitted the ¢runk
which he got from Detective Burrows.
In the trunk he found a number of let-
ters, which were produced and identi-
fied. Some of these letters were found
on the prisoner and others in the trunk,
and had reference to insurance and othér
matters. The following are samples of
some of the letters reaa.

MATTERS AT THE CAPITAL

New Custems Regulatiens-Mr, Sifton on
Alaskan Affalrs — Iniand
Revenue Statement.

Ottawa, Dec. 2.—The Minister of Cus-
toms has made regulations simplifying the
method by which postal packages on which
there is duty to be paid shall reach their
destination. Under the existing rules they
must go to one of the 18 central offices
in Canada,’ from  which the manifest Is

issued. By the new rule the packages In
crossing the international boundary will
come direct to the customs office nearest
| the point of destination. Another circular
will be issued from the Customs Depart-
ment to insure the reporting of shipments
made to foreign countries. The export
figures have never been complete, and
it is with a view of making them as ac-
curate as possible that an order Is to
| be issned which will require exporters to
file with the railway eompanies by which
they ship a list of goeds shipped.

Mr. Stiten on Kilondike AMairs.

Hon. Clifford Sifton, Minister of the In-
terior, returned to the capital, after his
trip to tne Klondike, last evening., He
is apparently In a perfect conditton of
health, Speaking on the Alaska bound-
ary question, Mr. Sifton said: *“I'here are
certain phases of the question which have
to be looked into careiudy, and Mr. kg,
our chief astronomer, went out with me
for that purpose. As to whether there will
be a commission on the question, appoint-
ed by the United Statés and ourselves,
I do not know. The subject is a very
grave one.”

He will cause the Mounted Police Force
in the Yukon district to be increased, the
present contingent stationed tnere not be=
ing sufficient to properly patrol the im-
nense area covered by miners and pros-
prctors,

Inland Revenue Statement.

Sir Henry Joly, Minister of Iniand
Revenue, has prepared a very Iinteresi-
ing statement concerning the revenue of
his department. The statement shows that
the revenue aceruing between July 1 and
Nov. 1 last was $721,000 less than the rev-
enue which acerued between the same dates
last year. This, he claims, is due to the
fact that the distillers and tobacco manu-
facturers imported immensely in anticipa-
tion of a change in the tariff. This is
evidenced by the fact  that the revenue
for March, april, May and June was $3,-
807,247, as against $2,615,774sfor the cor-
responding four months of 18Y6—or this
year shows an increase in those four
months of $1,191,473, Sir Henry maintains
that it took months for these men to dis-
pose of ai this imported matter, but that
the revenmue has now come back to 1its nor-
mal condition, quoting in proof, of this the
fact that last month’s (November) revenue
was $16,000 in excess of that of November,
1806.  This increase, he expects, will not
only be maintained, but exceeded.

PREACHER AND HIS PAY.

Rev. Samuel Daw o. Belleyille Appeals
From the Chancellor’s Judgment
— Are Churchwardens Liable ?

Rev. Samuel Daw is appealing to the
Court of Appeal from the judgment of
the Chancellor dismissing his action against
Dr. D. H. Ackerill and Kobert Bateman

for arrears of stipend. The plaintiff was
the incumbent of Christ's Church, Belle-
villé, and the defendants, the church
wardens. The Chancellor decided that the
church wardens were not personally Ha-
able to the minister except to the amount
of the funds in their hands. The seats of
this church are free. All were invited,
but, if the vowuntary contributions were
insufficient the learned Chancellor sald
“Pressure of law cannot produce the money
unless the voluntary sources respond.”” He
also held that the plaintif had abandoned
$663 of his claim at Easter, 1894, as a
free-will offering, to induce the people to
be more liberal in future, but that there
| was still owing $250 to the plaintift,
though no fund out of which it was to
come. He did not pass upon the future
punishment of the people who did not
pay their parson, but it was conceded by
counsel on the appeal that a horrible fate
awaited them, 7The case will be concluded
to-day.

THE LADY MEDS.

Hearty Reception of the Countess of Aber-
deen -The Vieterian Order of
Naurses Preject.

Yesterday afternoon there was quite a
flutter about the usually quiet and studious
halls of the Ontario Medical College for
Women, owing to the anticipated visit of
Her Excellency the Countess of Aberdeen.
The miembers of the faculty, men and wo-
men, weré all assembled, wearing their aca-
demic rofies and hoods, while the young
ladiés of the various years were drawn up
on each side of the broad stairway to re-
ceive the Countess, who entered at the ap-
pointed time, accompanied by her alde,
Captain Wyatt, The Countess, who wore a
long purple velvet cloak, jet trimmed, with
small violet bonnet, and carried a handsome
Russlan sable muff, was received by 1he
dean of the college, Dr. Nevitt, who wel-
comed her on behalf of the faculty.

The Dean’s Welcome.

In a very cordial address, the dean re-
ferred to the Countess’ well-known liberal
views on the subject of the higher educa-
tion of women, her sympathy with the en-
larged sphere of women's work, and hoped
that Her Excellency would  permit this
Medleal College for Women to have the
honor of her name as a patroness. He out-
lined the work which the college bas donce
in sending out duly trained and certificated
women physicians all over thé¢ Dominion,
and to far off India, and pald a. tri-
bute to one of the Countess’ predecessors,
I.ady Dufferin, who had done 8o much in
the cause of suffering women.

Bier Excellencey’s Reply.

The Countess replied in her uswaal graceful
and charmiug way, telling the girls how
much she was interested in medicine and
nursing, and consenting with pleasure to
have her name enrolled as a patroness of
the college. She said that Dr. Alfred Wor-
cester was with her party, and that she
hoped the dean would invite him to address
the young women of the college upon a
theme which lay very near to her heart,
viz., the project of which we are hearing
so much, the Victorian Order of District
Nurses. :

Dr. Worcester was warmly received and
began by saying that it was such a relief
to address the ladies, after the battle of the
doctors the night before. He deprecated the
idea that hé had taken any of the previous
night's opposition in bad part; it was all
fair enough, but what did vex him was that
Canadian doctors seemed so disinclined to
take a good thing when they had the oppor-
tunity.

Buffale Courier-Record Points Out That
Canada 1s Likely to Wetaliate in the

Matter of Lumber Daty.

Buffalo, Dec. 2.—The Courier-Record this
morning says editorially : “During the long
debate on the Dingley Bill, this paper re-
peatedly called attention to the unwise
course of the Republicuns in levying a high
tariff on Canadian lumber. The result of
that foolish policy will be some measure of
retaliation by Canada, which controls a
great timber supply that American capi-
talists wish to develop, and which Aaneli-
can builders must have In the near future,
since the lumber regions of the TUnited
States are about exhausted. In his speech
to the Ontario Legislature, Sir Oliver
Mowat, the new Lieutenant-Governor of the
province, clearly foreshadowed the adoption
of a retaliatory policy by the OntarigGov-
ernment. He expressed his regret that the
United States had made 1t a'most impos-
sible to continue sending certain qualities
of pine lumber to this country and added
that a bill ‘would be introduced in reldtion
to the cutting of lumber and to timber
licenses, He revealed no detalls, but it need
not surprise anyone if the Canadians pass
a measure so stringent that it will prevent
the cutting of Canadian timber by Ameri-
A(lluls] to be rafted across the lakes and saw-
e cre.”’

 Charles W. Plyer, insurance manager for
the American Wall Paper Company, and
formerly a lawyer and physician, shot him-
self in the head with fatal effect. In his
hand, when his corpse was found. was
tightly grasped the photograph of his young
wife, who died in September last. Mr. Plyv-
epr was 07 years old and had only been
married five years when his wife died.

Dun & Co. Repeort B-nlnen as Good iIn
Canasda—Returning Activity Among
VWoelen Manufacturers.

""With the advancing oeason the frade
movement at Montreal is naturally less
mctive, particularly in heavy goods, Such
as rhetals, oils, paints, glass, chemicals,
etc., supplies of which were rushed forward
before the close of navigation, but, all
things considered, the ‘distribution at the
moment may be considered satisfactory for
the time of year. In.wholesale dry goods
virveles the regular stock taking is absorbing
_all attention, still there is a fair amount of
business doing, and, tliere bave RQeen somic
large buyers in towh. who-are in#he habit
of looking for jobs which a good many
wholesalers are willing to clear out at a
cvoncession rather than carry over. With
1égard {o the city dry goods trade, while
the large departmental stores are busy,
‘there is more or less complaint among deal-
eors of moderate calibre that sales are not
80 active as they would like to see them;
in the country stocks secm to be moving oft®
fairly. It is gratifying to note further ve-
ports of returning activity among the wool-
en mills, and some mill agents report that
their principals are booked to thefr full ca-

!Cape wool is now unjoading in New York
for this market, and is reported as already
moure than half sold. A good sorting distri-
bhution - prevails in general groceries. Re-
finers have advanced granulated sugar a
pbint; canned goods are all very strong,
gallon apples especially have shown greai
advance. Shoe orders continue to come :n
well, and the leather market shows all the
strength noted.

Cements
have all been advanced from:-5H to 10 cents
n barrel, as deliveries will pow have to ue
made from store. Collections continue fair
on the whole and failures gquite few,.

The wholesale trade at Toronto is practi-
chlly unchanged. The more seasonable
weather has stimulated the demand:. for
Yieavy goods, which, with furs, ete., are in
good demand. There is some improvemeint
also among the boot and’shoe trade,  while
seasonable lines in. hardware are moving
freely.
