TORIES.
A bulletin Issued by the government 

Of the Northwest Territories gives the 
area cultivated for wheat, oats, barley 
and flax, the expected crop for this 
year, and the history of agriculture 
for five years. There are 728,000 acres 
under wheat, with an expected crop 
of 15,000,000 bushels ; 305,710 acres of 
oats, expected to yield 11,803,000 
bushels; 42,445 acres of barley, expect­
ed to yield 1,116,300 bushels: 27.000 
acres of flax, expected to yield 234.500 
bushels. In five years, 1898 to 1002 
inclusive, the acreage of wheat 
more than doubled, and the yield was 
increased from five and a half million 
bushels to nearly fourteen millions. 
This year, while there has been a 
further Increase of 102,000 in 
the expected Increase In the crop Is 
only 1,085,000, indicating a somewhat 
smaller yield per acre, 
the whole six years the yield per 
has Increased.

The acreage of oats In 1903 is three 
and a half times as great as in 1898, 
and the expected yield nearly four 
times as great. In barley the increase, 
both in acreage and yield, is more than 
double. In flax, no figures are given 
before 1902; the Increase in 
and yield, in one year, is more than 
50 per cent. It may be noted that the 
Territories are now producing 
wheat than Upper Canada did fifty 
years ago.

Canadians Investigating New Steel 
Proees* at Leckport.

Lockport, Aug. 6.—For two weeks 
prominent Canadians have been here 
witnessing tests of the Marcus Ruth- 
enburg electrical process of manu­
facturing steel, which the inventor, a 
Philadelphian, claims will revolution­
ize the manufacture because it reduces 
the cost of production 20 per cent, 
and turns out a purer steel than the 
Bessemer process. The Canadians are 
Eygene Cannai, Dominion Superinten­
dent of Mines; Donald Locke, Dominion 
Chemist; O. Hlgman, Dominion Elec­
trician ; William Simpson, Dr. Garrell, 
capitalists, all of Ottawa, and William 
Cross, auditor of the Great Northern

W. H. Bunting of tit. Catharines, 
president of the FPuit 
elation, yesterday, in speaking of the 
blight, said that it was affecting the 
apple, pear and quince trees, and that 
it was more prevalent in 
where the ground was cultivated in the 
orchards than where grass was allowed 
to grow among the trees. He thought, 
however, that the blight would not 
affect this year’s crop, the prospects 
of which were very good.

Apples are not as heavy, being vari­
able, some sections good, some light. 
Mr. Bunting said that the apple crop
