AN EXHAUSTIVE
INVESTIGATION.

Into the Wh;; Question of
Union of the Churches,

(Toronto News.)

The Church Upion Conference this morn-
ing in Knox Church decided to appoint
five sub-committees tq investigate the de-
tails of five important brgnches. of Church
work, with the view 10 arriving at a basis
of union. ‘These branches are understood
to be church polity, doctrine, orgdniza-
tion, office and tra ning of the ministry,
and administration of ihe various funds
of the church. The membership of these
committees will be two-fifths Methodist,
two-fifths Presbyterian #nd one-fifth Con-
gregational, . :

No Insuperable Difficulty.

. No minister addregsing the Churc¢h Un-
jon Conference in Kpox Church has yet
presented any insupepable difiiculty in the
way of union, though several speakers
have come out openly against the pro-
posed Church reform. ¥ven ‘thess op-
ponents, howeyer, ~ expressed themselves
as open to conviction, and possibly may
have modified, their opiniops somewhat by
the time the investigation into the ques-
tion during‘ the next two or three years
has been concluded,
conceded that there will. not be any or-
ganic union of the three bodies. Presby-
terian, Methodist and Congregational,
before five years, at the very earliest.

Several Presbyterian speakers have been
‘unable to sge how Praab¥terhms could un-
ite with Congregationalists, in view of
the ‘latter not being an organized body.
Bvery Congregationalist minister is inde-
pendent in his own charge, and from his
ruling or decision -there is no appeal.

OF THE ALPS.

Twenty-Five Killed and
L] L]

Twenty Injured in One

Week.

The season in the Alps is at an end
and The London Express has made
estimate of the cost in human life.
Only partial returys are available.
The death roll, however, may be es-
timated from the figures for the first
week in August, when 25 people wers
killed, 20° more or less irdjured and
several reported missing.

Some of the more sensational in-
\cidents are thus told by an Express
gcorrcspondent :— Though undoubtedly
{the best climbers hail from Great
| Britain, it is none the less true that
some of the most rash and reckless
come from the same source, The cas-
ual young man;or woman who starts
offl a few hours after arriving in
Switzerland to ascend . tha Wetter-
horn, or Mont Blang, clad in patent
leather = shoes and a light summer
suit, with no other provision than a
smart walking stick and a packet of
|cigarettes, is invariably British.

Miss Mary Wilmot, an English lady
who was visiting Chateau d’Oex, lost
her life through climbing rocks in
dainty high-heeled shoes.
mot started with two Swiss compan-
ions, but no guide, to climb the
Rockers de Paray in search of edel-
weiss. The party, after ascending
some distance, lost their way, and,
while her companions descended to
look for a safer path. Miss Wilmot
attempted to reach a patch of edel-
weiss on a slope over-hanging a pre-
cipice. © The rocks crumbled beneath
her feet, amd, unable to gain secure
footing, she slipped and fell on to a
ledge fifty feet below, where her com-
panions found her lifeless body.

Among minor accidents from the
same ' causes are, the cases of a
young English lady named Miss Nic-
hols, who, rambling alone on the
Chamonix Merde-Glace in soft cycling
boots, fell into a crevasse, and was
|lucky = enough ' to escape with a
sprained ankle and & few cuts and
bruises, and of Mr. Merridew, an
Englishman, who, while plimbipg
Pilatus in thin summer shoes, slip-
ped and fell some distance, but man-
aged to arrest his fall and to land
comparatively unhurt on the very
brink of a sheer drop of 200 feet.

Next to the danger of' climbing
without a guide comes the danger of
making difficult ascents with ama-
teur guides. Owing to this cause a
party of four young Germaq stu-
dents from Geneva almost lost their
lives on the Charmoz a week ago.
They were all inexperienced, a.nd
were being piloted by a young Swiss
man of business from Geneva. They
had reached .a®' most dangerous por-
tion of the ascent when a [“fierce
|storm came on, and in their endea-
[vors to securp;‘themselves to the
!face of the peak they dislodged a
great flake of rock.

Then they found that they could
neither' ascend mor descend without
risking a fearful fall, and they were
compelled to spend the night cling-
ing like flies to . -
onl; a.few. .inches wide, expecting
evéls"y moment to fall’ from exhaus-
j,tion. In the morning they were res-
fcued by a party of climbers, who
{lowered ropes to them from above.

Many strange and curious accidents
{have happened lately on the Alps.
|Not long ago a guide named Charles
| Kohl confessed to having, with an-
{other guide, led M. Pardy, a Swiss
ltourist, to a fonely spqgt.on the
|mountains, and to have there robbed

guidel strange to the locality is al-
{most as foolish as to climb with no
guides at all, and it was owing to
this cause that Professor Demelius,
the head of the Innsbruck University
and his Tyrolese guide, Joseph Tem-
bel, lost their l§ves on the Gabelhorn
in July. Though one of° the best
guides in the Tyrol Tender was ¢ igt
norant of the Zermatt peaks, and
this ignornace proved fatal.
