The tumpline is a very simple-looking 

apparatus, consisting of a wide leather 
band which is fixed on the top of the 
head or over the forehead, at each end 
of which there is attached a long strap 
to which the load is fixed so that it will 
hang down the back. It is claimed that 
by the use of this simple contrivance 
one man can do the carrying work of 
two, and that he will still be fresher 
than the two would have been; further, 
it is said that the carrier can more read­
ily divest himself of his load than he 
could if carrying it in any other fash­
ion. This would naturally commend it 
for carrying loads over shell-sweep 
areas. Moreover, if a man were cross­
ing an area where gas shells were being 
thrown, he could wear his mask without 
inconvenience, as well as his helmet to 
protect him from shrapnel.

“The scandal-maAyr of the fighting 
eighties” is what J. P. Collins, London 
correspondent of the Boston Transcript, 
calls Sir Charles Dilke. Hi" authorita­
tive biography has just been issued by 
John Murray, and naturally interest in 
his remarkable career has been revived. 
The author of the work Is Miss Ger­
trude Tuckwell, the niece of Dilke’s sec­
ond wife. She has been offered every 
facility, and the two volumes contain 
everything that will ever . be known 
about this most brilliant man. She does 
not disclose what most people will won­
der at who remember the scandal of 
1885.

about DUke that most people remember, 
it may be dealt with first. On July 18,
1885, returning from the Reform Club, 
where he had been a guest In honor of 
the passing of the redistribution bill 
which he had drawn up, he found up­
on his hall table a letter from an in­
timate friend asking for a call, and the 
next day he learned that a stilt for di­
vorce had been begun, with him as co­
respondent. The complainant was Don­
ald Crawford, a Liberal member, who 
stated that his wife had made a volun­
tary confession to him, implicating Dilke.
The case was lost in court by Craw­
ford, but Dilke declined, on the advice 
of Joseph Chamberlain and other 
friends, to enter the witness box. Later, 
when he found that his action had been 
popularly misconstrued as an admission 
that he could not stand a cross-examin­
ation, he applied for leave to appear and 
plead in an intervention by the Queen's 
Proctor. This was denied him on the 
ground that previously he had refused 
to appear, and the House of Lords denied 
his appeal. Later there was a retrial in 
which he appeared and said that the 
lady’s visits to him were ostensibly to 
advance her husband’s political interests.
The case was dismissed with costs, the 
verdict being virtually “not proven.”
This ended Dilke’s puijic career.

Sir Charles Dilke was the second bar­
onet of the line, and he entered public 
life with every advantage. At Cam­
bridge he had been the most brilliant 
man of his year. He had wealth, aris­

Potatoes are so plentiful In the British 

Isles that the farmers cannot sell all 
their crop at six pounds sterling a ton, 
or about eighty cents a bushel, the price 
fixed by the government to stimulate 
production. Many farmers have appeal­
ed to the British Food Controller for 
permission to sell them at three pounds, 
ten shillings a ton, or about forty-five 
cents a bushel, at which price they 
would find a good market among distill­
ers, starch makers and other manufac­
turers of food products and technical 
supplies. The British government has 
refused to pay farmers the difference if 
they sell below the set price of six 
pounds a ton, and large stocks are auto­
matically withheld from the market by 
the inability of the trade to absorb the 
supply. The majority of farmers favor 
sticking to the fixed price. In Ireland 
thousands of bushels of potatoes are be­
ing fed to hogs because there Is no 
chance of selling all of them at six 
pounds a ton.

Potatoes cannot be carried over into 
anothflt crop year like wheat and other 
grains. The British crop so far exceeds 
expectations that it removes all fear of 
a shortage of starfhy food, and the peo­
ple and armies of Great Britain and 
France will be able to reduce the amount 
of wheat and other mlllable grains they

potato flour, but such bread must be 
eaten while fresh and soldiers in the field 
must have rations of wheat flour bread 
or hard tack when away from their 
bases of supply.

In time of war the laws of supply and 
demand may be suspended but they 
nevertheless keep on working. America 
will not be called upon to ship potatoes 
to England and France and their price 
in this country should be lower because 
the North American crop also exceeds 
all previous records. Potatoes 
selling at wholesale in New York at 
about twice the price fixed by the Brit­
ish government, which should put an 
end to the nonsensical pretense that the 
price is due to anticipated exports. Our 
winter wheat farmers have not been as 
diligent as the British potato growers, 
the estimated increase in acreage plant­
ed being only five per cent, which is in­
adequate to say the least.

Changes in Other Commands.

The Italian army was under the su­
preme command of General Cadoma 
from the beginning of the war until a 
few days ago, when Cadorna was put 
in relatively an inferior position and a 

general appointed, assisted by a 
British and French officer. Of the 
changes in the Russian command it 
would be tedious to speak without the 
assistance of an adding machine, but -in 
Russia the changes have been by no 
means for the better, and most people 
believe that Russia had her best general 
in her firei, namely, the Grand Duke 
Nicholas, who, many maintain, was the 
most brilliant leader that the Allies have 
developed since the beginning of the war.

He had no hesitation, 
bother him very much longer and once 
he had made up his mind he voted 
against the referendum and for the con­
scription bill.

Mr. Carvell went on to say: “I want 
to say to my Liberal and Conservative 
friends here if anybody thinks it.

They had differed simply on a 
question of principle. He could not bring 
himself to vote against what he consider­
ed what was necessary and the good of 
the country.

“The government that has gone out 
asking for your suffrages is neither Con­
servative nor Liberal, but composed of 
both banded together for the sole and 
only) object of doing the best they can 
for Canada, carrying Canada through 
these troublous times and for a reason­
able time for demobilisation.

“Then our contract ceases—I have not 
been asked to give up one principle 
which I have held dear during my life­
time.”
