The garrison at Udine, the former It-
slian headquarters, is said to be made
up of Turkish soldiers who are using the
church of Santa Maria as one of their
barracks. On the citadel of Udine the
invaders have raised five flags—Austrian,
German, Bulgarian, Turkish, and Greek.
The last flag represents a Greek division
which went over to the Bulgarians at
Kavala and Fortrupel, and which some
reports put among the enemy divisions
operating on the Italian front.

Has Greatly Strengthened His

London, Nov. 20—Lloyd George’s de-
fence yesterday was a remarkable per-
sonal triumph, sweeping away all oppo-
sition. Mr. Asquith’s forensic, cold criti-
cism failed to touch the realities of the
situation, but the premier quickly grip-
ped the house. As he warmed up, both
sides burst into repeated cheers even the
front opposition bench sitting enthralled
under his oratory, like sinners under the
grip of great revivalist.
 “Today’s press echoes this triumph. He
taas not alone justified himself but has
<pormously strengthened his position.
The speech is held by many to confirm,
by its omissions of reports that differen-
ces of opinion exist between the premier
and the military leaders. He refrained
from uttering even the usual praise of
their conduct of this year’s -campaign

_ but instead emphasized their responsibili-
ty for all that happened, asserting that

| no soldiers afywhere had their strategical
dispositiong less interfered with by poli-
ticians; that never in the whole history
of the war in this country have soldiers
received more consistent and more sub-
stantial backing than they had this year.

London, Nov. 20—The reception of
Premier Iloyd George’s speech in the
House of Commons by the morning
nawspapers justifies the assumption that
the storm which lately threatencd a
crisis has passed, not only without dam-
aging the premier’s hold on the country,
but perhaps even strengthening it. It
is conceded, even by his opponents, that
the speech was in the premier’s best
manner, and was a parliamentary tri-
umph. Editorial encomiums flow freely
from his supporters, while the comments
of hostile critics lack the fierceness of
previous denunciationg

Replying to Hon. Mr. Asquith, the
premier denied that Winston Spencer
Churchill had anything to do with the
composition of the Parish speech and
added:—

“Let me say at once that I considered
the speech carefully. If the speech was
wrong I cannot plead any, impulse or
that it was said in the heat of the mo-
ment. I considered it and delivered it
for a deliberate purpose—I have seen
resolutions for unity and co-ordination
Where are they?.

THE WAR SITUATION.

The = Austro-Germans are sending
fresh forces and striking hard on the
northern part of the Italian front. As
yet they have not gained any material
success there, but the Italians are in need
of reinforcements. It is hoped they will
be able to hold the line.

From Russia comes news that the
Bolsheviki are in control of the situation
at Petrograd and Moscow, but there is
& rumor that Kerensky has turned up
again at another point, with a few sol-
diers at his command.. The growing
scarcity of food supplies in the cities,
due to the paralysis of traffie, is now
a very serious matter. Meanwhile Rus-
sia is out of the war,

Today’s cables report that the Ger-
mans are still withdrawing large forces
from the eastern front and sending them
to other fronts. The collapse of Russia
has been of immense advantage to Ger-
many, and makes the task of the Allies
infinitely greater. The people of Canada
should realize this fact and act accord-
ingly. :

The death of Gen. Maude closes a re-
markably brilliant career in Mesopo-
tamia, and it will not be easy to find
another so capable of leading the army
in that region in its victorious course.
British success in Palestine continues.

On the western front there has been
no important change since the battle of
Passchendaele. The Germans are said
to be sending strong reinforcements to
that front.

There are also rumors of an enemy
drive in the near future on the Mace-
donian front and in Roumania.

A glance over the war news reveals
the fact that the Central Powers -are
still very powerful on all fronts. The
war is to be prolonged, in spite of the
best the Allies can do. The British
and American war councils are meeting

in London today to discuss more effect-

ive co-ordination of war effort.

HERE'S THE PROOF.

If any argument were needed to con-
vince the citisens of St. John of the
urgent need of medical inspection in the
schools it was furnished by Mr, J. King

Kelley and Dr. Farris at the Rotary Club

luncheon yesterday.

Mr. Kelley told of a child in an ad-
vanced stage of tuberculosis who had
been attending the public schools and
had to be removed to the county hos-
pital. The children attending the same
school were exposed to infection. How
many other such cases are there in the
schools?

Dr. Farris added the information that
ten other children of school age are in
the county hospital, and thirty-seven
are receiving treatment at the dispen-
sary. How many more such cases are
there as yet undiscovered?

Dr. Farris showed very clearly that
we have begun at the top instead of the
bottom in attempting to stamp out tuber-
culosis. We have the hospital for ad-
vahced cases, the sanatorium for in-
cipient cases, and the dispensary; but
we fail to have medical inspection of all
school children ,which would discover all
cases of the disease among the young.

Dr. Farris says that adults rarely de-
velop the disease, but children are very
susceptible. Hence medlcal inspection
of children s the first essential.

The Children’s Aid Soclety, the So-
ciety for the Prevention of Tuberculosis,
the Trades and Labor Council and the
Woman’s Counecil have all declared for
medical inspection, Other organizations
will doubtless do the same, The school
board is sympathetic, Com, Wigmore
belleves the city council will approve
of the expenditure,

The first move, therefore, Is up to the
school board. It should submit an esti-
mate, definitely earmarked as for medi-
val inspeetion. 'The city council wiil do

If you have
only the first instalment ready and haveto depend on your savings, which may
not be available when each instalment comes due, the bank will lend you the
money to meet the payments and only charge you 5%; per cent interest, and will
carry the loans at this rate of interest for a year; and, should circumstances
arise that prevents you making all the payments, or you find it is necessary for
you to get your money back, your bond can be sold at any time at the market
price and your money, plus the accrued interest, will be returned to you.
Such a safe and good ogportunity for the small investor has never been offered
before and probably never will be again. Such an opportunity to antwer to
the call of duty should not be neglected by any-of us, big or small. We should
all answer in such a way that the name of our city will be written broad across

FLOTATION COSTS
FCR VICTORY LOAN
RELATIVELY SMALL

Ottawa, Nov. 20—An official explana-
tion of the organization of the Victory

Loan and the basis on which subserip-
tions are being solicited, is given out as
follows:

“The organization of Canada’s Vie-
tory Loan is nation-wide. There are
special committees, with chairmen at
their head charged with the duty of pro-
moting the success of the loan in each
province, city and county of the Domin-
jon. Honorary committees have also
been formed in the large centres.

“All the proféssional bond and stock
exchange houses were commandeered by
the finance minister some weeks ago, in
order that their entire organization might
| be devoted to the loan, They will not
| be paid upon a commission basis, as in
| the past, but their remuneration will be

actually performed.

“The special workers who will be en-
gaged for about a month in canvassing
for the smaller subscriptions in cities,
towns and rural districts, will be paid
for their services and expenses upon a
commission basis. Many local chair-
men report that the remuneration to
these workers will be less than their
actual expenses. Reports have come in
that many canvassers will devote any

The remarkable document received by
all the legations begins with a polite ex-
| pression of the aims of the conference.

(It gives assurance that only questions !
| concerning future. world peace would be |

discussed and .declares that ways end
means for ending the present war would
not be touched upon. Two paragraphs
further on in the document say:

“We therefore beg you earnestly to ar-
range with your government that such
persons as wish to participate in the con-
ference ‘at Berne shall receive their
passes and permission to pass through
the' countries en route to Berne. We
may expect this will be done all the
more because the principal war aims of
the Entente Powers will be the prin-
cipal subject of discussien,and it there-
fore would' be absolutely not understand-
able if difficulties shoul§ be placed in
the way of the conference,

“We must. disclaim all responsibilities
if our request should, contrary to ex-
pectations, be refused; for in that "cese
the Entente states would be represented
only by such citizens as are staying here
in Switzerland.”

The note was signed by J. Scherrer-
Fuellemann, the national councillor for
St. Gall, who is president of the league.
The peremptory tone of the note in some
of its paragraphs, especially the one de-
manding an immediate answer, is (on-
sidered unfavorable. The newspapers in
general strongly disapprove of the note
because M. Scherrer-Fuellemann is a
national councillor. :

Ottawa, Nov. 20—An order-in-council
has been passed prohibiting the export-

British possessions and protectorates, of
foodstuffs, feeding stuffs, fats ,oils, soap,

be issued under regulations drafted by
the food controller and approved by the
governor-in-council, “to countties in al-
llance with the British Empire and hav-
ing armies in the European field.”

In the case of export to the United
States, the collector of customs at the
point of exit may grant licenses for milk
or fresh fish in usual quantities, and for
shipments of food grains of less *nan 125
pounds, flour of less 'than twenty-five
barrels, butter of less than 125 pounds,
and for other shipments which do not
contain an amount of any one commo-

i ‘Licenses will not be required for goods
now loading or in trapsit for exporta-
tion to the United States. Export li-
cense forms can be-obtained from -the
bureau of licenses, office of the food con-
traller, Ottawa, or from the secretary
of any board of trade in Canada, or from
any express or freight agent. Applica-
tions for licenses must he inn duplicate,
and must give full details, including
value, point of shipment, point of exit,
and consignors and consignees ad-
dresses.

Blanket license will not be issued and
no license will be valid’ for more than
sixty days after date of issue.

POTATOES TOO HIGHS

(New York Commercial.)

Potatoes are so plentiful in the British
Isles that the farmers cannot sell all
their crop at six pounds sterling a ton,
or about eighty cents a bushel, the price
fixed by the government to stimulate
production. Many farmers have appeal-
ed to the British Food Controller for
permission to sell them at three pounds,
ten shillings a ton, or about forty-five
cents a bushel. at which price they
would find a good market among distill-
ers, starch makers and other manufac-
turers of food products and technical
supplies. The British government has
refused to pay farmers the difference if
they sell below the set price of six
pounds a ton, and large stotks are auto-
matically withheld from the market by
the inability of the trade to absorb the
supply. The majority of farmers favor
sticking to the fixed price. In Ireland
thousands of bushels of potatoes are be-
ing fed to hogs because there is no
chance of selling all of them at six
pounds a ton.

Potatoes cannot be carried over into
anoth# crop year like wheat and other
grains. The British crop so far' exceeds
expectations that it removes all fear of
a shortage of star¢hy food, and the peo-
ple and armies of Great Britain and
France will be able to reduce the amount
of wheat and other millable grains they

One of Britain’s Greatest Statesmen
Ruined by Scandal as Career
Approached Its Zenith

wihe scandal—mal*yr of the fighting
eightles” is what J. .P. Collins, London
correspondent of the Boston Transcript,

calls Sir Charles Dilke. *i= authorita-
tive biography has just been issued by
John Murray, and naturally interest in
his remarkable career has been revived.
The author of the work is Miss Ger-
trude 'Tuckwell, the niece of Dilke’s sec-
ond wife. She has been offered every
facility, and the two volumes contain
everything that will ever _be known
about this most brilliant man. She does
not disclose what most people will won-
der at who.-remember the scandal

1885. She, like the others, is ignorant,
no doubt, as to the justice of the charge
against Dilke. There can be no doubt,
however, that her aunt did not believe
the accysation, for the change wag made
at a time when she and Dilke had been
recently betrothed. She was in India
and immediately cabled home that the
marriage must be hurried on. .This
striking tribute to the man who at the
time seemed to have few friends did
much to convince the public’that he had
been unjustly blamed by a hysterical
woman. But so far as the book is con-
cerned, there is no evidence presented
that was not presented a generation ago.

The First Imperialist.

The passing years, if they are not able
to clear up the doubt that wrecked
Dilke’s political career, are: kindlier to
him in other ways. He grows as a
statesman. He was_first of the imper-
jalists. Had it not been for the charge
of immorality there is no shadow of
doubt that he woeld have been prime

usually consume. War bread will con-
tain a larger proportion of potatoes and
potato flour, but such bread must be
eaten while fresh and soldiers in the fleld
must have rations of wheat flour bread
or hard tack when away from their
bases of supply.

the estimated increase in screage plant-
ed being only five per cent, which is in-

adequate to say the least. -

minister, and perhaps prime minister for
many years. At a time when imperial-
ism was in its infancy and when the
Labor movement was just being born
Dilke was a leader in hoth. He was
also reckoned among the Liberals as sec-
ond to Gladstone alone. Had he been
elected as Liberal premier he would
have drawn to that party both Labor
and Imperialist members as time went
on, and could only have been overturn-
ed by some accident. And it was by
an accident that he was destroyed. His
political associates still believed in him,
still respected him for his remarkable
gifts, but the general public would have
none of him. What has been spoken of
as the “Nonconformist conscience” doom-
ed Dilke so soon as he was unable to
disprove the charge against him. The
crowd condemned him, and when the
crowd c¢ondemns a pdaflc man, the con-
demnation is final.

The Dilke Scandal,

Since it is, unfortunately, the scandal
about Dilkke that most people remember,
it may be dealt with first. On July 18,
1885, returning from the Reform Club,
where he had been a guest in honor of
the passing of the redistribution bill
which he had drawn up, he found up-
on his hall table a letter from an in-
timate friend asking for a call, and the
next day he learned that a suit for di-
vorce had been begun, with him as co-
respondent. The complainant was Don-
ald Crawford, a Liberal member, who
stated that his wife had made a volun-
tary confession to him, implicating Dilke.
The case was lost in court by Craw-
ford, hut Dilke declined, on the advice
of Joseph Chamberlain and other
friends, to enter the witness box. Later,
when he found that his action had been
popularly misconstrued as an admission
that he could not stand a cross-examin-
ation, he applied for leave to appear and
plead in an intervention by the Queen’s
Proctor. This was denied him on the
ground that previously he had refused
to appear, and the House of Lords denied
his appeal. Later there was a retrial in
which he appeared and sald that the
lady’s visits to him were ostensibly to
advance her husband’s political interests.
The case was dismissed with costs, the
verdict being virtually “not proven.”
This ended Dilke’s puhlic career.

The Ball at His Feet.

Sir Charles Dilke was the second bar-
oret of the line, and he entered public
life with every advantage. At Cam-
bridge he had been the most brilliant
man of his year. He had wealth, aris-
tocratic and influential friends and kins-
men, a striking personality,
been trained for the part hardly less
painstakingly than the younger Pitt. To
his grandfather rather than to his dilet-
tante father, he owed his ambitions, and
a great debt was due his tutor who had
shaped his character for several years.
He was “pointed,” as has been said,
hardly less cleverly than “Richard Fev-
erel.” If he was not a great man when
he entered parliament he lacked only

that clement of greatness that can but!

be acquired by travel and in the inti-
mate contact with all sorts and condi-
tions of people.
if he had had more affinity with the
British instinct of sport he would have
been a greater man. Nevertheless, he
was great enough. He was a greater
worker than even Chamberlain, and
though Gladstone distrusted him, per-
haps because he saw in Dilke his prob-
able successor, it says something for
Dilke’s tact that he conquered this dis-
trust.

He had unusual opportunities for meet-
ing great men of all nations, and the
biography has intimate referemces to Dis-
raell, Grant, Rossetti, Bismarck, Gam-
betta and many others, as well as stories
now published for the first time. As
an illustration of Disraeli’s wit, one se-
lects a remark he made about Mr.
Thomasson, a deaf member, who always
tried to get close to the hon. gentleman
who was speaking, ear-trumpet in hand.
Disraeli’s comment was, “No man has
ever so neglected his natural advan-
tages.” Dilke records an aphorism' by
Bismarck, who said that if he had his
life to live over again he would be a'
democrat and a republican. “The rule
of kings,” said the Iron Chancellor, “is
the rule of women. The bad women are
bad; the good women are worse.”

Exemption Refused,

Samuel Horowitz, who wanted an ex-
emption from military service upon the
ground that he is a vegetarian, said that
the officials of his local board had told
kim that he wouldn’t have to ‘“‘eat the
Germans,” but “fight them.” Isaac T.
Flatto, chairman of the committee to
which his appeal was referred, found this
answer of the local officials quite fair
and recommended that it"be affirmed.—
New York Evening Sun.

Greatest Battles in History.

This is a point brought out by a high
British military authority gquoted by
John L. Balderson, a noted American
correspondent who has been represcnt-
ing the McClure syndicate in London for
some years.- He mentions it to explain
the Ypres battles and to prove that the
victories in Flanders in the last summer
have been the greatest in the war. The
fact that relatively few prisoners have
been taken, and relatively a small area
of enemy ground captured in these ad-
vances, according to Russian standards,
had the effect of making casual observ-

tion. It showed the German front to be
not impregnable and the Germans had
counted on its impregnability. It proved
that the line fortified as never a line
was fortified could not be held with the
troops that Germany had calculated
were sufficient.

“ tion papers of Frank Broadstreet Car-
vell were filed by Hon. W. P. Jones,
and James E. Porter, of Andover, filed
his personally. Mr. Jones, as agent for
Mr. Carvell, objected to the sufficiency
of Mr. Porter's nomination papers on
the ground ‘that they had not been signed
by twenty-five persops whose names ap-
peared on the voters’ lists. The return-
ing officer stated that he had no offi-
cial list and would accept the papers.
Mr. Porter is a farmer of Andover, and
at one time was a member of the legis-
lative assembly.

At 3 o'clock Mr. Carvell addressed a
meeting in the Hayden Gibson theatre.
The large hall was ifilled to capacity, a
considerable. number of _ladies being
present. On motion of A. D. Holyoke,
seconded by W. P. Jones, T. C. L. Ket-
chum was elected chairman.’

M. Carvell Given Ovation.

As Mr. Carvell entered the hall he re-
ceived an ovation, this being his first
public appearance since assuming office.
Mr. Ketchum, in introducing the min-
ister, referred feelingly to the gravity of

he had been sincere.

In order that there might be no mis-
understanding as to where he stood he
wished to give them the reasons why he
necupied the position he did today. Prior
to the month of May last or rather to
the month of August, 1914, we had nev-
er a question in Canada which stirred
men to their very souls. We had only
questions of dollars and cents, whether
the tariff should be higher or lower,

whether a railroad -should be built or|

not, questions purely of local affairs,
and we fought over them viciously, per-
haps more so than was necessary.

When this war broke out in 1914 it
must have set every thoughtful man in
Canada thinking more than he ever. had
before. It had set him thinking. He
had immediately wired Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier suggesting that he interview the
premier and say that the Liberal party
would do everything they could, all war
votes were passed unanimously, the op-
position reserving the right to criticise
anything that they considered wrong.
A great many things had happened in
Cagada since then that he had not
agZded with. No man in Canada hadl
taken his political life in his hands more
than he had in order to:show where he |
stood. He had nothing to take back and |
no apologies to, make. Then in May,
1917, when the premier came back from !
England he stated that the conditions |
at the front were such that we needed |
more men than we were getting to fill |
up the wastage.

Was Referendum Right? s ‘

Never in all his life time had he been
worried as he had been over that propo-

sition not that he had any doubts about
his right to vote for the bill itself. He
told his leader that so far as voting for
conscription was concerned he would do
so. What did bother him was the

proposition for a referendum. That
bothered him for a month. . He tried to
convince himself it was the proper thing
to do. Every time he came back to the
question: suppose a referendum should
be defeated? .

Suppose the people of Canada voted
against some form of military service,
where were we to get men and if we

to be in the eyes of the world? Worse
than that, suppose we lost the war and
went down to defeat he, as one of the
two huudred men who had a right to
vote upon this matter had voted against
Canada doing all she could, where would
he be?

‘He had no hesitation. It did not
bother him very much longer and once
he had -made up his mind he voted
against the referendum and for the con-
scription bill. He had no doubt what-
ever that they would give him the en-
dorsation to which he was entitled.

Mr. Carvell went on to say: “I want
to say to my Liberal and Conservative
friends here if anybody thinks -it.is a
pleasant thing for a man who has been
as long as I have allied to one party and
taken as active a part as I have, and I
say it without egotism, climbed as near
to the top as I have, if anybody thinks
it is an easy thing to break away from
the associations of a lifetime, he is wrong.
It is a hard thing for me to break away
from them. However, I am not going
to break away from very many of them
because most of them are going to fol-
low me.” i

Question of Principle.

Mr. Carvell referrcd feelingly to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier who had been his leader
for thirty years and said that he gave
him credit for hogpesty and he wanted
Sir Wilfrid to give him credit for the
same, They had differed simply on a
question of principle. He could not bring
himself to vote against what he comsider-
ed what was necessary and the good of
the country. Mr. Carvell then related
the negotiations leading up to the forma-
tion of the union government. ‘That he
refused to enter the union government
at first because he thought that when
the law was passed his leader would say
that it was the law of the land and must
be obeyed but he found that the Liberal
leader would not go on and enforce con-
scription and he would not follow him
unless he did enforce it.. On that rock
they split. _

The Liberal-Unionists could not agree
that after the elections were over and ihe
Liberal party. had come into power and
there werc twenty-five thousand men in
uniform those men would be sent home
or tied up until a . referendum while
thousands of our men were being slaugh-
tered on the other side.

“The government that has gone out
asking for your suffrages is neither Con-
servative nor Liberal, but composed of
both banded together for the sole and
only; object of doing the best they can
for Canada, carrying Canada through
these troublous times and for a reason-
able time for demobilisation.

“Then our ¢ontract ceases—I have not
been asked to give up one principle
which I have held dear during my life-
time.” .

“Neither have the Conservatives who
who joined that government been asked
to give up one principle. We have only
the one object in. view of seeing that
Canada goes forwdrd and does all pos-
sible until this war is over.”

Mr. Carvell then reviewed the present
war conditions and pojnted out the ex-
treme gravity of the situation.

If Germans Should Win,

Mr. Carvell then described what would
happen in Canada if the Germans should
win the war, People might say that it
was impossible that the Germans should
ever get to Canada, but who would have
said 'a year ago that Russia would col-
lapse or who would have thought a
the Germans,would
have been in northern Italy?

. “It is very well to say that when
the ns come to Canada we
will fight, but the only place to de-
fend Canada is in France and Flan-
ders and the only way to defend it
is by sending men there. There is
no army like that of Canada that
has done what the Canadians have
done.. When there is a hard place to
be taken the other troops are with-
drawn and the Canadians are sent
in to take it and the French-Cana-
dians are as good as any.”

“The issue boils itself down to one
simple litle question:  Are you willing
that Canada shall stand up to the end
or are you going to quit like Russia has
quit? . You are either going to send

or you are not, that is all there is to it.
Why, when you read the papers, when
these horrible telegrams come, when
you realize the brave men who have
paid the supreme sacrifice, when you
realize the other men who have been
wounded and maimed, men in hospitals,
going through almost unthinkable agony,
when you. realize what these men have
done and more are going to get it and
the army is going to be gradually re-
duced and reduced and reduced.

“It all comes down ‘to the question:

vain or are you going to rise like true

Toronto, Nov. 19—Sir Robert Borden’s |
Union government will go to the polls
on December 17 with fully ninety per|
cent. of the 285 constituencies in the nine|
provinces of the dominion represented

by candidates.
With the list of nominations complete

with the exception of some outlying con- |

stituencles, it is indicated that the sup-
porters of Sir Wilfrid Laurier or some
other section of the opposition have
found a standard bearer in nearly every
riding and that the seats which go bx,
acclamation are very few, including eight
in Quebec province—all Liberal or In-
dependent Liberal and presumably giving
support to Sir- Wilfrid and the anti-con-
scriptionist programme.

On the other hand, Shelburne-Queens,
Nova Scotia, sends Hon. W. S, Fielding,
former finance minister under the Lau-
rier administration, to the commons
without a contest as a Liberal-Unionist
supporter of the Borden government.
Early reports indicate that Saskatche-
wan has returned four members by ac-
clamation, all Liberal-Unionists and gov-
ernment supporters. In all their own
cor.stituencies the members' of the gov-
ernment will be opposed, though in many
cases the candidates nominated against
them are obviously put up merely to
make a contest.

Labor candidates, some of them quite
strong enough to make a good showing,
were nominated in several cities and the

romised “soldier” nominees are in the
ist. Triangular and four-cornered con-
tests are made in several instances and
the whole aspect of the nominations
promises a month of warm election cam-
paign. .

But one of Ontario’s eighty-two seats
went by acclamation. J. McMartin,
Glengarry-Stormont, Liberal-Unionist,
who declared himself a supporter of the
government’s war policy, was returned
ur.opposed.

In Nipissing one Liberal and a Labor
candidate are running.

M. Elkin Endorsed.

At a largely attended meeting of the
Corserzative executive last evening it
was decided to proceed with the merging
of the Liberal and Conservative organiz-
ations in support of Union government.

- AGANST GERMANY

St. Paul, Minn,, Nov. 20—As a dem-
onstration of the loyalty of Minnesota
and "the whole Northwest, representa-
tives from every county of this state and
the other commonwealths gathered here |
tonight and affirmed their purpose to
stand back of the government’ in its
prosecution of the war against Germany.

The message from the president was
as follows: “Nothing could be more sig-
nificant than your gathering to express
the loyalty of the Great Northwest. If
it were possible I should gladly be with
you. You have come together as repre-
sentatives of that Western Empire in

erica, and of the stocks of all the na-
tions of Europe, have made the prairie
and the forest the home of a new race.
and the temple of a new faith.

“The time has come when that home
must be protected and that faith' af-
firmed in deeds. Sacrifice and service
must come from every class, every pro-
fession, every party, every race, every
creed, every section. This is not a bank-
ers’ war or a farmers’ war, or a manu-
facturers’ war, or a laboring man’s. war
—it is a war for every straight-out Am-
erican, whether our flag be his by birth
or by adoption. We are today a nation
in arms, and we must fight, farm, mine
and manufacture, conserve food and fuel,
save and spend, to the one common pur-

pose. :
Will Force Decision,

“It is to the Great Northwest that the
nation looks, as once before in critical
days, for that steadiness of purpose and
firmness of determination which shall
see this struggle through to a decision
that shall makeé the masters of Germany
rue the day they unmasked their pur-
pose and challenged our republic.”

FED; PEGPLE SUFFER

Civilian Fare Extremely Unsatis-
factory—Berlin Fears Visit by
Great Air Fleet

. .

The Hague, Nov. 20—“The German
army is still well fed, but the civilian
population is made to suffer for it. Sol-
diers at home on leave now are forbid- |
den to tell what they have to eat, but
most of them are extremely dissatisfied
with civilian fare when at home.” |

Thus a resident of Berlin has inform-
ed your correspondent. There has been |
considerable dissatisfaction and discus-
sion in the German press over the food
question gecently, but it must not be
supposed that the army is underfed cr
that there is any talk of civilians starv-
ing. The Cologne Volkeszeitung states
that grave mistakes have been made
over the food question, and that von
Waldow may have to resign as food dic-
tator. A view apparently prevalent in
Germany is that the only reason the war
continues is England’s desire to starve
Germany. A young girl just arrived |
from Germany told your correspondent |
that she was taught at school that food
in England was as scarce as in Ger-
many, that everything was issued in
England on cards, that corn had only
grown a foot high in England, and that
all the churches were shut because the
people were so wicked,

Sick children, or those up to the age|
of three years in Germany, are allowed
a quarter of a liter of milk a day, the|
girl said, and children up to the age of
six years are allowed a quarter of a liter !
of skim milk, which in towns is little,
better than water. The butter is comn- |
monly known as “soft soap,” and tastes
absolutely rancid. The weekly aliow-'
ante of it has just been reduced from !
fifty to thirty grams, about one oupce. |

that the butter allowance would be re-:

duced, the authorities at once announced |
that the total of the fatty substances
wotld not be lessened, so the allowance
of margarine, which is hardly eatable,
has been increased twenty grams weekly.
There has been an incregsing demand
all over the country that the allowance
of potatoes be increased from seven to
ten pounds per week, especially in the
thickly populated industrial districts,
where vegetables are unprocurable. A
small caulifiower costs three marks,
People in Germany are going back to
the mediaeval system of barter, and food
is exchanged for clothes or other valu-
ables. From all reports the people liv-
ing in the country districts are still very
much better off than those in the cities.

TO GENERAL MAUDE

London, Nov. 20—Premier Lloyd
George, in announcing General Maude’s
death to the House of Commons yester-
day, characterized him as “a great leader
of m(a and a commander of the first
rank.”

The premier -briefly reviewed General
Maude’s career and told of the difficul-
ties he overcame, which resulted in the
capture of Bagdad and other successes
in Mesopotamia.

“Now in the hour of triumph,” said
the premier, “he is stricken down by fell
disease. The country mourns the loss of
one of its most valignt sons.”

OTTO KAHN'S GIFT FOR WAR.

Will Keep None of His Income While
the Conffict Lasts.

St. Paul, Nov. 20-—Otto Kahn, a New
York banker, addressing a loyalty meet-
ing here denied that the present war is
a “rich man’s war and a poor man’s
fight.” :

“The insinuation that ‘big business’ in
this country has any share in influencing
our government’s decision to enter the
war is an insult to the president and
congress and libel on American .citizen-
ship,” he said.

“Perhaps you will be more inclined to
believe in my disinterestedness when I
say that I have made up my mind to
keep no income for myself during the
war, and whatever then remains to me
of income after paying my living ex-
penses and taxes will be devoted to char-
ity and war purposes as long as the
war lasts.”

Speaking of the events which led up
to the war, Mr. Kahn said:

“I know of my own knowledge that
the stage -was set for the war by the
Prussian war party ten years ago at
Austria did not believe that thé
ultimatum to Serbia would bring on
war.”

There
was a general turn-about just at the time
of my arrival here on this present visit,
and I saw men who had the “trench-
look” in their eyes and faces. One night
I dropped into a ‘*‘show,” which was
under the direction of a well-known
Canadian operatic singer. The show
was in a large marquee behind village
houses which bore marks of shelling, and
the gi~und was levelled down by grades
which euzbled the back-most row to see
quite well. "The place was full and the
orchestra_stall> were full up; in fact, it
is necessary to book these seats in ad-
vance and I would not have got in had
it not been that one was kept for me.
As the programme progressed the cheer-
fulness and merriment became general.
Number after number came on—each one
was worth hecaring and seeing, and it
wasi’t all war. What is a show, though,
without a lady? Well, there was oue on
that stage. She smiled and minced her
steps and gave delightful dances. An-
other night I saw a similar show in a
different division where the ladies were
so bewitching that I heard some billet-
doux had been sent to them, for in'each
case the “lady” was a soldier. All the
talent on these stages is drawn from
among the men, and it is wonderful
what a stock of musical and histrionic
ability there is to be found.
