NOVA SCOTIA NOMINATES.

The Farmer party seems 
to have disappeared as an active factor 
in Nova Scotia politics. In 1920 the 
province elected twenty-nine Liberals, 
seven Farmers, four Labor members 
and three Conservatives.

Work on Wire Systems Will be

By a decision of the Supreme Court 
of Canada, handed down yesterday at 
Ottawa in the case of the City of Saint 
John vs. the New Brunswick Powet 
Company, the matter of clearing the 
interferences between the two distribu­
tion systems is left in the hands of the 
New Brunswick Board of Public Utili­
ties, in the opinion of a number of so­
licitors interviewed yesterday afternoon.

An American View of Us

Many Canadians, preferring as they 
do, for understandable reasons, the 
British political system to that which 
we enjoy, as much as we do, have had 
fits of peevishness for a long time past 
at the periodical renewal of loose talk 
on one side of the border or the other 
that the Dominion’s manifest destiny 
was to hitch on to our band wagon 
and trail along with us. That notion 
had its first airing in 1854 when a reci­
procity treaty was negotiated while 
Pierce was president; and something 
has been heard of It occasionally ever 
since. One such year of murmuring 
was 1910 when Speaker Champ Clark 
made his unfortunate, break about an­
nexing Çanada, and when the Taft ad­
ministration reciprocity treaty came to 
naught.

Counterfeit Phrases.
(Victoria Colonist.)

In the current Atlantic the head of 
the Modern Language Department of 
University College, Nottingham, pre­
sents an Interesting study of certain 
counterfeit phrases which pass current 
as legal tender. Some of these ex­
pressions have proved so useful that 
we should now be unwilling to give 
them up. “Psychological moment" is a 
convenient phrase which means some­
thing more than the familiar ‘‘nick of 
time.” In 1870 a Prussian journal dis­
cussing the projected bombardment of 
Paris employed the words “das psy- 
chologische moment”—that is, momen­
tum or determining factor—to express 
the probable effect of the bombardment 
upon the morale of the Parisians. 
French writers took it" as if it were 
“dcr psychologische moment”—that is, 
“moment of time," and. very shortly 
it passed into English also in the lat­
ter sense.

There lias been a remarkable change 
in the phrase “hart of grease,’’ mean­
ing a hart-In prime condition with fat 
on his ribs. From it we have derived 
the words “heart of grace," thus 
changing both the form and the mean­
ing. Captain John Smith of Virginia 
derides those who would rather “lose 
ten sheepe than be at the charge of a 
halfe penny worth of tarre"—tar being 
a very ancient medicine for some dis­
eases of sheep- Owing to the simi­
larity in the sound of the two words a 
cheeseparing economy 
times described as “r 
for a ha-porth of tar. 
appears, is the “turn of a cable about 
the bitts” and to pay out cable or rope 
“to the bitter end” is to let It run full 
length, but the phrase is now used in 
another sense of the word “bitter." 
Again, the sailor speaks of “plane sail­
ing,” having in mind not simplicity 
but navigation by a plane chart. Or­
dinarily when we have mastered the 
difficulties in a given situation we say 
it is now all plain sailing.

Great Britain, already possessed of a 
large and successful North Sea fleet, 
has ordered the construction of 30 more 
steam fishing vessels costing £500,000

Italy has declared her intention of 
sharing the North Sea spoils and has 
established two Italian companies, with 
80 odd large sea-going cutters, with 
Cuxhaven as their base.

Germany, according to her press, has 
ambitious fishing plans now under way.

Poland has launched a strong fishing 
company for North Sea operations, 
with about 20 large steamers.

Denmark has appointed a special 
commission to see how she can 
strengthen her fishery industry.

Norway and Sweden already sent 
fleets of trawlers into these waters.

So long as fish are plentiful, there 
is little or no friction, but the first 
season of scarcity will find these vari­
ous fleets disputing as to their respec­
tive rights.

Many a German fleet in pursuit of a 
shoal of herring invade the grounds of 
another fleet.

Several Large New York Banks 

Are Mating Experiments— 
Good at Long Distance.

NEW YORK, June 18—Several large 
New York banks are co-operating with 
the American Telephone and Telegraph 
Company in experiments to telegraph 
checks. Checks have been telegraphed 
from New York to Chicago for the 
Bank of the Manhattan Company with 
satisfactory results. The Irving Bank-1 
Columbai Trust Company also is trying i 
this banking novelty, and officials of j 
the Federal Reserve Bank of New York I 
which handles an enormous number of j 
out-of-town checks daily, are watching ! 
it with interest.

The telephotograph, which has been 
in commercial use here only a few ! 
months, is the instrument through 
which the checks are transmitted by 
wire. A check presented in a distant 
city for reproduction in New York is 
photographed there and placed on the 
telephotograph. It is sent to New York 
over the A. T. and T. wires. Actual 
transmission requires only about seven 
minutes, but necessary processes in the 
photographic work make the operation 
occupy about an hour and a half. This 
makes the system not very valuable 
for use between near-by cities, but 
provides an important saving of time 
between distant points, where the trans­
fer of checks by mail may take as much 
as four or five days. |

warm weather.

The highest number of cases is 
reached in August, and by Decem­
ber the disease seems to die out.

It is during these months that 
flies are the thickest.

The best method yet found for 
the destruction of adult flies is the 
fly-trap—not a ten-cent store trap, 
but a real home-made fly-trap 
made along the same line as the 
small cone-shaped wire trap.

The trap should be two or three 
feet high and 12 to 18 inches in 
diameter.

The place for the trap is out of 
doors, not in the house.

To1 kill flies in the house use 
sticky fly-paper, and swatters.

Fly poison is not recommended, 
as poisoned flies have a habit of

tawa and Elsewhere.
M. P. QUERIES

The matter was brought up in Par­
liament by Dr. Murray MacL»ren,

Saint John-Albert, who asked if it was 
the intention of the government to 
carry out the terms of the Tri-Partite 
agreement made between the Federal 
Government, the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way and the City of Saint John, for 
the purpose of developing terminal 
transportation facilities on the west 
side of the harbor.

TONIGHT.

The Saint John Board of Trade, after 
considering the proposed relief to the 
depositors of the defunct Home Bank 
of Canada, has adopted the following 
resolution on the subject:

“Whereas, the Dominion Govern­
ment, at the expense of the whole 
country, is now contemplating the re­
imbursement of the depositors of the 
defunct Home Bank of Canada, which 
reimbursement involves approximately 
the sum of $5,000,000; and

“Whereas such an expenditure of 
federal monies has no parallel in the 
annais of the Dominion and is liable to 
establish a dangerous and otherwise 
undesirable precedent;

“Therefore be it resolved that the 
Saint John Board of Trade do tender 
a respectful protest against the prin­
ciple of the expenditure of federal 
monies upon the reimbursement of the 
depositors of the defunct Home Bank of 
Canada (more especially as the opera­
tions of the said bank were almost 
wholly restricted merely to a small sec­
tion of Canada).’’

“Further, that a copy of this resolu­
tion be sent to the Premier, Hon. W. L. 
MacK. King; Hon. J. A. Robb, acting 
Minister! of Finance; Senator J. W. 
Daniel, Hon. J. B. M. Baxter and Dr. 
Murray MacLaren, and to the leading 
Boards of Trade and Chambers of 
Commerce throughout the Maritime 
Provinces.”
