MUST OBSERVE THE
LAW REHOARDING

Sharp Warnings' Issued By The
3 Canada Foed Board

Oftawa, May 4—The Canada Food
Board yesterday issued a sharp warning
that the recent order restricting the
amount of flour and sugar which may
lawfully be held must be strictly ob-
served, and that excess holdings must be
returned at once to the dealers from
whom purchased. The food board, with
the co-operation of municipal police au-
thorities all through Canada, is prepared
strictly to enforce the regulations.

“People who have more sugar or flour
than is permitted under the regulations
have only a short time left in which to
dispose of their excess holdings, before
they become liable to seizure and for-
feiture,” said Henry B. Thompson,
chairman of the board.

TESTING WOCDEN SOLES FOR
AMERICAN ARMY BOOTS

Brockton, Mass., May 4—Experiments
with wooden soles as a substitute for)
leather in army shoes has been ordered |
by the government. An order for 1,000,
soles to be made with both maple and'
poplar wood has been placed with a firm
in this city. The manufacturers say
that a saving of nearly $2 a pair can be|
made if the sole is found to answer re-

London, May 4—The British state-
ment follows:

“We improved our position slightly
last night by a successful minor enter-
prise northeast of Hinges and captured
machine guns.

850,000 tons of material were handled by
the transportation department in April
as against less than half that amount in
January.

Enemy Getting Ready.

With the Biitish Army in France, May
8—(By the “Associated Press)—Undoubt-
edly the enemy has not yet-had time to

‘This was ‘anotheér fine
day and trouble was brewing beth in
Flanders and south of the Somme.: The
Allied troops are in magnificent spirits
and are looking forward to a renewal of
the struggle with confidence.

There was no break in the lull this
morning, but there was plenty of artil-
lery activity at various points and the
usual raids and outpost actions continue.
The Germans have still' been withhold-
ing their hand so far as a big attack was
concerned. ;
Belgian Front.

Paris, May 3—Belgian communication:
“Last night the machine gun and rifle
fire of our infantry checked a German
attack on one of our positions in the
Nieuport zone. There were bombing
engagements and artillery activity in the
region north of Langemarck. The activ-
ity of the artillery became more severe
along our front this afternoon, principal-
ly in the region of Boesinghe, where we
have carried out a destructive fire upon
hostile batteries. A German airplane
was shot down today.”

French Veterans Speak Of
Fight For Kemmel Hill

600 SHELLS A MINUTE

Fifty Deluges' of Gas Also On
Day of German Attack But It
Breught Only Twelve Casualties
—German Losses in Some In-
stances Forty Per Cent.

With the British Army.in France, May
8—(By the Associated Press)—Veterans
of the defense of Verdun predominated
among the French soldiers who so gal-
lantly defended Kemmel Hill agdinst the
'Germans. Many of them had fought at
Fleury and they knew what heavy fight-
ing was, but declare that Verdun was
child’s play compared to the conflict in
Flanders recently.

The bombardment at Verdun had set
a high-water mark for concentration of
guns of all calibres, but, say these who
went through it, it was nothing com-
pared to what the French troops experi-
enced during the German drive against
Kemmel. The French troops took up
positions about Kemmel on April 22, re-
lieving the battle-weary British.
Throughout April 28 and 24, before the
attack, the Germans maintained a tre-
mendous bombardment and threw hun-
dreds of thousands of gas shells mixed
with ordinary explosive shells.

On the morning of the attack on Kem-
mel, the German gunners placed ten big
shells a second on the crest of the hill
and during the day the French put on
their gas masks fifty different times, for
as fast as the wind cleared the gas away
‘another deluge of the poisonous vapor
poured over the hill. Part of the time
the Poilus had to sleep in their gas
masks. Despite the great quantities of
gas thrown the French had only twelve
casualties from it, according to the latest
reports, which speaks eloquently for the
efficacy of the French gas protectors. A
large part of the fighting was with ma-
chine guns, of which the Germans al-
ways had great numbers.

The French artillery and machine
guns, however, in their turn, reaped a

They refused to
rest and kept at their work.

The rationing of one famous regiment
which fought at Verdun was a great
feat. It had always been noted for its
fine rations, and the commander decided
that nothing should deprive the men of
their accustomed fare. It was impossible
to use the transport because of the ar-
tillery fire so that rations were brought
forward on machine gun carriages under
a heavy fire. The regiment had its beef-
steak and wine every day and furnished
neighboring regiments as well.

Nearly all the strecher-bearers were
killed. One stretcher-bearer worked six
days and nights without rest.

German airplanes were out in force.
They flew at an altitude of 100 metres

| and used machine guns continually on

the infantry.

London, May 4—At a meeting of the
Irish ‘Unionist Alliance in  Dublin yes-
terday there was discussed a resolution
to the effect that, while the alliance was

the delegates to the recent Irish conven-
tion, it differed totally with the findings

British Strew. 121,000 Square
Miles of the North Sea

London, May 4—According to Archi~
bald Hurd, in the Daily Telegraph, the
areas in the North Sea recently an-
nounced by the British government as
prohibited as dangerous to shipping af-
ter May 15, will be the greatest mine
field ever laid for the special purpose of
foiling submarines. It will embrace 121,~
782 square miles, the base forming a line
between Norway and Scotland and the
peak extending into the Arctic circle.

THE WAR SITUATION.

A week has passed' without the Ger-
mans being able to make any further
impression on the Allied lines. The sev-
ere defeat inflicted upon them by the
British last Monday has been followed
by a lull, with fighting of a minor na-
ture in progress, and the British and
French have had the best of it Their
position is stronger because of a week’s
preparation. It is expected the enemny
will strike again, in a desperate effort
to destroy the British army, but the
‘event is awaited with confidence.

There are fresh rumors of —another
German peace drive, but the Allies are
firm and determined. They will deal
direct with Germany, on their own
terms, or not at all. Doubtless the long
trains of German wounded and the in-
ability of the Kaiser to announce the
destruction of either a British or French
army, despite the reckless manner in
which he sacrificed the lives of his men,
have caused despondency in Germany,
and a peace manoeuvre would serve the
ends of the high command. Meanwhile
" conditions in Russia grow more unfav-
orable for the Germans, and nowhere is
there a cheering prospect. II the west-
ern front cannot be broken before the
Americans arrive in full force, and are
ready for battle, there can be no hope
of German victory. We may therefore
anticipate further very heavy attacks
on the British, French and Belgian front,

The French prémier, after a visit to
the front, expresses continued confid-
ence in the ability of Gen. Foch to meet
every emergency.

MEN AND FOOD.

The grave announcement made by Sir
Robert Borden and his colleagues to the
deputation of farmers at Ottawa yester-
day emphasizes the fact that every
farmer should be willing to accept such
help as is available to aid him in raising
larger crops, and that the people of the
cities and towns should not- only plant
war gardens but do their utmost to help
the farmers. The members of the gov-
ernment said that only the supreme need
of the hour had moved them to adopt
drastic measures to get more men. We
cannot doubt their statement. They are
jn constant communication with the
British government. More and more
men are needed, and Sir Robert Borden
points out that even when the young
men from the farms are taken, under the
military service act, we shall not yet have
measured up to the sacrifices of Britain
and France. Facing the situation as it
exists today there is no -alternative. Men
must be found for the army, and farm
work and garden work must be carried
on with such help as is available, The
military authorities are willing to do all

they can to ensure the largest possible |

amount of skilled labor for the farms,
but they must have men for the army.
It is the part of loyal citizens everywhere
to work the harder, in order that the
taking of these men may not paralyze
the arm of production., There is no room
for self-interest or selfishness of any sort.
The universal watchword must be serv-
jce and sacrifice. Canada has been very
lightly touched by the war, when we
think of what the people overseas en-
dure in these awful days of trial.

THE CROP OUTLOOK.

It is rather discouraging to be told
that Ontario’s wheat crop for 1918 will
not go beyond gixty per cent of that of
1915. There is the more reason that
other provinces should not only sow more
wheat but raise larger crops of substi-
tute foods, in order to reelase wheat for
export to Europe. It is true that “On-
tario’s’ wheat crop last year was only
about forty per cent that -of Manitoba,
less than one-third that of Alberta, and
only a little over one-sixth that of Sas-
katchewan,” but every bushel helps; and
it is a matter for rejoicing that the pros-
pects for wheat in the western provinces
are described as all that could be de-
sired, with a larger acreage than usual.
In Ontario the outlook for coarse grains,
corn, roots and hay is said to be very
promising, and this will be of material
benefit. The Toronto Globe says:

" “The present outlook for these crops
is exceedingly promising. The soil has
worked up well, the season is normal in
time of opening, and moisturs and tem-
perature are favorable to a good start.
If Nature is kind from now on Ontario
will provide at least a normal food sup-
ply, probably more than that, while in
the West a new record in production
may reasonably be looked for.”

We do not like to think uf what would
happen if Nature were unkind in Can-
ada this year, and it is an obvious duty
to get all possible seed in the ground.

That seven-eighths of the inmates of
the Municipal Home at East St. John
were “ex-harlots, criminals and lunatics”

was the statement made last night by H.
A. Powell, K.C., who was chairman of !
the public meeting held in the court!
house to receive the report of the special
committee formed to look into conditions
existing in that institutin.

The chairman made this statement
while picturing the chagrin and bitter-
ness of feeling with which one would
see a relative or friend, who if reduced
to penury, was forced to go to the home
and associate with such people.

“The respectable poor will not go to
They simply will
not go. I tell you frankly if a woman
of the respectable poor class came to me

f tomorrow and asked me my opinion as

to going to that institution I would, in
all seriousness, tell her to gird up her
moral courage and be a suicide rather
than go there. Our respestable poor will
not go to this institution, they will die
first,” said Mr. Powell.

The committee is composed of Mes-

Powell, in opening the meeting, said:
«We found a state of affairs at the home
that -hardly exists in any other civilized

“We did not want to enter any com-
plaint against the Jnanagement,” he con-
tinued, *but we do -complain against the
constitution of the institution.”

$100,000, as the opponents of the idea had
stated, but that it could be erected, and
a much finer building than the parent
institution now 1is, for the sum of $25,-
000.

SEEDS.

Make every seed coupt this year. The
amateur gardener has a weakness for us-
ing more seed than is absolutely neces-
sary. Three poor overcrowded plants
will not produce as much as one good
strong one which has had room to de-
velop perfectly. Through the medium
of the War Garden Bulletin specific di-
rections will be given from time to time
as to the quantity of seed to be used in
plunting the various kinds of vegetables,
how deep you should go and the distance
that should be allowed between the dif-
ferent rows.

Seed is scarce—that is the chief reason
why you should not be prodigal in your,
use of it. Every plant in its place is as
gold—but every surplus plant is a weed.
Make sure before you start putting in
your seeds next week that the soil is in
the right condition to receive them. It
should be loose and friable. Young
seedlings do not require very rich soil

WAR TIME REGIPES

“Eat Potatoes and Save Wheat.”

‘To boil them so that they will be “fit
for a king” drop the unpeeled potatoes
into boiling salted water and cook
twenty to thirty minutes. Drain the
water off at once. If they. are cooked
' too long or allowed to stand in the water
they get soggy.

If you peel the potatoes before cook-
ing them you will waste time and pota-
toes both. You may throw away a sixth
jor even a quarter of the good part cf
the potato with the skins. Also, if the
potatoes aren’t covered up by the skins
while cooking, some of the valuable ma-
terial will soak out into the water. Even
very small potatoes can be economically
used, if they are boiled in their skins.

For “Best Maghed Potatoes—Peel the
boiled potatoes, mash and beat until
very light, adding salt, fat and hot milk,
a half ¢up of milk to six potatoes. If
dinner is not ready to serve, pile lightly
in a pan and set in the oven to brown.

GARDEN CROPS WILL NOT
THRIVE WITH WET FEET.

That gardea crops will not give good
results unless the soil is kept well cul-
tivated is pointed out by the specialists
of the U. S. department of agriculture.

Cultivation is not intended primarily
to kill weeds, although this is important,
but to loosen the surface and let air into
the soil so as to provide a more con-
genial environment for the roots of the
plants. Plants in soil which is too wet
turn yellow and if not relieved by proper
cultivation and drainage, languish and
die. Too much water in the soil dilutes|
the soil solution, impedes the formation|
of nitrate, destroys desirable soil  or-
ganisms and permits the development of
undesirable ones. \

Soil which has been too wet, if allowed
to dry and bake, offers an environment
as uncongenial for plants as when too
wet., Either extreme, therefore, should
be guarded against.

If the soil is naturally wet, provide|
surface or tile drains.

is dry enough. As & rule, stirring the
surface two inches will give better re-
sults than deep cultivation.

If the home garden is located near the!
kitchen door, the hoe and rake can be|
kept conveniently near SO that odd mo-
ments can be spent in cultivating.

Local War Gardens Association

Gives Information As To Whag]

and When Te Plant

For the benefit of amateur gardeners,

a circular containing suggestions on what
to plant and when to, plant has been is-
sued by the local War Gardens Associa-
tion. ‘It contains much valuahle infor-
mation of a general nature and detailed
instructions regarding the vegetables
most suited to local conditions. Fuller
information and advice regarding the
best results to be secured from particu-
lar pieces of ground can be secured from
the superintendent, Dr. William MecIn-
tosh, 279 Union street.

Specific instructions are given as fol-
lows:

Crops for Winter Use Easily Grown.—
Among the crops that are easiest to grow
and give surest returns are potatoes, tur-
nips, beets, for winter storage; lettuce,
peas and beans for summer use.

Crope for Winter Use Not So Easily
Grown.—The other roots named in the
list are more difficult to grow and less
certain. Parsnips require deep, rich soil
tr grow to perfection, but the early
round variety can be grown in shallower
soil. They are not so liable to attack
by insect pests as carrots. Carrots re-
quire a good deal of tedious work in’
thinning and weeding and have proved
a very uncertain crop about St. John in
consequence of the prevalence of a small
white 'maggot which attacks the roots
at an early stage of their growth. A
liberal application of lime or lime water
may counteract this, but the beginner
had better devote his attention to crops
that require less attention and are more
certain.

Green Crops Easily Grown.—Of -the
green crops, the easiest to grow are peas,
beans and spinach. Peas and beans de-
rive their sustenance largely from the
atmosphere and will do well on any fair-
ly good soil. A rotted sod is especially
suitable. The bush beans and.dwarf
varieties of peas which require no sup-
port are the least troublesome to grow.
In speaking of beans we refer to those
which are grown for use as a green vege-
table, commonly called “string beans,”
though the varieties recommended have
no strings. Our summer is too short
and too cool to ripen yellow-eye and
other dry beans used for baking. Let-
tuces will grow almost anywhere but re-
spond to liberal treatment, and the more
fertile the soil the more rapidly they de-
velop and the better they are,to eat.
Spinach is easy to grow but requires
good soil and an abundance of fertilizing
material to produce a liberal yield of the

|

velop but on good soil will stand two or
three cuttings and gives a larger yield.

Green Crops Not So Easily Grown.—
Cabbages and cauliflowers in  this cli-
mate are usually started under glass and
the amateur will do better to buy the
plants than attempt to grow them him-
self from seed. They should be set out
in dull weather if possible. Some degree
of care and skill is requisite in planting
and cultivation and as the cabbage tribe
has mafy enemies, constant vigilance is
the price of success. Our cool, moist /
climate is especially suited to the grow-
ing of cabbages and cauliflowers but
they require a good supply of fertility in
the soil without the immediate applica-
tion of green raw manure directly to the
crop.

When to Plant.
Sow peas first—as early as the ground

:| can be got ready.

Beets, parsnips, carrots, spinach, chard,
Jettuce should be sown next, as soon as
possible after the ground is in fit con-
dition. If possible not later than May
15. Spinach and-lettuce may be sown
at intervals during spring and early
summer to provide a succession.

Turnips may be sown later, up to
June 10.

Beans should not be sown until all
danger of frost is past.

Cabbages and cauliflower plants start-
ed in hot bed can be set out in suitable
weather at any time after May 15.

Potatoes may be planted at any time
after the frost is out of the ground up to ,
June 1, but the earlier in May the bet-
ter.
TFhe circular also contains a diagram
indicating an advantageous layout for a
garden plot 100 by 25 feet, with the
amount of space to be devoted to the
various kinds of vegetables.

WRITES OF WAR
IN THE HOLY LAND

Deeply Interesting Letter From
Capt. E. ]J. Ryan, M. D.

SCENES IN PALESTINE

Historic Associations Rich in Land
Where Campaign Has Been
Successfuly Waged Agaiust the
Turk — Some Incidents in the
Fighting

ST. JOAN 0

There came this week from Captain
Edward J. Ryan, M. D, son of
Mr. ‘and Mrs. Michael Ryan, Paddock
street, to his father, the following deeply
interesting letter. He has been in the war
almost from the outset and has given
good service on various fronts. ' He has
been through the recent campaign in
the Holy Land with the imperial forces,
and it is of that he writes as follows:—

December 12, >-7. |
My Dear Father:—A crowded hour of
glorious life may be all right occasion-
ally, but seven successive weeks of them

is a little too much of a good thing.
We have just come back a few imiles to|
rest and reorganize after the most delir-|
ious trip of my rather eventful life, I
am absolutely played out, but I can’t
take advantage of an opportunity to
sleep for which I would have paid quids
any time during. the last few weeks,
Too tired to sleep, I decided to let you
know at once that I have come through
the entire Palestine scrap without a
scratch and have in prospect a chance
to make up in some degree the hardships
we have undergone recently.

During the last seven weeks we have

worse as we proceeded, and culminated !
in a week holding emergency trenches. '
Day after day we covered between thirty |
and forty miles, which is good work un- |
der the best conditions, and even better
than it may seem unless it be known
that practically the entire distance was
covered at either a walk—the most tire-
some pace—to save our camels, or at a
mad gallop to save oursélves, '
And the travelling was a mere «detail
in our work! When we weren’t keeping
in contact with the Turkish or Austrian
cavalry (the most nerve racking work
Ive yet had to do) we were dojng out- |
post or holding the line until the in-'
fantry could come up to take it over
from us. Sleep? Oh, anywhere and
any. time we got the chance, mostly in |
the saddle during the marches we made |
at night. As a matter of fact we soon |
got so that we. couldn’t sleep soundly |
even when we had the opportunity. Our |
casualties were comparatively light, al-|
though we lost 1,500 out of 2,500 camels ,
and it is generally acknowledged that
the Imperial Camel Corps in no small
measure contributed to the signal suc-
cesses that have recently been won in
Palestine.
Past Beersheba,

Our “stunt” began on Oct. 20, a week
before the main attack was launched.
By a night march of forty-five miles we
established: ourselves past Beersheba on
the right flank and were soon joined by
the New Zealand Cavalry and the Aus-
tralian Light Horse with whom we con-
stitute the Desert Column. For a week
we did patrols, dug out wells and made
ourselves generally offensive to the
Turkish outposts. Then to our very
great surprise we retired whence we
came—the whole outfit traveling by day
for the first time in our history. The
Taubes hovering over us, of course,
could easily recognize us and no doubt
reported our retirement. That day the
bombardment of Gaza—at the other end
of the line—began and as we reached our
old camping ground we thought our-
selves beyond the artillery zone where by
 this time the firing had becore terrific
in its intensity. But at midnight we
started off again and in two nights

reached the place we had so lately left
and from where we were to start the
ball rolling.

Up till then the artillery had been
principally engaged in shifting the‘scen-
ery around Gaza. We rode on past
Beersheba, where things were very quict
and, turning sharply towards the sea,
seemed to be trying to cut the commun-
i’ca.tion between Beersheba and Jerusa-
em.

Turkish and Austrian cavalry opposed
us, but were were out in force and had
our Indian mountain batteries with us.
We advanced rapidly and while Jacks
was busy with us mounted troops, in-
fantry, of whose existence he was una-
ware, attacked Beersheba after making
almost incredible marches. We then
swung around and attacked from the
rear. The Turks didn’t have a chance.
‘We captured the place in a few hours.

Meanwhile two trainloads of reinforce-
ments were sent from Gaza. Just before
they got to Beersheba they passed us—
or rather some of us. A considerable
section of track was missing and around
the gap and on the other side of it the
rest of the Imperial Camel Corps were
having a well earned rest. We got the
lot of them. Not a shot fired.

The Pursuit,

The Desert Column then started chas-
ing the fugitives and clearing the way
for the infantry, who were advancing as
fast as was possible. We continued the
pursuit up to Hebron, and here the 1. C.
C. left the column for special duty else-
where. I was sorry we didn’t get into
Hebron, as it is known as the city of
Abraham, the city that David loved and
the place.the Israelites defended. There
is no more ancient place, for here, ac-
cording to tradition, Adam was created
and near Hebron Cain slew Abel.

Qur orders sent us to Herira, which
was to be attacked simultaneously with
Gaza. Now Herira was, next to Gaza,
the most strongly fortified place in
Palestine. 'When we arrived the place
had fallen and, the Turks being in re-
treat, we adopted our old tactics of
keeping them on the move and not al-
lowing their rearguard to reorganize or,
in fact, do anything but hasten along
the trail to Constantinople.

‘We forced them back to Jaffa, at night
holding dismounted, what we had won
during the day and when the infantry
took over from us we continued the pur-
suit, fighting every foot of the way. The
only rest we got was when a squadron
dropped behind to search villages for

Where Rosebery’s Son Died.

As you know, we advanced very rap-
idly, much more so than could our trans-
port or supporting infantry and when
we reached the Jaffa-Jerusalem railroad
we were entirely on our own. We had
quite a scrap at Ramleh and here Neil
Primrose, the son of Earl Rosebery, was
killed. A couple of days later we were
reinforced and took Jaffa. The infantry|
began to arrive and as the military writ-
er#tsay this phase of the campaxgn—‘forl
us' at least—drew to a close. Eyeryone |
was pretty well played out and wel-
comed the news that' we were to pitch a
camp at Jaffa which Richard Coeur de
Lion had made his G. H. Q. in the third
crusade and from where he, accompanied
by ten men, charged and put to flight
Saladin and his entire army which had
been besieging the town. ;

Things looked brighter for us now
and we were even talking of getting
leave., It is a glorious country and we
were encamped amongst orange groves
and it looked as if the goose hung high.
But —— the next day I drew a detail,
to go to El Arish with a party of men
to bring back remount camels. I sure
was tickled to death to have that 200
mile ride but in the army one has no
choice.

Where Moses Struck the Rock.

Coming back ‘we proceeded slowly so
that the camels might arrive in good
condition. Close to the Egypt-Palestine
frontier we passed ‘a British West In-
dian guarding a stream that provides!
water for man and beast as it has done;|
for thousands of years. A second glance
would not be bestowed upon it were one
not told that it was here that Moses led
the children of Israel and said “Behold I
will stand before thee on the rock uf‘
Horeb ad thou shalt smite the rock and
there shall come water out of it that the

people may drink.” Just think an Amer-
ican negro was guarding it! The whole:
country through which we passed is:
pregnant with historical associations. |
Beersheba marked the limit of the old
Israelite kingdom and the phrase “Fromt
Dan to Beersheba” has passed into the!
phrases of all the nations of the world. |

Our ride through the defences of Gaza
was one that none of us will forget. I
won’t attempt to describe it. It was hor-;
rible, as\the Turks had made a deter-
mined ‘sthnd there and the sights to be!
seen testified to the accuracy of our ar-
tillery and monitors.

Above Gaza we turned towards ile
sea to water our camels at Ascalon.
“Tell it not in Gath, whisper it net in
the streets of Ascalon,” said David in
an endeavor to hide the death of Saul.|
Here Herod was born and here in 1099
the Crusaders won a brilliant victory. A
natural series of ramparts and ancient
bastions, sand covered but effective, is
all that remains of the ancient city and
the ruined: masonry still discernible was
probably built by Richard of England
during the last (until this) crusade.

All along the line signs of the Turks’
rapid retreat were everywhere to be seen.
Ammunition dumps, transport wagons
and autos, large calibre guns with the
Austrian coat of arms on them, all nad
been left behind in the hurried retire-
ment.

A night spent in Yebna, the home of
the most notorious bandits of the east,
made us think of our old friends on the
western Egyptian frontier—the Senussi.
Like them, the Bedouns of this district
are strong for torture as a relaxation
after a scrap and as they had been left
in occupation of their homes when the
fighting line went forward, we kept

ARVIEN CUT OFF
CERMAN SUPPLES

Twenty Three Gravel Boats Sunk;
Million Marks’ Worth of Shells
Destroyed

Amsterdam, May 4—The effective
work of Allied airmen in harassing the:
German supply service is described by
the newspaper Les Nevelles, of The
Hague, which says that Allied aviators
recently sank in one day twenty-three
Belgian boats laden with gravel and
road material for the German front in
Picardy. The vessels were twelve kilo-
metres from the enemy rear line. The
newspaper adds:

* “Three weeks ago the Luxemburg
bridge at Namur was again badly dam-
aged by aircraft. Two arches were de~
stroyed and one boat was sunk. Three
German, sentries on the bridge were
killed. The movement of vessels to the
front never had been so intense as since
the opening of the German offensive and
the destruction and devastation wrought
by the Allied airmen never has been so

at. £

“Roads had been cut up so that the
Germans experienced great .difficulty in
bringing up sufficient. gravel :and stonés
to fill the craters. .

“Jes Nevelles ascertains that it was
bombs dropped by Allied aircraft thab
destroyed a railway station in the prov-
ince of Hainaut, Belgium, on March 22.'
A munitions train of sixty freight cars
was fired on, and forty of the cars blew
up in succession, killing and wounding
many Germans. Vigorous measures were
taken immediately to keep onlookers:
away from the scene of the disaster. A
German officer estimated the loss inm
shells at one million marks.”

Five British Machines Missing—

London, May 3—The British official
communication dealing with aviation, is-
sued tonight, says that on Thursday
three and a half tons of bombs were

{ dropped on Bapaume and other targets, &

At times the fighting in the air was sev«
ere. . Fourteen hostile . machines were *
downed and four were driven down out
of . control. Five of our-machines’ are
missing.

During the night five and a half tons
of bombs were dropped on Chaulnes,
Juniville, the railway junction at Ba-
paume and Cailx. Three very large
bombs also were dropped from a low
height on the lock gates at Zeebrugge.
On Friday another most successful raid
was carried out against the railway -
station at Thionville. The Carlshuttg
works again were hit and several bursts '
were seen on the station, sidings and gas
works. All our machines returned.

This village made a great impression
on me as it was the first civilized place
I had seen in three years. I don’t except
Cario, Port Said or Alexandria as the
major portion of these cities consists of
the hovels that even the wealthy Egypt«:
ians call home,

Some few hours later we passed
through a couple of (what had been—
note the tense) German villages. En-
dowed by the German government these
were to be centres from which kultur
was to be disseminated in the peaceful
penetration of the Near East. Now—
well it is another dream shattered.

Plain of Armageddon.

Eventually we reached our formepr
camping place which was almost on the
edge of the plain of Armageddon that
you have heard referred to so often. It
has been a battlefield in innumerable
wars, Here Josiah perished in a battle
with the Egyptians and here Paul died
at the hands of the Philistines. This
plain is referred to in the Bible “And
he gathered them togct..or into a place
called in the Hebrew tongue Armaged=
don.” It is of interest to know whether
or not a decisive battle will be fought
here during this war.

We soon found that the I. C. Brigade,
or rather what was left of it, were hold=
ing the line again—not a continuous one,
of trenches but isolated redoubts. An-
other advance had been made and we
had to hold on until infantry and artil-
lery. could come up. Every officer and
man was in the firing line and when I
rejoined my squadron I was told we
must hold the line no matter what hap-
pened. If we were driven out of the
holes that had been dug we were to
counter-attack at once and reoccupy
them. (In our redoubt the total strength
was eighteen.) It was impressed on ime
most emphatically that we must depend
on ourselves alone as no reinforcements
would be available for a few days.

Of the week in the trenches and our
trek back for this rest I’ll postpone writ-
ing until next week. Suffice it to say
that it was the hardest experience I ever
went through. I doubt if in France or
elsewhere any body of troops have had
to undergo the hardships, danger and
mental anxiety that we had to endure
while, unsupported and alone, the I. C.
C. held a line that has since been de-
fended by two infantry divisions. Im
this connection just note that an infan-
try brigade is twice the strength of a
mounted brigade. Needless to say,after
six weeks’ continuous fighting we were
away below strength, so you can im-
agine how weak the line was for a while,
Luckily we pulled through all right but
we sure got all the excitement we
wanted and then some. As I said in the
first part of this letter, I escaped scot
free for which I am devoutly thank-
ful. I'm in the best of health and look-
ing forward to have as merry a Christ=
mas as is possible on active service.

What Sensations the Passenger
Experiences — A Deafening Roar
of Machinery—Birthplace of the
Machines

Birmingham, England, April 4—(Cor-
respondence)—Joy-riding in a British
tank means hanging on for dear life in
a deafening roar of machinery while the
machine lumbers up and down the
grades, alternately tossing its passengers
first one way and then the other. A
trial trip is thus described:

“We accepted, with some trepidation,
an invitation to make a journey in the
machine. About half a dozen of us en-
tered by the narrow door and were
cramped up on the-little platform which
runs on each side of the machinery. We
held on like grim death with our hands.
For a few moments everything went
well. Then there was an upward move-
ment of the fore part of the tank'and
in o trice we found ourselves without a
foothold and were suspended by our
hands ' from the ‘holdfasts’ which are
fixed for the purpose to the roof of the
car. We knew we were mounting the
steep gradient and we not sorry when
we reached the top. ™

“The vessel jerked violently ' as she
started on her downward course. In
the twinkling of an eye were were
thrown into the same position as be-
fore—only more so—with our légs dang-
ling and our hands gripped in the effort
to hold on and prevent being thrown all
of a heap. We eventually emerged none
the worse for the trip, but with a vivid
impression of what must be the life of
the gallant crews to whom our experi-
ence was a trifle as compared with theirs
in the midst of shot and shell and with
their own guns blazing away.

“The roar of the machinery in the
confined space was terrific. A man with
the strongest lungs, shouting in the ear
of 2 man of the acutest hearing could
not make a syllable heard.”

Government Refuses to Consider Exemp-
e - tion For Farmers '

:Big Delegation of, Ontario Farmers Wait on
Cabinet But are Told That"Two Weeks’

Leave of Absence is Only Relief That Can}

be Promised

Ottawa, May 8—A representajive deputation of some

‘two hundred Ontario farmers, for the most part summoned by

‘telegraph yesterday by the officers of the United Farmers of
Ontario 'to meet in Ottawa today, interviewed the govern-
ment this afternoon and pleaded for the temporary holding up

of the new conscription regulations in so far as the taking of

young men from the farms is concerned until at least the rep-

resentations of the big deputation called for the 14th inst. are

‘heard. 'The farmers, today, voiced a vigorous protest against
the rigid provisions of the new order-in-council which leave
‘no loopholes for any young farmer, no matter what the need
‘of his labor on the farm. They maintained that if the govern-
‘nent went ahead with its present policy, food production this
vear, instead of being increased would be decreased, despite

the heed of greater production to prevent starvation overseas.

GOVERNMENT STANDS BY ITS GUNS. 5

& - The reply of the government as voiced by Sir Robert
Bd¥den, Major-General Mewburn, Hon. T. A. Crerar and
Hon. N. W. Rowell was that the first need was men for the
front to hold back the Hun and that altbough the new regu-
lations undoubtedly worked hardship and threatened to de-
crease production the government knowing all the facts of the
present acute condition must stand firm by the policy it had
deliberately adopted. The men must come from the farms as
from other industries and they must be obtained at once.
There was no sign of any backing down on the part of the

~
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government.

Sir Robert’s answer to the delegation was sympathetic

but firm.

Ministers Agreed. \

Sir Robert’s statement of the govern-
ment’s attitude was backed up by the
other ministers. “We took this action
with our eyes open, knowing how im-
portant food production was and what
the effect of the waiying of exemptions
might be,” said Mr. owell.

“] have been a practical farmer myself
and 1 know the difficulties of your posi-
tion,” said Mr. Crerar. “I urged all
these difficulties upon my colleagues
but we must a.just the balance between
the need of food and the need of men,
according to our best judgments. Even
if we do take the boys from the farms
we shall not yet measure up to the sacri-
¢ of Britain and France. We are
| ning stern lessons from this war and
because greater sacrifices are now re-
quired of us we must not just sit down
and wring our hands. It is only the
supréme need of the hour that has made
us adopt the course we have taken.”

The representations put forward by
th farmers were made in no carping
spirit. They protested their loyalty and
desire to do what was best to meet the
needs of the situation, but they emphat-
jcally asserted that they could not obey
the request of the government to produce
. more if, at the same time, their sons and
help were taken from them. Portions
of their land, they declared, were already
lying idle for lack of help to work it.
Only men trained in agriculture could
1l the needs. City labor had been tried
and found wanting. Many instances
were cited in proof. They admitted that
the Military Service act had not pro-
duced the expected results, but they
urged that the government should not go
from one extreme to the other and
should now pause before drafting more
men from the farm and take thorough
stock of the situation. They claimed
that, relying on exemption promises pre-
viously given, they had committed them-
selves to seeding more land and raising
more stock than last year, but now the
help on which they had counted was
peing taken from them and although
seed might be put in they could not see
how it would be harvested. There were

Leave of Absence.

While the government held out no
hope of any reconsideration of the policy
adopted General Mewburn announced
that a telegram had been sent out to all
depot battalion officers instructing them
to grant, when necessary, two weeks’
leave of absence to any farmer to go
back and complete seeding operations.

Sir Robert Borden intimated that, fol-
lowing the national registration of June
next, the government hoped to be able
to mobilize all labor in Canada to much
better advantage than at present and
thus meet the farm help problem of
the coming harvest time. Hon. Mr. Ro-
well declared that the government wcn‘xld
be glad to sit down with a committee of
the farmers “in an effort to meet the
situation as best we can.”

further the action proposed and to delay,
if possible, the taking of men until the
summer was over.

H. St. Clair Fisher (Lincoln and Well-
and) said that the farmers in these two
counties were as patriotic as in any part
of Canada. They had enlisted in large
numbers and the farms were depleted
because of this fact. Since the first of
the month the young men called to the
colors had left the farms, and now some
of them were lying idle. These men,
who had enlisted, should be allowed:to
return home, at any rate until seedipg
was finished. :

C. W. Gurney, (Brant) said he was the
representative of the United Farmers of
Ontario, a delegation from which was

Mr. Gurney declared emphatically that
the deputation had no desire to shirk re-
sponsibility, but the question for the
government to consider was one of pro-
duction or men as soldiers. If the gov-
ernment persisted in drafting the young
men-production—in - Ontario at least—
would be curtailed by fifty per cent. He
stated the farmers were willing to ap-
point a committee to meet the govern-
;nent in- an endeavor to solve the ‘prob-
em.

Premier Borden’s Reply.

After declaring that he was sorry that
he had not heard more than oné¢ speaker,
Sir Robert Borden said:

“I do want you to understand that a
situation exists which you do not quite
understand. I have been twice in France,
at the front and I cannot bring myself
to stop short at any measures to give
our soldiers the support that they de-
serve.

“We talk of hardships and sorrow here
in Canada; we have had hardships and
God knows, too much sorrow, but we
have no conception of what is going on
in France at the present time. Produc-
tion is absolutely essential and the most
commanding duty of the government is
to see that it is carried on. But if we
waited for further exemptions and our
men were decimated and destroyed, what
kind of an answer would it be to say we
had increased production?”’

The prime minister then spoke of the
work of the tribunals, making it clear
that it was impossible to allow men to
go through the ordinary procedure, in
view of the great necessity for reinforce-
ments immediately.

“We must have production as best we
can,” he continued, “but it is also for
the government to consider how import-
ant and urgent is the need for men. 1]
hope you will believe me when I tell you,
as a minister of the crown, that the need
was never more urgent than it is today.
I want to tell you that, if the British
line, of which our men form a part, breaks,
I don’t know where you would get a
market for your product. You must real-
ize that we did not take up this matter
without serious consideration. It is a
question that would make a mas almost
sweat blood before he could reach a con-
clusion. I, for one, can never bring my-
self to adopt any course which will not
provide reinforcements for the men ‘over
there'™

Incidentally it was brought out by
General Mewburn that in determining |
the ages of the men from 20 to 22 in-
elusive who are now drafted the reckon-|
ing date is Oct. 13, 1917, when the ﬁrst?

In the week
ending Monday they launched 41,106
tons, making a total of 1,405,000 touns
since the building programme got under
way.

Three steel ships aggregating 18,305
tons and one wooden ship of 5,300 tons
were launched in one day.

curing ocean transportation. Indeed this
obstacle, and this only, stands at present
in the way of Canada establishing a large
and valuable trade for macaroni in these .
markets, and this is the more regret-
table becauses macaroni in an article for
the production of which Canada possesses
natural facilities, and many members
of the trade in this country,
that the prospects are fairly favorable
of Canada being able to retain to a cer-
tain extent a permanent foothold even
after the resumption of -normal condi-
tions.

The
industry and. trade are Italian by'tradi-
tion, and an idea of the favorable posi-
tion. which Italy held before the war is
afforded by the fact that the average
price of macaroni was about sixteen shil-
lings & hundred weight f. o. b. Naples,
and freight thence to United Kingdom
ports about 25 shillings a ton.

PRIGE FIXING IN THE U. 3.

The United State; gov:rnment hav-
ing signified its inter tion (f taking over
the U. S. wool clip at pric:s as of July
20 last, which will mean about sixty-five
cents a pound for mediym combing
wools, the question of what is a fair
price has arisen. This afferts Canadian
wool just as it affects U. 13. wool, and
naturally Canadians are inlerested.

A report from Washington states that
the guarantee of a fair price for raw
wool to the producer is exp<cted to fol-
low a series of separate conferences of
representatives of the National Wool
Growers’ Association and leading wool
dealers with the price-fixing committee
of the War Industrial Boanl. ?

The “wool growers have been meeting
daily in Washington with tle commit-
tee, and representatives of the wool mer-
chants were called in by the committee.

Within the next few days officials
think an agreement will be reached be-
tween the growers and the dealers
whereby the growers will receive a stip-
ulated price for wool clips from the
dealers which will allow sufficient pro-
fit to stimulate production. The wool
dealers, according to an arrangement be-
ing worked out by the price fixing com-
mittee, will be assured a price that will
cover their overhead expenses and net
them a small margin of profit for hand-
ling the wool between the producer and
manufacturer of the finished product,

Progress made at the conferences so
far indicate, according to officials, that
a long-standing controversy between the
wool growers and the handlers of their
output before it gets to the manufactur-
er will be settled for the period of the
war.

For years the wool growers have
charged that between the dealers, who
handle wool clip and the manufactnrerl
too wide a margin of profit is permitted,
while the grower has had to be satisfied
with a Dbare living over cost of pro-
duction, and sometimes has to take a
loss.

At the conclusion of the present ser- |
ies of meetings, representatives of the |
manufacturers will be called on to agree |
on prices for the finished product.

The dealers in Washington for the
conference represent interests from Bos-
ton, New York, Philadelphia, St. Louis
and Chicago. The growers are from
Vvirtually all the wool-growing states.

A Defence of The
Secret Service

How United States Meets The
Spy Problem

Extensive Precautions

Baseless Rumers of Inefficiency
Gained Ground Because Service
Cannot Endanger Operations by
Revealing Work

Because it is necessary to keep most

information secret makes it almost im-
possible for the bureau of intelligence,
or bureau of investigation as it is called
in the department of justice, to defend
itself from innuendos and even direct
lies. This applies to all countries, but
reference is particularly made to the
Washington bureau, which of late has
been much criticized. Zealous but mis-
guided Americans have stated from lime
to time that ammunition manufactured
*.in their country has been shipped re-
cently to Germany and likewise that
fourteen German spies secretly have been
shot. The case of Walter Spoorman was
‘featured in hundreds of papers, it being
stated that Spoorman came over in Ger-
man submarine No. 58 to Newport; that
he was a high officer in the German
army; that his trunk was filled with in-
criminating correspondence with ven
Bernstorff, Boy-Ed and others; that he
visited American military camps in uni-
form of a captain of the United States
army; that he was detected in the act
of lighting a fuse to blow uxp the ar-
senal at Newport News, etc. It has also
been stated, writes Thomas F. Logan in
Leslie’s, that the department of justice
has paroled large numbers of spies-io
enable them to attend to their, private
business and that they are at large with~-
.out any restraint.
Good 'Intelligence System.

It can be stated authoritatively that
there is not a scintilla of truth in any
of these statements. They are cited as
‘examples of the kind of false rumors
that work harm to the interest of che
United States government; that incite
‘prejudice and passion and destroy faith
in a government that has a definite and
‘intelligent policy in dealing with a great
‘national war problem. The largest part
lof the intelligence system of the United
States government is under the direction
.of the bureau of investigation of the de-
jpartment of justice. The navy depart-

* ‘ment also has an excellently organized
tand aggressive intelligence bureau. So
has the war department, under General
“Van Deman, whose headquarters are at
the war college. The state department
has an intelligence bureau, under one uf
the ablest secret service operatives in tae

* lcountry, familiarly known-in Washing-
ton as “Bill” Nye. The treasury depart-
ment has its own secret service, which
s largely engaged in counterfeiting and
smuggling cases.

How Enemies Escape.

The supreme direction of these forces
quite naturally has fallen into the hands
of Thomas Watt Gregory, the attorney-

man who has formulated the policy of
the government in this delicate problem.
When matters of policy arise they are
referred to the attorney-general. His pol-
icy is not accidental, nor is it merely an
evolution of experience in handling many
cases. It is based upon a careful study
of the problem of a mixed population
of many nationalities living in an demo-
cracy, under free institutions, guided by
a constitution which lays great stress
upon liberty and free speech and which
at the same time defines treason as lhe
giving of aid or comfort to the enemy.
Qutside of this provision in the consti-
tution which defines treason, there are
few specific statutes under which a per-
son against whom there is evidence of
treason can be tried. One of the m°n
who have done most te create pacifisin,
to discourage the draft, and to under-
mine confidence in the war aims of the
American government has come close 10
the constitutional definition of treason,
but his statements have . .always been
punctuated by shrewd “ifs,” “ands” and
“buts,” -and with conditions and hypo-
theses that would save him in a court of
law, although not in the court of public
Qpinion.

WRITES 10 TIVES
OF RED TRIANGLE

What He Saw One Nightin Y. M.
C. A. Dugout Close To The
Frent Lise in France—Goed
For The Weary Fighting Men.

The following letter relative to the
work of the Y. M. C. A. in France was
received this week from a St. John sol-
dier who is in France, who has himself
been in the front line and wounded, and
knows from personal experience since
1915 all about the Red 'Triangle and its
work. He writes:—

“Having read a letter from a lady in
Canada in which she tells of the critic-

" jsm of a few returned boys, and being ir®
a position to observe closely the work |

of this institution, I feel that some few
people may: be interested to read a short
account of their activiti es in one line,
namely the forward canteens.

“On a certain Sunday I made an ar-
rangement whereby I was to go to one
of their forward canteens and spend the
night. After walking several miles and
passing many batteries in action, I ar-
rived at my destination. The canteen is
in a brick cellar or basement, and con-
sists of three rooms, It is not bomb-
proof by any means, and boasts two
large holes in the roof where German
shells have played bavoc. ‘Seven men
were killed by one of these shells just
before our division took .over this areo,
The first room is about 30 ft. by 15, and
has writing tables, pianp and a large
open fire-place. The second is consider-
ably smaller -and contains reading ma-
tericl and a gramaphone. It also con-
tains the eight gallon urn from which
the men get their free tea,—and it is free
tea. This. urn is practically never
empty. The third room holds the can-
teen, where the men can buy biscuits,
chocolate, canned goods, tobacco, etc, at
very nearly cost price. The large print-
ed price list hangs over every- canteen
and each man can verify his charge. The
whole plant is lit by acetylene lamps,
which must be kept burning continuous-

“The staff consists of a_sergeant and
two privates. The Sergeant is known to
me personeally, and is a most conscienti-
ous fellow. He is personally at the ser-
vice of each and every man who enters
his quarters. His spirit is reflected by
the sign hanging over the counter: “Our
motto, Service.” One, of the others is
forty-nine years of age and very happy,
because he evaded the doctors in Eng-
land, who told him he was too old for
service in France. Incidentally this man
fought at Passchandaele in the infantry.
His one desire is ito stay till the finish
and go home with the boys.

“The staff sleep just behind the can-
teen on boxes or.the floor. They keep
open from 8.30 a. m. to 8. a. m,, as long
as the men come they are served. The
canteel is near enough to serve the men
in supports, the artillery and working
parties going up and returning from the
front line.

“Among those I saw were many en-
gineers who had been up on wiring
parties and who were wet, cold and
tired. The effect of hot tea need not be

“One chap entered and sat down at
the piano. He played and sang for some
{time, and being a lover of music, I ap-
| proa hed and entered into conversation
with him. Imagine my surprise.to learn
that this man sang in the Imperial The-
iatre in’ my own city and knew quite a
|number of my best friends. He even re-
[called hearing my name mentioned on
| several occasions. His friends would
! not have known him that night

“After he had gone to curl up in his
dug-out, another entered and started to
play the old favorite hymns, ..“Lead
Kindly Light,”  “Nearer My God to
Thee,” ’and many others served to create
2 homelike atmosphere. This ‘man had
been a choir leader for many years and
before making his home in Canada had
the honor of appearing. twice before the
late Queen Victoria.

“Sitting back in a corner, I took notice
to the signs round the walls. “Special
attention peid to working parties,”
“Free Stationery at the counter,”. “Free
Tea,” and “How About that  Letter
Home?”

“The supplies for this canteen go as
far as possible by motor and:then by
horse transport. The writer found a
vacant table and curled up at 2.30 a. m.
with one blanket and two coats and
slept till 8.30. He hopes that this slight
appreqiatioh of one ranker may count
against the criticism of some few who
expect too much for nothing. The act-
ivities of the Y. M. C. A. in France will
form an interesting subject after this is
over.”
