On the con­
trary, we desire studiously to avoid all reference to the peculiar circum­
stances of our case, not only because wc perceive the extreme difficulty 
the Synod would experience in dealing with them, but also because the 
whole matter has already been placed before the public, which must form 
its own judgment upon the ficis. Our object in addressing you is rather 
to induce you to reconsider your recent action on the important question 
of patronage, and respectfully but strongly to impress upon you the inex- 
pedicncy of wholly ignoring the claims of the laity to any, 
lest, voice in a matter which concerns them and theirs 
selection of their Pastor for life.
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regretted that longer notice of so important a change as that 
made by the last Synod, was not given, and especially that it was not de­
ferred until the election of new delegates had afforded the various Con­
gregations mi opportunity of distinctly expressing their opinions on the 
subject. We cannot but feel that a measure like this ought not to have 
been hurried through at a few weeks’ notice, at a second meeting of the 
Synod ; and we fear that much evil is certain to arise from the attempt to 
apply to us a system so peculiarly unsuited to the temper of the people of 
Canada, and sought to be put in force without the slightest precaution in 
avoiding dangerous collisions between Congregations and their Ministers 
As we understand, the custom of vesting the right of presentation to par-’ 
ncular parishes in single individuals is of considerable antiquity in

presentation arose, in a great measure, from the marked disinclir ition 
winch the people of England have always evinced against centralizing 
power in the hands of the Bishop or Government of the day. In former 
times, doubtless, the majority of Congregations in England may have been 
i i crate, and perhaps incapable of forming a correct opinion of the quali­
fications of their Clergyman. But we cannot suppose that this Synod 
would insult the laity of the Diocese by maintaining that the same ignor- 
anceand incapacity which prevailed in the middle ages exist now, or that 
a Clergyman is ,° far exalted above the laity that they arc necessarily 
wholly disqualified from forming an opinion of his piety or his talents 
. Inrcovcr, we hold that all presentations are a sacred trust, to be exercised 
ny Patrons with a single eye to the benefit of the people, and for no 
other purpose whatsoever. If, indeed, the power which gave could recall, 
and if a Patron who presented could remove the presentee, there might 
be a remedy, when inappropriate presentations were made. But we must 
remember that, by law, every benefice is a freehold, and suconsequently 0 2
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<mlv wish earnestly to press this one fact upon your attention, that ali' this 
injury to the Church and to us might have been prevented by the simple 
expedient of giving notice of the intended appointment, and giving heed 
to the feelings and wishes of the Congregation. Surely, on the mere 
ground of courtesy, net to speak of Christian feeling, it would be advisa­
ble to notify a Congregation some little time in advance of the actual 
presentation and induction. W e understand it is customary to do so in 
other Dioceses. Isay, in Montreal it is the practice for the Congregati 
to nominate three Clergymen, of whom the Bishop selects one ; and were 
this plan followed in our own Diocese, it could not be said it was without 
precedent, or that it detracted from the rightful authority of the Episcopal 
office. In Nova Scotia, presentations come from the parishes ; and in the 
United States, the Congregations present.

Moreover, as regards the right of Congregations to be consulted, we 
hold that it was virtually conceded, once for all, when the laity took part 
in the election of the Bishops themselves, since it is impossible to 
what grounds it can be maintained that laymen, though well able to de­
cide on the merits of a Bishop, are necessarily incapable of judging of the 
fitness of a Clergyman to be their Pastor.

It is not our wish to enlarge on the possible danger which may accrue to 
the whole ’tectorial grant throughout Canada, if it should unfortunately 
come to be g lerally believed that these endowments are administered 
without due reference to the special trusts for which they were created; 
but we cannot in justice to the Church abstain from expressing 
viction that a repetition of the occurrences which followed the late ap­
pointment to the Rectory of Kingston will have a most injurious effect 
upon the interests of the Church in this particular. And we must say in 
All frankness, that however much we may be disposed to admit the excel­
lence of the motives which actuated the late Synod, we cannot but feel, 
that in delegating a trust like the power of presentation to other hands,
| without taking any precaution whatever to secure the power’s being ex­
ercised with due regard to the feelings and interests of those intended 
to be benefitted thereby,] they did, unwittingly, a very serious injury to 
us, and to the inhabitants of the remaining Rectories. And we think that 
such action on their part was the more to be deplored, inasmuch as, being 
in part an elective body, it was hardly right to deprive their successors, 
as well as themselves, of one of their most valuable privileges.

In conclusion, we desire to state to the Synod, that although our object 
in addressing them is mainly to advocate reconsideration of the former 
action on the subject of patronage, and although we have carefully ab­
stained from entering upon details of our own particular grievances, yet 
we should be completely deceiving the Synod if we hesitated to

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Delegates, or sonic members of the congregation authorized so to do, to 
have nmonstrated with me, particularly as I had been so explicit at the 
Synod in expressing my determination not to bind myself to consult any 
one before making an appointment. But it is replied tlmt I was already 
aware of Dr. Lauder’s unpopularity. Now, 1 candidly admit that I felt 
convinced that Dr. Lauder would never have been elected by the Cathedral 
Vestry, on account of his reputed exertions to obtain my election as Bishop 
of this Diocese. This f knew was enough to prevent his being a favorite 
with a Vestry which stood almost alone in its opposition to my being 
elected Bishop. But I snv also, in the most solemn way, that I had no 
conception whatever of the extent to which the Vestry carried their hatred 
of Dr. Lauder. I hoped that as acquaintance with myself seemed gra­
dually to lessen the Bishop's unpopularity, so after a while the dislike of 
the Rector would dimmish on better knowledge of his true character. 1 
therefore now repeat what I have before stated, that I did not lielievc Dr. 
Lauder's unpopularity to be of such a nature that it would prevent his 
usefulness, and I appointed him because it was of great consequence that 
the Rector of the Cathedral should be a personal friend and of the same 
views on Church matters with myself; besides I knew him to be a useful 
Parish Clergyman of eighteen years standing, and a Doctor of Laws of the 
same University as myself. On its being known that Dr. Lander was induc­
ted, a large majority of the Vestry was much displeased, and next day an 
indignation meeting was held. Three Resolutions were passed, one of 
them of the most offensive character—it implied that a simoniacal con­
tract existed between Dr. Lauder and myself. I am justified by every 
consideration of honor and justice, and those feelings which should be en­
tertained towards their Bishop by Churchmen at all worthy of the name, 
in denouncing that meeting. No amount of charity can prevent my attri­
buting to the chief perpetrators of that outrage an eagerness to expose the 
Bishop, and gain their point by intimidation. Nota word of remonstrance 
was vouchsafed. No attempt was made to induce ino to re-consider the 
appointment. The courtesy of sending mo a copy of the Resolutions was 
not extended. The reason of my laying such stress upon the conduct of 
the Vestry, is my knowledge of the fact that there never need have been the 
least trouble in arranging matters to the satisfaction of the congregation. 
Had a memorial or a remonstrance signed, as it might have been, by a very 
large majority of the Vestry, been sent to me, I should have thought it 
my duty to lay it before Dr Lauder, who would unhesitatingly have 
withdrawn from his position, and all the subsequent difficulty would have 
been avoided. Though 1 felt greatly hurt by the action of the Vestry, 
yet I determined to exert myself to living about an amicable arrangement, 
,-ud I therefore advised Dr. Lauder to send me a conditional resignation. 
J could not advise him to resign absolutely, under the circumstances; hut I
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precipitately, that but a short delay would be involved 
p-.vc the person or persons who repeated or invented tiL 
night to decide as to what course thev wmdd"don nim°rS a fort-
tense anxiety to sift these rumors by a commissT of T'.

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part of which Hint related to the subject was a clause in which they say, 
" we distinctly deny that the Rev. Mr. Bartlett had the least authority to 
call the memorandum 1 charges’ preferred in any shape or way by us.’’ 
What these persons meant by writing to my secretary on November 25th 
and expressing their intention of “ impugning” both the Bishop and Dr. 
Lauder, and objecting to my court as a proper tribunal before which to 
investigate those “ charges/’ and afterwards, when brought to the point 
by a straightforward requisition, to reply that their “ Charges” should not 
be called charges by Mr. Bartlett, I cannot determine, unless the letter in 
question was written for the wicked purpose of intimidation.

At this stage of the proceedings, therefore, nothing remained to be done 
but to wait till the time I mentioned had expired, and all that the Vestry 
desired would have been accomplished. But another Vestry was held 
December 1st, when a resolution was moved which re-opened the whole 
offensive allegations, and was supported in a speech of singular vindic­
tiveness. The Vestry did not, however, sustain the resolution, but pass­
ed one in amendment, to the effect that, at the expiration of two weeks, 
the Bishop be asked to give an answer to the deputation. The proceed­
ings of this Vestry, especially the speech in which all manner of gossip­
ping charges were made against myself and Dr. Lauder, attracted great 
attention, and the result was that Dr. Lauder, goaded by this constant 
persecution and urged on by his friends in Broekville, who were jealous 
for his reputation, withdrew his resignation, and so left me powerless at 
a time when I thought peace and harmony on the point of being re-estab­
lished. I could not possibly blame Dr Lauder for thus determining to 
defy his assailants, which he did without any consultation whatsoever 
with me, nor can 1 now, after many months of reflection, blame myself for 
feeling indignant at the conduct of the Vestry of Dec. 1st, in allowing a 
long speech full of venom and falsehood to be launched against their 
Bishop in the presence of reporters for the press, at a time w hen they knew 
that I had no legal power whatever over an inducted Rector, and that 
nothing could be accomplished in the way of arranging our difficulties 
except by forbearance.

In order to intensify feeling the original cause of the whole contro­
versy, namely, Dr. Lauder’s appointment, was gradually withdrawn from 
public attention, and all sorts of extraneous matter introduced. Some 
disputed notes of the Episcopal Fund given at Renfrew, the dismissal of 
Mr. Stewart, a contradiction made by myself to a statement of Archdeacon 
Brough, and such like topics were brought in to blacken the Bishop’s 
character. I have no intention of occupying the time of the Synod with 
a refutation of these malevolent statements which only excite in me a sen­
timent of pily for the compiler of them. There is, however, one accusa­
tion made against me to which I must reply, because some members of this
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W$
fc: • they wished for was carried in the Cathedral Vestry, I told the Vestry that 

we were now in harmony again, and that a great obstacle to my accept­
ing Dr. Lauder’s resignation was removed, but that I must wait a little to 
give the retailers of the “ disgusting rumors’’ an opportunity of bringing 
their charges before an Ecclesiastical tribunal.

In concluding this statement I have to say that no one can possibly re­
gret more than I do that this agitation should have been commenced, but 
having been set on foot, I resolved to meet it firmly. My duty towards 
the Clergy is as imperative as my duty towards their congregations, and 
I freely confess that I should prefer that a Congregation should be wholly 
dispersed rather than that one innocent Clergyman should be sacrificed 
to clamor, and his character blasted forever. Another congregation can 
be gathered, but a reputation blasted is gone forever. I am thankful to 
say that the Cathedral Congregation has not diminished, but so far as I 
can judge, much increased, especially at evening service. The Offertory 
is larger than ever it has been, and the Communicants more numerous 
than formerly. I am not without hope that an arrangement may yet be 
made, through the Christian feeling of Dr. Lauder, whereby harmony m$y 
be perfectly restored, but of this there is no certainty till the decision is 
given in the Chancery suit, which some mem wa ,e Cathedral Vestry 
have commenced against this Synod to set aside .iXr by-law respecting 
the patronage of the Rectories. Whatever may be he opinion of the 
Cathedral Congregation the Diocese at large know1 tL». I am ever dis­
posed to listen respectfully to the reasonable wishes *»f <xagrégations on 
any subject, more especially on the important one of the appointment of 
their pastors, but the moral derivable from the agitation in Kingston is 
this, that it is safer and better to use in the first instance remonstrance and 
friendly négociation, before we appeal to the passions of indignation

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REPORT OF THE BOARD of MISSIONS PRESENTED to the 
SYNOD at the PUBLIC MISSIONARY MEETING HELD IN 
BROCKV1LLE, on WEDNESDAY EVENING, July 1st, 1863.

The Board of Missions begs leave to submit to the Synod this its first 
Report. Organized but nine months ago it has yet existed long enough 
to prove that it is destined by God's blessing to become an important 
agency iu spreading abroad throughout this portion of the Lord's vine­
yard a knowledge of the Gospel of Salvation. Commencing its labours 
amid a period of severe agricultural distress, and consequent scarcity of 
money in the rural districts, its appeals for aid on behalf of the spiritual­
ly destitute have been responded to in a most generous and liberal spirit. 
He who has the hearts of all men in his holy keeping, and who can mould 
them as he will, has been graciously pleased to open the hearts of his 
people, and the result has exceeded our expectations, and yet we have 
faith to believe that the experience of the past winter is but a prelude 
and an earnest of far better things for the future.

The Missionary spirit is the vital spirit of Christianity, for it is the 
spirit of love,—of love for perishing, yet immortal souls. The religion 
of Christ contains within itself the germ of its own growth and exten­
sion, and that germ is love. It was love divine that called down Christ 
from Heaven. He was the first Christian Missionary. He went from 
town to town, from village to village through the length and breadth 
thereof, Judea, Samaria, and Galilee, proclaiming the Gospel of the grace 
of God. His Apostles, bearing his Divine commission, went forth the 
heralds of salvation to a fallen world. As missionaries of the cross they 
proclaimed in almost every region of the then known world the 
searchable riches of Christ, and through God's abundant blessing on 
their faithful and zealous ministrations the word of the Lord grew migh­
tily and prevailed. The Primitive Church sent forth its missionaries, 
the spirit of truth encountered the spirit of error, and after a long and 
severe struggle it overthrew the altars of paganism. The worship of 
Jupiter and the other fabled gods of ancient Greece and Rome paled be­
fore the victorious banner of the cross. Although the preaching of the 
cross was to the Jews a stumbling block, and to the Greeks foolishness, 
yet three hundred years had not elapsed ere a Christian emperor swayed 
the sceptre of imperial Rome. The missionary spirit still sent forth the 
heralds of the cross, and the hordes of barbarians, who finally conquered 
the Western Empire, were themselves in turn subdued by the all-conquer­
ing power of the religion of Jesus.

The missionary spirit has again been wonderfully revived in these lat­
ter days, and the United Church of England and Ireland has engaged 
heartily and zealously in the pious work, and God has abundantly bless-
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*û her labours which proceeded of love for his name’s sake. In every 
quarter of the globe, and far beyond the bounds of Britain’s wide «ten- 

e empire, has Britain’s Church proclaimed Christ the power of God. and 
Christ the wisdom of God for salvation to all them that believe. As 
faithful members of that pure branch of Christ’s one Holy Catholic and
Apostolic Church it becomes our duty to emulate the holy example of our 
brethren at home, and, to the extent of our means and ability, to proclaim 
throughout the length and breadth of this Diocese the truth as it is in 
Jesus. It is our duty, and we must learn to esteem it as our privilege 
also, to labour ,n this good and holy work until the glorious banner of 
Evangelical Truth and Apostolic Order shall wave in triumph over every 
township in the Diocese of Ontario. It was for this object the Board of 
Missions was constituted, and, God being our helper, we will not remit 
our labours of love until all the waste places of our Zion are cultivated 
by the spiritual husbandmen, and every portion of our spiritual wilder- 

is made, by God’s blessing, to rejoice and to blossom as the rose. 
Already a good beginning has been made. Early last winter his Lord- 

•hip the Bishop of the Diocese appointed an Eastern and a Western De- 
putation to visit every Parish and Mission in this Diocese, and to solicit 
aid for carrying on the great and important work for which the Board of 
Missions was originally constituted. The Eastern Deputation was again 
divided to the one portion was assigned most of the region east of King- 
ston, lying between the St. Lawrence and the Rideau Rivers, to the other 
the country between the Rideau end Ottawa. The Western Deputation 
visited every Parish and Mission 1
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west of Kingston.

• T,bC, N|°rl!‘nftStern DeP,,tation reports that one or more of its members 
visited the M owing parishes, and held Missionary Meetings therein, viz:

’£,°rth ^vc", March, Pitzroy, Pakenham, Arnprior, Innisville, 
Carle ton Pkce, Baldersons Corners, Perth, Franktown, Smith’s Falls, 
Ottawa, Richmond, Almonte, Clayton, Renfrew, Cobden, Stafford, Pem­
broke, and Beachbury Total 21. Collections were taken up in all the» 
places, with the exception of Balderson's Corners, Ottawa, and Cobden 
Appointments were also made for the Missions of Huntley, White Lake 
and Forrester’s Falls, but no meetings were held in these places. Thé 
sickness of the Incumbent prevented the meeting from being held in 

untley ; at White Lake sufficient notice had not been given, and at the 
last place no suitable preparations had been made to receive the Deputa-
nVVhere 1S “° r6Sident Clergyman there- The meetings in nearly 

all the Missions were well attended ; Perth, Smith’s Falls, and Carleton
lace especially so. A large portion of the ground travelled over, viz :
* C°U°ty of Renfrew> has only been recently occupied by the Church. 

Should the pecuniary results not prove as great as from the parts visited
y he other Deputations, it must be remembered that in all the Missions
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visited by the North-Eastern Deputation the depressed state of the lum­
ber trade especially affects them. The hope is confidently entertained 
that in future years there will be a steady increase of contributions to the 
fund from this quarter of the Diocese.

The proceedings of the South-Eastern Deputation have already been 
so fully and so graphically described, in a series of articles that appeared 
at the time in the Canadian Churchman, that the briefest statement of 
facts may suffice for the Report of the Board. The Deputation Visited 
and preached, or held Missionary meetings, in Prescott, atVankleck’s Ilill, 
Cornwall, Moulinette, Osnabrück, front and rear ; Williamsburg, Morris- 
bnrg, Matilda, Edwardsburg, Kemptvtlle, BurritVs Rapids, Merrickville, 
Lamb’s Pond, North Augusta, Maitland, Brock ville, Rear ofLansdowne’ 
New Boyne, Ncwboro’, rear of Leeds, Gananoque, Lansdowne Front’ 
Mountain and Finch.—Total number of stations visited, 24. In every 
place collections were made, and a goodly sum has since been subscribed 
and remitted to the Treasurer. The members of the Deputation had the 
good fortune to be assisted at several of their meetings, not only by the 
resident and neighbouring Clergy, but also by several zealous laymen 
among vvuom it may not be deemed invidious to mention the names of 
His Honor Judge Jarvis, S. T. Chesley, W. H. Oliver, Robert Leslie and J 
Hannah, Esquires. The Deputation 1ms also great satisfaction in report­
ing that in every place visited they were received with the greatest cor­
diality, and treated with the most generous hospitality. The Clergy 
afforded them every facility, and co-operated with the greatest alacrity 
while many of their Lay brethren kindly conveyed the Deputation from 
station to station, so that no expense was incurred for entertainment or 
for conveyance, except when the railroad was occasionally resorted to 

The Western Deputation reports that they commenced their series of 
Parochial Missionary Meetings on the 19th of January, by holding a 
meeting in the City Hall at Kingston, on which occasion a crowded au­
dience manifested great interest in the proceedings. A collection of £50 
gave proof of a desire to forward the good work, and encouraged the De­
putation to proceed on the tour, which was forthwith undertaken and 
completed in about three weeks.

Ail the parishes West of Kingston were duly visited. The various 
meetings held, with a few exceptions, were attended by all the members 
o the Deputation. Parochial duties compelled one or two to be occa­
sionally absent, The route taken was by Bath to Picton and Belleville, 
and no intermediate station was omitted. Thirty-five meetings were held. 
Those held in the morning were somewhat thinly attended, those in the 
evening were invariably successful,—$389, collected at the meetings, was 
the substantial evidence of good will towards the 
concerning which so mnch was said and heard.
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All the members of the Deputation agreed in expressing their gratifi­

evident that real interest Is felt by the people in the welfare of the 
Oburch, which is making her power known and extending her influence 
both at home and abroad.

a strong desire on the part of many

yet felt the power of her implements of spiritual husbandry, and to take 
possession of the fields which are white already to the harvest, upon tbo 
assurance that there remaineth yet very much land to he possessed.

measure ot Ins people's liberality is also heightened by a reference again 
to the circumstances of the country. Owing to the lightness of last 
years crops, and to the stagnation of many branches of business cotise- 

tl‘e"nbaPPy war that is convulsing the neighbouring Ilopub- 
lic, the Deputations were everywhere met with the cry of “hard times " 
and any one at all acquainted with the state of the country must be 
aware that there was too much reason for the cry. But notwithstanding 
the pressure of the Urnes many were found ready even to make some 
sacitfice for the advancement of the good cause. And there is this fur-
im,MS0i!lrCe-OfjCnliCO“ragelIlent in the experience of the past, that if so much 
could be raised during a season of comparative scarcity bow much more

y,atnt‘C1Pate^e ensuing winter, as a testimony 
Of aur people s gratitude to Almighty God for the abundant crops of
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which, through his great and undeserved goodness, there is so favourable 
a prospect.

A meeting of the Mission Board was held in the City of Kingston on 
Wednesday, May 13th, when sundry appropriations of the funds on hand 
were voted.

The Board felt itself bound, in the first place, to secure for a limited pe­
riod the stipends assigned to the following places, while we were yet a 
portion of the Diocese of Toronto, viz : Camden, Merrickville, Matilda, 
Marysburg, North Gower, Roslin, Stirling, Hillier, Carleton Place, Os- 
goode, Lansdownc Rear, and Newboro’.

The propriety of continuing hereafter the present grants to all of these 
stations may perhaps be questioned, but the Board considered that it 
would be unjust to make any alterations without some previous notice, 
and therefore they have continued the grants for three years, at the end 
of which term they will either cease, be renewed, or be modified at the 
discretion of the Board. The same rule was also adopted with reference 
to new Missionary Stations, no ehgagements are made for a longer period 
than three years, when they may be renewed or modified, as their several 
circumstances may require. Subject to these conditions, grants 
also voted as follows :—$200 per annum to Sydenham, Madoc, Lamb's 
Pond and Almonte, $230 per annum to the Addington Road Mission, 
$136 to the Tamworth Mission, $113.36 to the German speaking Mission 
on the Ottawa, $100 to the Travelling Mission of Marysburg, Sophias- 
burg, and Athol. A gratuity of $50 was also voted to the Rev. Thoa. 
Taylor, of Ashton.

Several of these grants were made to Missions of long standing, but 
which are even yet unable to provide the whole of a Clergyman’s stipend. 
There are several such Parishes or Missions that have been accustomed to 
enjoy the ministrations of a Clergyman, paid in part at least from the 
Commutation Fund, and upon his death or removal they find it difficult, 
and in some cases impossible, at once to raise the whole amount of his 
successor’s salary. In such cases the Board is authorized by its Consti­
tution to grant aid to the extent of $200 per annum, on receiving from 
thé Mission a guarantee of $400 more for the Clergyman’s stipend. This 
is a very wise provision, inasmuch as it is equally our duty to assist our 
weaker brethren, where the Church is already planted, as to open new 
Missions. It is our duty, not only to extend the borders of our Zion, but 
also to secure the stability of existing stations.

The Report shews that the attention of the Board has been given in 
both directions, and the further extension of the good work must depend 
upon the increased liberality of our people, for although a good begin­
ning has been made, still it is but a beginning, and although the liberality 
displayed has been commended, yet is it most apparent that the sum con­
tributed bears after all but a very inadequate proportion to the resources 
and means of our people generally. May God cause us all to realize more 
deeply our responsibility to advance, to the utmost extent of our ability, 
the cause of Christ and IIis Church, so that the report of each succeed­
ing year may be of a more cheering and encouraging character than its 
predecessor, while to God be ascribed all the glory through Jesus Christ 
our Lord.
