Low-Lying Sections of City Flooded to Great
_aconvenience of Householders—Downpour
Heaviest During the Past Twenty Years,

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The unprecedently heavy rains of the
past three days have not only broken
all records for the past twenty years,
but have caused no “inconsiderable
amount of damage in the low-lying
sections of the city. Traffic has been
suspended on the E, & N. railway
owing to the washing away of numer-
ous culverts and bridges, and Victoria
has been cut off from time to time from
communication with the outside world,
owing to the breaks in the line not only
on the Island, but at points on the
\lainland. The storm seems to be gen-
eral all over the Pacific Northwest, for

ports of exceptionally heavy rains

yme from the Canadian mainland and
irom Oregon and Washington.

The damage and inconvenience in

ome sectiong of the city, due to the

rordinary downpour, are very ex-
nsive, though the monetary loss will
¢ course, be small compared with the
discomfort to .those whose premises
are flooded. Residents in the Fairfield
estate and at Cloverdale in the north-
rn part of the city in many instances
have had to abandon their homes. The
lots are covered with water, making
anproach to the houses almost out of
the question.

The Gorge; road ravine, which was
heing filled An, the old bridge having
lcen removed, is -in danger' of being
washed away entirely, and the road
has been closed to traffic at that point.

The city officials are making every
possible effort to relieve the situgtion,
but little can be accomplished. All day
vesterday City Engineer Topp and a
large gang of men worked hard to
cpen up temporary drains in the flood-
ed areas, and this morning, acting un-
der instructions from Mayor Hall, _Mr.
Topp put every available man in . the
ity onpthie wovk

Ald. Turner, chairman of ‘the streets;

sewers and bridges committee, is giv-
ing all his time. and attention to the
effort of assisting in the work of re-
lieving a situation which is unprece-
dented in the history of the city.

+ “I have been here for thirty years,”
said Mayor Hall this morning, “and I
have never seen anything like this.
Rut i is foolish for people to be com-
rlaining about the city’s lack of pre-
raredness in the matter, for we have
never contemplated such a heavy
downpour. We are, of course, doing
cverything possible. to- relieve those
who are suffering from flooded cellars,
hut we cannot accomplish the impos-
sible. The fact of the matter is that
this city is simply suffering in com-
mon with all other cities ¥n the North-
west from one of the severest rainfalls
in the history aof the country.”

F. Napier Denison, of the meteoro-
logical service, gave some interesting

figures to.the Times this morning re-
lative to the heavy rainfall. Since noon
on Saturday the rainfall as recorded
at the local office; has been 3.34 inches
—a very abnormal registration. The
registration for the month of November
thus far is 10.40 inches, which breaks
all records for the past 20 years. In
only one year, 1896, was there a heavier
rainfall in the month of November,
when the flgures were 10.42—but that
was for the entire month, and Novem-
ber of this year is not all out yet, and
it is still raining—so it is supposed that
all records will be broken on the pres-
ent occasion. The highest record for
the 20 years, excepting the abnormal
fall in 1896, was 6.44—so it will be seen
that the present deluge is quite unpre-
cedented, It is not all reassuring to be
told by the weather people to-day that
wedther indjcations are for more rain,
although this afternoon the situation
looks ‘much better.

From all points on the Sound and
Mainland of the province come stories
of damage by floods, due to the tor-
rential rains. A Vancouver correspond-
ent, writing to the Times on Sunday,
said: The rain is doing great damage
here, Many premises aye flooded with
water. The B. C. electric track has
been washed out between here and New
Westminster, and a large section of the
Great Northern tracks has also gone.
The €. P. R. is having trouble in the
vicinity of Port Moody. No one appears
to know when trains will be running
again.”

Almost hourly reports are pouring in
to- the city engineer’s office of damage
to premises in the low-lying sections of
the city, and while a record is made of
these complaints Mr, Topp is powerless
to extend any immediate relief. The

Lubbe, manager of the
company, said to the Times this after-
noon that he had just had a report
from his foreman and that the damage
was very slight, involving repairs cost-
ing not more than $15.

CROFTON TO BE
THE TERMINUS

COWICHAN LEADER

CONFIRMS THE NEWS,

Says East Coast Port Will Be
Utilized as Lumber Ship-
ping Port.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Corroboration of the news published
a few days ago by the Times, to the
effect that the C.P.R. contemplates
making Crofton the east coast termi-
nus of the Cowichan Bay railway,
comes from Duncan, " the Cowichan
Leader in its issue of Saturday last
having the following:

“We are in a position to announce
this week as the result of information
received from what claims to be, and
we haveé every reason to bhelieve is an
authorative source, that the tidewater
terminus of the proposed Cowichan
Lake branch of the E. & N. railway
has been decided upon and will De lo-
cated at Crofton.

“It was at first' thought thaf Cow-
ichan Bay would be the site of the
sawmill and pulp plant which is to
be located at the salt-water terminus
of the Ilme, but it is pointed out that
Crofton affords a much more desirable
lccation for a townsite and for lumber
yvards than can be found at the bay.
The harbor at this peint is sald to be
superior, also, while the fact that the
houses necessary to home the work-
men and their families are already
built at Crofton has had something to
do in deciding the company in favor of

s<the former smelter town,

“The residents of Cowichan, however,
will be glad to learn that the im-
porportance and possibilities of that
locality has not been altogether over-
looked, and a branch line of railway
will be constructed from Crofton to
Cowichan and #lso Mill Bay, the route
following the shore line rather closely
from point to point.

“The American Securities Company
will construct a large mill at Crofton,
and the, lumber Industry will give em-

’
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ployment to probably 400 workmen at
that point. It is stated that options
have been secured upon the smelter
and considerable othér property ‘at
Crofton.”

The line of railway which the C.P.R.
will construct is in furtherance with
the agreement which the company has
entered into with the American Securi-
ties Corporgtion, which has acquired
54,000 acres of the finest timber lands
or Vancouver Island. Both eompanies
have had survey parties in the field
for some weeks, and considerable pro-
gress has been made with the project
despite the very unfavorable weather.

E. B. Kurtz, the president of the
American Securities Company, said to
the Times just before his departure
for New York a few weeks ago, that
it was intended to go ahead with the
enterprise with all possible speed, and
the C.P.R. would lose no time in the
construction of its railway. The
choice of the east coast terminus of the
line will expedite matters. Crofton
will prove an admirable site for the
milling company, as houses are al-
ready there ready for the workers who
will be employed.

BUILDING PERMITS
BEHIND THIS MONTH

Big Increase for the Eleven

JAPANESE -

Work Train on Great Northern Railway Goes Down

An Embankment With Avalanche of
Rocks and Earth,

Vancouver, Nov. 29.—Twenty-three
dead and fourteen injured is the result
of a work train crashing down in an
avalanche of earth and rock on the
Great Northern when a washout oc-
curred flear Sapperton before daylight
yesterday. All the killed are Japanese.

One of the injured is Geo. W. Kent,
employed at W. H. Malkin’s, and how
he came to ‘be on the train is a mys-
tery.'«

The train with forty Japanese and
three white men on board was on its
way to repair a washout near Sumaé,
which was holding the incoming owl
train. Had the other washout not oc-
curred the fast passenger train would
have been the first over the loesened
embankment, and the loss of life would
have been even heavier.

It w’;&be to-morrow before the line
is clea and all passengers and mail
are being transhipped to interurban
cars and brought in from New West-

minster. i

VALUABLE PROPERTY

He Will Fit Up New Home on
St Chatles Street at
Once.

A real estate deal took plaee recently
by which the residence on St. Charles
street, occupied for a long time by W.
Wilson, passed into the hands: of
James Savage, of the Pacific .Coast
Coal Company. The property  was
bought some time ago by E. S. Smith,
formerly of Winnipeg. He ‘has-been
occupying the house, but has vacated
on the purchase by Mr. Savage.

The new owner will remodel ' the
building.  He has an architect at work
on the plans now. The bullding will
be made practically a new omne before
he moves into it. It will probably be,
several months before the work is
completed.

The property includes two acres of
Jand, and is one of the most desir-

able residential sites in the city,

near the bank of the Burnette river.

Floods Bue To Heavy Rainfall Do Extensive Dam-
age All Along the Line—Bridges and
- Culverts Washed Away.

(From - Monday’s - Daily.)

The damage by the floods due to the
extraordinary and unprecedented rain-
fall of the past few days has put the
Esquimalt & Nanajmo railway com-
pletely out of business. " Bridges and
culverts along the whole line from Vie-
toria’ to Cameéron Lake have been
washed gway; no trains are running,

{ and ‘there is ‘small prospect for an early

resumption of traffic. A temporary ser-
viee to Hast Coast points-will be given
by the eompany with the steamer City
of Nanaimo and via Vancouver: .

“The damage done on.the B. & N. is
the most serious in the history of the
company,” said . H. E. Beasley, the
superintendent, to the Times this morn-
ing. ‘“Eveérything has been washed
away that could be effected by the
floods, clear through te Cameron lake.
We are completely out of business and
we qertainly cannot do anything in the
way of moving freight for at least ten
days. We have no-idea as to when &
passenger service will b® resumed.”

Replying to questions, Mr. Beasley
said that at Koksilah the river has
flooded its banks and the low-lying
section of land is all awash. At Lady-
smith a trestle 300 feet long and 60 feet
high has gone down. At Haglam creek
the big bridge has been washed away,
and at the site of the Silica Brick and
Marble Works a trestle 200 feet lon
has also succumbed to the pressure: of
the water. At hundreds of other points

along the line the track has been mis-
placed and culverts washed away, and
at Waugh creek and other points ser-
ious land-slides have occurred, -

It i8 impossible at present to esti-
mate the amount of damage which the
company has suffered nor will this be
Known for several days. It is, however,
tpe greatest loss of the kind ever ex:
perienced in the history of the railway,
and besides the financial loss invelved,

will react with disastrous effect on the
wholesale merchants of this city and
business men generally.

“Mr. Beasley was asked if the com-
pany intended to place an extra steam-
er oh the east coast run to reach points
served by the railway, but he said that
until a full examination had been
made of the line nothing would be done
in that direction. He pointed out,
however, that the City of Nanaimo
would sail to-morrow (Tuesday) morn-
ing from Victoria for east coast points
as far as Comox, and that shippers
could take advantage of this opportun-
ity. Then there was a good steamer
service from Vancouver to Nanaimo
and other island points, and this could
be utilized by passengers and shippers
until such time as the railway was
again in operation. He added, however,
that it was barely possible that ‘the
company might arrange for direct sail-
ings from this city for east coast ports.

EHlNESE RIOT OVER
REMOVAL OF THE JOSS

last night in the Chinese school house,
Fisguard street, where the parties were
assembled to take action on the mat-

ter.
hurry call to the police asked for
assistance to quell the riot, and was
responded to by -Detective George Per-
due and a squad of police,  who on ar-
rival found the' fighting had stopped
and the disputants had dispersed.
The troubte in Chinatown. broke out
some time ago, when an endeavor was
made by the merchant section of the
community to have the joss removed.
To this there was strong opposition by
the working classes who swarmed the
joss one Sunday where the merchants
had established a. ballot box and -called
on the residents to decide the matter
by vote. The laboring section swarmed
the building and smashed the ballot
box and a few Chinese heads in the
course of operations, and the matter
was let rest at that for the time being.
Yesterday a second attempt was made
by the merchants of Chinatown to get
the joss removed, and the meeting was
swarmed by the opposing faction. Sev-
eral heads were badly damaged, but
by the time the police arrived the dis-
turbance had finished and the meeting
stopped. A special police guard was left
té watch events,-but was not called on
to"interfere as-Chinatown ' remained

quiet all night.

Danger of Collisions Should By-

It will be re-
called that a week ago the council was
petitioned to make such amendment by
‘the. truck ard dray companies of the
city. They pointed out that where
lights are carried on heavily loaded ve-
hicles it has been-found impossible -to
keep the lamps burning, as because of
the jolting of.the vehicles, the oil was
spilled. This argument - appealed to
the board and the request of the pe-
titioners was granted. - At this even-
ing’s meeting it had been intended to
make the necessary amendment to the
by-}aw. But now . that a protest has
been lodged py the B. C. Electric Rail-
way Company, it is likely that no. aec-
tion will be taken in the matter and the
former motion rescinded.

Mr, Goward, in his communieation to
the board, which will be read this even-
ing,. points out that very frequently in
the past serious accidents have oc-
curred between street cars and vehicles
which have been on the car tracks
without lights. It is impossible for a
driver of a car to see any considerabls
distance ahead of %im on a dark or
foggy night and should heavily laden
trucks be moving on the car tracks, as
is often the case, just when a car is
approaching, there would be - serious
Hability to accident.

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Clean Sweép By The Conservatives In Every Con-
stituency Save Two---John Jardine’s Remark-
ably Fine Run in Esquimalt Distriet.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

One of the most notable campaigns
in the history of Canada terminated
last night when the McBride govern-
ment practically swept British Colum-
bia, capturing every seat excepting five
or six, divided between Liberals and
Socialists.

The election of only two Liberals is
certain, namely, H. C. Brewster in Al-
berni, and- John Jardine in Esquimalt.
There is a possibility that Mark Eagle-
son, who represented the constituency
of Lillooet in the last House, may be
in the next legislature also.

The election results are curiously
similar to those attending the last gen-
eral provincial election in Alberta, ex-
cepting only that it was the Liberals
who captured almost all the seats there
and the Conservatives who elected only
one member, Premier Rutherford being
returned by a crushing majority.

Leader John Oliver went down to/de-
feat both in Delta and in Victoria,
while Premier McBride was elected in
both Yale and Victoria.

Charles Mugro met defeat in Chilli-
wack, and Stuart Henderson in Yale.
Messrs. Yorston and Jones, who repre-
sented Cariboo in the Liberal interests
last term, both seem to have gone
down, as did Dr. Kergin in Skeena. All
the ministers were returned. Victoria
and Vancouver returned a solid ticket
in support of the government. The
Socialists held Nanaimo and Lady-
smith, but Mr. McInnis, their colleague
of last session, was defeated in Grand
Forks by E. Miller, the Conservative.
A Socialist may be returned in Comox,
however, in which event the Socialists
will number as many in the next House
as in the last.

The return of the government was
anticipated, but even its friends scarce-

ly hoped for such a ‘“grand slam” as
the returns indicated. Perhaps the
man who best understood the desper-
ate fight which the Liberal party had
on its hands was its leader, John Oli-
ve¥. With a full knowledge  of_ the
hoplessness of the fight, suddenly thrust
upon him within a few days of his as-
sumption of the leadership, Mr. Oliver
threw himself whole heartedly into the
fight, not sparing himself physically in
order to cover as much of the province
as he could, and to assist his candi-
dates to capture their seats. There
was only one candidate of whose fate
he seemed careless and that man was
himself. He gave practically no time
to either Delta or Victoria, in both of
whiech he was a candidate, fighting like
the honest soldier he is for a cause.
and not for his own safefy. Many a
strong Conservative to-day has ex-
pressed the hope that some way will be
found of seating the Liberal leader in
the next House, for without him the
province lacks its great safeguard
against spoliation and corruption.

In a general way the return of the
government by such-a large majority
arose from two-or three causes. The
first of these, taking precedence even
of the premier’s railway policy, was
the superb organization of the Conser-
vative party throughout the province,
the ‘work largely of the éx-commission-
er of lands and works, R. F. Green.
The consummate machinery he has per-
fected has excited the admiration of
even those who strongly differ with his
methods, and think their influence on
the electorate to be pernicious. The
raw material has always lain ready to
hand. In a province like British Co-
lambia where thére are so few munici-
palitfes, and where there is so much
direct patronage, the weapons in the
hands of a government which will not
scruple to use them are tremendous.
The licensing system, the police sys-
tem, the road bosses, the government
agents—all this army eof officials paid
by the taxpayers, constitutes a stand-
ing committee for three hundred . and
sixty-five days in the year, to
strengthen the government’s defences.
In the fight Messrs. Manson, Wright
4fid Cawley all dropped government
jobs to run in the McBride interggts.
The ministerial itinerant sysf®m,
whereby one or more members of the
cabinet are travelling through the
country constantly on ‘‘departmental”
business, also is a great aid in the same
connction.

Over against this the Liberals had
an organization so weak as to be de-
seribed only as haphazard. That in
Victoria was hurriedly completed and
did excellent work, but there was no
time to "handle the campaign as it
should have been handled. In Esqui-
malt, thanks largely to the fine work
of J. C. Macintosh, John Jardine had
a stone wall organization against
which the government candidate threw
himself in vain. In Alberni the per-
sonal popularity and splendid record of
H. C. Brewster triumphed over every
other condideration. But there was no
connected work, little literature, angd
worst of all no time to have the issues
properly ventilated.,

strong accordance with his well known
dictim, “the thing is when you get in
to stay in.”

The defeat of men like Messrs, Oli-
ver and Munro, who have done so much
to protect the interests of the people,
and the triumph of others who vir-
tually hold office because of the work
of the men mentioned, is a cynical
commentary on the prizes of politics
and of the rare luck in which some
men play.

Usually after a campaign there are
ugly charges of crookedness, and yes-
terday was unusually fruitful in these.
There is little profit, perhaps, in ad-
verting to these matters, but it would
be extraordinary if a party with the
machinery in the form of a perfect or-
ganization, and with a large campaign
fund, such as the Conservatives un-
doubtedly had ,would not use them to
the limit. '

The situation created by the practical
wiping out of the opposition is one
which has created a great deal of un-
easiness even to those who accorded
the government their support. It is re-
cognized that it now lies in the power
of the governmiegt to make any kind
of a contract with Mackenzie & Mann
that it likes, the forces of criticism or
of opposition in the legislature being
practically eliminated. In fact it is a
victory which has overshot itself.

Provisions “Are Scarce and
State of Anarchy Pre-
vails in City.

New Orleans, La., Nov. 26.—There is
much rejoicing among revolutionary
forces in Nicaragua, according to pas-
sengers arriving yesterday on the
steamer Marietta direct from Blue-
fields. Followers of General Estrada
are elated over what they claim has
thus far proved a successful advance
against the government of Zelaya and
are sanguine, predicting the fall of
Managua in a short time,

This hopefulnéss has been strength-
ened by the attitude of the United
States threatening a demand on Zalaya
for reparation for the death of the two
Americans, Groce and Cannon.

The revolutionists have received a
formidable supply of arms and ammu-
nition from the United States.

Ready to Strike.

Colon, Canal Zone, Nov. 26.—News of
a decisive battle between the forces of
President Zelaya and General Sanez
marking the success or defeat of the
Nicaraguan revolution is expected mo-
mentarily.

The revolutionary army has closed in
upon the city, and, word received here
indicates that Sanez is ready to strike
his hardest blow.

FIVE DEAD AND
_* TEN INJURED

AUTO AND TROLLEY
CARS IN COLLISION

It is Feared Woman and Child
Will Not Re-
cover.

Los Angeles, Cal., Nov. 26.—In a col-
lision between an automobile and a
trolley car on the Los Angeles and
Santa Ana line at Latin station, six
miles from tlie city, last night, five per-
sons were killed and two others are
thought to be dying to-day.

The dead are: Nicholas Jacobs, real
estate dealer of Los Angeles; two
daughters and two sons of Jacobs.

Mrs. Jacobs and her two-méaths-old
baby are suffering from concussion of
the brain and other injuries and have
slight chances for recovery. Two other
sons of Jacobs, Peter and John, and
Miss Josephine Solon escaped with
slight injuries by jumping.

‘While a car, in which the injured and
the bodies of those who were killed,
had been placed, was proceeding to
the city from the scene of the accident
it collided with a car on the Central
avenue line, in Los Angeles, and eight
more persons were injured, some of
them seriously. These are: J. Fletcher
and Mrs. Fletcher, E, Gillette, Mrs,_P.
J. Schenck, M. L. Parkhurst, John
Ferrell, Willlam O. Spring and —-Mrs.
Spring. Two children of Mr. and Mrs.
Spring atdo were slightly injured.

The first accident occurred at a
crossing when the automobile in which
the Jacobs family were returning to
the city after spending Thanksgiving
day with friends at Watts, was driven
upon the track directly in front of the
swiftly moving Sapta Ana car. The
automobile was hurled forty feet by the
big passenger coach.

Jacobs and his four children, An-
thony, aged 6; Clement, 4; Kate, 18;
Mamie, 16 years old, were dead when
the horrified passengers on the car
reached them,

Mrs. Jacobs, who held the babe in
her arms, was'.thrown probably fifty
feet.

Miss Josephine Solon, who 'leaped
from the automobile just as it was
struck by the car, was taken to a hos-
pital suffering from internal injuries
and a broken wrist. She may not re-
cover.

It was at the same crossing where
the automobile accident occurred last
night’ that five persons were killed in
a similar mishap one year ago.

The result in
this city was distinctly disappointing
to the Liberals, who, while they had
no hopes whatever of carrying the
country, belieyed that -Premier Mec-
Bride would suffer a reverse in this
city: The “machine” worked too well
to allow of that, however, and the
“Big Four’’—Hon. Richard McBride, H.
W. F. Behnsen, Frederick Davey and
H. B. Thomson—will once again rep-
resent Victoria in the Legislature,

Regret at the defeat of John Oliver,
the leader of the Liberals, is not con-
fined to members of his party. Many
Conservatives, now that the contest is
over, think that his presence in the
Legislature would have exerted a salu-
tary influence. Liberals in Victoria do
net disguise their r?ret nor their sur-
prise ‘at his defefit. That one who
stood so high in the estéemwof Whe
electorate ‘of this- constituency should
have met defeat suggests that the vote
which was (polled in this constituency
yvesterday was not entirely an untram-
meled one. A. J. Morley, the indepen-
dent Liberal candidate, developed 2a
strength in excess of the others on the
Liberal ticket which surprised even his
supporters.

An Exciting Day.

The election proved one of the most
interesting in the history of Victoria.
There was very little excitement, but
the supporters of both parties were
exceptionally active, with the result
that all day long the scenes in front
of the polling booths at the Victoria
Transfer Company’s stables were of
the most animated character. Weather
conditions were somewhat unfavorable
to a heavy vote being polled, but as
a result of hard work by both Liberal
and Conservative organizations a very
large percentage ot the total number
of electors on the list were induced to
cast their ballots. ‘

The Liberals had their committee
rooms in a building on Fort street, just
opposite Copas & Young’s, while the
Conservatives had quarters on Brough-
ton street, at the rear of Weiler Bros.’
factory. The = Liberal organization,
while small,, was very efficient, but it
could not be compared for a moment
to the elaborate “machlne'} which had
been framed up by the Conservatives.
The latter had engaged most of the
hacks and automobiles in the city and
had a big staff of hired agents con-
stantly at work. The efficiency of these
methods was demonstrated when the
ballots came to be counted. i

The Polling Booth.

That serious complications did not
eventuate at the polling booths is due
more to luck than good management,
for the arran@ements for the record-
ing of the vote were inh no sense satis-
factory. There were officials and at-
tendants in abundance, but the quar-
ters were cramped to such an extent
ithat at times it appeared that the
most hopeless confusion would ensue.
On another occasion it is to be hoped
that more space will be arranged for.
C. 8. Baxter and his deputies, how-
ever, were unceasing in their efforts
to conduct the proceedings in an or-
derly and regular fashion, and they
are deserving of credit for the success
which they achieved under conditions
which were most discouraging. A
large force of special constables was
on duty and the best of order was kept
during the entire day.

Crowds surrounded the polling booths
from the time the polls opened until
they closed, and while there were many
heated discussions by little knots of
electors here and there, the best of
good feeling generally prevailed, and
there was no incidents of an ‘unpleas-
ant character.

Counting the Ballots,

‘When the polls were declared closed
promptly at 7 o'clock by the returning
officer a considerable delay ensued be-
fore the work of counting the votes
could be undertaken. It took a long
time to clear the premises of persons
who had no legal right to be there,
and some considerable number of peo-
ple cast their ballots after the doors
i had been shut, as under the act they
had a perfect right to do this notwith-
standing that it was-past 7 o'clock.

At times the congestion
was so great on the street that al] traf-
fic was suspended and it was, indeed,
almost impossible for one to make one's
way to the entrance to the newspa
offices. The crowds were in exce
humoeor, but it was remarked that th
was a lack of that boisterous enthuys-
iasm which might have heen expected
under the -circumstahces) considering
the crushing nature of the defeat
which had been administered to the
Liberals.

The  Times, owing to its splendid
specjal facilities which had been ar«
ranged for, was enabled to give bul-
letins of results from many of the
smaller constituencies before 8§ o'clock.
A stereoptican was utilized, throwing
the figures on a large screen which had
been placed on the face of the Driard
building opposite the Times office. The
c®owds soon become seized of the fact
that the Conservatives had won a
triumphant victory. But the lack of
enthusiasm among the government
supporters was in strange contrast with
their supposed strength as developed
at the polls. On the contrary, the Lib-
erals, although they had few opportun-
ities to cheer, did so lustily whenever
the opportunity offered.

Torchlight Procession.

Enthusiastic supporters of the victor-
ious Conservatives speedily arranged
for a torchlight procession. Two bands
were commissioned—a brass band and
the Pipers—and a crowd of small boys
carried a number of flaring torches.
Gathering at the Conservative commit-
tee rooms on Broughton street, the pre-
mier and the other Conservative mem-
bers-elect for the city, proceeded in an
auto at the head of a long procession,
The route of march was along Douglas
and via. Yates to Broad, the premier
bowing his acknowledgements of thg
cheering which greeted him.

Conservative Love Feast.

The proceéssion, reforming, fraversed
the block .and halted at the Victoria
theatre on View street. The theatre
was soon filled and the premier’s ap-

pearance on the platform, accompanied

by the other members of the Conserva-
tive ticket and a £roup of his proms-
inent supporters, was the signal for a
scene of enthusiasm. Hon. Mr. Mc-
Bride proceeded first to thank his sup-
porters for the splendid service they
had rendered the.party and the press
of the city which had supported his
government. He declared that he would
carry out to the letter evepything thaf
he had promised the people of Victoria
during his campaign addresses.

Short speechés were also made by
the other members-elect, and R. F.
Green, Wm. Blakemore and G. H. Bar-
nard, M.-P. Mr. Thomson _declared
that the government was determined
to make Victoria one of the leading
citiea on the Pacific coast. Mr., Green
gave credit for the great victory to
E. B. Leeson and W. H. Price. The
latter was loudly called for and made
a suitable response.

The members of ,the board were
leased at this action, as the owners
on Douglas street had heretofore re-
served the right to name the type of
paving material to be utilized. The
ity engineer has already reported on
the cost of the work, and there should
therefore, be no very great delay in
taking the project in hand. The sec-
tion to be treated on Douglas street
extends from Humboldt street to Cor-
morant street.

There were several agents of pave-
ment companies at the meeting, but
mly one gentleman was given a hear-
ng. He represented the Barber As-
phalt Paving Co., of Seattle, and ex-
plained at some length the merits of
isphalt. Ald. Stewart brought his
iddress to a close by pointing out
that the council had decided not to
hear the views of agents for paving
material. They should see the city en-

r, and the latter would report to
the board.

Ald. Humber asked for the appoint-
ment of a committee to Inspect the
section of Cormorant street which has
been laid with Granitoid. He declared
that it was already showing signs of
disintegration, and he was opposed to
the city putting down any more of
that class of material until the mat-
ter had been fully investigated. He
called upon Assistant City Engineer
Bryson to corroborate what he said
about the condition of Cormorant
street below Government.

Mr. Bryson said he had inspected the
granitoid pavement and was of the
opinion that disintegration had already
set in. He thought that it would be
a mistake for the city to lay any more
of that class of material until next
spring, by which time it would develop
whether the section already treated
was going tO Prove a .success.

Replying to questions, Mr. Bryson
said that there is $4,500 on deposit by
the company which laid the pavement
—this being 25 per cent. of the cost.
This sum would. be retained by the
city for five years, and should it be
necessary to effect any repairs this
sum would be drawn upon.

The city engineer will be asked to
submit a report about Cormorant
street.

HOW VICTORIA WON
METHODIST CONFERENCE

made

Sending of Telegrams at Cru-
cial Moment Secured Big
Convention.

T. Albert Moore, secreiary of the
Methodist conference, which at its ses-
sion in Toronto a few weeks ago de-
cided upon selecting Victoria as the
point to hold the quadrennial general
conference of 1910, was in the city a
few days ago, and while here conveyed
to local parties a piece of very pleasing
information. This was that the contest
over the meeting place of the confer-
ence—a contest which waged vigorous-
ly for several hours—was decided in
Victoria's favor through the receipt of
the telegrams which were forwarded
from this city while the fight was on,
at the instance of Mr. McGaffey, secre-
tary -of the Development League, and
others.

It %ill be recalled that when it be-
came known here that rival cities were
putting up a strenuous fight for the
conference, Mr. McGaffey got busy and
arranged that the wires should be kept
hot with telegrams urging the claims
of Victoria. A large number of mess-
ages were sent by public bodies of the
city and by leading clergymen and
other citizens. Their receipt at Toronto
while the conference was in session
actually turned the tide in favor of
Victoria.

Mr. Moore relates that when the
massages were received, John Lake,
the treasurer of the conference, was
addressing the assembly, urging the
claims of another city, but he was so
impressed with the case for Victoria as
put in' the telegrams, that he there and
then frankly confessed that Vietoria
vas in his opinion the better city.
Another clergyman who had alrealy
spoken in favor of Ottawa, on receiv-
ng a telegram from the eity, rose and
frankly stated that as a result of it,
although he had spoken against the
selection of Victoria, he would have to
support her claim. Thus the battle was
won.

BELLEROPHON

BLUE FUNNEL LINER
* DELAYED BY GALE

Chief Engineer Collins Gone to
Have Charge of New
Steamer.

While practically all
the steamers for a long time past have
been carrying eight and ten thousand
tons, there was but 4,500 tons came
this morning, and of that only 500 tons
is for Victoria.

The steamer left a few hours after one
of the Osaka Shoshen Kaisha freight-
ers, but that boat has not yet reported.

The Bellerophon has a new engineer
in charge of her machinery on this
voyage, Chief Engineer Collins having
gone to look after the new vessel the
Protesalaus. It is expected that this
craft will be out here in the spring.
She is fitted to carry a few first-class
passengers as well as a large number
of steerage. Her fittings will be of
the most modern type, but in general
appearance and arrangements she will
be of the same type as the others.

While they were
out the European employes at the dock
put a ship on the stocks and cleaned
her.

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SCHEME FOR -
BEAUTIFICATION

FINE ENTERPRISE OF °
DOUGLAS ST. OWNERS

Urge City Council to Join
Hands in Lighting of That
Thoroughfare.

That fhe people of Victeria should
systematically set to work on a beau-
tification scheme for, the city and that
the property owners on Douglas street
are desirous of setting the ball rolling
was made plain to the council and
Friday night’s meeting of the streets,
sewers and bridges committee, when
the board heard the views of a large
deputation of leading citizens interest-
ed in the welfare of the thoroughfare
mentioned. The deputation was headed
Capt. A. C. McCallum, who ‘acted as
spokesman, and included P. R. Brown,
W. Challoner, A, H. Mitchell, C. E.
Bradshaw, J. A. Sayward, A. E. Todd
and others, and after hearing their
views the council promised prompt ac-
tion towards meeting the same.

Capt, McCallum said that a meeting
had been held that afternoon in the
Metropolitan bleck, at which nearly all
of the large owners of property on
Douglas street, between Humboldt and
Cormorant street had been present or
were represented, and a resolution was
passed setting forth the desire of the
owners to co-operate with the city in a
scheme for the lighting of that street
along the lines followed in some sec-
tions of Seattle.

The scheme has already been out-
lined in the Times. The plan as pro-
posed calls for the erection of hand-
zome steel pillars about twenty feet in
height at distances of every 100 feet.
On top of the poles would be a cluster
of seven lamps and when the long rows
on both sides of the street would be
lit up, the effect would be strikingly
beautiful. The owners would agree to
defray the cost of the poles and the
lamps if the city would .install the
same, provide the necessary conduits
for the wires and supply the electricity
free of charge.

Capt. McCallum, in urging the mat-
ter for the favorable consideration of
the board, said that the property. own-
ers interested were of the opinion that
instead of the citizens of Victoria wait-
ing for the town to become of greater
importance as a commercial centre,
they should co-operate towards its
beautification. It could be made. of
much greater attractiveness as a tour-
ist and residential centre and he be-
lieved that the scheme which was pro-
posed for Douglas street should for
these reasons receive, warm encour-
agement. . »

Mayor . Hall said that he personally
was heartily in favor of the scheme,
but the board could not give a definite
answer to the .deputation until they
had a report from the city engineer and
the city electrician as to the cost which
would be inveolved. On his worship's
motion a resolution was passed leaving
the matter in the hands of those offi-
cials, and the deputation withdrew weil
pleased with their reception.

Business firms doing business on
Government street, adjacent to the site
of the Royal bank which is in course of
erection, again complained that the
barriers which had been erected by the
contractors for the building greatly in-
terfered with their trade, and they
feared that their Christmas business
would be seriously affected.

Ald. Turner, chairman of the com-
mittee, said that the matter had al-
ready been reported upon by the city
engineer, and he did not know what
could be done to relieve the situation.
The contractors were not exceeding
their legal rights in maintaining such
a barrier, and while everybody regret-
ted that the business of the firms in
adjacent premises was being inter-
fered with apparently nothing could be
done. The complainants will be so
notified.

The city engineer in reply to the com-
plaint of the B. C. Land and Invest-
ment Company, respecting the condi-
tion of the block pavement .on Bastion
Square, reported that the only thing
which could be done to remedy the
grievance would be to fill the holes in
the pavement with a mixture of asphalt
and stone chips. After considering the
matter, the board decided to instruct
the engineer to use new blocks to treat
the street instead of the mixture he
proposed.

Mr. ‘Bryson reported that there were
a number of streets in various sections
of the city in a bad state of repair, and
he asked what should be done:about
it. The board came to the conclusion
that nothing whatever could be done,
as there were no funds available. In
respect to Herald street, which is said
to be in a deplorable condition, it was
decided to circumvent the deficit by do-
ing $400 worth of work on the roadway
right away and charge the same
against the local improvement, which
will be done 1later.

TAKEN TO TASK

ENTHUSIASM DAMPENED
BY FEDERAL MINISTERS

B. C. Representatives Indulge
in Mild Jubilation Over Mc-
Bride Victory.

Ottawa, Nov. 27.—The House of Com-
mons had a taste of British Columbia
polities yesterday afternoon, when the
Conservative members from that pro-
vince interrupted the ordinary course
of business to indulge in a little crow-
ing over the triumph of their party at
the polls. To enable his colleagues in
the opposition to ‘‘demonstrate,” J. D.
Taylor, New Westminster, had to fall
back, on two questions that had .al-
ready been disposed of, but they served
his purpose, and the opposition had
their hurrah, though their jubilation
was somewhat modified when Sir Wil-
frid Laurier and Hon. W. S. Fielding
replied.

Mr, . Taylor professed to be greatly
concerned over a paragraph he had ob-
served in the press to the effect that
a Liberal organigation in British Co-
lumbia had passed a resolution recom-
mending the Dominion government to
appoint I'. C, Wade as lieutenant-gov-
ernor of the province. Mr. Wade was a
Liberal candidate in the recent elec-
tions, and Mr. Taylor based on these
two circumstances an assumption that
Mr. Wade had been persuaded to enter
the campaign under a promise of re-
ward. Having objected to anybody else
offering the government advice, Mr.
Taylor procseded to give some, and it
was to the effect that inasmuch as Mr.
Wade had made an attack on the Mc-
Bride administration, that gentleman
was unfit to be  entrusted with the
office of lieutenant-governor,

Finally ‘Mr. Taylor renewed his pro-
test against the delay .in the appoint-
ment of judges to the new Court of
Appeals in British Columbia.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier declined to be
held responsible for any recommenda-
tions which might be made by outside
organizations. ‘‘We are responsible,”
he said, “for any action we might take,
and once we had made the appointment
referred to it will be open to approval
or criticism, but not before.”

Sir Wilfrid noted that Mr. Taylor had
objected to a Liberal organization of-
fering advice to the government, but if
that body was open to rebuke what
was to'be said of the honorable gentle-
men himself when he presumed to ad-
vise the government not to appoint Mr.
Wade.

“It shall be our duty to canvass the
condition of the things in British Co-
lumbia and make the best appointment
of a liautenant-governor, and I have.-no
hegﬁtatlon in saying that the appoint-
ment will be satisfactory, even in spite
of ' the criticism of my -honorable
friend.”

Mr. Burrell, Yale-Cariboo, alluded to
rumors . that J, A. Macdonald, former
leader of the opposition in British Co-
lumbia, was slated for the chief justice=
ship of the Court of Appeal, and to the
fact that he had taken part in the
campaign. He assumed that the two
things were connected, and that Mr.
Macdonald was to get a judgeship as a
reward for his services in the cam-
paign.

R. L.-Borden also took it for granted
that Mr. Wade had been promised the
lieutenant-governorship as an induce-
ment to take part in the campaign as a
Liberal candidate, a suggestion which
called forth a sharp denial from the
premier. It was not made, nor even
hinted at, declared Sir Wilfrid.

Mr, Borden then added a word of
protest against the delay in the ap-
pointment of Court of Appeal judges,
characterizing the delay as intolerable
and disgraceful.

Hon. Mr. Fielding reminded the lead-
er of the opposition that the MeBride
government had been in no haste. to
proclaim the act instituting the new
court, and dissented from the doctrine
that the fact of a. man taking part in
a political eampaign should be regard-
ed as an offence, disqualifying him
from public office, He ridiculed the idea
that because Mr. Macdonald had dared
te criticize the McBride arministration
he was unfit to be appointed a judge,
recalling the fact that one of his own
opponents in Halifax had been ap-
pointed a judge by the Conservative
government shortly after his defeat.

This ended the debate and the House
went into supply.

The
Premier has been elected for two con-
stituencies, having defeated one of the
Liberal leaders in Yale. The loss of
Stuart Henderson x&ill of course be
severely felt by the - opposition also.
But we know Mr. Henderson will con-
sent to stand aside temporarily to do
the province a service. If Mr. Oliver
will agree to stand, he ought to be
permitted to go in for Yale by acclama-
tion.  There would be nothing deroga-
tory to the pride of the Liberal leader
in accepting such an arrangement.
There is the precedent set in the case
of Carleton, Ontario, to justify such a
course of action. When Mr. Borden
was ®efeated in Halifax in the Domin-
ion eleetions of 1904, Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier, feeling that the loss of his ser-
vices as opposition leader would not
be in the interests of the country, ex-
ercised his great influence and pre-
vented any opposition being raised to
the election of Mr. Borden in Carle-
ton. . »

any information on the subject could

be ascertained. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
very pertinently said that if this treaty
is to be regarded as diserimination, so
might the treaty now in existence. Mr.
W. F. Maclean took strong ground
against the Opposition’s contention,
and argued for Canadian action on
Canadian business from purely Cana-
dian reasons.

William Alfred Galliher is a native of
Bruce €ounty, Ont.,, where he was
born in 1860, He practiced law for a
considerable period at Nelson and was
elected to the House of Commons at
the general elections of 1800, and was

J. B. Gregory is a native of Frederic-
ton, New Brunswick, where he: was
born some forty-five years ago. He
comes of a distinguished legal family,
his father, Mr. Justice :Gregory, now
retired, having long been an ornament
to the bench and bar of that province.

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ALL-RED ROUTE
BEING CONSIDERED

IMPORTANT: STEP
TO ITS COMPLETION

Irish Railway to Be a Valuable
Link in the
Scheme.

-

The London . Standard, in its issue
of November 12th, has the following
cspecting the All-Red fast mail steam-
hip service, a brief outline of which
as already appeared in the cable dis-
patches?

The government have decided to
grant £135,000 towards the cost of con-
structing. the additional piece of neces-
ary railway, from Collooney, in the
ounty of Sligo, Ireland, to Blacksod
Bay, in the county of Mayo, on the
west coast. London will, by the con-
struction of this railway, be linked to
Blacksod Bay by means of the railway
to the West of England, ferry steamers
to the East coast of Ireland, and by
an 'unbroken railway across Ireland.
The distance from London to Blacksod
Bay—551 miles—can thus be covered
without' change in 14 hours. From
Blacksod Bay to Halifax, in Canada,
the journey will last but three and a-
half days. This section of railway is
part of the scheme,; already before
ministers for approval for an All-Red
route to Australia, New Zealand, and
Hong-kong, and to a certain extent,
therefore, it helps the larger proposal.

With this decision on the part of
the government, the early opening of
the All-Red route becomes almost as-
sured. It is interesting to recall, in this
connection, that when the premiers of
Oversea states, at the recent confer-
ence, were discussing the general pro-
ject of an accelerated mail and pass-
enger service at the Colonial ‘office, a
special parliamentary committee was
receiving evidence, examining docu-
ments, and studing the detailed plans
and estimates for this proposed railway.
The bill, for which the sanction of
parliament was sought, and out of
which the protacted investigation of
the committee arose, was known as the
“Collooney, Ballina, and Belmullet rail-
ways and piers bill.” The premier
recognized that this short line was the
key to the whole scheme, since the
nearest accessible European harbor to
Canada lies in Blacksod Bay. If only
this port could be connected by rail
with the general railway systems of
the country, and thus with the rail-
way system of Englamd, Scotland, and
the Continent, the problem' which
claimed so much of the premier’s time
would at ‘once be solved; Transatlantic
travelling would lose half its incon-
veniences and more than half its ex-
penses; Great Britain and her colonies
would be bound by a golden chain, in
Wwhich Ireland would form the.strong-
est link. Resolutions were received by
the government from many public
bodies in the country, and .unanimous
support was accorded the idea by all
the Irish members, The parliamentary

U. S. Congressman Anxious to
Avert Trouble Over
Tariff..

Washington, D. C., Nov. 29.—Con-
gressman Mann, who was chairman of
the - special committee ‘on wood pulp

.{and print paper of the last congress,

and who prepared the provisions on
these items, as first reported to the
House by the Payne tariff bill, but

or impose any import duty or export
license fee upon printing paper, me-
chanically ground wood pulp or wood
vsed in the manufacture of wood
pulp. 5

The measures when introduced will
be referred by the speaker to the com-
mittee. of ways and means, but Mr.
Mann may make a fight in the House
to have them referred to the commit-
tee on interstate and foreign com-
mwerce, of which he is the new chair-
man,

De Vries - continued
through the open gates and about the
winding driveway toward the house at
the top of the hill.

He was fired upon as he neared: the
house. Lzaving his automobile, he
mounted the steps and entered the
door, followed by a squad of guards,
who came on the run. Before > De
Vries could enter Rockefeller’s study,
however, he was collared by the butler
and by Caretaker Knapp and ejected.

While the excitement was at its
height Rockefeller was 100 yards away
on the golf links, unaware of the fail-
ure of the Zuyder Zee project.

Count De Vries has announced that
he will make further attempts to see
Rockefeller.

SHIRTWAIST MAKERS WIN.

Over One Hundred Manufacturers
Grant Demands of Employees.

New York, Nov. 29.—One hundred
and nineteen shirtwaist manufacturers
capitulated Saturday to the demands
made by their 15,000 striking shirtwaist
girl employees and the 15,000 girls
went back to work, victorious. At the
same time twelve leaders of the strike
were sent to Philadelphia by the union
armed with authority to call a general
strike in all the shirtwaist makers in
that city if it is found, as suspected,
that the New York manufacturers are
turning over their work to that town.

The leaders said that 15,000 operatives
would possibly go on strike in Phila-
delphia ‘if the strike is called.

Meanwhile the manufactuarers gath-
ered at the Hoffman House and abhout
five hundred of them voted to continue
the fight for open shops., The officers
of the Manufacturers’ Association state
that 700 makers of shirtwaists —had
signed what was virtually an oath to
keep closed until the strikers came
with a petition to be allowed to work
under open shop rules.

placed farmers in a position where
they can dictate their own terms and
prices regarding. grain.

From all sections come reports that
even though the price of oats is much
in excess of this time last year, still
farmers ‘are holding this crop in the
confident belief that the priece of fifty
cents to sixty cents per bushel as rul-
ing last spring, will maintain next
year. Even wheat is being held by
large numbers, who expect that the
price next spring will again reach
$1.50 per bushel for seed wheat.

TUNNEL THROUGH THE
/ ANDES COMPLETED

Is Five Miles Long and is the
Highest in the
World.

Santiago de Chille, Nov. 29.—The
tunnel of  the Trans-Andine Trailway
was completed Saturday, and the event
was made the occasion of a great cele-
bration, The Trans-Andine railway pro-
ject was approved by the Chilean con-
gress in 1903, and the first section of
the railway was opened in 1906. This
section reaches from "Arica to" the foot
of the Andes, where the tunnel begins.

The Chilean section.of.the tunnel was
opened March-25th, 1908, ‘and the work
of piercing the Andes mountains has
progressed rapidly, American methods
and machinery being used.

The tunnel is five miles long and the
highest in the world. The line- now
reaches to the summit of the Cordillera,
and will join & railroad of the same
gauge from Mendoa.  The Trans-An-
dine line will continue on to La Pag,
Bolivia. "

The completed line from Arica to La
Paz will be about 300 miles long, and
will cost in the,K neighborhood of $15,-
©00,000.

ISLAND LEAGUE AND
; INJON AT DEADLOCK

Esquimalt Drops Out—A. 0. F.
, Admitted—Schedule
Drawn.

The decision of the Island Associa-
tion Football League to play its 1909-
10 schedule under the English rules
and not undeér the rules of the B.C.A.
A.U. was adhered to by that organ-
ization at the meeting held at the
Driard hotel on Saturday night, when
delegates from both the Island town
¢lubs and from the Victoria West
and A.O.F. clubs were present to hear
President Dan O’Sullivan of the B.C.
A.U. on the subjetts of the union and
its rules.

The deadlock between the two bodies
continues, and there is very little like-
lihood of the football league giving
way to the union’s desires of regis-
tering its players with the union.

The football league is affiliated with
the B. C. Football League, which is
affiliated with the English Football
Association, and the delegates to Sat-
urday night’'s meeting held that the
B. C. Football Union was in existence
before the B.C.A.A.U. was formed, and
therefore the players owe allegiance to
the fvotball league and not to the
amateur union. : s

Having heard Mr. O’Sullivan on the
rules restricting amateurs under the
B.C.A.A.U. rules, the delegates, 'with
one exception, were of the opinion that
the British Columbia amateur rules
are too striect, and came to the con-
clusion that the union will sooner. or
Jater have to loosen up. Thé secre-
tary of the union explained that the
Island league was an amateur body,
but that it would not bar a profes-
sional cricketer or a professional boxer
from playing amateur soccer, and
asked the president of the amateur
union for a statement in régard to
football players’ standing if they
played strictly amateur, and were not
registered with the union. Mr. O'Sul-
livan’s reply was that they would not be
regarded as amateurs unless, affiliated
with the union.

George Okell of the Victoria West
club read a letter from Will Ellis of
the Vancouver Soccer Association, say-
ing that the same trouble had occurred
in Vancouver, and that the football
teams there had broken away from the
B.C.A.A.U., as the union’s amateur
definition had been found too strict in
the Terminal City.

After a general discussion Mr. O’'Sul-
livan wasg Informed that at its last
meeting the Island ledgue had em-
bodied in its constitution a clause that
the B.C.ALA.U. would not be recog-
nized, and that clause would have to
stand, as it could not be altered until
the next general meeting, as provided
by its constitution. The Island league
will therefore be played under the Old
Country rules, and the next step in the
matter will have to be taken by the
B.C.A.A.U.

Just what this step will be ‘it is
difficult to say, as the Island league
anmmounced it was an amateur body in
the meaning of the English league, but
Mr. O’Sullivan holds the union now has
power to professionalize all men play-
ing in the league, and so prevent them
taking part in any amateur sports
during the summer. This would prin-
cipally affect Victoria West, which was
always a strietly amateur association
before the formation of the B.C.A.A.U.,
and it would also affect the A.O.F.
goccer players. Nanaimo and Lady-
smith have track men on their teams,
and thess Mr. O'Sullivan said will be
affected also. So it looks as if there
will be some wholesale professional-
izing done. 8hould this be the case
the soccer players of the Island
league Inténd to fight the matter out,
and it was sald after Saturday night's
meeting they would probably form an-
other amateur unlon if Vancouver
would combine with them in doing 8o.
Should this be done the new body
would adopt the amateur deéfinition
that allows professionals and athateurs
to play together.

At a time when so much interest is
taken in naval matters, especially on
the Pacific coast, it is of interest to
note the strength of the China squad-
ron, which is to be replaced, or par-
tially so, by new cruisers to which
New Zealand will make a contribution.
The largest vessels are first class
cruisers of which there are four, the
King Alfred, flying the flag of Vice-
Admiral Sir Hadworth Lambton, K.C.
B., commander-in-chief; the Bed-
ford, now on her way back to China
from San Francisco where she attend-
ed the Portala festival; the Monmouth,
which visited this coast a. short time
ago; and the Kent,

Thete are two second class cruisers,
of which the Flora is one, two sloops of
war, two survey steamers, thirteen
river gunboats, eight torpedo boat de-
stroyers, one receiving ship, one dis-
patch vessel, and a water tank and
tug, making in all 34 vesseis,

Many of the smaller craft are used
for patrolling the rivers where British
interests are large, the cruisers and
the destroyers being the only boats
that would prove effective in time of
war. .

BRITISH MERCHANT FLEET,

The annual report for 1908-1909 of Lloyd's
Register of British and Foreign Shipping
states that at the close of the year ended
30th June, 1800, 10,424 merchant vessels,
registering over 20,500,000 tons gross, held
clagses assigned by the committee. The
total tonnage under construetion in the
United Kingdom at the end of June last
was less than 58 per ‘eenf. of the amount
building three years before. Clagses were
assigned by the committee to 550 new ves-
gels. Their registered tonnage amounted
to 854,984 tons. Of these 481, or 845,719 tons,
were steamers, and 69, of 9,285 tons, were
sailing ships. Of the total, 470,137 tons, or
55 per cent., were built for - ‘the United
Kingdom, and 384,847 tons, or 46 per cent.,
for the British colonies and foreign coun-
tries. There are recorded in the register

STILL IN DOUBT

St.  Croix Official - Inquiry
Throws No Light on
Subject.

The ‘origin of the fire that destroyed
the steamship St. Croix off Point Dume
on November 20th, imperiling the lives
of over 100 passengers and the crew, is
as much a mystery as éver, although
nearly every officer of the vessel, sev-
eral members of the crew and some of
the passengers were put through a
searching ‘examination at Seattle by
Federal Inspector of Steam Vessels
John K. Bulger and O. F. Bolles, Every
question asked by the inspectors was
framed with the object of eliciting in-
formatiom that might indicate the
cause- of the disaster, but not a state-
ment was made that seems. to throw
any light on the matter.

Acting upon a letter received from
Los Angeles, Bulger called Martin
Nett, an oiler, as one of the first wit-
nesses. The letter said that Nett had
made a statement in the Southérn city
that he had an idea of how the fire
started. Nett denied that he had ever
madé such a statement, and could add
nothing to the knowledge of the fire
already obtained.

From the statement of' Third Mate
Harry Warner' that the fire appeared
to be in the vicinity »f the liquor
locker, and that some of the electric
wires of the ship passed through the
Jocker, it is possible that a conclusion
as to ,the cause of the blaze may be
drawn, Warner said’ that on a former
occasion the fuses had blown out and
the ship had been left in darkness. The
examination is being continuedt to-
morrow.

CONSUMPTION NEARLY
EQUALS PRODUCTION

James J. Hill Discusses In-
crease in Price of Food-
stuffs.

St. ‘Paul, Minn,, Nov./2%:—While not

Steamer Luckenbach Loads
at Bellingham to Compete
With Railroads.

Bellingham, Nov. 27.—To place 4,000,-
000 Whatcom County shingles upon
the docks of New York the steamship
Luckenbach, a tramp freighte?, arrived
in port this morning, droppihg anchor
in the stream because heavy weather
made docking difficult.

This Luckenbach shipment begins an
era in Puget Sound lumber and shingle
transportation, Great dquantities of
local lumber are to be laid down in
New York by steamships and will be
transferred inland to Buffalo and Chi-
cago. Manufacturers have long looked
for a way to club the railreads and in
the water shipment plan they claim to
have it.-Shingles only will be carried
from there in thé Luckenbach’'s cargo.
But a number of lurabér shipments are
being gotten ready.

The Luckenbach will be the first ship
to take Whatcom County shingles
through the Straits of Magellan. Ship-
ments of shingles heretofore taken
from the Sound to the Atlantic Coast
have been passed from ' the Pagcific

Vessel Has to Put Back to Ban-
field Saturday )
Afternoon. :

(From Monday's Daily.)
Steamer Tees, which should have ar-

rived here on Saturday evening, did not
reach port until yesterday, owing to
meeting a heavy gale after she left
Banfleld on -Saturday afternoon. The
steamer had to turn and run before the
wind, remaining all night at Banfield.

‘While in Victoria there has been a
heavy fall of rain, up the West Coast
they have been having snow, Nearly
all the way up and back the Tees ex-
perienced snow storms and the weather
was very cold.

Between Cape Beale and Pachena a
large number of drifting logs were en-
countered, undoubtedly from some
steamer’'s deckload or some broken
boom.

ECONOMIC MINERALS
OF THE DOMINION

Handbook Issued by Geological
Survey of Canada—
Scope of Work.

The want of a popular handbook set-
ting forth the geology, and describing

long been felt. The Geological Sur-
vey, pttawa, has just publlsl{ed such a
work, written by Lr. G. A. Youhg, with;
an introductory chaptqr by the director
of the Geological Survey, Mr. R. W.
Brock.

Any attempt to describe the geology,
configuration and mineralogy of a
country embracing some 3,750,000 square
miles must necessarily be limited in
scope and fragmentary in character.
These limitations are acknowledged by
the authors of the handbook; but Mr.
Brock points out that the generaliza-
tions and estimates made with regard
to the extent of Canada’s imineral re-
sources are not mere guesswork, but
are deductions based upon the doctrina
of probabilities—reasoning from the
known to the unknown. He says in
the introduction:

“Although, as has been said, the
greater part of Canada 1s unprospected,
and much of it even unexplored, what
is known of its geological structure an-
ables forecasts as to its mineral wealth
to be made. As will be seen from ihe
following pages, the country falls na-
turally into a number of .geological
provinces, characterized by . certain
peculiarities in the way of rocks, rock
structure, and minerals. The general
outlines of these provineces ‘are known.
Their southern portions, at least, hoth
in Canada and in the United States,
have been more or less developed, de-
monstrating their mineral possibilitias,
and it is fair to assume that in the
northward unprospected extensions of
these provinces, the mineral deposits
will also, in some measure, be rapeat-
ed. Any hesitation one might feel
about applying this principle is remov-
ed when one compares the resulis al-
ready” “obtained in the frontier camps,
with the corresponding stage in the de-
velopmeént of the older mining districts
of Canada and the United States; in
the same geological province, and when
one remembers the discoveries that
have followed the opening up of éach
new seéction, and considers that geo-
logical explorérs report the occurrences
of the same minerals and the same
geological conditions in the north that
characterize that gecological province
in the south.”

A critical examination of .this work
shows that it contains 154 eminently
readable pages of text descriptive of
the six geological provinces of Can-
ada, vizs

1, Appalachian region.

2. St. Lawrence lowlands.

3. Laurentian plateau.

4. Arctic archipelago.

5. Interior continental plain.

6, Cordilleran region;
with mention of\the economic minerals
found therein; cemcluding with a chap-
ter on the Glacial period, and supple-
mented by a copicus Index.

One of the complaints . sometimes
urged against the government blue-
books is, that they are dry and.unat-
tractive; this objection, 'however, can
not be set up against this handbook;
since not only is it written in a popu-
lay’ style, but the text is illustrated by
82 excellen{ photo-e avings, and ac-
companfed by two Tolored maps * by
James White, F.R.G.S., indicating the
known mineral deposits, and economic
geology of the Dominion.

Mr. Brock’s brief recapitulation of
the main facts contained in the hand-
book—accompanied as it is by valuable
statistical tables showing the commer-
cial aspect of Canada’s mineral re-
sources—is admirably - calculated to
arouse the casual reader’s interest in
the subject, and ‘lead to the close read-
ing of Dr. Young’s more extended and
systematic review.

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WOMAN AND DAUGHTER
" KILLED BY POSSE

'Shooting Result of Attempt to
Arrest Man Accused of
Murder.

Charles Daniels and her 16-year-old
daughter were instantly killed near
Devon to-day while defying a posse
that had come to their home to arrest
the father and son of the family. As
Mrs. Daniels and her daughter stood in
the doorway of their home and fired at
the posse Daniels and his son escaped
by a back way. The posse answered
the fire and the woman and girl fell
dead.

The posse had gone to the Daniels
home to arrest Jim Daniels, who, it is
alleged, killed George Christian.

Recently the Christians obtained a
warrant for Daniels and a posse, led by
members of the Christian family, went
to the Daniels home to-day to serve it.
As they came near the place the posse
saw Mrs. Daniels and her daughter.
Levelling shotguns the two women or-
dered the posse to keep away from the
house. Despiter the command of the
women, the mob advanced and. they
opened fire. A member of the posse
was shot in the arm.

While mother and daughter were en-
deavoring to stop the progress of the
posse, Daniels and his son escaped to
the mountain.

As the two women raised their guns
to take another shot at the advancing
mob, members of the party opened fire
and Mrs. Daniels and her daughter fell
dead.

The Christians live in Mingo county,
West Virginia, and the Daniels in Pike
county, Ky.

According to the authorities, George
Christian ventured across the West
Virginia line three weeks ago and was
slain by Jim .Daniels.

MAN AND WOMAN

Conductor and Passenger Are
Killed as Result of Dispute
., Over Transfer.

Memphis, Tenn., Nov. 26.—An argu-
ment over a street car transfer was re-
sponsible to-day for the loss of two
lives, when Miss Lily Baker and Wil-

ADVANCE IN PRICE
OF FOODSTUFFS

United States Government
Will Be Asked to Make
Investigation.

New York, Nov. 27.—Charles Sprague
Smith, head of the Peoples Imstitute,
vesterday issued a statement demand-
ing a federal investigation of the ad-
vandg@ in the price of foodstuffs.

He backs up the demand with figures
reported to the New York stock ex-
change by Armour and company,
showing that in the year ending Octo-
ber 26th, the packing company made
35 per cent prpfit on its capital stock
of twenty millions. .

Smith declares that the Armours kept
the figures secret until they were forced
to make them public so they could list
the company’s bonds on the exchange.

He charges that the figures show
conclusively that the high price of meat
is caused by the excessive profits be-
ing taken by the packers.. He asserts
that similar conditions exist in regard
to other foodstuffs indispensable.to the
people.

WIRELESS EQUIPMENT
FOR STEAMER MAKURA

Five KiIoWa{‘t ‘Apparatus to Be
Most Powerful on
Coast.

B

The Canadian-Australian. liner Ma-
kura, Captain Gibbs, is to be equipped
with wireless apparatus according to a
statement made in Vancouver by J. C.
Irons, agent for the line at that port.
the vessel is: there, and will be in
the vessels os there, and will be _ in
operation by the time the Makura sails
for Sydney on December 3rd.

The system employed will be the
United Wirelss, which is the one used
by most of the steamers on this coast,
and the wirelss room on the Makura
will be located right aft.

So far this vessel will be the only
one of the Canadian-Australian fieet
to have a wirelss system installed, and
it has not yet been decided whether
other steamers of the line will be sim-
iarly equipped. If the Makura's sys-
tem proves successful then it is prob-
able that the other vessels in the ‘ser-
vice will receive wirelss equipment.

Owing to the coal strike at present
in force at Newcastle, N. S, W., the
price of that fuel has soared as high
as 60 shillings a ton in Australia, and
the Makura when she was at Comox
a day or two ago coaling, took all the
fuel she could stow away.

The wirelss outfit to be placed on
the Makura will be a five-kilowatt
one which is more powerful . than
that on the liner Minnesota, and in
fact the most powerful on the coast.
The company guarantees a communi-
cation radius of 3,000 miles with this
five-kilowatt apparatus, ~

LOGS ADRIFT IN

Number of Booms Are Released
by Debris From Broken

washed from their moorings. The Sell-
wood ferry, two miles above this city,
was washed away .and captured by the
fireboat after colliding with a house
boat and endangering the lives of the
occupants.

Driftwood piling against the piers of
the city bridges for a time endangered
the structures. The railway bridge,
used jointly by the O. R. & N. and
City traffic, is liable to go out unless
the flood recedes to-day, as part of the
lower false work of the draw rest has
been washed away.

The docks are now under two feet of
water. It is believed the worst of the
trouble is now over.

Last night one of the piers -of the
Madison bridge, which is being  torn
down, gave way and a large amount
of driftwood was released,

In passing down the river the debris
lodged against 29 large booms, releas-
ing nearly ten million feet of logs. Tugs
are being used to-day in capturing

MONEY -BY-LAWS
AT VANCOUVER

Ratepayers Likely to Be Asked
-to Vote Nearly $1,-
500,000.

Vancouver, Nov. 26, — The clyic
finance committee will meet this even-
ing for the purpose of preliminary con-
sideration of the money by-laws which
will . be placed before the . property
owners .of the city at the January
elections, The indications at the pre-
sent time are that the total amount
asked will be in the neighborhood of
$1,500,vvv, despite the fact that the by-
laws for $1,075,000 covering.the Cambie
street bridge and waterworks exten-
sions were passed last month.

For street improvements ,.the sum
of $500,000 will “be ‘requested, this
total being comprised in two separate
measures. One by-law .will be for
$350,000, the ‘scope~ of the measure
being the clearing and-slough-grading
of all unoecupied streets within the city
limits. A, by-law of. this character has
been suggested for several years, but,
owing. to. the: large ‘amount of work
covered, the .matter  has always been
abandoned «-before. .definite ~ council
action was taken.*

To ,cover the ‘need.of improvement
of streets already opened, -the second
by-law:of $150,000"1s proposed.

For the purchase of land for parks
a large by-law will be placed before
the electorate, although $225,000 was
voted for . the same purpose last
January. The new by-law will, how-
ever, be based on a special plea for
the extension of the city beaches at
English Bay and Kitsalano,

Taking interest. and possible shrink-
age of debentures into account the
park purchase by-law of 1910 will prob-
ably be for $350,000.

Another vark by-law is proposed by
the park commission which asks for
$42,500 for the improvement of Stan-
ley park roads, and the betterment of
parks acquired by ‘the city this year.

The increase of the schoel population
of the city is reflected in the request
of the trustees for amounts which will
necessitate a by-law for $300,000. Of
this amount $260,000 is reguested for
new works covering several new schools
in the outlying districts, purchase . of
new sites, etc., while $29,000 is asked
for to complete works already under
way. In the plans for new work is in-
cluded an estimate of $40,000 for school
board offices, this building to be also
designed to meet the need of room for
advanced night classes,

For new fire halls $50,000 will be
asked. ¢

A supplementary by-law will be pro-
posed to cover the additional cost of
a bridge across Coal harbor at Geor-
gia street. Seventy thousand dollars
was appropriated for this purpose in
1908, but the amount was based on a
narrow causeway, whereas the pre-
sent plan is to widen the structure to
100 feet. Included with this project
will be an amount of $25,000 to cover
an overdraft on account of the pur-
chase of waterfront property at the
head of Coal Harbor. Sixty thousand
dollars was appropriated for this pur-
pose in 1908, but the actual price ac-
tually paid for the holdings was $89,-
000, creating a deficiency which must
now be met.

The Exhibition Association has pre-
sented to the council a request for a
by-law for improvements at Hastings
park to the. extent of 3125,000.’

Two by-laws which are at present in
indefinite shape will also be submitted
to the -electorate. These cover the
erection of proper quarters for the
juvenile court and house of detention
and the extension of the police signal
patrol system.

It is impossible that a sewer ex-
tension by-law will be submitted . in
January as $500,000 was appropria.ted
{for this purpose this year, and it is
thought it ‘will keep the board of
works busy during 1910 constructing
the trunk sewers for which appropria-
tions from this by-law have alrdady
been allotted. Another matter which
will probably be left over is the idea
of the ere.ction of an old " people’s
home, the present attitude of the au-
thorities being to leave this question
for the provincial authorities to han-
dle.

THREE WORKMEN INJURED.

Man’s Leg Broken.

FORMED AT NELSON

Joint Camp Likely to Be Or-
ganized for Branches
Next Summer.

Scouts was formed, and steps Wwereé
taken to carry forward the plan of
organization as laid down by Lieut-
General Baden-Powell, the distinguish-
ed founder of the Boy Scout movement.

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ARTILLERY REGIMENT
MAY BE ORGANIZED

Project for Separate Militia
Establishment at New
Westminster.

New Westminster, Nov. 27.—That in
the near future New Westminster will
be the headquarters for a heavy artil-
lery battalion of militia is now almost
a certainty. The companies were orig-
inally part of the Fifth Artillery regi-
ment, and many of the officers and non-
commissioned officers are old artillery-
men who have always regretted the
change to a rifle regiment, and point
out that the companies have never
since attained the same standard of
excellence which they at one time en-
Jjoyed.

During the last few months an act-
ive attempt has been made to organ-
ize militia companies throughout the
New Westminster district,. and these
have met with the greatest success.
A company has been formed at Clov-
erdale, and other .companies are ex-
pected shortly to be organized at
Abbotsford and Chilliwack, probably
two companies at the latter place.
There is also a strong possibility that
companies will be formed at Burnaby
and Maple Ridge, and if required an-
other 'in Delta.

The intention was to form a regi-
ment for the New Westminster dis-
triot, entirely distinei from Vancou-
ver, and the district has responded
well, considering that until very re-
cently no definite scheme had been
placed before them. The officers of the
local Gompanies are strongly in favor
of the formation of a separate regi-
ment. Vancouver military circles, it
is understood, are more than willing
to see New Westminster pull out of
the Sixth D. C. O. R, and it was
learned that the project had received
the approval of Colonel Peters, the dis-
trict officer commanding, at Victoria.

It is understood that no sanction
will be given to thesformation of in-
dividual companies of militia through-
out the district, a battalion must be
formed or nothing. Little difficulty
is, however, anticipated on this ac-
count; it 1is indeed expected that
there will be more companies than
actually required.

‘The present intention, which it
almost undoubted will be the out-
come, is to form a heavy artillery bri-
gade, of three batteries each, consist-}
ing of 120 men and -two guns. The
headquarters staff and one battery
would be located in New Westminster;
Chilliwack -and Abbotsford would
probably divide a battery between them
and the third battery would be divided
among the remainder of the district.

URGES ABANDONMENT
OF SPECIAL CHARTER

City Solicitor of New Westmin-
ster is in Favor of
Change.

New Westminster, Nov. 27. — Seen
in regard to the proposed change from
the  city charter to the Municipal
Clauses Act, City Solicitor McQuarrie
thought that the change would be
beneficial in almost every way. The
charter under which the city has been
laboring since 1836 has been found to
be unworkable in the present genera-
tion,

He pointed out that under the pres-
ent arrangement it was a very expen-
sive operation to 'have the  charter
amended, it being necessary to put a
private bill through the legislature
for that purpose.

At the present time Vancouver and
New Westminster are practically the
only places in British Columbia that
dc not come under the Municipal
Clauses Act. Vancouver considered
the proposition last year, but did not
make the change. However, it is
generally conceded that Vancouver
has a more satisfactory charter at the
present time than New Westminster.

In the places that come under the
Municipal Clauses Act the elections
are held in January, while in New
Westminster they are held in Decem-
ber. It is the opinion of Mayor
Keary that the New Westminster
date is thz best, but he thinks that
such matters as that could be ar-
ranged by special clauses relating to
New Westminster being inserted in
the Municipal Clauses Act.

A referendum is to be taken on De-
cember 13th to see what the citizens
think of the proposed change.

Mrs. Rev, Dever has been appointed
Travellers’ Aid secretary to meet the
various boats - and trains coming into
the city, and look after any young girls
who need ‘assistance. The work is a
very important branch of the Y. W. C.
A, work in the city.

Mrs. H. M, Harger, who has been the
JLravellers’ Aid secretary for four
months, has resigned on account of ill-
health. In her report, covering the time
she acted as the head of that. work,
she says:

““One hundred and fourteen were
taken to the'Y. W. C. A. home, and
there found lodging and board. Owing
to limited room in the home, 153 were
provided with rooms outside in near-
by houses—taking their meals entirely,
or in part, at the Y. W. Three hun-
dred and seventy-four boats were met
and 71 letters’ have been written to
parties-who wished information' in an-
ticipation of a wvisit to the city or in
seeking employment.”

She furthér reported:

“I could give you many incidents of
letters received from the Travellers’
Aids in the mearby cities, and dis-
patches, when there 'was not time
enough for a letter to reach me, say-
ing,-‘Meet a girl from Glasgow,’ or ‘A
girl will be on the evening boat, in
that she gets he¢r boat for San Fran-
cisco,” or ‘Meet a Polish girl who can-
not speak a word of English—kindly
see that she gets the train to Lady-
-smith, where her fathzr lives.’ Two
children came from England alone to
find their mother in Port Townsend.
They were kept at the Y. W. over Sun-
day, and on Monday morning taken to
the boat and put in charge of the cap-
tain. Next day he sent me word that
an uncle had met the children and
taken charge of them.

“One hight at 9 o’clock the ticket
agent 'phoned to me that there was a
young Swedish girl at the station ywho
cotild not speak a word of English—
that her ticket was marked ‘Lady-
smith,” and- would I come down and
get her and see that she got her train
in ‘the morning. - When ‘I reached the
station I found a very unhappy look-
ing young girl sitting weeping. Of
course I could not make her under-
stand me, even with my best broken
English, buw she recognized that help

went with me and had a comfortable
night’s rest at the Y. W. ' In- the
morning I took her to the train and
put her in care of the conductor.

{CAUGHT IN- TYPHOON
'IN FORMOSA CHANNEL

e e

Ship Zafiro Had Hard Time,
Losing Cattle on Trying
Trip.

Driven down from the north by a
firce gale coming through the Formos~
an channel, and whipped back by the
whirling winds of a typhoon from the
south, the good ship Zafiro had a hard
experience on her trip from Hong
Kong to Manila, says the South China
Morning Post,’ which arrived  this
morning.

The Zafiro on Saturday between 9
and 10 o'clock was in the teeth of a
heavy gale which was making moun-
tainous waves as it swept into the
China Sea “through the Formosan
chhnnel. . This was all right and the
ship ploughed along ahead of the wind
and sea in & fine manner, but Sunday
afternoon the glass dropped rapidly
and the ship encountered a cross-sea
whipped up by the typhoon coming
from the southward.

Everything was battened down and
for forty hours Captain Rodger never
left the bridge of. his ship while the
vessel ploughed stoutly through the
adverse sea. Tremendous volumes of
rain accompanied the typhoon, but this
rain did not serve to keep the seas
down, and all day they swept over the
decks of the ship.

Early Sunday the stalls on the port
side of the vessel were smashed, thus
releasing a number of cattle, which
were thrown around the deck and
washed from side to side by the suc-
cessive seas which - came on board:
TFive were badly injured, and two died
before reaching Manila,

The lowest reading of the glass was
29.16, Sunday évening, and the Zafiro
was put about toward the east, staying
there until it had passed over the
China Sea to the westward.

After heading about on Sunday even-
ing one heavy sea hit<the ship on the
port side with such force as to smash
two port holes in«the saloon.

From Saturday night until Monday
afternoon the vessel was in the grip of
the gale and typhoon and all that time
"the skipper never once 'left his post
on the bridge:

During "thé worst of the trip the Za-
firo could make but from two to three
knots, but after being put back on her
course and headed ‘again for Manila

The views expressed by the commit-
tee were that if the' city should found
an old people’s home the provincial
authorities would leave the matter en-
tirely in its hands. The result would
be that aged and destitute poor from
all parts of the province would pour
into the city and become a burden on
the civie ratepayers, a condition which
was deemed manifestly unfalr.

-ZELAYA’S TROOPS
LIKELY TO CAPITULATE

Blockade by Provisional Pres-
ident of Nicaragua Proves
Effective.

Washington, D. C,, Nov. 26.—Accord-
ing to the opinion of Captain Shipley,
of the cruiser Des Moines, off the east
ccast of Nicaragua, the revolution in
that country is spreading.

This information has been received in
a -‘eablegram from the naval com-
mander, dated. Port Limon. The revo-
lutionary forces are maintaining an
effective blockade and are patrolling
off Greytown with two gunboats. As-
surance was given that American and
foreign interests are being protected.

The revolutionary forces now have
possession of the back country of
Nicaragua, including Rama, where
fighting is likely to occur. An officer
from the Des Moines landed at Grey-
town, but found only one American
citizen.

Groce and Cannon, the two Ameri-
cans executed by the order of Presi-
dent Zelaya of Nicaragua last week,
held commissions in the insurgent
army, according to private advices re-
ceived last night from Biluefields. The
dispatch stated that the state depart-
ment of the TUnited States had been
nrotified to this effect.

Deserting Zelaya.

Colon, Nov. 26.—It is stated in rebel
quarters here that Groce and Cannon,
the Americans executed recently, were
shot and buried by order of President
Zelaya. They were with General
Chammoro and ‘were captured in
fight near Colorado Junction. Great
indignation is felt here.

The captain of a boat who paid a
visit to President Estrada at Grey-
town, says that the blockade is effec-
tive. A heavy sea is running, which
prevents the escape of the Zelayan
forces. QGreytown is devoid of provis-
ions, and the Zelayan troops are ex-
pected soon to capitulate. Two hun-
gred deserters from the government
forces east of Rama joined General Es-
trada Wednesday. The men were
famished.

British Cruiser at Bluefields,

Colon, Nov. 26.—A wireless dispatch
from Bluefields, Nicaragua, dated No-
vember 24th, says:

“The British cruiser Scylla arrived
here on Sunday and leaves to-day.
Commander Bertram 8. Thesiger, -of
the cruiser, made an official visit to
provisional’ President Estrada yester-
day (Tuesday).”

INCREASING THE
JAPANESE ARMY

FIFTY REGIMENTS OF
INFANTRY TO BE RAISED

|

Decision of Military Council |
Meets With Popular _
Approval.

Tokio, Nov. 26.—Supported by pa-
triotic . sentiment which has gripped
the very heart of the empire, the mili-
tary council, following the successful
conclusion of the autumn manoeuvres,
is preparing the plans for an army in-
crease which will. add fifty regiments
of infantry to the imperial army, ac-
| cording to information obtained from
a confidential source.

The wave of resentment which swept
over the empire during the past sum- i
fer when scores of soldiers succumbedl
to sunstroke as a consequence of ex- -
acting drills held at that time, has
been succeeded by a real awakening
of the military spirit since the autumn
manoeuvres brought the national re-
alization that the army is being per-
fected for the inevitable struggle with
Russia.

The trying summer work eliminated
all weaklings and the endurance dis-
played by the toughened little foot sol-
diers during the manoeuvres recently
| concluded, was remarkable. The tac-
| tical problems involved throughout the
manoeuvres indicated most sugges-
| tively that the war office accepts an
eventual clash with Russia as almost
inevitable.

The massed movements of the hardy
infantry line showed that the empire
would again rely on its effective foot
| soldiers to smash the enemy’s line as
they ripped through it at Mukden.

In deciding to strengthen the infan-
try line, the war office has submitted
some interesting data showing the
losses sustained and inflicted by the
several bhranches of the Manchurian
army. According to these statistics,
the Japanese army engaged in the bat-
tles from the Yalu to Mukden had ap-
proximately 300,000 infantry, 21,315 ar-
tillery, with 898 guns, and 7,714 cav-
alry. 'The Russian army had 316,000
infantry, 35,000 artillery with 1,468 guns,
and 20,000 cavalry.

The casualty list of the army of
Japan shows that approximately 84
per cent. of the losses were inflicted
by the infantry and that approximately
75 per cent. -of the losses were sus-
tained by the same branch of the ser-
vice.

The publication of these statistics
has elevated the foot soldier to a place
as the national fighting ideal, and the
proposed increase though meaning a
material increase in the heavy war
taxes, meets with general popular en-
dorsement.

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WOMAN DECLARED
MENTALLY UNBALANCED

Ordered to Asylum and Bur-
glary Charge is Left in
dbeyance.

New Westminster, Nov. 25.—At the
county court betore Judge Howay,
Rachael R. Clark, of Ladner, again
came up for trial on the charge of bur-
glary at Ladner. The evidence of three
physicians were taken and the accused
was adjudged mentally unbalanced and
was committed to the public hospital
for the insane until the pleasure of the
lieutenant - governor - in - council was
made known with regard io the case.
In the meantime the charge preferred
against her will be left in abeyance.

When the accused came up for trial
J. P. Myers Grey, who appeared for the
Crown, drew the attention of the court
to the report that the accused was not
right mentally. He did this in view
of the fact that she had no one to con-
duct her defence. Judge Howay thank-
ed Mr. Gray for having raised this
question and adjourned the case to
allow of her being examined as to her
sanity, She was examined. by Drs.
Doherty, Walker and Jones, and they
gave evidence. Her reasoning powers
were weak and she was evidently suf-
fering from. hallucinations, being of
the opinion among other -things that
certain men whom she could not name
were vindictively .following her from
place to place and poisoning the
minds of her employers so that she
would lose her position.

After listening to the conclusive evi-
dence of the medical men, Judge
Howay ruled as above. On the ad-
viee of Dr. Doherty, medical superin-
tendent of the Public Hospital for the
Insane in New Westminster, his honor
ordered that he accused be confined in
that institution instead of in-the ‘com+
mon pail.

:New Ordinance Regulating Sa-
loons in Effect at Van-
couver,

-

Vanoouver, Wash., Nov, 26.—~The new
ordinance, regulating the twenty-eight
saloons and two wholesale liquor
houses in Vancouver, ig now in effect.
The, ordinance prohibits treating,
raises the license to $1,000 per year,
and allows the places of business to
remain open only from 7 o'clock in the
morning until 10 o’clock at night.

The saloon keepers generally wel-
ccme the law, except the treating part
of it, and say they will comply. If
they do not, they will lose their Ili-
censes.

In preparation to comply with the
ordinance, the fronts of some of the
saloons were sawed out and-glass in-
serted so that the whole interior of the
room can be seen from the street. All
‘chairs, tables, moving picture shows,
phonographs and pianos are prohibited.

COOK'S REPORT.

Data to Prove His Claim Now on Way
to Denmark.

New York, Nov. 26.—Another chapter In

the North Pole controversy was begun
Ywyesterday with the departure of the data
and reports which Dr. Frederick A. Cook
compiled in the Arctic for Denmark,
where they will be submitted to the Uni-
versity of Copenhagen as proof of Dr.
Cook’s assertion that he reached the
North Pole on April 21st, 1908.

The records were taken abroad by Wal-
ter Lonsdale, private secretary to the ex-
plorer, who sailed on ‘the steamship Unit-
ed States for Copenhagen. Mr. Lonsdale
sald he would keep the documents under
careful guard until they were in the hands
of Dr. Torp, rector of the Copenhagen
university.

The documents and report contain about
80,000 words, and the university authori-
ties will probably be several weeks going
gver em.

MAYOR OF ROYAL
CITY FAVORS CHANGE

Some Advantages of Working
Under Municipal Clauses
Act.

New Westminster, Nov. 25—~Mayor
Keary is strongly of the opiniom that
the referendum to be submitted to the
ratepayers at the municipal elections
to ascertain their views on the advis-
ability of the city changing the present
charter from a special charter to the
General Municipal Clauses Act should

'bring out a large.vote in favor of the

change. At the time of its inaugura-
tion the special charter worked satis-
factorily, but on account of the numer-
ous changes since that time, it being
almost amended -out of existence, does
not do so now,

Until recently, when this referen-
dum was promised, - the various
amendments have cost the city all the
way from $600 to $1,000 for each
amendment, the provincial House be-
ing put to considerable expense pass-
ing them. Working under the Muni-
cipal Clauses Act this difficulty is not
met with. The Act provides for most
contingencies and in cases where it
does not, it costs nothing to have an
amendment provided for, the general
method being to have a resolution
covering the matters at issue intro-
duced and passed at the annual meet-
ings of the B. C. Union of Municipali-
ties and sent from that body to the
government to be embodijed in the act.

As showing how conflicting the
present charter is, Mayor Keary says
that at one time, since he came into
office, he had to buy, one year, for
the city, all the tax sale lands. This
step was necessary in order to save
the lands to the city until they could
be disposed of at better advantage,
the charter as it then read providing
that only the actual costs of the adver-
tising of the lands for sale, could be
accepted as purchase by the city. As
in that particular year the cost of
advertising was only $1.15 a lot, that
amount was all the city would have
been entitled to sell each lot for, Since
the amendrhent has been put into ef-
fect covering this defect in the char-
ter the $90,000 of unpaid taxes have
all been collected.

It is in several matters such as this
that the special charter proves a con-
stant source .of .confliction to the of-
fice of the city solicitor "'and to the
city council and the sooner it is dis-
pensed with, says the mayor, the more
expeditiously will the business of the
city be conducted.

DENIES CRUELT!ES BY
PORTUGUESE PLANTERS

Col. J. A. Willie Tells of Con-
ditions in East
Africa.

New York, Nov. 27.—Widespread al-
legations of deplorable conditions in
Portugese, East Africa, particularly in
the Islands of Santhome_and Principe,
credited by recent English and Ameri-
can writers to the existence of a. cruel
slave trade in_ African negroes among
the planters, were denounced as un-
warranted fabrications. by. Col. J. A.
Willie, Fellow of the Royal Geograp-
hical Society of England, who arrived
on the steamer Teutonic after a two
months investigation of conditions: in
Portugese, East Africa.

Colonel- Willie spent- last -August on
the islands of Santhome and Principe
and said he found a spirit of friendli-
ness. and. perfect. freedom existing be-
tween the white jmen-and’'the black. He
says the ‘African- condition' has been
wonderfully improved as a laborer by
the Portugese in contrast with his home
environment in Central Africa, On the
plantations they -are ‘well housed, well
fed and medical treatment offered them
is excellent.

MOTOR HIGHWAY.

Proposal to Construct Road Between
Calgary and Banff,

Calgary, Nov. 27.—A T75-mile automo-
bile road between Calgary and Banff,
and probably costing one hundred and
fifty thousand dollars, is the proposal
now before the Calgary council, board
of trade and automobile club.

This scenic speedway, when com-
pleted, will permit of owners of high
power cars running at their maximum
speed, and sixty miles on hour will be
easily possible over certain parts.

It is expected that many tourists
from the east will, upon completion of
the road, detrain at Calgary and moter
to Banff.

When the road is completed to Banft
it is expected that extensions will be
made to Lake Louise and Yoho Valley.
This will provide a motor road, the
scenery along which cannot be equalled
even by that along mountain motor
roads of Europe.
