Steamer City of Topeka passed down
yesterday to Seattle crowded with puss-
engers from all parts of the north, from
Dawson, Atlin, Porcupine, Copper Riv-
er and from the hundred and one creeks
and streams along which eager argon-
auts are-crowding 1n the search for gold.
Cabin, intermediate and steerage were
crowded with men—some with sacks of
dust from Dawson and othe.s broken
and dispirited and glad to get back with
their lives to - civilization,

There were amoug the number about
30 Copper river men, many of them still
in the prime of life, but with all the
ambition' and energy pinched out of them
by the hardshjps through which they
have passed. They had the same ster-
eotyped tale to give, disappointed hopes,
expended energies and broken hearts.

Among those who came down on the
Topeka debarked at Port Townsend, and
caught the Utopia to Viectoria last night,
was M, Perelman and H. R. Hauson,
of San Diego, Cal. They have a most
interesting and tragical tale of the ad-
ventures in the north, and it is doubtful
if any party which penetrated to that
country - has had a similar experience.
Out of fourteen men who went iun. to-
gether i the opening days of 1896 only
five live to. tell of how the others died.

Fatalities commenced early. Bob
Johnson fell inte a fissure while cross-
ing the White Pass, and though a halt
was made and evex'ythmg possxble done
to relieve his pain,” blood poisoning su-
pervened and he died eleven days after
the aecident occurred.

At Five Fingers another break was
made in the party. Here a stow con-
taining much of the supplies was lost,

Besides being a successful, enterprising
merchant and an excqllent citizen Mr.
Dixi H. Ross was a kindly man, and
higher praise than that no man can pass .

In Vie- |
toria and throughout the province there
is many a one who has been helped and
encouraged by the word or deed of the |
pioneer who has gone.

The decease of each of those grand old
men /is almost a historic event in the
affairs of this province, for they each

MASSACRE OF THE GAME.

i Nty ”
From a trustworthy source we learn
that other game besides deer are being
wantonly slaughtered in the’close season,
in defiance of the jprovisions of the act.
We are assured that on Sunday, July 9th,
last, two men in gum-boots, accompan-
jed by two hunting dogs, drove out to
Florence Lake, and there and in the
reighboring ponds hunted all day, Kkill-
ing large numbers of yodng ducks. The
men who did this appeared to have no
scruples as to the size of the birds, for
even the callow ducklings were butchered
along with the larger birds. It is, of
®ourse, hardly credible that grown men
in their sober senses would commit such
a crime, but there is not the slightest’
doubt that we have been correctly in-
formed. The act says, section 10:

“It shall be unlawful to catch, kill, de-
stroy, or pursue, or to buy, sell or expose
for sale, show or advertisement, any of
the game birds or animals during the
close seasons, and prohibited times of
sale set out in the following schedule B,
which ‘is deemed to be part of this act,

¥

thereof.” ’

Section 13 further makes it clear that
the intention of the act is to protect the
‘game effectually; it runs:

“No person shall buy-or sell, or have
in his or her possession, any of the sa}d
animals or birds, or ‘any part or portion’
of any such birds or animalg, d‘urh'lg the
period ‘in which they_ are so protect_;e,d."v :

Then ‘as to the powers of constables
section' twenty gives them the ymt
latituds to search and apprehend suspect-
ed_oﬂ'.ehﬁers or enter and .éxétjiine sus-
pected premises, and an? person found
committing the offences ‘mentioned may
be apprehended without a warrant by
any constable or peace officer, and forth-
with taken before a justice of the peace,
who haé the bower to inflict fines up to
ene hundred dollars or sentence to Im-

prisonment.
It is unlawful to shoot or destroy ducks

between March 1st and August 31st, or to
buy, sell, expose them for sale, show or
advertisement at any time during the
close season. Yet here we have positive
assurance that ducks have been slaugh-
tered with the utmost impunity within a
short distance of Victoria, in the middle

of July. :
Another outrage that is being commit-

ted, and that ought to be put down with
a strong hand before it is too late to in-
terfere, is the killing of blue grouse cocks
by so-called sportsmen during the spring
and summer. This is a very serious
.matter, owing to the fact that the blue
grouse do not pair, one cock taking
charge of a number of hens. The killing
of the cocks makes it impossible for the
hens to rear their young; deprived of the
protection and assistance of the male
birds the hens scatter and become un-
rroductive, thus threatening the very
existence of the species. If the blue
grouse paired like other birds the dam-
age would not be so great, as on the
death ¢f the male bird the hen could |

easily mate with another.
But under the present absurd non-pro-

tective act it is often the case that those
unsportsmanlike gunners shoot the hens,
too, during the close season, and this ac-
counts . for the large numbers of the
young of the blue grouse found dying of
starvation or actually starved to death.
Then how is it that anybody cgn pro-
cure at many of the hotels, restaurants
and boarding houses in the province
gamea of almost any kind known in Brit-
ish Columbia in the very middle of the
close season?

SEILURE OF FISHING BOATS.

Six Canadian - Fiabermen Arrested by United
States Authorities They Unintentionally
Trespass on American Waters.

(Special to the Times.)

Vancouver, July 22.—Six ‘Canadian
fishermen lost their bearings off Peint
Roberts in the dark early on Tuesday
morning, and drifted into American
waters. An American catter in charge
of n United States deputy marshal and
a fish warden from Washington state
ran afoul of the boats with all their nets
spread. The men were arrested and
their boats and tackle confiscated and
taken to Blaine. July 26 was set for
the sale of the confiscated property.

The fishermen complain that there be-
ing po light to designate the boundary
line they could not tell where they wer¢,
and that they poachéd on American wat-
ers unintentionally.

As ‘soon as the news was conveyed teo
Vancouver the wires to Ottawa wele
set humming with messages for the pur-
pose of laying the facts before the offi-
cials at Washington,; D. C., to prevent, 1f
possible, the loss of the men’s boats and
tackle.

‘A Print (;f 1t Is Now the Pro-
perty of the Provincial
Police.

an orthodox black mask obscuring the

directly before him.

As the visitor enters he will soon notice
' that the eyes and the gun are both di-
rected towards him and even the most
phlegmatic individual will experience an
uncanny feeling of unrest without read-
!'ing the légend below the picture, “Hands
i Up.” But if he passes to the other side
| of the room he will find that the pieture.d
d highwayman apparently has followed his
movement and that he is still under the
baneful glance of the bandit’'s eyes and
of his weapon. It is one of the peculiari-
ties of the picture that no matter in what
position it is faced, whether from the
* front, from either side, from above or
from below, the subject has the observer
constantly under his eye and his gun.

The prints, which were made for t_he
Pinkerton Detective Agency, have an in-
teresting history. : {

The picture was first seen in 1890, by
{ Mr. Pinkerton, at the Owl saloon, a not-
ed sporting resort in Spokane, Wash.
. “Doc” Brown, the proprietor, was an old
acquaintance of Mr. Pinkerton’s. and
through him Mr. Pinkerton learned that
the picture was painted by a German
artist named Ludcke, well known in the
western states as the “Cowboy Artist.”
The model was an old scout and trapper
who lived about Snokane for many years,
and was known there by the nick-name
of “Death on 'the Trail.”” Mr. Ludcke
obtained the snggestion for this picture
from the following incident of western
life.

A VALUABLE LECTURE.

Prof. Fletcher Entertains and Instructs
the Saanich Farmers.

South Saanich, B. C., July 22.—(Spe-
cial)—Under the auspices of the South
Saanich Farmers’ Imstitute, Dr. Fleteh-
er, of the department of agriculture, Ot-
tawa, lectured on ‘“‘Agricultural Weeds”
last evening. ‘

Mr. Dean, the president of the lusti-
tute, took the chair, the deputy minister
of agriculture was present, and after a
few remarksiby these gentlemen on the
important wegk of the Institute, Dr.
Fletcher begas by pointing out the neces-
sity of calling things by their special
names., giving an example of great loss
by calling tumbling mustard, tumbling
weed. Everything smaller than a cat
was designated by the term “bug:” yet
we might as well call a horse a pig mun-
less we wanted to sell it. Speaking of
the “French weed” of Manitoba. he pre-
ferred the name “stink weed;” he could
see nothing resembling a Frenchman in
it. on the other hand every man, woman
or child would detect it under its more un-
savory title. He brushed away the old
idea that plants breathe. showing that
thev feed and drink by leaf and roet,
and with great humor and goed acting
elicited roars of laughter by saying he
knew lots of men and oh! wouldn’t they
like to be roots? Deprive them of their
drink by turning feet or roots up mto
the air, and men or weeds will perish.
Plants were divided into one year., two
year and many years’ duration. and these
again into deep rooted and shallow root-
ed plants, giving example of deep rooted
plants in the Canada thistle. He had
seen a lot of these thistles'on a railway
track near Ottawa and had traced the
roots ten feet deep and when neare the
hottom of the bank they had come
through and thrown, up ‘another bed of
thistles,

The Volcaro of Mokuaweoweo
Throws Up Fountains of
Lava.

A Magnifcent Yet Terrible Sight
on the island of
Hawaii.

Hilo, Hawaii, Saturday, July 8.—After
a term of rest and neariy complete idle-
ness extending over a period of several
years, the volcano of Mokuaweoweo bas
again broken out, and gives promise of
one of the greatest demonstrations ever
furnished by the volcanoes of Hawar'.

The eruption was first noted at tha
Volcano house, where, early on the
morning of July 4, the guests of the ho-
tel were awakened by an explosion, and
on making their way to the verandas
" witnessed one of the most grand and
elaborate displays of Pele’s eruption.ever
given. The outbreak occurred on the
side' of Maura Loa, at an elevation of
about 10,000 feet, and in about the same
L place as whence issued the flow of 1880-
81. Two immenge fountains of lava
were forced in the air to an-elevation of
many hundred feet, and from these and
the constant overflow from’ the moun-
tains were rapidly formed the three lava
flows which are now rapidly making
their way down the mountain side to-
ward the sea.

Two hundred succeeded
in getting over the snow last winter, but
many died en route. There are now near-
ly one thousand people on the shore of
the Sound waiting for a chance to come
home. No merchant vessels will run to
that district this year, and the whalers
which call will not take passengers.

Mr. Shakespeare, Ald, WHliams and the
other members of the sub-committee for
their c¢plendid work and regretted that
he could not speak his mind in true and
absolute accord with the tenor of the
‘report.

He spoke thus altogether apart from
any position he occupied in relation to
any corporation, and he believed that a
comprehensive scheme could be formu-
lated and carried whereby a bonus could
be granted for the establishment and
maintenance of a fast ferry service be-
tween Victorla and Port Angeles and be-
tween Victoria and Vancouver. That
would be something of general advan-

tage to the city, the object of the two
services being to prevent our being in !

the same position as ‘Winnipeg had been,
at the mercy of one corporation.

Mr. Shakespeare differed with Mr. Mc-
Phillips ‘and he was not the first non-
professional man who had differed from
a lawyer and been right. The compre-
hensive scheme referred to is simply im-
practicable. The ratepayers would not
carry it, indeed if the ratepayers would
not adopt this Port Angeles scheme they
would adopt none, because it was re-
garded more favorably than any other.

In Aid of the Empire.

Lieut.-Col. Sam Hughes thought that
Canada would do well to follow the ex-
ample of Queensland in tendering the of-
fer of a regiment for service in_ the
Transvaal in defence of Great Britain’s
suzerain interests in the Transvaal in
case of trouble with the Boers. Thous-
ands of Canadians would willingly volun-
teer for the service either in the Trans-
vaal or elsewhere.

The Prime Minister hoped there would
be no necessity for Queensland or any
cther part of the Empire to send troops
for active service in South Africa. His

hope was that the difficulty would be

adjusted without the -sword being un-
sheathed. He did not think it was too
much to expect that the Boers would
come to a recognition of the desirability
of equal justice being meted out to all
snd if this were done there would be
no occasion for sending troops into the
field.

Sir Charles Tupper thought that it
was quite apparent that British public
opinion backed the stand which the gov-
ernment had assumed. The knowledge
that the various units of the Empire
would share the burden with the -Home
Government would contribute to a set-
tlemant of the difficulty.

Letter Carriers’ Salaries.

In committee of supply the civil gov-
ernment estimates for the postoffice de-
partinent -were first taken up. Lieut.-
Cel. Prior brought up the question of
the salaries paid to letter carriers
throughoyt the Dominion, which-he con-
sidered far too small. These officers re-
ceive but thirty dollars a month on join-
ing and the maximum salary to which
they may attain is but six hundred per
annum. They were a hard-worked and
a capable body of men and the least the
government could do for them was to
grant their annual increases.

The Postmaster-General did not think
the letter carriers were being harshly’
dealt with. Last year all carriers re-
ceiving no more than $570 had been grant-
ed an increase of $30 and his impres-
sion was that the increases had all been
allowed in 1896.

Mr. Clarke Wallace referred to the peti-
tion which the letter carriers of Canada
had addressed to the Postmaster-General
asking that the statutory increases be
continued from year to year, as was the
case under the Conservative regime. He
was inclined to think for his own part
that this parsimonious striking off of
increases was shameful at a time when
the revenues of Canada have reached a
tide of unequalled buoyancy. If the peo-
ple knew that their reduction in the pos-
tal rate from three to two cents was se-
cured through the grinding of these hard-
worked employees of the department the
policy was one which they would hardly
sanction.

The Postmaster-General promised that
in the estimates for the current year
provision was made for an increase in
the salaries of all whose salaries did not
reach six hundred dollars.

Mr. Wallace thought this clearly con-
stituted an acknowledgement of a mis-
taken policy in the last few years.

Mr. Bergeron made enquiry as to the
trouble which occurred some time ago
through the Montreal mail carriers losing
their right to travel on the electric cars.

Tha Postmaster-General replied that
this had been occasioned through a diffi-
culty as to the contract price. The fig-
ure allowed the street railway company
had been $2,400 a year, but they had de-
manded a payment of $300 -2 month. The
department ‘could not sanction such an
outlay and an arrangement had been
framed by which special tickets secured
at a low rate were issued to the carriers.

Railway Mail Contracts.

Mr. Clarke Wallace raised the question
of the remuneration allowed to railway
companies in Canada for the carriage of
mails, which amounts to $1,352,000. A
year ago the Postmaster-General had
taken a vote for a commission to investi-
gate the existing arrangements, but the
money was never used. To his mind the
railway companies were very much over-
paid. :
The

Postmaster-General replied that

! the Grand Trunk, Canadian Pacific, Mi-

chigan Central and other Canadian lines
considered themselves very much under-
paid. Comparisen with the prices paid
in the United States showed very much
to our advantage. The system which he
now followed was one which had been
sanetioned by long usage. It was true
that he had taken a vote for a commis-
sion of enquiry into this matter, but had
refrained from putting that plan in-

| to effect on the suggestion of a former

occupant of the post he now filled.
In reply to a question by Mr. Powell

' (Westmoreland) : the Postmaster-General

stated that the lowest rate was two cents
a mile. By order-in-council the rate had
been fixed at four cents for baggage and
eight cents for postal car service and
thea2 had been the rates for years. In
the LC.R., G.T.R., and C.P.R. this am-
ounted to about $130 per annum per train
mile.

The estimates for the postoffice depart-
ment were all disposed of, after which
the committee resumed the consideration
of items for the department of railways
and canals.

IN THE SENATE.

The Senate yesterday dealt with Sena-
tor Dandurand’s Usury bill, which gave
rise to a protracted discussion, and was

finally reported from committee, with -2
nurmabsr of amendments. The measure
met with strong opposition in several
quarters. The bill respecting the Bangue
du Peuple also passed its third reading
in a slightly amended state.,

Senator Miller asked to have h's name
added to the minority vote on the Grand
Trunk agreement bill. The name was ad-
ded by consent.

Banque Du Peuple.

Senator Forget moved the adoption of'
the report of the banking and commerce
committee on the bill respecting the
Banque du Peuple.

Senator McMillan promised to oppose
the bill at a later stage. ’

Senator -Drummond thought nothing
could exceed the disastrous character of
the collapse of this bank. If a banking
institution was managed by a dishonest
manager or cashier, no vigilance could
prevent dishonesty. He favored the bill
with the smendments already proposed,
and nossibly one or two more. From his
knowledge of the directors, he thought
they were unfortunate, nothing more.

James Kelly Claims To Have
Discovered Another Rich
District.

Will Organize an Expedition and
Go North on the Schooner
Thomas F, Bayard.

News has been received here of the
discovery of a new district in the gold
lined north. This is about midway be-
tween St. Michael and Golovin Bay, in-
land from Norton Bay, on the east side
of Norton Sound, where the creeks are
said to abound with gold. The discover-
er is James Kelly, of Rochester, N. Y.,
who probably visited that portion of the
north before any other man now living
in the United States. He returned oan
the Roanoke, with samples of the goid
he found in the new distriet, and is so
taken with the locality that he will at
once organize an expedition and go nor?
with the schooner Thomas F'. Bayard,
sailing from Seattle in about two weeks.

The Tobokluk river, emptying into
Norton Bay, and its tributaries, Mr.
Kelly says, are the places to find gold,
and he displayed a bottle containing $24
in dust and nuggets, which he says he
washed out of two pans near the mouth
of Quick creek, a branch of the Yo-
bokluk. ‘A man named Emery was with
him, and helped him explore the district.
The latter has been left in tae north to
look-out for their mutual interests until
the. arrival of the expedition.

Mr. Kelly located from twenty to
thirty claims for himself and- his friends,

Mr. Kelly said yesterday that the en-
-tire country in that vicinity was full of
gold, and that it extended from a little
distance about St. Michael clear around
to the Cape Nome distriet, all of great
value. ‘The new district he has vot
named, except to cell it the Norton Bay
district, and he says there is plenty of
wood there for everybody. The streams
are 8o swift that they never Tfreeze
solid, and it is therefore posgible to work
the year round. Last winter, during the
coldest weather, the Quick river froze
to a depth of two and a half feet, but
underneath: there was a steady stream
running,

Mr, Kelly first went to Alaska in the
sixties, when the Russian government
was surveying for a telegraph system
connecting Sitka and St. Petersburg, be-
fore Alaska was sold to the United
States. He was a member of one of the
surveying parties, and during his pil-
grimages in the vicinity of St. Michael
he picked up $360 in nuggets on the
same stream, where he made his late
find. He made a careful mental map of
the country, resolving to return there
at the first opportunity. The telegra-
phie project was abandoned upon the
laying of the transatlantic cable and he
returned.

He went to Alaska again on the bark-
entine Leslie D, sailing from Seattle in
the spring of 1898, landing on Kotzebue
Sound. He went up the Kowak river
10 miles, and then took the Mermaid
around to Point Clarence, whence he
crossed through the Nome and Golovin
districts and on to the scene of his an-
cient discovery.

The expedition to go to the north will
be organized at once, and it is the In-
tention to leave as soon as possible. Mr.
Kelly will go to San Francisco to xed
some men.

Pay to Go to
Manila.

A condition of mutiny has prevailed
for the past two days on the transport
Tartar, lately acquired by the govern-
ment, from the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company, says the San Francisco Chren-
icle of July 17th, and sixty-seven of the
Chinese crew have laid themselves open
to a sentemce of six months’ imprison-
ment as soon as the vessel reaches Hong-
kong. 'Through the intervention of the
Chinese consul-general here and of the
British consul the matter has been ad-
justed. When the seriousness of their
offence was impressed upon the mutineers

| they guve in, rescinded 'their demands

for double pay, and in return they re-.
ceived: assurances from Marine Superin-
tendent James A. Fullerton, of the Can-:
adian Pacific Company that they would
not ‘be prosecuted.

The Chinese employees on the Tartar
act as firemen, coal passers, cooks, wait-
ers, under stewards and cabin boys. They
had a meeting Friday and decided to de-
mand double pay for the Manila voyage.
When this was refused them they strick,

. and for just two ‘days have refused to

do a stroke of work. Under the marine
laws such action is not a strike. 1t is a
clear case of mutiny. Saturddy Oaptain
Pybus obtained ‘enough help from shore
to perform the absolutely necessary work
on the ship. He ‘could not find enough
galley. men, and the officers and white
crew had to put up with a minimum of
food while they remained on the ship.
Some of the officers had to cook their
own -meals: and in’ other cases food al-
ready prepared was brought aboard.
Men ‘had to be- employed «to run the
dorkey -engines and:te-elean ship. Dur-
ing these forty-eight hours of inactivity
the mutineers were shut in on the ship
and were -not allowed even . upon = the
deek, They had . none. toe much: food
themselves,. and. this, together ‘with the
hopelessness of their trying to get ashore
may. have had. much to do. with their
humble return to duty. :

The ringleaders of the mutineeers man-
aged to-get word ashore to:some of their
countrymen, ;who :came aboard with: a
lawyer and interpreter. = Mr. . Fullerton
and Captain Pybus: went with these to
the- Chinese consul-general, affer a con-
sultation with the British:consul. *When
the provisions of their coniract with the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company was
explained .to the legal counsellor of -the
strikers he .advised them to:throw them-
selves on the mercy of their employers
and go back to work on any terms.

Dr. Frederick A. Cook, the Brookiyn Explorer,

Tells of the Biggest Race of Men
in the World.

Dr. Frederick A. Cook; the Brooklyn
explorer, who returned a week ago from
the South Polar regions, brings ‘back
many proofs not only of the mysterious
Antarctic continent and a new archipe-
lago, but also of an Antarctic race of
giants that are the biggest, strongest and
most primitive people in the world,

The farthest south point of land ever
photographed is the end of Danco Land,
which' the Belgica expedition discovered

{-and named after the magnetician, Emile

Danco, who died on the trip.

Danco Land is considered a part of the
great Antarctic continent, which has
never before been seen by human eyes.
The extreme southerly point which the
photograph shows is in latitude 65 deg.
QQ min. south and longitude 64 deg, 10
min., west.

; This hitherto unknown Antarcti¢ coast
is

Surprisingly Grand in its Aspect.

Its cliffs dnd mountains rise up to two
or three thousand feet perpendicularly
from the water’s edge. The -majestic
range of mountains is covered with glac-
jers and snow fields of dazzlihg white-
ness.

‘Dr. Cook and- other members of the
Belgica expedition :made a- dozen land-,
ings on this precipitous  coast. 'fHey’
found that there were places on it ‘where
habitations could ' be established. '’here
are no human inhabitants on it, ‘so far
as the Belgica party ‘could’ discover.

But Dr. Cook thinks ‘that it could be
populated by transporting Eskimos there.
There is abundant food for "sustaining
human life*in the penguins and seals,
These animals ‘and birds are much more
evenly distributed and easier to Kill than
the polar’‘bears, seals, “‘ete.,” the Arctic
inhabitants have to depend upomn.

Seals are found in such numbers in
the Antarctic that Dr. Cook believes it
would be profitable to hunt them. ''hese
however, are the hair seals, and are notl
as valuable as the fur seals of the North
Pacific,

Finback whales are also to be found
in abundance in the Antarctic. American
whalers don’t think much of this variety,
but the Norwegians have a method of
their own' of hunting them and find it
very profitable. Dr, Cook believes that
by establishing whaling stations on Dan-
¢0 Land or the neighboring Palmer Ar-
chipeldgo, a whaling industry could be |
established. -

Opposite Danco Land the Belgica par-
ty discovered

A Hitherto Unknown Group

of forty or fifty islands, which they cill-
ed-the Palmer Aréhipelags.” One of the
largest of ‘these islands Dr. Cook named
Brooklyn island. « -+ -

‘oIt was off ‘Danco Land that the' Bel-
gida-party ‘first enteréd the Antarctic ice
pack, woich Kkept the -ship “& prisoner
frof February, 1898; 11l Merch 1899, 1t
was while“in that ice pack that the Bel-
gica drifted 2,000 miles tetwen 70 and
72" degrees':south latitude and from the
80th ‘meridian of west longitude to the
108rd meridian, o

"It was while in this ' cungerous ice
pack, also, that the position ef the mag-
netic South Pols was @scertained. it

Fof Cape Adair. 'The next Antarctic ex-’
pedition,  Dr. Cook thinks, will prebably
have no difficulty in aailing right over
that faseinating spot where the magnet-
ic needle Will point directly downward.

But even more interesting than all
these thirgs is the discovery of the race
of Antarctic giants.

These are the cannibal -giants of the
island of Terra del Fuego, south of the
Magellan straits and near the Antarctic
cirele, TUp to this time no travellers -or
explorers have been able :to find. out
anything about these wild people. Only
vague reports of them have come from
sailors who narrowly:escaped shipwreck
on that bleak, frigid coast. The very ex-
istence of such a race of polar giants has
been discredited by  scientists.

But Dr. Coek, on his Amntarctic trip,
not only saw and talked with thege curi-
ous peeple, -but, took photographs of
them. He says that they are so

Unlike Any Other Race of Men

that they are physiological puzzles.

We have always been ~ accustomed to
think that as ‘we go toward the poles
the human inhabitants become stunted
like the trees and shrubs.  See the Iski-
mos, for example, - But here is a tribe of
people: that aré the largest known race
on earth; being all six-footers, most of
them ‘measuring from four to six inches
above that mark.

What is moré, these people, who are
called t}}e Onas,-live on the verge of the
Anta.rcuc circle, and go nude much of
the time. The only coverings they -ever
wear are the skins of animals loosely
thrown . around their shoulders. Mven
the women have no other garb. Possibly
this is thé best evidence that they are
the most primitive people in the world.

That is_what Dr.. Cook thought when
he first saw_them. The monstrous forms
of these men, armed.with the. simplest
weapons;. bows and arrows and wooden
chubg, their brutal faces and scenty cov-
erihg "of skins made them appesr: like
the imaginary . pictures. of man in.the
earliest ages when he first appeared on
the earth. ; : : t

Bxpert as Dr. Cook is -in physiology
and :anthropology, he eonfesses that af-
ter 'spending .several months -on -the ig-
land :with these people they are as muéh
a puzzle to him at first. -

shows that-they are men instead of be-
lopging to the lower animals.

The women of this singular race-are
only a little less tall and strong than
the men. In their. frail.brush huts they
are accustomed to go entirely without
clothing. But this is not for lack of a
certain degree of modesty or virtue. In-
deed virtue is ome of the pronounced
qualities of the young women. They are
a little bashful about being photographed,
but no more so than a New England
milkmaid.

Dr. Cook obtained some excellent pho-
tographs of both men and women, ;

Polygamy prevails among them. One
man is entitled to as many wives as he
can support. But he rarely has more
than two or three. So hard is the battle
of life on their barren island that it re-
quires all the prowess of a mighty man
to keep even a small family.

The climate of Terra del Fuego is
so cold that only grass and small trees
and shrubs grow upon it. The vegeta-
tion, in fact, is more scanty than in the
Klondike or in most parts of Alaska.

There is none of the warmth and glow
of an Alaskan summer, though on the
other hand, the winters are not. quite so
cold. Being entirely surrounded by wa-
ter the temperature is more uniform.

These people used to number several
thousands, but they have now

Dwindled Down to'a Few Hundred.

One of the causes is that they have fal-
len a prey to the diseases of civilization
communicated to them by tribes of other
savages on neighboring islands and by
white settlers. 3
Of late years a few of these settlers
have come to’the northern shores of l'er-
ra del Fuego island. These pioneers,
who live almest as isolated lives-as the
natives, have -established sheep ranches,
and have usurped the grassy hunting
grounds of the natives for their own use
a8 sheep pastures.
.+ The settlers have even brutally shot
the natives and taken their wives from

4

-them,. or, in some cases, enslaved the

men. What was most- terrible of all in
the eyes of the patives, a few have been
made to wear, clothes.

1t was found that under these changed
conditions the wild people soon  died.
Consumption: ‘and measles carried them
off: like a plague.

Dr. Cook . tried 1o find out how such
a hardy race should so easily fall vie-
tims: to digease. The popllar idea among
the settlers  was that the mere wearing
of «clothing ‘made ‘the’ matives seusitive
and caused their:death. Dr. Cook be-
eame -convineed that the cause was dif-
ferent. :

He found -that' the settlers had ships
which.: took - their ‘shéep to’ Chilian and
Argentine markets and ' brought' back
provisions once'a year.” He believed that
the ‘men on -these ships’ brought disease
germs. These germs might not be pre«
sent in large emough duantitiés or viru-
lent enough to affect any white person,
for the reison that civilized people Have
become -inoculated through centuries of
contact with diseases. ~But the wild na-
tives fell as easy victims to the infection
as if to a pestilen ce.’ Their strength and
ruggedness afforded no resistance against
new diseases. 5

The natives eame to have a superstitu-
ons fear that the white settlers' poisoned
them as well as'tried ‘to enslave them,

This resulted:in -

The nitives steal the settlers sheep and
kill the white men whenever they can.
i They kill
shipwrecked sailors, and they used to eat
the poor ‘sailors as well,

The English missionaries among the
weak -and puny:. Alacoolups.and. Yahgans
caused those tribes of Indians to give
d)i cannibalism. ' Their example influenc-
ad ‘the fierce Onas to gradually give up
the cannibal habit. ' This is the only ef-
fect ‘the missionariées have been able to
produeé on the Onas, 5

These’ natives' ‘have refused absolute-
ly ‘to let the missionaries come among
them. 'Net ‘only do they not want to be
civilized,” bat they Havé no religious
serse, They can’t’ be made ‘to tinder-
stand what it means. There'is nothing in
their langvage to signify God so far as
is known. The nearest they approach to
religion is .in having a superstitious re-
gard for their. medicine men, who per-
form certain ‘¢rude Tites.

The savage and bitterly hostile nature
of the-Onas towards white men has thus
far prevented scientists from learning
anything abount them,

Dr; ook took ‘advantage of a singu-
lar. tradition to get ‘aimong them. Heé
heard the rumor, that these people, who
were 80 savage on- the norihern shore
of Fuego - ¥sland, were peaceable and
kindly disposed to the south shore. "This
was said to be due 'to the faect that

In this way Dr. Cook became the first
sclentist o go among the Unag, study
their language, take measurements of the
people, gather specimens of their cloth-
ing ‘and “implements and photegraph
them in-their homes. :

Dr. 'Cook i§ going to write out-a full
aecount of these peopld and present it
together' with "the' ¢ollection of meémen-
tos “of this newly discovered race, to the
Ametican ' Museum of Natural History
in New York,-or the Smithsonian Insti-
tution of Washington.—Seattle Times.

Many Steamers Deserted--Sluic-
on Myrtle Creek--Rich Hy-
draulic Ground.

Mr. A. M. Pope, of San Francisco,
came up to Dawson as purser on the
steamer Louisa. Mr. Pope spent the
past winter in the Koyukuk country, and
was located about. 700 miles up from
the mouth, aad about 100 miles. above
Arctic City, says the Yukon Miner of
July Tth. As ypreviously reported the
country is ‘at this time almost deserted,
.only "a few men rémaining, and these
are shuicing on Myrtle creek, about 200
miles above the Forks. This-is the on-
ly créek on which pay has beéen struck,
dnd Here 15 certs has been "found,; and
- béd “rock’ not yet reached, the average
pay beiig-four cents to the pan.. -

Mr. "Pope prédicts’ a great future for
the Koyukuk; ‘saying that 'there enor-
mous beds of pay gravel-of low grade,
which, hydraulicked; would ‘yield great
profits, ‘and as soon as these beds e¢an
be thoroughly: ‘imvestigated, ‘capital and
machinery will make it- gold produeing.

The eclimate is miich more - severe
above Arstic City than aleng the Yu-
kon, and no: game is to be found. For
abont ten days after = Christmas- the
thermometer ranged from 50 to 74 de-
grees below zero, and there: was great
suffering . among the Indians. The
white population subscribed eighty days’
provisions ‘for one tribe of. forty natives.
If, relief -had ‘not reached .them they
mugt have starved.: Supplies being. so
plentiful iast summer; the Indian faiied
to lay in his usual supply of fish, hence
the shortage.

The Koyukuk is lined with steamboals
of -all different kinds, sizes aud shapes,
gnd there are some queer erafts to be
seen along the banks. . The  Alaska
Union, quite a large boat . with good
pewer, was on a- bar.well up the river
with. 80 Chicagg .men.-aboard, and ail
were getting ready. to abanden her, The
Katie Ewmerick, owned , by a
party, was hopelessly fast, while the
“Wilbur Crimmon, a _steamer owned, by
a party of fifty Massachusetts shoe:
makers, was abandoned in disgust while
stuck on a bar, but at last report had
floated and had been taken possession of
by Jack Brizille, an old sour dough.

“The Cape Nome district is not a fake
nor it is exploited in the interests of
transportation companies. 'On the con-
trary it will result in the loss of profits
and business for the transportation com-
panies for it is accessible to any sea-
going ship. The money has been made
in shipping goods to the Klondike and
the interior country. Anyone may ship
goods to Cape Nome. :

“JOHN C. BARR.”

Another man who has good things to
say for the new district is J. Harmon
Caskey, who, -in a letter to friends, writ-
ten from St. Michael island, says in part:

‘““At Nome we heard the best reports
regarding the country as a gold bearing
district, Of course we had heard more
or less of it before we erached there, but
credited it more to transportation com-
pany lies than true facts. After talking,
however, with people who have been
there for a few months, we are positive,
in our minds, that it is the coming EIl
Dorado. of the world. Theé town, is sit-
uated on the ocean and therefore easy
of ‘access. The beach for a distance of
fifty miles is staked out in placer claims,
and the pans average from 10 cents to 50
cents.

“The rich diggings are back in the hills
from three to thirty miles and they pro-
duce from $2.50 to $8 to the pan. You
strike the. yellow metal at the grass
roots, and when they pull up the grass
it is handled almost as carefully as a car-
pet in a mint. In one instance, while
cleaning a space ten feet by twelve feet
to erect a tent, $2.30 was taken out. The
Ledrock is from three to ten feet, but
every foot above bed rock is pregnant
with gold.

‘“S8o far the camp is only in its pros-
pect stages, the most prospecting being
done in .the past two or three weeks,
and in one instance five men panned out
$10,000 in ten days. .This is the first and
only gold sent out of the camp so far.
¢This_is the shipment of gold that ar-
rived on the Roanoke from Cape Nome.)
The district is twenty-five miles square,
and up to the past week only about 300
miners were on the ground, but notwith-
standing this small handful of men, al- |
most every claim in a district fifty miles
square had been récorded. Of course the
rower of attorney has been used promis-
euously, as many as thirty to one hun-
dred locations being made by. one party.
It has not been decided whether these
powers of attorney will stand or not and i
the passengers on board the Roanoke ,
were advised to jump by a United States l
land agent aboard. There is no doubt the

Mr. Frederick G. Jackson Telis of One Thous.
and Days Spent in the Far North—
Meeting With Naasen.

Messrs. Harper & Brothers have just
issued “A Thousand Days in the Arctie,”
by Mr, Frederick A. Jackson. It is in
two volumes and is illustrated with maps
and plans. The book is a record of the
Jackson-Harmsworth Arctic expedition,
which sailed from the Thames in the
Windward in July, 1894 Mr. Jackson
describes it literaiiy as *‘an unvarnished
tale of a thousand

Land.”
ally discovered in August, 1873, by the
Austro-Hungarian expedition under the
leadership of Weyprecht and Payer. It
was believed at that time that the land
was a portion of the great Arctic con-
tinent whese apex is the North Pole. Un-
der this belief Mr. Alfred Harmsworth
fitted out an expedition, .which he sent
out under the charge of Mr. Jackson to

the territory His ultimate hope, and
that of Mr. Jackson, was that Hranz
Josef Land might constitute a base of
supplies from which parties might be fit-
ted out for the discovery of the North
Pole. Mr. Jackson = sailed - from the
“Thames, in July, 1804. A small but care-
fully selected staff of scientific observers
accompanied him. They had not been
long on Franz Josef Land before they
discovered that this land, instead of be-
ing of continental dimensions, as had

chipelago of comparatively small is-
lands. Consequently, the idea of gain-
ing therefrom a very high latitude was
reluctantly abandoned, and the efforts of
the explorers were concentrated upon
the thorough scientific examination of
the group.
Jackson-Harmsworth Expedition

The work was carried out under the
most difficult conditions,  owing to the
rapid currents between the islands, which
kept the ice about constantly in motion,
and to the sudden and extreme changes
in temperature from intense frost to ra-
pid thaw, Jackson’s cheerful endurance
of three such years and his tenacity of
purpose in carrying on scientific investi-
gation have been rewarded by a long
series of magnetic, meteorological and
other observations, together with a great
and interesting collection of specimens
which amply repay the Fackson-Harms-
worth expedition, an expedition  that
must ever be remembered by scientists
of all' nations for its rich contributions
to their store of Arctic knowledge.

The absolute solitude of Jackson and
his six companions at the quarters estab-
lished ‘upon Northbrook island was: only
twice broken during the three years of
residence there—once by the Windward,
which vessel, having been compelled to
spend the winter of 1804 ateFranz .Jo-
sef - Land, returned there with supplies
on _July 26th, 1896, and previously, on
June 2Tth, of the same year, by. Ur.
Nansen and his companion, Lieutenant
F. H. Johansen, who arrived at Klm-
wood in their kayaks . -

These intrepid explorers had left their
winter hut, on anislet in 81 deg. 4.min.
north, on May 19, and had paddled gown
to-the southeast between the :several is-
{ lands and floating ice, for about one hun-
dred miles, in the hope of reaching Spitz-
bergen and the small vessels which wisit
it every .summer from Norway. ach
night they had hauled up their kayaks
on the ice, on which they rested; -and
awaited a favorable opportunity to pro-
ceed. Baut they were now about to enter
a far more exposed mavigation, for two
hundred miles of ocean, more or less en-
cumbered by ice, intervened between

vas covered kayaks were only 12 feet
long, about 2 1-4 feet wide, and ‘abeut
11-4 feet deep. They were covered over,
with the exception of 'a round hole, in
which the oceupant was seated, working
his double bladed paddle. In short,
Nansen and Johansen were in desperate

meeting with Jackson and his party.
Meeting With- Nansen.

Of this meeting Mr. Jackson gives a
description so admirably succinct that it
is a pleasure to copy it entire:

“Just after dinner,” says Mr, Jackson,
“Armitage came rushing in to tell me
that through his field glass he could see
a man on the flee to the south-south-east
of Cape Flora, about four -miles off. 1
could hardly believe it; such a thing
seemed utterly impossible, and thought
he had mistaken a walrus on the ice for
a man; but having got his glass I could
see he was correct. I could also make
out somewhat indistinetly a staff or mast,
with another man apparently standing
near it, close to the water’s edge. "It
occurred to me that it might be one of
my own men, although they had all been
to dinner a few minutes before, but 1
however, found that all were present. 1
got a gun with all speed, and firing off
a shot op the bank to endeavor to .arrest
the stranger‘s attention, I started off to
meét him coming across the ice, having
placed Armitage on the roof of the hut to
direct 'my course, as the high, hummocky
ice hid the man from me when 1 got
down upon the floe. On nearer approach
I shouted to him and waved my cap. 1
thought at first that some accident had
happened to the Windward, which had
started earlier than I expeeted, and that
this man had come off in a boat from
her to communicate with us.

“On our approaching.each other, about
three miles distant from the land, I saw
a tall man on ski, with roughly . made.
clothes and an old felt hat on his head.
He was covered with oil and grease and
black from head to foot. I at once con-
cluded from his wearing ski that he was
no English sailor, but that he must be
a man from some Norwegian -walrus
sloop who had come to grief and winter-
ed somewhere on.

“On entering the hut I handed him a
package of letters I nad brought from
London for him. There was no letter
fro.n his wife at which he was very
downcast and I had again to assure him
that she was very well when we left
London in 1894 but a letter from his
brother explained matters. He had then
some fried looms rice pudding and jam
and any little luxuries we could supply.
He and Johansen had lived almost en-
tirely on bear and walrus meat for the
last nine or t¢n months. He afterwards
had a bath and I found him a change of
clean ciothes. I had sent all the party
except Heyward with tw) sledges to
bring up Johansen and the kayaks, and
on his coming up I looked after him in
the same manner as T had Nansen. Jo-
hansen was if possible in a dirtier con-
dition than his leader, and was as black
as a sweep with dirt and grease.

“Contrary to Dr. Nansen's experiences,
our sense of smell must have become
considerably lessened by our long ab-
sence from c¢ivilization, for strain our
noses as we may we fail to discover the
slightest trace of the ‘monkey’ (or any
other known) ‘brand’ about our dis-
distinguished visitors from the north.

“Johansen is a short, sturdy, muscu-
lar little chap, and looks as fit and as
well as he might have done had he just
come off a yachting trip. He hasn’t
turned a hair but looks the picture of
health. He is a eapital fellow. Nansen
and I, on meeting, had fired four shots.
in quick succession to let Johansen know
ke had met someone.

“My fellows. on approaching Johansen,
and seeing the Norwegian flag hoisted
to the mast of a kayak, had given three
cheers.

THE MINES OF SIBERIA.

A Visit to a Convict ‘Prison—The Country
Overrun With Criminals.

—_———

Here is Mr. Kennan’s description of a
visit to these mines, frem his famous book:

“The Ust Kara prison is situated on
low, marshy ground in the outgkirts of
the penal .gsettlement of the same name.
It was built nearly half a century ago
when the government first began to work
the Kara gold placers with convict labos.
As one approaches it from the south it
looks' like a long, low horsecar stable made
‘of squared bat unpainted logs, which are
now black, weather-beaten, and decaying
from: age.

“We ascended two or three steps in-
crusted with an indescribable coating of
filth and ice an inch and a half thick, and
enteredl through a long, low, and very
corridor, whose brokenm and decaying
Joor felt wet and slippery to the feet, and
Vrhqse atmosphere, although warm. ‘was
very ;Qlupp and saturated with the strong,
pecufiar odor that is

““A_person who has once inhaled that
odor can never forget it, and yet it is
S0 unlike any other bed smell in.the world

that I hardly know with what to conipare
it. I

every atom of which has been half. a

dozen fimes through human lnangs and is
heavy with carbonic acid, to imagine air
still further vitiated by foml, pungent,
ammoniacal exhalations from long un-
washed human bodies; to imagine that it
has a suggestion of damp, decaying wood
and more than a suggestion of humam
excrement—and still you will have no ade-
quate idea of it.

“The Cossack corporal who preceded us
threw open the heavy wooden door of the
first kamera and shouted ‘Smirno!” (Be
We stepped across the threshold
into a room about twenty-four feet long,
twenty-two feet wide and eight feet high,
which contained twenty-nine convicts. The
air here was so mtch worse than in the
corridor that it made me faint and sick.
The room was lighted by two square,

Heavily-Grated Windows,

with double sashes, that could pot be rais-
ed or opened, and there was not the least
apparent provision anywhere for ventila-
tion. Kven the brick even by which the
cell was warmed drew Its air from the cor-
ridor.

“The walls of the kamera were of squar-
ed logs, and had once been white-washed,
but they bad become dark and grimy from
lapse of time and were blotched in hun-
dreds of places with dull, blood-red stains,
where the convicts had crushed bd-hugs.
The floor was made of heavy planks, and
although it had recently been swept, it
wus incrusted with dry, hard-tfodden filth.

“Out from the walls on three sides of
the room .projected low, sloping, wooden
platforms, about six feet wide, upon which'
the comnvicts slept side by side, in closely
packed rows, with their heads to the walls
and their extended feet towards the middle
of the cell. “They had neithcr pillows nor
biankets and were compelled to lie down
upon these sleeping benches at night with-
out removing their clothing and without
other covering than their coarse grey over-
coats.

“When

The Cell. Was Locked for the Night

each one of these twenty-nine prisoners
would have for eight or ten hours con-
sumption about as much air as would he
contained in a packing box five feet square
and five feet high.

“The results of breathing such air for
long periods of time may be seen in the
Rara prison hospital, where the prevalent
diseases are scurvy, typhus and typhoid
fevers, anaemia, and consumption, The
prison surgeon admitted to me—‘We have
vwmore or less scurvy here all the year
round. You have been through the prisons
and must know. what their sanitary condi-
tion is. Of course, such uncleanlinegs and
overcrowding result in disease. We have
140 paticnts in the hospital now, frequent-
Iy we have in spring 250.’ ;

“Most of these cases come from a prison

can ask you to imagine cellar -air,. :

Iepuiation of less than 1,000, and the hos-
pital records do not by any means repre.
sent the aggregate of sickness in the Kar
penal settlements. Many conviets of th
free command lie il in their own little
huts, and even in the prison kameras thore
are scores of sick whose cases are not
garded as serious enough to necessitata
their removal to a hospital that is perhaps

Overcrowded Alreally.

“In 1857, when the famous, or infamous
Rasgildeief undertook to get for the Cyo.
ont of the Kara mines 10G puds (about
3,600 pounds) of gold, more than 1,000 cou-
viéts-sickened and died in the Kara prisoy
frcm scurvy, typhus and overwork.

“The kameras in the women's prison
had no furniture of any kind except the
plank sleeping platforms, which, of course,
were entirely destitute of bedding. I did
not see in either room a single pillow or
blanket. In these two cells were imprison-
ed forty-eight girls and women, six or
seven of whom were carrying in their arms
pallid, sickly-looking babies.

“Civilized human beings put straw even
into the kenmels of their dogs, but the
Russian government forces men to work
for ten or twelve hours a day in the E
Siberian mines; compels them after
exbausting toil to lie down on a bare
plank, and then, to console them in their
misery, tacks up on the grimy wall over
their heads the promise of Christ--

“ ‘Come unto me all ye that labor and
are heavy laden, and I will give you
rest.”

. These eriminals are divided into flve
‘gredt ‘classes, viz.: First, hard labor con-
victs; second, compulsory colonists: third,
communal exiles (persons banished on ac-
count of their generally bad character by
the villages in which they lived): fourth,
vagrants, and fifth, political and religious
exiles. Here are the official figures for
one year — Hard labor convicts, 1,551;
forced colonists, 2,841; communal exiles,
3,751; vagrant, 1,719; political and religi-
ous exiles, 368; total, 10,230.

The hard labor convicts and the vagrants
are shut wp in prisons in Siberia. The
forced colonists, the political exiles and
the rest of them are assigned to places of
residence” ind allowed to find a living as
well_as they can.

As a result of this system Siberia Iv
overrnn ‘witi hundreds of thousands of
destitute and starving criminals. They
wander over the country,

Murdering., Robbing,

and committing all sorts of outrages. As
an example of these, Kennan mentions tie
case of a forced colonist in the little town
of Marinsk wheo choked a helpless womil
to death, dashed out the brains of her
three-year-old child, and finally cut off th
head of a chicken, the onmly living thing
left in the house. Tn the town of Rala
gansk, with a population of 5,000, in the
province of Irkutsk, there were sixty-one
cases of murder in a year. This state
affairs .is more or less prevalent throuzi
out the country.

On. an average more tham 10,000 crini-#
nals or other offenders are turned
every year in Siberia.
