Dnglish Osficials.

The spoils of office in England in the
case of a political revolution are very con.
siderable, indeed. Besides the ordinary
patronage of the Crown, ninety-five officers
were at the disposal of Mr. Gladstone, to
say nothing of the India “plum” shaken
down with Lord Lytton. The Lord-
Lieutenancy of Ireland with £20,000 a
yearis in his gift; the Chancellorship

with £10,000, the Irish Chancellorship
with £8,000, and the offices of Attorney

General and Solicitor-General, having
salaries respectively of £7,000 and £6,000.
Seven Ministerial seats carry with them
salaries of £5,000 ; the First Lord of the
Admiralty has £4,500,and the Chief Sccre-
tary for Ireland £4,425; there are seven-
teen offices worth from £2,000 to $2,579
a year, and sixteen rated between £1,000
and £2,000. The minor berths range from
£955 down to £100, the small fry being
private secretaries and assistant private
secretaries, ushers, chamberlains, gentle-
men of the bed-chamber, and so on. In
the Quecen’s houschold there are a Lord
Steward and a Lord Chamberlain at €2,

000 each, a master of the Horse with £500
more, and a Master of the Buckhounds
with £500 less, a Vice-Chamberlain at
£924, and a Treasurer and Comptroller,

each with £904, who change officc with
the Government, while in the Lord Licu-
tenant’s official family there are a Private
Secretary at £829, a state Steward at
£503, a Comptroller at £415, a Gentleman
Usher—a real livelord-— a Chamberlain,
a Gentleman of the Bedchamber and a
Master of the Horse at £200 each, a First
Chaplain at £180, and two Gentlemen-at-
Large at £428 each. Lord Beaconsfield,
it may be said, has taken very good care
of his own subordinates, to whom, indeed
he has always been the best of chiefs,

Corry, who had £500 a year, has been made
a peer, and another private secretary,
Mr, Algernon Turner, becomes Financial
Sec. of the Post Office. with £1,500 a year,
while Sir Stafford Northcote’s son and,
private Secretary, who has just been elect-
ed to the house of Commons, is made a

Brilliant Receptions at the Court
of St. James.

(By Cable to the New York Herald.)
Lo.\;:_ox, May 15, 1880.—The first Lon-
don Aeason is now at its height. Her
Mgjesty the Queen is residing in the me-
tropolis, and levees and drawing rooms
are the order of the day at Buckingham
Palace. The attendance at those which
were held on Tuesday and Thursday was
above the average. Tht dresses were un-
usually elaborate. The richest of brocades
and satins were displayed. On Tuesday
the Princess of Wales wore a splendid
gold brocade over gold satin, trimmed
with point d’Alencon, and on Thursday a
robe of antiqhie ‘green satin, draped with
feuille morte velvet satin, bouquets of
gloire de Dijon rosebuds, diamond orna-
ments and many brilliant orders. Princess
Beatrice wore a train and corsage of ivory
and gold, a dress of Irish poplin bordered
with plisses of gold lace, a petticoat of
Oriental silk embroidered in gold and
white, with gold and pearl fringe; for
head-dress a diadem of Indian rubies, with
necklace, earrings and brooch of rubies.

United Kingdom. Its disestablishinent
and disendowment are likely to be pro-
posed in the present Parliament, and un.

THE BOAT RACE.

A Hollow Victory for the
Canadian Champion.

TIME 36 MIN. 45 SEC.

Courtney Gtives up the Race
Before the Turn.

HANLAN ENTHUSIASTICALLY 'CHEERED.

The Result of the Race a Fore-
gone Conelusion from the First.

Chilling Reception of Courtney by His
Countrymen.

DESCRIPTION OF THE COURSE.

A Race Between Hanlan ‘and
Riley Probable. v

COURTNEY WANTS _@IUTHER"C!IMNCE-

(From The Toronto Globe.)

WasmiNeroN, D. C., May 19.—The
Hanlan-Courtney boat race is over at last,
and long ere this,the bulletins have an-
nounced that Hanlan was victorious once
more, and that the Union Springs sculler
has at last had his claims to aquatic
superiority settled now and for all time,
It is not worth while to bore the readers ,
of Tie GLoBE with a copy of the articles
of agreement, which were of the usual
stereotyped form, with the notable excep.
tion that in case either Courtuey or Hanlan
refused to start,Riley should be ollowed
to take the place of the delinquent. The
race was to be tive miles with a turn, mean-
ing that the contestants were to pull two
and a half miles, turn separate buoys, and
pull back to the place of starting. A row
of red flags marked the centre of the
course, and the scullers were bound by the
rulés each to keep his own side of these
flags, thus guarding against the possibility
of a foul. No boats other then those of
the contestants and the steamer carrying
the referce and the representatives of the
press were to be allowéd on the course
while’the race was being rowed, and the
steamers named were bound torun in such
a way as to keep entirely clear of the
oarsmen, and in no way to interfere witi®
their progress. The purse was to be the
six thousand dollars which Hanlan won in
default of Courtney’s appearance on the
water at Chautauqua Lake, but which
was subsequently withheld by the donor
on the ground that there was no race.

THE COURSE.

Though there were many who condemn-
ed Mr. Blaikie’s selection of Washington
and the Potomac as the sceve of the great
contest, it is safc to say that few who
came were inclined to persist in such con-
demnation. There is no more beautiful
city on the Continent, its handsome parks
scattered here and there throughout every
part, its broad avenues and clean, well
paved roadways suggesting to the visitor
just what a city ought to be, while the
many great historic associations which
cluster around almost every square foot
of the place, render it a spot of far more
than common interest.  IHere, it has
often been remarked, is the place where
an American sculler would win if he could
win anywhere. To-day Courtney had
the eyes of the great men of his own peo-
ple upon Inm, and if aught could nerve
the man to the task that lay before him
he should have carried the blue and white
to the front.

In Mr. Chandler’s work there appears to
be much nice feeling, fluency of thought
and language, and brightness >f colouring,
with the use of musical repetitions carried
almost to an excess. But he shows less
originality, and a narrower range of sub-
jects than does his ““Senior Partner;”
while “Elegies ” and *In Memoriams”
are perhaps rather too abundant. There
is plenty of evidence of his acquaintance
with and love for the older English Poets,
and he has caught several of their quaint
tricks of expression.

In the Lordsin the debate on the Ad-
dress in reply to the Speech from the
Throne, the Duke of Marlborough said
he regretted that the Government had con-
cluded not to renew the Coercion Act on
account of mauy outrages against life and
property taking place in Ireland. He
said the present state of affairs necessitated
the continuance of the Act.

Earl Beaconsfield congratulated the
Governmen$ on its resolve to completely
fulfil the Berlin Treaty. He said he
would like to obtain some information re
garding the powers of Mr. Goschen, and
wished to know what was meant by ““in-
stitutions in Afghanistan.” He blamed
the Gorvernment for not continuing the
Coercion Act, and thanked the House for
its support while he was Premier.

Lord Granvillg said the Government had
abandoned the Coercion Act in the hope
that the people would answer their appeal.
He could not speak with full information
regarding Afghanistan yet, but from the
information the Government did possess,
he could not say there was justification for
the sanguine assertious of a speedy settle-
ment contained in the Queen’s speech a
short time ago. By the appointment of
Mr. Goschen the Government desired to
effect a settlement of those conditious of
the Berlin Treaty which Mr. Layard’s re-
monstrances have hitherto not attained.
Of these conditions were the Greek and
Montenegrin questions and the Armenia
reforms, Foreffecting this object the Gov-
ernment addressed a note to the Powers,
pressing the identical notes on the points.
As soon as these were presented to the
Porte he would lay a copy on the table.
The powers had cordially responded. He
complained that there was a contradiction
between the Berlin Treaty and the profes-
sions of the late Government.

The address was then agreed to.

Bradlaugh, the athiest member, who
refuged to take the usual oath, on the
ground of his disbelief in God, has since
concluded that he will be sworn in the
usual manner and form.

Fatal Accident on the Iatenoolonial

Terrible Railway Accident.

A Santa Cruz despatch says the local
train on the South Pacific Coast railroad,
which ran on Monday last, 24th, between
Santa Cruz and Big Tree, to the Inde-
pendent ~ Rifle picnic at that place, met
with an accident. Three open cars, with
high railings outside and ends, with seats
loaded with about 125 persons, left that
place forSanta Cruz.

ELZEAR-ALEXANDRE TASCHEREAU, by

To the faithful of the City of Quebec and
environs, Greeting and Blessing in Our
Lord :

We have heard with grief, Our Dearly

Beloved Brethren, that during the last
week serious troubles have occurred in
this city and environs, and that in spite of
the exhortations of your pastors, and of
the warnings of the civil authorities, these
troubles are likely to continue to the great
detriment of souls and temporal . damage
to our city.
Let every one remember that a man’s
labor is his own and that he is at liberty
to scll it at whatsoever price he pleases,
He has the same control over his labor
that a man has over hisown farm. There-
fore, Labour-Unions sin greviously against
justice whenever they attempt to force
men to join these unions or to work for the
price fixed by these unions, Men who do
not belong to these unions have an cqual
right to fix for themselves the price at
which they will work. We  therefore
warn Catholies not to be in any manner
partners in any attempt toforce others by
violence or otherwise to enter these unions
or to work at the prices fixed by these
societies,
Being desirous to prevent amnngst.the
Catholics entrusted by God Almighty to
our pastoral charge, as much as lies in
our power, such grave and unjust attacks

This
condition of things obtruded itself so
powerfully in the church, as to call forth
reprobation. and was a want of loyalty [to
God’s House. Expediency, truth sacri-
ficed on the altar of peace, an unscriptural
value given fo disloyalty and sympathy
with the erring aud the .error resulted,

| The Rev. gentleman then adverted to the

effurts made to screen traitors, and the
labor and prayer expended in efforts to
patch rents in the garments of the Saviour,
but all this was a wmere truce, which had
no sympathy with the Saviour’s honor.
Men would tell them that they only be-
lieved in the partial inspiration of the
Bible, and that a large part of 1t was the
result of priestly fraud, and would also
tell them what the Master thought, but
these were only ressurrectionistsof by-
gone heresics—no honest christian would
contravene the teachings of the Master,
though they might talk of liberality and

operated against their side to 2 consider-

Those Expensive Books.

A clever bit of dialogue was introduced
by Lindley in ““Parliament” the other
evening, as a hit at'the expense imposed
upon parents by the multiplicity of books
required under the administration of the
Common School System. It was about as
follows : - -

received a liberal education? |
Ralph Rackstraw: A fair education
only, Sir Joseph, for being, as you know,
a New Brunswicker, I have only had the
advantage of a collegiate course.

Sir J. : But that is considered the |
best, is it not ?

Ralph : That is a question, Sir Joseph
The Common Schools, so called, ought
to be the best, for they are becoming so
high-toned that only the rich man’s child
can partake fully of their advantages.
Si~ J. You astonish me by this decla-
ration.

Ralph. No doubt, Sir, I do, for when
the law was being agitated, the people
were told that it was intended to benefit
the poor man’s child, but Dr. Rand has
changed all that.

Sir J: Pray you, sir, be more per-
spicuous,

Ralph: Well, Sir Joseph, to illustrate,
I may say that when my dear old mother
decided to educate me there was a consul-
tation in reference to the institution to
which I should be sent. Enquiry at the
College resulted in developing the fact that
it would cost $150 per term for my educa-
tion, while by a careful calculation it was
ascertained that to procure the books re-
quired by Dr. Rand’s curriculum would
absorb just $560—so I was sent to College
on the grounds of economy.

Synod of the Maritime Provinces
Opening Service.

On Tuesday evening at balf past seven
the opening service in connection with the
meeting of the Synod of the Maritime
Provinces was held in St. Andrew’s
Church, Chatham, and was attended by a
large congregation.

The service was conducted by the Rev,
Dr. McCulloch of Truro, Moderator, and
after devotional exercises, and reading the
4 chap. 1st Epistle to Timothy, the rev.
gentleman took his text from the 13 chap.
Ezekiel, 10 vs. ““Because, even because
they have seduced my people, saying,
peace ; and there was no peace ; and one
built up a wall, and, lo, others daubed it
with untempered mortar.”

The rev. gentleman said they had been
called together by the head of the church
to review and revise its course during the
past year, and devise its future action and
progress, and in view of the times in which
their lot had been cast. he felt there was
not a more responsible position, when the
state of both the church and the world
was considered. Thisstate was character-
ized by a mutual effort on the part of both
to remove the old land marks, as being too
restricted, and the outcome was partly a
resistance to the divine will, and partly
false teaching through pretentious learning.
In their own insignificant position, as a
fragment of alarge body,they were in dan-
ger of dwindling down to mere collectors of
money and statistics, but internally and
externally there were clements of mischief

There was a trust in God which was
scriptural, but another which was not so,
and it would not do to say, that God
would take care of his church. No church
could be true with an unfurled banner
and grounded arms. The times in which

| stigmatize as bigoted the man who would

frown down unscriptural statements, or
evict those who held them. The minister
who would vindicate sound -scriptural
principles was a persecufor and the disloy-
al man was an injured one. They were
apparently fast out-growing the swaddling
bands of Apostolic principle, and there
was an itching to penetrate mysteries, the
door of which God had locked. As ex-
ponents of the thoughts of Jehovah, tfase
men were forgetful that they were only
the resurrectionists of old bones of bye-
gone heresies, and also of the fate of the
men who had preceeded them in the same
paths, yet it was a fact that men who thus
had the hardihood to over-ride their com-
mission, were largely in demand in the
chureh ; the world wondered at them and
the grand old story of the cross was for-
gotten. Our fathers were too narrow-
minded, and when they stood by law and
testimony, they were accused of cramping
the mind and erecting questionable barriers
between the world and Christ. The rev.
gentleman  continued at  considerable
length, shewing the danger of the idea of
non-essenials in faith in its influence on
the pulpit, and that those who advocated
such views lacked the first elements of
faithful ministers. In the social thought
of the day, there was an element differing
from that of the past, inits assumptious
ignorance of the supernatural, the exist-
ence of which was questioned almost
with a degree of impertinence. God was
a myth, and the world and existence weze
just the result of a fortuitous connection
of atoms. Thus scientific assumption was
exalted to the position of universal truth
but if they war.ted to know the mind of |
God,they must enquire how these scientific
opinions compared with the Bible. This
antagonism against the supernatural, had
begotten the existing contest against for-
mulatiug any doctrine, and especial resist-
ance to the ¢ Confession of Faith,” but
notwithstanding this, the old monument
still survived as the monument of the faith-
ful men who bad laid down the platform
for the guidance of God’s people. The
rev. gentleman concluded by saying this
scientific criticism left neither guidance
nor hope, and that men who indulged
in it bred dissension in the church and
any church that winked at this over-
riding of the commission was disloyal; his
motto was first pure and then peaceable,
but this had been reversed. What was
wanted was a free,frank exposition of tle
truth as it was 1n Jesus, and a vindication
of the rules of the House of God—the
training of young men to meet the conflict
between the church and the world, so that
they might preach Christ, vindicate the
law, and answer the adversary, as well as
satisfy the doubts of their own people.
This training was very important to the
future minister in the contest betwcen
the grand old Bible and scientitic and
ecclesiastical infidelity. He who en-
tcred on his work unarmed wmust
prepare  himself for  defeat, and
in these days there was no excuse. Some
might deem this an unwarrantable alarm,
but they had all seen cases where Christ
was sacrificed on the alter of expediency,
ITe might have wearied them with the
length of his sermon, but though he regret-
ted it in one way, he did not in another.
This was the close of the 43rd year of his
ministry and he felt bound to lift his voice,
as this was fhe last message which he
would deliver as Moderator and he could
not refratn, The Bible spoke of perilous
times in the latter days, but he hoped that
the watchmen on the walls of Zion would
be so numerous that they would see ““eye
to eye” and be enabled to wield the sword
of the spirit successfully. He could not
doubt but that the result of faithfulness
would be triumphant.

The 127 Psalm having been rung,
the Moderator, Dr. McCulloch an-
nounced that immediately after the
benediction the Synod of the Mari-
time Provinces would be constituted,

The Moderator then descended from the
pulpit to the platform and engaged in
prayer. In the absence of the Clerk of
the Synod theRev. Mr. Forest was ap-
pointed clerk Aro tem and proceeded to
read the changes!in the Roll of the Synod.
