we live in 2n eminently practical age, and
the creature that is not self-supporsing, be
it fowl or man, 18 considered a ‘poor stick
at best, and sooner or later must come to
grief. In this connection it should be
borne in mind, that whilst we bipeds are
adwmittedly selfish, our fowls eclipse us in
this particular; pussibiy because they lack
the knack of concealing their faulte. At
any rate we will be charitable to our
feathered friends and take this view of the
matter.

“If atfirst you dop’t succeed, try, iry
again,” and with admirabla persistence
she will keep on laying as long as the eggs
are removed, until she is utterly incapable
of producing another, then her mind is
quite made up to sit, and sit she will, in
spite of all the remonstrances of her own-
er nothiog but a chica
nest egg, or the bare floor to sit upon.

It is cleatly then this daily removal of
the ezgs, coupled with the fact that for
very many years poultry-keepers have an-
nually sclected their best layers to bred
from, that has transformed a bird that in
a stato of nature would lay only about
two dozen eggs ic a year, into a verifable
ezz machine, producing a8 many as fifteen
doz2ns in some instances, in that space of
time. This fact alone, should be sufficient
to convince the most sceptical of the great
possibilities of careful breeding. Why
people will continue to keep a lot of un-
eouth pussessing aeither in-
trinsic worth nor outward beauty, is one
of the conundrums that no breeder of
choice fowls can solve, Most people who
keep such wretched specimens of poultry,
will tell you, “‘they doun’t pay,” and this
it is to be presumed, is their reason for
not getting something better.

Restigouche Sa.lnion Fishing.

Messrs. McAllister and Jones, M. P.’s
headed a deputation to Mr. Tuapper on
Friday last, on the subject of salmon
fishing on the Restigouche. The deputa-
tion included Mr. Kennedy of New
York, president zt the Restigouche Sal-
mon Club; Mr. Weeks, secretary; Mr.
Dean Sage, of Albany; Dr. Campbell,
Messrs. Sanderson and Ives, of Montreal,
and Mr. MacPherson, of Quebec. All
these gentlemen ei her own or lease fish-
ing rights on the famous stream. They
are complaining that sport is falling off
owing to tha action of the fishermen who
ply their vocation in the estuary. The
result of the conference is likely to he the
appointment of a Government officer to
rigidly enforce the existing regulations,
the anglers expressing themselves satisfied
if this be done. A proposal to take up
the Government net near Metapedia,
which is used for catching parent fish for
the hatcheries, met with strong opposition
from Mr. Wilmot, and on this point Mr.
Tupper withheld his decision.—Empire.

Mr. Mackenzi-'s misfortune that he survived
for many years his own self. For many
years he has been prostrated by illness, and
though his heart continued as warm and his
mind as active as ever, his physical frame
was shattered.  He was condemuned to sil-
ence, his services were lost to the country,
and the public had long been reconciled to
the paiuful idea of his déath. There can be
oo doubt whatever that to one of so strong
and energetic a nature thossyears of ivac-
tivity and of prostration, must have been
years of iutense suffefing, and that death
whenever it might come was looked upon as
relief. At last, in the very hour of Easter
day, of that day which in the faith of Chrie-
tians is the symbol of victory over death,
his long imprisoned soul was relsased from
its shackles, and be now lives forever. Al-
ready the Canadian people appreciate the
magoitude of the loss they have suffered,
and indeed Mr. Mackenzie was a unique man
in his day. Living in an age which was not
particularly distinguished for staunch ad-
herence to principles, he pover wavered
from what he thought to be right as God
gave him to sec the right. Living in an age
when success was very often held to be the
principal condition, succees was never with
him a primary uvor even a secondary con-
dition. He strove for the right as he saw
the right, and indeed it is a matter of his-
tory that when he was inoffics he could
have conciliated public opinion and perhaps
continued to enjoy power if he had consent-
ed to deviate ever solittle from those priu-
ciples of political economy which he alone
held to be true; but on this occasion his
stern cLaracter again asserted itself; he ridk-
ed everything and he lost all, and he did it
cheerfully. Such examples are rarely met,
if ever, in our day, and to find any parallel
you have to go back to'the days of Puritan
England, when men foughtgand bled for
principle, holding any kind of compromise
in scorn. Such were the principal qualities
which distinguished, I believe, above all
others, Mr. Mackenzie's career. Indsed,
his strong qualities as a public man are well
known. There was, however, another as-
pect of his character but little known to the
public and perhaps micconceived, that was
well known to those who had the privilege
of his friendship.  He was supposed to be
stern, cold and ungracious, but the very re-
verse was the truth. . He was richly en
dowed with that quaint humor peculia: to
his own race, littls to be suspected” under a
somewhat reticent exterior, but to which the
unrestraint of intimate life acted as a stimu-
lant, and which then broke forth into copi-
ous aud rich fancy. Tothose who had the
privilege of his hospitality he was one of the
most agreeable of men, and with that he
had a kind heart, a most kind heart indeed,
which always responded generously when he
wa3 properly appcaled to. In many ways
Mr. Mackenz'e was an exceptional man, I
may say, and I am cure that iv this all will
agree with me, that he united many qualities
seldom found together, and which combined
made him one of the trusst and strongest
characters to be met with in Canadian his-
tory.

A Daring Ra'd.

The Sun’s Boston correspondent says :—

A Gloucester fisherman, one Harvey
Kuowlton, died at that fiehing town a day
or two ago, and by his death is recalled a
daring exploit, such as is seldom enacted by
Yankee fishermen. The event that made
him famous happened in 1871 when Koowl-
ton commanded the schooner Elward A,
Horton. Thecre are, doubtless, many in
Guysboro and other parts ot the provinces
who remember well the incident referred to,
but for the information of those who have
never heard of the Horton episode here is the
story : At the time mentioned, the 3-mile
limit 1ule was enforced by the Canadians a
little too strongly for the tastes of the
Gloucester men, and when one day Knowl-
too careles-ly ran his vessel too near the
Nova Scotia coast, he and his vessel were
captured, The vessel was stripped and
taken to Guysboro and the government seals
put upon her. When Knowlton .left the
vessel he was taken with the gold fever and
went to California. He shortly returned to
Gloucester and made up his’ mind to regain
the vessel some way. The firm that owned
the Horton was almost bankrupt, as she was
the sccond vessel taken by Canadians, and
8o they were unable to do anything fiuan-
cially. Knowlton engaged another vessel,
the H. A. Wounson, to cruise “aroand necar
Guysboro, while he journeyed there by
land, but ashe was well-known a disguise
was necessary. He pretended to be a pros-
pactor and succeeded in finding out all about
the vessel. He met a difficuity in the fact
that the harbor was a blind one and a pilot
would be neceesary. Through some means
unexplained even at this day, he secured the
services of his landlord who knew the chaan-
nel fairly well. He, however, broke his leg
and another man was finally procured.

Fuuncral of tholats Hom Alex. Mac-
koazliz

SauNra, Oot, April 21--The town o
Sarnia put on the trappings of woe to day to
a greater extent then it has ever done before
and it was inrespect vo Hon. Alex. Mac-
kenzie whese burial took place here this
afternoon. Up to last night there had
gathered in town large numbers of prominent
and representative men from different cities
and towrs throughout the country to attena
the funeral,

About 11 o'clock the remains of the dead
were . taken from the residence of Charles
Mackenzie, M. P. P., where they had re-
mained during last night, to the church.
Besides the floral tributes ‘which had ac-
companied the remains from Toronto, there
were many from local friends and admirers ;
also from difforent associations. The casket
was completely surrounded with sueh tri-
butes. From 12 o'vclock to 2 o'cleck, th'e
body lay in state and the general public was
allowed to pass through the church and take
a last look at the face of the deczased. Dar-
ing the two hours probably five thousand
pecple viewed the face of the dead chief.

At 2 o'clock the service commenced, with
the church crowded and thowsands on the
outside. The aervice was conducted by Rev.
Prof. McLaren and Rev. Prof. Gregg, both
of Knox College. A eulogy of the deceased

was delivered by Rev. Prof. Gregg. He
spoke highly of the deceased statesman and
spoke ot him and the late Hon. Geo. Brown as
kindred spirits in their work for the welfare
of Canada.

The remains were taken to Lakeview
Cemetery for burial in the family plot" and
the procession to the cemetery was a large
one. In carriages were the male relatives of
the deceased, the Sarnia towu council and
town officers; delegatea from different points,
members of different Reform Associations
and public and prominent men from different
places, At the grave the services were con-
ducted by Rev. Prof. Gregg. There were
delegations here from various towns and
cities, and from Toronto came Mayor Flem-
ing at the head of a delegation.

The anoual report of the Postmaster-
General of Canada states that the numbey of
post-offices in the Dominion on July lst,
last was 8,061, being an increase of 148 over
the number in operation on th¥ lst July,
1890. The mail routes have been-augmented
by 767 miles ; and the arnual mail travel has
_been increared from 26,498,497 miles to
27,152,543 miles. The Nortbwest territories
and Manitoba show the largest inci_. e in
mail routes, the number of miles of'mail
route in those provinces having increased
from 6,653 to 7,487. British Columbia also
shows a considerable incresse. the mileage
in 1890 being 5,668, and .in 1891, 5,991,
Oatario, naturally, continues to furnish the
greatest amount of work for the department.
There were existing in the premier province
on July lst, 3,026 post-offices as against
1,441 in Quebec. The number of milee of
post route in Ontario was 18,675; in Quebec,
11,584 ; the annual rate of mail travel was
12,356,220 miles in Ontario and 5,845,075 in
Quebee. The estimated number of letters
posted 1n the Dominion was 97,975,000 ; post
cards, 20,300,000 ; newspapers, periodicals,
circulars, book packets, patterns, etc., 25,
890,000 ; of these Oantario contributed 53,-
000,000 letters, 13,175,000 post cards, 15,
700,000 newspapere, etc,

In 1890 mails were carried over 11,812
miles of railway, Last year the mileage
was 12,121 ; an increase 0$>309 miles. The
total daily service by bags in charge of com-
pany's servants is 15,706 miles,

January, 1892, 61,385 letters passed be-
tween Vancouber and the three post-offices
of Hong Kong, Shangbai and Yokohama and
20,112 newspapers, the miscellaneous pack-
ages amountiong to 14,264, :

Sizing up the Scandals.

Trout Laws of New England.

(American Angler.)

From a recent report of the Conference of
the Fish and Game Commissioners of the
several New England States we excerpt the
annexed iuteresting discussion : Dl
Ou the subject of the open sQ‘sou for
trout, Commissioner Brainard, of Vsﬂnonb,
remarked: >
“I would state that in the State of Ver-
ment curclose season was originally from
May 1to Septemberl. We found that
some of our sister States had a different close
season, making it, as you have it now, from
April 1 to September 1, and we found it far-
nished quite an inducement to people to fish
through theice.  We have a great many
pounds in Vermont that are frozen over in
April; and we found that, by making the
open season from April 1 to August 1, the
people would go into the ice, fish through
the ice, and in that way catch a good many
trout—in fact, almost deplete the waters.
The tish had been thers all winter, When
the bright stn came out in the middle of the

]
day tln-"ﬁnh would come tqthe holes, and
would congregate in these holes; The people
would take them out by thousands. Hence
we had the law amended, so that it now
reads from May 1to September 1. We
should have lost all of our trout if we had
not done 80."”

Commissioner Hodge, of New Hampshire,
said the same condition existed in his State,
the opea season being from Apnil 15 to Sept,
15. Efforts will be made at the next session
of the Leyislature to have the legal months
rom My 1 toOct 1.

Cotmissioner Hudson, of Connecticut,
gave the following reason for the short open
season in his State.

“Our law only allows the taking of trout
be'ween Amil 1and July 1. The reason
for that is found in the fact that our streams
et very low in the summér, and nearly dry
up; and it was found, under the old system,
that trout weretaken by little nets in the
holes where they accumulated in the dry
weather.”

On the subject of trout of illegal size,
Commissioner Hudson also remark

*‘We also have a laws as I presume all of
you have, that no trout shall be sold under
six inches in length. If a man take a trout
under six inches in length he may possibly
eat 1t, but he cannot sell it.”

Commissioner Brainard: In Vermont one
cannot take such trout without being liable-
to a fine,

The Chairman: There has been more or
less effort to have such a law in Massachu-
setts, and I think one should cted.
A trout six ioches longis a v small
trout.

Commissioner Hodge: Our limit in New
Hampshire is five inches; which is alto-
gether too small, although Ihad a hard
fight to get oven that limit established,
The argument I used before the Committee
was what you might call a *knock down
one.” Instead of making a speech, I took
three trout and a pair of scales before the
Committee. These trout were four, five
and eix inches long. I asked the committeo
to estimate the weight of the four-inch
trout, which was given as from’ one to two
ounces by the whole Committee. The
actual weight of a four-inch trout from our
mountain streams is just one quarter of an
ounce; of a five-inch trout one half an ounce,
and of a six-inch trout vne ounce,

Commissioner Downs: I think our law
(Counecticut) provides for a six-inch trout.
It is unlawful to have them in our possession,
without regard to eating or anything .else.

Commissioner Hudson : No ; they can eat
them, but they cannot sell fhem. If our
seagons continue as they have been for the
past few years, having such a late fall every
season and such a very late spring, it may be
that we will have to change the law, and
make it later even than April 1. Kor several
seasons we have had a late fall and open
weather following, and in the spring time it
has been very close and cold up to April’ 1,
Svme people believe, if the seasoris continue
80 lito that the brooks are frozen up and
coated with ice, it would be better to change
the law,

Commissioner Stanley : There is'no fishing
in Maine before the middle of May.

Commissioner Downs : Fishing in Connect-
icut 18 almost entirely in streams—in small
streams, too. We haye no lakes to speak of,
In Maine, Vermont and New Hampshire,
when the sportsmen begin to fish, it is in the
lakes and ponds, and is vastly different from
the fishing we have. Our fishing is when the
streams are high, in the spring of the year.
We do not have many sportsmen who come
from outside. In fact, most of the fishing
in the State of Connecticut is done a day at
a time, whereas in other New Eugland States,
where there are fishing lakes and tishing
ponds, a man spends one or more weeks, as
he can fiod time ; and the Connecticut laws
for trout fishing must necessarily be very
different from those of other States. Our
fishing is likely to be local, by people who
live within ten or fificen miles of a trout
stream, and go and tish one day.

Commissioner Hudson : I do not wish to
convey the idea that there are no ouatsiders.
There are people who come frons New York.

Commissioner Downs : They come for one
or two days, and that is all, They do not
fish in the same place for those two days ;
butin one stream one day and another
stream the next. In July or August they
go to Vermont, Maine or Canada, and put in
two weeks. Our fishing, so far as trout is
concerned, isl.cal, - A m:n goes out at the
right part of a day, and if he gets eight or
ten trout he does well,

The Chairman : What amount of money
do you estimate is brought into Maine by
tourist during the fishing and shootiog
season, Mr. Stillwel?

Commissioner Stillwell:

The Chairman: How about New Hamp-
shire, Mr. Hodge ? {

Commissioner Hodge : I/cannot speak as
to the amonnt, We consider that our fish-
ing and shooting is one of the greacest in-
ducements we can offer summer visitors. It
13 well known that the “&fhount of money
brought into New Hsmpshire by tourists
runs away into the millions every year.
This cur people all admit.

Commissioner Stilwell: I said to the
superintendent of one of our largest Maine *
ralroads, “if I shonld put some powder into
Mooschead Lake that would exterminate al
the fish, what would be the result?”’ He
replied, ““Mr. Stillwell, we should have to
stop running our road.”

He exports
deals and timber to Great Britain, giviag
employment to over 100 men in this branch,
He introduced and is the manufacturer of
the noted sugar cured salmon which is so
favorably known. He has ga'ned much ex-
perience in travelling, not only throughout
the Dominion and the United States, but
also across the Atlantic. He has had his
buildings twice burned down, and met with
an accident which laid him up for 15
months, yet by his indomitable energy and
wonderful constitution he has succeeded in
building up these large industries and
always managiog to look after his increasing
business in its various branches. M,
Mowatt is a town coun:zilor. The first of-

fishery department in the Restigouche dis-
drict was a Mowatt and the position is held
in the family to this day.

assembled to hear Mr. T. G. Marquis, B. A,
of Queen’s University, now Eaglish Master
