/'~ $20,000.000 FUND.

Dr. E M. illls Says Twentieth
Century Cffering Will Reach
That Sum.

+

Raised in Three Years—More Than
$19.000,000 Now Subseribed—
Final Annoaneement on
New Year’s Eve.

(N. Y. Herald, Dec. 22.)

Three years ago the Methodist Epis-
copal Church set out to raise
$20,000,000 for a “‘twentieth century
ithank offering fund.” The Rev. Dr.
E. M. Mills, corresponding secretary
for the fund and its executive head,
said yesterday :—

“The total amount in the fund is
now ' more than $19,000,000. At mid-
might of December 31, 1902, in Trinity
Me-nodist Episcopal Church, Spring-
field, Mass., the ‘church from which
the call for  the movement was first
issued, I am assured of the pleasure
of announeing that the last dollar of
the fund hes been raised.”

The last public statement issued by
Dr. Mills was to ‘the effect that
$18,600,000 had been raised.. When ask-
ed yesterday how much “more than
$19,000,000” the fund now contains and
on what he bases his assurance that
the entine fund will be raised by New
iYear’s eve, Dr. Mills declined to an-
swer, but said something  about not
manting to “take the edge off a de-
lightful surprise.”

“All I can say,” ‘said he, “ig that in
the Ianguage of the theologians, I
have a lively hope.”

A STORY IN FIGURES.

The figures with which Dr. Mills”’
report deals tell an interésting story.
There has been raised for educational
purposes, $7,850,768. Of “this amount,
Dr. Mills says, $600,000 has come with-
in forty-five days. More than eighty-
six Methodist Episcopal universities,
eolleges, theological seminaries, schools
and academies are beneficiaries,” Syra-
cuse University leads with gifts ag-
gregating $1,176,800, ' and pext to it
comes Ohio Wesleyan University, with
a new endowment of $1,092,806, :

GENTLES CAPTURE BY DETECTIVE
POWER

After a Long Chase the Dartmouth Man Was
Found Near Newport, Hants County.

Halifax Chronicle, Dec. 23.)

Detective Power of Halifax has succeeded
in running down and capturing W. H Gen-
tles, the Dartmouth business man who, it is
alleged, forged notes on the Union Bank of
Halifax to the amount of $7,500.

The capture was made by the detective
yesterday afternoon after a long and tire-
some chase. Just where the detective loca-
ted him is not known, but it is supposed
that Gentles was taken into custody some-
where near Newport, Hants county.

Mr. Power reached Windsor last evening
with his prisoner and placed him in the
jall there.

Chief of Police O’Sullivan received a tele-
gram ,from Mr. Power at Windsor last night
which stated that he had been successful in
capturing Gentles and that he would leave
for home on the first train in ‘the morning.
The chief expressed himeself as being greatly
pleased at the success of his trusted officer,
who he said worked strenuously ever since
the case had been placed in his hands to
bring the fugitive to justice

A CLEVER CAPTURE.

The capture of .the alleged forger was ef-
fected by no easy means, as his friends as-
sisted him in every way possible to evade the
law. Mr. Power, however, was equal to the
task and in exceedingly quick time has suc-
ceeded in runfing down his man.

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'THE ASTRAL'S WRECK.

Captain of the Tug Tells the Story
of Her Loss.

MALDEN, Dec. 19.—The awful suffering
endured by the crew of the tug Astral,
which was ‘wrecked on Mt. Desert rogk Dec.
9, has been told by Capt. Ezra C, Rood, who
was in command of the tug.

Capt. Rood reached his home on Thure-
day. His appearance does not show that
he had passed through a fearful struggle
for his life only last week. He appeared
Tugged and healthy, but there are eat
.blistered on both hands, which were badly
frozen while-he ang his crew were clinging
to the wreck of the tug.

Capt. Rood says the tug Astral had been
built ‘only a month, and was one of the
most powerful tugs ever consfructed. = The
tug was owned by the Standard 0il Com-
pany, and at the time of the wreck she was
tgwmg a; barge loaded with oil to St. John,
N. B. The tug had a crew of 18 men, and
all but one survived the t ble hardship
thtiagv endured Tuesday mornii?;‘ Dec. 9. He
saild:

‘At five in the morning the tug -went
ashore on the breakers on Mt. Desert rock.
The thermometer was nine degrees below
zero, and the wind wag blowing a gale. The
sea was too rough to lower a boat and we
were obliged to ¢ling to the wreck of the
tug for gix hours.

‘“The surf blew .over us and our clothes
were soon frozen—stiff. Our hands began to
freeze and the faces and ears of the crew
were badly frostbitten, °

‘‘The tug was washed nearer the light-
house about 11 a. m. and the water was only
three feet deep. We determined to wade
ashore when we found our messboy, Frank
Cummings, hed been frozen to death. We
caried the body aghore, and after a fearful
struggle reached the lighthouse,

‘“Fred Robbins, the hghthouse keeper, did
all he could to make us comfortable, but
we suffered fearfully for several days from
the exposure. It has been reported that the
revenue cutter, the Woodbury, had ' made
several attempts to rescue us, but we knew
nothing “about it.

“We "were finally recued after being on
Mt. Desert six days, by Capt. Sorensen of
relief by the Standard Oi] Company. Capt.
Sorensen is a brave man and risked his life
in getting us aboard the tug. 'He manned
the dory in which we were brought aboard
the tug and the heavy. seas came near
swamping the boat several times.

‘“Nearly all the members of the crew be-
long in New York and Philadelphiz and have
‘gone to their homes. The hands, feet and
. ears of most of them are frozen -and they
+ will be confied to their homes for some time,
$ but from what I have heard recently they
are not likely to lose any of their limbs.

‘“The accommodations at the lighthouse
were not sufficient for so many men and we
endured many hardships and were badly in
need of medical attendance.

“The steamer St. Croix, bound from St.
John to Boston, passed us, but evidently dia
not see our signal of distress. This was last
Thursday.””

He was born at Santa Maura, Ionian
Islands, November 30, 1821, and was the
son of Major Octavius Temple, late
governor of Sierra Leone. He was
e@ucated at Blundell’s Behool, Tiver-
ton, Devon, and in Balliol College,
Oxford, afterwards becoming a fellow
of Balliol College, on Blundell Founda-
tion, 1843. He was principal of Kneller
Hall, 1848; H. M. inspector of Train-
ing Colleges, 1856; head master of
Rugby School, 1858; Bishop of Hixter,
1869; Bishop of London, 1885, and Arch-
bishop of Canterbury in 1896. Publica-
tions: Sermons at Rugby School;
Bampton Lectures; tracts and pamph-
lets.

In 1860, Dr. Temple, who was a
chaplain to the queen, gained some
notoriety as the author of the first of
ihe “Seven KEssays and Reviews,”
which caused much controversy soon
after their appearance. At the general
election of 1868, he took an active part
in Warwickshire in support of Mr.
Gladstone’s measure for the disestab-
lishment of the Irish church, and the
premier nominated him #to the
bishopric of Exeter, an appointment
which caused considerable commotion
in clerical circles. v

It will be remembered that at the
recent coromation ceremony the arch-
bishop showed evidence of extreme
weakness and could scarcely perform
his party in the-ceremony, having at
the end, to be supported from the
abbey.

Everybody wonder-
ed how he'd do it.

Exra called for a strip of soft pine board,

& packet of sharp finish nails and an auger.
With these and a small fox terrier, which
had followed him from his home, he began
his campaign.
“0n entering a room infested with rats he
first went about and stopped every rat hole
but one with broken glass and bits of brick.
Next he sawed a square piece from his pine
board, fited it over the open rat hole, and
bored a hole in' the board so it would serve
as a continuation of the hole.

C. P. R. PENSIONS.

Outline of Scheme to Go . Into Effect
January ist.
—

The C. P. R. has recently issued a cir-
eular in which is outlined the plan of
the pension system to come into effect
at 'the beginning of the year. Under
this system all employes of the com-
pany who have complied with certain
conditions are enabled, without any
cost to themseives, to retire upon a fair
pension. i /

There are on this -division of the C.
P. R. about ten employes who have al-
ready received notice of their retire-
ment under the new system, the only
oné among them in ‘this section being

ngineer Spring.

Among the details given im the com-
pany’s circular letter are the following
paragraphs:

The office of the pension department
shall be at Montreal.

The benefits of the pension system
shall apply only to those persons who
have been required to give their entire
time to the company, or to the company
and some other railway company or
railway compamies jointly. In cases of
joint employment, and when the whole
salary is not paid by this company, the
pension to be paid by this company
shall be estimated upon the proportion
of salary or wages received from this
company. :

All officers and employees who have
attained the age of sixty-five years
shall be retired, and such of sald of-
ficers and employees who have been
ten years or longer in the company’s
service shall be pensioned.

The committee, however, shall have
power to vary the foregoing rule and
retain in the se € any employee who
has reached the age of sixty-five if in
their opinion it is in the interest of the
company to do so; provided, however,
that no employee who has reached the
age of sixty-five years without having
Served ten years continuously in the
company’s service, and who shall be
retained in the service after he attains
the age of sixty-five years, shall bé
eligible for pension allowance.

8ix months’ previous notice shall be
given to employees who are to be com-
pulsorily retired.

Retirement shall be made effective
from the first days of January or July
in each year.

The pension allowance authorized
shall be granted upon the following
basis:

ance of one per cent. of the average
monthly pay received for the ten years
preceding retirement. For instance, an
employee has been in the service for
forty years and received on an aver-
age for the last ten years fifty dollars
per month, the pension allowance
would be forty per cent. of fifty dol-
lars, or twenty dollars per month.

The acceptance of a pension allowance
does not debar a retired employee from
engaging in other business, but such
retired employee cannot so engage in
other business mor re-enter the service
of the company except with the consent
of the committee, without forfeiting his
pension allowance,

One peculiar case has already ap-
peared. A coal heaver in Falirville, who
has been in the employ of the C. ® Sodlk 1
for many years, was ordered to work
@t Bay Shore. This he refused to do,
and gave up his job rather than move.
e had only two months longer to
serve before attaining the age limit
fixed by the company and being in a
position to claim the pension. Now he
has left the service of the road and will
not dbe eligible.

“A man without capital may labor
or refuse to labor; so long as he keeps
out of the poor house.

“Capitalists have the right to com-
bine ‘capital in productive enterprises
and by lawful competition drive indi-
vidual producers and small ones out of
business. £

“Laborers and artisans have the
right to form 'unions and fight this
competition of capitalists by lawful
means.”

Here he cut his throat, inflict-
ing a horirble gash in the fleshy part
and severing the windpipe. After ly-
ing in the yard for some time he arose
and walked inte the kitchen of hig
house, falling on the floor, where he
remained for some little time.

Shortly after seven o’clock one. of
Mr. McGuiggan’s sons, on coming
downstairs, found his father lying
bleeding on the floor and at once call-
ed for assistance. - Rev. W. C. Gaynor
was notified and Drs. D. E, Berryman
and J. 8. Macaulay summoned. The
doctors dressed the gaping wound in
the man’s throat, putting a number of
stitches in it, but they are as yet un-
able to say whether he will ‘recover.

Mr. McGuiggan is a well, known
citizen, having served for come eight
or ten years on the police force. He
has alwaye been a steady worker and
is very well spoken of by his present
employers. He is about ffty-five
years of age and has a family of five
sons and one daughter. The sons are
said to have been a cause of some an-
xiety to him,

NEW YORK, Déc. 20.—Three wo-
men were perhaps fatally injured and
fifty-seven other | passengers were
bruised and badly shaken up Th a
trolly accident in Weehawlken, at mid-
night." The accident occurred at a
point where the trolley company’s
tracks cross those of the Erie railroad.
Wh the trolley car reached the
tracks the motorman stopped his car
to allow a freight train to pass. The
train consisted of nine cars, and was
moving along rapidly. The last three
cars of the train broke loose some dis-
tance east of the crossing and were
not noticed by the train crew. After
the six cars had passed by the motor-
man of the trolley car thought it was
the last of the train and started to
cross the tracks. When he got his car
in the middle of the crossing the three
frgight cars which had broken loose
from the train came rolling along, and
before he could get over the crossing
it was struck with terrific force by
the freight cars. The trolley car was
completely turned over and the pas-
sengers were thrown through the win-
dows, up against the doors and on top
of one another.

Ambu-
lances and physicians were summeoned,
and a-crowd which had collected about
the scene started to extricate those
who were caught in the wreck. The
three most serlously hurt were taken
out unconscious and the physicians di-
rected their efforts toward reviving
them. What caused the train to be-
come uncoupled is not known. The
trolley car was completely wrecked.
