HOW CANADA LOSES
Speaking of the loss the Dominion 

suffers by sending away its pulpwood to 
build up in the United States industrial 
centres which should be established here 
at home, the Pulp & Paper Magazine 
says:

“ Once upon a time, a man settled on 
some forest land in Pontiac County,
Quebec, far from other settlements. He 
grew a crop of potatoes, and in clearing 
the land for these he started a fire which 
destroyed 300,000,000 feet of pine. At 
present prices this pine would be worth 
$390,000 to the Government in stum page 
fees, $1,800,000 in lumbermen’s
and probably $1,200,000 in profit to the
limit holder; although $3,290,000 of good 
money. The crop of potatoes amounted 
to five bushels, worth at the outside less 
than $5, and that country today is a desert 
worthless for any purpose whatever!

“Canada today is letting her life 
neighbor to the South get hundreds of 
thousands of cords of pulpwood at a price 
ranging from say five to eight dollars.
These same cords of pulpwood, bring 
$30 to $50 in the shape of paper.

“ The two great national wastes which 
these two facts, so pointedly exemplify 
are taking hold of the popular mind in a 
way that will make the campaign of 
education proceed at a rapid pace.

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Granite Town Greetings 1871, our immigrants numbered 37,773. 
Ten years later, this number was in­
creased to 47,991, and in 1891 to 82,165. 
Then followed the period of world wide 
stress felt during the last decade of last 
century and in 1901 the number had 
fallen to 49,149. Since then there has 
been a continued and enormous, though 
not abnormal, increase from 49,000 in 
1901, to 300,000,in 1907. All the indica­
tions point to this continuing for the 
next seven years, and that, instead of an 
average annual influx of less than 150,- 
000 there will probably be very much 
more than 300,000. When one remember 
that immigration to the North American 
continent excyds one million and a half, 
it is, not difficult to imagine that, with 
the increased interest aroused by Canada 
in the Old World year by year an in­
creasingly larger share of this prodigious 
stream will empty on the shores of Can­
ada. At the present rate of increase the 
time is already in sight when the annual 
immigration to Canada, will be one 
million souls, and the estimate of 
Monetary Times is more likely to be 
under, than over the mark.
