A flood of criticlam, both in the Bap-
tist and Pedobaptist press in England,
has been called forth by two notable
men croesing the lines of their own de-
nominations to do service within the
limita of othex bodles. The first case is
that of Rev. A.T. Pierson, D, D., well-
known to the Ohristian public on both
sides of the Atlantic. He is & Presby-
terian. Has been known for his success
#s & pastor iy Philadelphis, and for his
great interest in Foreign Missions. As
editor of the Missionary Review of the
World, he has impressed Christian peo-
ple with his deep intevest in the work of
missions among the heathen. He was

chosen by the late Mr. Spurgeon to All
the Tabernacle pulpit while Mr. Spur.
goon went abroad to seek health. After
the death of the pastor of the Taber
nacle, Dr. Plerson was continued as sup-
ply. This gave rise to speculations
sbout his becoming permanent pastor.
At length, however, Mr. Thomas Spur-
geon returned from Australia, and took
oharge of his late father's flock. Dr.
Plerson returned to the United Btates.
Before leaving he, it appears, received
an invitation to become a somewhat
permanent supply for the Tabernacle.
On leaving he said there were great
diffioulties in the way.

This much-used, misused, and abused
term frequently meets the eye of the
reader of missionaries’ reports, and as I
have been asked several times to define
the term, I do so now. In India the
Govemor-General “tours” in much the
same way that the President of the
United States raids distant portiona of
the union. In this country, as in
Amerioa, the movement is great chiefly
in its white-wash, bunting, orations,
ovations and liquids.  The revenue col-
lector “tours” when he starta across his
district with tents, elephants, carriages
and body-guard of prons, inspecting
each hospital and police station, and
stirring up subordinates. The salt in-
spectors “tour” when they go out to
bring to justice some poor wretoh of an
illicit salt-producer. The road overseer
“tours” when he is away from his home
on duty, and so on all the way down to
the humblest official. They all have a
ocertain amount of “touring” to do. The
missionary has taken his cue from all
these, and usually reports himself as
touring all the time he is away from
his station. He may be from
village to village in his tent or boat, he
rasy be travelling to seek out new sta-
tions, or may simply be making a short
txip to an out-station.

Thomas Wallis, scoeeded to the same
office, and was pastor of the same
church until his death, which ooccurred
in 1726. His father, Mr. William
Wallis, theugh not & minister, as his
predocessors had been, ‘was s very ro-
spectable man in the town of Kettering,
and for many years a descon in the
same church of which his father and
grandiather had been pastors. Mr.
Willism Wallis died in the year 17564,
when Mr. Beeby Wallis was but twenty
years of age. From his earliest years,
ways Mr. Fuller, Beoby Wallis was under
strong convictions of truth and the im-
portance of religion. But the most re-
markable impression of this sorf was
made at the death Of his father. It was
