A few days since
this library project was discussed by a
pumber of prominent citizens snd one
advanced as his reason for not ‘aiding the
new project the peculiar tactics employed
in seizing the oid library and taking it and
its msnagement away from the men mosf
prominent in its establishment.

The history-ot the case, as he d:tailed
it is as follows:

In 1879 after the disatrous consequences
of the great fire bad been fully understood,
the following citizens decided that a library
was a necessity.

They consequently issued & circular and
gent it tojall parts of the civilized globe,
where there was a library, or a govern-
ment that would be prevailed on to ajd
them with books, or state papers.

J. Woodland, then secretary for Col.
Domville, M. P. had charge of the work
of communicating with the Vancouver
goverz ment.

The Bristish government responded
with a grant of £250, books
to that valve to be selected by
General Donville, father of the Colonel,
and the late William Eider, M. P. P. The
society for the Propogation of the Gospel
responded with a grant of £50, and books
and donations were received as free
gifts from the United States govern-
ment, Her Majasty's Treasury offices, East
India government, U. 8. Army, P. O. De-
partment, U. 8 , Religious Tract society,
Marcus Ward & Co., Smithsonian Instita-
tion, British Museum, Maine Historical
Society, Massachusetts Historical Society,
Shakers’ Society, American Academy, Arts
and Science, New York State Library,
Dean & Co., State Library, ¢Lansing,”
Shakers’ Society (Shirly Village,) William
L. Leggo, Rev. W. Hill, Shakers’ Society,

ttee ted a perpetual deed
of trust and bhad it recorded con-
veying the library into the hands of
trustee, two of whom were Mr. W.F.
Hatheway and Collector Ruel.

It was conclud:d by the city ecouncil
that the rate payers should pay a grant of
$600 to the new enterprise. Matters were
progressing at s satistactory rateand the
promise wasgood fora library of more
than modest proportions when steps were
taken to rob those who hid donme the
work of that honor that should have been
theirs.

The government of Mr; King now Judge
King paseed the ‘‘libraries act,” conveying
from th3 trustees ths work of years breaking
the trust deed, and placing the trusteeship
in the hands ot those who had very little
interest in the formation of the institution.

An entry was made but the matter
could not be charged and the men decided
that it was not always safe to invest money
on an enterprise in proj:ct while the gov-
ernment could so easily raffle them away.

In this msy be seen one reason why
public men are slow in coming to the sup-
port of the new library. There should be
some arrangement made that those who
aid the enterprise msy not be legislated
against—then the citiz :ns will readily aid
the erection of a new library building.

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BICYCLE NOT TO BLAME.

It has been demonstrated lately that the
screwed up condition of the countenance
known as the *‘bicycle face” is not at all
the result of bicycling particularly, but is
induced by any violent demand on the
muscles. An artitle on the muscular con-
traction of the face in a recent 1ssue of La
Nature illustrates this fact by presenting &
picture of a young man in the act of
jumping a hurdle. vDuring the jump”
says the article ‘‘the entire body leaves
the ground and for the time being floats
throvgh the air like a projectile. The ef-
fort of giving the impulse provokes a con-
traction of the muscles of the entire body;
the trunk and the extremities of tbe body,
torm at the moment of leaving the ground
but one rigid unit. The picture shows
the body at that t and it reprod
the full effort and the complete contraction.
As the jump was rather high the violence
of the cffort is well accentuated in the
jumpers expression he looks as it he were
in great distress, and as it hejwere about to
break into tears.

The execution this week at Missouri of
Axraur DUESTROW, for the murder of his
wife and child in St. Louis about three
years ago was simply the meting out cf
justice to a criminal whose atrocious mis-
deed demanded the extreme penalty.

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GEMS BAVE DISRASSS.
Some Precious Stones Lose Color, Fade sud
Die, Chlp and Crack.
Gems bave diseases just as men and
women dc, with this difference, that the in-
firmities of precious stones can rarely be
cured. Some gems deteriorate, grow old.
in other words, and gradually become life-
less. Poarls are most subject to this fate,
and no means have been found to restore
them to life.
Among infirmities to which precious
stenes are liable is one common to all
colored stones, that of fadiog, or losing
color when long exposed to the  light.
The ewerald, the sapphire, and the raby
suffer the least, their colors being as near-
ly permanent as colors can be, yet experi-
ments made a few years sgo in Paris and
Berhn to determine the deterioration of
colorless gems through expoawte showed
that even these suffered, a ruby which had
lain for two years in a show window being
perceptibly lighter in tint than its origina
mate, which was kept in darkness.
The caus s of the charge are not very
clear, even to expmt chemists, but it is
ev.dent that the action of the ljght on the
coloring matter of the gem effects a deter-
ioration, slow but exceedingly sure.
In the case of the garnetand top:xz the
change is more rapid thanin that of the
raby and sappbire, but thereis a curious
difference in tke result in topaz and garnet,
for while the latter grows lighter, the for-
mer appears to become cloudy and dull in
hue, losing much of the brightness charac-
teristic of a newly cut gem.
For ages the opal has had the unevitable
reputation of being the most unlucky of
gems, and it is believed that the jewelers
themselves were originally responsible for
some of the supersitious and hard luck
stories connected with it, since to the
polishers and setters it is one of the most
troublesome gems on their list.
Microtonists say that the prismatic colors
and fire of the opal are due to myriads of
minute cracks in the body of the stone, the
edges of which reflect the light at different

angels and give the hues ¢o much admired.
A store full of cracks is ltable to split avy
time, and disasters of this kind, especially
in the provess of grinding and polishing,
have occurred o often that every gem
polishing house has its store of hard luck
stories in connection with the opal.

Alter the gem is set and scld the load is
trken off the mind of the manufacturer and
and transferred to that of the wearer.
Opals that have euccessfully passed the
ordeals of grinding, polithing and setting
do not often crack atterward, but it is best
not to expose them to even moderate heat
involved by the wearer sitting in front ot
an open fire, for the opal 18 composed
principally of silicic acid, with from five to
thirteen per cent of water, a combination
which renders them very treacherous ob-
jects.

Drigks in Iindia Centuries sgo—Aunclent
Egyption Topers—Light Drinks of the
Greeks—Alexander the Great's Thirst—
Lecture om Drinks.

*In the first place,’ said Charles Pellew
in a recent lecture before the studeats of
an American university, ‘it is most
strongly impressed upon us that the use of
stimulants or narcotics has been common
to all nations of the world, so far as we
know their history. Almost all have used
alcohol ; a few, like the Mobammedans,
the North American Inoians, and the
Maoris,are ptions to the alcohol habit,
but we find that they have used opium,
tobacco, and hemp to produce approxi-
mately the same result. The idea among
them all seems to havebeen to make them-
selves comfortable, thisis, by stupefactian
to become oblivious of discomtort, physical
and mental. It seems to have been a nat.
ural need of the mankind in the e:rly
stages of civilization.

“There is plenty of material for the early
history of alchol. We find traces of it in
Chinese literature as far back as we can go.
Two or three thousand years bafore Christ
the Chinese pss:ed stringent sumptuary
laws to limit the liquor traffis. Tn India we
find, from the earliest Sanskrit writings,
that alcohol liquors and the use of liquorg
were very well known there. We find
reference to them in the Rig Veda, and the
sacred hymns contain some of the most
eloquent praises of the vine that there are
in all literatuze. There were two kinds of
liquors used in those days. Soms, an ex-
pentive and rare wine prepared for libations
to the great gods, was used sparingly for
that purpose, snd the remainder was pious-

* ly consumed by the priests snd the npper

classes. Sura, the other beverage, was s
chesp barley wine, fermented sometimes
after being mixed with honey, and bighly
intoxicating. It was used by the common
people and its use was very much frowred
upon by the priests and wealthier people
who were able to drink soma. The He-
brews had wine, both fermented and un-
fermented. The untermerted wine of the
Hebrews. of course, had to be very much
boiled down to make it keep in the clirate
of their country and it was probably used
more 8s a sweelening syrup thanas a
beversge. In fact the Hebrew word lor
unfremented wine is now frequently trans-
lated ‘honey.’ We remember that the
Bible is full of references condemning the
abusé of wine.”

“The Greeks were a temperate and ab-
stinent people. They bad. fermented
drinks made from barley, figs and dates,
snd the like, snd they hid wine. We
must rem- mber that any wine they bad
was very light, not stronger than our port
or hock. Yet they invariably drank it
mixed wih water, often mixing one part
of wine wi h fifteen of water.

The ordinary proportion was one to thres.
At feas's or dinners, when it seemed de-
sirable to go a little farther than usual, one
was appointed who thould decide the pro-
portion. 1fbe said one part of wime to
three of water he was doing very well; it
he made it two to three he wasa rather
wild young person. He who prescribed
one to one was a true sport and a very
devil of a fellow. No gentleman could
possibly drink unmixed wine. Such de-
bauchery was only the indulgence of bar-

sfter they had conquered Italy, were dis-
sipated and disreputable

«The history of alcobol must begin with
the hustory of distillation,” ssid Mr. Pel-
lew. *Pliny tells how oil of turpentine
was distilled by holding wool over boiling
turpentine until it became saturated with
the vapor, to be squeezed out afterward,
s drop at s time. Geber, two bundred
years later, tells of a siailar way of gett-
ing drinkable water from salt water. Rsy-
mond Lully, who was born in 1236, and
Arnoldus de Villa Nova described the pre-
paration and uses of alcobol. Alcohol had
no end of names. Itsuses were asa sol-
vent, for cosmetics, for buraing, anas a
preservative, and also as a medicive.
Shakespeare spoke of it, it will bs remem-
bered, as ‘Venetian strong waters.” Its
virtues were supposed to be infinite in
number. ‘It keepeth off fits of the apo-
plexy,’ one treatite says, ‘it a spoonful be
taken every morning.’ There is no
thoughtin the early seventeenth century
and before that it was an intoxicant. Pre-
vious to that time beer, mead, and kindred
drinks had been those most common among
Northern nations. After the Restoration,
toward the end of the seventeenth century
came theday ot gin. It was introduced
by the Datch wars England went gin
wild. It was in those days that the sign
made its appearance: ‘Drurk for a penny;
dead d for two pence ; and clean straw
for nothing.’ The clesa straw, of course,
was for the customer to slecp upon in the
cellsr. In1736 the Gn law was passed,
forbidding all sale of gin; it was treated
with open ridicnle There were mock
funeral processions of ‘Madame Gin;’ the
mourners were all drunk and flourished
gin bottles in their bands. When an at-
tmpt was made to enforce it druggists
eold ‘consolation’ drops and ‘cough mix-
tures.”

He told in great sorrow, of the fatal con-
test for the name ot the greatest drinker,
inaugurated at one of Alexander’s ban-
quets, when thirty or forty ofthe diners
died; Promachus the prizewinner took
down three gallons snd died in three days.

There is a
gruesome legend that kissing on the lips
was iovented by the Romans forthe de-
tection of women suspected ot drinking.

*Although at many timesin the greatast
penury, Soyder would never accept regula,
employment. I koow of one offer that was
made to him by a New York newspaper to
take charge of its cable business at a salary
of $3000 per annum. This coffer was
promptly declinad by Snyder, who said that
it involved a certain amount of routine work
which would kill him. He was then living
on about four cents a day.

At toe time I was spending most of my
earlier days in Paris there was an art stu-

dent for whom Snyder bad s particular
fondness. He has since risen to promin-
ence, but in those days the student was far
from us. re was to be a dio-

ot expediency, aud has given in bl
illustrations of his remarkable resources in
practically living without money. :
*At the beginning of the siege of Paris
Snyder had but 15 francs, yet he lived on
them throughout that long period, when
the necessities of life were sold for almost
fabulous prices. 1 asked him once how
be managed te survive on sucha small
sum, and he replied that at the time the
siege was announced he resolved to buy a
quantity of food thatno one else would
thiok of and which would sustain life for a
considerable period. Prices were so high
that there were very few articles of food
that were left to the choice of a limited
pocketbook, and he solved the problem
accurately. He bought three bottles of
olive oil on the first dsy, when hardly any
one of the Parisians thought of such an
article of diet, and from day to day pur-
chased small quantities of bread. The oil
and bread were mixed together with water
and made into a sort of soup, and on this
limited though nourishing menu Snyder
lived uatil the siege was nearly ended.
“Toward the close of the siege he be-
came extremely weary of his monotonous
diet, and resolved ona bold strike fora
change in tbe bill of fare. So he left the
city secretly and walked boldly up to s
German picket. Ol course he was brought
to & balt by the soldier. Then he explain-
ed thathe was not a Parisian, but an
American ocitizen, detained in Paris, and a
very hungry one at that. He ssked per-
mission to enter the German camp, but the
soldier told Snyder be had orders to allow
no one to pass. Convinced that Snyder
meant no mischief but was really 8 man in
need ot provender, he finally consented to
become & party to a ruse which that tertile
gentleman proposed. This was that Sny-
der was to take to his heels in the diraction
of the camp, while the soldier, as it in the
full performance of his vigilance, was to
fire his gun in the air. It was carried out
successfully, and Snyder reached the camp
in safety.
«Here he was regaled with cheese, beer,
and other good things to his heart's con-
tent by the Germans, and soon after start-
ed to return to Paris. Butbe had promised
the guard who had first arrested his bold

nasty cigarettes that are smoked by the
small youth of the present day. We have
been prompted to consult some of those
mysterious though useful books which are
described to contain ‘several thousand re-
ceipts, covering the latest, most impore
tant, and most useful discoveries in chemi-
cal technology, and their practical applica-
tion in the arts and the industries’—in
other words, those book: thatdeal with
trade dodges, and we have been rewarded
with some valaable, if not altogether en-
couraging information. Here we find var-
ious f s for the imp: t of im-
ferior qualities of tobacco and for the re-
moval of any disagreeable smell and taste
that may characterizs them. In these
interesting operations we find that the use
of the following articles is concerned : Or-
ris root, Tonquin beau, juniper berries,
coriander seeds, storax, cascarilla bark,
angelica root, cinnamon blossoms, badisne,
cloves, saltpetre, cassia, glycerine, liquorice
root, rosewood, sugar, bay leaves,

leaves, green oranges, oil ot lemon, amber,
vauilla, bergamot, nutmeg, balsam, carda-
moms, cubebs, sassafras, ai, calamus
root, &c. It is not improbable that one or
other ot the substances in this really for-
midable list, espacially if used in excess,
would, when suomitted to destructive dis-
tillation in pipe or cigarette, give rise to
volatile producta of a much more ivjurious
character than those due to the combustion
of pure ucscented tobacco.—Lancet.

AN ENGLISH OORONATION.
Some of the M—T&k are Observed at
the Ceremony
By hereditary right many persons bave
special Cignities and duites at this time.
and proceeding a coronation a special
Court of Claims is appointed to investigate
these ancient rights and privileges.
The prerogative of the lord of the Manor
of Werksop is to present a glove and to
support the sovereign's arm when bolding
the sceptre, and also to hold the cffice of
chief butler, which entitles him to receive
a cup of pure gold. The ceremony of
enthroning is called ‘lifting to the throne,’
derived from tke custom of our Anglo-
Saxon fore-fathers, who when their king
was enthroned, lifted him frem the ground.
Amongst the curious claims of service is
a certain baron to carry the great spure,
and of the Archbishop of Canterbury to
make a mess of pottage, called Dillegrout.
Certain offerings are made, among
which are an ingot of gold and an altar
pall ‘composed of ten yards of gold-barr.
ed, gold-irosted, flowered trocade lined
with rich sarsenet and with deep gold
fringe.’

The oaken chair on which the sovereign
isseated has been in use tince the time of
Edward 1I, and beneath it is the corona-
tion stone, which was conveyed to West:
minister from Scotland by Edward I.;a
wild legend declairs it to be the stone on
which Jacob laid his head when be slept at
Bethel.

The most solemn function is the anoint-
ing during which four Kuights of the Gar-
ter hold a canopy over the sovereige, while
the archbishop pours the ancinting oil with
a spoon which is the wost arcient of all the
regallia, and with which many sovereigns
have been anointed.

THE PEANUY.

Some ln:oruﬂng?;o—t: About the Great
American Luxary.

Everybody eats peanuts, and scarcely
anyone knows anything about them. The
peanut crop is one of the most profitable ot
the South. The yearly production of pea-
puts in this country is about 4,000,000
bushels of 22 pounds each, the bulk of the
crop being produced in Virginis, Georgis,
Tennessee and North Carolina. These
4.000,000 bushels constitute buta small
proportion of the peanut crop of the
world, as the exportation from Africa and
India to Europe in 1892 amounted to near-
ly 400,000,000 pounds balf of which went
to Marseilles to be made into oil.

The largest amount of the American
crop is sold by street venders, but quanti-
ties are used by oconfectioners, chocolate
manufacturers and cilmakers. Peanut oil
is used for lubricating and tor soap, and is

a good substitute for olive oil, lard, cotto-

leno and butter. The residue from oil-
making, known as **peanut cake™ in Europe
is bighly valued as a cattle todder, andis
also ground into fine flour and used as he-
man food.

The Virginia renning variety of peanut
is the typical American peanut. Its vines
are large, with spreading branches, grow-
ing flat on the ground and bearing pods
over their entire lenght. The pods a:e
large and white. There are many other
varieties grown in the other States, some
of them being upright bushes instead <f
vines.

The peanut is sorted in the factory into
four grades, the first three being sold to
venders atd the lorth to conlectioners for
making ‘burned almond’ and cheap
candies. The $10,000,000 worth of pea-
nuts America uses are not counted in the
ataple food, but are eaten at all intervals
as aluxury. The peanut is used by the

ter as a fattener of his bogs.

In the old world miliions of bushels are
made into oil. in which the nuts sre very
rich, 30 or 40 per cent. of the shelled nut
being oil. It has an agreeable taste, and
is more limpid than olive oil. Peanut oil
is used as a lighting oil, but does not give
a very bnlliant flame. The peanut cake
left after the oil is extracted is sold for
830 a ton in Germany, and fed to the
cattle and sheep. Experiments were made
in Germany on an army biscuit to be made
from ]‘)unut flour, but they were not suc-
cesaful, though the flour is most nourish-
ing.

horses they had stolen, about twenty in
number, were picketed out to feed, and one
horse was tied close to the camp.

«1 knew,'of course, that the Indians mu t
be jumped very suddenly, and short work
made of them, else they would get to their
horses and scatter, in which case they would
give us another long chase, with almost the
cortainity that some of them would get
avay.

I
should say that proper brsathing is one of
the chiet esssntials to proper living, and if
people would form the habit, especially
while out of doors, of taking deep, full
breaths through the nostrils and holding
the breath for a few seconds before ex-
pelling it, they wonld add many years to
their lives. This is a simple thing to do,
and once the habit is formed, it provas a
source of perpetual delight. I am sorry
to say, however, that mot one person
in fifty breathes properly. And yet,
without a splendid breatbing apparatus, I
doubt it the highest greatness can be ac-
hieved. Think of Gladstone, Bismarck,
Daniel Webster, and many other of the
world's giants. They all have big lungs
and strong noses. And their chances of
long life are great in proportion..

*And when it comes to the hand, the
signs.are equally clear. Inno part of the
body does a person offer such a revelation
of himselt as in the hand. Here are be-
trayed at once the infirmities and weakness-
es of either sex, and also the strong points.
The long, slender hand is considered beau-
tiful, but it indicates a degeneration from
strength, and its owner is not apt to reach
an advanced age. Narrow-headed people
ususlly have narrow hands. Thehand that
gives promise of a long life is the one with
a square, broad palm, with large joints and
short fiogers, one like this,” and Mr. Parks
took down the mold of Walt Whitman's
massive band.

Guarding a Coast by #lectricity.

A correspondent of Nature suggests that
a long coast-line may be rendéred safe to
ships in foggy weather by means of an
electric cable lying ten miles offshore, and
parallel with “the coast, in about fifty
fathoms of water. Whenever au iron ship
approached within 200 yards ot the cable,
be says, an electric detector on board the
vessel would give the alarm. In support
ot the suggestion he asserts that messages
sent along an electric cable lying on the
sea-bottom bave been read, with suitable
lpplnntul. on aship floating above the
cable.
