The presi-
dent sets forth that the proposed law
not only would insure to employes of
railroads engaged in interstate com-
merce quick adjustment of their
claims for damages, but also would
relieve the courts of a vast amount
of work and epable them to adminis-
ter judicial affairs with greater dis.

“I sincerely hope that the act will
pass,” sald the president, “I deem it
one of ‘the great steps ‘of progress to-
ward a satisfactory solution of an im-
portant phase of the controversies
between employer and employe that
has been proposed at the last two or
three decades.”

THE STRIKE

Premier Asquith Calls Miners
~and Owners to Conference
. Thursday.

Stoppage ‘of Industry Would
Inevitably Follow Coal Strike
and Government Will Seek to
Settle Difficulty.

London, - Feb, 20.—The government
tonight intervened in the coal dispute
which threatens to cause a stoppage
of work in the mines throughout the
United Kingdom, involving not less
that 300,000 miners. After the subject
had been discussed at a cabinet meet-
ing Premier Asquith addressed a let-
ter to the representatives of the coal
owners and miners, requesting them
to meet him and some of his collea-
gues at the Forelgn Office on Thurs-
day next in order to endeavor to ar-
range a basis of settlement. He add-
ed that the industrial council had ad-
vised the convening of such a meet-
ing.

The premier matos that the govern-
ment hoped that s means would be
found by direct negotiations beiween
the parties concerned to avert the dis-
aster of a national stoppage, but the
prospects that that would be achieved
before the miners’ notices of cessation
of work expired on March 1 were so
small that the government felt com-
pelled to intervene.

“There is no need for me to en-
large upon the very serious conse-
quences both to the industries of the
country and to al] classes of coal con-
sumers, which would inevitably follow
an extensive stoppage ~of the coal
trade,” adds the premier, YIf {pro-
longed, it would involve a general
stoppage of industry, and His Majes-
ty's government feel that they could
not allow such a calamity to ensue
without making every endeavor to aid
in preventing it."”

As a result of the intervention of
the government the situation in a tri
efle more hopeful tonight, although the
prospect is none too promising. Pre-
mier Asquith's action followed upon
complete failure of ‘the negotiations
conducted by the English concillation
board which has been gitting in West-
minster for several days., These ne-
gotiations reached the stage where
the owners agreed to the principle
of minimum wage, but upon condi-
tions which the miners declined to
accept. 3

On announcement of this fallure
the cabinet held a second prolonged
council with the result that the Pre-
mier has invited the disputants to
confer with the ministers. Hopes are
now centered upon the proved ability
of Sir George R. Askwith; the Board
of Trade representative, in arranging
labor difficulties, but both sides are
in an angry mood under the belief
that the dispyte must now be fought
out once for “all.

In summing up for the government
today Premier Asquith declared that
there was no truth in the statements
of the aposition that pledges had been
glven that the re-construction of the
House of Lords should precede the
Home Rule bill. The proper time for
that, he said, was obviously not before
but after the settlement of the Irish
the second chamber would be sub-
mitted during the  life time of the
present parliament, but an ideal sys-
tem of representative democratic
government would necessitate not
only the re-construction of the House
of Lords, but an alteration of the
whole basis of representation in the
House of Commons,

In the House of Commons today Col.
Seely said the additional cost of mov-
ing troops in connection with the
Rt, Hon. Winston Churchill’s Belfast
visit was £2700, adding that the right
of free speech must be safeguarded
at any cost.

Mr. Moore here interrupted the
speaker with, “There was no attack
on free speech.

Ottawa, Feb. 20.—“I am the most
abused man in Canada, but let them
abuse, I am satisfled to be judged on
my record.”

This was the greeting today of Ar-
thur Hawkes, special commissgioner of
the immigration department who ar«
rived in Ottawa this morning, after
having been away in the old country
for several weeks investigating the
situation as regards immigration to
Canada in the British Isles. Mr,
Hawkes will make his report to the
government in two weeks, Mr. Haw-
kes denied the report that he had
“beaten up” a certain fake agent just
before sailing. “I was looking for that
man,” he said. “When I found him [
told him about himself in unparlia-
mentary language, and he ran away.
There: were no blows struck. I don’t
fight with carnal weapons.”

Australia or Australasia is I)ﬂ(‘ouL\
ing a keen competitor of this country
in attracting settiers from the British
Isles, according to Mr. Hawkes, Last
year nine thousand people left Scotland
for Australasia, three times as many
as ever before, and they secured 60,
000 from the British Isles, twice as
many as ever before. “The day I ar-
rived at my home town, Maidstone, a
party of forty left for Australasia’’
said the commissioner,

Speaking of the criticisms made by
E. M. MacDonald, M. P. of Pictou, and
Dr. Clark, M. P. of Red Deer, in the
House of Commons, that he had writ-
ten despatches about himself from
England, Mr. Hawkes said: “It seems
poor policy for members of parliamént
to try and make political capital by
distorting the facts. The statements
made are absolutely uptrue. Being
not unknown as a journalist in the old
country, I was given a certain amount
of publicity, as guest of the evening at
the Plymouth Chamber of Commerce
banquet, and in other capacities. I
am willing to be judged by what ap-
peared in the old country papers, al-
ways remember this “hens cackle
when they incubate, but Hawkes
don't.”

A native of Cape Breton who had t some time
recently In Vaucouver, told The while passing
through the city on his return home, that Vancouver was
full of able bodied men, who Were unable to obtain work
of any kind. ‘There is no doubt whatever that this state-
ment is true, and unless the number of the unemployed in
Western citles decreases serious results must follow.
The Calgary News of Thursday last tells the story of a
young man, able and willing to work, but unable to find
anyone to give him employment. An investigation made
by the newspaper mentioned disclosed the fact that there
were a large number of men willing to work but were
unable to find an employer in that city. The same is
true of every city in the West. The West offers great
oppertunities to young and enterprising men, but there Is
such a thing as overloading the labor market, and the
number of men lacking technical training or business ex-
perience and without capital, who have rushed to the
West in recent years has caused a surplus of labor and
filled the streets with idle men, There is always a sur-
plus of a certain kind of labor in every city, but in the
West it has grown to an extent which threatens the peace
of more than one community,

In March, 1908, the old Government was turned out of
power and Mr. Hazen and his colleagues took their
places. 0ld methods were abandoned and a progressive
policy for the benefit of the whole people and not a select
few was adopted. The agricultural department was
galvanized into life and a genuine attempt made to im-
prove the condition of the rural population and to make
agriculture a more popular industry. The results so far
have been even better than was expected. Nothing has
heppened in New Brunswick more clearly demonstrating
the berefit of the change of Government in 1908 than
the awakening of the people to the possibilities of New
Brunswick fruit growing country. There were
many good and paying orchards scattered throughout the
different counties prior to 1908, but it was not until the
exhibition of two years ago that the people were brought
to full realization that New Brunswick might easily be-
come the leading apple growing Province of Canada if the
industry were placed upon a proper basis. The second
exhibition removed all doubts as to the magnificent pos-
sibilities of New Brunswick for apple growing and the
results from the illustration orchards under the control
of the Government as tabulated by Mr. Turney, Provincial
Hertievlturist, proved that the industry showed excellent
financial results 4o those engaged in it. The success of
apple growing was the beginning of the boom. It was
the direct result of the policy of the Provincial Goverh-
ment,

Those who have followed the political course of the
Valley  Railway long ago realized that this important
enterprise which is to open up the centre of the Province
was being used by politicians for their own benefit instead
of the benefit of the Province. All will remember how in-
dustriously Mr. Pugsley and Mr. Carvell tried to keep the
propect in the political arena, but were finally compelled
by the determined efforts of Premier Flemming to make
compromises which enabled the Provincial Government to
sign a contract for the actual construction of the railway.
Jlad it not been the sound policy of Mr. Hazen and the
determination of Mr, Flemming to secure the rights of
the people the Valley Railroad would have continued to
be the plaything of politicians and made to do duty, per-
haps, in a dozen elections still to come.

When Mr. Pugsley changed his business address from
Fredericton to Ottawa he carried with him the idea that
Courtenay Bay would ultimately have to be adopted to
meet the growing demands of the trade of Canada passing
through this port. Mr. Pugsley was sent to Ottawa by
the unanimous vote of the people of St. John and it was
expected of him that he would carry out the plans of the
people of this city to make St. John the chief winter port
of Canads. Tn 1895 the Government of Canada, at the
request of the Common Council of St. John, backed by the
influence of Messrs. Hazen and Chesley, members of Par-
limment from the city and city and county of St. John, ob-
fained a subsidy to make the winter port experiment,
twhich proved so successful that the city expended upwards
of a miilion of dollars in providing terminal facilities for
the Canadian Pacific Railway. In 1905 the Common

The same amount of energy and industry
jthat would win success in the prairie country would be
quite as well rewarded in this Province, If the young
man has been brought up to agricultural pursuits he ‘can
llnm‘nm more money growing either apples or potatoes in
8 ew Brunswick than he can by growing wheat in Manitoba
or any other Western Province, provided he works as hard
lat home as he will be compelled to in the new land. For
the artisan or city dweller the opportunities here are quite
as good as farther west Unfortunately in New Bruns-
wick we have not given sufficient attention to the estab-
lishment of industries that would furnish employment to
our young men as they go out in the world. Men of
capital have followed along the same line as many of our
agriculturists and artisans. Instead of investing at home
in industries that would furnish employment for the
natural increase in population they have been frequently
inveigled into putting their money into ventures in Mexi
co, Florida, California and many other places in the hope | g.
of greater returns. It is asserted that much of the money
invested in local industries has been lost and this is put
forward as an excuse against further investments of this
character,

The money that has been lost trying to establish in
dustries in New Brunswick is not a tithe of that which has
vanished in investments made outside the Province by
local capitalists.. A few of the schemes that have been
floated in this city by promoters from abroad have proved
profitable, but the vast majority of them have cost those
who gave up their money the full amount of the invest-
ment. There is no record in St. John of the failure of
any industry that has been established with sufficient
capital to carry on its business. In nine cases out of ten,
where failure has been the result, it is traceable to insuf-
ficient capital. It is not.good business to attempt to es-
tablish an industry with a mortgage on a portion of the
plant and practically no working capital to carry on the
business. Yet there has been more than one example
of this in St. John.

Conditions in the West Qvould indicate that the pres-
ent is not a good time for New Brunswickers to leave this
Province and that the best poliey for our young men to
pursue is to remain at home and take advantage of the
opportunities made available by the new movement to
develop the resources of the Province which is now tak-
ing place. There are opportunities here at the present
time which afford the strongest inducements to all New
Brunswickers to remain at home, Perhaps the greatest
of these are in the field of agriculture which has so long
been neglected. Let us all hope that young men of this
Province before leaving it for other parts of Canada or the
United States will at least make full inquiries into the
possibilities of the country which gave them birth before
making a decision to settle elsewhere, - New Brunswick
needs workers today more than it ever did and the best
workers we can get are the men and women who have
been born here.

THAT $10,000,000 BLUNDER.

¢

The blunders of the Laurier Administration in con-
nection with the construction of the National Transcontin-
ental and Grand Trunk Pacific are attracting a good deal
of attention in all sections of the country. The looseness
with which such an important contract was drawn is an
indication of the carless manner in which the Laurier
Government did its business. By the omission of a few
words in the legislation of 1904 the country is called upon
to pay ten million dollars to the company, the difference
between the face value of the guaranteed bonds and what
they sold for on the market. This leads the Toronto
World to remark regarding what would have happened if
the Laurier Administration had not been swept from
power, as follows:

“If the Laurier Government had been in office at the
present time the country would almost certainly have been
d-agged further into the meshes of the deal with the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway Company. The ten million dollars
(Canada has now to pay to that company as a result of the
Laurier Government’s bungling in the matter of guarantee
legislation might have been but fhe beginning of a new
financial  adventure for the advantage of the company.
Mr. German suggested that, in order to avoid further liabil-
ity of the same kind, the Government itself buy the bonds

length of their borrowing powers and that further expen-
ditures were still necessary to meet the state of growing
trade of the port, Ottawa was appealed to and as a re-
sult, Mr. Emmerson, who was then the Minister represent-
ing this Prcvince in the Cabinet, secured from the Govern-
ment a grant for the dredging for an additional wharf, the
city agreeing to erect the wharf.

Pugsley made his now famous pledge that wharves and
‘warehouses ‘would be completed at Courtenay Bay and
ready for the traffic of the Grand Trunk Pacific when it
reached St. Jobn, He made no effort to redeem that
pledge until 1911 and then was prevented from doing so

Barry's supporters challenged the
champion for a race for $2,500 a side,
offering to allow Arnst $1,250 for ex-
penses, Arnst wanted $2.500 for ex-
penses, and when the British cut the
expense money Arnst raised the
amount to $3,700, and declared also,
that being the champion, he was not
called on to go abroad to defend the
title, and that unless Barry was lib-
eral he would have to make the journ-
ey to Australia in quest of the highest
individual rowing honors.

Barry had in the meantime con-
vineced his backers that it would be
wise to allow Arnst more expenses,
land the amount was raised to $2,600,
but the champion remained obdurate
and intimated that the title will not
be disposed of at a bargain sale,
