Fredericton, March 30.—The Legis­
lature passed the first war time bud­
get without discussion this afternoon 
and before the House adjourned tonight 
more than half of the supply had been 
passed.

He would next take up the various 
special warrants which had been pass­
ed under the Audit Act during the 
past year as shown in the auditor- 
general's report These were orders 
passed! by the treasury board and It 
was one of safety provisions under 
the present audit act that there could 
not be such a chaotic state as existed 
before the present administration 
came into power and found that bills 
were being paid before the auditor- 
general ever saw them, and that often 
they were paid on the wordi of one 
member of the government without 
the others knowing of them at all.

Under the act of 1908 the accounts 
were handled in a safe and proper 
way so that the interests of the pro­
vince were protected, and that, vhen 
unforeseen expenditures occurred 
which required special grants, this 
money was available only when pas­
sed by the treasury board. The first 
of the Items which appeared was that 
for the extermination of the brown 
tall moth, for which a vote of ? 1,600 
was passed on April 24th to finish the 
work then In hand. It had been the 
policy of this government to grapple 
with the brown tail moth pest in a 
determined manner so as not to let 
it get too much headway. He believ­
ed that the good results which had 
come from expenditures for the brown 
tail moth surveys amply justified pay­
ments which had been made.

The next item was a special war­
rant for 1800 for legislative contin­
gencies. This was made necessary 
by the session of the legislature be­
ing somewhat longer than anticipated 
and thus increasing the cost of con­
tingencies in that connection.

In the matter of liquor licenses the 

actual receipts were $44,088 as against 
an estimate of $43,000 which showed 
an excess of receipts of $1,088. As he 
said last year, this was an item which

The Jordan Sanitarium.
The fact that the Jordan Memorial 

Sanitarium was a new institution made 
it rather difficult to estimate exactly 
the amount of money necessary for 
its maintenance, and thus it had be­
come necessary to pass an order to 
pay certain amounts which had been 
unforeseen in making up the estimates 
for the year. However, all knew the 
great ravages which the dreaded con­
sumption was making throughout the 
world and all realized the noble and 
good work being carried on by various 
institutions in trying to cope with the 
scourge. Now that this institution 
was do -longer new it was expected 
that the superintendent would be able 
to more closely estimate the expendi­
tures required and In this connection 
he was able to say it was expected 
that the expenses for the present yegjr’ 
could be materially ,reduced.

Roads and Bridges.
The order for $10,000 which had 

been voted on the 8th of September 
for roads and bridges was made ne­
cessary by a large expenditure ne­
cessary to repair the damage caused 
by heavy rains in the fall of 1913 and 
the exceptionally high freshets in the 
spring of 1914.

The government since its advent in­
to power in 1908 had been paying out 
as much as It felt it could spare for 
this important public service, and any 
time when the revenues came in and 
It was found that there was addition­
al money which could be expended for 
this service the administration was 
always glad to be able to give it for 
this purpose, expenditures 
been unusually heavy during the past 
few years because of the neglected 
condition In which the roads and 
bridges were found when this govern­
ment came into office.

This government's policy had been 
to try to keep up the public services 
so as to make this province such a 
country to live In as would keep the 
young people here.

But returning to Ihty 
transaction to which he was referring 
It had been a decision to purchase 
under a contract the butter for the 
institution for a long period at a price 
which was so much below market 
prices, which had since ruled, that 
the saving had been as large as he 
had mentioned. In closing this con­
tract the commissioners had bought 
butter for the first six months of this 
year as well, and had effected a large 
saving for the province.

The Teachers’ Pensions.

In passing he would like to .'ay 
that there was no Item which gave 
him any more pleasure to refer to 
than that of pensions for school teach­
ers. Just as it was necessary to pro­
vide all facilities possible for educa­
tion it was also necessary to encour­
age the teachers of the province so 
that they would have the satisfaction 
of not only knowing that they had 
been engaged In a good work during 
their active career, but that when 
the time came for their retirement 
the province shows its appreciation 
of their good services by sending a 
little gratuity to them each year.

Hon. Dr. Landry said that he and his 
colleagues had something that was 
good enough to elect them and re­
elect them In 1912, and It would be 
time. If there was any one thing

In 1906 the amount paid for printing 
was $12,042, with a total expenditure 
of $879,065, while in 1907 the expendi­
ture for printing was $18,697, with a 
total expenditure of $960,093.

In the matter of school books the 
estimated receipts were slightly less 
than last year.

Among the receipts last year was 

an item, $06,382, received from the 
Dominion in respect to the fisheries 
claim. He had seen a good deal of 
criticism regarding this matter in the 
opposition press where it was sought 
to make out that it could not properly 
be called ordinary revenue, and it 
should not be put there. He had been 
turning up the debates for the years 
1900, 1901, 1903 and 1904 when this 
claim was previously discussed1 in the 
house and Mr, Tweedie who w;;s then 
provincial secretary left no doubt as 
to where he would put it if he got it, 
for he said it would go in the ordin­
ary revenue ; that's where he would 
have put it.

went out of power, the Improvement 
that had taken place and the changed 
condition today was little short of 
phenomenal This government’s pol­
icy had been to devote all available 
funds to the Improvement of the 
great public services of the country, 
and, therefore, when there was any 
additional available funds they were, 
in almost every Instance, devoted to 
roads and bridges. That was what 
made it possible to do all the work 
which was being done to improve 
these public services.

The new steel bridge at St. John 
was a structure of which the people 
of the province should be proud. It 
was the greatest spandral arch In the 
world, he had been Informed, and It 
was pleasing to the people to note 
that this bridge was necessary, not 
because the old structure was falling 
down, but because of the increased 
traffic between east and west SL John 
was becoming so great that a new 
bridge over the Reversing Falls had 
become necessary.

Then there was the bridge over the 
SL John River at Grand Falls, which 
would be a monument to the business 
ability of this administration. It 
a creditable structure and was calcu­
lated to last for many years. It be­
came necessary because the piers 
under the old structure were being 
undermined by the great force of wat­
er passing through the gorge at that 
Point. It might have lasted for 
time, but It was feared that the struc­
ture might be taken away without any 
notice, and the government did not 
wish to jeopardise the lives of the 
people of the province when a new 
structure could be erected as well 
now as later.

The new bridge over the Miramichi 
at Newcastle was necessary, because 
another bridge, a short distance furth­
er up river, had been so long In use 
that it fell down three years ago. It 
was only reasonable that in erecting 
a new bridge a site should be select­
ed which would give immediate ac­
cess and egress for such a thriving 
and progressive town as Newcastle. 
This new bridge had therefore been 
built across the Miramichi 
from Newcastle to the populous terri­
tory Immediately opposite the town, 
thus affording communication be­
tween these districts. This was also 
to be another fine permanent struc­
ture erected In this province, and he 
believed that within a short time the 
honorable minister of public works 
would Introduce a bill to provide for 
the construction of a new steel bridge 
over the Petltcodiac River connecting 
Moncton with the prosperous territory 
in Albert county. It was planned to 
have a structure which would be 
mensurated with the rapidly growing 
and increasing business carried on 
there, so that it would last for years, 
and be able to take care of all traffic 
that would offer.

Turning to estimated expenditure. 
Altogether $60,000 was appropriated 
for agriculture, this included grants 
to exhibitions, farm settlement board 
and other purposes, and if the present 
minister of agriculture spent money 
with as excellent judgment during the 
current year as he had the lasL he had 
no doubt it would be ample for the 
purpose.

It would be noticed that $1,200 was 
put down for crown land classifica­
tion. The honorable minister of lands 
and mines would deal with this mat­
ter later in the session. For the time 
being he would say this item was to 
provide for the services of one man 
who was at present engaged in pre­
paring plans on which the work of 
classification could be carried out.

The commission to Investigate the 
crown land and other charges had en­
tailed an expenditure of $666 last year. 
Just at the present time the govern­
ment hardly knew what else had to 
be paid1, but the estimate was $4,300 
which was as near as could be judged.

Two elections held during the year 
w ould cost about $1,000 and this was 
the amount estimated for the purpose.

For fish, forest and game protec­
tion $30,000 was appropriated which 
is over $3,000 less than the expendi­
ture during past years. Lack of snow 
during the winter had made it much 
easier for the game wardens to work 
and their expenses had been consid­
erably less.

Coming to the item for interest. 
This he said was rather large, being 
$350,000 as against $270,125 last year. 
This increase in this item was princi­
pally caused by the large expenditure 
on new bridges and the addition to the 
Normal School.

CHAMPION AND CONTENDER ROUNDING INTO SHAPE FOR BIG FIGHT.The - history of the prize ring offers 
no parallel of the batUe for the world’s 
heavyweight championship in which 
Jack Johnson, and Jess Willard will 
engage next Monday at Havana. Cuba 
Big men have fought for this premier 
title of flstiana since the early days 
of the eighteenth century, but never 
through the long list of champions 
from James Figg to Jim Jeffries have 
two fighters of the physical propor­
tions of Willard and Johnson crossed 
arms in the roped arena.

Of the champions of modern times 
Corbett, Jeffries and Johnson all pass­
ed the six-foot mark, while Sullivan, 
Sharkey and Fitzsimmons were from 
one to three inches below this height 
When the negro title holder and his 
challenger step into the ring on Mon­
day, Willard will tower six feet six 
inches in the air, while Johnston "ill 
stand five and a half inches below 
him. In weight these fighters are also 
far above the ring average of the 
heavyweight class. Willard will weigh 
close to 235 pounds, which will give 
him an advantage of about twenty 
pounds over Johnson in the clinching 
and tussling which will doubtless play 
an important part in the battle.

With regard 
to America, he declared that so long 
as Great Britain enjoyed the confi­
dence which existed respecting loans 
it would not be to their advantage 
to borrow in America at present. He 
was of the opinion that the exchange 
with Russia would right itself, so soon 
as exportation from that country had 
improved by the opening of the Black 
sea ports. With regard to the ques­
tion of the Argentine, he promised 
to give it his earnest and careful at­
tention. As to France he said he 
had not heard that France 
place between 20,000,000 and 30,000,-

New York, March 30.—J. P. Mor­
gan ft Company, together with the Na­
tional City Bank and the First Nation­
al Bank, have concluded arrangements 
with the French government under 
which they will shortly make an offer­
ing to American investors of one-year 
five per cent. French treasury bonds, 
according to announcement made here 
today.

The bonds will bear date of April 1, 
and will mature April 1, 1916. Inter­
est will be payable semi-annually. The 
bonds will be offered to investors at 
99 1-2 and Interest, and will be pay­
able at the option of the holder, both 
as to principal and interest, in New 
York in dollars, or in Paris at the rate 
of 5.18 1-8 francs.

The proceeds of these bonds will be 
used for the purpose of paying for 
purchases made by the French govern­
ment in this country.

The amount of the bonds to be 
purchased has not yet been determin­
ed, but probably will not be less than 
$25,000,000 and may be as much as 
$50,000,000.

19 Water Street,The 1913 Seed Branch inquiry into 
the condition of seed grain used in 

1 Canada showed that an average of 44 
noxious and 138 common weed seeds 
were being seeded on each square rod 
of land to oats. Seed wheat and barley 
were equally foul and flax was about 
four times worse. Over 88 per cent of 
the 2065 samples of wheat, oats, bar­
ley and flax collected as being sown 
were reported cleaned with a fanning 
mill, but most of the samples showed 
that either the mills were not equip­
ped with the proper sieves or else 

not well operated. 
The remaining home-grown seed, al­
most 11 per cent., was being sown 
direct from the thresher with no 
cleaning whatever. Small, broken and 
shrunken seed In the samples also In­
dicated the failure in grading.

Cereal grains should be graded to 
remove from one-third to one-half of 
the total bulk, and most of the weed 
seeds will be removed with the screen­
ings. Some of the weed seeds are 
difficult to separate but moot of them 
oan be removed by a fanning mill. Any 
make of mill which has sufficient 
ehske, angle or elope of sieves and 
wind supply may be provided with 
suitable sieves. The top sieves should

•ERING The harbor revenues have shown a 
substantial increase during the present 
month and Commissioner Russell said 
yesterday that the revenue for March 
would be at least $7,000 ahead of the 
corresponding month last year. While 
the outward business through the port 
has increased materially the inward 
business has not been quite so great. 
It was felt, however, that while there 
had been little talk of the work this 
year still the harbor business had 
been quite satisfactory.

Commissioner Russell said there had 
been harmony between the steamship 
men and the harbor officials and the 
season had passed without any serious 
complaints being made.

The harbor revenues for March will 
be ahead of any other month in the 
history of the winter port business 
and Commissioner Russell looks for 
good business in April.

The ferry, too, will have a good 
month and the commissioner felt that 
the end of the season would show 
good record for all the departments 
under his direction.

Geneva, Switzerland, Mar. 30, via 
Paris—“I am not a hero; you will find 
them In our trenches,” said Albert, 
the King of the Belgians, at his head­
quarters in the field In an interview 
today with Edouard Chapulsat of the 
Journal De Geneve. During the con­
versation the guns of the Belgians 
and the Germans were sounding con­
stantly.

“I affirm that before the war I and 
my country observed scrupulously all 
the requirements of neutrality that 
the powers prescribed for us with a 
precision of the specifications in an 
engineering contract

“Your neutrality," said King Albert, 
referring to Switzerland, “is an act 
of sovereignty. Ours had been obli­
gatory by an agreement of the powers. 
Nevertheless, you see the result.”

At another point in the conversa­
tion, the King said': “You have an 
agency for prisoners and other insti­
tutions, but what a martyrdom has 
not this poor Geneva cross endured.”

The King* alluding- to the hardships 
which Belgium had undergone, said: 
“It Is necessary lo tell the truth about 
these things, hut It Is better to use 
moderate language because the more 
moderate so much stronger one Is.”

Further on the Belgian monarch re­

marked: "We had no ill-feeling
against Germany. We received her 
business people. We had cordial and 
courteous relations. Even at the pres­
ent moment I am at a loss to explain 
why we have been made to suffer 
what we have suffered. I can explain 
to myself still less those acts of cruel­
ty. I never could have imagined that 
the German was malevolent. On the 
contrary, I considered him as a quiet 
and domestic character. I knew many 
German». I have German blood in 
my veins. My mother was the Coun­
tess of Flanders 
Why all thes cruelties?”

The King, referring to allegations 
that by certain conversations Belgium 
had compromised her neutrality, said: 
“Once again I affirm that It is not 
true.”

His Majesty mentioned that he had 
received many letters from private 
persons in Switzerland, adding that 
he had opened one yesterday from a 
boy fifteen years of age which had 
touched him deeply.

The King wore a green dolman ov­
er his uniform, and was without any 
mark of rank or decoration. He is de­
scribed as being brown from the open 
air life, extremely simple in bearing,

When 
all the Infantry had been In we came 
away.

We have been In the trenches and 
have had the experience of having 
bullets whizzing over our heads. The 
weather here la quite bad, for Instance 
we woke up this morning with the 
ground covered with snow and still 
snowing, while now the sun is shining 
and everything is muddy. Well, we 
had a hot time the other night At 
about 10.80 p.m. I was awakened by 
the voice of our Sergeant Thompson 
which sounded like a roar saying “ev­
erybody turn out with rifle and am­
munition.’* I thought the Germans 
had got through andJ were advancing 
on our positon. He did not know 
what was up himself, only having or­
ders to turn us out at once. Well, I 
got dressed as (fast as possible, jump­
ed Into my equipment grabbed my 
rifle and slipped down the ladder 
from our “Chateau de Bum" (the name 
of our hay loft). I lost no time In 
getting to headquarters. There wee 
great excitement, but I couldn't find 
out what it was all about but every 
one thought It was a false report that 
the Germans had got through. In a 
little while a battalion of infantry was 
on the scene. It was all false, how­
ever, and everyone went back to bed 
disappointed.

Another bicyclist and I were kept 
on In case something turned up and . 
after a half hour or so, Major Powers # 
sent me to bed. We no sooner got to 
bed when Major Powers took another 
notion and sent for us to come up and 
sleep at the headquarters all night. 
Maybe we wem't disgusted. I wouldn’t 
have minded so much If there had 
been some Germans around, but when 
there was nothing doing—too bad.

Forty Casualties.
This brigade had about 40 casual­

ties in the trenches, only four or five 
being killed. One man in the first 
battalion was shot through the leg 
while getting into the trenches, and 
he said when hit, “The sons-of-guna, 
here Pve been training for six months 
and get hit before I even see them." 
Although Mr. Creighton does not men­
tion In his letter who the man was 
that was hit in the leg by the German 
bullet, it might he stated that he was 
a Mr. Mahoney, a nephew of Peter 
Mahoney of the North End.

In the letter written on the 18th of 
March and received yesterday. Private 
Creighton gives some more of the 
experiences he and his comrades are 
going through. *He says: “We are 
having a good living here. I am now 
a line man and I guess that will be 
my permanent position. We linemen 
(there are six of us) have a room in 
a house with a stove In it and cook 
stuff for ourselves, and In general are 
"Jake.” Our Job la to go out to the 
trenches at night and repair the lines 
if there is a break. Oftentimes the 
wires get broken by shell fire, and the 
report is sent In from the stations in 
the trenches. Then we go out after 
dark and mend the break. Our work 
often takes us near working parties 
who the Germans try to get by send­
ing star shells over first, which lights 
up everything as bright as day, then 
they send a volley of rifle fire down 
wherever we are, often right in the 
mud. It sure Is some sport. Spencer 
was out with us two or three nights, 
and one night a star shell lit right 
over us. Of course we dropped, but 
luckily we were near a couple of small 
bridges over a ditch and I dropped on 
one; Spencer dropped on another, 
while Lou Le Lâcheur crouched behind 
a big tree. It seemed very comical, 
and Spencer started to guff. Of course 
Lou and I could not help following 
suit, even though there was a literal 
hail of lead over us.

The weather here is great now and 
the flowers are all in bloom.”

With “our boys" from St John at 
the front letters from them in *hlch 
they speak about their trying experi­
ences are always read with the great­
est of Interest by their frlendte. That 
the St John boys are being given 
their baptism of fire Is plainly shown 
id letters recently received by H. C 
Creighton, 187 Queen street from his 
son, Private Leslie Creighton, who is 
a member of the first Canadian divis­
ion, British expeditionary forces, first 
Infantry brigade, section two, division­
al signal company. The letters are 
sent from some part of France, but of 
course the part of the country Is not 
known as the writer is not allowed to 
mention it The last letters received 
by Mr. Creighton from his son were 
sent from the front on February 26th, 
and March 18th.

Private Creighton states In his Feb­
ruary letter that he is in sound of the 
guns on the firing line and ha» hadl a 
hard and tiresome maflch to get there.

ys in part: “I like France al­
right The country is pretty and the 
people very nice. My FYench does me 
good and I can get by with quite a 
bit of it Most all the people know 
a few English words as there have 
been so many English soldiers around. 
All the matches and cigarettes are 
made by the state here and cost a 
good deal, but are not much good.

We are billeted in the loft of a barn 
and my duties have been to carry 
messages from the brigade headquar­
ters to the different battalions on a 
bicycle. We have had a long march 
of fifteen miles In full marching order 
and some of our chaps had pretty sore 
feet when we reached our destination. 
The boots we have now are English 
and are not half as comfortable as 
the Canadian issue.

The place where we are is a large 
town and has been shelled by the 
Germans, they were also here once. 
All around the place are holes In the 
houses and streets. A good many of 
the Inhabitants have left We are 

In an old hospital, an immense 
place, and are “Jake" (Jake is the 
soldier word for "alright" We have 
a large room about sixty by thirty for 
our section alone with a good coal 
stove in the centre. Bedsteads with 
straw ticks make mighty comfortable 
sleeping, too. It seems the nearer we 
get to the front the more comfortable 
it is and I only hope we don’t go back 
at all. The trenches are only a mile 
away and one can hear the artillery, 
machine guns and rifle fire very plain­
ly all the time. The infantry live in 
the city and go to the trenches for 
four days on and four days off. Some 
of the infantry (Canadian) went to 
the trenches last night to get broken 
In and we have heard that there was 
only one casualty, a chap hit by shrap­
nel In the leg.

Us fellows (signallers) have been 
here two days now and not allowed 
out of billet. I wish they would: put 
us on duty.

On our march here the French 
people gave us coffee for nothing and 
the Belgian soldier» who are all 
through the country even offered us 
their ration of soup. The grub is not 
much and the French tobacco and- cig­
arettes are also bad. As for matches, 
you can't buy them. The soldiers in 
the trenches get cigarettes and tobac­
co issued to them, but as we are not 
in the trenches yet we are without 
which Is mighty Inconvenient

A Week In the Trenches
On February 25th Private Creighton 

writes: “Well, we are back in our 
first billet again after spending a 
week in the trenches. One can hear 
a continuous roar of guns and rifle 
fire with the soud of machine gun» 
every once In a while like a trip ham­
mer. We were billeted in a town near­
by and a couple of companies of in­
