Spring Care of Breeding Sows.VALUABLE PROPERTY 
FOR SALE 9.

On many farms the breeding sows 
are, - perhaps, the most profitable 
stock. But the profit is largely de- 
pendent up the safe rearing of good- 
sized litters. * We know so well how 
much depends upon practical experi- 
ence in the safe rearing of large 
litters, that we shall not attempt to 
give minute instructions for the 
novice in such cases. It is recom- 
tended, for safety, if the whether be 
cold, to take the pigs from the sow as 
fast as they are dropped, in a warm 
basket, to a warm room, and keep 
them warm till the sow is ready to 
suckle them. When the sow is done 
farrowing, a warm bran slop, with a 
gill of boiled flaxseed stirred in, should 
bb given her.

When she has taken this, the pigs 
may be brought to her to suckle, and 
they will usually commence work 
with activity.

The sow must be fed sparingly for 
a few days, so as not to produce or 
keep up a feverish condition of the 
system. But when this danger is 
passed, she must be fed with special 
reference to a large flow of milk.

Suppose she has eight pigs to feed, 
few have considered what a draft this 
is upon her system. After they are 
ten to twelve days old, they will 
drink three pounds of milk each per 
day. This will require the sow to 
produce 24 pounds per day—as much 
as an ordinary cow. To do this, she 
must be fed on the most nutritious 
food. Two hundred pounds of oats, 
and one hundred pounds of corn, 
ground together, with one pint of 
linseed oil meal added to each day’s 
feed, the whole cooked, and given in a 
thin slop, will be as good a diet as can 
be found.—National Live-Stock Jour- 
nal.

“THE Subscriber The Poor Man’s Bird.

The duck is peculiarly the poor 
man’s bird, its hardness renders it so 
entirely independent of that care 
which fowls perpetually require ; and, 
indeed, all those classes of humble 
life who have sloppy offal of some 
sort left from their meals and who do 
not keep a pig to consume it, ducks 
are the best save-waste for them. 
Even the refuse of potatoes or any 
other vegetable will, with a little 
bran meal, satisfy a duck, which it 
thankfully accepts and, with a degree 
of good nature which it is present to 
contemplate, swallows whatever is 
presented to it and very rarely occa- 
sions trouble. Though fowls must be 
provided with a roof and decent habi- 
tation, and supplied with corn which 
is costly, the cottage garden waste 
and the snails and slugs which are 
generated there, with the kitchen 
scaps and offal, furnish the hardly 
ducks with the means of subsistence. 
And at night they require no better 
lodging than a nook in an open shed. 
If a habitation be expressly made for 
them it need not necessarily be made 
more than a few feet in height and of 
poor materials, a door is useless, unless 
to secure them from thieves.

The Farmers’ Boys.

The Massachusetts Ploughman, in 
discussing the practical instruction of 
farmers’ sons, expresses the opinion 
that in looking over a farm there is 
no more interesting portion of it than 
that assigned to the boys for a 
garden; especially is this so if the 
farmer himself takes an interest in 
his boys, and realises the importance 
of encouraging and assisting them in 
their efforts to become practical 
gardeners. Farmers too often have 
so many chores for their boys to do 
that they do not give them half time 
enough for recreation, and therefore 
no time to plant a garden of their 
own. This is all wrong. The farm- 
er’s boy should not be required to 
work any more hours than the me- 
chanic’s boy ; he should have time for 
recreation and for doing some work 
for himself. There is no better way 
to drive a boy from the farm than to 
overwork him, and there is no better 
way to keep him on the farm than to 
manifest an interest in his welfare, 
give him time for recreation, and

Exercise of the 
body tends to keep down those fatty 
excesses which gather about the 
generative system of highly fed fe- 
males, often causing barrenness when 
not so guarded against, especially in 
cattle, sheep, and swine of the heavier 
sorts ; but the male, no less than the 
female, is liable to loss of fruitfulness 
from inaction; and of all the animals, 
the herse, framed for the activity and 
labor, is one of the first to feel the 
want of sufficient exercise. Violent 
exercise is not the desideratum, but 
exercise sufficiently frequent and ex- 
tended to promote a habit of healthy 
circulation of the blood, and to give 
the blood an ample supply of oxygen, 
by the stimulated action of the lungs, 
in the open air. The fact that stal- 
lions which travel are usually surer 
sires than those kept at home, al- 
though’ the latter may have what is 
considered a fair amount of exercise, 
has been repeatedly observed in the 
principal horse breeding establish- 
ments of Europe.

The horse, essentially a locomotive 
animal, seems to need proportionately 
more exercise than the male of any 
race not formed as he is for great and 
sustained muscular activity. The 
usual amount of exercise allowed to 
stallions kept at home does not appear 
to be (as a rule) euough to place them, 
as regards sexual vigor and the num- 
ber of their progeny, upon the same 
level with stallions that constantly 
travel the road.— National Live-Stock 
Journal.

GAS FITTING 
ESTABLISHMENT.

If any one will observe when the 
cows choose to lie down in the yard 
or pasture it will be seen that they 
choose the bare ground rather than 
the sod or bedding of straw. The 
same is true of sheep. We have taken 
this hint and furnished the now stable 
with dry earth bedding. Leaves and 
straw are poor absorbents in compar- 
ison. In the pig pens dry earth has 
no equal. In very cold weather we 
add straw or leaves; but until the 
weather is very cold the animals will 
be more comfortable with a bed of 
fresh soil, or soil changed once every 
fortnight or week. In the chicken 
house we have learned its great value 
as a deoderizer. Our roosts are over 
a sloping floor, on which we occasion- 

|ally scatter dry earth. The droppings 
roll down into a pile of dry earth. 
This is turned over with a shovel each 
week or oftener, and we can say the 
chicken house is free from any offen- 
sive ardor, and the bright combs and 
glossy feathers tell of the health of 
the fowls.

Feeding Cows and Horses.

The Massachusetts Ploughman is of 
the opinion that the old practice of 
feeding cows every three hours, giving 
the last feed just before retiring at 
night, has been very generally aband- 
oned. New the most successful farm- 
ers feed only morning and night. The 
whole morning or evening feed is not 
put before them at one time, because 
experience has taught that it is best 
to put before a cow a small quantity 
at one time, adding more as soon as it 
is eaten up, 60 that the morning and 
evening meals are made up of several 
small feeds, perhaps of different 
materials. Some farmers who have 
tried this method of feeding cows 
find it better than the old way, 
without considering the fact that the 
horse and cow are entirely different 
in their physical structure, decide to 
feed their horses in the same way; 
but this is wrong, for the horse has 
not an extra stomach to store up food 
to masticate at leisure, but he has only 
a small stomach where the food is 
rapidly formed into material for 
nourishment.

Seeding.

Seed time and harvest, says the 
North Carolina Farmer, come and go, 
according to the divine promise, and 
the wise husbandman avails himself 
of all their advantages, while the 
unwise lose many of the blessings 
placed within their reach by a bene- 
ficent Creator. Seeding is an import- 
ant part of reaping. Next in im- 
portance to a proper preparation of 
the soil is proper seeding or planting. 
The best and most suitable variety of 
seed and free from noxious plants or 
weeds should always be had. Crops 
on productive soil are often damaged 
materially by planting when the land 
is too wet or too dry; if too wet the 
land bakes on the seed and they can’t 
come up, if too dry, the seed often 
sprout and perish for want of mois- 
ture. And on unproductive land 
these difficulties lessen still more the 
chances for good crops. The quan- 
tity of seed used is also a very im- 
portant consideration. More crops 
are damaged by heavy seeding than 
light. It is easier to replant corn 
and some other crops than it is to 
** thin out,” and besides, the replants 
are often needed to furnish pollen to 
fertilize the plants already growing. 
Dry and thin soil will not require or 
support half the seed that damp and 
very rich loam will, consequently 
as land depreciates in fertility seeding

Cure for Cabbage Pests.

A gentleman in West Virginia be- 
lieves that he has discovered a simple 
and effectual remedy for that abomin- 
able pest, the cabbage worm. It is so 
simple, and easily obtained, that it 
should be tried by all who are in any 
way troubled with the creature, and, 
although out of the season of growing 
cabbage, may be noted down in the 
memorandum book for reference at 
the proper time. The remedy con- 
sists in procuring smart weed, or pep. 
per weed, as it is sometimes called, 
well known to all farmers, growing 
in and about farm yards, or sometimes 
by the roadside. Take the weed 
green and dry it thoroughly, so that 
it can be reduced to powder, which 
sprinkle over the young plants, or 
when the worms begin to appear; it 
will also prevent injury from the little 
black fleas that sometimes infest the 
plant. Possibly, it the smart weed 
was boiled in water, and that sprin- 
kled on the plants, it would serve the 
same purpose.—Exchange.

In view of this then, it may be interesting 
to know Mr. Blake’s exact position on the 
question of secret societies. Mr. Blake in 
his speech in the Oommons condemned all 
secret societies. He said he believed the 
tendency of secrecy itself to be injurious; 
that it brought with it the possibility of evil; 
that it involves a certain amount of sacrifice 
of individuality and independence, and gives 
very great facilities for the misleading of 
members by designing leaders, very great 
and mischievous facilities for that purpose. 
Mr. Blake further gave it as his opinion, that 
secret societies “ are the fruitful mothers of 
malignity, misrepresentation and bigotry,” 
and a lot more to the same effect. This 
very naturally aroused the Oddfellows, and 
Mr. King, Secretary of the Ontario Grand 
Lodge, wrote Mr. Blake for an explanation, 
and Mr. Blake took it all back so far as that 
body is concerned, and didn’t mean anybody 
but the Ribbon Men and Fenian Societies. 
It will be observed in Mr. Blake’s letter, 
which we publish below, that he does not 
even mention the Orangemen, upon whom 
the attack was originally made, so the effect 
of the speech we should judge has been 
pretty generally lost, and our M. P.'s might 
as well cancel their orders for the pamphlets.

Mr. Blake’s letter to the Ontario Oddfel- 
lows was as follows:—

Ottawa, March 28th, 1881.
DEAR Sib,— I am much obliged by your 

letter of the 26th inst., in which you make 
some enquiries (very natural in view of the 
misrepresentations which have been circu­
lated) as to the bearing of my recent re- 
marks on secret societies. The most satis- 
factory reply which I can make is to enclose 
you (as I do borewith) a print of my speech, 
from which you will see what I did in fact 
say, and connection in which my different 
remarks were made. You will observe that 
speaking in the first place of secret benevo­
lent societies, such as that of which you are a 
member, I use the following language :—

“ I have never joined one, though many of 
my best friends are members of secret so- 
cieties, which are, as they profess to be, 
benevolent—secret societies that do not med­
dle with political topics—secret societies 
whose teal action, so far as one of the public 
can know, is not insistent with or does not go 
beyond the avowed purposes of their associa­
tion. But 1 believe the tendency of secracy 
itself to be injurious. I believe that it brings 
with it the possibility ef evil; I believe that 
it involves a certain amount of sacrifice of 
individuality and independence, and gives 
very great facilities for the misleading of 
members by designing leaders—very great 
and mischievous facilities for that purpose. 
That is my general proposition with refer, 
ence to secret oath-bound societies, a point on 
which, I dare say, as I said before, I am in a 
small minority ; for I suppose the vast bulk 
ef at least the Protestant members of this 
House belong to one or other of those so- 
cieties ; and I do not wish to be understood 
as saying that these mischievous tendencies 
are carried out in many of those societies, 
the operation of which, as far as I know, are 
beneficial.

I then proceeded to refer to secret so- 
cieties of a different class of which I gave as 
an instance * the Ribbon Society,” € the 
Phoenix Society,” and “ the Fenian Society,” 
and pointed out the great evils which had re­
sulted from their existence. You will see 
that it is after having discussed the evils 
which bad arisen from thia letter class of 
secret societies and exclusively with refer­
ence to quasi-political societies, that I used 
the following language —

Dr. A. C. Smith, Visiting Physician of the 
Lazeretto of Tracadie, N. B., reporta that 
there are now 23 inmates—10 males and 
13 females, three having occurred during the 
past year. He reports no fresh cases admitted 
during the yeer, and that several suspected 
cases were found, on examination, to be free 
from the disease. Dr. Smith states that all 
known cases of the disease in the district are 
new within the Lazeretto, and it is evident 
that it is fast dying out.

The New York court of appeals haa re­
cently decided that drunkoness is no excuse 
for crime and laid down the law as follows: 
" The rule is well settled that voluntary in­
toxication of one, who without provocation 
commits a homicide, although amounting to 
frenzy, does not exempt him from the same 
construction of his conduct and the same 
legal inference upon the question of intent, 
as affecting the grade of his crime which are 
applicable to a person entirely sober.”

It appears that Mr. Blake not only receded 

from the position he took in his speech, but 
that be actually misquoted his own words as 
reported in Hansard, in his reply to the 
Oddfellows. So palpable was the dishonesty 
that Mr. Woodworth, M. P. for Kings, N.8., 
felt constrained to bring the matter up in the 
House of Commons. We quote from the 
Montreal Gazette’s report :—

“Mr. Woodworth read a letter from Mr. 
Blake to J. B. King, Grand Secretary of the 
Independent Order of Oddfellows, to the 
effect that he (Mr. Blake) had in his speech 
on the Orange bill referred only to oath-bound 
secret societies, and not to secret societies 
which professed to be benevolent as well, and 
did not meddle with political affaire.

It altered 
the whole germ, pith and cast of his speech, 
it was discreditable, especially after the 
manner in which he (Mr. Blake) had called 
the hon. member for Simcoe (Mr. Tyrwhitt) 
to task last year.

education. He went thence to be assistant 
quartermaster-general at Aldershot, a position 
he held until, in 1875, the painful circum­
stances occured which compelled his retire­
ment. He is of unquestioned gallantry, 
served in the Kaffir war of 1852-63, and in 
the Crimean war, at the siege of Sebastopol. 
He was present at the desperate battle of 
the Tehernaya, and led one of the storming 
parties in the final assault on the fortress. 
He wears a medal for the Kaffir war, and 
the Crimean clasp, and the Turkish war 
medal for his more recent services.
