London, Jan. 2.—The Cape To wn ’ 
correspondent of the Daily Mail, who 
dwells upon the gravity of the posi­
tion in Cape Colony, says; “The Boer 
invaders now number 5,000. The west­
ern invasion gives the most concern. 
It .has split into two divisions, which 
are marching like the prongs of a fork 
—one by way of Sutherland towards 
Malmesburg and the other toward 
Beaufort West. The enemy are now 
ranging over immense tracts of terri­
tory, necessitating the employment of 
an army corps to deal with them.

Lord Kitchener has poured troops 
into the disturbed areas; but the fu­
gitive tactics of the Boers have to a 
large extent

NEUTRALIZED HIS PRECAU­
TIONS.

It was felt that the only means of 
excluding the raiders from the rich 
districts in the western part of the 
colony was to call out the farmers. _

Today’s telegrams promise a splen­
did response from the eastern portion, 
but the western is doubtful, not 30 
per cent of the population being re­
garded as loyal. Hence the Boer con­
centration in that direction. Letters 
are arriving heie, detailing damage 
and robbery by the invaders and be­
seeching military assistance. Any ac­
tion on the part of the colony will not 
abate the urgent need of large rein­
forcements.

NEW ELEMENT OF DANGER.
The aspect of affairs is scarcely less 

gloomy, says the Cape Town corre­
spondent of the Times, than at the 
beginning of 1900. The invading Boers 
are numerically fewer, but they have 

, penetrated further south, and their 
j presence in such centers of hostile 
| Dutch feeling as Graaf Reinet con- 
1 stitutes an element of danger which 

did not exist last January.
The proclamation calling for volun­

teers comes very late. The invaders 
have been enabled to obtain fresh 
horses.

FOURTEEN BRITISH CAPTURED. 

1 Colesburg, Cape Colony, Monday, 
Dec. 31.—Two hundred and fifty Boers 
captured fourteen men of Nesbitt’s 
Horse 50 miles southeast of Colesburg. 
The enemy, since increased to 800, has 
appeared rear Weltervreden, and is 
driving off the stock.

FIVE LOADS OF PROVISIONS 
TAKEN.

London, Jan. 1.—The details of the 
affair at the Vaal station, .briefly re­
ported by Gen. Kitchener on Dec. 29, 
show that the Boers derailed a sup­
ply train and captured five wagon- 
ioads of provisions. They set fire to 
what they could not remove. Three 
of the train’s escort were wounded 
and ten were captured, besides the 
engineer, fireman and guard. Other

troops pursued the Boers, but only 
exchanged shots with their rear 
guard, and the burghers got clear 
■with their booty.

CHASING DEWET.
London, Jan. 1.—Gen. Kitchener has 

telegraphed to the war office as fol­
lows:

"Pretoria, Jan. 1.—Gen. Knox, who 
has been following up Dewet, reports 
that he has captured some horses, five 
wagons with supp'ies, and 6,000 rounds 
■of ammunition. He has released and 
•allowed to go to their farms 76 Boer 
prisoners who were taken at Dewet's 
laager, and who were being forced to 
fight.

CAPTURED BY FRENCH.

FAILURES FOR 1900

With a Comparison Covering a Quarter of 
a Century.

New York, Jan. 2.—Failures during 
1900, according to reports to R. G. Dun 
& Co., were 10,833 in number, and $174,- 
113.2 6 in amount o' li ibilities. against 
9,393 in 189j ;or $123,132,679. Of this aggre­
gate 59 ware banks and financial con- 
erns, with $35,617,533 1 abilities, so that 
str ctly commercial failures numbered 
10,774, and were $138.495,673 In amount. As 
there were only 9,337 commercial failures 
in 1899, and the indebtedness amounted 
to $90,879.889, comparison with the preced­
ing year is extremely unfavorable.

It must be re­
membered that 1899 was phenomenally 
free ! om fi lures, nartial’y because of 
general prosperity, but more on account 
of an upward movem nt of prices that 
brought b’g profits during the ascent. 
This fundamentally dangerous condition 
of affairs made failures smaller than in 
any year since 1881. while the liabilities 
per firm in business, the proi o-tion to 
bank exchanges, and the average liabil­
ities to each failures were much smaller 
than in any year since those records 
were commenced. But. while 1899 made 
a woderful showing, the excessive in Ca­
tion of prices culminated early in 1900, 
and th re fo’lowed th" misfortunes at- 
c-ndlng an inevitable reaction and restor­
ation of normal condit ons.

In as the first governor-general of the 
federated Australian colonies, amiust 
scenes of pageantry such as never before 
had been attempted on this side of the 
world.

The rejoicing of the commonwealth

Queen Victoria sent through Colonial 
Secretary Chamberlain, and which was 
read by the Earl of Hopetoun, as fol­
lows:

“The Queen commands me to express, 
through you, to the people of Australia 
her majesty’s heartfelt interest in the 
Inauguration of the commonwealth, and 
her earnest wish that under Divine Pro­
vidence it may insure Increased pros­
perity and well-being to her loyal and 
beloved subjects in Australia.”

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The New Criminal Code.
Testerday the amendments to the 

Criminal Code, passed at last session of 
the dominion Parliament came into ef­

fet I There are a number of noteworthy 
:hu Kes, which may be briefly summar­
ises*

Under the Code, as now changed, any 
person permitting a prisoner to escape, 
while In his lawful custody, is liable 
to a year's imprisonment. Persons 
manufacturing, or selling, or exposing 
for sale, or distributing or mailing by 
post, obscene books or printed or writ­
ten objects, intended to corrupt morals, 
are liable to two years’ imprisonment. 
The same penalty is provided for any­
one who posts any letter or circular 
concerning schemes, devised or intended 
to deceive and defraud the public, or 
for the purpose of obtaining money by 
false pretenses.

Two years’ imprisonment is provided 
for the guardian who seduces his ward, 
and a similar term awaits the employ­
er 1b factory, mill, workshop, shop or 
store who seduens any girl of previ­
ously chaste character under 21 years 
of age, while in his employ. If the de­
fense of previous unchastity of the girl 
is set up, the burde^ 0f proof Is on the 
accused. i

Section 205 has been made much more 
stringent, and what is asserted to be a 
blow struck at the professional lottery- 
men by the charges that have been 
made. All lotteries are declared illegal 
except raffles for prizes of small value 
at any bazar held for I charitable or 
religious objects,for holding which per­
mission must have first been obtained 
from the mayor, reeve or other chief 
officer of the municipality.

Tramps will find it move arid more 
difficult to trespass on the property of 
others. Under the new law, they are to 
be guilty of vagrancy if they are found 
without visible means of support, wan­
dering abroad, lodging in any barn or 
outhouse, or in any deserted or unoc­
cupied dwelling! railway carriage, 
freight car or any railway building. 
It will not be so eUsy to make respect­
able needy persons vagrants, and send 
them to jail, as in the past. Such a 
person, if he has resided in the county 
where found for two years previous 
thereto, shall not be deemed a disorder­
ly person or vagrant. The intention is 
that he shall be treated as an unfortu­
nate fellow-man, and provided for in 
an industrial home or in some such hu­
mane manner. ,

For kidnapping, or forcibly seizing or 
Imprisoning, the penalty is fixed at 
seven years’ imprisonment.

The penalty for practicing, or in any 
way taking part in any form of poly­
gamy, or spiritual or plural marriages, 
is a fine of $500 and Cve years’ impri­
sonment.

The enticing away, harboring or de­
taining of any child under 14 years of 
age, with intent to deprive the parent 
or guardian of the custody of .he child, 
or with intent to steal any article on 
or about the child, is an indictable of­
fense, and renders its perpetrator liable 
to be sent to the penitentiary for seven 
years.

Goods lawfully seized by any public 
officer, in the execution of his duly, 
cannot be taken away without render­
ing the person guilty of so doing liable 
to be prosecuted as a thief.

The person who fraudulently takes 
away, or conceals, purchases or sells 
cattle which are found astray, or who 
fraudulently obliterates or alters any 
mark or brand on such cattle, or who 
without reasonable cause refuses to 
deliter up such cattle to their lawful 
owner, is liable to three years' impri- 
icnment. This is a much-needed enact­
ment, and was especially called for in 
the Northwest, where the conditions 
are such that it is necessary to put 
down cattle-stealing with a firm hand.

Another section, which is of much in­
terest in Ontario, where dog and chic­
ken stealing has been tco widely pre 
valent in recent years, provides that 
everyone who steals a dog, or any 
beast or other domestic animal, is 
guilty of an indictable offense, if the 
value of the property is over $20, and 
liable to a penalty not exceeding $50 
over and above the value of the pro­
perty stolen, or to two years’ imprison­
ment, or to both. If the value of the 
property does not exceed $20, the pun­
ishment will be a fine of $20 over and 
above the val e, or one month’s impri- 
sonm mt with hard labor. Anyone pre­
viously convicted of an offense of this 
kind, the penalty is three months’ im­
prisonment.

Burglars will have exemplary pun­
ishment meted out to them. Everyone 
who breaks into a house by night, 
with intent to commit an indictable 
offense, is liable to imprisonment for 
life, and everyone convicted of this of­
fence who, when arrested, or when he

tt will doubtless have zuoet salu­

tary effects, and may have the ten­
dency to keep burglariously Inclined 
on the southern side of the border.

Persons who conceal or remove trade 
marks from bottles or packages, with 
intent to defraud, or who traffic in such 
defaced bottles or packages, are held 
to be guilty of an indictable offense. 
Heavy penalties are provided against 
both individuals and corporations who 
may be found guilty of combining to 
lessen competition. But nothing in this 
section Is to be construed to apply to 
combinations of workmen or employes 
for their own reasonable protection as 
such workmen or employes.

Increased power is given to the jus­
tices or judge to exclude the public 
from the court room during trials of 
cases in which the justice or judge may 
be of opinion that such action would 
be In the Interests of public morals.

As there has been some dispute on 
the subject of the taking of verdicts on 
Sunday or on a holiday, the amended 
law makes it clear that no verdict is 
to be deemed invalid because It was 
brought in either on a Sunday or a 
public holiday.

Suggestions For Consideration by 
The Ontario Government.

8. Tlhe reservation of the shores and 
banks of all rivers and lakes for pub­
lic use except when necessary to be 
used for wharfs.

Private ownership of property is re­
garded by most people as necessary, 
but it is certainly, in a sense, a re­
striction on liberty. Whatever cam be 
kept in common should be, or even 
if owned by a private Individual who 
is making no use of it, there should 
be a law by which, if needed for some 
useful purpose, it could be expropri­
ated. The world was nude not for 
the monopoly of one mam. but for the 
use of ail.

We referred In a former article to 
the fact that application was once 
made to the New York State Legisla­
ture for the right to the exclusive 
navigation of the Hudson River. No 
one would now claim that it should not 
be kept in common. No one would 
now claim that the Lakes should not 
be held In common. And along the 
banks of lakes and rivers there should 
b» common property, too. If the river 
and lake are kept in common to sail 
on. or for purposes of traffic, should 
not the shores be kept for walking, 
driving, and the traffic that would in 
parts spring up? It is as pleasant to 
drive along the shores of a lake or 
river as It is to sail on it.

•It serves no good end to shut out 
the public. The sea shore between 
high and low water is common pro­
perty. Why should there be a dis­
tinction between our lakes, our In­
land seas? Why should beaches, wash­
ed up by the action of the waves be­
come the property of any man? It is 
pleasant to walk along these beaches, 
to bathe in the waters, to use them for 
boating: but everyone should by law 
have the right, and not be held a tres- 
pe«w«r. What use can ary man make 
of them who tries to fence them in? 
He may at certain seasons of the year 
selfishly enjoy the fact that he is 
keening other people from getting 
what they ought to- have, but beyond 
that he can make no use of them.

The fact is the banks of rivers and 
lakes and the beaches are natural 
public parks, and ought not to be 
alienated. There may be places where 
the requirements of business consti­
tute an exception. Wherever wharfs 
are needed, by all means have them ; 
but otherwise, in the view we take of 
it- to shut out the public from their 
tree use is as far from right as the 
tax once imposed in Scot’and. At one 
time a man was taxed for tight, ac­
cording to the number of windows he 
had in his house. One would think 
the light of the sun might be free. It 
certainly should, and equally so should 
the wqters. the shores and banks of 
our lak=e and rivers.

Nor fclho-uld the effect be forgotten. 
If kept in common, the country wou'd 
look better, as well as be better to 
live In. These suggestions shout!d be 
put Into practical effect in New On­
tario.

Boer Comforters.
“We hear a great deal,” remarks the 

London Saturday Review, ‘‘about en­
couraging the Boers. Is It likely to 
discourage the Boers and the friends 
at the Cape to 'be reminded by our 
war minister that it took France five 
years and 400,000 men to ©u'bdue Spain; 
that the first Cuban war lasted ten 
years and, the second three years; 
that the Spaniards employed an army 
of 227,000 men In the small island, and 
that the Americans are obliged to 
keep 150,000 men constantly fighting 
against the Philippines? In his eager­
ness to defend the War Office as to 
the cost and delays in the war, Mr. 
Broderick used arguments which we 
should have thought were more cal­
culated to stiffen the resistance of the 
Boers, and to put heart into their po­
litical partisans in Cape Colony, than 
Sir Robert Reid's suggestion that we 
should consider the case of the ruined 
farmers.” This is a view of excuses 
for the War Department by a journal 
that has strongly supported the atti­
tude of the British Government, which 
is well put. It is true that every 
many of the Boer fighters do not read 
speeches, and know nothing of what 
is happening outside, but there can be 
no doubt that the leaders, the inspir­
ing agents, both in the Transvaal and 
outside of it, from Kruger downwards, 
have -been careful students of public 
opinion, and have fostered continued 
resistance in hope that there would 
be either interference by one or more 
of the continental nations, or that the 
British would weary in the conflict 
and give them terms other than ab­
solute loss of independence.

The officers of the detachments sub­
sequently lunched at the ipalace, and 
there the czar toasted and thanked 
them again.

Later the czar appeared at the 
breakwater at Yalta, and hoarded a 
steamer on which the detachments 
were drawn up. After inspection of 
the troops’ quarters, the czar, by his 
own hand, presented the non-commis­
sioned officers with a military order, 
again thanked the troops for their 
services, and wished them GM-speed. 
The czar afterwards returned to Li­
vadia.

MORE HOUSES.

Prosperous Workingmen Cannot Get Shelter 
for TNuir Families.

Well, that was my case to a T. The j 
train of my gown had caught in the j 
door as the guard locked it and there 1 
I was with the prospect of sitting 
there a prisoner until we reached 
London at 10 o'clock that night. We 
called the guard to open the door just 
an inch, but all the consolation we 
could get out of him was: “Sorry 
ma'am; but it’s against regulations. 
That door can’t be unlocked till we 
get to London.”

By this time every other mortal in 
the train was in the dining-car gorg­
ing himself.

As 
for me. the sudden conviction that I 
couldn't go to dinner had brought on 
one of the severest attacks of hunger 
I had ever experienced.

HE GAVE HIM HIS CHANCE

At the present moment, writes Sir 
Walter Basant in the January Century, 
those parts of East London inhab.ted 
by the workingmen of all kinds, from 
the respectable artisan in steady em­
ployment down to the casual hand and 
the children of the street, are suffering 
from tile dearth of houses. There are 
not enough houses for the people; there 
are not enough single rooms for the 
families whiefc would gladly occupy 
them, if they could. The rents of the 
lowest tenements are going up higher 
and higher. The working people com­
pete with one another for rooms. The 
landlord has only to put up his house, or 
his rooms in his house, to the highest 
bidder. A room that used to be let for 
4 shillings a week can now command 6, 
Wnile the fine, or sum paid in taking the 
key, which was formerly a few shillings, 
now runs up to a pound, or even two.

The houseless used to be considered 
the very poorest. Among them now are 
families where the head is in good work. 
They are houseless because there are no 
houses for them. The vast increase in 
population has a good deal to do with 
this. For instance, the outlying suburb 
of East Ham, twenty years ago a mere 
hamlet with a few houses and an old 
church in the fields, now numbers 90,000 
people, all of the working class; while 
Its neighbor. West Ham, which twenty 
years ago consisted of two or three scat­
tered hamlets, is now a great town of 
270,000 people, all of the working class.

THE PICKLES TEST FOR MUMPS.

But the force of the health department 
Is small, and sometimes there is no doc­
tor in the office for an hour at a time. 
This works a hardship on mothers wait­
ing with their rhi'dren, and Dr. Carlin 
yesterday bethought himself of the magic 
touchstone by which Miss Moitié Curri- 
gan, guard'an of the outer office, might 
herself test the applicants.

“Pickles are the thing,” said Dr. Carlin. 
“If a person with the s’iehtest trace of 
inflammation in the thyroid g’ands takes 
a bite of anything sharply sour, the face 
is Instantly contorted. In extreme cases 
the pain Is Intense.”

So a bottle of mixed pickles was added 
to the pharmacopoeia of the office.
