A Great Investigator,

Ald. Richter, who in his three-years’
‘erm has worked comstantly to have
the control of the city centralized, and
who has been invesilgating the best
means to be adopled; has-advancea (he
Yoard of control bylaw as the best
means of bringing business-like ad-

ministration into the conduct of
city’s affairs.

Ald. Richter believes that there are
many benefits to be derived from the
inauguration of such a system, and in
an interview with The,K Advertiser he
outlined some of the advantages.

“At the present time the council is
not in direct touch with the affairs of
the city,” he said. “There should be
some means of centralizing the control
in a body of intelllgent men, so that
each of those men would have at his
fingers’ ends the whole affairs of the
city., The idea would be to secure the
best businessmen the city has, and the
vearly remuneration allowed—-$1,600—
would pay these men something for
their time, just as they would be paid
if acting as directors of a company.
They would have charge of practically
everything that concerng the city.

C. P. R. WILL DOUBLE TRACK

FROM LONDON

TO WOODSTOCK

{mportant Work Will Be Under-
taken by Big Railway in
the Spring.

The C. P. R. will double track their
fine from London to Woodstock in
the spring. This announcement was
made to The Advertiser today by an
enginecr in close touch with the oper-
ations of the company. The right-of-
way for the additional track has been
lald out, and everything made ready
for the commencement of construction
work as soon as spring opens, The
traffic from this city eastward has be-
come so heavy of late that the C. P.
R, find it impossible to handle it with-
out the additional trackage.

Among railwaymen, this is taken as
the first step towards double tracking

the whole system from London to To-
ronto. This may be followed later by
a two-track line to Windsor,

To Escape Grades.

There is a rumor in circulation also
that the C. P. R, will bring  their
through freights east into London by
a line to be built north of the city in
order to escape the heavy grades
through the city. At the present time,
al] freights have to be helped up the
grades here, at considerable expense,
and it is stated that the line can be
hrought in from the north much cheap-
er than by separating the grades in-
side the city limits. The line would
join the maln line just east of Quebec
street.

Other big plans are in hand, Jut
they have not been made public as yet.
It is quite certain, however, that the
C. P, R. divisional shops would not be

transferred from IL.ondon to ‘Wood-
stock,

TWO DIVISIONAL COURTS
OF APPELLATE DIVISION

Personne! of the Second Court
Announced by Ontario

Government.

Toronto, Dec, 17.—The appearance
of the circuit lists today giveg the

legal profession the first definite news
as to the personnel of the second di-
vislonal] court of the new appellate
division of the supreme court, under
the law reform act which comesg into
offect on Jan. 1, 1913. Under the,sta-
tute there will bg two dlvisional courts
of the appellate division. The first
dfvisional court will be the old court
of appeal, being composed of Chief
Justice Meredith, with Justices Gar-
w, McLaren, Magee and Hodgins.

The mecond divisional court, which
hold office for one year, will be
osed of Chief Jusgice Mulock,

the judgeg of the Ontario supreme
court will meet to select the judges
who will act as judges of the second
divistonal court for the ensuing year.

The fact that the judges of the
second divisional court will not have
to go out on circuit during their ten-
ure of office and that they will not
have to act in weekly court disposes
1o a certain extent of the surgestion
that the court will lack permanence.
In the case of the first divisional court
the personnel is as permanent as in
the old court of appeal,

only three ccpies will be required for
the flve judges.

ARE FARMERS
HOLDING BACK
THEIR POULTRY?

Deslers Claim Sons of the Soil
Are Looking For Large
Price at Christmas

BIRDS WILL LIKELY
BE LITTLE HIGHER

From 21 to 22 Cents a Pound
Paid For Dre:sed Birds
on Square ‘Today. -

There was considerable difference in
the opinions of the farmers and prod-
uce dealers on the local market today
in regard to the prices of poultry that
will prevall at the Christmas markets
on Saturday and Tuesday.

Several of the farmers said that the
prices would not be any lower than at
present, and perhaps they might ad-
vance 1 or 2 cents per pound for
dressed pouliry.

The supply has been almost exhaust-
ed by the shippers, who bought up a
large portion of it two or three weeks
ago for the demand in the Northwest.
The dealers state, however, that the
farmers are holding back until Christ-
mags in order to get better prices,

Looking for Long Prices.

“The farmers are undoubtedly hold-
ing back until Thursday, Saturday and
Tuesday,” was the opinion of one deal-
er. “On those days you will see a
much larger-sized offering than any
day to date, and I expect the prices
will be somewhat easier. Another
dealer thought that the farmers had a
fair supply on hand, but that the de-
mand of the citizens would be such
that the prices wouldg not change.

“I think that the prices prevailing
today will be the ones that the ma-
jority of sales. will be made at ou Sat-
urday. The turkeys especially will be
about the same, about 21 and 22 cents
per pound for dressed birds.”

A lady from Delaware who lag a
large supply of turkeys thig morning,
and who was selling them at 22 cents
per pound, said ‘that she was of the
opinion that the prices at Christmas
would be 1 or 2 cents higher than those
prevailing at present.

Demand From the West.

“There have b€en so many more tur-
keys shipped to the west this season
that the demand can hardly be satis-
fied with the supply in this district.
The prices this year are g few cents
higher than those which prevailed last
year, but this is due to the higher cost
of meat. All the different kinds of meat
are higher this season, and the cost of
poultry changes with the cost of meat.
I think that the prices on Saturday and
Tuesday will be 23 and 24 cents per
pound. In our neighborhood the supply
of turkeys was about the average, but
the buyers representing the blg ship-
pers have made great inroads on the
supply for the London market., I do
not think the farmers are holding back
ag the price pald by the shippers was
a very good one, and to dispose of the
turkeys in this manner is considerably
easier for the farmers than bringing
them into market.”

UP ON WEDNESDAY NEXT

Ald. Spittal Is Confident That
Pottersburg and Ealing
V/ill Be Taken In.

The annexation of Pottershurg and
Ealing will be finally settled by the
Ontario Railway and Municipal Board
in Toronto on Wednesday. Word has
been received here today that the final
disposition of the petitions will be
made at that time,

As a result, a batch of affidavits
were forwarded to Toronto to be pre-

sented to the board. These docu-
ments are from property-owners whose
names are not on the assessment rolils,
but who have been owners of land in
these suburbs for some time.

Ald. Spittal, chairman of the manu-
facturers’ committee, is confident that
the results will be favorable,

“I feel quite confident that annex-
ation will be consummated on Wed-
nesday afternoon,” declared Ald. Spit-
tal. ‘“The bad condition of the assess-
ment rolls of L.ondon Township is not
our fault, and I think we can show a
clear majority of the property-owners
of the sectiong named in favor of an-
nexation.”

NEW CARTAGE TARIFFS
SET BY COMMISSION

Fifty Cents Per Ton and 15¢
for “Smalls” at Points Qutside
Montreal and Toronto.

Ottawa, Dec. 17.—New cartage tariffs
of 50 cents per ton, and 15 cents for
packages known as ‘‘smallg’”” were today
fixed by the rallway commission at the
conclusion of ths hearing of the appli-
cation of the railways to issue tariffs of
60 cents per ton, and 20 cents for smalls
at Toronto, Hamilton and Montreal, and
50 ceuts per ton, and 15 cents for smalils
at other points,

The shippers made a compromise offer
of 556 cents on some classes, and 46c on
others of freight, and 15 cents on smalls,
so the decision splits the difference.

PEACE CONFERENCE
STRIKES A SNAG

Hitch Over Absence of Greece’s
Signature to Armistice
Proctocol.

REFERRED TO THE GOVTS.

Turkish Plenipotentiaries Not Author-
ized To Recognize the Hellenic
Delegates.

[Canadian Press.]
London, Dec. 17.—An obstacle was
encountered early today by the pleni-

potentiaries of the Balkan allies and
of the Ottoman Empire, who are gath-
ered here with the object of bringing
about peace. The absence of Greece's
signature to the armistice protocol was
the cause of the hitch in the proceed-
ings and the delegateg found it neces-
sary to adjourn without effecting any
real business. They will not meet
again until late on Thursday afternoon,
and in the meantime will communicate
with their home governments. After
their adjournment Dr, S, Daneff, the
ieader of the Bulgarian delegation, and
the president of today’s meeting of
the conference, confirmed the report
that the guestion of the protocol had
been under discussion without a deci-
sion being reached.

It is understood that the powers of
the Turkish plenipotentiaries do not
authorize them to recognize the Hel-
lenic delegates unless Greece signs the
armistice, and therefore they were
obliged to refer the matter to Con-
stantinople before proceeding with the
conference,

The Greeks refused to sign the pro-
tocol when invited to do so this morn-
ing, pointing out that it would make
no practical difference, as the allies
were not at present at war,

Mr. Leech was rendered unconscious
when struck repeatedly on the head
and face with aa oak barrel stave,
but later recovered, and while greatly
weakened by a profuse flow of blood
frcm his wounds, was able to
his way to the ‘office of Dr.

Mr. Frank Forristal, a member of
the firm, wag notified of the occur-
rence after Mr. I.eech recovered from
his comatose and he in turn
communicated wiih the police short-
ly befcre midnight.

Mr. Leech did not see his assailant
and knows nothing of what transpired
after he was felled.

He was proceeding about his duties
a8 usual and between ten and eleven
o'clock entered what is known ag the
fire-hold in which the boilers are
located, He was in the act of stoking,
and had seen no person previously,
when a man's foot and leg appeared
at the corner of a projection.

Before the watchman could turn he
wag dealt a heavy Dblow, not a word
being spoken. The blow struck him in
the face and otherg following over
his head inflicted deep scalp wounds
that bled profusely.

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“TEN YEARS IS
NOT SO LONG”
SAID PRISONER

Joseph H. Davies Given Stift
Sentence for Robbing a ~
Farmer at Crumlin.

WAS PAROLED ONLY
FOUR MONTHS AGQ

Asked Judge Macbeth To Be
Lenient But His Honor
Scored the Robber.

Joseph H. Davies, who was parolea
some four months ago from the same
institution, was this morning sentenced
to a term of ten years in Kingston
Penitentiary by Judge Macbeth on a
charge of robbing William Wilkinson
of $1756 on Nov. 16, The crime, it will
be remembered, was committed in Wil-
kinson’s barn, a few miles east of
Crumlin on the Governor's road, late
one Saturday night. Wilkinson was
badly beaten by his assailant, but dur-
ing the struggle managed to recognize
him as Davies. The information was
laid on Monday afternoon, and Davies
was arrested early Tuesday morning by
High Constable Hughes,

At the trial the erown produced evi-
dence that clearly showed that Davies
was the robber, and the jury after be-
ing out slightly over an hour returned
a verdict of guilty. Sentence was
postponed at that time until this
morning, as the authorities wished to
Ra\'c Davies examined as to hig sans

Vs

Prisoner Sentenced.

This morning Davies was asked bhy
the judge iIf he had anything to say,
and in reply stated that he had been
sentenced four years ago to a term of
five years at Kingston, and he thought
that the sentence had been too severe,
and so asked the court to be ag leni-
ent as possible,

Judge Macheth stated that he had
not intended to refer to the crime for
which Davies had been p.eviously
sentenced, hut as the prisoner had
mentioned it, he would also refer {o
the robbery.

“You were tried then on a charge of
stealing grain from two farmers in the
neighborhood of Birr,” said his honor,
“and at your trial you offered a de-
fence which was the most shameless
that had ever been brought to my no-
tice, You had the impudence to take
the stand and swear to a string of
tfalsehoods. For the crime you have
been found guilty of you are llable to
be sentenced to life imprisonmént, and
also the lash,

Will Not Bs Flogged.

“T don’'t ‘know -but what a flogging
would be the best deterrent in this
case, 1 intend, however, to inflict only
the punishment of imprisonmexnt. At
first I was uncertain as to whether you
were in your right mind or not, 2t
now I am fully satisfied that the crime
was carefully planned. I think that
you are a very dangerous character to
be at large and am morally certain
that your were guilty of more robberles
at the time of yGur previous convice
tion than you were tried on, and have
decided to put you away and keep you
away from the community for a long
time. This offence, of which you were:
found guilty, was carefully planned.
You knew Wilkinson, having worked
for him. You knew he lived alone, and
what time he generally returned to his
home, and you also knew that he was
not a strong ma:. physically, so I sen-
tence you to ten years in the penitenr
tiary.”

Not Very Long.

Davies said nothing at the time, and
for a moment he forgot to smile in the
way he has been accustomed to every
time he hag appeared since arrested.
On the way to his cell, he remarked
that “ten years is not so very long.”

Judge Macbheth also decided that the
overcoat that Davies bought ghould be
given to Mr. Wilkinson, along with the
money recovered from Mrs. Davies,
but that the clotheg purchased by Mra
Davies should be retained by her,

Warren Blinn, of the firm of Blinn
Bros., of Richmond street, and Wil-
liam Fitsail, another merchant, who
operates a store at Richmond street
and Central avenue, were each con-
victed of gelling liquor without
licenses by Police Magistrate J. C.

~ DECLARES BONAR LAW

Unionist Leader Says Colonies
Will Be Asked to Confer

on Imperial Preference.

London, Dec, 1. — The speech of
Andrew Bonar Law, the Unionist lead-
er in the House of Commons, deliver-
ed tonight at Ashton-under-Lyne,

was eagerly awalted by the British
people to clear up the Unlonist posi-
tion on food taxation, On thig point
Mr. Law declared:

“We do not propose, if ret@rned to
power, to impose food taxes. We
propose to summon a conference of
the colonies to consider 'with them
whether a system of imperial prefer-
ence {s practicable, and what steps
are necessary to secure it.

“All we ask is the authority to en-
ter these negotiationg with the power
to impose food duties of a strictly
limiteq range and extent. The details
will - depend on the results of the
negotiations with the colonies.”

COAL TRAIN HITS CAR
AT STREET CROSSING

Half Dozen Killed in Disastrous
Accident on Lake Shore
at Ashtabula. :

[Canadian Press.]

Ashtabula, Ohio, Dec. 17. — The
bodies of six women have been takenm
from the wreckage of a stireet car
which was struck at the Centre street
crossing here last night by a northe
bound ILake Shore and Michigan
Southern coal train, Under the wreck-
age of twenty loaded coal cars are
thought to be the bodies of three more
women and one man. None of the
five injured was in a serious condition
early today. The buckling of a train
caused the coal cars to pile up to a
height of nearly forty feet over -the
wreckage of the street car. Witnesses
of the accident say that the gates of
the crossing were not lowered, al-
though Conductor Mullen, of the car,
was on the track, frantically signalling
Motorman McCutcheon to stop. Ene
gineer D. E. O'Connor and Fireman
Herchberger, both of Erie, Pa. jump-
ed from their engine after setting the
brakes, and neither was injured, The
impetus of the heavily-loaded coal
cars pushed the engine on, and pore-
tlons of a residence, a warehouse, and
a store, near the crossing, were de=
molished. Railroad officials say that it
will take many hours’ work to remove
the pile of over 10,000 tons of coai,
which is thought to cover the bodies
of four more victims.

8IR RICHARD CARTWRIGHT ON
OUR REPRESENTATIVE
SYSTEM.

In his Jjust published “Remin-
{scences,” the late Sir Richard Cart-
wright is rather hard on our present
representative system of government.
Many years before his death he had
felt dissat!sfaction with the under-
representation of large minorities, as
things are, ang in the last year of his
life he made at a dinner in Toronto a
widely-noticed pronouncement in favor
of a more proportional system.

In the “Reminiscences” he says;

“We English-speaking peoples have
made a fetish of our present system
and appear to think that if you will
only cut up a country or a province,
into equal divisions, and give every
man, wise or ignorant, rich or poor,
the right te vote, you have devised

a machine which will give you auto-

madtically a perfect representation."

Sir Richard pointg out that in 1878,
the vear marked with black in the Lib-
eral calendar, a year initiating eighteen
years of opposition for the Liberal
party, and of growing stagnation and
exodus for Canada, the Conservatives
bad only 7,000 majority in Ontario of
the popular vote, while they got 59
seats to the Liberals’ 29. In the fol-

These close elections of 1882 and
{887 gave Sir John Macdonald 14 to 18
majority of the Ontario constituencies;
in 1891, he got 48 to 44, though only &
minority of the electors was behind
him. After 1881, of course, the gerry-
mander was working, along with other
patent election devices of the old re-
gime, to aggravaie the vagaries of the
representative system.

Sir Richard does not stop at ghow-
ing how the system hasg worked against
the Liberals. It was even more unfair
to Conservatives in the Dominion elec-
tion of 1904, as regards Nova Scotia.
There 48,000 votes were polled for Lib-
eral candidates, 40,000 for

the Conservatives, but the Liberals got

all 18 seats.

Sir Richard did not advocate an out
ang out proportional system as the
remedy for such anomalies, recogniz-
ing that governments would ordinar-
1ly have an insufficient majority to
carry on the administration. He pro-
poses metely to do away with some of
the more glaring anomalies, as they ap-
pear in our present system,
ffie complexion of parties in the Com-
mons more nearly into harmony,
though not exact harmony, with the
numerical conditions of the constituen-
cies. His methogd is to group our. small
constituen~ies by twos and threes into
larger ridings, represented in Parlia-
ment by two or three ac-
cording to the vote.

A more proportional with
hrger ridings, will, as Sir Richard
Cartwright thinks, operate to bring out
candidates of ~“greater independence
and ability, it being known that in a
group constituéncy a man has a chance
to get in even without a majority that
is often determined by local
ijssues. Under the present system a few
votes, a percentage of them +venal,
are apt to change the balance of party
power in the constituency and in the
country. The machine has to go after
these “independent”’ votes with might
and main, The party with the less ef-
ficient machine overwhelmed at election
after election by omly a narrow margin,
of the popular vote, grows discouraged,
of its best men refuse to
run to more or less certain defeat.

As for the proportional scheme, Sir
Richard is free to admit its tendency
to bring about deadlocks, But the ad-
vantages would outweigh the disadvan-
tages. For one thing, a government
would be more inclined to bring down
legislation? to meet the will of Par-
liament, knowing its hold to be more
precarious. A mechanical majority
could not always be depeénded on to

Centralization of authority and bet-
ter business administration are prom-
ised by the advocates of a board of
control. The proposal is to apply to
the city the system practiced by —any
rani or mercanttle house, While each
department may be separated in so far
as operation is concerned, responsibil-
ity should be to the board of directors,
or one governing body.

The establishment of a board of con-
trol in London would not mean the
abolftion of the aldermanic form of
government, The council would be
retained, though it would probably be
reduced. All resolutions of the board
of contgpl would be considered at
council meetings comprised of the
aldermen, the mayor and the board of
control. Each member would have
an equal voting right,

The hward of conirol members would
consider all the business of the city
relating to the expenditure of moneys.
They would revise the estimates and
pass on all contracts and tenders;
they would have direet charge of all
servants of the city, and would have
the ipower of appointment or dismissal;
they would deal with all bylaws to be
submitted to the people. With tenders
and other money matters there would
have to be a two-thirds vote “of the
counci] before any board of control
recommendation could be made of no
effect. For instance, if the board of
control recommended the awarding of
a certaln contract, the council could
not change this decision in order to
accept a higher tender without a two-
thirds vete,

Another feature of the board of con-
trol idea would be the centralizing of
the work distributed among a number
of municipal bodies. At the present
time, for instance, the water commis-
sion is able to undertake public works
without any direction from the engin-
eering department of the city. If the
city desires to repair or pave a street,
the commissionersg may or may not or-
der its men to lay water pipes in or-
der- that the city may not be held up.

members of the council of which I have
been a member have agreed.

“The four members of the board of
control would have everything to do
with the estimates for the year, They
would look after all contracts and ten-
ders, and they would have direct con-
trol of the different departments, with
the power to appoint or dismiss any
employee. The counci] could not, ex-
cept on a two-thirds vote, raise the
amount of any contract named by the
board of control

Friends at Court.

“At the present * time a contractor
may have a friend on the council and
may manage to get more money than
he deserves, or shoulq be given, from:
the city council. The board of con-
trol would be, or should ke, of such a
calibre as to check all this sort of
thing. It would minimize the danger
of graft, from which I am not sure our
city hag been free.

“TPhe board of contrel would endea-
vor to centralize authority among the
employees of the city. My own idea,
is decidedly for a head eangineer, in
charge of the city engineer's depart-
ment, the waterworks, the electrical
department, and every other. Let me
point out the extreme folly of having
everything in the city done in a piece-
meal fashion, as at the present time.”

Two Disgraceful Streets.

“Clitizens remember what a disgrace
to the city Stanley street was this
yvear. For months it was a positive
danger to life and limb, and in ad4l-
tion a bad advertisement for the city.
The city engineer wag ready to go
ahead with the work of fixing the
street, but the water commissioners
delayed the laying of pipes practically
all summer. Threats or appeals had
no effect. The same state of affairs was
prevalent along the north side of Cen-
tral avenue, where a deep ditch was al-
lowed by the water commissionerg to
remain open, with great piles of sand
along the curb, for many weeks. The
city engineer got the blame, but it was
not his fault.

“A head engineer—and he would not
increase the cost, but reduce it maters.
ially, with the rearrangement I have
in mind—would have had these streetis
put in shape in no time, but when two
departmentg are working at cross pur-
poses, the city is, to use a slang term.
‘the goat.! Thig board of contrel could
absorb the duties of the water com-
mission with no great difficaity, and
the citv would benefit.

The Geod Rouds Problem,

“The board of control is the right
sort of body to take up the problem
of good roads. I have been investiga-
ing that problem for several years,
of good roads, I have been investigat-
and I can assure citizeng that we can
have good roads at reasonable cost as
soon as the machinery is put into
shape, and as soon as we start to con-
duct our city on businesslike princi-
ples. We ‘need to seal up our streets
and later on I would be glad to out-
line my idea. It cannot be done in a
day, bitt in five years with proper con-
trol we should he able to be on our
way to an era of the finest streets in
the country.

“There are other benefits to accrue
from a board of contrel.

Delicate Apple Salad.
Ingredients (for each helping):
Half of any white, juicy apple.

One tablespoonful of finely-minced
celery heart,

One walnut meat shredded.

Dressing as needead.

Method—This is practicdally the
popular Wauldorf salad, but prepared
more daintily than usual, as the apples
are shredded instead of mincing them.
Mix the boiled dressing with thick
C€ream, preferrably whipped. Have all
other ingredients ready before preparing
apples, as they turn dark if allowed to
stand.

Coroner’s Jury Investigating Tragedy Says Evidence Points to
Husband as One Who Committed Crime——Accused
Questions His Son on the Stand.

Tlesherton, Dec. 16.—The jury in-
vestigatin the death of Mrs., Hannah
Lucille Love, whose murdered body
was found in the cellar of her home
by her husband after she had been
missing for three days, returned this
verdict tomight:

“That Mrs. Hannah L.ove was mur-
dered on Monday night, and that the
evidence points strongly to Henry Love

as the murderer.”

A new interest was given the case
by the crown putting in as an ex-
hibit a large butcher knife, which, It
is believed by the officials, was used
to inflict the fatal wounds. This
knife was sald to have been found in
the l.ove home, and according to
the evidence of the two physicians
who performed the =zautopsy the
wounds could have been ¢asily in-
flicted with it.

Son Against Father.

The feature of the session Was the
dramatic accusation by Love that his
son Arnel had conspired with Pro-
vincial Inspector Reburn to send him
(Love) to the gallows. Although rep-
resented by Willilam H. wright, of
Owen Sound, Love requested that he

be allowed to question his son as the
latter concluded his evidence. He
asked the lad point blank if he was
not lying, and on being answered In
the negative then accused the witness
of allowing the inspector to secure
false statement with a view of con-
victing him on the murder charge.
After being told by his son that this
was also untrue the prisoner then de-
clared that Inspector Reburn secured

Council of 1912 Sends Over
to 1913 Report on Condition
of the Cement Walks.

ALD. BENNETT OBJECTED

Wanted the Matter Dealt With at Once
—Last Regular Meeting of
Council of 1912,

The investigation into the condition
bt the sidewalks laid this vear -was
gent on as a legaey to the council of
1913 by the council of 1912, at the last
regular meeting of the latter body, held
Monday evening, in spite of the pro-
testg of Ald. Bennett,-who wanted to
- know why the board of works had not
“dealt more effectively with this serious
problem. . A recommendation wag for-
‘warded to the incoming aidermen that
the question” be dealt with in a proper
manner,

The board of works, in their report,
submitted 5 statement from City kn-
&ineer Brazier on the question, He con-
demned some walks on William, Col-
borne, Adelaide and Emery streets,
laid in 1907, and on which the guaran-
tee expires this year, and recommend-
ed that City Solicitor Meredith prepare
the necessary notices to the contractors
to repair them., Three were laid by
Contractor Anthistle, and the other by
the Silica-Barytic Company, of Inger-
8oll. As for the walks on Dundas and
Richmond streets, they were undoubt-
edly bad, but he had been unable to
properly investigate, owing to the frost
and the pressure of work. Mr, Brazler
asked for instructions.

Not Satisfactory,

“This ig not at all satisfactory to
me,” declared Ald. Bennett. “There is
Nno question in the mindg of any citi-
zen that these walks were badly laid,
and that the city wasg not given a
gquare deal. We all knew this some
time ago, after a committee of this
council haq gone over them, and in-
spected them. These walks were laid
under our authority, and we should
have geen to it that they were properly
constructed before sending them ag a
legacy to the incoming council. This
was our work, We were acquainted
with all the facts. We should have seen
to it that the walks were made good.
This is one of the difficulties with mu-
nicipal management. We keep passing
things on from year to year, and ag a
result the contractors have been get-
ting the best of this city for years. I
do not think this a proper way of do-
ing business. We should have eleaned
up this scandal, and that before the
end of our term.

“As for the walks laid in 1907, we
should see that the city is protected.
‘We should give the city value for its
money at all times, and we have not
this year. The responsibility is ours,
and we should have met it.”

Gives Notice of Motion to Have
the City Go Into Matter
at Once.

Ald. E. H. Johnston is in favor of an
independent telephone system for the
oity, and at the meeting of the city
council held last evening, took the pre-
liminary step towards securing one for
London,

His motion followed a discussion on
the communication received from the
Bell Telephone Company that they did
not desire that their application for an
exclusive franchise should be submit-
ted to a wvote of the ratepayers in
January. According to a Tecent act
passed in the Legislature, exclusive
franchizes ~must be submitted to a
vcete of the electors, and this the com-
pany would not agree to. They re-
gretted severing what had been pleas-
ant relations with the city, but it was
inevitable under the circumstances.

“Does that mean that we receive no
rental whatever from the company?”
asked Ald. Wright,

City Loses $4,000 a Year.

“It simply means that the company
will not make any terms with the city
for an exclusive franchise,” explained
Ald. Richter. ‘“We will receive no
rental whatever; The ILegislature
passed the law compelling the com-
panies to go to a vote of the people.
The Rell Company, operating under a
Dominion franchise, claim that the
Legislature has no jnrisdiction im the
matter, and the case is in the courts.

Were the company to go to a vote
then they would acknowledge the right
of the Legislature. As a result they
have decided to sever relations with
us.»
The city Ioses $4,000 a year in cash
and a large number of free 'p*hones.
“Can we not order them to take down
their poles, etc.?” again asked Ald.
Wright, .
“Not very well,” replied Ald. Rich-
fer. “We have nothing to say regard-
ing that matter. The company have
always treated us courteously, but ow-
ing to conditions not of their making,
we cannot do business with them this
year.”

Independent 'Phones.
Then Ald. Johnston came along with

his motion, that the water commission-
ers be reguested to preccure estimates
for, and to inquire into, the feasibility
of installing an independent telephone
system in this city, owned by the city,
and operated in connection with the
hydro-electric system,

Ald. Murphy seconded the motion.,

“I think we should begin a telephone
System of our own,” declared Ald.
Johnston, “The_Bell Company will
pay us no reantal] so it is up to us te
do what we can to protect ourselves
and our citizens.”

NEW SCHEDULE
OF DEMURRAGE

Figures Promulgated by Railway Com-
mission Put Into Effect,

The mnew schedule of demurrage
charges, promulgated by the Domin-

At the meeting of the board of edu-
cation, held yesterday afternoon, the
maximum salaries of kindergarten di-
rectors and assistantg were fixed. The
for_me;r will receive $700, beginning at
$550,>with $50 annual increase.
