: Sapping Foe’s Defences.

As the first result of forcing the
Germans back to the Ghent-Lournai-
Valenciennes line during yesterday's
fighting has been to sap the enemy’s
defences before they have been able to
reach them further south, without ex-
aggeration it may be  sald that the
prospects of the future are even more
Important than the actual results at-
tained, splendid though they meay be.

The¢ road to Brussels is open. Accord-
ing to latest advices the French and
Belglan armlies are advancing rapidly
towards Bruges and Ghent. The capture
of Ostend makes it possible to land re-
inforcements and throw heavy forces
against the extreme right of the German
army.

GERMANY'S DREAM OF
DOMINATION IS ENDED.

London, Oct. 18.—The German dream

The Belgian coast ports, says
Daily Telegraph, in referring
German withdrawal from the channel
coast, were symbols of the enemy’'s U-
boat campaign and the threat to Great
Britain. The evacuation of these places,
it adds, is doubly humiliating and mor-
ally ruinous for the authors of the war.

Best Day of War.

The Dalily Mail, after describing
Thursday as the best day of the war,
says that by the rescue of Lille the
British nation and army have been able
in some measure to repay the debt they
owe to France, adding:

“It is equally glorious that the British
navy has been able to rescue Ostend
and to restore to King Albert and his
people the coast for which they battied
so long.”

The peril of Germany, the Mail con-
tinues, is increased by the danger in
the Balkans to Germany’s allies by the
continued advance of the Serbs, Italians
and French.

The Daily Express refers to the Ger-
man cessation of devastation in retreat
as “‘another move to the Wilson line.”

“The whole British nation,”” the
Times says, “will be glad it has been
the privilege of the British troops to
hand back Lille to France.”

NEWS SPREAD RAPIDLY
IN THE FRENCH CAPITAL.

Paris, Oct. 18.—News of the dellver-
ance of Lille spread rapidly in Paris,
arousing deep and quiet joy. Flags were
hung out on all sides and a crowd of
refugees from the Lille region paraded
to the Llille statue in the Place Con-
corde, where they sang the ‘‘Marseil-
laise’” and decorated the statue with
allied flags.

Numbers of refugees waited most of
the day Thursday at the offices of the

{ committee in charge of the refugees of

the department of the Nord on the
chance that news of the evacuation of
Lille would be received. When a mes-
senger arrived with the glad tidings
tears came into the eyes of the refu-
gees, and many of them wept.

10,000 Airplaues at
Present Time Worth
000,000 Soldiers

Washington, Oct. 18.—Lord Syden-
ham, British authority on fortifications,
in a message received today by Major-
Gen. Kenley, director of military aero-
nautics, says:

“Impress upon your people that 10,000
airplanes at this juncture are worth
more than 500,000 troops on the ground
and will not require nearly so much
transport. We can bring Germany to
terms by air force, that is certain.”

CLAIMS DIPHTHERIA

ANTI-TOXIN 1S AN
ABSOLUTE GURE FOR
SPANISH INFLUENZA

Chicago Bacteriologist Treat-
ed Seventy-five Cases With
Success.

BLAMES THE WAR DIET

Lack of Sugar Regarded as
One of Principal Causes
of Epidemic.

Chicago, Oct. 18.—Dr. Louis J. Pint,
former state bacteriologist, and at pres-
ent connected with fhe research labora-
tory of the University of Chicago, told
the Chicago Medical Society last night
that he had succeeded in isolating the

germs responsible for the influenza epi-
demic which is sweeping the country,
and that the regulation diphtheria anti-
toxin is an absolute specific for the
disease.
He sald

the epidemic was mainly

caused by the present war diet, andl
especially by the curtailment of the
usual consumption of sugar. Dr. Pint
sald that he had treated 75 cases with
the diphtheria anti-toxin without the
loss of a single case.

Private in Alberta Regiment R ushed a Formidable Machine
Gun Nest and Put It Out o f Commission—Quebec Lieu-
tenant Silences Enemy Battery, Allowing Advance That

Was Temporarily Held Up

to Proceed.

With the Canadian Forces, Oct. 17.—

Better than any general description are

the bare records of individual acts of

gallantry for bringing home to the
reader the true pictures of conditions
under which the Canadian corps have
waged war since September 27 in this
terrible battle of Cambrai. The follow-
ing cases, gathered almost haphazard,
are entirely typical of the general char-
acter of the fighting, which frequently
resolved ({tself into single-handed at-
tacks on the enemy stronghold. Neces-
sarily hundreds and thousands more
must go unrecorded, equally gallant
though they be. Alberta battalions,
while attacking the Marcoing line on
September 28 ran up against heavy un=
cut wire and numerous machine guns.
A private discovered one of these,
which was inflicting heavy casualties.
In the face of point-blank machine gun
and rifle fire he attacked voluntarily,
sniping as he went, and then rushed
this formidable nest, capturing the gun
and 20 men. In the attack on Bourlon
Wood, on the previous day, another
private of the same battalion, when
heavy rifle fire developed from, the
quarry, rushed the position alone and
drove the enemy into a dugout, holding
them there till help arrived, when 146
of all ranks, including the battalion
headquarters staff, were captured. In
the subsequent fighting on the same
day tnis gallant soldier was fatally
wounded.
Silenced Foe’s Guns.

In a night attack by a Quebec regi-
ment on the Marcoing line, a lieutenant
who had won his Military Medof in the
ranks, found his platoon held up by
machine gun fire from a railway em-
bankment which lay in front of his ob-
jective. Realizing that unless this was
silenced the entire advance must be held
up, he called for two volunteers and,
under continually heavy fire and blind-
ed by flares the enemy was throwing
up, the little party crawled the entire
distance. Waiting his chance, he or-
dered bombs to be thrown and rushed
the position, killing two of the crew
and capturing the third, the remainder
falling victims to bombs. Owing to the
heat caused by their intense fire, he
was unable to remove the machine
guns, but after putting them out of ac-
tion he sent back word that the ad-
vance might be resumed.

Took Guns and Prisoners.

‘While leading his platoon against
Bourlon wood a lieutenant of a British
Columbia battalion found himself held
up by machine gun fire from a sunken
road. He took his men round the en-
emy’'s flank . and captured the strong-

PRAISES THE NAVY
FOR GALLANT FEAT
IN TAKING CSTEND

New York Sun Regards Ex-
ploit As One of Greatest
In History.

New York, Oct. 18.—In an editorial
eulogistic of the British navy the New
York Sun says toaay:

The British navy reduced Ostend to
uselessness as a German submarine
base by as gallant an exploit as the
history of that great fleet records. Now
the British navy has occupied this
pleasant Belgian seaport, and four
years after its fall to the Germans it
is again in the hands of civilized men.
In March the Germans talked of smash-
ing through to Calais. Even this week
their heavy guns have once more
thrown: shells into Dunkirk, but now.
their armies in the north of Belgiim
are in precipitate retreat, if not in
route, and their hold on the land they
violated is being broken.

That Albert, the faithful king of de-
voted Belgium, might have the honor
and the personal gratification of being
the first to enter each redeemed city
in his land is the natural wish of all
who do not forget the picturesque in
their contemplation of the practical.
But if he could not lead the forces
of salvation Into Ostend surely their
vanguard could have ns more appro-
priate pioneers than the offlcers and
men of the British navy.

For the firs: eighteen days of Octobel
reports made to the provincial health
department and undertakers show that
135 persons have died from influenza
and 238 from pneumonia. So far there
ave been 13,038 cases of influenza or
pneumonia reported to the department
from different sections of Ontario.
Deaths in Toronto stece last naght
number 29 and reports from local hos-
pitals give a total of 599 patients as
compared with 570 yesterday.

85 CASES AT WINDSOR.

Windsor, Oct. 18.—During the last
twenty-four hours 85 cases of Spanish
influenza have been reported <o the
Windsor board of health in addition to
the thirty cases that were reported be-
fore yesterday at noon.
The number of cases in Hotel Dieu
Hospital increased during the twenty-
four hours from 32 to about 40, but the
exact figures will not be available until
this afternoon. Of that number only
about half a dozen are included in the
number of cases reported to the board
of health. One doctor alone reported
25 cases and two others reported 15 and
16 cases each.

In an effort to combat the plague
since it has become more general
throughout the city the '‘sisters of ser-
vice’’ have called a meeting to be held
Saturday night at 8 o’clock at the
Chamber of Commerce Hall, where a
branch of the Ontario Emergency Vol-
unteer Health Auxillary will be or-|
ganized.

French troops advancing from Achery and Cheringy are in
pursuit of the German rearguards.

““On the right bank of the Oise the enemy confined his reactions
to artillery fire.

Further south the enemy is retiring from the angle
between the Oise and the Serre.

The Leinster was sunk by a German
submarine without warning and nearly
500 lives were lost.

Miss Mellett was a graduate of Vic-
toria Hospital abeut six years ago and
volunteered for overseas at the begin-
ning of the war. She left London as
! one of a special draft of thirty nurses

on May 1, 1915, and was sent to Cairo,
where she gave splendid service for
sixteen months. From Egypt she was
moved to England where she became
matron of the Red Cross Hospital at
Tunbridge Wells. She later wa trans-
ferred to the Canadian military nursing
staff and took charge of a hospital at
Taplow.

These *‘ terms”” go far in suggesting the whole
framework of the new law of nations upon which
others have built since Mr. Asquith gave up the
helm to no stauncher if a younger and more vig-
orous captain.

Rcamer could pe given here it would be
found that he has been an active parti-
cipant in virtually all the sensational
tests in the last five years, or ever since
he was a three-year-old. He has made
more track records than any other
horse that has sported silk In this
country at any period and has dazzled
and thrilled thousands by his match-
less speed and dauntless courage. An
analysis of the big handicap shows that
he was always in the first fighting forc-
Ing the pace, and he has to his credit
more miles In 1:38 or better than any
other performer the American turf has
ever known. Add to this the fact that
Roamer required twice as much work
to keep him fit as any of his rivals and
one gets some i{dea of the marvellous
make-up of this phenomenon in the
shape of a race herse.

Jack Goldsborough, tell of the way he
handles him:
A Glutton For Work,

‘“Roamer 1s a freak, that's all,” sald
Goldsborough a few days ago, “and
can't be handled like an ordinary horse.
You must set him down—flatten him
out—or he isn't worth a quarter. If I
had kept a record of the miles in 1:40
or better that he had worked it would
amaze thpse who think they know
something about horses. To give you
some idea of what to do with him,
let me tell you of his preparation for
his Saratoga' campalgn this year. He
ran three times during the two weeks
at Empire. Before shipping to Sara-
toga he got a mile and a quarter in
2:06%. The day after he arrived there
I worked him in the mud for a mile
and a quarter in 2:00. He then went
out and won the Saratoga handicap.

*“That amount of work would have
cooked any ordinary horse, but it only
put Roamer on edge and he got it hot
and heavy up to two days before he
lowered the mile record. Taking him
all In all, he is a wonder, He has never
welighed over 1,000 pounds, and as a
younger horse 1 had the greatest diffi-
culty getting him to eat six or seven
quarts of oats a day. He was given this
at night and you never saw a poorer
hay eater. He wouldn’'t eat, a mash un-
til recently, and I don't know where he
got his vitality. His action s what
makes him great. Ilis feet and legs
are like iron, and his heart must be as
big as my head. He has no pets in or
around his stable and won’t go around
the track with a pony. I never expect
to see another like him."

Andy Schuttinger, who rode Roamer
in his record-breaking mile, and who
has been his pilot in nearly all of his
races of recent years, has the follow-
ing to say about the peerless gelding:

“The old fellow is unlike any other
horse I ever rode. When he was young-
er he wanted to dive into the bit and
stand his opponents on their heads the
first half mile.

HAS LOGATED GERM
OF SPANISH GRIPPE

Scientist at Queen’s University
Has Located the Deadly
“Bug.”

KINGSTON, Oct. 17.—It is believed
that the germ which is responsible for
Spanish influenza has been isolated at
Queen’s University by Dr. Guilford B.
Iieed. Since the prevalence of the ail-
ment was felt in this city the members
of the medical faculty have taken a
decided interest in the problem of iso-
lating the germ which has been caus-
ing so many deaths.

Several days ago Lieut.-Col. W. T.
PConneH. bacteriologist at the university,
received from New York a serum which

was not wholly made up of Spanish in-

fluenza bacilli, but for a

contained them. This was used on a

number of students for - inoculation

purposes and had excellent results.
Locates the ‘“Bug.”

Capt. Guilford Reed, assistant pro-
fessor of botany and lecturer in bac-
teriology, has been working for several
weeks on the problem and has pre-
pared vaceine which is being injected
into persons desiring inoculation. The
germs were secured from infected pa-
tients several days ago.

Dr. Reed then endeavored to isolate
the Spanish influenza organism from
the millions of other kinds of germs
which couild be seen under powerful
microscopes. Dr. Reed believes he has
been able to separate the microbe
through which the Spanish *“flu” has
become so prevalent.

Satisfactory Vaccine.

He is now growing the germs by
millions at the university. They are
being bred in culture of pigeons’ blood
and Dr. Reed has prepared a very sat-
isfactory vaccine. He has already inoc-
ulated 200 persons against the disease,
including students, professors, soldiers
and citizens in general. Yesterday he
used 3,000 cubic centrimetres of the
serum. Dr. Reed is a graduate of the
faculty of science, and a doctor of
philosophy, holding a degree from Har-
vard, where he took up extensive post-
graduate work.

PRESBYTERY OF HURON
HEARTILY INDORSES THE
NEW FORWARD MOVEMENT

CLINTON, Oct. 17.—A largely-at-
tended special meeting of the Huron

Presbytery was held here today, the
moderator, Dr. W, E. M. Aitken, pre-
siding. An important deputation from
the Presbyterian board was present,
consisting of Dr. R. P. McKay, Dr. T.
B. Kilpatrick and Dr. John Neal, also
Rev. Dr. Colin Fletcher, the general
moderator of the church. At the morn-
ing session Dr, Neal spoke on the Home
Missionary Department, and Dr. Mec-
Kay on the Foreign Missionary Depart-
ment.

AL the afternoon meeting Dr. Kil-
patrick made a special appeal for united
effort in the securing of young men for
the ministry, and Dr. McKay urged the
importance of making more adequate
provision for the aged and infirm min-
isters’ fund as well as the widows’ and
orphans’ fund.

The foliowing resolution was carried
unanimously:

““The Presbytery heartily concurs in
the forward movement, approve of its
great purpose and promise to it earnest
and loyal support.

““The Presbytery decides on the ap-
pointment of a committee with instruec-
tions to use all practicable means for
the furtherance of the movement.

“1. Each congregation within bounds
of the Presbytery is called on to ceo-
operate in the work, and it is suggested
that, wherever it is possible, a series of
meetings be held for the purpose of
conveying information to the people
regarding the aim and scope of the
movement of quickening their spiritual
life and of deepening their interest in
all the enterprises of the church.

*2. Further action along such lines
as the following is suggested:

‘“(a) Careful preparation for a series
of meetings to be held by formation of
a league of prayer, by holding district
meetings, by conferences of office bear-
ers and of speakers.

“(b) Procuring suitable literature and
distribution in the homes of the people
that their intelligent support may be
the better received.

“(c) Formation of a special commit- |

tee whose duty shall e to seek out
young men of fit character and capacity
for the work of the ministry and to use
their influence to have them plan their
life work as shall lead them to enter
the ministry.

A public meeting was held in the

evening which was addressed by the
same gentlemen, and it is expected that

a great forward movement will be
launched by the Huron Presbytery.

That persons suffering {ro
sore throats and coughs shall
within the precincts of thelr
dwellings.

their nose with a handkerchi
sneezing or coughing, and &
handkerchiefs frequently,
disinfect all soiled handkerchiefs
boiling or washing with soap and wa

RETURNED OFFIGERS
BEING EXAMINED;
MAY GO OVERSEAS

Militia Department Gather-
ing Names of All for
Service.

Persistent rumors floating
around to the eftect that all returned
officers are being called up and re-ex-
amined for service overseas.
