"RED” PROTEST

Anti-Foreign Feeling Throuzhout Chinese Provinces Greatly In-
tensified by Recent Acceptance of the Railway Loan
by Pekin Government.

Pekin, May 28.—The opposition of
the gentry and other popular leaders
in Hunan and Honan provinces to the
acceptance by the Chinese Govern-
ment of the Hankow-Sze-Chuen Rail-
way loan has not diminished. On the
contrary, the anti-foreign sentiment
regarding this particular subject is
becoming more pronounced. This ex-
tremely hostile feeling was expressed
in a startling manner recently. Presi-
dent Siu-Chi-Tchang, of the board of
communications, received a letter from
the leader of the opposition in Hunan
Province, protesting against the con-
clusion of the loan. The communica-

tion was written in the blood of
writer's severed finger.

During the negotiations between the
financial groups of Great Britain, Ger-
many, France and the United States
there were occasional manifestations
against the Government in the two
provinces, and the trouble became
acute a few weeks before the comment
was signed in Paris by the members
of the international banking syndicate.
It is generally believed that the vio-
lence organized by the gentry and with
natives at Chang-Shai, the capital of
Hunan, was influenced to a consider-
able degree by opposition.

BOARD OF HEALTH WANTS
MORE POWER TODEAL WITH MILK

It Is Likely the Ontario Govenment Will Be Memorialized Cn the
Matter—Hygienic Institute Is Again in Limelight.

The proper administration of the
Hygienic Institute would have solved
the problem of a certified milk sup-
ply for London.

The building was erected for such
purposes, and had the Government
carried out its first intentions, the local
milk commission would have had a
trained - bacteriologist now, and the
analyses of milk, as well as water and
other substances, would have been at
the command of the physicians at all
times.

The Government will be brought
face to face with the problem of deal-
ing with the Hygienic Institute
through the agitation for a better milk
supply.

It is quite likely that the board of

health, and the milk commission will
memorialize the Government to amend
the public health act, so as to give the
boards of health more power to deal
with the milk question.

COMMISSIONER BEDDOE TELLS
OF TRADE WITH NEW ZEALAND

Many Lines of Canadian Goods,

Some Of Them Manufaclurered

in London, Can Be Marketed There—Some Grievances

Against Railways Arqued

at Board of Trade Meeting,

Mr. W. A, Beddoe, who studied law
in London some 29 years ago, and who
was recently appointed Canadian trade
commissioner to New Zealand, with
headquarters in Auckland, addressed
the members of the board of trade
last evening, with a view to stimulat-
ing and increasing direct trade be-
tween the two countries,

Mr. Beddoe explained that the
Canadian Government is now assisting
a steamship line running direct be-
tween Montreal and New Zealand, and
on the initial trip, made a short time
ago, the boat carried over 3,500 tons
of Canadian goods.

The Demand.

There is a great demand for white

newspaper, agricultural implements

and woodenware, especially hardwood
stated Mr. Beddoe, and Canadian man-
ufacturers are in a position to handle
a great deal of this trade.

For years New Zealanders have
been buying Canadian goods through
New York and London markets, but
the establishment of a direct line of
steamships will develop the Canadian
trade to a very great extent.

The subsidy of the Dominion will
provide against a light return freight,
which has always been the chief diffi-
culty in having such a service estab-
lished.

Mr. Beddoe stated it is his duty to
inquire into difficulties of direct trade

THE BEAVER IN CANADIAN HIS-
A TORY.

The

ernment

rccent sale by the Ontario GQ\'-
hundred
of fur-bhearing animais reared
caught in Algonquir Park is of more
than interest. All but two
dozen of these were beaver furs, and
the price they brought was over $2,-
7060. The former Cntario Governmeunt
stocked the park with beaver a num-
ber of vears ago, and the present Gov-
ernment js protecting and encouraging
the beaver industry. It has been fuundl
that the animals multiply rapidly
that it will be possible to hold annnul
sales without diminishing the supply.

The beaver has playved an impertant
k):.rt in the history of this country.
During the French regime, the fur
trade was Canada’s chief industry, and
fhe beaver was chief among the furs.
According to Parkman, it absorbed the
enterprise of the colony, drained the
fife-sap from the other branches of
commerce, and even more than a
vicious system of government kent
them in a state of chronic debility. In
the seventeenth and eighteenth cen-
turies Canada exported a moderate
quantity of timber, wheat, ginseng and
a few other commodities, but from
‘first tc last she lived chiefly on beaver
skins. The Government tried without
ceasing to control and regulate this
traffic but it never succeeded. It
aimed above all things to bring the
trade home to the colonists, to prevent
‘them from going to the Indians, and
induce the Indians to come to them.
To this end a great annual fair was
establisbed by order of the King at
Montreal, where every summer a host
of savages assembled. The Governor-
General was uswally present, seated in
an arm-chair, while the visiters formed
a ring about him, ranged in the order
of their tribes. Then trade began,
merchants of high and low degree
bringing up their goods froin Quebec,
and every inhabitant of Montreal of
a&ny substance seeking,a share in the
profit. A similar fair was established
at Three Rivers for the
tribes north of that place.

These yearly fairs, however, did not
fully answer the desired object. There
was a constant tendency among the
inhabitants to form settlements above
Montreal, in o}'«ler to intercept the
Indians on their way down, drench
threm with brandy, and get their furs
from them at low rates in advance of
the fair. Such settlements were for-
bidden., but not prevented. But this
was not all, for the more youthful and
vigorcus part of the male population
soon began to escape into the woods
and trade with the Indians far beyvond
the limits of the remotest settlements.
Many of them were in league with the
authorities. The home Government, un-
able to prevent the evil, tried to regu-
late it by license, but this failed to re-
strain the young men from a generai
exodus into the wilderness.

The part played by one Oudiette and
his associates was one of the most
characteristic features of the fur trade,
These men were not only charged with
collecting the revenue, but were also
vested with an exclusive right of trans-
‘porting all the beaver skins of the
colony to France. On their part they
were required to receive all beaver
skins brought to their magazines, and
after deducting the fourth belonging
to the King, to pay for the rest at a
fixed price, graduated to the different
qualities of the fur; but the average
cost to the collectors was a little more
‘than three francs a pound. The in-
‘h&bitants could barter their furs with
merchants, but the merchants must
bring them all to the magazines of
‘Oudiette, who paid in receipts convert-
ible into bills of exchange. He soon
found himself burdened with such a
mass of beaver skins that the market‘
‘was completely glutted. The French
hatters refused to take them all, and
-for the part which they consented to
take they paid chiefly in hats, which
QOudiette was not allowed to sell in
France, but only in the French West
Indies, where but few wanted them. An
unlucky fashion of small hats dimin-
ished the consumption of fur, and in-
creased his embarrassments, as did
also & practice common among the
hatters of mixing rabbit fur with the
beaver. Oudiette then started a hat
factory for himself under the name of
a certain licensed hatter, thinking
thereby to alarm his customers into
buying his stock. The new factory was
suppressed by the minister, and Oudi-
ette soon became bankrupt. Another
company of farmers of the revenue
fook his place, with similar results.

They are not so numer-
ous, so clear-cut, and so easy to define
as in the old land, but they are very
real, and to many people very comfort-
ing.

THE CROWN AND THE CHURCH.

The coronation oath bars a Meth-
odist, a Presbyterian, a Baptist or a
Congregationalist as effectually from
the throne as a Roman Catholie,

The oath was framed when the
memory of the unfortunate reign of
James the Second obsessed the Bri-
tich people. James the Second was a
proselytizer on a national scale. His
cpen assault upon the Established
Church and his tyrannical effort to re-
store Catholic supremacy were disap-
proved even by the Pope, who saw
clearly what the result would be, and
tried in vain to moderate the King's
conduct and policy. The anti-Catholic
declarations of the oath grew out of
the revolution. and their intolerant
character reflected the spirit of the
times. Among the adherents of the
Established Church  feeling ran
high against the Nonconformists also,
as James had attempted to win Non-
conformist support by relaxing the
laws against dissenters.

So long as there is a state church in
England it is reasonable that the King,
as its nominal head, should be re-
quired to pledge himself to support it.
But this necessity is an argument for
imperial grounds.
When the oath was framed the Bri-
tish Empire was in its infancy, and
colonial opinion a negligible quantity.
There is no state church in the em-
pire, except in Great Britain, and
those outside the pale of the Estab-
lishment, who are decidedly a majority
of the King's subjects, may be for-
given for feeling that as the crown is
the common bond and the common
possession of the self-governing Bri-
t:=h nations, it should not be subjected
to a denominational test. The ques-
tion is not being raised at the present
time, but the day will come when the
religion of the sovereign will be his
oawn concern. There is no longer any
danger that a*King of England can
subvert a creed or a church as James’
the Second tried to do.

THE NIAGARA “JUICE”
FOR THE DETROITER

Company Formed to Carry Qut
Project by Way of
Windsor.

Windsor, May 28.—Notwithstand-
ing the declaration of Hon. Adam
Beck, Premier Whitney's “power min-
ister,” that under no circumstances
will the exportation of Niagara power
be permitted, a well-formed plan is
under way to bring the ‘“juice” into
Detroit.

Indeed, so far have the promoters
succeeded in their operations that a
company has actually been formed to
carry the undertaking to a successful
termination. The ofticers of this
company, according to information
in the possession of one of the most
prominent Conservatives in the city,
are: William C. Kennedy, president
of the Windsor Gas Company; John
Davis, formerly inspector of inland
revenue, and noew retired; George
M. Hendrie, of Hamilton; M. J. Dee,
of Detroit; Oscar E. Fleming, of the
law firm of Fleming & Drake, and
defeated Conservative candidate at
the last provincial election.

The plan of tlse company, as un-
derstood by well-informed politicians
here, is to take the power via the
new Michigan Central tunnel, into
Detroit, where arrangements have
already been concluded to dispose of
as much of it as may be procurable.
The syndicate members are planning,
it is said, to purchase the power at
Windsor, and then dispose of it at
a satisfactory profit through the
medium of the tunnnel company.

RAIL BILL HELD UP

Telegraph and Phones To Be
Under President Taft's Com-
mission.

Washington, May 28.—At the last
moment before reaching the point of
voting on the railroad bill today, the
senate took the important step of
adding an amendment, placing inter-
state telegraph and telephone lines un-
der the supervision of the interstate
commerce commission. This action was
followed by an effort to restore a
portion of section 12, affecting mer-
gers, which heretofore was voted out.

The action of the senate on tele-
graph and telephone companies in-
sures their inclusion in some form in
the proposed law, as the subject is
covered in the house bill.

The suggestion for the inclusion of
telegraph and telephone companies
within the control of the interstate
commerce commission was made by
Senator Dixon, of Montana, but ulti-
mately his amendment was super-
seded by one in, simpler form which
was offered by Senator La Follette, of
Wisconsin.

The senate reached the voting stage
at 4 o’clock, after an animated debate,
which was carried on largely on the
Democratic side of the chamber, and
which dealt especially with the ques-
tion as to whether the Dolliver amend-
ment regulating the stock and bond
issues of railroads was in accordance
with the last Democratic platform.

It had been supposed that action on
the Dolliver provision would be fol-
lowed by votes on the physical valua-
tion amendment offered by Mr. La
Follette and the national incorpora-
tion amendment of Senator Newlands.

A GREAT WAR IS ON
IN THE BALKAN WILDS

Albanians Battling to Establish
a Monarchy of Their

Own.

Belgrade, May 28. Never has
there been a European war so effec-
tively veiled from the gaze of the pub-
lic, from the eyes of journalism, as;
that which, for over menth, has’
been going on in the mountains of Al-
bania. The reasons for this obscurity
are twofold: The important bearing;
that the conflict has on Balkan his-|
tory, with its tense ramifications in!
the Chancelleries of Vienna, (‘on-
stantinople, St. Petersburg, Paris and
London, and the inaccessibility of the
country in which hostilities are de-
velpping.

To judge from the notes published

a

in the official press of Constantinople
and Vienna, the affair is merely a
native insurrection against the Turk-
ish Government. This is not the fact.
The real project of the Albanians is
to declare their independence of Tur-
key, to secure it by force of arms, to
establish a monarchy, and to place
Prince Albert Ghika on the ancient
and long-vacated throne of Epirus.

To show how untrustworthy are the
official dispatches, it is only necessary
to relate that on May 11, it was of-
ficially reported that 1,200 Turks had
swept the valley of the Morava free of
Albanians and had pacified Ghilan.
losing only twenty-four Kkilled and
wounded, while the fatalities among
the rebels amounted to 200. Added to
this dispatch was the information, im-
parted in Constantinople, that the in-
surrection was at an end and that
the authorities were merely concerned
with measures for disarming the in-
habitants.

The
severest fighting occurred in the
Katchanik Pass, through which the
railway runs from Uskub to Mitro-
vitza. Here the Albanians withstood
the Turkish troops for some days,
but have now been driven back. Ef-
forts are now being made to dislodge
them from the Tchernolova Pass,
which commands the road from Fer-
isovitch to Prizrend.

Secrelary Painted as Imp, Then 1
as Angel, During -Sum-
ming-Up.

Washington, May 27.—'“'“.11 the at-
torneys on one side scoring Secretary
Ballinger as a man unfit to be at the
head of the interior department and
with the leading attorney on the other
side defending him and denounc{ng his
accusers, whom he termed the Glav-
is-Garfield-Gifford group,” the Bal-
linger-Pinchot investigating commit-
tee listened to summing up arguments
by counsel  today. The arguments
probably wiil be conciuded tomorrow.

Attorneys Brandels and Pepper told
the committee they had produced evi-
dence which they said established
that Mr. Ballinger was not “vigilant”
and ‘“‘resolute” in resisting the ag-
gressions of special interests and that
his course had been characterized by
a lack of fidelity to the public inter-
est.

Attorney Vertrees' reply was that
Mr. Ballinger was as much of a “con-
servationist” as anyone, “in a proper
sens<e” but that he did not belong to
the “Pinchot brand of three . degree
conservationists, who have gone to
geed on conservation.”

The lawyers for the ‘“prosecution”
finished their speeches, but " Mr. Vor-
trees was not fairly launched in his
argument when the committee ad-
journed. Messrs, Brandels and Pep-
per will make short arguments in re-
buttal.

It was his “constant .yielding under
pressure” that Mr, Brandels thought
most unfitted Mr. Ballinger to carry
forward the broad policy of conser-
vation,

Mr. Pepper advanced as the reason
Mr. Ballinger should be supplanted as
secretary, that during his regime
there had been “no administration
worthy of the name, but only a series
of acts unwise in themselves, refer-
rable to no sound principle of action
and the catse of embarrassment to
the President and of injury to the
public.”

LUMBER PLANT BURNED

Big Blaze in Elmira, N. Y.—Loss $100,-
000—Fire Brigade Horses
Killed.

Flmira, N. Y., May 27.—The Dean Lum-
ber Company’s plant was destroyed by
fire early this morning.

USED LARIATS ON
AFRICAN ANIMALS

“Buffale” Jones and Cowboys

Return From Jungle
Hunt.

New York, May 27.—“Buffalo”
Jones, the American plainsman, came
back from Africa on the Mauretania
today with a story of the use of
wild west methods in capturing wild
animals which inhabit the dark con-
tinent. Col. C. J. Jones, as he signs
his name, was accompanled by Love-
lace, Means and Schull, cowboys from
New Mexico. They had ten cow ponies
from the west and they captured more
than 50 rhinos, lions and ether ani-
mals in Kedon valley, East Africa.
“We did not bother with rifles,” said
Col. Jones. “We just had lariats
which we knew would do the business.
I guess the wild beasts never saw
anything that could lope along like
an American cow pony. We'd keep af- |
ter these lions, hippos, rhinos and
other things for hours, sometimes, |
but the ponies always won in the
end.

“We turned loose all our catches
except one lioness, which we have
shipped on a steamer that will reach
here next week. That lioness was a
tough one. We heard her roar three
miles away. We drove her from the
woods into an open space by explod-
ing firecrackers. Then we surrounded
her. Schull was at one time so close
to her that we could not see daylight
between them. I swung the lariat and
caught her.”

TRAPPED SAILORS
MADE GREAT FIGHT

Desperate Attempt to Keep the French
Submarine Afloat.

Calais, France, May 27.—Hope that
any of the 27 men imprisoned in the |
French submarine Pluvoise, which was;
sunk by the Pas de Calais off here yes-!
terday, was all but abandoned this af-
ternoon, Reports made by the divers
who underwent great difficulties in at-
tempting an examination of the wreck,
indicate that the hull of the submarine
was crushed in the collision.

A flotilla of torpedo boats and dredg-
ers, with the force of divers, worked
vainly throughout the mnight to raise the
ill-fated craft from her bed 100 feet
below the surface. Strong currents in-
terfered greatly with the operations, and
after twenty-four hours little had been
accomplished.

Admiral de La Payrere, French min-
ister of marine, is on the scene person-
ally directing the work.

The appearance of the submersible on
the surface for a brief period following
the accident is attributed by navy ex-
perts to a desperate attempt of her com-
mander to operate the flooding machin-
ery. The channel steamer Pas de Calais
sighted the perescope of the Pluvoise
some 70 feet ahead and backed, but too
late to avoid a collision. The lookout
who first saw the periscope said today
that he had never seen such an instru-
ment before and mistook it for a buoy.
The report that the Pluvolse was oper-
ating beneath the channel steamer in
furtl}emnce of its practice in torpedoing
passing vessels is not generally credited.

He Swallowed.

San Francisco, Cal., May 27.—(Com-

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DEATH CARRIES OFF

Heart Trouble Proves Fatal to
the Great German Bacterio!-
ogist.

Jaden Baden, May 27.—Profes«or
Robert Koch, the famous bacteriologisi,
died this afternoon from a disease of
the heart. HHe was born at Klausthai,
Hanover, Dec. 11, 1843.

Developed Discoveries,

Dr. Koch developed and elaborated
the discoveries and theories of Lister,
Pasteur and others and vastly im-
proved the methods and technique !
bacterjological investigation until it
has become the real science of pre-
ventive medicine,

Dr. Koch's entire life was given to
bold and original research in medi-
cine, particularly in the .development
and extensicn of knowledge of the dis-
ease-bearing germs and their beha-
vior under all possible conditions af-
fecting human health.

Dr. Koch’s career as an investigator
began after his graduation in 1868
from the University of Gottingen.
During the 14 vears following.
he spent as a humble practicing physi-
cian in several small towns of East-
ern Prussia, he was studying bacteri-
ology, then a comparatively unknown
science. As early as 1876 Lhe had iso-
lated the bacillus of anthrax. That
this disease—splenic fever, as it is
sometimes called—to which cattle and
sheep are subject and which some-
times attacks man, was caused by a
bacillus had been demonstrated in 1863
by the French scientist, Devaine. It
was Dr. Koch, however, who first
worked out the life history of this or-
ganism and showed conclusively its
casual relation to the disease itself.
The germ of anthrax was the first dis-

bacilli, now known to be the cause of
Infectious disease in men and animals.
Developed Use of Serum.

Preventive inoculation against dis-
ease by the use of serum or ‘lymph—
the development of the Jenner method
of vaccination—is a method originated
by Dr. Koch. After his discoveries as
to the nature of the bacillus, causing
anthrax, and the publication of litera-

himself to the study of the tubercu-
losis germ and to the so-called “com-
ma” bacillus identified with the cause
of cholera.
and use of tuberculin (popuiarly known
as “Koch’s lymph”) that his fame be-
came worldwide. This tuberculin,
which he prepared in 1891, he himself
declared to be useful only in pulmon-
ary tuberculosis, confining its use to
the comparatively early stages of the
disease.

A good deal of undeserved criticism
was passed on Dr, Koch because of
the fallure of this tuberculin to fulfill
certain popular hopes.

NEW POLICE UNIFORMS

Must Be Worn as Much as Possible,
Says Superintendent Rogers.
Toronto, May 27. — The new uni-
forms of the Ontario police are being
distributed to the various units of the
force in various parts of the province.
Accompanying the uniform, Superin-
tendent J. E. Rogers is sending out a
communication to his men, in which
he points out cases may arise making
occasions necessary or advisable to
wear plain clothes, and also occasions
where officers may have to travel in
canoeg or through the bush. In such
cases the superintendent points out,
the officer must exercise his own dis-
cretion, “For purposes of ordinary
duty, however,” he writes, “the uni-
form must be worn and caused to
respected.”

SUPPLY FOR LONDON

Board of Health Appointed a
Committee to Look Into
the Matter.

D e

A QUESTION OF MONEY

City Bacteriologist Is Favored, But
There Are No Funds To Pay Him
and Look After Expenses of
His Office.

A committee consisting of Dr. E. R.
Williams, Dr. Stevenson, Harry Clarke,
and John Graham, was named by the
board of health last night to confer
with the Milk Association of the city
and work out a plan for bringing cer-
tified milk to London.

A committee of medical men from
the association were present, and laid
their scheme before the board of
health.

Dr. H. A McCallum was the first
speaker, and he made a strong plea
for a wholesome milk supply, He
pointed out that from 1,500 to 2,000
children die annually from preventible
diseases in Toronto. Last year 42
children died in London from pre-
ventible diseases more particularly
cholera infantum. For this Jeath
rate, there must have been 400 cases
in the city. A large number of these
diseases were undoubtedly due to a
bad milk supply.

City Bacteriologist.

“We should have a city bacteriolog-
ist,” said Dr. McCallum. “Such a man
ig necessary, and we should have him.
That is the first requisite for certified
milk. He would take samples of milk
and analyze them, He would have
plenty to do for a time, and later he
could be utilized in making analyses
of water, meat and the like,

“Pasteurizing the milk is no* sat-
isfactory. It is changing an aquarium
into a cemetery, that is all, Certified
milk means that the bacteria count
will be reduced from two or three mil-
lion bacteria in sixteen drops to 400
or less.

“In England there were 700 analysts,
while in Ontario there was

public health work.”
Impurities in Milk.

Dr. Arnott gave a very siartling ac-
count of the impurities in milk, and
insisted that a certiiied milk supply in
Toronto had resulted in untold good.
He declared that 30 per cent of the
cattle in the country were tubercular.
and consequently this disease was
communicated to human beings in
many cases. He outilined the opera-
tion of law regarding certitied milk
supplies. Its first requisite was healthy
cattle,

‘Then the barns and stables must be
hygienic, and the milk properly at-
tended to. Dr. Arnott thought that a
beginning could be made on $1,000 for
equipment, with a salary of $500 per
annum for the bacteriologist to com-
mence with

Madrid, May 28. — Secret warnings
have been sent to the Government of-
ficials at Lisbon that an attempt on
the life of King Manuel is likely to be
made upon his return from London.

Willie Tries to Swap Punches
With Ketchel and Goes to

CLUB OFFICIALS SCARED

William Was Told the Champ Couldn’t
Hurt Him, and He Dropped
Caution.

New York, May 21.—William T.ewis
made the mistake of his fighting career
early in the second round of his bout
with Stanley Ketchel at the National
Sporting Club tonight.

He kidded himself into the belief that
it was safe for him to swap punches with
the middleweight champion. Then his
seconds had to carry the Lewis boy to
his corner and work over him some five
minutes before he recovered conscious-
ness. - .

A snappy right hook on the point of the
jaw terminated the fracas. During the
first period few blows had started and
the fingers of one hand would suffice to
count the number that landed. Willie
jabbed faint-heartedly with his left a
couple of times and then rushed into a
clinch, where he held on with a vice-like
grip. Ketchel needed no assistance from
the referee to shake Lewis off, but Willie
came right back again for the holding
stunt, and the round was tame and un-
satisfactory.

During the intermission Dan Ketrick
whispered in Willie’'s ear that Ketchel
could not hurt him; that the Michigan
Lion had lost his punch and here was a
chance to make the name of Lewis
famous. Willie gave heed, hence the fatal
error. After landing a smart left on the
face that shook Ketchel to his heels,
Lewis discarded his caution. He whiped
over a right that grazed the chin. What
Lewis forgot was that Ketchel has to
take a couple of stingers before he re-
members that he is in the fight. As soon
as Stanley discovered the lay of the 1apd
he woke up. A left swing, with a kick
in it, missed Lewis’ head by a fraction of
an inch, but the right hook that followed

fell full on the jaw. Lewis erumpled up.

‘‘Here I am. IL.ook at my leg lying
here beside me,” said Hartung.

The surgeon then saw that his
patient was actually talking to him. He
hurried him into the ambulance. As
they were placing Hartung upon the
stretcher he sat up suddenly and
called out: “Don’t forget the leg.” It
was placed beside him on the stretcher,
He was immediately placed upon the
operating table at which he manifested
an interest in the Kknives and saws
the surgeons laid out. Then he calmly
lay down and took ether.

“If he lives it will be by sheer pluck
and nerve,” said Dr Donoghue.

HONOR DEGREES

Senate of the Western University
Will Ask for It

HELP FOR THE WESTERN

Opinion Was Expressed That Ontario
Government Will Do Something
‘For the Local Institution.

The senate of the Western Univer-

) sity is out strong for departmental

recognition of the honor degrees in

that institution.

At a meeting of the senate yester-
day afternoon, it was decided that the
registrar should at once communicate
to the Minister of Education, the unan-
imous request of the senate for recog-
nition of this year’s honor graduates as
specialists in the teaching profession.

Hitherto the department has refused
this recognition. Dr. James was asked
on what grounds the department had
taken this stand, and he replied that
different answers had been given at
different times. At one time it was
said that the Western University had
not sufficient equipment; then the pro-
fessorial staff was said to be inade-
quate, but not long ago the reason was
given unofficially that the examina-
tions were not up to the standard.

The department was challenged to
make good this statement, which has
not been done,

The following committee has been
appointed to deal energetically with the
question of departmental recognition:
President James, Dr. Tamblyn, F. W.
C. McCutcheon, S. J. Radcliffe, C. B.
Edwards, Professor Dearness and Pro-
fessor Patterson.

Dr. Ferguson Indorsed.

The senate indorsed the nomination
by the medical faculty of Dr. Fergu-
son to succeed Dr. Moorhouse as rep-
resentative of the Medical School in
the College of Physicians and Sur-
geons,

President James made a report re-
garding the large deputation which
went to Toronto in February, and gave
a good deal of pralse to Capt. T. J.
Murphy for his work in the organiza-
tion and conduct of the deputation, and
spoke of the untiring efforts of Chan-
cellor Meredith.

He referred to the unfavorable atti-
tude of Premier Whitney’and went on
to speak of the second smaller depu-
tation. This had been more favorably
recelved, and it was hoped that before
the Legislature met again there would
be a happy issue to the question of
Government aid.

All Are in Favor.

The registrar read a number of let-
ters which had been received from
clerks of city and county councils in
regard to the large deputation, giv-
ing copies of resolutions passed strong-
ly indorsing its attitude and calling for
Government aid.

The faculty’s report of candidates
recommended for degrees was received.

BAD BUG BIT BILL

German Emperor Obliged to Pass
Signing of Documents Over
to Crown Prince.

Berlin, May 28.—Emperor William
is expecting some inconvenience be-
cause of an eruption on the right
hand caused by the bite of an insect.
The court physicians state that there
is no danger of serious consequences
from the irritation, which they expect
will disappear within a few days.
They have, however, opened and
treated the affected part against the

possible development of blood poison-
ing.

For the timebeing his majesty has
delegated the signature of state docu-
ments to Crown Prince Frederick Wil-
liam, and all urgent decrees will ap-
pear with the double signatures of the
crown prince and the imperial chan-
cellor, Dr. Von Bethman-Hollweig,
preceded by the notation: “By order
of the Emperor.”

This is the first occasion during the
reign of the Emperor upon which the
documents of state have received
Other than his majesty’s autograph.

ORDER REFUSED

Hamilton Opera House Again Before
the Court.

Toronto, May 28.-—The application
of Ambrose J. Small for an order set-
ting aside an order of substitutional
service granted A. T. Colville, who
is suing Mr. Small for $1,350 alleged
to be due for plaster work done in
the ornamentation of the Hamilton
Opera House, was refused by Justice
Middleton yesterday Several af-
fidavits were put in on behalf of Mr.
Colville showing the difficulties ex-
rerienced by the work-server in get-
ting in touch with Mr. Small in other
actions as well as in the present one.

“On the material as it now stands,”
said Justice Middleton, “I am quite
satisfied that the p)amnf’f could not,
with a reasonable endeavor, effect a
prompt, personal service, and I, there-
fore, refuse the order.

Mr. Small, however, gets the satis-
faction of having no costs allowed to
the plaintiff until the disposition of
the action, as his lordship held that
the order was improperly granted on
the material before the master. The
order of substitutional service allowed
the plaintiff to mail his writ in a reg-
istered letter to Mr. Small at his To-
ronto residence.

COLEMAN USED
AS CATSPAW

Stole Vast Sums From National Bank
at Instigation of Others.

New York, May 28—With the ar-

Strausneider, Brocklyn “gentleman

of leisure,” the police related the re-
markable tale of a fake faro bank,
which, in its migraticns, between Nia-
gara Falls and this city, obtained most
of the $309,000 which Geo. W. (ole-
man, the $12 a week bookkeeper, con-
fessed he stole from the National City
Bank of Cambridge, Mass. Coleman,
who is under a fifteen-year sentence.
is now repeating his spectacular con-
confession in the trial of William J.
(Big Bill) Keliher at Cambridge. On
the strength of what was told, Straus-
neider was arrested here last even-
ing.

That part of the stolen $309,000,
which was not gobbled by the *“‘tiger,”
Coleman has fully explained as being
spent on wine and women.

It is charged that Strausneider and
Kelilker were conspirators in getting
the money from Coleman and in induc-
ing him to loot the bank to shch an ex-
tent that it was wrecked. When
Strausneider was taken into custody
he denied knowledge of either Keliher
or Coleman, and there was consider-
able interest before the arraignment
today as to what revelations in con-
nection with the case might develop at
the hearing.

The police have another story to tell
about Strausneider. If the man under
arrest is the one they say he is, the
records show him as a bunco steerer,

wire tapper and swindler.

Exhibit Stuffed Bear as Roose-

velt Gets a Degrec

Cambridge,
Roosevelt today received from
University of Cambridge the honorary
degree of doctor of laws. The cere-

mony was brief and shorn of much of

the usual splendor, but was marked by
much enthusiasm upon the part of the
faculty and students, who gave their
guest a splendid reception.

The conferment took place in
senate house. Ordinarily upon .such
occasions the hall is bright with
the scarlet r-bes of the doctors and
the gala costumes of women, but this
afternoon on'y the recipient of the
degree and we public orator, Vice-
Chancellor Mason, wore the pink-lined
scarlet robes, while the women of the
audience were in mourning gowns.

As Mr. Roosevelt accepted his . dip-
loma, the students who crowded the
galleries shouted, “Teddy,”
and the whole audience cheered.

Teddy Bear Used.

The old senate building was packed
with a thousand persons, including
the faculty and doctors of the univer-
sity in their gowns, and many women
who filled the body of the building,
while the galleries were occupied by
students. During the ceremony . the
students swung a Teddy bear above
the centre of the hall, where it dan-
gled to the entertainment of every-
body. Mr. Roosevelt joined in the
pleasantry, and, as he was leaving
the building, reached up and patted
the toy bear with his hand.

Several hundred persons who were
unable to secure entrance waited out-
side the senate house and cheered the

! former president upon his arrival and

departure. The procession was short
but picturesque. It started from Pem-
broke Coliege, where Mr. Roosevelt
had luncheon, and movca slowly to
the senate house. First marched two
liveried mace bearers. Next came Mr.
Roosevelt in his robe and wearing a
ftat velvet c¢ap upon his head. Beside
him was Vice-Chancellor Mason. Fol-
lowing the two were several profes-
sors, while two more mace bearers
brought up the rear.
Roosevelt Praised.

HIMALAYA HUNTING

London, May 26.—Major R. L. Ken-
nion, an English big game hunter, tells
many good stories in his book just out,
“Sport and Life in the Farther Him-
alaya.” He spent eight years in
Chitral, Dardistan, Gllgit and
neighboring regions and had many ad-
ventures. This is what happened when
crossing a Tibetan mountain pass:

“No one having crossed the Rintaka
Pass that year, the guide took a wrong
turn and led us across an ice slope
that was concealed by snow.

RUBBER TREES
With an Average of One Pound

Each, They Will Yield
4250 Tons.

New York, May 25.—Many and won-
derful have been the stories circulated
about the vast fortunes that have been
made out of rubber since the boom
was started. And more fortunes are
sure to be made yet. The London
market is said to be in a much health-
ier staie than ever after the recent
“shake outs.” Investors who have
shares in first-class companies and
who are determined to hold are reck-
oned pretty sure to reap comfortable
dividends.

One is told by some experts to ex-
pect the price of rubber to go back
again pretty sharply before long and
and stop somewhere
about $175 a pound, which they think
to be good enough if shortage of labor
does not disturb the normal planta-
tion prices of thirty cents or thirty-
five cents a pound. But there are
others who are more optimistic, and
who scout this idea.

Many prominent Jealers say that
the recent attempt by buyers to break
prices is hardly likely to occur again,
fcr some time at any rate, or if, to
quote one Mining Lane broker, “the
buyers persist in their attempts to
depreciate rubber they will discover
that the brokers are equally deter-
mined to resist them., The demand
for rubber continues as big as ever,
and eventually they will have to sub-
mit. All the supplies of Java rubber
are down the river, and the consign-
ments will be limited until next Oc-
tober, so that between now and then
I fully expect to see the best rubber
rise to $375 a pound or thereabouts.”

A rubber manufacturer, discussing
the situation and prospects, said to a
correspondent:

“What makes this kind of market so
sharp in rise and fall is its depend-
ence on American business methods.
Americans do not follow tne English
way of keeping a factory going in a
slack time at reduced speed, keeping
the hands, as far as possible, together,
!and taking small orders to avoid stop-
| ping. They prefer to shut Jown en-
tirely when trade is not really brisk.
When a demand arises they go to
work again, and by that time have
a whole accumulation to catch up for
orders that would have trickled in
during the slack time, but have been
| held up by the stoppage. Therefore
!you get terrific bursts of consumption
of raw material, followed by absolute
drops. There is no need, as matters
stand at present, and as they are
likely to be for some time to come, for
anyone to fear panic.”

The recent breaking of the rubber
boom rent part of the veil that
shrouded many of the buyers who had
revealed their courage, their faith, and
their resources by a wild rush to sell
upon the fixing by the stock exchange
committee of special settlements, To
illustrate by a few concrete instances
how the gamble spread, there was a
hard-working professional man in a
seaside place who had bought 5,000
shares in a rubber conpany at a small
premium, and, finding that he could
hardly get out even at a loss of $1 a
share, was faced with a demand for
$5,000 at the special settlement. Wo-
men are said to have been obliged to
raise money on their jewelry in order
to pay ends on shares. There are
many men on the stock exchange who
could have accommodated quite com-
fortably a thousand shares, but bought
five thousand, and in the aggregate
they were heavy sellers,

Amid all the hustle and bustle it is
rather interesting to learn that Kew
Gardens, those lovely gardens by the
River Thames, played an active part
in the days of long ago in founding
rubber plantations in the east. Indeed,
had it not been for Kew GCGardens
most of the rubber companies which
are now earning fat dividends for
their shareholders would probably
never have had any existence.

In the middle “seventies” Mr, H. A.
Wickham, a planter, convinced himself
that fortunes awaited the men who
could cultivate Hevea Braziliansis in
British possessions climatically suited
and where labor was abundant and
transport available. He managed to
get Kew Gardens and the India office
interested in the project, and was
commissioned to collect Para rubber
seeds from Brazil. He brought them
to Kew Gardens in 1876, and, though
cnly a small percentage of the seeds
germinated, they were sufficient, and
in a few months Kew was able to
send nearly two thousand healthy
young Hevea plants to the botanical
gardens in Ceylon. Others were dis-
patched to Singapore, where also
there are flourishing botanical gar-
dens. In the following year seeds or
samples were planted in the museum
grounds at Taiping.

There seems to have been little in-
terest taken in the matter at the time
by the planters either in Ceylon or
the Malay States, but it was calculat-
ed in 1907 by Mr. J. B. Carruthers, the
director of agriculture in the feder-
i#led Malay States, that, allowing for
mortality due to the various causes
which affect rubber trees, there would
be alive and flourishing in 1912 more
than nine million trees, which, at an
average of one pound a tree, would
yield ‘about 4,250 tons. These figures
do not take account, of course, of the
planting that has taken place owing
to the extraordinary rise in the price
of rubber.

DEATH AMONG WORKERS

Canadian [Industrial Fatalities During
April Numbered 94,

Ottawa, May 26.—Another install-
ment of the investigation of the labor
department into the increased cost of
living is published in the current issue
of the Labor Gazette. The present
chapter deals with the wholesale prices
of hides, tallow, leather and boots and
shoes, which are now higher than at
any time in the past twenty years.
Compared with the average prices for
the decade 1890-99, the increase is ap-
proximately 135 per cent.

During the month of April the toll
of death through accidents to workers
in Canadian industries was 94; in ad-
dition, 246 serious injuries to work-
people were reported to the labor de-
partment. Sixteen railway employees
were killed and 40 injured during the
month.

S ANTLTAFT PLOTTER

“Knew Preident Would Fail and
 Make Third Term Easy,”

Says Governor Marshall.

Chicago, May 28.—Thomas R. Mar-
shall, governor of Indiana, who came
to Chicago to address the third annual
convention of the Presbyterian Bro-
therhood, of this city, today charged
that President Roosevelt deliberately
sought the election of President Taft,
knowing his administration would be a
failure and with the intention of se-
curing a third term
himself,

“I predicted when Taft was nomin-
ated,” said Governor Marshall, “and
I repeat it, that Roosevelt knew Mr.
Taft’'s particular failings, and that he
dictated then omination and election
ot the President ...ch the deliberate in-
tention of makiig himseif a candidate
for a third terni.”

What these fa.lings of President
Taft are were quickly catalogued.

“Taft has the judicial temperament
and training, and that is not what
the people need,” said the governor.
“To illustrate: President Taft was a
party to the passage of the Payne-
Aldrich tariff bill. He was present as
judge when every special interest in
America presented its claims for con-
sideration. Nobody was there to rep-
resent the people.

“President Taft did not ask for any
further evidence and gave it as his
final judgment that the Payne-Aldrich
bill was the best tariff ever enacted
in America. There was nothing dis-
honest or crooked in this. It was just
the judicial temperament at work
based upon the evidence of only one
side submitted to the court.

“There was no attempt to determine
whether ag a principle of political
economy ther was not a great moral
question involved in taking money
from one man's pocket by law and
putting it in another’s.

“Nearly all of the economic evils of
the present day have sprung from that
tariff, but the others have sprung out
of a condition of affairs for which
President Roosevelt was directly re-
sponsible,

“Roosevelt was not a lawyer, and he
never gave much consideration to our
System of government. He was un-
willing to admit there were three co-
ordinate branches when he had made
up his mind that he wag right.

“He believed the constitution should

not stand between friends. The legis-
lative department of the Government
wasb rowbeaten and the judicial de-
partment was assaulted. I am not de-
fending them, but I am defending the
old-fashioned idea of constitutional
government in America.
“The moment you substitute the man
for the government, democracy has
ceased. When we have torn the con-
stitution into tatters we have no as-
surance that the goxernment of the
individually good man will continue, A
tyrannical man might become presi-
dent and under Roosevelt's precedents
work untold injury to the Republic.”

In Governor Marshall's opinion it is
useless to talk of Democratic candi-
dates for the presidency. He declared
the si@#it ir insurgency was abroad
and that the American people would
pick their own candidate in 1912, and

MONUMENT TO PETER PAN.

The thousands of children and
grownups who love the most fascinat-
ing of fairies, Peter Pan, will be in-
terested in the announcement, which
hails from across the ocean, that a
statue to Peter Pan is to be erected
in Kensington Gardens, the famous
playground for children in London’s
west end. The statue of Barrie's
charming little elf, which was played
in England by Pauline Chase and in
America by Maude Adams, is being
modeled by Sir George Frampton, R.
A. It depicts Peter sitting on a stump
of a tree, with elves emerging from
about the roots. The popularity of
Peter Pan in this country has suggest-
ed a similar statue being put up inthe
children’s playground of Central Park,
New York. The model for the Ameri-
can statue would, of course, be Maude
Adams, as Peter, with the Pan pipes
in her hand, playing the magical call
of youth. Macmonnies, Fraser and
Ward are three names which have
been put forward as sculptors who
would be likely to catch the spirit of
the elusive Peter and to express the
idea which has made Barrie’s fantas-
tic creation the latter-day saint and
patron of childhood.—Leslie’s Weekly.

OUR ATMOSPHERIC ARMOR.

Of the many meteors that are sup-
posed to fall upon the earth from
time to time, it may be said that they
would indeed he the most dreaded of
all the earth’s physical antagonists
were not nearly all of them prevented
from reaching the ground by our at-
mosphere, which serves as a bullet-
proof cuirass. The immunity of the
earth from aerolites, fire-balls and
shooting stars, all travelling at speeds
that average a hundred times that of
a rifle bullet, may be explained in the |
following manner.

When a meteor enters the atmo- !
sphere the friction produced by its gi- !
gantic speed makes it flash up like the '
arrow of Acestes, only more so. The
ingenious experiments of Lord Kelvin
have shown that the heat thus pro-
duced, just as a brake showers sparks
from a carriage wheel, or-a lucifer !
match lights on the box, is sufficient i
to consume the meteor, as if it were
suddenly cast into a furnace heated
to three or four million degrees.
Obviously the smaller meteors are
utterly consumed before they have
penetrated far into the atmosphere,
which their fate has shown to rise
to a height of about 120 miles. Only a
very large one can descend, like that
which exploded over Madrid some 1%
years ago, within 20 miles of the earth,
before being-burst by the expansion
due to heat.

The fact that fragments do occa-
sionally reach the earth is the best
proof of the great size of some of the
meteors that we encounter. If it were
not for the ‘““blessed air’ the explosion |
of them all, with the accompanying !
fevent heat, would take place in our
midst.

OF HER PLAY
Authoress, 91 Today, Wants to

See Drama She Wrote for
Davenport Produced.

Boston, May 28.—Mrs. Julia Ward
Howe will be 91 tomorrow. Sitting on
the balcony of her Beacon street home
this afternoon, the writer of the ‘‘Battle
Hymn of the Republic,” told for the
first time of her career as a play-
wright—the least known phase of her
life,

First, Mrs. Howe corrected a state-
ment made recently by “Pop” Wood,
dean of the stage doorkeepers in New
York. Pop had said: “It was at this

theatre (the Grand Opera House) that
Edwin Booth and E. L. Davenport gave
their famous production of ‘Othello’
and a play by Mrs. Julia Ward Howe.
Didn’t know she wrote a play? Well,
she did. It was called, ‘Leonore; or
The World’s Own.’ I ain't saying
whether it made money.”

“*‘The World’s Own’” said Mrs.
Howe, “I consider my greatest liter-
ary work and my greatest literary dis-
appointment. I wrote it for E. L.
Davenport. Edwin Booth and Char-
lotte Cushman were to have the lead-
ing roles. There was some difference
of oplnion, as there often is in theatri-
cal matters. The play was never pro-
duced. I wish I could see ‘The World’s
Own’ produced before I die.

“The most adverse criticism I ever
heard of it was this: ‘It is full of
literary merits and dramatic faults.’ It
was to have been played at Wallack’s
Theatre .Charlotte Cushman said to
me: ‘My dear, it ought to have been
playved.” I chose the name because the
world was so bad to I.eonore.

“A play of mine named ‘Hippolytus’
was produced. It was written for Ma-
tilda Herron and the elder Sothern,
before he achieved his great fame. He
had just been promoted to play Ar-
mand to Miss Herron's Camille. The
play dealt with somewhat the same
subject as Racine’s ‘Phedre.’ A friend
of mine said she fainted at a per-
formance of it, so, you see, it con-
tained some horrors.

“My health is perfect. T feel full of
youth, T feel as if tomorrow I could
undertake a hard and difficult task.
Yet, of course, I know better than
that.”

The bell wag ringing, and
witness whistled when crossing the
bridge. Witness saw Donahue get off
the track.
Donahue Struck.

“He leaned over toward the engine
after he got off,” said Mr. Jones, “and
the buffer beam of the engine struck
him in the shoulder and turned him
around backwards, and he fell into
the ditch.”

Witness explained that Donahue was
not thrown forward.

“He walked on the track,” said Mr.
Jones, *“until we were very close to
him before he started to get off. He
did not do so until we were a couple of
car lengths from him. He would have
had plenty of time then to get out of
the way if he had stepped straight off
instead of walking slantwise. He did
not get far enough out to clear the
engine, and the buffer beam struck
him on the right shoulder.”

Had Plenty of Time.

“Had you any idea that he was not
going to get off in time?”’ asked the
coroner.

“No; he had more time than the
others, and I never thought for a mo-
ment that he would be struck.

“Did he appear to see the train?”
asked the coroner.

“Yes; he was looking right at it,”
replied Mr. Jones. “When I saw he
was going to be struck, I immediately
applied the emergency brake, but it
was too late.”

Donahue was placed in the baggage
car, and the train backed across the
bridge, the patient being taken later
to the hospital.

The market square was uncomfortably
-crowded this morning; particularly with
uyers.

Butter and eggs were again very plen-
siful. and dairy hall was filled to over-
Aowing with a supply.

Butter is a little easier and sold from
22¢ to 23¢ for dafry” pound prints. For
mixed and store lots the wholesale deal-
sre are paving 18¢ to 20¢ a pound and
for crocks and rolls . 18¢,to 22c a pound.

Eggs Firm.

There was a big supply of eggs on
hand but no decrease in price. In dairy
hall they were quoted at 20c to 2lc a
single dozen, 1%¢ to 20c for basket lots.
The wholesalers are still paying 18c a
dozen for all crate lots.

Potatoes were very scarce on the mar-
ket and a high price was paid. As high
as 65¢ was paid for some wholesale lots,
while none went below 60c. For a single
bag T0¢ to 75¢ was paid.

Poultry came in in considerably larger
guantities this morning. The price of
old fowl was down to 1le a pound. Good
chickens could be bought for $1 19 to
Bl 23 a pair.

More Grain Offered.

Deliverjies of grain were much larger
this meorning. A number of loads of
both oats and wheat were brought in
and readily snapped un by the dealers.
Oats are quoted fromm $1 20 to $1 30 and
wheat at $1 a bushel.

The market gardeners
resented and were well stocked with all
kinds of vegetahbles. A few cucumbers
were sold, which had been grown inside.
Large ones sold for 13c¢ each, and $1 25
a dozen. Asparagus was up a little,
se'ling for 75¢ a dozen. Radishes are a
big crop this vear and are being sold in
large quantities at 20c a dozen.

Strawberries were a little more pienti-
ful and were down to 15¢ a box.

Pittsburg, May 28.—The ministers
of Pittsburg and the managers of the
baseball clubs which have been hold-
ing Sunday exhibition games have
reached an agreement whereby the
Sunday baseball games will continue
and the attendance at the churches, it
is thought. will increase proportion-
ately. Hereafter, according to the
manager of the A, J. Martin's, one of
the est known amateur nines in the
country, no person will be allowed to
attend the Sunday exhibition games
conducted by that club unless the
patron is able to present a ticket
which is obtained oniy at certain
Pittsburg churches after the Sunday
morning service. These tickets will be
given only to persons who attend the
Sunday morning church service, No
person who does not sit out the ser-
vice, no matter what the length of the
sermon may be, will be given a ticket.

The amicable arrangement was
reached through a suggestion
made by Constable Jacob Stine, of
Port Vue, who not only is an ardent
baseball fan, but a regular church
attendant as well.

"KINGS BIRTHDAY

A BANK HOLDAY

But June Third Will Not Be a
General Holiday in

Canada.

CABINET TOOK NO ACTION

it Was Expected That Something
Would Be Done Today—Bank
Managers Displeased.

June 3, the birthday of King George V.,
will be a bank and statutory holiday, but
will not likely be a general holiday.

As the law governing chartered banks
requires that the birthday of the reigning
monarch shall be considered a bank
holiday, and as the local managers did
not know of King George’s proclamation,
they did not know whether to close or
not on June 3. The first birthday of the
late King Edward VII., after his acces-
sion to the throne, was a bank holiday, !
but after that he expressed his desire
that May 24, or the birthday of his
mother, Queen Victoria, should be ob-
served instead of his own.

Is It a Precedent?

Whether he created a precedent or not
remains to be seen. Perhaps in future
all the monarchs of England will yield
their birthday celebration and allow it
to occur on May 24. Those whoe were near
relatives of Queen Victoria would prob-
ably be willing to allow this, but as time
went on those who were practically
strangers to her memory might prefer to
have their own birthdays observed.

No Action Taken.

It was thought the cabinet would take
some action on the matter, but as yet
they have not discussed the question. A
special to The Advertiser from Ottawa
states that the cabinet have taken no
action as yet, but adds that June 3 will
probably be a bank and statutory holi-
day.

The action in regard to the banks is
automatic, and will require no move on
the part of the cabinet. If they do not
touch the question the day will remain
merely a bank holiday.

Are Not Pleased.

T.ocal bank managers are not much
pleased with the prospect, owing to the
frequency of holidays of late. However,
they have no option but obey.

There will be no holiday declared here.
The flags will fly at masthead, and the
ordinary military honors will be shown
the new monarch, but there will be no
holiday and no demonstration.

GATHERING AT HALIFAX FOR
PRESBYTERIAN PARLIAMENT

General Assembly Convenes at|

Halifax on June 1—Some of
the Notable Figures—Histor-
ical Sketch.

It is fitting that after the lapse otl
a decade the general assembly of the
Presbyterian Church in Canada should
return for the 1910 gathering of the
church’s supreme court t.o_the cradle
of Calvinism in the Dominion. It was
in 1900 that the assembly last met in
Halifax, the capital of Nova Scotia,
from whence have come many of the
men who have been conspicuous in the
life and work of the church from the

Quarters of a Mile Down the
Great Timber Sheets—Enjoyed
the Sensation.

[From Ottawa Free Press.]

Only the immediate members of the
suite and ‘a few gentlemen, in all
about twenty, were
it. When these were fairly settled
down the prince sitting on a raised
plank, between the Duke of Newcas-
tle and the Jovernor-General. the
rope which held the masg of timber
was cut, and instantly the raft began
to move,

At first it went with a slow stately
motion, but gradually as it entered
the narrower parts of the sheet, where
the incline began, the speed quickened
and every one held fast as the first
jump and steep descent drew nearver.

The following description of the
thoot is reprinted from the version
given by N. A. Woods, special corre-
spendent of the Times:

“Before you could well say it was
eoming, the mass tipped up, and slid
over the edge with an uneasy kind of
gliding leap, like a huge porpoise fast-
er and faster till there was another
jump, and then a straight run which
plunged the beams under water, wet-
ting some of the royal party to the

“Quicker and quicker the banks flew
by, all thronged with people cheering
and waving handkerchiefs, and faster
and faster the raft plunged down,
groaning and creaking, now half-hid-
den by the boiling water, into which
it dashed at the end of each shoot,
gliding rapidly along the logs of the
straight runs with jerks and thumps,
as {f it was being forced over rocks,
tiil it came to another steep incline,
taking each one faster than the others
In one grand long sort of flving whirl
which gave it a notion of irresistible
force, and made each passenger seem,
as it were, a component part of raft,
aend rapids both,

“To go down the rapids of the St.
Lawrence is nothing, but to go down
the rapids of a timber shoot, to keep
pace with the flying waters and see
them hissing and rushing up over the
raft beneath your feet is the most ex-
hilarating adventure in all the reper-
‘o:"s of American travel,

perfect simplicity of his personality,
to make ail men love him and under-
stand him. Genius keeps its own coun-
'sel, and no mere attempt to analyze
character with weighing of merits, no
attempt to catalogue great gifts, really
touches the roct of the great secret
which made King Edward one of the
most beloved monarchs that have ever
ruled over this Empire. This powep
of communicating to mankind, of
bringing them into synmipathy, is sure=
ly- the most kinglike of all qualities,
the one most valuable in a sovereign,
'tand the duties of kingship are not be=-
tcoming easier as time goes on, while,
as 1 think, they are becoming under
the conditions of modern Empire even
more necessary to the health or evem
to the existence of the state. The King
has few or none of the powers of ex-
plaining and communicating himself
by ordinary channels to those over
whom he rules. In these democratio
days we all of us spend our lives in
explaining.

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GEORCE THE FIFTH
What Kind of King Will He Be?

By W. T. Stead in the London Daily News.

When I came away from 1wy ftirst
long talk with the Prince, who on
Saturday was formally proclaimed
King George the Fifth, I had the im-
pression that I had been face to face
with a reincarnation of George IIL It
was not bluff old Farmer George of
Windsor this time. But it was a
young, brusque Sailor George, In
whom reappeared many of the char-
acteristics of his namesake.

" The resemblance did not extend to
the outward embodiment of the Geor-
gian soul. But there also was a
haunting suggestion of anot{mr SOV-
ereign. The then Duke of l(_)rk and
the present Emperor of Russia were
as like as two peas in a pod. Height,
complexion, color of hair, and of eyes,
were almost the same. The two
covsins might as easily have been
mistaken for each other as were the
Dromio: of Ephesus and Syracusq.

So [ came away from the interview
which had been brought about in or-
der that we might discuss the pro-
gramme of the tirst Hague Conference
with the curious impression that our
future sovereign had the mind'_ of
George the Third in the body of 'L\rch-
olas the Second—a somewhat bizarre
combination, and one that was net
altogether reassurig.

The young man who was then the
Duke of York became in due course
Prince of Wales, and just before mid-
night on Friday succeeded to the
throne. Henceforth he is no more
Prince George or the Duke of York,
or the Prince of Wales. King George
he is, and King George he will now
remain till the end of the chapter.
What kind of a King will he be? That
is the question of questions. on the
answer to which much will hanz of
the lirst importance for the future of
the Empire and the destinies of the
human race.

It is all mere guessing. No one ever
can deduce from the life and conver-
sation of a prince what a king will be,
Prince Hal is the most familiar case
in point. But the late King was a
hardly less notable instance of the
transformation that is sometimes ef-
fected by accession to the throne.

Walier Bagehot
once said that it was a king's consti-
tutional duty to sign his own death
warrant if it were sent up to him by
the vote of the Lords and Commons.
But before King George acted upon
the advice of any one set of ministers
which he thought detrimenta] to the { v
welfare of his realm he would certainly
do his utmost to see whether it was
not possible to furnish himself with
another set of advisers with whose
ideas he would be more in accord. For
the great and wonderful thing about
the new King is that he is a man who
has ideas of his own—political ideas
of his own, and what is perhaps more
unprecedented still is we al] know
what these ideas are.

In each of the animal houses there is
at least one ronm which is set apart for
the storage of food, and this is always
the most interesting place to the antmals.
No more striking example of Its attrac-
tiveness can be found than in the story
concerning “Dunk.” *“Dunk” is the ele-
phant, formerly a member of a circus
troupe, but now included in the collection
at the Zoo on account of his bad temper.

‘“That is a matter that is easily deter-
mined by the mouth and teeth. As a gen-
eral rule it is easily enough discovered,
and it is very seldom that we have to
revert to books to find out what kind of
food is wanted.”

Of course, the other manufacturers
in that section laughed at all this fol-
ly, but the proprietor stuck doggedly
to his belief, and to his satisfaction
the balance sheet at the end of the
yvear showed a net gain of twenty per
cent in the output of his factory, al-
though the force had not been in-
creased. This was due solely to the
fact that his employees were healthier,
stronger and better able to do good
work—that they were being cared for.

Industrial men all over the country
were quick to see the truth of
plain argument. They realized for
the first time that the “human ma-
! chines” needed looking after to do good
!work, and they sent a hurry call for
plumbers, carpenters and other work-
men to come and equip their factory

;chine shops—even the railroads, mines
;and large contract labor camps—take
every precaution to safeguard their
laborers. Hospitals are now a per-
manent fixture, and the state laws
compel complete sanitary equipment
as well as the guarding of the most
dangerous machinery. Places where
good, clean food can be purchased at
a small cost are common in every
factory, and specia! attention is paid to
heat and ventilation.

In thie old days, not so \very long
ago, wnen a workman was siighily
hurt he wrapped a dirty clo¢h abopt
the cut or bruise and went on working.

In the largest machine shops where
castings weighing many tons have to
be lifted and shifted by giant electric
cranes there is a man whose duty it
is to test reguiarly all the chains and
cables used for lifting the heavy pieces,
In the old days no one paid any at-
tention te the chains until they became
worn through and broke. It was a
streak of good luck in such cases if
isome one was not dangerously hurt
or instantly killed.

The Dangerous Set Screw.

But the real bugbear of all factories
where power was used to any extent was
the “set screw,” the little screw usad to
i hold a pulley on the shaft. This short
serew, sticking out iike a wart on the
rapidly-revolving shaft, seemed to lie in
wait for someone to place
edge of a jacket near it;

chinery could be stopped. State laws
were passed against this dangerous little
murderer, and the model machinery of
today has the necessary set screws care-
fully tucked away out of danger or cov-
ered with a screen.

Even suech little items as worn floors
are now looked after in the factory—they
might trip up an employee and pitch him
into the gear wheels.

Every industrial plant of any size now
has its own safety expert, usually a grad-
uate engineer, whose duty is it to inspect
every machine in the shops and see if it
i3 properly safeguarded. His title of
“doctor”’ is well deserved, but, unlike his
namesake, he strives to prevent and not
cure. As soon as a workman is hurt
the “doctor’” visits the scene of the ac-
: cident and ascertains if it was the fault
of the machinery. If it was he immedi-
ately sets about to develop a new safety
device for that particular work, so the
accident cannot happen again. Every
piece of new machinery must be ‘‘checked
for safety” by this man.

Drinking cups have been banished from
the modern factory:; fountain drinking
| stands only are used. In cases where poor
water is used for washing purposes large
placards are displayed warning
workmen in English, French, Polish,
Swedish, Italian and Hungarian not to
ldrink the water. Where heavy machinery
| or castings are being carried by over-
head cranes every precaution is taken.
Whenever workmen go aloft for repairs
a large sign is set up below them warn-
ing men to stand from under. High ten-
i sion wires are indicated by strips of white
% tape and large placards. Trap doors have
{ been eliminated. Screens protect the
‘men from flying bits of metal, and in
every way possible the skilled workman
| is guarded and protected. Even the
" machinery about which he labors is made
as near “fool proof’”’ as man can devise.

Careful watch is also kept when green
workmen pile material in the shops or
vards. A loose pile of lumber might fall
and injure the carpenters; bags of cement
might slip and break the leg of a mason;
flasks and molds might fall and hurt the
molders; a carelessly-laid plank might
drop to the floor below and kill a pass-
ing visitor or employee; nets are even
spread to keep falling tools from striking
workmen: ladders, railings and foot walks
are carefully inspected to sce if they are
safe.

HORNE’S JOHKE

THE SHAVING BRUSH
A GERM CARRIER

More To Be Feared Than the
Razor—The Hygiene of the
Barber Shop.

Discussing the hygiene of the barber's
shop, the British Medical Journal says:
The great carrier of infection to the face,

be it coccogenic and hyphognic, is the

shaving brush, and not the razor. There-
fore it is the shaving brush that should
receive spocial attention.

Boiling the brush is out of the question;
the ideal method of disinfection would be
dry heat. In default of that, thorough
washing in hot water and subsequent dis-
infection in a carbolic or other reliable
antiseptic solution is indicated. As pads
91‘ cotton wool are not efficient for lather-
ing as substitutes for the shaving brush,.
it would be desirable that inventors
should set their wits to work and find
some substance which might take the
place of the brush—that is, something
cheap, that could be destroyed after using
once,

Th.e. ideal method for hair brushes is to
sterilize them by means of dry heat. This
is .already in use in one or two London
!w.xr-cutting saloons. The absurd revolv-
ing or machine hair brush should have
been scrapped long ago. It is curious to
see this fllthy apparatus still in operation
in quite fashionable hair-dressing places.

Jacobus Botha, ancestor of one of
;the Boer leaders in the war against
, England, was famous as an elephant
hunter., He used to kill four or five
.elephants a day and in this way laid
.the foundation of quite a respectable
'South African fortune. A historian
that wandered along the African coast
at that time reported that Botha Kkill-
ed twenty-two elephants on two dif-
ferent occasions and that he shot as
many as thirteen elephants in a day.
Scimeone who knew
that it was doubtful
'such a thing and suggested
someone else told the story for him
in order to see how great a tale that
historian would believe.

Oswell, who was one of the greatest
i African hunters of Livingstone’s time,
yrelates that in one of his expeditions
' he saw 400 elephants in one herd. “‘As
far as the eye could reach in a fairly
open country,” he <aid, “there was
nothing but elephants. I do not mean
in serried mass, but in small groups.”

Gordon Cumming was another fam-
ous African hunter who killed his full
share of big game, and F. C. Selous
was another. The latter is said to
iave shot seventy-three elephants in
three seasons with an old Dutch ele-
phant gun.

The result of this slaughter has been
to exterminate the elephant in South
fAfrica. Today there are no herds
!south of the Zambesi and the Cuntne
rivers except two or three small pro-
tected herds in Cape Colony, a small
troop or two in Bamangwato and
Bechuanaland and a few in Mashon-
aland and pcerhaps in Matabeleland
This is all that remains of the herds
that sixty or seventy yecars ago roam-
ed in freedom over most of the South
African interior.

The English have taken a
interest in the elephant since they
have seen it disappear rapidly from
their South African colonies and sev-
eral societies have been formed to
preserve it. These societies have ap-
parently been gathered into one which
has for its purpose the preservation of
the fauna of all the British Empire.

cover money received by her in the ca-
Pacity of a go-between for betting
commissions with the plaintiff. i

The correspondence between the par- |
ties revealed a shocking state of af-i
fairs, said the judge. Bills for new
hats and other finery were merely |
blinds for money staked by women on
horses through the milliner’s connec-
tion with the turf agent. In the pres-
ent case the horse was not even placed
and the stakes were lost.

The defendant set up the plea that

she had been acting on her owmn ke-
half, and that she was therefore a
principal, not an agent, and that the
plaintiff could not recover the money
anyhow under the gaming act, which
forbids such transactions. The judge
held that on the strength of the de-
fendant's letters it could not possibly
be maintained that the milliner was
acting otherwise than as an agent and
gave judgment for the amount claim-
ed, with Zostsl” ™ '
