Keen Competition May Force

Accepting the new regulations for!
taxation on receipts as a necessary
measure for procuring revenue, local
retail and wholesale merchants to-

' day expressed but one definite objec-

| tion to the act, namely, the consid-
- erable amount of extra work which
imposition of the regulations in-
volves.

“Red tape,” was the phrase com-
monly used in regard to this feature,
disapproval being expressed owing
to the large additional clerical labor
required. Many believed that this
feature would of necessity be elimi-
nated at the next session: of the Do-
minion Legislature.

“We do not object to the tax it-
self,” said a representative of Small-

man & Ingram department store. “It's
the extra clerical work and worry
we disapprove of. Surely some ar-
rangement might have been made by
which this could have been dis-
pensed with. The majority of retail
stores will be compelied to pay the
tax out of their own pockets, owing
it0 the present keen competition
which prevents anyv increase in
prices.”
Object to Wording.

Other retajlers substantiate this
view. A certain amount of dissatis-
faction was further expressed in con-
nection with the ambiguous wording
of the regulations. The first clause
says that counter sales gips and
cash register tickets are nct taxable,
provided no words implying or stat-
ing acknowledgment of the receipt
or payment of money, aré . ‘tten
thereon.

In this regard it was pointed out
that sales slips lese their entire
worth unless the word “paid” is in-
scribed .on them. Similarly, . cash
register tickets are supposed to be
receipts for articles purchased, and
the majority would be taxable if
the present receipt system in vogue
is carried out. The value of both
sales slips and cash register tickets
becomes negligible unless they can
be accepted as a form of receipt.

The second clause, which provides
for a tax on all payrolls containing
signatures of employees in receipt
for wages received will not affect
either employer or employee to an
appreciable extent. Large concerns
employing many workmen do not ask
for receipts.

" May Tax.Employees.

The few firms accustomed to de-
manding acknowledgment of salaries
and wages paid will either change
this procedure or exact payment of
the tax from employees, for whose
benefit receipts are issued.

Lausanne Dispatch Puts New
Light on Freedom of the
Straits Problem.

MAY FORCE FRENCH HAND

America Prepares to Ask
Poincare for Definite State-
ment on Reparations.

London, Dec. 21.—T.rkey expects
the Uninted States to siyn a private
treaty with the Angora government
regarding the fredom of the straits,
according to an Exchange telegraph
dispatch from Lausanne today.

“There is good grounds for belief
that if America will not sign a pri-
vate treaty with the Kemalists, as
the result of the Lausanne meetings
at which Ambassador Child has
participated, the Turks will not cno-
sent to be bound in any way to the
regimes proposed by European na-
tions,” the Exchange correspondent
cabled.

Accordnig to this correspondent,
Ambassador Childs will proceed at
the earliest possible moment to
arrange a convention with the Kem-
alists. Child, he states, already has
discyssed the proposition with Ismet
Pasha, nad covered the question of
the rights of American ships in times
of war and peace to pass through
the straits of the Dardanelies and
Bosphorus. “This would put America
in a privileged position similar to
that already enjoyed by the United
States through its separate treaty
with Germany,” the correspondent
comments.

MAY FORCE FRANCE’'S HAND.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 21.—France
soon may be asked by the United
States to place all her cards on the
table.

With the success or failure of the

American move, looking toward a

This government realizes that the
Poincare government faces a difficult
political situation in France, to com-
pei Cormany to pay the huge repara-
tions figure, which has been im-
posed upon her, and the inquiry to the
French government will be propound-
ed in the most friendly and consid-
erate manner.

Lady Rhondda, formerly a militant
suffragist and for some time one of
the leading figures in the British
business world, was denied a seat In
the House of Lords, last May, after
a long fight for admission.

Lady Rhondda is the daughter of
the late Viscount Rhondda, food con-
troller during the war.

NEW GITY GOUNGIL
MEETS ON FRIDAY

Wenige To Call Special Meet-
ing To Discuss Problems
To Be Settled.
Should nothing unforeseen develop |
in the meanwhile, an informal gath-
ering of the members of the 1923
council will be held Friday night.
Mayor-Elect George Wenige sent out
notices to that effect to all the coun-
cillors-elect this morning.
“I tried to arrange for this session
last week,” he explained, “but it was
impossible to decide upon a night
when all the members could be in at-
tendance. I have concluded to set a
date myself.”
The new mayor explains that while
the leading issues of the day will he
quietly comsidered, the City's trans-
portation problems shall surely claim
the greatest attention at this initial
gathering. It is more than likely
that some deflnite action will be out-
lined for further consideration early
in January.
Mr. Wenige is most emphatic that
this question should recelve immedi-
ate attention and a determined ef-
fort should be expended as early in
1923 as possible to insure improved
service for the citizens.
It is proposed that all the coun-
cillors shall express their opinion
upon the transportation question in
all its phases.

Mayor Wilson still insists that the
time will yet come when the city will
be compelled to assume control of the
London street railway lines, and un-
der the recommendations of the now-
famous Bunnell report. He does not
attach a great deal of significance to
the defeat of the proposed purchase
by 400 votes or so, giving the opinion
today that scores of people. who
voted against the project, now see
their mistake, and would vote tomor-
row for the purchase, if they were
afforded an opportunity.

He believes that scores of persons
voted, not so much against the con-
templated purchase itself, but be-
cause of other reasons, which are
not always given publicity for ob-
vious reasons.

Lausanne, Dec. 21.—A wordy al-
tercation between ex-Premier Veni-
zelos, of Greece, and Riza Nur Bey,
the Turkish Nationalist delegate,
caused Signor Montaona, president of
the Near East conference commis-
sion on minorities, to bring this
morning’'s session of the commis-
sion to an abrupt close.

Ald.-Elect W. Wilson Claims
Company Will Make Sev-
eral Changes.

The London Street Railway Com-
pany anticipates certain changes
early in 1928 that will materially in-
prove its service through West Lon-
don, according to Ald.-Elect William
A. Wilson. ? {

When the opportune moment ar-
rives, it is the desire of the company
to move the switch from east of the
Wharncliffe road on Oxford street, he’
says. This will mean, it is expected,
a saving of possibly five minutes,
which will be considerable on the
Dundas street lines.

“I have already approached the
executive of the company,” Ald. Wii-
son stated today, “suggesting that the
switch on Dundas street, opposite the
Tecumseh ball grounds, be trans-
ferred to the Wharncliffe road, some-
where between Dundd8 street and Mt.
Pleasant avenue.

“To my mind another substantial
saving of time could so be accomp-
lished. The company authorities have
considered this suggestion, but were
at a distinct loss to say at the
moment just what their plans would
be in this respect. They pointed out
that they are naturally not positive
as to the city’'s intention in 1923 with
respect to London West pavements.”

During the past year it was pro-
posed in the council to provide a
paved thoroughfare throughout that
district, extending from the Dundas
bridge to the Oxfora bridge, via the
Wharncliffe road. This did not meet
with the entire approval of the rate-
payers at that time, and it was re-
ferred until 1923 for definite action.

It is believed that the people of
West London will not object to this
undertaking during the coming year,
should the council see fit to proceed
with their authority.

With a complete paved route
through the section of the city over
the river, it was suggested that the
street railway company could then
operate, with every satisfaction,
trackless trolleys or motor buses with
the Dundas and Oxford street bridges
as transfer points. Much time would
be saved, it was predicted, and the
service improved throughout.

Pastor From Preaching

“Covenanters” In Toronto

Presbyterian Church Make

Application Before Supreme Court— T emporary
Injunction Refused—But Trial Of

Action Yet

To Come.

Toronto, Dec. 21.—“Doesn’t this
verge on the ridiculous?” asked Mr.
Justice Mowat at Osgoode Hall tor
day when C. C. Grant asked for an
interim injunction to restrain Rev.
J. W. 8. Lowry from occupying the
pulpit of the Reformed Presbyterian
Church on Bloor street, or from act-
ing in any capacity in that church.

Mr. Grant represented five mem-
bers who styled themselves “Coven-
anters,” although the judge pointed
out that 87 other members might dis-
pute the boasted monopoly. His
lordship termed the 87 “contents” and
the five “malcontents.”” When Mr.
Grant objected to the second classi-
fication the court changed it to “stal-
warts.”

The interim injunction was refused
after a long argument, but some in-
teresting statements were made, his-
torical, theological, national and in-
ternational.

The plaintiffs in the action, which
is to go to trial ultimately, are
Thomas Davidson, caretaker; Robert
Logan, cutter; Martha Barnett and
Mary .Nutt. The defendants are
Thomas Barry, Robert Cockburn,
Neil McArthur, George Cockburn, and
oi]hers. both as trustees and person-
ally.

D. W. Saunders, K.C., appeared for
the defendants, or, presumably, the
87. Regarding the 87, however, Mr.
Grant explained that a number of
the 87 were “quiescent.”

Affidavits by Martha Barett, "Mrs.
Ann Angus Durham, of Mount
Ridges, Davison and Logan com-

It was not ar-
gued, the judge learned, that the
“kist o' whustles,” a pipe organ, had
invaded the Toronto edifice, neither
was it shown that hymns were used,
but the Presbyterian Church in Can-
ada allowed such latitude, and,
therefore, Mr. Lowry was not ac-
ceptable to the five “Covenanting”
members of the congregation.

EXPECT AGREEMENT
ON STRAITS ISSUE

All Indications Point To Sign-
ing of Lausanne Convention
in Few Days.

Lausanne, Dec. 21.—Both Turkish
and allied delegations relaxed in their
attitude yesterday and discussed con-
trol of the Straits in such a concilia-
tory spirit that theer is every indica-
tion that some sort of Straits con-
vention may be signed in a very few
days.

The note of the United States that
it does not regard an international
commission as necessary undoubtedly
bore fruit, as Lord Curzon gave care-
ful consideration to lsmet Pasha’s
plea that Turkey would copsider in-
ternational interference with Turkey’s
affairs as “worse than death.”

An agreement will likely be reach-
ed exempting the demilitarized zone
along the Straits from control by the
propused international commission,
which will have jurisdiction only over
navigation of the Straits, leaving
pilotage to the Turks.

Ismet Pasha also pleaded for fur-
ther guarantees for the safety or
Constantinople than those vhich
would be oftered by the League of
Nations, and proposed additional
guarantees similar to those given to
the Aland Islands. He insisted that
Turkey must have further assurance
from the important powers individ-
ually and collectively that her terri-
tory will not be violated. He ac-
cepted in principle the fundamental
provisions for control of the Straits
outlined by the allies, but pleadea
that Turkey hust have her sovereign
rights thoroughly safeguarded.

Lord Curzon, M. Barere, Baron
Hayashi, M. Spalaikovitch and other
speakers expressed great satisfaction
over Turkey's conciliatory attitude.
Lord Curzon, after hearing Ismet's
statement of the Turkish position,
said that Ismet's acceptance of the
general principles of free passage as
outlined by the allies now made it
possible to discuss details of the
practical application of those prin-
ciples. H€ expressed sympathy with
Ismet's anxiety lest Turkey’'s sover-
eignty should be affected by the pro-
posed treaty, but pointed out that in
a measure every power surrendered’
some of its sovereign rights when it
negotiated treaties.

He mentioned the Great ILakes
treaty between Canada and the
United States as one which in a
sense limits the sovereignty of the
two governments, but is in no sense
an offence against the sovereignty of
either, and contended that the pro-
posed regulation of the Straits was
the same.

MANY FACE DEATH
FROM STARVATION

Towns in Anatolia Destroyed
Without Apparent Mili-
tary Necessity.

Geneva, Dec. 20.—Towns and villages
over an area of 200 square kilometres
in Anatolia were destroyed without ap-
parent military necessity during the
fighting between Greeks and Turkish
Nationalists, according to reports from
representatives of the International Red
Cross, received at headquarters here.

One hundred and eighty thousand
persons, mostly women and children,

are homeless and lacking proper food
supplies, and are digging the ground for
herbs with which to sustain life. These
people, existing in the utmost misery,
face death from starvation and disease
unless prompt aid is given by the
Turkish Red Cross or some other well-
equipped relief organization.

FIND KATIE ECCLES

Schooner Wrecked in Novem-
ber Discovered in 80
Feet of Water.

Kingston, Dec. 20.—The wreck of
the schooner Katie Eccles was founa
on Tuesday by J. W. Cole, Cape Vin-
cent, N. Y., at a point near Timber
Island and Nine-Mile Point, just op-

She is sunk
in about 80 feet of water, and was
found by her topmasts, which showed
above the water. ,

Mr. Cole was making a tour of
lighthouses at Pigeon Island, False
Ducks, and Timber Island, taking off
the lighthouse keepers.

She encount-
ered a high gale, with a blizzard of
snow, and her commander, Captain
Harry Mitchell, with the assistance
of the cook, Mrs. Mary Lloyd, and a
boy named Hugh Mitchell, navigated
her safely to Timber Island that
night. Anchors were cast out, but
did not hold, and as the rudder poyst
was broken, Captain Mitchell, Mrs.
Lloyd, and the boy sought safety on
shoge.
The schooner drifted away on
Wednesday night, Nov. 29, and that
was the last heard of her. It was
felt that she had foundered somie-
where, owing to the heavy seas and
gales that lasted for some days,
Captain Mitchell, Mrs. Lloyd and the
boy were discovered and taken to
the mainland on Nov. 30.

Tells How Fireman “Billy” Gow

Gow, fireman of the tug Reliance;

land carrying a rope to tow the others
over, as announced from the Spanish
River Paper Company offices on Tues-
day, apparently through a misinter-
pretation of a wireless message re-
layed from the rescuing tug Gray,
but his story is a remarkable one, for
all that.

When the Gray commenced its
journey to pick up lighthouse-keep-
ers, Gow took the place of the Gray's
fireman, who had been taken ill, but
Joe Menard, Walter Longpre and
Adelard Richard tell an interesting

story of how Gow got to the island
from the tug on Sunday.

“Gow did not swim ashore with a
rope around him, or anything else,”
said Menard. “He took two doors off
the pilot-house, putting them on top
of each other and tying them to-
gether with string. Then taking a
lifebuoy from the boat he put it on
the raft he had made, and, placing
his knees on the lifebuoy and sitting
on his heels, he made his way to
shore. He was in water up to his
waist even then. The wind was
blowing toward the island, and that's
how he got there.”

“Gow was the last man to leave the
Reliance,” Longpre said. “And much
credit is due him for staying there.”

OUTLINES REMEDY
FOR LABOR SLUMP

Sir William Hicks Declares
Britain Must Develop Inter-
Empire Trade.

ADVISES EMIGRATION

Believes Dominions and
Mother Country Would
Both Profit.

London, Dec. 21.—(Canadian Press
Cable.)—Sir William Joynson Hicks,
secretary for overseas trade, was the
guest of the Overseas Institute at
luncheon today. Addressing the
gathering, he emphasized that the
sole remedy for present unemploy-
ment in Great Britain was the devel-
opment of inter-empire trade.

Sir William cited figures showing
that all the dominions imported less
from Great Britain and more from
the United States in the last year for

which records were available.

Referring to Canada, he said he did
not blame her. She was entitled to
buy in the most suitable market. Sir
William also cited figures showing
that Canada in 1911 took, per head of
population, $16 worth of goods from
Great Britain and $46 from the Unit-
ed States, while the 1922 figures were,
respectively, $13 and $59.

The overseas trade minister said
the development of their own indus-
tries by the dominions was not reason
for complaint. Therein lay prosper-
ity for themselves which could not
other than do good for the prosperity
of Great Britain.

Urges Emigration.

There was, said the speaker, a
strong demand in the dominions hav-
ing nascent industries for protection
against the whole world, including
Great Britain. Great Britain had to
face this fact. He could only ask in
the forthcoming economic conference
for suggestions for the improvement
of inter-imperial trade in the full
realization that there will be no sug-
gestion of any kind by the imperial
representatives that the dominions
should in any wise give up the in-
dustries they have started.

Sir William emphasized the need of
emigration both from the viewpoint
of Great Britain and the dominions.
He said Great Britain recognized that
emigrants must be of the best type.
He expressed the opinion, amid wild
cheers, that instead of paying out
one hundred millions in unemploy-
ment doles it would have been better
to devote fifty millions to a great
scheme of state-aided emigration and
in placing men in a position to be-
come desirable citizens of the do-
minions. He added that every man
so placed was a potential purchaser
of British exports.

$600,000 IN BOOZE
SEIZED ON SHIP

U. S. Prohibition Squad In-
tercepts Attempt To Land
Liquor.

New York, Dec. 20.—Desperate at-
tempts of the rum-running fleet off
the three-mile limit to land liquor in
New York for Christmas trade re-
sulted in the capture of a ship carry-
ing $500,000 worth of whiskey dur-
in® the night, it was announced by
Prohibition Director Appelby today.

SEEKS COMMISSION
10 FIX REPARATION

Germany Asks United States
to Act—France-Refuses
Request.

Washington, Dec. 21—Germany has
proposed to the United States and
the allies the appointment of an ex-
pert commission to fix a just repara-
tion figure within her capacity to pay.

TORONTO'S MAYOR ROUSED

Asks C. N. R. President to
State Stand on Hydro
Radials.

Henry Thornton’s announcement of
policy exceedingly sound and busi-
nesslike, and one which admits of
great benefit to the whole province,”

Great interest in the program is evi-
denced in official circles, where it is
said to be the direct work of bol-
sheviki. The Indian National Con-
gress is the organization which
Mohandas Gandhi headed until his
arrest and imprisonment early in the
year.

The separation scheme, said to have
originated with W. N. Roy, an Indian
communist living in Berlin, employs
the famous communist terminology.

It declares the Nationalist move-
ment has reached the stage where
adoption of a definite program, as
well as definite action, can no longer
he deferred.

The ambiguous term “‘Swaraj” it
says, is open to many definitions;

itherefore a militant program of action
lis indispensable in order to mobilize

available revolutionary forces.
The theory of “equal partnership in
the British Commonwealth” is held
to be but a “gilded version of im-
perialism,” as only upper classes,
the document says, have benefited.

The program gces on to state that
British imperialism will never be
changed, and that the Indian upper
classes will never risk their com-
fortable present and promising future
for real freedom. Therefore, India's
immediate task is to involve those
elements whose welfare hangs upon
realization of the Nationalist's pro-
gram.

The hope is held that the militant
peasantry and workingmen
organized into soviets, and the unions
will accomplish the fulfillment of the
program, which includes national in-
dependence, freedom from all super-
vision, abolition of the landlord sys-
tem, confiscation of the large estates
without compensation, and national-
ization of the public utilities, which
would be owned and operated by the
state under the control of the work-
ingmen’'s committtees.

OLYMPIC REACHES PORT
AFTER TERRIBLE VOYAGE

Mammoth Liner Carrying Record
Mail Cargo, Arrives at N. Y.
in Damaged Condition.

New York, Dec. 21.—When the
Olympic was warped into her pier,
almost ten hours late, today her
skipper reported that he had battled
with one of the worst storms he had
encountered off the coast in many
vears. As proof he pointed to port-
holes smashed in and a small section
of the pilot bridge that had been
washed away by giant waves.

The steamer ran afoul of a blizzard
off Nantucket Island yesterday, and
the snow was so thick that she did
not report to Nantucket Lightship
except by wireless. The Olympic
crept along at the lowest possible
speed for hours. She brought 10,091
sacks of mail, a record.

Most of the mail, it was said, was
Christmas mail from Britain and
France. She also brought $3,250,000
in gold, most of which was consigned
to J. P. Morgan & Co.

IN BOILING WATER TANK

Sherbrooke, Dec. 21.—Joseph Mar-
ters, 37, met a terrible death as a
result of an accident at the Veneer
and Panel Company’s plant at Water-
vilie, Que.

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Getting In Between.
The ‘present coal situation {is
hardly a surprise. Men who knew
the business said some time ago it

would be a hard winter for coal
users, and their word ¥s being estab-
lished by recent happenings.

The more we see of the coal busi-
ness the more evident it is that the
method of conducting it is wrong.
United States users must recognize
the same thing, for they are little
better off than the people in Canada
when it comes to getting a share of
the avallable anthracite.

Dealers here state that they can
buy very, little coal direct from the
mines now, but are able to pick up
odd shipments here and there from
brokers.

Who are brokers, and where do
they fit in with the general scheme
of providing a community with
coal?

Go to a dealer who 1s selling coal
for $18 per ton, and he will tell you
he got it from a jobber.

The business of the jobber 1s to
crowd in on the already overcrowded
line that is built up between the
coal miner and the coal burner.

Every time this line of distribu-
tion is increased by the shoving in
of another handler it means that the
man down at the end—the consumer
—has to pay tribute to this new-
comer.

He digs no coal,” he screens no
coal, neither does he load it on the
cars. He does not run a railroad
engine to haul shipments, nor is he
present to take a coal shovel to
empty a car into a dealer’s bins. He
never sees the coal. He simply gets
possession of it some place between
the point of production and con-
sumption. And yet he is recognized
as a worthy citizen, and allowed to
go ahead and do his miserable busi-
ness.

When the country is cold he comes
along and takes money from people
who cannot afford to pay one cent
more than the cost of production
and handling.

There's a great big sag that should
be taken up in the line between the
producers of coal and the consumers,
but unfortunately for the latter class
their protests are so scattered and
80 unorganized that they thim out
to nothing more than a voice crying
in the wilderness.

How About the Foreigner?
In three Canadian municipalities
at least, it  has been noticed that

resolutions have been panéd to the
effect that any work given out to
unemployed during the winter shall
oe for residents of the city, and
some even go 80 far as to suggest
that the limit be restricted to
property owners.

Reference is also made to the for-
eigner, and the feeling appears to
exist that no city in particular has
any responsibility when it comes to
looking after him.

It might be interesting some time
!f these foreigners were able to find
a tongue with which they could talk
back to us. They might tell us that
only a few years ago the Canadians
were in Europe asking them to come
out here.

They came and found they were
privileged to do all the hard work
in the country. We allowed them to
dig our sewers, build our railroads,
and do the cutting of the sand in
the foundry at night. They might
also tell us that the only looking

" after they get is when the police
raid their houses to see if they are
keeping or breaking the law.

They might mention point blank
that they have mever had a chance
to come into .contact with any
agency that would help them to be-
come Canadianized. It might even
be stated by some of-them that they
felt they were not'wanted in the
soclety of the people of this country.

Yes, there are grawe possibilities
that open up 1f the foreigner ever
got us in @ corner where he could
talk to us in our own tongue.

And when he is through he is
called before a meeting of the rate-
payers in his ward, and given a testi-
monial and publicly thanked for the
efforts he made to conduct the affairs
of the city.

He is
dropped and allowed to pass on, with
nothing in the way of recognition or
thanks but the privilege of being
referred to locally as ex-Ald. So-and-
So.

Right there is one of the reasons
why men are not keen to go in for
municipal life. They give their
time, they spend their money to get
elected, and in the end very rarely is
there any expression of appreciation
on the part of the constituency they
have served.

A man in public life in 2 munici-
pality would probably appreciate a
word of thanks just as much as he
would being referred to as a
grafter. He would appreciate ac-
knowledgment of the fact that he
had tried to see that the city got
a dollar’s worth of value for a dollar
spent just as much as he would being
included in a reference to the “bunch
of plunderers who managed to get
the tax rate up another mill last
year.”

The chances are that we have our-
selves to blame for the fact that
there are times when desirable men
will not allow their names to be
placed in nomination for civic
honors.

In the meantime Austria, poor to
the point of starvation and humbled
past national pride or racial tradi-
tion, stands ready to sell her birth-
right for a mess of pottage.

The Monroe Doctrine.
| Was the author of the famous
'Monroe Doctrine an Englishman?

Such is the question asked of The
Advertiser by a reader who wants
details of this famous pronounce-
ment. The Monroe Doctrine is often
referred to in this country, but is
none too well understood.

Although it was in the minds of
Jefferson and Adams for some time,
it remained for President Monroe to
give voice to it in his message on
December 2, 1823. 1t has often been
stated that the author was an Eng-
lishman. That impression gained
credence by reason of the peculiar
international conditions following
the Napoleonic wars. During the
time that the Spanish colonies had
broken away, particularly Mexico
and Cuba, England had stepped in
and built up®a very profitable trade
with these countries, so 1t was from
the standpoint of trade that the
British people were very anxious to
see expression given to views similar
to those contained in the Monroe
Doctrine. Canning, then British
minister of ﬁ)relgn affairs, proposed
to Rush, then U. S. minister in Lon-
don, that some such joint action
might be taken, but fear of interna-
tional complications prevented this.

The clauses to which Canning
and Rush agreed provided in
brief would have made the
American notice contain: “(1) We
aim not at the possession of any
portion of these (the colonies of
Spain) ourselves; (2) We could not
see any portion of them transferred
to any other power with indiffer-
ence.”

As far back as 1808 Jefferson,
who was at that time governor of
Orleans, had given expression to his
views regarding non-interference
with former Spanish possessions,
Mexico and Cuba, but it is generally
regarded that John Quincy Adams,
secretary of state in the Monroe
ministry, was the author of the words
to which President Monroe gave ex-
pression in his message to Congress
in 1823. The wording of the princi-
pal clauses is as follows:

“The occasion has been judged
proper for asserting, as a principle
in which the rights and interests of
the United States are involved, that
the American continents, by the free
and {independent condition which
they have assumed and maintain,
are henceforth not to be considered
as subjects for future colonization by
any European power.”

The second section of the declara-
tion is preceded by reference to the
disturbed condition of Spain. It
says: “We owe it, thePefore, to can-
dor and to the amicable relations
existing between the United States
and those powers (the allied powers
of Europe, which- did not include
Britain) to declare that we should
consider any attempt on their part
to extend their system to any portion
of this hemisphere as dangerous to
our peace and safety. With the ex-
isting Colonies or dependencies of
any European power we have not
interfered, and shall not interfere.
But with the governments who have
declared their independence and
maintain it, and whose independence
we have, on great consideration and
on the just principles acknowledged,
we could not view any interposition
for the purpose of oppressing them,
or controlling in any manner their
destiny, by any European power, in
any other light than as a manifesta-
tion of an unfrien dispesition to-
wards the United States. . , .

Our policy in regard to Europe , , .

continents, circumstances are emi-
nently and conspicuously different. It
is impossible that the allied powers
should extend their political system
to any portion of either continent
without endangering our peace and
happiness.”

The spirit of the Monroe Doctrine
is very well summarized by John W.
Foster in his “Century of American
Diplomacy”:

1—That no European power, or
combination of powers, can inter-
vene in the affairs of this hemisphere
for the purpose, or with the effect, of
forcibly changing the form of gov-
ernment of the nations, or control-
ling the free will of the people.

2—That no such power or powers
can permanently acquire or hald any
new territory or dominion on this
hemisphere.

3—That the colonies or territories
now held by them cannot be enlarged
by encroachment on meighboring
territory, nor be transferred to any
other European power; and while
the United States does not propose
to interfere with existing colonies,
“it looks hopefully to the time when
- . . America shal be wholly
American.”

4—That any interoceanic canal
across the 1{isthmus of Central
America must be free from the con-
trol of European powers.

The same historian adds: “The
United States does not contemplate a
protectorate over any other Ameri-
can nation, seek to control the lat-
ter’'s conduct in relation to other
nations, nor become responsible for
its acts.” ;

There are three outstanding pro-
nouncements in the history of United
States: (1) Declaration of Independ-
ence, (2) Washington’s farewell ad-
dress, in which he laid down the
principle of non-interference with
European matters, and (3) the Mon-
roe Doctrine. The latter has formed
the working point from which much
of the U. S. diplomacy has been
guided, and it headed off an attempt
by French capital and French engin-
eers to build the Panama canal in
1880, opening the way for the work
being undertaken by the U. S. gov-
ernment itself. !

MONG the most common of human
ailments are defects in the teeth.
We know a lot more about all physi-
cal defects since the late war.
million men were examined in pur-
suance of the selective service aot.
Of all the rejections, about § per eent
were on account of trouble with the

teeth.

It is not alone grown men aad

women who have poor teeth. Even
the children are almost as badly off.

- From ons gram-
mar school in
New York city a
clasg of seventy
girls was gradu-
ated last spring.
Of these girls
only one had per-
fect teeth, The re-
maining sixty-
nine had an
average of seven-
teen defects, cavi-
ties or lost teeth! It is belleved by
eome that 80 per cent of the children
in the New York schools have de-
fective teeth.

The sectional distribution of de-
fective and deficient teeth is inter-
esting. There are several such cen-
ters in the United States. The New
England States, New York and New
Jersey make up one. Another group
is found in the northwest, including
the states along the Canadian border
an1 on the Pacific slope. The sections
occupied largely by negroes and In-
dians show a very low rate, while the
scctions where live the French Can-
adians have the highest rate of de-
fective teeth,

Mouth infections are alleged to be
responsible for a multitude of ills.
These ailments begin with shifting
pains and end with hopeless invalid-
ism.

Heart disease, rheumatism, joint
disturbances, ulcer of the stomach,
kidney disease, changes in the blood,
intestinal frregularities, appendicitis,
incroased or decreased blood-pres-
sure, diabetes, failing sight, neuritis,
brain diseases—all these ailments
have been attributed to mouth in-
fection.

There can be no doubt that sleep-
lessness, nervousness, undernourish-
ment, mental instability—even in-
sanity, and a lot of minor troubles
may be traced back to defective
teeth.

While the relation of dental
troubles to general disturbances may
not be so important as the overen-
thusiastic count it, nevertheless weo
cannot afford to overlook the teeth
in every study of obscure disease.

There are two chief forms of mouth
infection. The first attacks the tooth
itself, and the other affects the gums
sud tissues surrounding the roote of
the teeth. This second form is calleq
“pyorrhoea” or Riggs disease.”

Pyorrhoea follows injuries to the
gums due to the accumulation of tar-
tar. The sharp edges of this deposit
wound the delicate tissues. The
trouble starts beneath the edges of
the gums. As the tissues dissolve
a pocket forms about the tooth,
which is gradually loosened.

Such a pocket is a splendid cul-
ture-bed for the growth of bacteria.
Twey thrive and multiply here. Then
thoy travel by means of the blood
and lymph streams to remote parts
of the body. In this way the germs
reach the joints, for instance, caus-
ing inflammation and defermity.

‘When once you understand how es-
sential the care of the mouth is, you
will not neglect to use the tooth brush
overy night and morning of your life.
By so doing you may esocape later
disease of a serious nature,

Powdered chalk and orris root are
the chief ingredients of most tooth
powders,

Dental floss may be employed to
make clear the spaces between the
tecth. By gentle effort your teeth
can be cleaned and kept clean.

You ought to go to a dentist at
least twice a year to have your teeth
inspected, tiny cavities discovered and
filled, and tooth dangers kept at bay.
Should there be the slightest sus-
picion of abscess an X-ray picture
must be made.

The care of the teeth should begin

with the baby teeth and not be left off ' gyam).

THORNTON T0 BU

Long-Lac Cut-Off Project Will
Link C. N. R. and Trans-
N continental.

Quebec, Dec. 21.—(By Canadian
Press.)—Sir Henry Thornton, head
of the Canadian National Railways,
was the guest of honor at a luncheon
tendered to him by the Quebec Board
of Trade yesterday. Sir Henry deliv-

ered an address, in which he covered
much of the same ground he h.d
gone over at many other similar
functions since his recent appoint-
ment. He made an announcement as
to the place which is to be chosen as
the headquarters for the railway. He
emphasized the fact that he weuld
set al? his efforts to making the rail-
ways a paying proposition for the
people of Canada and the means of
greater development of the Dominion.

There were over 150 members of the
Quebec Board of Trade present.

That Sir Henry Thornton, the new
chief of the Canadian National Rail-
ways, has decided to proceed with the
building of the Long Lac cut-off, link-
ing the Canadian Nbrthern lines and
the Transcontinental line at a point
about 200 miles east of Port Arthur,
was made evident today when the
president of the National lines ad-
dressed the board of trade here. Some
opposition has been developing in the
Province of Quebec to the cut-off,
which will be 29 miles in length, on
the ground that it would tend to
divert traffic from that portion of the
Canadian National Railways within
the province.

On his arrival here this morning
Sir Henry conferred with the harbor
commissioners of Quebec, and was
informed that a formal protest had
been sent to Ottawa, declaring that
the cut-off should not be built, the
protest of the harbor commissioners
being indorsed by several members
of parliament from the province. Af-
ter Sir Henry’s explanation of the
operation of the cut-off the com-
missioners withdrew their objection
and indorsed the building of the line.
Alluding to the general railway
facilities of the city that he had in-
spected during the morning, Sir
Henry said that he could not express
himself as being satisfied with what
he had seen. He promised that one
of the first things to be done by the
new board would be to improve the
passenger and freight facilities at
Quebec. \ .

Restores Bachelors’ Buttons, Salvages
Garments For Business Women,
Is Mother’s Right Hand.

A fairy godmother for worried
bachelors, weary business girls and
driven-to - breaking-point mothers

of young families, has established
herself in London. She isn’t young
in years, but she has sufficient vision
and initiative to blaze a new trail
for herself in a business way. She
might even be grandmother to the
children of the young mothers, but
she is starting out on a field of en-
deavor quite new here, though its
need is most obvious.

Her stock in trade includes the
old-fashioned darning basket of the
grandmother fairy godmother. In
addition, there are always handy the
needles and thread necessary to sew
on buttons and fasten securely neat
patches.

By darning and mending the mod-
ern fairy godmother purposes keep-
ing neat and tidy those who adopt
her as a friend in need.

Of course, she cannot afford to do
it for nothing for all the people
eager to enlist her help. There are
the young men who mend toes of
their socks by tieing a bit of twine
around the yawning gap, or extrava-
gantly throw the offending hosiery
away. For a mere bagatelle, the fairy
godmother weaves the yarn in and out
s0 neatly again that it is difficult
to tell by the feel where the defect
has been.

The “world-workers” among the
girls have a very deep appreciation
for “The Woman with the Mending
Basket,” who salvages for them dainty
lingerie, gowns and garments, torn
and worn, which they are too busy
or too unskilled to properly mend for
themselves.

The Mending Basket Lady., fairy
godmother, or what you like to call
her, once upon a time in her youth
learned dressmaking, following tlis
profession for a number of years.
Always she was hearing complaints
about mending that never would get
caught up, about forlorn bachelors
and hapless maidens who couldn’t,
or didn’t, have leisure to take “stit-
ches in time.” So flnally the in-

spiration came to her to switch from
the business which, through con-
tinuance for many years, she was
finding taxing, and to turn her atten-
tion to familiar and congenial work
for which, apparently, there was a
real need.

In Toronto weveral years ago a
patriotic women’s organization es-
tablished a shop where women skill-
ful at mending might give valuable
service, finding for themselves neces-
sary money-making occupation. So
far as is known, the first fairy god-
mother of the Mending Basket has
just made her debut in London.

WILL ENFORCE BILL
IN BORDER CITIES

Act Affecting Chinese Restaur-
ant Proprietors Will Be

Dr. George Smith of Western
University Declares Physical
Training Imperative.

SUPERVISION ADVISABLE

Mayor-Elect Wenige Appeals
For Co-operation From
City Bodies.

Charging the business and profes-
sional men of London with responsi-
bility for the physical development
of future generations, Dr. George
Smith, physical director of Western
University, in an address today be-
fore the chamber of commerce, stated
that city fathers should awaken to
the necessity of muscular activity for
themselves as well as for their chil-
dren.

The benefits of supervised physical
training were treated in some detail.
Dr. Smith claimed that millions of
premature deaths among young bus-
inessmen could be attributed to over-
brainwork without a corresponding
amount of physical exercise. Dr.
Lewis of London, England, a famous
nerve specialist, states that every
man should get the equivalent of 10
miles of walking in exercise every
day. Persons ongaged in work that
taxes the mind are subject to greater
physical impairment than laborers.
Consequently such people should ha-
bituate themselves to the practice of
acquiring muscular activity daily.
Thus the normal excretions from the
skin, lungs, kidneys, etc., would be
well take care of, the muscles hard-
ened and general health immensely
improved. Few men, however, ap-
preciate this essential and pay the
price in ill-health and periodical
break-downs.

Experiences of Americgn army offi-
cials revealed that only 60 per cent
of applicants for service were physi-
cally fit. Poor environment, lack of
exercise and malnutrition were re-
sponsible for this condition. The ma-
jority of anatomical disorders could
be righted through the practice of
daily exercises equal to a ten-mile
walk.

Would Supervise Training.

The doctor declared that of all the
children in public schools in Canada
but half reach high school, and only
a small percentage of these reach
college. Statistics indicate that big
positions in the commercial world are
filled by graduates of universities.
But this is not entirely due to the
university scholastic training. It is
largely the result of intensive physi-
cal training which cultivates confi-
dence, fellowship and initiative. It is
commonly said that young men par-
ticipating fm e¢trenpous sports fre-
quently suffee frem eninrgement of
the heart and kindred 308 a
consequence of their atuice.... @
his experience he has never conc
across an instance of inefficiency
through indulgence in athletics when
such indulgence is under expert su-
pervision. -

For young women he advocated ac-
tivity of all kinds to develop the
sinews. One need not fear malfor-
mation of organs if these activities
are superintended by a competent in-
structor. Olympic games for women
have been established and are creat-
ing a flner degree of physical woman-
hood than has been known hereto-
fore, The girl who sits at home
crocheting or playing the piano all
day will forfeit the advantages of
mental and physiological fitness
which her more fortunate sister pro-
cures.

+ Spends Millions on Sports.

In London, England, $15,000,000 has
been spent yearly in the promotion
of sports among school children.
This is eliminating maay physical
abnormalities and contributing to an
unappreciated extent to the health
and prosperity of the community.

Physical perfection presages men-
tal efficiency. ‘The danger lies in the
common failure of businessmen to
continue the health-giving habits of
youth. The best brains must have
good bodies. It rests with those of
this generation to mould the future
of their children by insisting on par-
ticipation in all manner of sport if
they are to bequeath to posterity the
gratitude of duty well accomplished.
Mayor-elect George Wenige followed
Dr.. Smith with a plea for full co-
operation from the chamber with the
incoming council. He predicted big
things for the city, but it was vitally
essential to have the full support and
co-operation of public-spirited bodies.

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 UNCERTAIN IF BANK ACT

WILL NOW BE REVISED

Government Anxious To

Dispose of Matter—Late

Return of Fielding Makes Postponement of Question

Necessary—Examination of Estimates Will
Take Several Weeks.

BUDGET WILL ALSO TAKE UP HIS TIME

Special to The Advertiser
By a Staff Correspondent.

Ottawa, Dec. 21.—There seems still
some uncertainty whether the gov-
ernment will undertake the revision
of the bank act, which is due to take
place during the session now ap-
proaching.

The government have denied any
intention of postponin; the revision,
and they are anxious to get it over
during the coming session, but the
decision must lie with Mr. Fielding,
who cannot now be back here until
the end of the first week in January.
He will return to find himself faced
with an enormous burden of work.
It.is:not his method to pass estimates
without meticulous scrutiny, and
their preparation and examination
will take up several weeks.

Then the budget wiil loom in sight,
and it will make great demands upon
his time. The result is that the
finance minister, who is no longer in
the prime of his powers, will have
very scant spare time for the spade
work which ought to be an avoidable
prelude to the revision of the bank
act. He will make an heroic effort
tp tackle the task of revision, but it
may be that circumstances will com-
pel him to emulate S§r Thomas White
n the session of 1912 and secure a
postponement of this piece of work.

The first Canadian bank act was
passed in 1868, the year after Con-
tederation, and it was revised in 1871,
séveral serious flaws having hbheen
discovered. Provision was then made
for decennial revisions, and four re-
visions have taken place since then.

Asked Extension.

The last revision was due in 1911,
but the reciprocity controversy in-
tervened, and when the Laurier gov-
ernment went out of office before it
could be brought on. When the new
parliament met, Sir Thomas White
pleaded for another year's extension
on the ground that he was rew to
his duties and the cabinet should be
given time to take hold of things be-
fore it tackled such a heavy task, and
Sir Wilfrid Laurier acceded to his
request. The revision was finally
undertaken in 1913, but Sir Thomas
‘White did not encourage any drastic
reforms. There was a strong demand

from many quarters for government'

inspection, but the banks opposed it
very strongly, and convinced Sir
Thomas of the soundness of their
views. He did increase the scope of
the sections of the act which made
provision for the imposition of penal-
ties for making false returns, and
directors and officials became liable
to indictment and punishment for
such misfeasance.

_The effectiveness of these provi-
sions, however, has recently been
demonstrated in the case of the gen-
eral manager of the Merchants Bank.

In 1913 the country was reasonably
prosperous and people were not dis-
‘posed to question the whys and

wherefores of existing institutions,
but today the whole atmosphere is
changed. The Canadian people want
to be satisfied that their existing
political economy and social institu-
tions are functioning for the general
benefit of the community, and if they
are not satisfied on this point are
willing to sanction substantial re-
forms and changes.

Subject to Close Scrutiny.
Partly as the result of the Mer-
chants Bank disaster and partly as

the result of other circumstances, the
bank act has in the past 4wo years
been subjected to close scrutiny, and
the unanimous verdict of the Cana-
dian Bankers’ Association, at their
recent meeting, that “the main fea-
tures of the act cannot be improved
upon,” does not command any wide-
spread assent. The banks have taken
the same attitude prior to each re-
vision, and there was no expectation
that they would adopt any other. But
the Financial Post, which cannot be
regarded as a dical paper, has
bluntly warned t banks that their
attitude of sublime self-satisfaction
is very foolish, and that they would
be wise to propose on their own
initiative amendments which would
restore the confidence of the public.
With the exception of one or two
papers closely allied to the financial
interests, the press of Canada has
beeri almost unanimous in the view
that the public interest demands
changes in the bank act which at
least will prevent the repetition of
the Merchants Bank fiasco. It will
be recalled that while the rest fund
of the Merchants Bank had been im-
paired to the tune of $8,000,000, its
officers had been signing returns
which induced the finance department
and the general public to believe that
the bank was in a sound state of
financial health. At the trials of the
president and general manager it was
demonstrated that while the state-
ment given to the-government was
not a true statement of the affairs of
the bank, it was nominally true ac-
cording to the books of the bank.

Many Want Inspection.
The episode in itself seems to many
people to furhish an adequate case
for government inspection. The ver-

dict of the Montreal Star, a leading
Conservative paper, was that the
prosecutions were “utterly inadequate
and futile,” and it declared that, ir-
respective of the judgment of the
court, the return of the bank’s posi-
tion was false, and known to be
false.” As result of collusion or
otherwise,” said the Star, “branch
reports concealed facts that were
known to directors and ignored by
them. If errant directors can rely for
protection on the use of flimsy tech-
nicalities, there is no security for
the shareholders, no ground for trust
and public confidence will be shat-
tered.” .

When the Montreal Star writes in
such terms of the fruits of the bank
act, it is little wonder that the west-
ern provinces are seething with de-
mands for drastic reforms.

REGALLS SEVERAL
THOROLD CRIMES

Ku Klux Klan  Interference
Not Unexpected by Those
Informed.

8t. Catharines, Dec. 20.—~There has
been so much lawlessness in and
around Thorold in the past two or
three years that many sober-minded
people there and here were not sur-
prised to hear that some organiza-
tion like the Ku Klux Klan had taken
a hand in the Joseph Truman mur-
der case. There was the murder a
little over a year ago of little Mar-
garet Boucock, which caused a riot
and near lynching in Thorold. The
perpetrator of the awful deed was
never punished.

That same year another little girl
disappeared from Thorold, and not
a trace of her has ever been found.
The Boucock child’s body was dis-
covered buried in a lonely s%ot on

the banks of the Welland ship canal
David McNeal, who was nearly Can-
ada's first lynch law victim, was
acquitted of the Boucock murder
when put on his trial.

Those two crimes were of an
order somewhat common in some
ecommunities, but the two latest mur-
ders in Thorold—the killing of Adam
Solton by three swashbuckling Rus-

Dec. 21.—The Lord Chief
Justice today dismissed the appeal
of Edward Bywaters against sen-
tence of death for the murder of the
husband of Mrs. Edith Thompson.

BECK ATTACKS
ELEGTRIG ROAD
PLAN OF G.M.R

Declares Thornton Shows
Surprising Reversal of Pol-
icy Over Predictions.

SCHEME NOT PRACTICAL

Thinks New Railway Head Is
Indulging in Reckless
Political Move.

Special to The Advertiser.

Toronto, Dec. 21.—S8ir Adam Beck,
when interviewed infreference to Sir
Henry Thornton’s announcement of
a probable policy of electrification ‘of
a portion of the Canadian National’s
Ontario lines, said that in his opinion
such a move was neither feasible nor
practical for a trunk road such as
the C. N. R, and considered Sir
Henry's announcement ‘an -unwise
one, in view of previous statements
made by him.

“I: is unfortunate,” Sir Adam said,
“that a man who has expressed him-

self as opposed to political entangle-
ments should make an announcement
of this sort, which is decidedly of a
political nature. 1t is very indefinite,
but there is just enough in it to in-
fluence the minds of some of the
voters who will exercise the fran-
chise at the next election.

“If Sir Henry has really decided to
electrify part of the road, his deci-
sion is a complete reversal of policy.
D. B. Hanna and the minister of rail-
ways and canals were both anxious
to dispose of the electric roads which
they already controlled. With that
object in view, they gave us options,
and very fair options, on three lines,
all the lines that they held. They
said that they considered them to be
local matters, possibly provincial
ones, but certainly not federal.

Can Prove Claims.

“I can hardly believe that a man
who has only been in office a few
weeks can completely reverse this in
the face of the opinions of men who
have been years on the job and know
conditions thoroughly. Any number
of authorities can be quoted to prove
that the thing is not practical. Mr.
Smith of the New York Central, be-
fore the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission, is one. Steam trunk roads,
handling the heavy freight and pas-
senger traffic for long distances, can-
not operate successfully when elec-
trified.

“I do not think that the C. N. R.
would be in a position, even if elec-
trified, to solve the problem of rapid
suburban traffic, with frequent stops,
th'at can only be done by light elec-
tric lines which have that as their
particular aim. The hydro commis-
sion is pledged to lend its support to
the National lines, and I think you
will find that the support which is
being given is a source of worry to
the €. P R

Would Injure C. N. R.

Speaking more particular] o
article itself, Sir Adam sta%edttltll::
Sir Henry had nowhere made any
definite announcement of electrifica-
tion, even on the Toronto-Niagara
section. He had said the National
board would necessarily have to
guard the interests of the line and
not injure the gross receipts. An ac-
tion of this kind, Sir Adam thought,
would most certainly injure the C, N.
R. financially, People in the differ-
ent mypicipalities would certainly
show aydisposition to give the busi-
ness to their own local lines, lines
for which they would be taxed if
there was a deficit to be made up.

“Why should the National, already
carrying a heavy financial burdens,
shoulder itself with this additional
expense?

“Sir Henry says that he is consid-
ering investigating the electrification
possibilities of the Niagara section
and the line east to Cobourg. That
is his one definite statement, There
he interfered with options which we
already hold,” Sir Adam went on. “It
may be interesting to note that the
C. P. R. has already surveyed all its
Ontario lines with a view to electri-
fication, if this is considered feasible,

and so far has decided to d
lr'x the matter.” v

WILL NEEP AUTOISTS
AWAY FROM BLAZES

Philadelphia, Dec. 21.—~Following
complaints from Chief Davis, of the
fire bureau, that in numerous in.
stances during the last few months
lives of firemen and pedestrians have
been endangered by motorists, who
race with fire engines to conflagra-
tions and then park their cars near
the fire grounds, thus hampering the
work of the men, orders were is-
sued by Police Superintendent Mills
today to halt these practices.

Special legislation was passed at
the last session of the state legis-
lature to remedy this condition. The
act provides that it shdll be unlaw-
ful for any person, except a person
connected with the fire bureau, to
drive at an excessive rate of speed
to any fire or park within 1,000 feet
in the same street.

The law provides that upon hear-
ing the approach of a fire engine
the motorist in the path of the ap-
paratus shall halt his ear at the ex-
treme right of the highway and wait
until the apparatus has passed.

Senator Staunton Declares
“‘Biggs and Ford Have Mur-
dered Electric Railroads.”

Hamilton, Ont.,, Dec. 20.—"“Frank
Biggs and Henry Ford have murdered
eleotric railroads in this country. They
have absolutely wiped them off the map
so far as a commercial proposition is
concerned,” declared Senator Lynch
Staunton, K.C,, in a hard-hitting ad-
dréss here tonight before a large meet-
ing of ratepayers, held in the Savoy
Theatre to hear the hydro radial bylaw
discussed. -

Senator Staunton added the piquant
remark: “If you hatch this crow

(meaning the radial scheme) it will
perch on your back porch, and every
time you open your door it will go in
and eat the bread of your children.”
The significance of this picture follow-
ed after he had dealt with the failure
of various radial railways in the United
States and Canada to earn enough to
keep them out of insolvency.

He denounced the whole radial propo-
sition between St. Catharines and Port
Credit as an undertaking which would
rob the nationally-owned lines of the
receipts they must have to help wipe
out heavy deficits.

The meeting was called by those who
do not favor the bylaw now before the
electors to authorize a hydro radial
from St. Catharines to Port Credit, and
toward which Hamilton- is asked to
contribute in debentures to the amount
of over six millions.

Fred Richardson, warden of Ontario
County, was the other speaker, and
during the evening there were frequent
lively tilts growing out of interruptions
from radial sympathizers in the back
of the hail.

George Halcrow, M.L.A., was present,
and threw in a verbal shot now and then
in support of Sir Adam Beck and more
railways. The retorts of the senator
were ready and often biting, to the
amusement of the crowd.

FALLING WATER TANK
MENACES MANY LIVES

New York, Dec. 21.—The lives of
more than a score of persons were
endangered today when a water

tank, weighing four and one-half tons,
which was being holsted with a der-
rick to the roof of the seven-story
addition to the Main exchange of the
New York Telephone Company at
Bridge and Willoughby streets,
Brooklyn, fell from the level of the
fourth floor.

DROP NINETY-THREE
“WAR GUILT” CASES

Supreme OCourt at Leipzig
Holds Secret Trial of
Soldiers.

Berlin. Dec. 2i.—The supreme court

of Leipzig, in a secret session today,
dismissed ninety-three “war guilt”
cases, tried in accordance with Ver-
sailles treaties.

Generals von @Gallwitz, von Mac-
Kensen, von Linsingen, von Beulow,
von Dickut and Professor Geotz,
were among those whose cases were
dropped. .

Many witnesses were heard, but
proceedings werg strictly private and
allied representatives were not pres-
ent. The court declared the defen-
dants had been proved neither ab-
solutely guilty or innocent of crime
against the German law,

Seven hundred and seventy-one
cases are pending. The Germans on
trial include the former Crown Prince
Rupprecht of Bavaria, accused of de-
portations from northern France dur-
ing the war; General Manteuffel. held
responsible for the Louvain outrages;
the Duke of Wurtemberg, who
ordered troops massacres at Namur,
and other famous officers.

The allies drew up a long list of
those considered guilty and required
the Germans themselves to try then-g.

BRITISH WARSH
WORRY AMERICANS

Senate Stirred Over the An.
nouncement That U. 8. Trails
Behind in Improvements.

Canadian Press.

Washington, Dec. 21. — Relative
fighting efficiency of British and
United States battleships, particu-
larly at long range, were understood
vesterday to have been called sharply
to the attention of the semate naval
committee in consideration of the
pending naval appropriation bill.

Naval officers are known to be
greatly concerned on the point, as
the British have virtually completed
post-war modernization of their
fifteen-inch gunships, and no start
on similar work has yet been made
in the American navy.

The effect of the British post-war
improvements, it was said in naval
circles, would give the entire British
fleet a total of 30,000 yards, against
a maximum of some 20,000-for all
American ships. In addition, as
permitted under the Washington
treaty, the British ships have been
equipped with “blister” anti-torpedo
construction, and their decks ar-
mored against airplane bombs and
high-angle fire.

URGES SEGREGATION
OF BRIGHT STUDENTS

Chicago, Dec. 21.—Segregation of
the brighter students from the others
during college work was advocated
by Professor C. E. Seashore, of the
University of Iowa, in a lecture be-
fore the student body of North-
western University today.

“It is a mistake of long standing
to keep the brightest men and women
in the class down, while the ot}ners
catch up with the work,” he said.

“The intelligence test should be
used to separate the brightest from
the others so as to give them full
opportunity to advance.”

Australia Perplexed When Italians

Arrive, Uninvited, to Establish Homes

Canadian Press Cable.

Sydney, Australia, Dec. 21.—Offi-
cial circles here are greatly con-
cerned at the arrival in Australia of
several hundred Italian immigrants.

It seemed clear that the Italians
booked their passages on their own
initiative, without the knowledge of
the immigration authorities. As their
resources are very scanty, and no
advance arrangements had been
made for their employment the pros-
pects of an early and satisfactory
absorption are slight.

The federal government could ex-
clude these Italian immigrants under

the immigration laws if they were
likely to become a burden on the

state, but, naturally, it would be re-
luctant to exercise this power.

A considerable number of Italians
have settled in the sugar districts in
the northern section of Queensland.
These are being increased in num-
bers gradually, as the settlers induce
relatives and friends to join them.

It has often been suggested as a
method of peopling the empty tropi-
cal north that efforts should be made
to get Italian and Maltese, immi-
grants for northern Australia, but
such immigration on a large scale

A GOOD MOTHER AND HOUSEKEEPER

Special to The Advertiser.

Chapleau, Ont., Dec. 20.—For Mrs.
Sadie Connaughton, one of the most
prominent and highly respected women
in this town to have committed murder,
to which she has confessed, upon her
neighbor, John MeKee, last Saturday
night, still remains a mystery. Friends
who lived in the immediate neighbor-
hood always found her to be a woman
of the most exemplary character, and
had never in any Wway connected the
names of Mrs. Connaughton and McKee
together, although the alleged murder-
ess gives as her justification for the
crime the statement to the police that
‘“He ruined my home, and will not
ruin another.”
Some of the accused woman's ac-
quaintances claim there has been an
intimate relationship between the two
principals of the crime, which has been
going on for the last nine years, while
the majority emphatically deny that
this is so.

She exhibited no more friendship to
McKee than she did to any other of her
neighbors. She was sociable and a
friend to everybody. If Mrs. Connaugh-
ton had not confessed to her crime, she
would-have been the last person in the
town to be suspected. Although her
neighbors are nonplussed to find any
reason that the accused might have for
her deed, they are unanimous in the
opinion that her action was due to a
characteristic she had of making her
mind up in an instant, and of carrying
out her decision to a finish.

Willing Church Worker.

In her church in the town she was
one of the most willing of workers, and
a member of nearly every church ac-
tivity, Her co-workers say of her that
she put her heart and sou!l into any
work she undertook,

Her husband is a Roman Catholic,
and before her marriage Mrs. Con-
naughton was a Presbyterian. After
her nuptials, and with no hesftancy of
decision, she turned Catholic with her
husband, despite the protests of her
family. Since that time she has re-
mained unbigoted and broad-minded.

The accused was a member of nearly
every organization in town. She has
been pré&sident of the local branch of
the Grand International Assoctation of
Englneers’ Wives, and was still presi-
dent when she perpetrated the crime of
which she is accused.

She aiso held office in and is still a
member of the Ladies’ Fireman Asso-
ciation. Some five or six yeéars age

organization to represent them at a
convention held in Denver, Col. She
attended and spoke at one of the meet-
ings.

She was never known to refuse char-
ity to any institution, no matter whether
it might be for her church or not. It
was always her regret that she could
not give more. It was only the night
before the murder that one of the
neighbors, to whom The Advertiser was
talking, sent her little girl over to Mrs.
Connaughton’s house to ask for a
donation to the Ladies’ Aid to the local
hospital. Both she and her husband

A Good Mother.
The accused is spoken of as the eris

terion of good housekeepers and mothe
ers. Her personal appearance was al-
ways that of a well-dressed woman,
but one not given to show. After she
gave herself up to the poMce she took
time before being taken to jail at Sud-
bury to change into a new black dress
that she had récently purchased.

While waiting for the officer to come
and get her, she told one of Rer neigh-
bors that she was never so well pre-
pared for Chirstmas in her life as she
was for this one.

After making her confession tg
Father Gaston before she left, her last
request of him was that he look after
her boy.

With “her boy,” as she used to call
him, she often attended dances in the
town, She was fond of music and a
good time, and enjoyed the dancing
with her son. Her husband often ac-
companied them, but had to be content
with looking on, as he had a shattered
leg received in a railroad accident.

She never allowed her social activie
ties to interfere with her religious con-
victions. Asked why she was not pres-
ent at the engineers’ dance held re-
cently, she answered: *“Why, this is
Advent.”

Mrs. Connaughton has been described
by her friends as a woman of extra-
ordinary intelligence, but possessing
only an ordinary education. She was
conversant in all the toplcs of the day.
and was a staunch Liberal. At the last
general election she acted as scrutineer
at the peolling booth in the town hall.
On political questions she was very de-
cided in her opinions, and as one per-
son put it, “You had to show her to
convince her.”

Very Versatile.

To show the versatility of the woman,
she also belonged to the Knights of
Columbus Drarmatic Club, and took the
part of leading lady in a performance
last spring. She was also a member
of the Ladies’ Aid to the Lady Minto
Hospital here, and vice-president of
the Catholic Women’'s League. She was
a member of the Red Cross during the
war, and a hard worker for all patriotia
purposes. She wore the Red Cross pin,’
which is only given to those who sub-
scribe $25 or more. In all the loca
work here she was worth half a dozen
other hands in anything she undertook.|
it is said of her. She was always
chosen for committees, and carried!
out Mer work cheerfully, |

The only provocation she had for the
deed with which she is charged lies
undivulged within herself. She always
appeared happy and cheerful to those
with whom she came in contact, and
never once complained of domestie
troubles. She only used to mention
MoKee's name in a casuai way, as ghe
would speak of any of her other neighe
bors.

Today there is nobody tiving in Mew
Kee’'s home. His children are living
with some friends. The husband and
son of the accused woman are still in
a state of stupefaction from the tragedy
that fell upon their household and cut

Alderman Douglass Sees Evil

in Playing One Company
Y Against Other.

WOULD STAGE PARLEY

Believes Amiélble\ lcttlc‘uient
COould Be Reached—Favors,
Lower Fee.

“Quit playing the motor buses and
street cars, one against the eother,”
is the warning today from Alderman
Leonard Douglass, ward two, and
already mentioned as probable chair-
man of the board ef works in 1923.
Recognizing full well that Lon-
don's transportation problems must
receive the earliest comsideration of
the new councillors, Ald. Douglass
suggests that the first move of the
next year in this direction be the
appointment of a special transporta-
tion committee of the city council to
deal with all these problems.

This group, while responsible to
the eouncil, could, he explains, meet
with the representatives of the street
railway company and the several in-
dependent bus lines when a real

effort could be mage to arrive at
satisfactory eonciusions.
Stands For Fair Play.:

“I stand absolutely for ‘fair play’
for both the street cars and buses,”
asserts the councillor from ward two.
“Let us all get together and thresh
out our problems in a friendly
fashion. Let the council, the street
railway company, the bus owners,
and the police commissioners lay all
their cards on the table and let's
have a ‘show-down’' all around.

“The sooner that is done, the bet-
ter, While friction exists matters
will be allowed to ‘pursue the even
tenor of their way,’ as it were, and
the general public, the people who
have to ride the cars early in the
morning to work and back again at
night, are the ones who suffer.

“This ‘cut-throat’ practice will
never get the citizens anywhere, If
the buses want to operate and are
financially able to do so, let them.
Fix a reasonable fee and there’ll be
ne complaint from them, I am sure,
Let there be fair play for the com-
pany also, Let th® question be un-
dertaken by the new council in a
businesslike manner.”

Favors Smaller Fee.

Ald. Douglass favors the $3 per
seat fee for the buses in preference
to the §10 fee recommended by the
police commissioners, and, touching
this morning upon the suggestion
that the street railway company was
legally entitled to an exclusive fran-
chise on the London streets, ex-
plained that he had scanned bylaw
9168 narrowly and failed to locate any
clause involving the operation of
motor buses.

“The agreement does give the com-
pany an exclusive right with respect
to electricity,” he commented, “but
there is no mention of buses, which
were not even thought of when the
bylaw was ‘passed.” -

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Wife States Screen Idol Re-
covering From Complete
Physical Collapse, Due
to Narcotics.

Los Angeles, California, Dec. 18. —
Wallace Reid, motion picture star,
has fought the first battle of his war
against the drug habit and won. This
was the announcement made today
by his wife, Mrs. Dorothy Davenport
Reid, at her home in Delong Pre
avenue.

Mrs. Reid had just received a
telephone message from the physi-
cians and specialists atternding her
husband at a private sanatorium that
her actor husband had passed the
crisis and was now on the road to
recovery. Following the ravages of
a deadly narcotic and an attack of
influenza, Neid was back to normal
again today after a quiet night. The
influenza was diagnosed only two
days after Reid fell into a semi-con-
scious condition.

“We are the happiest today that
we have been in several weeks, and
are hopeful now that Wally will be
home again with us in a few days,”
said Mrs. Reid. ‘“The report today
brought us much cheer, and T am
confident now that he will pull
through.

“For a time it looked bad, and
cven Wally himself was about to
zive up the ship. Several times he
felt himself slipping, and told those
who sat at his bedside that he
wouldn’t be with us much longer.

“Wally first became addicted more
than two years ago, when he suffered
a. severe injury to his head. TMHis
work, too, piled up on him to sueh
an extent that he became a nervous
wreck.”

Mrs. Reid has heen with her hus-
hand constantly, and today for the
first time in weeks wore a smile. She
was elated over the news that he had
passed the danger point, and pre-
pared to go to the sanatorium again
late today.

Coincident with the announcement
of Reid's improvement, word was
received from San Francisco today
that the state board of pharmacy for
three weeks had been investigating
the sale of narcotics to prominent
members of the Hollywood film col-
ony.

According to Louis Zeh, secretary
of the board, it is the peddlers, not
the addicts, that the state board is
after. He saild that operatives had
unearthed positive proof that drugs
are being supplied to members of the
motion picture industry.

“But we are not concentrating on
the sale and consumption of nar-
cotics in Hollywood,” he said. “There
are many other places and districts
in Southern California and elsewhere
where conditions are worse than
Hollywood.

“In these places state operatives
are meeting with many diftficulties
in running down evidence that would
lead to the arrest of the distributors.
In Hoillywood, the operators have
been able to work with a free hand
and without trouble.

“We are investigating the Reid
case, but only.in connection with our
probe of the sale of narcotics to
members of the film world. The en-
tire film colony, it must be empha-
sized, is not under investigation or
surveillance.”

Since the advent
into the motion picture industry,

Z. said Mr. Zeh, the state board has
been able to make more complete in-
vestigations, and the drug evil in
the industry has abated to a re-
markable degree. It was almost im-
possible to enter Los Angeles and
Hollywood studios to investigate
drug conditions before Hays took
command of the industry, Mr. Zeh
«said.

“It is a far different story now,”
he continued. ‘“We can enter any

T0 ACT FOR LASKEY
Valentino Will Not Make
Peace, Although Barred
From Signing Other
Contracts.

New York,
Valentino will

Dec. 21.—Rodolph
never again act
for the Famous Players-Lasky
Corporation. His attorney, Arthur
Butler Graham, made a deﬁn'ite
statement to that effect yesterday
at his office, 25 West Forty-third
street.

Since the appellate division of the
supreme court upheld on Dec. 8 the
temporary injunction restraining the
film star from acting with any other
company, the film world has been
wondering whether he would make
peace with Famous Players-
But
Flek J. Ludvigh, general counsel for
Famous Players-Lasky, said yester-
day that no such overtures had been
received.

“Of course,’ said Mr. Ludvigh, “we

can’'t compel him to work for us. But
we can prevent him from appearing
with another company. So far we
have received no communication
from either Valentino or his lawyer
signifying an intention to return.
Mr. Graham declared that his
client’s mind was fully made up not
to return, and that rather than do so
he would remain inactive and away
from the eyes of the public during
the long period of litigation if not
longer.

“He says he will never go back,”
explained the attorney. “He is de-
termined to fight this through to a
finish. We are confident that we
shall win the case when it comes up
for trial in three or four months,
and that the injunction will not be
made permanent. If we lose, we shall
appeal.

“In the meantime, Valentino is
hoarding every penny he has earned
and economizing. He cannot appear
on the screen or the stage, or even
return to his dancing until this mat-
ter is finally settled. In fact, that
injunction is so broad that Valentino
could not become a sandwich sign
carrier if he wanted to.

*“He has received numerous offers
since the litigation started. But he
has not accepted one of the engage-
ments proffered to him, not even on
the contingent basis that he would
act with another company if he won
his case. He intends to stay in New
York till the case is settled.”

In
nlace of the customary cleats on these
shoes, a large, round rivet of equal cleat
length was used.

The perforation permitted the rubber
to run inside and thus form a body for
. the cleat proper. The rough rubber
was then scraped away so the round
rubber cleats took the place of the
leather, the idea being that mud does
not cling to rubber as readily as it
clings to deather.

To make the idea stronger the in-
ventors added a composition of graphite
and petroleum. This was spread over
the entire shoe, resisting mud and also
water and making the shoes water-
proof.

POULTRY ABUNDANT
ON MARKET SQUARE

Demand Is Not Brisk, as the
Buyers Are Hopeful of
Lower Prices.

Poultry was the feature of Thurs-
day's market, with the seasonable
Buyers, however,
were a little shy at the prices asked,
and the demand was slow. As much
as 55 cents was being asked for tur-

key hens, and 45 cents for gobblers,
but the sales made were in most
cases at about 40 cents for hens and
35 cents for gobblers.

One large dealer received a re-
quest for a carload of turkeys from
Toronto at 32 cents a pound, and he
was predicting that before night tur-
keys would be going at 85 cents on
the Jocal market.

There was a fair supply of ducks
and geese, ducks selling at from 25 to
30 cents, and geese at about 28 and
30 cents. In this case, too, the ven-
dors were asking a rather higher price
than the buyer cared to offer,.as
much as 40 cents for ducks and 35
cents for geese. Chickens seemed o
be selling as well as anything else,
at around 25 cents, though they were
not present in large quantities.
Rabbits, at 75c a pair, were not
very attractive to the average buyer.
In fact the whole market was, as
said, a little slow in the morning.
Christmas trees made a fine cheery
showing, giving the market square
quite a rural atmosphere, and many
of the wagons were decked with
bright red-berried holly. You could
get a Christmas tree to suit every
purse and every room, from the 20-
footer that could only be used in some
high-ceilinged hall, to the little fel-
low who could be quite easily planted
in an ordinary flower pot, and from
$2 to 25c, with holly to match at 25¢
a bunch. The dealers, at least, had
high hopes of the youth of the city
gathering round a tree at this sea-
son, though it was not noticeable that
many were being sold.

New-laid eggs, always scarce just

now, find a ready market at 75¢c to
85c a dozen. Butter also is retaining
its price, the best fresh butter selling
at 42c to 44c. .
Apples, another article in good de-
mand this year, are not difficult to
sell at $1.50 per bushel, though a
little harder at 50c to 60c per 6-
quart basket. Still, however, a very
reasonable price considering the
‘“three for ten” idea that is in vogue
in some of the stores in the city.

There were a few loads of hay in,
bringing all the way from §11 to §14
per ton, while oats remained very
much the same as in the past few
days, at $1.25 and $1.30 per cwt, and
43c per bushel.

Fresh pork was not plentiful today,
and for the past few days has been
going at l4c to 16¢c per pound.

Play, “Bethlehem,” Has
Bx.lthulhsﬂc Reception.

‘CURTAINS ARE DEDICATED

Rev. G. Quintin Warner Offici-
ates at Interesting Drama
- League Ceremony.

In awed nce, broken only by a
patter of applause as the heavy black
velvet curtains were slowly drawn at
the close of each sceme, a deeply
moved audience in the Central Col-
leglate auditorium witnessed on
Wednesday evening, the second an-
nual presentation by the London
Drama League of “Bethlehem,” the
Christmas nativity play by Norah M.

Yet some expressed tribute seemed
necessary to convey all who made
the drama such a living thing, the
appreciation of those who saw,
listened and felt.

The parting of the curtains for the
first scene revealed a canopy and
side walls of black, which enhanced
throughout the atmosphere of mys-
tery.

The triumph of lighting achieve-
ment centred largely in the back-
ground which suggested far distances
in the opening scene, a glade in
Olympus, and ‘the second, the hills
outside Bethlehem where the shep-
herds watched their sheep on the
clear, frosty, first Christmas eve.

Striking Tableau.

A striking tableau, arranged with
fine regard for grouping, gripped at-
tention from the first moment of the
play. Amid the trees of the glade
stood in easy pose kingly Apollo with
his lyre, and, seated beside him, the
haughty Diana, white-robed with a
golden bow. Across the stage was
the serene and queenly Athena and,
just beyond, the spontaneous, lovable
Pan, “least of all the gods.” About
them assembled the nymphs and
dryads, singing and dancing.

The part of Mary was admirably
portrayed by Miss Edith Vann, who
watched with brooding love her babe,
while sensing his great destiny, her
voice and personality ideally fitting
into the part.

Miss Hilda Hooke gave to the role
of Diana a superb scorn of attitude,
facial expression, gesture and voice,
royally capitulating at the last.

SAYS TIME NOT RIPE

$240,000 at their disposal,” he stated
today, “including the estimated $100,-
000 to be derived from the sale of
the Spencer Block. We were figur-
ing on the sale of the federal square,
and that will now 'be impossible, as
the people have voted against it.”

Mayor Wilson points out that it
sems to be a matter of opinion as
to what was actually the precise
attitude of the electors in this matter.
While they voted against the con-
struction of a hall on the present
site, did it necessarily follow that
they meant that they dseired that
work should be commenced on the
federal square, regardless of cost,
which has never been clearly esti-
mated, he questions.

There are certain members of the
new couneil who have adopted the
belief htat the people eby their rejec-
tion of the city hall bylaw, stated
plainly that they did not want a
new hall anywhere at the present,
being content with the present hali
until such time as the city’s financial
resources were in better shape.

Mayor Wilson holds that the new
councillors would have no power to
sell any portion of the federal square,
as has been suggested, without a
vote of the people. He contends that
their recent vote could be accepted
in that manner,

THORNTON REPLIES
T0 MAYOR'S QUERY

Explains Statement Recently
Made Concerning Electrifi-
cation of C.N.R. Lines.

Toronto, Dec. 21.—A telegram from
Sir Henry Thornton, president of the
Canadian Natlonal Railways, was re-
ceived by Mayor Maguire early this
morning in reply to a message the
mayor sent yesterday regarding Sir
llenry's remarks concerning the pos-
sible electrification of the mational
railways between Toronto and Ni-
agara Falls. Sir Henry's telegram
follows:

“In answer to your telegram of this
date, a statement was requested from
me as to what the Canadian National
Railways proposed to do in the way
¢f furnishing adequate service for the
protection of its business. and the
announcement to which you refer re-
lates solely to that.”

Mayor Maguire, in his telegram
yesterday, stated that Sir Henry's
statement regarding possible electrifi-
cation of the national railways be-
tween Toronto and Niagara Falls and
Toronto and Cobourg “is being used
by opponents of public ownership
to aid in defeat of voté on the pro-
posed Toronto-Niagara hydro radial
line,” which will be a feeder of the
rational railways.”

COMPLETES INSPECTION.

Montreal, Dec. 21.—Having com-
pleted an inspection trip of the Can-
adian National lines, that extended |
over 2,600 miles, Sir Henry W. Thorn-
ton, new president of the system. |
reached’ Montreal last night and left |
at midnight for Ottawa.

customers would have to meet the
tax on deeds, mortgages, legacies, etc.
It is said, however, that this would
involve little or no hardship. e

In connection with the provision
for a stamp tax on receipts recei}'ed
for payment of municipal taxation,
civic officials averred that the city
would pay, but, of course, the ulti-
mate burden of the tax would fall on
the taxpayer himself in the regular
way.

Insurance companies are perhaps
more adversely affected than any
other element. Having made insur-
ance contracts, some of which cover
a long term of years, they are legal!y
obligated to defray taxes om all poli-
cies including premiums.

Collect From Insured.

Arrangements will no doubt be put
in motion, however, whereby the in-
sured will hereafter be compelled to
pay the bill when he takes out new
policies and pays premiums on them.

“Having thousands of contracts
covering hundreds of years of insur-
ance, we nrust shoulder the burden
of the new tax regulations ourselves,”
stated one insurance man, “but from
now on we shall issue insurance with
the -understanding that our customers
meet the extra levy.”

Bankers are virtually immune from
the requirements of the regulations.
“I can see no way in which they will
affect the banks,” stated Harold
Clark, manager of the Standard Bank.
“We give very few receipts.”

Factories Escape.

Large manufacturing plants such
as Perrins and McClarys will be un-
affected, according to officers of those
organizations.

It will be recalled that a deputa-
tion representating 5,000 local retail
and wholesale concerns filed a vigor-
ous protest against the receipt reg-
ulations two months ago. Their
views, however, were received too
late for consideration of the finance
minister, the act having become law
before full consideration coulde b
given.

Many retailers believed that a more
effective measure could have been in-
stituted by a levy of a straight 5-cent
tax on the manufacturer. Thus the
clerical work which the present act
necessitates would to a large extent
be obviated.

Public Must Pay.

In spite of the assertions of local
retail establishments that the con-
simer will not have to pay, it is ap-
parent that the whole cost of receipt
taxation will inevitably be extracted
from his pocket.

In general the new regulations are
meeting with greater approval than
was anticipated. Although difficulties
will doubtless be experienced in in-
terpreting the full meaning of the
several clauses and much extra work
is necessarily involved, the expected
loud cry of objection, has upon exam-
ination of the regulatiion, degener-
ated to a mere wail.

Gordon Philip of the chamber of
commerce predicted that sales slips
would in future be purchased by re-
