Most le have little idea of the
rapidity with which Turkish rule in
. Europe has diminished, There are peo-
- still alive, and only a short time
,ago there must have been many, who
recollect the time when Turkish
domination practically extended to
the borders of Austria and Hungary,
and even pushed back the Cossack to
the southwestern plains of Russia.
This was at the viose of the eigh-
teenth century.

Then came war after war, rising
after rising, agalnst Turkish misrule,
as it was called—though, as a matter
of fact, perhaps it was less misrule
than the unwillingness of the inhab-
itants to have agy rule but thelr
own. Servia fel! away. Montenegro
firmly established its menaced inde-
pendence, Russia pressed forward,
Roumania decided to carve out its
own fortunes, and then [inally Bul-
garia and Roumelia (1878-1886) were
ret up as a principality which is
independent of Turkey in everything
Lut name. This all happened in the
north of the Balkan peninsula.

. In the south Greece gained a little,
but it lost part ol it in the disas-
irouws wasr of 1897. The balance of
territory which was thus left to
Trukey in Europe is called Mace-
¢onia, and the whole district, in-
cluding = Servia, Roumania, Monten-
cgro and Bulgaria, is named from the
central chain of mountains—the Bal-
kans. In other words ,the territory
stretches from the Adriatic to the

Aegean and the Black Seas, and lies
for the most part between latitude
40 degrees-42 degrees north and
longituce 19 dégree:-_8 dzgrees cast,

To a certain extent the Macedonian
question §s an ‘‘Uitlander” one—this,
of course, assuming that the Turks,
who were originally conquerors in
the country, might fairly in course
of time become regarced as indigen-
ous. There are many varieties of the
so-pallec modern Turk. There is the
Moslem, pure and &lmple, the Turk
much ‘as he was in the days of the
great Sultan Solyman; then comes
the *Albanian, altogether dissimilar
from the Turk rnevery respect save
the possession of a common religion;
and, finally, the Mosliems in the mixed
central’ cistricts of Macedonia ,who
is a2 composite between the two—
hall what one would call a *West-
erner” and half an Oriental. Gradu-
ally, however, with no fixed ideas
and according to no precise system,
but merely in the course of year-long
ovents, various races have settled jin
the region, and now represent hall a
Cozen different nations, the chief of
which are Servia, Bulgaria and
Greece. Representatives of these
three, with the original Turks, are
now, and Lave been for years, mak-
ing the Balkans the cockpit of Euro-
pean poiltics.

For years the wmaxim of the Turk
has been the very sound one, di-
vide and rule. In point of fact he
does not need to divide. The various
races enjoy [fighting among them-
selves far too much to offer the least
hope of any joint action against the
Turks. Had this not been so, the
Turk would have recrossed the Bos-
phorous into Asia Minor years ago;
but the hate with which each na-
tionality, Serb, Bulgarian and Greek,
hates the Turk is nothing to the
hatred which they (feel for each
other. They have different religions,
they have different customs, they
carry on different educational work,
they foster different race tradi-
tions, and they have different homes,
80 to speak, of nationality. Thelr
luternicine war is no more bitterly
shown than in regard to religion.

The Sultan has played this card
scores of times, but its effect never
weakens. If it were not for the pro-’
selytising work carried on by the
three nations at the present mo-
ment. there woukl be hope that in
time to come they would unite. As
it is, there is not the least hope,
and the present rising as it stands
at this moment has been engineered
by the Bulgarian section, and by
that section alone. So far the Greeks
have no part nor parcel in it. nor
have the Servians, although there is
a strong possibility that owing to
an indiscriminate bloodshed, the lat-
termay very soon be drawn into
the whirlpool.

To wunderstand the Macedonian
question it is necessary to appre-
ciate Swhat Turkish ruel in Europe
is. Briefly, it is a permanent at-
tempt on the part of the local auth-
orities to ensure as much general
~quietude us possible with a mam-
fivun of profit to themselves. This
I8 done by all forms of corruption
and by the exercise of military rule.

There is no question that the in-
habitants have incaleulable causes
of complaint. Even the bittzrest
critics of the Balkanl races (not one
of whom, save possibly the Rouman-
lans, merits much to be said in its
favor) will but ‘admit that the pre-
sent situation cannot last. The
Concert of Europe, as Lord Salisbury
once said in one of his most famous
speeches, is like a, steam-roller—it
moves slowly, and thus moves too
slowly for the Iinhabitants. They
have suffered much, and from time
to time they have mnde more or less
spaswodic attempts to ameliorate
theiv unlucky plight. This ean only
be done by force of arms. Even thus
the Powers themselves can only com-
pel improvement, not otherwiso.

In the present-case the powers have
for several years been uawilling to do
anything except advise, and the in-
habitants of ali races have gradually
placed their confidence less in what
the powers are wil'ing to do for them
than on the co-operation and ‘lirect
eympathy of their co-natlonalists
outside the actual Turkish borders.

. They looked to Greece. After the
war of 1897 there was no more hope
In that direction. They looked to
Servia. Servia was too busy to do
anything ; the country sufferad from
Internecine troutle, and its finances
were in a hopeless state. Obviously
little was to be expected from Ser-
via. There remained Roumania and
Bulgaria. Roumania " is endeavoring
to give the pattern of a good little
nation. Its Government was too cau-
tious to commit itseli: obvlously
nothing whatever need be expected
from Roum:nia

Everybody acts
thus in Macedonia. They lift one
hand to the heavens in an indignant
outburst of pational rectitude, and
with the other plage a donation in
the hands of the insurgents. This is
.the cause of the present rising. There
have heen many such; every spring
and every antumn they happen, and
w«; last spring was prepared pre-

Government in Europe knew that the
present one was going to happen,
since the Komitadjis, or Committee-
men (who represent what in Ireland
would be called the Fenian Bro-
therhood) were resolved to force
matters to a test. Having gone so
far, the point is now whether Bul-
garia can hold aloof if the gituation
wopsens. All depends on whether
the Turk, who is as usual, pouring
more and mére troops into the coun-
try, will succeed in keeping the in-
surrection within strictly reason-
able limite. If he can do this Bul-
garia will be quict, but if the insur-
gents gtrike one or two blows of a
more serious nature the principalit
will join in, and this joining would
mean action by Servia, action by
the Albanians, action more or less
by the Governments of Austria and
Russia, who really want the main-
tenance of the status quo (from self
interest), and uneasiness . through-
out the whole of southeagtern Eu-
rope. Few persons, even the Bulgari-
ans themeelves, face stch a prospect
with mueh a}mnlmlt,y, and when it
comes to tdking a step which would
start hostilities throughout thous-
ands of square miles, even the most
terrible firebran possible feels
qualme of thegitation, and this is
Jjust how the gituation now is in the
Balkane.—London Malil. s

Dangerous Flies.

It Is most Important that flies
should be kept away from all food
supplies. To this end, every effort
should be made, first to do away
with all places that are favorable
for the breeding of flies. Horse
manure should be kept in a closed
pit, or the piace where it is stored
should be screened. Metal screens
that will not rust are best for this
purpose, _but, unfortunately, they
are too high-priced . to permit of
their being used by the majority
of people who live in the country.
Cotton mosquito "netting, however,
is not very expensive, and, though
it will not last as long as the
rust-proof metal screens, it is just
as effective in keeping out the
flies. Cotton netting can generally
be purchased at a trifle over three
cents a square yard when bought
by tho piece, and each plece con-
tains sixteen square yards. Where
it is not practical to use screens,
chloride of lime, if used in liberal
quantities and well sprinkled
through the manure, will prevent
the development of any eggs which
may be deposited in this manure,

RAT STORY FROM MANILA.

How the Transport Sherman Was
Cleared of 950,000 Rodents.

When the Unmted States military
trapnsport Sherman arrived at Manila
recently she was, as is the case with
most cther ships that arrive {rom
or touch at Hong Kong on the way
to Manila, detained for inspection to
ece If sne had any rats on board,
When the big transport dropped an-
chor in Manila Bay, therefore, the of-
(icial rat inspcctor went on board
to see what was doing in the way
of rodemtsh 1In fifteen minutes he
thurriedly left the ship, and, going
ashore, reported that there was on
board the Sherman, according to the
patent rat enumerator in use at
Manila, no fower than 590,000 rats.

The Sherman was immediately or-
dered to the quarantine station ‘at
MariVeles, as no ship on which the
discase-carrying rodents are found
Is allowed to dock at Manila until
they are .exterminated. Accordingly,
the Sherman steamed back to Mari-
fcles.  When she avrrived there her
hatoches had been opened up, and
enough sulphur carried below. to Kkill
millions of rats. As soon as the an-
chor was <roppad the sulphur fires
were started in' the hold, and in a
lew ininutes the work of the fumes
bcecame apparent. N L

Out of the hatches there poured
such a siream of rats as was never
before seen in the Orient. First by
the hundreds, and then by the thou-
sancs, they aprprared at the hatches
and then leaped into the water.

Every one tried to swim ashore,
but the cistance was far too great
for any rat to swim, and soon tho
gront black line of paddling rodents
brgan to thin out. Some of them
roached a poiut about 300 yards off
the ship, but none got any farther.
After the fumes had been working
for about an hour the rats ‘stopped
eppearing. An inspcetion of the ship
was made and not a rat discovered.
Tho Sherman then re-entered Manila
and disehargad her cargo.—Manila
American. :

Brantford, Ont, report— Hall-
«submerged in the soggy grass of a
thick bush of willows just south of
the Toronto, Hamilton & Buffalo
station, with face deathly white
angd 1imbe and body bespattered with
‘blood, the dead body of little Irene
Cole 'was found by a party of search-
erg shortly gfter 7 o'clock to-night.
Every indication points to assault
and murder, resembling in many de-
taile the Glory Whalen crime at
Collingwood, which is still fresh in
the memory of readers throughout
the country. The wildest excitement
prevails here, and on the streets the
crime is the topic of discussion. A
posse of police, assisted by volun-
teers, now surround the bush in a
vain effort to find some clue to the
perpetrator of the awlul crime. Not
since the days of the Quirk murder,
which still remains a mystery, has
such excitement prevailed in this
city.

The body when found plainly bore
marks of a horrible assault. The
clothes were badly torn, and the
form was a mass of bruises. The
police were at once on the spot and
every possible effort was made to
guard the scene of the crime, The
only trace of the assault was a deep-
ly-implanted footprint mnear the
vistim’s body- A youth claims he
saw a workinan, who was laboring
on the dyke, beckon to the girl as
she passed near by between 3 and
4 o'clock, but he did not wait to see
what transpired. Evidently the girl
obeyed the summons and was decoyed
into the bush and murdered. An in-
quest will be held to-morrow.  The
police do not anticipate that an im-
mediate arrest will be made.

The Victum.

The victim, Irene Cole, was the,
8-year-old daughter of Peter Cole,
who resides in Eagle Place, in the
southeastern portion of the city.
Some few days ago she fractured her
arm, and was forced to remain home
from school, carrying the injured arm
ln a sling. She was a quiet child,
and seldom wandered from home.
To-day she strayed away directly
after dinner, and at 2 o'clock had
not returned. Her mother immedi-
ately became anxious, and informed
the local police of her daughter’s ab-
sence. The authorities sent an of-
ficer to Eagle Place, and he madq
an investigation, but was unsuta
cessful in locating the missing girs
At 3 o'clock the child was still ab-
sent from home, and the relativey
became greatly alarmed. The news
sprend about the neighborhood, and
initense excitement prevailed in all
quatrers, for the child was wellg
known and generally liked in thad
part of the city. Peter Cole, father
of the child, who is employed at the
Massey-Harris Co.,, was at Falkland,
a short distance from this elty, and
was at once notified of the girl's
abzence. He returned to the city.

Shortly after 4 o'clock a large
searching party was hastily organ-
ized, and a Jdozen men started out to
scour the surrounding district in
every direction.

Discovery of the Body.

The search was a long and tedious
one, and continued until 7 o’clock this
evening, when the party searching
the willows were encouraged in their
hunt by the story told by a boy, who
claimed he had seen the victim walk-
ing along the dyke in the afternoon.
The searchers continued their hunt
with renewed energy. Shortly after
7 o'clock the body was discovered in
a slight hollow in the . thick of the
willows. The hair was matted with
clay and mud. The chest was black
and blue as if the assailant had
trampled his victim under foot. The
limbs were spattered with blood and
dirt, and the clothes were badlyl
rent. The victim had evidently died
in convulsions, and had vomited
profusely in her last moments, as if
she had been choked to death.

Sight That Greeted the Father.

To a«dd horror to the whole story
it was the vietim's own father who
found her. Going along the trail and
following the nar:iow path his eyes
fell upon the dead form of his
daughter, whose deathly features
were plainly visible in the glimmer-
Ing moonlight. Paralyzed by the
sudden shock the father fell back into
the arms of nis companions.

The cororer. Dr. Fissette, arrived
on the scene shortly afterwards, and
after an examination of the body
declared that the girl had been dead
about three hours. The assaunlt and
murder must therefore have taken
place about 4 o'clock in the after-
noon. The remains were taken in
charge by the authorities.

A man named Potter, who is em-
ployed at the Waterous engine works,
was followed when he was going to

k at 1 o’'clock by his two littie
children. Their mother called them
back, and when she did so observed
o stranger walking on the dyke not
far from where the murder took
place. The children as they were
coming back saw the man beckon-
ing to the little Cole girl, but
neither Mrs. Potter nor the children
were able to give any description of
him, and the police have little to
work on.

Evidently a Struggle.

The police are now eagaged  in
searching the vicinity- of the scene
of the crime.. There are several sig-
nificant facts in connection.with the
crime which may possibly lead to a
clue. Just in the rear of the spot
where the body was found are sev-
eral footprints, which were deeply
embedded in the soft soll. Thée
place has every appearance of being
the scene of a slight strngxle. The
footprints were plain and distinct'in
the immediate vicinity of the body,
but' little trace could be found of
them some distance from it. The
prints were those of a _good-sized
man. .

Second, the girl knew. and recog-
nized her assallant, and he was
forced to murder her to cover the
traces of hie dastardly crime.

# An Arrest Made.

Brantford, Oct. i.—Between 1 and
2 this morping the police arrested
Joseph Kennedy, a coachman, as be-
ing_the perpetrator of the crime. The
arrest lollowed information received
from Jesse Willoughby, a resident,
who, upon hearing the man deccrited,
notified the police of seeing Kenned,
in the vicinity of the tragedy all af-
ternoon. Ken y was ariested on
the outskirts of the town. When he
was examined the police discovered
blood stains on his shirt. He will say
nothing, further than to stoutly deny
having committed the crime."

Joseph Kennedy, who answers In
every detail to the description of the
man wanted, came to Brantford
about eight weeks ago from his home
in Bellast, Ireland. He has been emn-
ployed as a coachman by several
people in Brantford, but his unsteady
habits and love of drink have result-
ed in Lis discharge from all his posi-
tions. Mhe Brantford police are sat-
isfied they have the right man, but
unti] the doctor examiues his cloth-
ing and the bloodstains, no definite
asesrtion can be made. A man was
lil.ﬂ) arrested in Welland.

Murderer's Descripton.

~ The police have issued the follow-
ing:
WANTED — Heavy-set Englishman
. suspected of the brutal murder of
Irene Cole at Brauntford. Answers
to the following description: Agze
35 to 40; height 5 feet 6 inches;
weight between 150 and 175
pounds; very red face; dark
moustgche ; wore grey suit, black
stiff hat, white collar.

Brauntford, Ont., report—The po-
lice worked most diligently on the
Cole murder case, and at 2 o'clock
this morning the first suspect was
arrested. He is Joseph Kennedy, an
Irishman, from Belfust. He came
to Brantford about six weeks ago,
and has been hanging around the
city since, doing odd jobs, but ob-
taining employment mosi of the
time as a coachman.

Kennedy was arrested at Hunt &
Colter’s livery stable, where he was
sleeping, and was taken to the Po-
lice Station, where an examination
of hi# clothing revealed a condition
of affairs that, the police think,
stamp him as the muvderer. It was
supposed, by reason of the fact that
the child’s body was covered with
blood, and that she: had bled pro-
fusely from the terrible wounds in-
flicted, that the perpetrator would
also have blood on his clothing. The
police were able to obtain but meagre
descriptions of the man, and those
obtained would . apply to perhaps
twenty men. Their greatest hope
was in rounding up the murderer be-
fore he had had time to remove the
evidence of his féarful erime, and
they think Kennedy is the man they
were after.

Kennedy was taken to the fpolice
station and examined. He told hig
name, but refused to say where he
had been during the afternoon, his
only reply to the questions being,
“I was in several places.” If ever
there was a stoic Kennedy was one,
but his stoicism could not save him
from an examination that brought
forth damaging evidence. He had 32
cents and some other trinkets in his
possession. He wore a grey suit, a
grey flannel undershirt, a blue
print over shirt, a white celluloig
collar. Kennedy ‘was stripped to
the naked skin and Dr. Ashton ex+
amined him closely. It was easlly ob-
eervable that one part of his body
had recently been washed, perhaps
within a few hours of his arrest,
and others had not. His groin and
the upper part of his legs
chowed the effect of a recent
warhing, while the upper part
of his body, his arms, and his neck
did got look as if they had felt
water in many a day. A8 a mat-
ter of fact, the prisoner stated that
he had not had a bath since he
left Ireland. The part of the body
that had been washed recently was
the part most likely to have been
covered with blood on the man who
committed: the crime. Kennedy’s
pants had been sponged within a
few hours, for they were still damp
just below the legs, the spot where
the greatest moisture would likely
be left by the downward sweep of
the sponge or cloth. There had been
much blood on the trousers, but it
had been partially removed. There
were some spots, however, that es-
caped to a great exteat, the sponge,
and one spot about the size of a five-
cent piece, which had scarcely been
touched at all, the blood being dried
and clotted. 'Still further evidences
were clearly discernible on the
shirt and undershirt. The shirt had
several yellow stains such as are left
nfter the marks of blood are sponged
with cold water, and on the under-
shirt- was a stain several inches
wide, which had withstood the ef-
fect of a sponging. The heavier
part of the stain was on the out-
side, but the blood had' soaked
-thirough the flannel and showed a
little less distinctly on that part of
the cloth next the skin. If | the
stains were caused by an abrasion
on Kennedy’s body, the staln would
have been heavier on the inside than
on the outside. . These are powerful
circumstantial - évidences, and the
police feel pretty certaln that they
have  landed  the man.

Kennedy was arraigned this morn-
ing on a charge of murder, and re-
manded for a week. He pleaded not
guilty. The coroner’'s jury also view-
ed the remains this morning and
adjourned until to-morrow evening.

Mr. Chamberlain Says For-
eigner Will Pay Tax.

LITTLE LUAF IS A BUGBEAR

London, Oct. 5.—Mr. Chamberlain
has written a preilace to the secona
edition of his collected articles on
the fiscal guestion, which appeared
In ‘the Telegraph. In the course of
the preface he says: 1

Raising o cry against the taxing
of food, they deliberately ignore the
fact that a large part of the British
revenue is raised by taxes on food
and drink, the bulk of which is con<
sumed by the working classes. He
points out that in no protected coun-
iry have prices risen by the amount
of protective duty, while the shilling
tax on c¢orn in Great Britain did not
ralse prices at all. .

Mr. Chamberlain sums up as fol-
lows: “Any duty on food imposed to
secure preferential trade with the
colonies will be a small one. It pro-
bably will be wholly paid, and cer-
tainly will be partly paid by the for-
eigner. The additional cost, if any,
to the working classes will be fully
met by an equivalent reduction in
otker articles of food equally ne-
cessary Yor their existence. The
dear food cry, is an imposture, and
the little loaf a bugbear. The ques-
tion of tariff reform may be con-
sidered on its merits without any
fear that the cost of living will be
increased ko the poor. On the other
hand, our tariffs may be revised so
as to secure the following advan-
tages:

“1. An incrcase of trade with our
fellow subjects, and best customers,
whe will not only take much more
per head from us than they do from
foreigners, but will take it in the
shape of manufactured goods,” the
production of which involves the
employment of the greatest amount
of labor.

“2. Power of bargaining with our
competitors, thereby securing that
they shall take more of the products
of our labor in return for the pro-
ducts of their labor, or that they
leave the British market more com-
pletely to British labor,

“8. In either case this change and
increased trade with the colonies will
provide more employment for our
own people and a greater demand
for our own labor. 4 1

“4. If the demand for labor is in-
creased, wages must rise also, and
full work at fair prices will enable
our manufacturers to pay higher
wages without loss to themselves.

“Lastly. We shall have made a
great advance towards the union of
the Empire, and taken the first
steps towards free trade with th
rest of the world.” \ .

RETURNED TO OWNERS,

Boers Fast Recovering Their Cher-
ished Bibles.

Londom, Oct. 5. — Considerable
progress is being made with the
work in connection with the collec-
tion and return of Boer family
Bibles found by British officers and
men in deserted farm-houses in the
Transvaal and Orange River Colony
in the course of the recent war. The
Bibles are being received at the Lon-
don headquarters of the Soclety of
Friends which was requested by
Lord Roberts to undertake the work
of collection and return. As the vol-
umes are recelved they are register-
ed and then placed in a strong-room.

Many of the Bibles are df consider-
able intrinsic value, apart from the
genealogical and sentimental value
they -possess for their Boer owners.
Some of them contain family records
dating back well over a hundred '
years, and, owing to the nomadic life
led by the early Boer settlers, it
would be impossible to replace these
repords from any other source.

Descriptions of the books receiv-
ed, or which are known as the result
of correspondence to be in England,
are being @Eirculated broadcast
throughout South Africa, with ‘the
result that many of the Bibles have
already been claimed, and, the claime
having been verified, have been re-
gto to their rightful owners.

AT MHOW AND INDORE,

Scenes of Horror Bafliling Des-
cr ption.

Toronto, Oct. 5.—Letters just re-
ﬁ'ed from Mhow and Indore deseribe
1 situation as “terrible.” A latter
from Mhow, where the death rate
is greater, says in part:

* Words cannot describe the terror
and desolation of these days. Men,
women and children die in great num-
bers every hour. Men parade the
streets wan of face and wasted of
figure, and cry in deep spectral tones,
‘Bring cut your dead ; bring out your
dead! The dead are then brought
cut and laid at the doorways to
await their turn to be ‘taken in the
carts to the graves. Many bodies are
consigned to each grave. The Hindus
at Mhow have been forced to cease
cremating for the want of wood to
burn. Food is most difficult to get,
as it is not safe to purchase from
the few shops which remain open.
The college and all the mission
echools are closed at Indore, and
organization work is practically at
a standstill. Some of the mlission-
aries and an infinite number of the
school children have alredy suc-
cumbed to the dread scourge.”

A letter from one of the Capadian
Preshyterian mission staff at Indore
says that Indore is like a city of the
deand. All the people are fleeing, and
someé are dying as they go. Many
victims of the disease lock them-
selves in their houses and die there.
The police break into all locked
houses, and often find for sole occu-
pante three or four or [ive dead
bodies. The famine was considered
a terrible calamity, but this, the
letter says, baffles description.
