An Ordinance to provide for the better

internal Governmeint of this Pro-
vince, by the establishment of local
or municipal authorities therein.

Paamble. HEREAS, for the better protection and manage-
ment of the local interests a Her Majesty's

subjects in this Province, and for the advancement of the
internal prosperity thercof it is expedient and necessary
that Municipal authorities be established in the several
Districts of the said Province :-Be it therefore Ordained
and Enacted, by His Excellency the Governor of the
Province of Lower Canada, by and with the advice and
consent of the Special Council for the afairs thereof con-
stiîtuted and assembled by virtue and under the authority
of an Act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Irdand passed in the first year of the
Reign of Her present Majesty, intituled, "J18n Act to make
iempurary provision for the Government of Louer Ca-
nada ;" And also by virtue and under the authority of a
certain other Act of the said Parliament, passed in the
Sesion hed in the second and third years of the Reign
of Her present Majesty, intituled, "JZn Act to amend an
4.AIct oj the last Session of Parlianent, for making
"temporary prozision for i/te Government of Lower Ca-
"nadta ;" And it is hereby Ordained andEnacted, by the

veyor, unless and until lie shall have been examined and
declared qualified for the office by the Board of Works for
this Province, or by some'other competent person or per-
sons to be narned for that purpose by the Governor of this
Province.

XXXV. And be it Ordainetd and Enacted, that it No Person tohold mure than
shal fnot be lawful for any person to hold at the same one District
time more than one of the District offices hereby created; office at a time.
nor shall it be lawful for the partner ofany such District
Oficer to hold any District office in the same District
wherein such Officer shall be ernployed ; nor shall it be
lawful for any such Oicer to have, diretly or indirectly,



any share or interest whatsoever, either by himself or
his partner, in any contract for executing any work to be
undertaken by for or on behalf of the Council of such
District.

By-Laws. XXXVI. And be it Ordained and Enacted that it
shall be lawful for each of the said Councils to make by-
laws for all or any of the following purposes, that is to
say :

For the making maintaining or improving any new
or existing road street or other convenient commu-
nication and means of transit within the limits of
such District, and for the stopping up altering or
diverting of any road street or communication
vithin the limits aforesaid.

For the erection preservation and repair of new or
existing bridges and public buildings.

For the purchase of such real property, situated with-
in the limits of every such District respectively, as
may be required for the use ofthe incorporated in-
habitants thereof.

For the sale of such part or parts of the real
property belonging to such incorporated Inhabi-
tants as may have ceased to be useful to the said
Inhabitants.

For the superintendance and management of all pro-
perty belonging to the incorporated Inhabitants of
every such District respectively.

For assessing levying and applying such monies
as may be required for the purpose of carry-
ing into effect all or any of the objects for which
every such District Council is hereby empowered
to make by-laws; which monies shall be rais-
ed either by means of tols to be paid in res-
pect of any public work or works within the li-
mits of the said Districts respectively, or by
means of rates or assessnents to be assessed and
levied on real or personal property, or both, within
the limits of the District, or, in respect of such
property, upon the owners and occupiers thereof,
and to enforce the collection and payment of
such rates and assessments by means of reasona-
ble penalties.

For applying the monies so assessed and levied as
aforesaid in or towards the payment of all rea.
sonable expenses incurred or estimated as likely
to be incurred for the current year in respect of
the local Government of such Districts respec-
tively.

For the collection and accounting for ail tols rates
and assessments raised under the authority of any
such Council, and of the revenues belonging te
such Districts respectively.

For determining the amount of penalties to be
recovered from such persons as having been
elected to offices as hereinbefore provided shall
refuse to serve the same, or refuse or meglect
to take and subscribe the oaths of office as
hereinbefore prescribed for such Officers res-
pectively.

For determining the amount of fées to be paid to and
received by the Officers of such Councils respec-
tively in regard to all matters and things for which
it is hereinbefore provided that fes shall be paid
and received.

For determining the amount and manner and time
of payment of all salaries or other remuneration of
District Officers teobe appointed under the authori-
ty of this Ordinance.



For providing for the maintenance of an eîTec-
tive systeim of Police within sucli Districts res-
peetively.

XXXVII. Provided always, and be it Ordained and
Enacted, that it shall not be lawful for any such Council
to pass any by-law for erecting any public work with-
out having first received an estimate of such work pre-
pared, or examined and reported upon, by the District
Surveyor ; and if the cost of such work will, in the opi-
nion of the said Surveyor, exceed the sum of one hund red
pounds currency, such estimate shal also be examined
and reported upon by theBoard of Works in thisPrevince
or by some other competent body or person for that purpose
to be named by the Governer of this Province ; and pro-
vided also, that every such work, to be executed in pursu-
ance of any such by-law,shall be executed under contract,
and when the cost of any such work will, in the opinion
of the District Surveyor, exceed the sum of one hundred
pounds currency, the contract for such work shall be
made and entered into in confornity with and sub-

ject to such regulations as shall from tirne to tine
be made in that behaTfby the Board of Works of this
Province.
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XXXVIII. Provided also, and be it Ordained and GovPrnor n;ty
Enacted, that a copy of every such by-law passed dlialow By-
by any of the said Councils shaUl, within a Laws
after the making of such by-law, be transmitted by the
Warden of the District, or other person exercising the
office of Warden, to the Governor of this Province ; and
it shall be lawful for the said Governor, by and with the
advice and consent of the Executive Council of this
Province, at any time within three months fron aid
after the receipt of such copy, to disallow any such by-
law, and such disallowance shall, with ail convenierit
speed, be signified to the Warden or other person net-
ing in the place of Warden of the District wherein
such by-law shall have been passed, and thenceforwvard
such by-law shall be void and of no effect : provided also,
that no such by-law shall have effbct within the arore-
said period of three months, unless the said Governor shall
have given his assent thereto before the expiration of
such period ; and provided further, that any by law re-
pugnant to the law of the land, or to any Act of compe-
tent Legislative authority in this Province shal be void
and of no effect.

payment of such accounts ; and also to fix and determine
the amount of salary, fees, or emoluments which shall be
received by the several Township or Parish Officers
within the limits of such Districts respectively to
be appointed or elected in pursuance of an Ordinance
passed on the day of in
the present year, except in so far as the payment of
such Officers and the regulations of their salaries, fees
and emolumnents shall be otherwise provided for by the
said Ordinance.
