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CHAIR OF MEDICAL JURISPRUDENCE.
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ARGl Alniversity  Geweral  Announcement,

SESSION OF 1898-94.

The Sixty-first Session of the University, being the Thirty-ninth under the
amended Charter, will commence in the Autumn of 1893.

" By Virtue of the Royal Charter, granted in 1821, and 2mended in 1852, the.
Govemors, Principal and Fellows of McGill College constitute the Corporation
of the University ; and, under the Statutes framed by the Board of Governors,
with the approval of the Visitor, have the power of granting Degrees in all the
Arts and Facultics, in McGill College, and Colleges affiliated thereto.

The Statutes and Regulations of the University have been framed on the most
liberal principles, with the view of affording to all classes of persons the greatest
possible facilities for the attainment of mental culture and professional training.
In its religious character the University is Protestant, but not denominational ;
ard while all possible attention will be given to the character and conduct of
students, no interference with their peculiar relijious views will be sanctionad.

The educational work of the University is carried on in McGill College,
Montreal, agd in the affiliated Colleges and Schools.

I.—-McGILL COLLEGE.

THE FacuLty OF ARTS.—The complete course of study extends over four Ses-
sions, of cight months cach; and includes Classics and Mathematics, Ex-
perimental Physics, English Literature, Logic, Mental and Moral Science,
Natural Science, and one Modern Language, or Hebrew. The course of
stady is, with few exceptions, the same for all students in the first two years;
butin the third and fourth years extensive options are allowed, more especi-
ally in favour of the Honour Courses in Classics, Mathematics, Mental and
Mcral Science, Natural Science, English Literature and Modem Languages.
Certain exemplions are allowed to professional students. The course of
study leads to the Degrees of B.A., M.A., and LL.D.

THE DoNALDA SpPECIAL COURSE IN ARTS provides for the education of wonen,

in scparate classes, with course of study, exemptions and honours similar to
those for men.

THE FACULTY OF APFLIED SCIENCE provides 2 thorough professional trzining,
extending over three or four years, in Civil Enginecring, Mechanical Engi-
neering, Mining Engincering and Assaying, and Practical Chemistry, leading
to the Degrees of Bachelor of Applied Science, Master of Engineering, and
Master of Applied Science.

THE FACULTY OF MEDICINE.—The complete course of study in Medicine extends
over four Sessions, of six months cach, and one Summer Session of three
montls upon the completion of the third Academic Year, and leads to the
Degrees of MD,, C. M.
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Tue FacuLty OF LAw.—The complete course in Law extends over three Ses-
sions of six months each, and leads to the Degrees of B.C.L. and D.C.L.
THE Factrry orF CoMPARATIVE MEDICINE AXD VETERINARY SCIENCE.—
The complete course of study extends over three sessions of six months

each, and leads to the Degree of D.V.S*

Announcement of the Laculty of Fedicine,
SESSION 1893-94.

The Sixty-First Seszion of this Faculty will be opened on Tuesday,
C ctober 3rd, 1893, by an introductory lecture at3 p.m. The regular
lectures will begin on October 4th, at the hours specified in the
time-table, and will be continued for six months. !

The Medical School of McGill University was founded in 1822 as
the * Montreal Medical Institution” by Drs. W. Robertson, W.
Caldwell, A. F. Holmes, J. Stephenson and H. P. Loedel—all of
them at the time members of the staff of the Montreal General
Hospital.

Although founded in 1822, yet no session of the ‘“ Medical Insti-
tution was held until 1824, when it opened with 23 students.

In 1828, the ** Medical Institution ” was recognized by the Board
of Royal Institution as the Medical Faculty of McGill University.
At this time the Jectures were given in a building on the site of the
present Bank of Montreal. Later the school was removed to a brick
building; still standing near the corner of Craig and St. George
streets.

In 1846, the lectures of the Faculty were given in the present
central building of the University now occupied by the Faculty
of Arts. On account of the inconvenience arising from the distance
of the University buildings from the centre of the city, it was decided
in 1850, to erect a Medical school building in Cotte Street, pro-
provided with ampie accommodation for Library and Museum, and
furnished with a 'arge dissecting-room and two lecture rooms; this
building was occupied for the first time during the session 1851-2,
and sufficed for the wants of the Faculty until 1872-73, when the
present main building was provided by the Governors of the Univer-
sity.

In 1824, the number of students in the Faculty was 25 ; in 1844
50;in 1851, 64, with 15 graduates; in 1872-3, 154, Wwith 35 gradu-
ates ; in 1892-3, 3135, with 46 graduates.
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There were no sessions held during the political troubles from 1836
to 1839, and it is owing to this fact that the present is the 61st ses-
sion of the Faculty. This is in reality the 65th session of the school,
which is the direct continuation of the “Moatreal Medical Institu-
tion.”

In 1885, the building in the University grounds, erected by the
Governors for the use of this Faculty, was found inadequate. A
new building was then added, which, at the time, afforded amplefa-
cilities for carrying out the great aim of the Faculty,—that of mak-
ing the teaching of the primary branches thoroughly practical.

The laboratcries and lecture rooms, then added, have now become
filled, and so great have been the advances in medicine and in me-
thods of laboratory teaching, that it has been necessary again to in-
crease the number and size of the laboratories. Owing to the timely
generosity of Mr, John H. R. Molson, who has aiready done so
much for the University, the Faculty is able to announce that its
present facilities for teaching will, during the coming year, be almost
doubled.

According to plans now under consideration, the new buildings
will be erdcted as an extension of the old ones, towards the north
west, partially tacing Carlton road, and covenient to the Royal
Victoria Hospital. They will comprise a pathological wing, con-
sisting of several special laboratories, and rooms for private re-
search ; a large modern lecture room, capable of accommodating
450 student<, with adjoining preparation-rooms and new suites of
laboratories for Physiology, Histology, Pharmacology and Sanitary
Science. The laboratories, etc., in the older buildings, will be greatly
enlarged and improved ; the whole of the first floor will be devoted
to the anatomical department, and will be divided into a dissecting-
room, bone-room, preparation rooms, Protessors’ and Demonstrators’
rooms. etc.

On the ground floor the Library ond Museum will be greatly en-
larged: a room adjoining the Library wil' be set apart as a reading
room for the use of students, and the present chemical laboratories
will be increased Ly including the rooms now used by the depart-
ment of Physiology.

Through the great liberality of the Honorable Sir Donald A.
Smith in founding the ¢ Leanch~il Endowment,” and of the citizens
of Montreal and Medical Graduates in subscribing to the * Campbell
Memorial Fund,” the Faculty has been enabled to conduct and
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maintain the teaching of the different branches in a high state of
efficiency.

The Faculty is glad 10 be able to anndunce this year that, by the
liberality of the Honorable Sir Donald A. Smith in endowing the
chairs of Pathology and Sanitary Science with one hundred thousand
dollars. it is abie to establish these departments on a footing fully
. commensurate with their importance and with 1 ¢ advances and re-
yuirements of modern medical scicnce.

Laboratories.

In the buildings now used by the Faculty, as will be seen by refer-
er ce to tne dixgrams, in addition to the laboratories 2nd dissecting
room, there are two large lecture rooms, each capable of comfort-
ably seating 300 students, and one small deronstration room for
classes of 355 and under. The space allotted to the librasy and
nuseum has been largely increased, and a large reading room has
been provided for students, with waiting and clozk rooms.

Dissecting Room.

The Dissecting Room. which is situated on the second floor, is 76
feet in length and 31 feet in breadth. It is furnished with twenty
tables, 2nd is well lighted for wark during the day and night. In
procuring app.liances for the comfort and convenience of the stu-
dents, no reasonable expense has been spared.

In connection with the dissccting room, there is 2 “ Bone room,””

where students have an excellent opportunity of studying osteology.
There are also iwo distinct rooms for the demonstrators of anatomy.

Physiological Iaborstory.

The Physiological Laboratory, which is situated on the groand
floor, is supplied with the mast modern apparatus for the practical
teaching of this mast important branch of the medical curticulum.
It contains amongst other valuable instruments : kymographs, various
manometers, ¢, for demonstrating blood pressure; myographs,
theooords, moist chambers, &c., and vatious clectrical appliances for
demonstrating experiments in connection with nerve and muscle;
special apparatus for illustrating various points in respiration ; appa-
ratos specially suitab.c for demonstrating the processes of digestion,
as well as the chemical composition and nature of the secretions,
and the chief constituents of the tissues and nutritive fluids. The
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laboratory is arranged in such a way as to permit of students
assisting at, and taking part in, these demonstrations. During the
past session important additions have been made to the apparatus of
the physiological laboratory.

Histological Iaboratory.

The Histological Laboratory is a large, well lighted room on the
second floor. It is so arranged that over eighty students can be
present at the microscopical demonstrations. For this purpose it
is supplied with thirty-five microscropes, all from the well-known
makers, Zeiss, Hartnack and Leitz. From the large number of
microscopes empluyed, students will have special facilities in study-
ing and making themsclves thoroughly acquainted with the spea-
mens that are the subjects of demonstration.

Pharmacological Isboratory.

The Pharmacological Laboratory is a large room situated on the
ground floor, and is now furnished with the necessary appliances for
the practical teaching of pharmacy. It is hoped that before another
session passes away, the apparatus necessaty for the demorstradon
of the more important actions of many drugs will Le in possession

of the Faculty.

Chemical Isaboratory.

The Chemical Laboratory is large, lofiy, and well lighted, and
can accommodate comfortably 76 men at one dme. Each student,
when entering on this course, has z numbered table in the laboratory
assigned to him for his use during the session. Each table has its
own gas and water fixtares, an” is provided with shelves for its coi-
responding set of reagent-botties, as well 2s a drawer and locker
containing 2 modera set of chemical apparatus especially adapted
for the work. This apparatus is provided by the Facuky, and
sapplied to each student without extra charge.  The student is oaly
Toquireu to pay for apparatus broken or destroyed.

The laboratory is furnished with a large draught closet for ventila-
tion. sulphusetted hydrogen apparatus, gas and combustion furnaces,
Xc., giving 10 the student unsurpassed advantages for acquiring 2
sound and practical knowledge of medical chemistry.
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Pathological I.aboratory.

A large building of three stories, 37 by 4o feet, adjoining the Col-
lege, recently aciquired by the Faculty, thanks to the generosity of
Mr. J. H. R. Molson, constitutes for the present the Pathological
Laboratory ; it has undergone extensive alterations to fit it for the
purpose. The uppermost floor has been converted into one large
laboratory for ciasswork in Practical Patholozy and Bacteriology ;
upon the floor beneath, are laboratories for research, preparation
room, professor’s private room and library, and an incubator room;
while upon the ground floor ave rooms for the attendant, for storage
and for keeping animals.

MATRIGULATION.

Intending Students who purpose practicing in Canada, are request-
ed to observe that by the regulations in force in the varions Provinces
of the Dominion, they are required to pass the Matriculation Examina-
tion accepted hy the seveml Kegistering Boards of these provinces
tiefore heainning their course of study.

The students h;)lding the degree of Bachelor of Arts are ex~mpted
by all the Examining Boards from examination for matriculation, but
must present their diplomas and be registsred n the Province in
which they purpose practicing hefore beginning their studies.

The Preliminary Examination in General Education of the
following Bodies is accepted by this University in lieu of its own
Matrniculation Examination for Medical students :—

1. Thez College of Physicians and Surgeons, Ontario.
2. The College of Physicians and Surgeons, Quebec.
3- The New Brunswick Medical Board.

4. The Nova Scotia Medical Board-

5. The Manitoba Medical College.

Students who have passed the matriculation examination of some
recognized university will be exempted from examinatior on produc-
tion of their certificates.

Students nut having auy of the above qualifications for entrance
are required to pass one of the following examinations :
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1. The June matriculations in Arts of this university, commencing
suxne 1, 1893.

Papers for the June examinations will be sent to local centres on
application to the Secretary of the University. The September ex-
amications are held in Montreal only.

The subjects for examination are Classics, Mathematics and
English.

Greck—Xenophon, Anabasis, Book I.; Greek Grammar.

Latin.—Czsar, Bell, Gall. Book I.; and Virgil, Eneid, Book I.
lines 1-300; Latin Grammar.

Mathematics—Arithmetic (including metric system) ; Algebra, to
simple equations (inclusive); to quadratic equations inclusive in
June, 1893, and afterwards ; Euclid’s Elements,Books I.,1.,

English—Writing from Dictation. A paper on English Grammar,
including Analysis. A paper on the leading events of English
history. Essay on a subject to be given at the time of the ex-
amination.

2. The September examinations in Arts of this university, held in
Mc@Gill College only, on September 15th, 1893, and following days,
and including the same subjects shove stated, except that alternative
books in the classical subjects will Le accepted.

3- The special examination® for entrance into the Faculty of
Mecdicine alone is the same as that required by the Medical Council
of Great Britain. The examination will be held on the last Friday
and Saturday in March and the last Friday and Saturday in Sep-
tember of each year. Applications may be made to Dr. Howe,
Richmond. Que., the Examiner, till the evening of the previous day.

OPTIONAL SUBJECTS.
(Z%e Candidate must take one of the three jfollowing.)

GRreEk.—Xenophon’s Anabasis, Book 1. Homer's Iliad, Book 1.,
with Greek Grammar.

Paysics.—Outlines of the subject, as in Ganot's Physics, translated
by Atkinson.

PHiLosoPHY.—Elements of Logic as in Jevon's Logic, and Elements
of Moral Philosophy, as in Czlderwood’s Hand-book.

Candidates must produce certificate of good moral character. Any
candidate detected in copying or in conniving at another's copying
trom him, or in using books or notes, will be immediately dismissed
from the room.

The Examinations will be held in Szptember, 1892, at Quebec,
and in May, 1894, av Montreal. Applicaticns to be made to
Dr. Brosscau, Montreal, or Dr. Belleay, Quebec, either of whom
will furnish schedule giving text books and percentage of marks to
be obtained.

Examination Fee, ten dollars. Should the candidate be unsuc-
cessful, one half of the fee will be returned.
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Of the four years' study affer having passed, the Matriculation
Examination, three six months’ sessions, at least, must be attended
at a University, College, or Incorporated School of Medicine, recog-
nized by the * Provincial Medical Board.” The first session must
be attended during the year immediately succeeding the Matricula-
tion. Examination, and the final session must be in the fourth year.

(¢)—MATRICULATION EXAMINATION
OF THE
COLLEGE OF PHYSICIANS AND SURGEONS OF ONTARIO.

Every one desirous of being registered as a Matriculated Medical
Student in the Register of this College, except as hereinafter provid-
ed, must present to the Registrar, Dr. Pyne, Toropto, the official
ceriificate of having passed the University Departmental Matricula-
tion Examination with science added ; whereupon he shall be ¢ntitled
to be so registered upon the payment of twenty dollars and giving
proof of his identity.

Graduates in Arts, in any University in Her Majesty’s Dominions,
are not required to pass tae Matriculation Examination, but may
register their names with the Registrar of the College, upon giving
satisfactory evidence of their qualifications and upon paying the fee
of twenty dollars.

II.
ENREGISTRATION.

The following are the Umiversity Regulations :—

All Students desirous of attending the Medical Lectures shall, at
the commencement of each Session, enrol their names and residences
in the Register of the Medical Faculty.

The said Register shall be closed on the last day of October in
each year. Fees are payvable to fhe Registrar, and must be paid in
advance at the time of enregistration.

Eunregistration in the Summer Session is compulsory upon all
Students, whether attending one or more of the classes.

The class tickets for the various courses are accepted as qualifying
candidazes for axamination before the various Colleges and Licensing
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bodies of Great Britain and Ireland, and the College of Physicians
and Surgeons of Ontario. The degree in Medicine of this University
carries with it at the Licensing Boards of Great Britain the same
exemptions in certain subjects as are granted to all colonial degrees.
To meet the circumstances of the General Practitioners in British
North America, where there is no division of the profession into
Physicians and Surgeons exclusively, the degree awarded upon
graduation is that of “Doctor of Medicine and Master of Surgery,”
in accordance with the general nature and character of the curricu-
lum, as fully specified hereafter. The degree is received by the
College of Physicians and Surgeons of the Province of Quebec.
Any graduate therefore 1 medicine of the University, may
obtain a license to practise in the Province of Quebec without
further examination, provided he has matriculated before the College
of Physicians and Surgeons of Quebec, when entering on the study
of medicine.

CCURSES OF LECTURES.

ANATOMY.

(DESCRIPTIVE AND PRACTICAL).
PROFESSOR FRANCIS J. SHEPHERD.

H. S. BirxeTT, Senior, Demonstrator. J. M. ELDER, and
J- G. McCarTay, Assistant-Demonstrators.

Anatomy is taught in the most practical manner pobsible, and its
relation to Medicine and Surgery fully considered. The lectures are
illustrated by the fresh subject, moist and dry preparations, sections,
models and plates, and drawings on the blackboard.

The department of Practical 4natomy is under the direct control
and personal supervision of the Professor of Anatomy, assisted by
his staff of Demonstrators.

The methods of teaching are similar to those of the best European
schools, and Students are thoroughly grounded in this branch.

Every Student must be examined af Zas# three times in each
part dissected, and no certificate is given unless the examinations
are satisfactory.

Special Demonstrations on the Drain, Thorax, Abdomen, Bones,
etc., are frequently given. Prizes are awarded at the end of the
Session for the best examination on the fresh subject.

The Dissecting Room is open from 8 a-m. to 10 p.m. Abundance
of material provided.

CHEMISTRY,
PROFESSOR GILBERT P. GIRDWOOD.
ASSISTANT PROFESSOR, R. F. RUTTAN.
Inorganic Chemistry is fully treated ; a lurge portion of the course
is devoted to Organic Chemistry and its relations to Physiology.
The branches of Physics bear:ng upon or connected with Chemistry

also engage the attentien of the Ciass. For experimental illustration
abundant apparatus is possessed by the Colicge.
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The Chemical Laboratory will be open at certain hours to mem-
bers of the class to repeat experiments performed during the course,
under the superintendence of one of the Professors.

PRACTICAL, CHEMISTRY.

PROFESSOR GILBERT P. GIRDWOODN.
ASSISTANT PROFESSCR, R. F. RUTTAN.

The course in practical chemistry includes two hours’ laboratory
work three times a week for three months. The students are instruct-
ed individually in chemical manipulations, blow-pipe analysis, and
qualitative determination of the salts, acids, &c., they will require to
use in practice. They are required before finishing their course to be
familiar with the principles of practical Forensic and Sanitary
Chemistiy. Special instruction is directed to instructing the Student
in making accurate notes of his experiments and his conclusions.
These notes are examined daily and criticised.

PHYSIOLOGY.
PROFESSOR WESLEY MILLS.
W. S. MORROW, ASSISTANT DEMONSTRATOR.

The purpose of this Course is to make Students thoroughly
acquainted, as far as time permits, with modern Physiology: its
methods, its deductions, and the basis on which the latter rest.
Accordingly a full course of lectures is given, in which both the
Experimental and Chemical departments of the subject receive
attention. :

In addition to the use of diagrams, plates, models, &c., cvery
departmentof the subject is experimentally illustrated. The exper-
iments are free from elaborate Zecknigue, and many of them are of
a kind susceptible of ready imitation by the Student.

Laboratory work for Senior Students —

(1.) During the iirst part of the Session there will be a course
on Physiological Chemistry, in which the Student will, under direc-
tion, investigate food stuffs, digesiive action, blond, and the more
important secretions and excretions, including urine. All the
apparatus and material for this course will be proviged.

(2.) The remainder of the Session wi'l be devoted to the perform-
ance of such experiments as cre unsuitable for demonstration to a
large class in the lecture room, and such as require the use of elabo-
rate methods, apparatus, &c.
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HISTOLOGY
PROFBSSOI: GEG. WILKINS.
XN. In. GT°XNN, ASSISTANT DEMONSTRATOL.

This will ~~nsist of a course of ten lectures and twenty-five weekly
demonstrations with the Microscope, besides a short course in the
preparation and mounting of specimens. As the demonstrations will
be chierly rclied upon for teaching the Microscopic Anatomy of the
various structures, the specimens under observation will then be
minutelv described.  Plates and diagrams specially prepared for
these leclares will be freelvy made use of.

PHARMACOL,OGY ANWD THERAPEUTICS.
FROFESSGR A. In. BLACKADER.

Thc course on this sulject comprises:

I. A descrijption of the FPharmacologzy and Therapeutics of the

I1. The delivery of a weekly lecture {** Clinical Therapeutics ™) in
the theatre of the Gener:il Hospital on some case or groups of cases
wcil adajted for Ilastrating important points in hoth gencral and
special Therapeutics.

Whiie the lectizes on this subcct are mainly devoted to Special
Pathology and Therapeutics, no ofortunity is lostof illustrating and
expizining the gen-ral laws of divease. With the exception of certain
affections scldom ui never obscived in this country. ali the import-
ant internal discases of the body, except thase pecuiiar to women
and <Biidren, are diseuseed. and their Tathological Anatomy illusira-
ted hy the large coliection of morhid preparations in the University
Muscum, and by freh specimens vontributed by the Demonstrator
of Morhid Anatomy.

The College posscrses an extensive serics of Anatomical plates
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illustrative of the Histciogical and Anatomical appearances of dis-
ease, and the wards of the General and Royal Victoria Hospitals
afford the lecturer ample opporturities to refer to living examples
of very many o: the maladies he describes, and to give the results of
treatment.

CLINICAY, MEDICINE.

PROFESSOUR, JAMES NTEWART.

LECTIURERS :
F. G. FINLEY. H. . LAFLETR.

Attendance is giving in the Medical Wards of the Montreal
General and Royal Vicioria Hospitals on three days of every week
with the 3rd vear studenis, and three days with those of the 4th
year. Accu. te reports of all cases are kept by duly appointed cli-
nical clerks, and are systematically read before the class.  Instruction
is given at the bed-side, and every pupil is re-quired \v take part in the
physical examination of paticnts. The mode of conducting investi-
cations, the use of the micrescope. the value of the thermometer and
ophthalmoscope, &c., in medical diagnosis, are all explained and
illustrated. Senior Students are called upon in rotation to examine
new cases before the class, and to bz examined thereon as to their
seneral knowledge. In addition, one weekly Clinical Lecture is
dslivered, hearing ujon some case or cases of importance which may
happen to be under observation at the time.  Special attention is
dirccted to Medical Anatomy. and candidates for the degree will be
cxamined thereon.

SURGERY.

PROFESSOR, THONAS i, R .RDICK.
AXSISTANT - JANMES RELL-

ASSISTAXNT v R. . KIRKIPATRICK.

This course consists of the Pumciples of Surgery and Nurgical
PFathaiogy, illustrated by a large colicction of prepamations inom
the College Museum, also specimens as they are ohtained from
cascs under observation at the Hospital. and coniributed to that
collection by the Hospital pathologist and from pnivate sources.
The greater part of the course however is davoted ta the Practice
of Surgery, in which attention s drawn to cases which have been
observed by the class durinz the session.  The various surgical ap-
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Tliances are exhilited, and their uses and application explained.
Surgical Anatomy and Operative Surzery form special departments
of this course, and Quains and Marlise’s plates are vsed in illns-
traiion.

Particular attention is given to Clinical instruction, ard a Clinical
examination in Midwifery similar to that held in Medicine and
Surgery now forms part of the final examination.

GYNZCOLOGY.
PLOFESSOR WM. GARDMNER, 12
T. JOHNSTN ALLOW.AY, LECTI'RER.

The course on this subject will comprise two lectures a2 week
throughout the session. The anatomy and physiology of the parts
cwmcemned will be first discussed.  Then the various methods of
examination will be fuliv described, the necessary instruments
vxhibited, and their uses explained.  Afier this, the discases peculiar
to the sex will be considered as fully as time will parmit, in the fol-
lowing order :—Disorders of Menstruation : Leucorrhea, i3 causes
and treatment ; Peivic Cellulitis and Peritonitis ; Lacerations of the
Cervix Uterl and Perineam ; Urinary and Frecal Fistula: Inflam-
mations of the Uterus: Displacements of the Uterus: Tumors of the
Uterus : Diseases of the Ovarices.

Tiwe lectures will be ijilustrated as fullv as possible by drawings
and morbid specimens.  The Gynrecalogical Clinic of the General
Hospital furnishes the Professor with ampic matenal to illustrate the
~i:bjecis considered in the didactic lectures.

Particular attention is given to Clinical instruction, and a Ciinical
examination in Gyvnxeology similar to that held in Mudicine and
Syrgery now forms part of the final examination.

MEDICAL JURISPRUDENCE.

PROYESSoR GEN. WILKINS

This coarse includes Insanity, the sulject being treated of in nts
Mcdica! as well as Medico-Legal aspects. Special attention is devoted
1.« the subject of hlood siains, the Clinical, Microscapic and Spectro-
«copic tests for which are fully described and shawn to theclass. The
various spectra of blood in its different ¢ nditions are shown by
Zeiss” Mictospectroscope, so well adapted for showing tie rcactions
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with exceedingly minute quantities of suspected material. Recent
researchues in the diagnosis of human from animal blood are alluded
to. In addition to the other subjects usually included in a course
of this kind, Toxicology is taken up. The modes of action of
poisons, general evidence of poisoning and classification of poisons
are first treated of, afier which the more common poisons are de-
scribed, with reference to symptoms, post-morlem appearances, and
chemical tests. The post-moriem appearances are illustrated by
plates, and the tests are shown to the class.

OPITHALMOLOGY AND OTOLOGY.
PROFESSOR, FRANK DULLER,

This wiil include a course of twenty-five lecturss ‘on discases of
the Eye and Ear, both didactic and climcal. In the former, the
general principles of diagnosis and treatment will be dealt with;
including three lectures on the crrors of refraction and faults of
accommodation. At the clinical lectures given in the Hospital
cases illustrative of the typical forms of ordirary diseases of the
Eye and Ear will be exhibited and explained to the class. In the
out-paticnts’ department of the Hospital students have cxcellent
opportunities of raining clinical experience.

HYGIENE AND PUBLIC HEALTH.
FROFESSOR. IORERT CEAIK.

This course comprises lectures on Drinking Water and Public
Water Supplivs; conditions of Soil and Water as affecting health,
including I minage and the various methods for the removal of
Excreta; the Atmesphere, including Heating and Ventilation; In-
dividual Hygiene, comprising the subjects of Food and Drink.
Physical Exercise and Rathing . discussion of the respective merits
of the various forms of each, precautions, contr-indications, Xc.
Village Sanitary Associations ; Mutual Protective Sanitary Associa-
tions for cities.¥

BOTATIY.
PROFEISOR I . PENXHALLOW,

The purp-ose of this course is to give students a good groundiLg

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in the principles of General Morphology, to advance their knowl-
edge of the Comparative Physiology of animals and plants, and
enable them to determine readily, such species of plants as may
come under their observation. It comprises,—

1. A course of lectures on General Morphology and Classification,
Histology and Phsiology. The lectures are illustrated by means of
the microscope, and by the models and large collections in the Peter
Redpath Museuny.

2. Practical work ia the determination ~nd Classification of Species,
for which the Botanic Garden of the University offer special facilities.

3- Studies in Canadian Botany. This work is prosecuted by means
of field-excursions which are held as often as opportunity is afforded
during the autumn months.

4. A special collection of medicinal plants, now being formed at
the Gardens, offers 2 valuable preparation in the course of Pharma-
cology.

ZOOL.OGY.

W. E. DEERS, LECTURIR.

This course includes a systematic study of the Morphology and
classification of animals, illustrated by Canadian examnples and by
the collections in the Peter Redpath Museum. It forms a suitable
introduction to Comparative Physiology.

Students may take cither Zoology or Botany, but their choice
should be regulated by the renuirements of the law in the provinces
in which they intend to practice.

Students electing either subject, must continuc therein for the
session, except by permission ftom the Faculty.

Students desiring to take both Zoology and Botany during one
session must apply for permissioa from the Faculty.

Students in Botany or Zoology will receive tickets to the Peter
Redpath Muscum. and to the Museum of the Natural History
Socicty of Montreal.

PATHOLOGY.

PROFESNOR,J. G. ADANMI.
WYATT JOHXNSTOX, DEMONSTRATOR OF RACTERINLOGY.
B WARTIN, ASSISTANT-DENONSIRATOR.

The fol'owing courses constitute the teaching on this subject :—
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A. Obligatory.

1. A course of General Pathology for Students of the Third Year
(optional for shoze of the Fraatl),  This course extends from QOctober
to March, lectures being delivered thrice weekly.

2. A course of Demonstrations upon the autopsies of the week,
with instruction ir the performance of autopsies. These demon-
strations are held once a week, from October until July, for Stud-
ents of the Third Year (optional for those of the Fourth).

3. The performance of autopsies. Each student is required to
take an active part in at least six autopsics. The autopsies are
conducted at the General and Royal Victoria Hospitals by the
Pathologist* to these Hospitals and his assistants. In addition to
the actual performance of the sectio cadazcris, students, are expected
to attend the practical instruction given in connection with each
autopsy, in the method of preparation and microscopic examination
of the removed tissues, so as to become proficient in methods of
Preparation, staining and mounting.

B. Optional.

4. A practical course in Morbid Histology for Students of the
Third Year. This class is held once a week during the winter
months.  Six scctions are as a rule distributed at each mceting of
the class so that each student obtains a large and representative
series of morbid tissues, and upon an average twenty minutes are
devoted to the description and examination of cach specimen. Fee 4.

5- A course of demonstrations upon Morbid Anatomy (Museum
specimens) once weekly during the winter months, for students of
the Fourth Year. Free

6. A course of Bactericlogy, with demonstrations, helu thrice
weekly during the Summer Term.  For Students of the final year.

7- A practical conrse of clinical microscopy, held thrice weckly
during the summer session.  For Students of the final year.

This course, in addition to instruction in the microscopical study
of the fluids of the body, excreta, etc., in discased conditions, inclndes
instruction in the staining and delection of the commoner pathogenic
bacteria.  Fee 2. 50.

8. A practical course of Bacteriology for advanced students.

LARYNGOIXOGY AND RHINOLOGY.
PROFESSOR, GEO. W. MAJOL.
LECTURER. H. S, LIRKETIT.

This course will consist of practical lessons in the use of the
Laryngoscope and Rhinoscope. The instruction will be carried on
with small classes so that individual attention may be insured. A
limited number of clinical lectures bearing upon int.resting cases
attending the clinic will be delivered during the session. These lec-
tures will be, however, of an cminently practical nature.

PRACTICAL MICROSCOPY.

Thisis an entirely opiional course, in charge of Prof. Wilkins.
Itis intended especially for teaching the technique of Microscopy.
Students will be shown how to examine blood, &c., also to cut,
stain, and mount specimens. -For this purpose they will have fur-
nished them normal structures, with which they will be able to
secure a cabinet of at least 100 specimens, which will be of great
benefit when in practice. Reagents and everything, except cover-
glasses and cabinet cases, provided. Fee $3.

IX.
MUSEUM.

For the past fifty years, the rich Pathological Materials furnished by
the Montreal General Hospital has been collected i.cre. The Facuity
are also greatly indebted to many medical men throughout Canada
different parts of the world for important contributions to the
Museum.

During the past few years, numerous and extremely important
additions have been made to the Medical Museum.

It is particularly rich in specimens of Aneurisms. In addition to
containing a large number of the more common varieties of these
formations, there are specimens of such rare conditions as Aneurism
of the Hepatic and Superior Mesenteric Arteries, Traumatic Aneu-
rism of the Vertebral, together with several of the cercbral and
pulmonary arteries. The most important collection probably in
existence of hearts affected with * Malignant Endocarditis ” 1s also
fonnd. The Faculty are incebted to Prof. Osler, late of this Univer-
sity, for this collection.

The Museum contains also a very large collection of different
forms of calculi. The Faculty are mainly indebted to Prof. Fenwick
for this collection.

During the past four years, M. Bailly, osteologist and articulator
(lately with Tramond cf Paris), has been engaged in arranging and
mounting the very large number of specimens of disease and ir‘uries
of bones which have been accumulating for years. In this collection
are to be found cxamples of fractures and dislocations of the spine,
osteoporosis, congenital dislocation of the hip, fracture of the asira-
galus, multiple exostosis, &c., &c.

B}
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Obstetrical Department of the Museum.

Besides the ordinary pathological preparations, dry and moist,
usually found in Museums, this departirent contaius a complete
set of models of deformed pelves, a series of preparations in wax,
illustrating the normal relations of the pelvic organs, the development
of the U.crus and its contents during pregnancy, various abnormali-
ties, twin pregnancy, foetal circulation &c., a series of colored casts
o’ frozen sections, Tarnier's artificial pelvis, Budin's bronze mechar-
ical pelvis, models of obstetrical instruments, &c.

.dditions 21e being constantly made, and ere long the department
will possess a complete collection of models, casts, preparations and
appaatus for the practical teaching and illustration qf Obstetrics.

Anatomical Museunim.

In addition to the already large collection of normal and abnor-
mal osteology, comparative and human, skeletor - >f various classes
of animals, moist preparatio:s and frozen sections, the following
preparations have been recently added to the Museum :—

(1) A scries of articulated skeletons of fore and hind limbs of the
various domestic animals prepared by the articulator Mr. Bailly.

(2) Numcrous moist prcparetions presented by the Professor of
Anatomy.

(5) A complete set of Steger's beautiful colored casts taken from
the celebrated frozen sections of Professors His and Braune of Leip-
sig. These prepamations have been placed in the Muscum so that
they can be constant'y consulted by the Students.

LIBRARY.

The Library of the Medical Faculty now comprises vpwards of
fourteen thousand volumes, the largest special library connected
with any medical school on this continent.

The valuable libraries of the late Professor Robert Palmer Howard
George Ross and Richard L. MacDonnell have been donated to the
Medical Faculty. They consists of several thousand volumes,
including 2 very complete collection of works on Diseases of the
Chest.

The standard text-books and works of reference, together with
complete files of the leading periodicals, are on the shelves. Stu-
dents may obtain books on making a deposit of $3, which is re-
funded on returning the volumes.

X1
McGILL MEDIGAL VSOOIEI'Y.

This Society, composed of enregistered Students of the Faculty,
meets once a week during the Summer Session. and fortnightly dur-
ing the Winter, for the reading of papers and the discussion »f
medical subjects.

A reading room has been established in connection with the
Society, in which the leading English and American Med'zal Jour-
nals are on file.

The ieading daily and weekly newspapers of the Dominion are
a’se kept on file.

COST OF LIVING, &c.

This will, of course, vary with the taste< and habits of the Student,
but the necessary expenses need not exceed those in smaller towns.
Good board may be obtained from $15 to $20 per monin. A list of
boarding-houses is prepared annually by the Secretary of the Ubiver-
sity, and may be procured from the Janitor at the Medical Coliege.
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XIIL
LICENSED BOARDING-HOUSES.

1. All Studsnts under 21 years of age, not residing with parents
or guardians, shall reside in licensed boarding-houses, unless they
prodace written authority from parents or guardians to reside else-
where.

2. Persons appiving for a license to keep boardiag houses shaill
produce evidence satisfactory to the Principal as to their churacter
and fitness, and the suitability of the house for the health and com-
fort of the Students. They shall also supply him with a statement
of charges.

3- The keeper of every lodging-house shall d=posit with the Secre-
tary of the University, on or before September 1cth, in every year, a
certificate as to the sanitary condition of the house from some com-
petent officer or sanitary engineer recognized by the Principal.

4. A list of boarding-houses licensed under the above regulations
shall be kept in the office of the Sceretary, and shall Le accessible to
all members of the University and inending students.

Xiv.
HOSPITALS.

The City of Montreal is ceiebrated for the namber and importance
of its public charities. Amoug these its public hospitals are the
mest prominer: and widely known. These in which medical
stadents of McGiil University will receive clinical instruction are :
(1.) The Montreal General Hospital.  (2.) The Royal Vietoria
Hospital.  (3.) Montredd Yuwemiiy Hospital. (4.0 Tac Montreal
Ins; ensarny.

Tae Montrcal General Huspital has for many years ocen the
mm: exeensive clinical field in Canada.  The oid buildings, proving
inalejuate e meet the increased demand for hospizal accommoda-
tion, Lave this vear been aimost doubled in size. The addition
canisists of two paviiions, the Camybell Memorz), and the Green-
shicid’s Memorial, and of 2 new surgical amphitheatre.

The Rova! Victoria Hospital 4t the hwead of Univensity Street,
wiil be opened for the receplion of patients in Sepiember, and
wiil afford exceptional oppartunities for clinical instruction and
practical training.
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Montreal General Hospital.

During the past vear this Hospital has been erlarged by the addi-
tion of two new surgical pavillions containing over 1oo beds.

Attached to these wings is a laiger building containing a surgical
amphitheatre furnished witn all the modern appliances for the carry-
ing out of aseptic methods. The pln on the opposite page shews
the relation of the Surgical Amphitheatre to the wards on the
second floor.

This amphitheatre has a seating capacity of over 300.

Besides the amphith-atre and its adjoining rooms for etherizing,
for instruments, and for the preparation of surgical dressings, there
are on the same flat smaller operating rooms and isolation wards.

The tloor below is chiefly set apart frr laboratories for clinical
<hemistry, bacteriology and general pathclogical work.

A much larger number of in-door and out-door patients receive
treatment in the Montreal General Hospital than in any other
Canadian Hospital. Last year’s veport shows that between two =4
three thousand Medical and Surgical cases were weaed in the
wards, and the great proportion of these were acute cases, as may
be gathered from the fact that the average duration of residence was
only 23.54 days.

The large number of out-door patients treated in the Hospital
—upwards of 3S$,000 annually—supplies illustrations of most of
the disexses of infants and children, of very many of the eye 2nd
skin, and cf those chronic and iil-defined ailments which, as they do
not require admission to the wards of 2 hospital, would not othez-
wise come under the obscrvation of the Student.

The large number of patients affected with diseases of the cye and
ear. now attending the out-door department, will afford Students
ample opportunity to become familiar with all ihe ordinary affections
of those organs, and 1o make themselves proficient in the use of the
ophthalmoscope, and it is hoped that every student will thus seck to
gain a practical knowledge of thi- important branch of Xedicine and
Surgery. Operations are performed on the eye by the Ophihalmic
Surgeon after the aut-door patients have been seen, and Stu-
dents are invited to attend the same, as far as praclicable, to
k-ep such cases under observation so long as they remain in the
Hospital.

There arc now special depariments in the Hospital for Gynz-
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cology and Laryngology, presided over by Specialists in the
branches. Students are thns enabled to acquire special technical
knowledge under skilled direction. To plan of teaching practical
gyn®cology for the past five years with marked success has been the
limitation of the number of Students to two or three, who, in rota-
tion, assist at the examinations, and receive instruction in the diag-
nosis and treatment of uterine diseases and the use of gynzcological
instruments.

Recently two additional special clinics have been instituted in
conection with the Qut-door Department : one tor diseases of child-
ren and the other for the diseases of the nervous system.

CrinicaL CLERKS in both medical and surgical wards are appoint-
ed every thrce months, and each one during his ‘term of service
conducts, under the immediate directions of the Clinical Professors,
the reporting of all cases in the ward allotted him. Students enter-
ing on and after October next will be required to show a certificate
of having acted for six months as clinical clerk in medicine or
surgery. The holding of one of these offices is found to be of the
greatest possible advantage to Students, as affording a true practical
training for his future professional life. They will be awarded on
application at the end of each Scssion to final Students of that year,
in order of their standing in the primary examination.

Dressers are also appointed to the Qut-door Department. For
thesc appointments, application is to be made to the Assistant
Surgeons, or to the resident surgeon in charge of the out-patients
department.

Sessional Tickets entitling students to admission to the Hospital
must be taken out at the commencement of each session; price, $5.
Perpetual tickets, if taken out at the beginning of the first session of
the Hospital attendance, will cost $20, if otherwise, Z.¢., if not paid
for until a later date, $24 will be charged.

The Royal Victoria Hospital.

This Hospital is situated a short distance 2bove the University
Grounds on the side of the Mountain, and overlooks the city. It
was founded in July, 1887, by the munificence of Lord Mount
Stephen and Sit Donald Smith, who gave half 2 million dollars each
for this purpose.
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The buildings, which are now complete, were designed by
Mr. Saxon Snell of London, England, to accommodate 230
patients.

‘The Hospital is composed of three ruain buildings connected to-
gether by stone bridges ; an Administration Block in the centre, 2
wing on the east side for medical patients and a wing on the west
side for surgical patients.

The Administration block contains ample accommodation for the
resident medical staff, the nursing staff and domestics. The patients’
entrance, the dispensary and admission rooms are aiso situated in
this building.

The Medical wing contains three large wards, each 123 feet lang
by 26 feet 6 inches wide, one ward 4o feet by 26 feet 6 inches, and
tweaty-one private and isolation wards averaging 16 feet by 12 feet,
also 2 medical theatre with a seating capacity for 250, and three
rooms adjacent to it for clinical chemistry and other purposes. North
of this wing and in direct connection with it the Pathological labora-
tories 2nd mortuary are now in course of erection.

The Surgical wing con*ains three large wards, each 123 feet long
bv 26 feet 6 inches wide, four wards each 4o feet by 32 feet, and
sixteen private and isclation wards, averaging 16 feet by 12 feet;
also 2 surgical theatre with a seating capacity for 230, with six
rooms adjacent for preparation and after recovery purposes.

Amangements for the reception of Students and regalations as to
hospital fees, etc., will be announced at the opening of next session.

Montreal Dispensary.
ST. ANTOINE STREET.

Over 13,000 patients yearly are treated at this Insttution. The
cases are of great variety, comprising a large numbe: of pulmonary
affections and children’s diseases. Minor operations are of daily
occurrence, and excellent practice is afforded in the application of
splints and bandages. The attending Physicians furnish Students
with all possible facilitiss. The hours of attendance are from 12 to
2 daily

The Montreal Maternity.

The Faculty have great pleasure in announcing that the Corpora-
tion of the Montreal Matemity have recently made very important
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additions to their building, and have still further improvements in
contemplation. Students will therefore have greatly increased facili-
ties for obtaining a practical knowledge of obstetrics. An im-
proved Tarnier-Budin phantom is provided for the use of the
students, and every facility afforded for acquiring a practical
knowledge of the various obstetric manipulations. The institu-
tion is under the direct supervision of the Professor of Midwifery,
who devotes much time and attention to individual instruction.
Students who have attended one course of lectures are furnished
with cases in rotation, which they are required to report and attend
till convalescence. Clinical midwifery has been placed upon the
same basis as Clinical Medicine and Surgery, and a final Clinical
' examination instituted. Regular courses of clinical lectures are
given throughout the summer and winter sessions. Students will find
it very much to their advantage to pay special attention to their
Clinical work during the Summer Session. Though only six cases are
required to qualify for the license of the Ontario and Quebec Medical
Boards, twenty cases are demanded by the licensing bodies
of Great Britain. A sufficient number of cases will be assigned to
students who contemy late presenting themselves for British qualifi-
cations. Two resident accoucheurs are appointed yearly from the
graduating class to hold office for a period of six months each. By
an arrangement with the authorities of the Montreal General Hospi-
tal one uf the residents acts as Clinical assistant to the Gynacologists
for a period of six months, a change which has greatly enhanced
the value of this appointment.
