The French prisoners in Switzer
land, the majority of whom are
Catholics, and who, like all the other
prisoners interned in that hospitable
country, owe the amelioration of
their condition to the intervention of
the Holy Father, are offering a beau
tiful tribute of gratitude to their
august benefactor.
