The Lost Crew.
Daring n summer sojourn on the sea-coast I 

met with the following interesting feet, Which, 
with the suggestions it gave rise to, may be 
worth nsrrating.

I observed upon the beach, half embedded in 
the sand, the keel of a vessel, and, ItfWer down 
a group of decaying timbers, each giving sad 
testimony thathrinywrecks sometimes occurred 
on that shore. One day we went out sailing, and 
I took the opportunity to inquire of the captain 
of our boat respecting them. He told me they 
were old wrecks that had been cast ashore be­
fore the lighthouse, which shed its warning beams 
far out on the ocean, had been built. In those 
deya, he said, almost every gale tent a vessel

__ .coast, destruction seldom ensued ; end they were 
generally got off with little injury.

And then he proceeded to tell me of one fine 
ship that, in a dark, stormy night, ran aground. 
Her crew were evidently in an agony of fright, 
for her signala of distress were heard firing amid 
the upronT of the elements ; but no help could 
be given them from lend, nil attempts to carry 
torches or kindle fires being prevented by 
drenching rain.

Morning.rose, and the anxious shoremen bur 
tied to the scene of the night’s disaster. The 
storm was. over ; the tea had fallen to its uaual 
level, and the ahip stood high and dry upon the 
atrand. But no appearance of life was on her 
deck».

They quickly scaled her aides, and searched 
all around, above and below, but captain and 
crew there were none ; and from the boats being 
missing, it was plain that in their panic, they 
had left the ahip and sought safety in flight. 
Confuiion reigned around, and a great part of 
her cargo had been thrown overboard ; yet upon, 
careful examination, the veaael appeared to be 
uninjured ; the itorm had spent its fury upon her 
in vain.

arrested by the life and vigor rel 
in the Italian Peninsula.

A violent outbreak against the to-called 
" heretics” baa just occurred at the town of 
Barietta. Scenes ol murder and conflagration 
have again disgraced the Romish Church, aa 
ever in the long history of its persecutions ; and 
now, as ever, prove the magnitude of the 
threatening danger. One would suppose that 
by this time the enlightened defenders ol Rome 
would see that these 6L Bartholomew massacre» 
are like the fabled dragon’s teeth, that spring 
up again as armed hoeta against them. Nothing 
hat done the Papacy more injury than these per' 
eecutiona of the heretic», and meh transactions 
as those of the Jew boy Moitnra.

The news that a Protestant persecution has 
broken out in Southern Italy give» ua the beat 
guarantee of the strength of the evangelical 
movement, for it ia well known that these first 
appeared in the extreme North of Italy, where 
PïHteatantism is now moat flourishing. The 
primitive W^denaw, whose remnants were 
scattered through Piedmont and Lombardy, 
were the only reminderi of the Reformation and 
ita aad failure in Italy. He who, but twenty 
years ago, had laid that In |£eaa ruina of Ital­
ian Proteatantiam lay the germa of future reli' 
gioua antagonism in the Peninsula, would have 
harvested religion end contempt But what 
worthy of ridicule twenty year» ago ia now a 
reality undeniable. The evangelisation of Italy 
« moving forward with quiet stridea, and the 
energy that animate» thjs glorious work flows 
from the purest sources of the Reformation.

The Reformation waa intended to be a nation­
al deliverance, and it therefore now arise» anew 
with the newly-budding idea of national regener­
ation in Italy. The union and liberty of consti­
tutional Italy baa favored this movement, and it 
will owe its success to the national character 
of the effort to be independent of spiritual 
Rome.

Aa in our own land, so we everywhere hear 
in Italy denunciation! about the Church and the 
pulpit interfering with affaira of State; but the 
cry aeema more ridiculous in Italy than with ns, 
because there it comes from those who are 
struggling to retain a tyrannical chuichly power 
over the State. But thia interference cornea 
from sources too numerous and too influential 
to be suppreaied by any false war-cry. It ia not 
limply the Protestant Church that thus speaks, 
but it is the knowledge and the conscience of 
the beat and brightest powers of the land—ita 
philosophera, its men of science, and of state— 
all branches of human effort extend the hand to 
these interests of the soul and work in unity. 
This ia the kay to the intelligence of the refor­
matory movements in Italy.

The re'.igioua aide of thia general reform is by 
no means exclusively Protestant. Though led 
by certain Protestant tecta, it never disappears 
in the special iaima of these aecis. Waldenaes, 
Wesieyins, Free Churchman, afford to the co- 
labourers in evangelisation limply points of ex­
ternal connection. Aa the whole reform it in 
the moulding process, so the individual groups 
are being moulded wühout envy of each other.

We can beat lean this fact from the pro­
gramme of the three main organs that serve the 
interests of the different branches of the religious 
reformers.

The “ Echo of Truth," founded by a company 
of SSçots and Waldenaes, belongs maltly to the

Early Rising
Healtfknd long life ore almost universally 

associa tad with early riling ; and counUess^eld 
people are pointed at as an evidence of its good 
effect on the general system. Can any of our 
readers on the spur of the moment give a good 
and conclusive reason why health should be at­
tributed to this habit ? We know that old peo­
ple get up early, but it ia simply because they 
can’t sleep. Moderate old ege does not require 
much sleep ; hence in the aged early rising is a 
necessity or a convenience, and is not s cause ef 
health in itself. Early rising, to be beneficial, 
must have two concomitants—to retire early, 
and, on riling, to be properly employed. An 
important advantage of rising early is, that the 
intense stillness of midnight and the early morn­
ing hours favour that unbroken repose which ia 
the all-powerful renovator of the tired system. 
Without, then, the accompaniment of retiring 
early, early rising is worse than useless, and is 
positively mischievous. Every perion should 
be allowed to have hia sleep out ; otherwise the 
duties of the day cannot be properly performed 
—will be necessarily alighted, even by the most 
conscientious. To all young persona, to atudenta( 
to the sedentary, and to invalids, the fullest 
sleep that the system takes, without artificial 
means, is the halm of life—without, there can 
be no reetoratioh to health and activity again. 
Never wake up the sick, or infirm, or young 
children of a morning—it ia a barbarity ; let 
them wake of themselves ; let the care rather be 
to establish an hour for retiring ao early that 
their fullest sleep may be out by the morning. 
Another item of great importance :—Do not 
hurry up the young and weakly. It ia no ad­
vantage to pull them out of bed as soon as their 
eyes are open ; nor ia it beat for the studious,,,or 
even for thoat in health who have passed an un­
usually fatiguing day, to jump out of bed the 
moment they wake up ; let them remain, with­
out going to sleep again, until the sense of wea­
riness passes away. Nature abhors two thioga 
—violence and a vacuum. The aun does not 
break out at once into the glare of the meridian. 
The diurnal flowers unfold themselves by de­
grees; not fleetest beast nor sprigbtiieat bitd 
leap at once from it» resting place. By all of 
which we mean to aay, that aa no physiological 
truth ia mere demonstrable than that the brain, 
and with it the whole nervous system, is tecap­
erated by sleep, it is of the first importance, aslo 
the well-being of the humen system, that it have 
its fullest measure of it ; and to that end thé ha­
bit of retiring to bed early should be made im­
perative on all children, and no ordinary event 
should be allowed to interfere with it. At ten 
o’clock et night, where poaeible, the year round, 
the old, the middle-aged, end the young should 
be in bed ; and then the early rising will take 
core of itaeK, with the incalculable aooqoponi-

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Conference Missionary Meeting
The Anniversary of the Missionary Society in 

connection with the Conference of E. 11. An»' 
rica, was held in the Centenary Church, 8t- 
John on Wednesday, 27th ult. The chair was 
ink en pt half-piat seven, p. m. The exercise» 
were begun by singing the hymn commencing 
“ Tathcr of boundless grace,’’ after which the 
Rev. Mr.V Daniel led in prayer.

The President of the Conference, who occu­
pied the chair, introduced the business by a few 
brief remarks, in the course of which he said 
that four members of his own family were now 
engaged in Missionary work, that he was led to 
offer himself for Missionary work when young 
by the.tidings of the murder of the lamented 
Threlfull, end that though he was prevented 
from going to labour in the midsCcf heathenism 
by the Providence which directed his steps to 
Sweden, three of his sons are now labouring 
very near the spot where Threlfull died, and that 
one of his daughters is the wife of a Missionary 

Jn India, and that therefore as a father he could 
not but feel interested ia the Missionary work.

The Report was called for, and the Secretary, 
the Rev. J. La'hcrn, in view of the interesting 
programme for the evening, gave only a brief 
statement of thtf figures of the Report, by which 
it appeared that the sum collected this year for 
this fund of our church amounted to $12619, 
being an increase on the receipts of last year of 
$459.

The Rev. Dr. Richey, in moving the first re­
solution spoke of association with the President 
at a Missionary meeting in Scotland more than 
twenty years ago. He rejoiced that, looking 
back to that time, there is reason for the great­
est encouragement ; the Mis-ion ary enterprise 
is stiil being strengthened and its laboura en­
larged. He dwelt on the pressing calls for evan­
gelistic i ffurt which the a late of the heathen 
world presents, on the certainly that Christ 
reigns for His Church, that He is the Head over 
all things to His Church. To the reflecting mind 
it is obvious that the upheaving among the na­
tions iidicate that the way of the Lord is being 
prepared. China is now open to the preaching 
of the gospel. Almost ail Papal c untries are 
now open throughout their entire extent for 
evangelistic effort. Who can tolerate a doubt ai 
to the ultimate result : “ The earth shall be fill- 

. ed with the knowledge of the Lord.”
The President announced that the sum of one 

dollar had just before the meeting been put into 
his bands as coming from a poor woman in St. 
Stephens, who has the necessitous case of Italy 
at heart.

The Rev. Dr. Pickard, in seconding the reso­
lution briefly referred to the encouragement af­
forded by the thought of the mediatorial admi­
nistra'. ion ef the Lord Christ. This world in all 
its wide extent is provided for in the atonement 
and it shall yet be redeemed from the dark 
curse of sin. . j

The President then proceeded, in compliance 
with the request of the Conference previously ; 
presented, to give an address on the history andt 
results of his mission to Sweden. We give the 
outlines of this exceedingly interesting address :

“ A request has been presented to me which 
1 have not felt at liberty to refuse acceding to, 
and if it is wrong for me to occupy so much 
time as is demanded by this request, the 
blame must be cast on others rather than on me.
1 am willing to make any information that I may 
possess to be serviceable and beneficial to those 
around me.

“ 1 was scut to Sweden as a Missionary in the 
year 1859. 1 shall rot enter, into a detailed
statement of my twelve years labour there, but 
will throw out a few points that may tend to give 
encouragement in the effort to sustain Mission­
ary ager.cj.es. My first business was to labour 
for the benefit of our own countrymen in Swe­
den. Rut soon after my arrival 1 waa surprised 
at finding pleasing evidence of the salutary in­
fluence which Knglish Methodism has indirectly 
exerted in that land. I might give many 
friending illustrations of tbia. It is well known 
that Gustavus Third was shot at a masquerade. 
He had introduced these amusements shortly 
before, and on one of the earliest occasions of 
their employment he fell. There stood at his 
bedside, during the hours that he lingered, a 
Lutheran rainicter, whose name is mentioned in 
Wesley'y Journal, and who had been greatly 
blessed through his intercourse with the founder 
of Methodism, and was thus by his association 
with Methodism, through the blessing of God, 
fitted to administer comfort to his dying sove­
reign in that terrible «lim'e. Shortly after my 
arrival in the country I came to the house of an 
old lady and in speaking of my plans she asked 
me, “ Do you intend to form a class ? ’ t* Why,”
I asked, “ what do you know of class-meetings ?” 
She told me that many years before she had 
lived in London, and had there been converted 
and joined the Methodist Socblÿ, that having 
married a Swedish sea captain, the had removed 
to that country, but that she hail never lost the 
good she had long before obtained in connection 
with Methodism, and that she should be moat 
thankful to enjoy again the privilege of meeting 
in class. That privilege she had and enjoyed 
for a long time afterwards. Not long after this 
I was asked to visit an aged clergymc n one hun­
dred and eighty miles north, of Stockholm. 1 
found the most pleasing results of bis godly la­
bours apparent in every part of the parish. He 
said that some fitly years before ho bad been 
sent over to England, and that Providence had 
led him to lodge with a pious Methodist family.

' E very body was -then speaking of that remark- 
. able man John Wesley ; and sa he went at five 

in the morning to hear him preach ip the new 
chapel in City Hoad. A young man came in 
and tripped up the stairs of the pulpit, and when 
he expressed his disappointments at the non-ar­
rival of Wesley he was told (fait that waa he. 
"What,” said he, " that boy John Wesley !" 
He jnade the acquaintance of Wesley, who took 
him to iove-leaats, band mteli-gs and other re­
ligious services, and was greatly profiled there­
by. “ And now,” said he, “ .1 • v<r I hive 
learned to know what it is to be a Christian min­
ister X have learned it from Methodism.”

With regard to the English part of the work 
it was of a purely disinterested character. Many 
of the English residents in Stockholm though 
members cf other churches availed themaelvea 
of this only English service. There were the 
British and American Ambassadors, the British 
Consul Genera! and other distinguished indivi­
duals who were accustomed to worship with us 
and with us to bow at the'table of the Lord. I 
could refer to many things of interest connected 
with conversions among the English in Sweden. 
I may refer to Lord Bloomfield who in the dark 
dvya of the Rtgsncy aa Sir Benjajn’m Bloom­
field was associated with the Prince Regent in

look attoat
for more extended opportunity for usefulness, 
found a Protestent church—the Lutheran—es­
tablished in (be county, in possession of a liturgy 
which for gospel truth and for brevity end adap­
tation was quite equal at least to what 1 had 
known elsewhere. All person» were required 
to become mqphtrr of the church. If a 
did not common# at least once » year he Vas ia 
danger cl suffering severe pecuniary lose, for 
instance if in a law suit any witness could be 
shown not to have taken the Lord’s sapper 
within twelvemonths past his testimony waa 
valueless. There was much external observance 
but little of spiritual life and power. The thea­
tres were open on the Sabbath, and while 
the people crowded the churches'1 in the 
forenoon of the Sabbath, in the evening they 
crowded the theatres where would be found the 
clergy also in their binds—for they never appear 
in public without these badges of office—thus 
1er ding their people into such Sabbath desecra­
tion. In the circumstances in which I was placed, 
it became a question with me whether 1 would 
do nothing or should labour to revive the werk 
of God in the midst of the national church, 
found that much might be done for good with­
out extending Methodism. The catholicity of 
the Missionary Committee in this matter ie sti 1 
an argument in favour of their administration, 
and establishes our claim» to hold the old motto ; 
« The friend» of all, the enemies of none.1

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District Meeting, Newfoundland,
It hse been usual to transmit, for insertion in 

the column# of the Wesleyan, some account of 
the annual meeting of the brethren ol this Dis­
trict. The Board has again uttered ita com­
mand i and we shall endeavour to furnish e few 
note», on matters that we deem of sufficient im­
portance and interest

According to the voice of our last annual ai- 
aembly, Catbonear is favoured as the place of 
our present meeting. This town—though per­
haps its trade ie not »o flourishing, or its pros­
pects so bright, as in former days—is albeit, 
improving in appearance, and ie still the centre 
of a large Methodiet population. We trait that 
better, and more ptosperoui day*, are yet in 
store for this ancient place. _

On the 23rd inst., (Wed’y.) the District com­
menced ita sessions ; and during the course of 
the day the brethren all arrive I, and reported 
themselves. It was felt to be matter of deveut 
gratitude to Almighty God that during the year 
our ranks had not been broken by death ; more­
over, each brother hae been preserved in strt ngth 
at his post, and now appears amidst his brethren 
with joyfulnesa. One young man, of whose fU 
lure usefulness in the Church of God, high ex­
pectations were entertained, has been summoned 
by death, to his eternal reward. But for him,
» to die waa gain.’ This fact occasioned a feel­
ing of momentary sadneae.

In the early stages of the routine business of 
the District, an animated and interesting con­
versation on the subject of Bevieals of Beligion 
took piece.

Speech of Bishop Simpson
AT THE CENTENARY FESTIVAL, MUSIC HALL, 

JUNE 7TH.
[Reported for Zion's Herald J

Mr. President, Methodists of Boston, and of all 
New England :

The evening hours are far spent The clos 
ing.moments of your Convention are at hand, 
and I rise not to discuss great questions, but to 
congratulate you at this hour on the success 
which has attended your assembling together. 
From the time of my arrival here I have watch­
ed with great interest the proceedings of the 
Convention. I have listened to able essays as 
well as to clear discussions ; and I am glad to 
say that I have not discovered the slightest lack 
of harmony, nor have I heard of one discordant 
note. The Convention has grown better and 
better. The brotherly feeling has risen to a 
higher and higher strain. The walls of Tre­

nt Hall have echoed with your songs of praise, 
and you have within these walls the hallowed 
influence, not only ot fraternal communion, but, 
as I trust, the presence of the great Head of the 
Church. Here, to night, you come to close the 
Convention in this hall of music, where sweet 
strains are so often heard ; and we have been 
delighted with a view of this grand organ which 
joins, with the voices of harmony and love, Chris­
tians in singing to the praise of our Emmanuel 
G oil. You arc having a fitting conclusion of 
this Convention. And yet it seemed to me that 
the managers of this meeting anticipated that we 
had had some difficulties, or that there might 
have been some animosities engendered by our 
discussions ; but I think you can testily with me 
that in the progress ol the evening, whatever 
diflcrenccs may have existed, they have all been 
thoroughly buried by the course of the manag­
ers, and this evening has been to us the cream 
ot the whole Convention.

But, brethren, now that we arc about to part, a 
word or two with regard to other things. Men 
may ask possibly—Wby this Convention V Why 
this meeting together '! They may ask what has 
been accomplished by it ? We cannot always 
measure the forcci which work upon mind. We 
cannot tell the impulses which may have been 
received, the intellectual power which has gone 
out from this meeting ; for like light, heat, elec­
tricity and magnetism, all these can be much 
more easily felt and experienced than they can 
be measured and weighed. I have no doubt 
but that great good has resulted. We have ta­
ken each other by the hand. We have looked 
in each other’s eyes.. We have recognized each

tians.
Rejoice evermore ; and again I say rejoice 

Let the world feci that the religion of Jesus 
Christ can calm all tumults, assuage all sorrows, 
cheer all despondencies ; and that the hope 
heaven, like a star that shines out midst the 
breaking clouds, ever cheers and guides us on­
ward in the pilgrimage ot life.

Whatever other results may flow from this 
Convention, I think I sec this: that wo shall go 
away resolved to build up with more earnest­
ness than ever the institutions ol Methodism, 
and to feel that we are one body and that we 
must work together. You have heard compli­
ments passed upon Methodism. I wish they 
were all deserved to the full extent in which 
they were uttered. I think Methodism has done 
much, and I rejoice ; but there is a great deal 
which is not accomplished ; and for myself I 
would infuse the spirit, if I could, into the church 
of counting nothing accomplished while anything 
remains to be done. That is, I would gird myself 
upright,and rejoice in what God has done through 
us ; but now this blessed night renew the work 
and consecrate ourselves afresh to the work be­
fore us, for this world is waiting to be evangel­
ized. There are churches in your city, and I 
rejoice in their number in all denominations. 
There are churches through the country, and I 
rejoice in their increase ; but to-day the .terrible 
tact stares us in the face that nearly half the po­
pulation ot our entire country are living without 
the means of grace and are going down to ruin. 
But, Christian men and women, stir youselves. 
(Voices—“ Amen 1”) Gather around the cross 
of Christ ; feel the full power that flows out of 
that cross, and then go on your mission of mer­
cy to bring all mankind to experience the love 
of the Redeemer.

The institutions have been commended to you 
during the Convention. Endow a school for the 
prophets, that your ministry may be thoroughly 
educated ; and all the time you are giving, pray 
that God may endow them and baptize them 
from on high. Endow your university, your 
seminaries, that they may be nurseries of learn­
ing and of piety that shall bless the land. Erect 
your churches and your parsonages; attend to 
all the social influences. Go away determined 
to educate every son and every daughter for 
Christ—to give the highest possible culture, so 
that as the years roll round, you shall be. a liv­
ing power that shall dwell upon the land. And 
be assured of this one fact—that, other things 
being equal, the educated mind will govern the 
country—will govern the world. We have a 
right to educate our children, and it will be a 
shame for us as members of the Methodist 
Church after what God has done for us, if we 
neglect to train, polish and educate our children 
up tb the highest possible degree. Let them be 
prepared to be legislators, to be attomies, to be 
physicians, to be men who shall lead the coun­
try in all departments ; tor if not true to our­
selves and our country we are unworthy the 
name of members of the Methodist Church.

And here let me pause but for a moment to 
say that a strange misconception has by some 
means long prevailed in the country, a strange 
misconception that Methodism does not favour 
the highest possible culture. Methodism! Where 
did it arise but in a university. Who was its lead­
er but a man ot the most cultured mind. Meth­
odism ! The first Methodist club ever formed 
was a club of young men in the university to 
read Greek together on every Sunday afternoon, 
and to criticise thoroughly what might be found 
there by their knowledge ol the original lan­
guage. But Methodism has ever been the friend 
of education. Mr. Wesley began by planting in­
stitutions ; but when he came to this country, 
strange to say, the very year our church waV or­
ganized in 1784, a Methodist college began to be 
completed between Philadelphia and Baltimore. 
Its roof was put on, its halls were opened, its in­
structors were there ; but the torch of the incen­
diary caused it to pass away. It was removed 
the city of Baltimore to make a trial there. 
There, in a building prepared for the purpose, 
the college was opened, and again a fire destroy­
ed the Methodist college, and our fathers, des­
pondent, after a while gave up the work in this 
direction, feeling that Go«l had required them 
to dcvot*&fl their energies and all their time to 
the single work of telling the story of the cross.

So we went on for some twenty or thirty 
years, until flnding the children growing numer­
ously about us, we were obliged to found our 
schools and our seminaries and our universities 
again ; and though alack in tne work, I rejoice 
in what has been accomplished. The day was 
that the walls of other college* were closed 
against us. Some of us well know the taunts, 
sneers, jeers and abuse inflicted upon ue. I 
shall never forget my own academic training, 
when I was but a little boy. Though not a 
member of the church, I scarcely ever left the 
academic ground», or was out of the reach of

di*t family, and assail me with, " Glory to God 
" Pray on brother !” " Amen !" and every word 
of that kind which they could fancy bad a Me­
thod iet it reproach. And since that day, 1 have 
known young men in college», and other insti­
tutions of the lend, to be celled out on every 
Monday mornirg and be censured by the Fa­
culty because they had attended tfae dey before 
the church of their fathers, and a church of 
which they were members. This was the course 
pursued towards us. We were obliged to build 
colleges for ourselves ; and we have built them. 
And now, I am glad to say, the doors of all are 
open, and they would treat us kindly, take us 
by the hand, and tell us no more of persecu­
tions of this character. But, brethien, eland 
by your own institutions. [Loud applause and 
“ Amen.”!' Endow them liberally. Teach your 
young men and young women they may have 
the highest advantages among youreéTvea ; and 
the very opposition of those who ought to have 
been our friends shall only work for our higher 
attainment», and a greater glory. I speak plainly 
upon this subject, brethren, because it ia a 
family gathering, and 1 think that we ought to 
join heart and hand together. Let me eay one 

j thing,, more : After jcu go out, take care of 
lyour c
the country. Find places for them ; encourage 
professional talent—let it not. be thrown away 
from you, as it oftentimes is. 1 wvs touched by 
the remark of one of my brethren made about 
the late war, wheu he said that among the men 
that bore the muaktt, the rank and file of the 
army, we had more than any other people. It 
is the universal testimony. But where were the 
men that had the epeulettee on thsir shoulder. P 
Wherij were they to be found—of what churches, 
end ini what section of the country ? Brethren, 
we have cared for none of these things. W e 
have «ten our yotrng men called from ue—we 
been careless, in^regard to our position. While 
I would not say, Do anything for a Methodist 
because he ie a Methodist, I aay this : Take 
care of your children so that they will not be 
ignored ip society, and deprived of their squat 
rights because they are our children. For my­
self, 1 am free to eay I have no faith in bring­
ing up my sons or my daughters to be hewer» 
ot wood or drawers of water fur any other 
denomination in the land. [Great applause j 

But, brethren, here we are in this Centenary 
year. 1 am glad that you and I have met to­
gether. We shall never have such a meeting 
again ere a hundred year.. The fathers and 
mothers are not here with ua. None of us will 
ever live to see another year like this. We shall 
all have gone to the spirit land. IIow glad I 
am that this year comes under such favorable 
circumstances. This year ot 1866—this year 
of our jubilee-—what a glorious year ! IV hy, the 
old prophets have been looking to it for these 
hundreds of years. The host ol commentators 
down the centuries have been saying the year 
of 1866 Was to be a wonderful year. They ha ve 
counted the twelve hundred and sixty years, and 
talked about the rise of Papal power, and hive 
told us that in 1866 the Papal power would go, 
and the [Mohammedan power would go, and 
millAiial glory would begin to dawn on our 
earth. I recollect when a little boy I used to 
listen to the repetition and rendering of these 
prophecies, and say, Shall I ever live to see the 
wonderful year of 1866 ? And my youthful 
heart waa ao drawn to it sometimes I felt like 
saying, O, if I conld live to see 1866, and see 
the first glimmer of light of the millenial glory 
as it ushers in the dawn and gilds the moun­
tains, I could say, “ Let now thy servant depart 
in peace.” We have ecen the year 1866 beam 
upon us, the year of jubilee. I do not know 
about the Papal power being abolished this year. 
All Italy is in motion. The Pope has found 
himself penned up in very narrow borders. He 
scarcely knows whether he has any temporal 
kingdom or not He is on the verge of a vol­
cano whose fires arc burning beneath hia^feet. 
The Mohammedan power, sick a long time, is 
lying very near to its death-bed ; and for myself, 
I am ready to administer extreme unction al­
most at any time. Whether this year shall be 
the downfall of Papal power and Mohammedan 
powes or not, it is a glorious year—a glorious 
year. The Papal power will fall, and the 
Mohammedan power will fall, and millennial 
glory will come. I recollect a few years ago 
standing in the great mosque ol St Sophia in 
Constantinople. Some friends were with me, 
and as wo saw some Mohammedan worshippers, 
they said to me, “ Do you expect to be back 
again in this country ?" " It is not likely,” I 
said, “ that I shall be here again (for my health 
was very poor), but," said I, “ there is one con­
dition on which I should be happy to live, to 
cross this great ocean and wander over this land 
again. When the mosque of St. Sophia is to be 
re-dedicated to become a Christian church, and 
they want me at the rededication, I will go if it 
be half across the world." I may not be there ; 
but the mosque will be re-dedicated, the hea­
then temples shall become temples for the Holy 
Spirit, and the word ot God shall be preached 
over mountain tops and over valleys, and all 
nations shall rejoice together.

Then, again, I am glad this year of our jubilee 
has come in this connection with our national 
history. O, how sad I would have been if this 
Centenary year bad been three or four years 
ago, when the nation was arrayed, and armies 
were marshaled, and the voice of strife was 
heard, and the ground was being covered with 
the blood.of our sons and our friends. How 
sadly would I have felt to have been obliged to 
celebrate this Centenary year !

Ire Fenians and the Neutrality Laws.

The Escape of the Fenian Stephens.— 
The Ifoad Centre of all Fenian Head Centres, 
James Stephen», has at last Been fit to give some 

a« to the manner in which his escape from 
the Richmond Prison was effected. He states 
that he willfully allowed himself to be arrested 
in November last, judging that tbia would be 
the moat effective way of firing the Fenian heart 
ta America, and relying upon legal quibbles to 
insure his escape at'the time of trial. On re- 
llention he considered that the legal quibbles 
might not so surely procure his release after all, 
and that the Fenian heart could be more effec­
tively fired by his getting out of prison. Al­
most simultaneously he learned that parties out- 
nde were plotting to assist bis escape, and was 
enabled to consult with them. They had pro- 
cared keys to the door of the prison, which were 
unlocked at the appointed-time, letting Stephens 
out into the yard. Then, after climbing the 
wall» of the prison yards in a dexterous man- 
ner, be found himself free, with six houses in 
the immediate vicinity ready to receive him, and 
» x boueenolders awaiting his arrival. He could 
me but one house. He entered this unseen by 
any one, though he could easily see bis prison 
from its windows. It is evilsnt that Stephen’s 
•lory is but half told.

Fall of the Government.—The success of 
Lord Dunkellin’s motion substituting a rating 
for a rental qualification, raises the question 
whether the present Ministerial crisis will end 
in a dissolution of Parliament or in a change of 
Ministers. There was a tumor in the middle of 
the week to the effect that her Majesty, who was 
at Balmoral when the division took place, tele­
graphed to them to lay that aha would not ac­
cept their résignation», which means, if the 
statement be authentic, an appeal to the consti­
tuencies ; but against this mav be placed a state­
ment of which there ia to doubt, namely, that 
the Lord Chancellor mentioned that he was not 
likely to sit again in the Court of Chancery after 
tn-dsy (Saturday.) The London Times of tha 
221 ult, intimates that the Queen bas expressed 
her unailiingnese to part with her present advis­
ers, and will yivs them, if they desire it, the 
power cf dissolving Parliament.

The Jamaica Commission —The report of 
the Jamaica Commission has at length been 
published. The conclusions arrived qt are 
theae—that the riot and massacre at St Thomas- 
in-the-Esat had tbeir origin in a planned resis­
tance to legal authority; that the principal ob­
ject of the rioters was the obtaining of land 
without the payment of rent ; that an additional 
incentive to the violation of tbe law arose from 
the want of confidence generally felt by the 
labouring people in the magistracy ; that some 
were animated by feelings of hostility towards 
political and personal opponents, while not a 
few contemplated tbe death of the white inhabi­
tants ; that such was the stale of excitement 
prevailing in other parte of the island, that if 
the insurgents hail of achieved more than a 
momentary success, a fearful loss of life and 
property would have followed ; that pi else ia 
due to Governor Eyre for the promptitude and 
vigour which he displayed in the earlier stages 
of the insurrection, but that martial law waa 
needlessly prolonged) that the punishment of 
death wa. unnet es««rily frequent ; that the 
floggings were reckless, and at Bath positively 
birbsrou*; and tut the burning of a thousand 
hauMi waa wanton and cruel. As regarde Mr. 
Gordon tbe Commissioners ar* of opinion that 
the evidence, oral and documentary, wa* entire­
ly insufficient to establish the charge upon which 
tae prisoner was tried. Mr. Cardwell in a de­
spatch to Sir Henry Storks expresses the con­
currença of the Government in tho conclusions 
arrived at by the Commissioners, He further 
declares that Gordon’s trial and execution are 
events which the Government condemn and 
deplore, and while giving Mr. Eyre full credit 
for those portions of his conduct to which credit 
ia justly due, tbe Government do not feel that 
they would discharge their duty by advising the 
Crown to replace him in his former position. 
The conduct of tbe naval and military officers 
Who were engaged in the transactions condemn­
ed by the Commiasions will be dealt with by the 
Admiralty and the War Office. j

The Fenian Invasion of Can ad.y—Mr. 
Cardwell, replying to a question of Mr. Dkwson; 
read a despatch which he had received from 
Lord Monck, the Governor General of Canada, 
relative to the late Fenian raid acroaa tbe St. 
Lawrence, and which stated that after an action 
with the colonial forces, 750 of the raiders re- 
croeeed the river, when they were arrested by 
the United States authorities, and that 65 left 
behind had been captured and committed to 
Toronto gaol, but that the loaa of life had been 
very small. It appeared, also, that the Amet ican 
officers had not only exerted themselves to pre­
vent the invaders from obtaining any assistance, 
but had also hired vessel» to patrol the river. 
To a question put by Mr. Whaljey, the right 
hon. gentleman further observed that the con­
duct of all classes of her Majesty’s subject» in 
the North American province» had been in the 
highest degree satisfactory.

Tiie War.—Tbe war in Germany has actually 
commenced, and the Prussians have made tbe 
first movement in advance. Two divisions of 
the Prussian army Have entered the kingdom of 
Hanover, snd another body of Prussian troops 
has entered the kingdom of Saxony. It is also 
said that on or about tbe same time the Italian 
army began to move on the banka of the Min- 
cio, probably as a demonstration to cover the 
movements of Garibaldi against Southern Tyrol.

Tbe first blood was shed in this terrible war 
on June 17tb, when a slight encounter took 
place between some Austrian and Prusaian ca­
valry on The road to Itumhurg, and close to the 
frontiers of Saxony and Bohemia, at the close 
of vkffich the Prussians retired. Either on the 
same day, or on Monday tbe 18th, a much more 
bloody engagement..took piece at Friedberg, a 
few miles north of Frankfort-on the Maine, in 
which the 4th regiment of the Hesse-Darmstadt 
infantry is said to have been almost annihilated 
by the Prussians. .

Meanwhile the Prussians have succeeded in 
obtaining very important aucceaM* at several 
pointa by an overwhelming demonstration of 
strength, and without any fighting. The city 
and kingdom of Hanover are in tbeir possession, 
and it waa reported that they had cut off the 
communications of the Hanoverian army, and 
rendered its junction with the Austro-Federal 
corps impossible. This seems almost certain ; 
and the result must probably be that the Hano­
verians will have to lay down their arms, with­
out fighting.

The Austrian army has entered the Prussian 
province of Silesia at two points, apparently 
with the intention of overrunning that province, 
and of thus obtaining what is called a “ mate­
rial guarantee ” for the restoration of any con­
quests which Prussia may make in other parts 
of Germany.

Whilst the Austrians are moving on the ex­
treme east, the Prussians seem to be equally ac­
tive in the centre and extreme west of tbe line 
of operations. The Prussians had entered 
Herrnhut and Keinatadt, at the entrance of one 
of the passes leading out of Saxony into Bohe­
mia, and had occupied Seidenburg, immediate-

that 12,000 m-n 
were expected at Seifhencerrdoiff, and 800 at 
Littdorff. These movements appear to be 
demonstrations against the northern frontier of 
Bohemia.

The Prussians were also in considerable 
strength near Mac hero, a town about two miles 
from Leipsic, and had taken possession not only 
of Leipsic, but of the Saxon towns of Woizeo 
and Dablen, on the line of railway ft. ru that 
city to Rieea, on the Elbe, which town they also 
occupy.

The conquest of Saxony has, for Its present 
at least been equally complete. The Prussians 
occupied Dresden at half-past eleven o’clock on 
Monday, the 18th instant, and it is said that 
hundreds of the Saxon people were flying into 
Bohemia, the Prussians forcibly enrolling men 
up to 40 years of age to serve in the Prussian 
army against their own Government.

From tbe. extreme west of tbe line of opera­
tion we again learn that there were from 30,000 
to 40,000 Federal troops at Frankfort-on-the- 
Maine and in. the fortress of Msyence, but we 
have no intelligence as to the movements of the 
Prussians in that neighbourhood beyond the fact 
that they were at Ftiedburg, a few miles north 
of the city. Nor is there any information as to 
the number or composition of tbeir forces.

According to what may be considered at least 
semi-official accounts from Prague, the Austri­
ans expect that ths Italians will attack them on 
three sides, namely, at Venice by the Italian 
fleet, on the side of the Tyrol by Garibaldi, and 
on the ttver Po by Cialdini’a army. No one of 
these attacks involves at attempt to capture the 
fortresses of )he Quadrilateral, though if Gari­
baldi should be successful in the Tyrol the Qaa- 
drilatenal would become nearly untenable and 
aim iet useltss.

According to tbe latest accounts, a great battle 
is expected to lake place on the banks of tbe 
River Neiase, in Silesia, between the Prussians 
under tbe Prince Royal and the main Austrian 
a*my, cvmmanded by Marshal Beoedek, accom­
panied by ths Emperor of Austria.

The Moniteur of this morning confirms the 
report that a military insurrection has broken out 
in Madrid Pur: of the garrison rose in revolt 
and seised the barracks, but were put down.—
S x hundred were taken prisoners. The rest 
fled the country, pursued by the loyal troops.

cot lie can trays ” at three hundred and fifty 
dollar» a head. "Thi» price, one would think, 
must leave a very large margin of profit for the 
importera ; and euggeata something bearing a 
very considerable resemblance to tbe slave trade. 
Very seldom do tbe c utiles receive tb.rty dollars 
on leaving China, and* seventy dollars will, as 
they are taken, more than cover the expet,c- of 
one passage and of the broken rice and iu ieu 
salt fish on which they are fed

Now, in a vessel containing one thousand coo­
lies, like that which was burned the ovber day, 
this would leave a profit, supposing they all 
reached their destination, of $250 000, to be 
pocketed by tbe brokers, minus any ex,,mue they 
may be put to in returning the coolif, to China 
after eight or ten years’ labour in Cuba. The 
slave trade, with its losses by death and capture, 
waa never so lucrative as the coolie traffic seems 
to be ; and it ia evident from the known state of 
China and of the Spaniards arid Portuguese 
there, that if such sums can be made by the 
traffic, coolies will bave to engage in it whether 
h-y will or na—if willingly, all the better ; but 

if not, then otherwise.

a young man to form a habit against his own io- 
terest ? What should impel a young man to 
form a habit that threatens at every moment to 
lence him withe poison lance ?

3. The medical use of alcohol requires a word 
<$f remark. Tbe extreme ground once taken 
that alcoholic preparations are never useful I 
think to be untenable ; and I believe it is now 
dismissed from the schools of medicine. Tbe 
theory, too, of the action of alcohol—namely, 
that |t roused up vitality which was already stor­
ed ia the body, and that the excitement would 
measure the reaction, so that afterward it would 
be followed* by exhaustion proportionate to the 
degree of stimulated strength, ia false. This ia 
not the true theory of alcoholic drinks^ The re­
action does not measure the excitemeim It may 
under certain circumstances, and with certain 
eooetitutiona ; but it does col ordinarily. It 
certainly does not when used es a remedial 
agency.

It ie, however, dangerous for men to prescribe 
intoxicating drinks for themselves. This is the 
general rule. But there are certain exceptions. 
If • man is acquainted with bis own physical 
constitution, if he knows his own peculiarities, 
and if he baa a sober basis on wkieh to proceed, 
he may prescribe for himself opium or calomel 
—if such drugs as these belong to his class of 
remedies. I do not mean to say that a man 
ought not to be his own physicien. Dr. Rush 
raid, “ If a mao ia not hia own physician at for­
ty, he is very timid or very foolish.” Men might 
be their own phyaiclans to a great extent But, 
ordinarily, men do not become so acquainted 
with their own bodies, with physiology, or with 
remedial agent* as to justify them in being the 
physiciens cf their families or of themeelves.

For men to regard alcohol as a panacea for 
all ills and ailments, and run to it a« a stock me­
dicine, I think would be the worst of all possible 
illusions. And here let me denounce the whole 
tribe of panaceas for the nameless ills of life, aa 
liquors in disguise. It would be well to have it 
understood that theie Golden Bitters, Santa 
Cruz BUters, Plantation Bitters, and numerous 
other preparations of the same class, whose 
names are paraded on every picturesque rock 
along our great thoroughfares by pandering 
scoundrels, are rum, rum, rum, with a Utile some­
thing added to disguise it. To advtrtise these 
things is to encourage intemperance ; and to suf­
fer them to go unexposed is to leave the commu­
nity the prey of a subtle and a damaging evil. 
All these promisee of rejuvenation, all these pre­
parations for men and women, that claim the 
power to do such wonderful things, are scarce­
ly disguised abominations of intempérance, are 
fit only for deception, and are a shame and dis­
grace to any respectable store or respectable 
family. And It ia high time that this outrageous 
hypocrisy, under the color of medicine, should 
be exposed, and trod into the ditch, from which 
it came, and to which it belongs.

They are not nourishing or needful. They are 
not food, but only stimulants ; and the habitual 
use of them ie an injury to the body, to the mind, 
and to the heart.

No truth needs to be more impressed upon the 
young, and upon the whole community than that.

Some years ago at a temperance meeting, end 

during the circulation of the pledge, the epeaker 
related the following fact :

An intemperate man was on hia death-bed. 
He sent for a professor of religion, and eaid to 
him, * Do you remember being at a certain tem­
perance meeting ? I wee there. I went for the 
purpose of signed the pledge. When it 
circulated I kept my eye on you. I thought you 
knew more about these things than I did, nnd if 
it were a good thing you would give your name 
and join it. But you did not, and for that rea­
son I did not And here I am. I am about to 
die, I want you to prepare to meet me in the 
judgment.

These words went like a dagger to that pro­
fessor’» heart, and they Should pierce the heart 
of every one professing godliness who stands 
aloof from the temperance cause. Every one 
has an influence, and that influence should be on 
the side of virtue and piety, on the side of God 
and religion. We should not only avoid the 
appearance of evil, but do all the good in our 
power. And in this view we should be mindful 
of our example and influence. Actions speak 
louder than words. Be right and do right— 
American Messenger.

Fruit Insects.
Borers—As it ia both better and easier to pre­

vent than to cure, I would recommend the fol­
lowing articles as a cheap, lasting and good pre­
ventive egainst tbe working of the borer:—Take 
of flsh oil end sulphur, and maka a moderately 
thick paint ; bring the soil from the base of the 
tree and spread on the paint as low down as pos­
sible and as high as needed, say a foot or ao. 
The more offensive the oil ia in smell the better. 
It should be applied in May ot June.
, Noxious Insects.—It cannot be denied that 
man has no enemy so great, so to be feared— 
war, pestilence and famine excepted—aa ie pre. 
sented in insect life. Though as individuals 
they seem unworthy of notice, yet in their ag­
gregate they hold tremendous and ewful possibi­
lities.

To-day, preyed upon by thousands of birds 
and by themselves, subject to a multitude of de­
stroying agencies, yet what a away they hold 
over the destiny ol man. Witn every fruit he 
plucks, with almost every vegetable he culti­
vate», with the grain of hia fields, and the flocks 
of his pastures, be has to contend in some shape 
with destructive insect life.

Let those providential agenciea that hold them 
in check but once cease, cr partially so, and the 
angel of destruction would literally be let loose 
upon us.

Esch year brings with it some new develop­
ment of destructive insect life. The older we 
grow, as a country, the greater becomes their 
ravages. Can too much attention and atudy be 
devoted to a subject that is so closely related to 
out interest ? Every means that tends to the 
destruction of our enemies should be carefully 
cherished.

I would here mention how last season I 
" flanked ” a few specimens of insects that at­
tempted to rob me of the rightful fruit of my 
labour. Discovering my currant bushes cover­
ed with worms, 1 gave them a sprinkling of wa­
ter, and a light dusting of cayenne pepper. The 
next morning found my bushes free. Finding 
my squash and cucumber viuee infested by both 
the yellow bug and a large black one, I gave 
them a alight sprinkling of water, in which I 
soaked eoms cayenne pepper pode, and my vines 
were effectually cleared. They probably thought 
the seasoning too high, and «ought a «jiqtr 
diet. I applied it to roses and other things in­
fested with lice, with the best result». Where 
the remedy can be applied, I deem it one of the 
beet. T. T. 8., in Horticulturist.
