STORE WINDOW-WASHING.

3y Prof. Wilbur L. Scoville, Massachusetts College of
Pharmacy.

HAT the eye is to the face, the win-
W dow is to the store, and if the face
or the store is to be attractive the

eye or the window must be bright. To
secure this effect, the plate glass, costing its
scores or even hundreds of dollars, has
entirely superseded the old window glass,
costing as many cents. One is Jo more
transparent than the other, but one possesses

a cleanness and a lustre which was formerly
lacking, and that is worth the added cost.

Still the problem is not yet wholly solved,
and the weekly window-cleaning is usually
a matter which is dreaded. So simple an
operation is it that it is intrusted to the
greenest tyro, yet so difficult of perfection
that the most expert would hesitate to claim
its attainment.

F. Foerster, a German chemist, has done
a large amount of careful experimenting
during the past five years, to ascertain the
exact vulnerability of different kinds of glass
ander different conditions. His conclusions,
which are very interesting, have been made
upon plate and window glass, as well as
.lass for chemical ware.

In a series of experiments upon six dif-
igpt kinds of plate glass, Foerster found
iat at 20° C. pure water dissolved 1-65
rain to 1-11 grain of glass per 15.5 square
iches (100 sq. Cm.), while a 1 per cent.
olution of sulphuric acid dissolved 1-325 to
1-54 grain, 1 per cent. nitric acid dissolved
I-9o to 1-35 grain, I per cent. hydrochloric
wid dissolved 1-325 to 1-40 grain, and 1
er cent. acetic acid 1-325 to 1-58 grain,
ach per 15.5 square inches of glass.

In a series of elaborate tables he has
iemonstrated the action of different strength

lutions of acids, and of water, upon glasses
f different compositions, and under different
onditions of time, temperature, etc., but
‘e above facts are sufficient for our purpose.

Now for the application of the facts. In
window-washing, the first consideration is
to remove the dirt, and the second, to polish
the glass. From a scientific point of view,
these two are antagonistic. One aims to
remove matter, the other to prevent the
removal of matter. But, since the matter
in consideration is not the same in each
case, the problem is easily solved by keep-
ing the proper sequence.

For the removal of dirt, a weak alkali is
the most generally efticient. It is the liber-
ation of alkali, by the decomposition of soap
when dissolved in water, that the detergent
properties of soap are, in part, due.

Glass is undoubtedly more easily cleaned
by the occasional use ot weak alkali than
by pure water, though the latter is both
sufficient and efficient if used frequently
enough. Since ammonia has less action on
glass than soda or potash, it is to be pre-
ferred, and, further, the water should not
be hot. But, at best, the alkali will attack
the glass, suspend some of the silicia, and
cause the dreaded streakedness.

Then, to correct this, after the removal of
the dirt, an application of weak acid is
desirable. Lither hydrochloric or acetic
acid is to be preferred here, on account of
their volatility and absence of corrosive
properties, and bydrochloric acid has the
advantage in point of cost.

Ther the sequence is, first, an alkali to
remove the dirt, and then an acid to polish
the glass. If to these we add another
factor, a polishing agentin the shape of
some substance which will produce a mild
friction without scratching, we have com-

a pailful of water—-not more, for fear of
removing the paint or varnish from the
woodwork.

Then, while the glass is wet, and without
rinsing, go over the entire surface with a
weak solution of hydrochloric acid, prepared
by adding to a pailful of fresh water two or
three ounces of strong muriatic acid. This
neutralizes the ammonia and the alkali in
the glass, and forms some soluble chlorides
which aid in the polishing. Finally dry
and polish with a clean cloth.

The acid will have no ill effects upon
paint or varnish upon the window frames,
noti even upon unpainted woodwork.

If metal window frames hold the glass
the acid is liable to attack these, and should
be avoided or used cautiously. A weaker
acid would be advisable in this case.

Some have tried this plan and are pleased
with the result. They think that the time
taken to go over the glass with two succes-
sive waters is more than compensated in
the saving of time in the drying and polish-
ing, and then the window is brighter.

But if you wash windows so trequently
that they do not get really dirty, the alka-
line water might be omitted, and you may
be pleased with the result if the hydrochloric
solution is used in place of pure water. The
“addition of a little salt to this might prove a
further pleasure. —American Druggist.

ICED TEA IN THE GROCERY.

There is no more refreshing summer
beverage than ice-cold tea served with
lemon. One pound of tea, says an ex-

preparations for this purpose, without their
defects, and with an added virtue.

I would recommend the following pro-
cedure : First, wash the glass in the usual
manner with water containing about half
an ounce of concentrated ammonia water to

What better advertisement for a store than
to serve, on a hot day, ice-cold tea? It
would tend to increase the popularity of the
store and the sales of the tea, cracker and
fruit sections. Make the experiment.

LONG STRING OF GEM JARS.

The Galt Reporter has been hunting up
information in regard to fruit preserving,
and has given out the following estimates

for that tqdn :  “*Some 20,0co glass sealers
arrive evé(y year. Distributed among 1,-
800 houses gives an average of 11 to each
house. Taking into consideration the stock
each household has on hand, besides this,
and the figures run up to 60,000. If all
these jars were placed close together and
hung on the trolley wire, it would take the
length of the road entire, from the termini
at Galt and Hespeler, to contain them all,
while if they were laid end to end they
would reach from Galt, along the Stone
Road, to Berlin.”’

“JUST A LITTLE UNDER.”

‘“Most city grocers,”’ said a wholesale
butter dealer to American Grocer, ‘‘want
butter just a little under the very finest
grade.”” Such a policy leads to bankruptcy,
because it does not secure the confidence of
consumers in the absolute reliability of the
dealer. As a rule, more fault is found when
the quality of the article is ‘‘just a little
under’’ than when the price is regarded
high. A perfectly satisfied palate is apt to
seek its gratification, even ‘though the price
is regarded too great.

“‘Just a little under’’ in butter is particu-
larly unwise, for no one article in the store
has such power to win or repel trade as
butter. A store with a reputation for keep-
ing butter or any other sort of food just a
little above in quality, is assured a good
patronage. In Spring street market, this
city, is a man who deals exclusively in
butter, cheese, and eggs. His inflexible
rule is to offer only the best. The result is
that patrons crowd his stand, while compet-
ing stands are without customers. He has
built up a large business in a very poor
neighborhood, and largely with the poorest
classes of buyers. He has made a fortune,
and has never known what dull trade
means. The secret is open, for everyone

who patronizes him is always satisfied.
““Just a little under’’ kills a large proportion
of retail grocers, while ‘‘A little higher in
price, but—'"" leads to prosperity and public
favor.

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MANITOBA MARKETS.

WINNIPEG, Aug. 8, 1898.
HERE is little change in any line to
report this week. Business in gro-
ceries is good, but there is no rush.
In produce, dealers seem to be trying to
secure all they can, and there is consider-
able difference of price in the quotations of
the various houses, for butter particularly.
Butter is being brought here for speculation,
as the markets, both west and east, are not
encouraging export at present. In flour,
dealers report that business has not been so
quiet for years during July and August.
This is attributed to the idea generally
prevalent that prices for wheat will drop
still further with the coming of the new
crop. Millers say that where they
formerly placed 10 and 15 carload
lots, they are now selling single cars
only. With regard to the «crop, the
weather has continued favorable through-
out the entire week, and the returns
both to Government and to the railway com-
panies indicate that, as already stated, there
will be a rather more than fair average crop
over the Province and in the Territories.
The reports seen in some papers that the
crop will exceed that of 1887 are not true
and are utterly scouted by reliable grain
men who are touring the Province, and
have been at intervals of two weeks, since
the season started. Barley cutting will be
general this week. One small field of
wheat was cut on the Portage Plains on
Friday, and oats are being cut at a good
many points. A large field of oats, just
outside the city limits, was cut and staked
last week.

The firm of Codville & Co., successors to
Thompson Codville, are making extensive
alterations in their office premiees on Mc-
Dermot street.

In prices there are few changes.

CANNED Goops — There is really no
change in the situation. [I’rices are the
same and offers are being freely made,
although a few factories are holding off on
futures in tomatoes. Prices for new goods
are :  Strawberries, $3.10; raspberries,

5 to §2.60; corn, $1.80, and tomatoes,
2.15.  In canned salmon, one factory has

withdrawn all quotations from this market,
on account of the run being smaller than
first reported. This has not affected prices
so far, and it is difficult to tell just how
matters will turn.

EVAPORATED APPLES — No change;
buyers are still holding off on apricots on
accountof the high price.

Teas—China teas have now passed into
stock and are reported very good value
indeed. Some Japans have arrived, but no
report could be got as yet because they are
still 1n cars on the track.

CorrFee—Without change, dull, and Rios

DRrIED FruIT — In currants and raisins
the market is just opening here and prices
are not yet made. New Smyrna and Malaga
figs are reported as coming in excellent
condition.

SuGAR—Is still 52gc. for granulated, and
has shown no changes during the week.
Syrups, No. 1, 27%c. in barrels.

BurTER—As already stated there seems
some difference of opinion between local
dealers as to price. The prices given run
all the way from 16% to 173{c. Probably
17 to 17%c. is a fair average of the price
paid last week, as four creameries sold their
July make as follows: 17, 17%, 173% and
177%c. A few factories are still holding for
higher figures.  Dairy butter continues to
come in freely, and nets about 12%c.

[Early southern plums are prac-
tically over, and so are Minnesota tomatoes,
and it will probably be a week or ten days
before fresh crops of Oregon and Washing-
ton plums are in. Next tomatoes will come
from Dakota and Ontario. Nominally,
plums are $1.35 to $1.50. Peaches are
plentiful at $1.35 to $1.50, and are good in
quality and arriving in perfect condition.
Watermelons, $3.50 to $4 per dozen.
Grapes, southern Concords, are in, and are
selling at 75c. per 7 Ib. basket. Blueberries
are up to 7c. per lb., after a drop to sc.
The crop is most abundant. On the other
hand, raspberries are scarce indeed, and
retail at $2.10 per pail for wild fruit, and
not approaching a supply even at that
figure.

New peanuts are in, and are very fine
stock ; 10c. per lb. for green and 12c. for
roasted stock.

The conference, it will be remembered,
was convened in Brussels on June 7, and,
lthough sessions were held extending to
fune 25, it adjourned sine die, without
apparently any progress having been made

While unable to arrive at an agreement
the members of the conference unanimously
declared in favor of entrusting the Belgian
Government with the task of carrying on

diplomatic negotiations.

The wisdom of this is already being
manitested, for negotiations are now pending
with a view to abolishing the war bounties
which have existed since 1896. In pur-
suance of this plan it is proposed that Ger-
many shall decrease her present export
bounties to about what they were before
1896.
present export bounties,

Austria-Hungary is to retain her
but to reduce
her home bounties. Belguim is to grant
a bounty equal to the new German one.
Holland is to do much about the same.
France is being asked to abolish direct
bounties, but to be allowed to retain
her other legislation, which appears to be
practically what her representatives pro-
posed at the recent conference. Russia's
part in the programme is for that country to
fix beforehand the amount of sugar which
its factories are allowed to produce for home
consumption. If agreed upon, the proposi-
tion is to go into operation September I,
and is to be binding for three years.

Should the reductions in the bounties take
place, which is quite possible in view of the
evident desire of the nations interested to
inaugurate some measure of reform, the
tendency would naturally be to increase the
cost to purchasers outside the producing
countries.

In view of Canada’s preferential tariff on
sugar produced within the British Empire,
the process of events will be watched with
greater interest than would otherwise be the

case.

FIXING THE TEA STANDARDS.

Minister of Customs Paterson is securing,

through the secretaries of the boards of

trade in the chief commercial centres,
samples of tea of the lowest grades, which
the wholesalers consider should be allowed
to be imported into Canada.

There may possibly be a great difference
of opinion as to how low a grade of tea
should be brought into the country, but, if
we are to have standards, the Minister of
Customs is wise in consulting the trade asto

the constitution of these standards.

A YEAR OF GROCERY IMPORTS.

MPORTS of groceries into Canada for

the fiscal year ending June 30 last, were
about 3% million dollars less than the
preceding year.

This loss is more than accounted for by
the decrease of over $3, 500,000 in the impor-
tations of the two staples of sugar and tea.
In other lines there<was, as a rule, an
increase:

In dried fruits and nuts there was quite a
material increase. Provisions, such as lard,
meats, etc., were $643,419 larger than in
1897.
fruits, were in excess of 1897.

Oranges, lemons and other green
The same is
to be said of rice, pickles, soap, spices and
coffee. In addition to those enumerated,
the lines which were imported in less quanti-
ties were molasses, syrups and salt.

The imports of sugar for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1897, were exceptionally
large, and were due, it will be remembered,
to the expectation that an increased duty
would be put upon sugar when the tariff of
that year was being revised, the refiners
having anticipated their wants. The im-
ports for the fiscal year which recently
ended are, on the other hand, the smallest
for ten years, although the figures from
which our information is taken are subject
to revision. .

The factor which caused the increase in
the imports of sugarin 1897 and the decrease
in those of 1898 was also the cause of the
like conditions in the imports of tea for the

two years in question.
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A PARTIZAN COMMISSION—WHY ?

7§~ HL suggestion-that Sir Charles Tupper
be one of Canada’s representatives at
the coming (Quebec conference does
not meet with the approval of certain influ-
ential political newspapers. This is to be
regretted.

In urging the appointment of the leader
of the Opposition as one of the commis-
sioners, the motive was not a party one.
Concern for the best interests of the country
and for a calm and just consideration by
Parliament of such treaty as the conference
may agree upon were the only motives.

In the composition of the Canadian dele-
gation as it is to-day are elements which
weaken the interests of Canada at the con-
ference, and threaten to damn whatever
international instrument the conference may
construct.

In the first place, each appointment is a
political one. There is no question about
that. The political faith of the appointees
proves it. Consequently, there is grave
danger that some of the questions which
come up for consideration will be looked at
through the spectacles of one political party.
This is something that is to be deplored,
whether the spectacles be Conservative or
Liberal in their composition, for they are
colored of whatever kind they are.

As far as the gentlemen themselves are
concerned their ability is not questioned.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sir Richard Cartwright
and Sir Louis Davies are properly assigned
to the commissionship, the first being
Premier, the second Minister of Trade and
Commerce, and the third Minister of Marine
and Fisheries. But there should have
been a place on the commission for
Sir Charles Tupper, in the first place,
in order to avoid giving it a partizan com-
plexion, and secondly, in order that the
Canadian members of the conference might
be made as strong as possible. And none
but a partizan will deny that Sir Charles
Tupper, with an experience in diplomatic
matters exceeding that of any other Can-
adian of to-day, would materially increase
the strength of the delegation which is to
represent this country at the conference.

The British Government has appointed a
political opponent as associate with Sir

Julian Pauncefote, and even that protec-

tionist of protectionists, President McKinley,
has given a free trader a place among the
delegates who are to represent the United
States at the ‘“ Ancient Capital.”’

Surely, when the Administration at Wash-
ington shows that it is not altogether con-
sumed by partizanship, the Administration
at Ottawa cannot afford to allow the idea to
go abroad that it is less magnanimous than
the rulers at the United States capital.

THE CaNaDIAN GROCER urges the Gov-
ernment to deviate from the narrow course
it has pursued in this matter; to deviate
for the sake of Canada; to deviate for the
sake of the treaty which may be agreed
upon at the conference.

The faith of THE CANADIAN GGROCER in
the wisdom and business ability of the
average politician, both Conservative and
Liberal, is even smaller than the proverbial
grain of mustard. With the average
politician the cause of party is more precious
than cause of country.

If by stabbing a measureadvantageous to
Canada a political opponent can be maimed
he seldom has any hesitation in doing so.
We had more than one instance of that dur-
ing the last session of Parliament.

THE CanaDpIAN GROCER would like to
see this avoided as far as possible at the
next session of the House of Commons,
when, it is possible, some kind of a treaty
between the Dominion and the United
States may be submitted for consideration.
And it is because of its desire to see this
instrument considered with as little political
animus as possible that it urges the appoint-
ment of Sir Charles Tupper as a member of

the Quebec Conference.

THE NUT SITUATION.

BRITISH TRADE WITH THE
PHILIPPINES.

NE of the problems arising out of th:
war with Spain which awaits solu
tion in the United States is the dis

posal of the Philippine Islands.

The commercial interests appear to think
that the retention of the Islands is de-
manded in order to facilitate the extension
of the United States’ trade in the east.

As far as the trade of the Philippine
Islands themselves is concerned, Great
Britain is far more interested than the

United States.

Of the total exports of the Islands, the
British Empire takes nearly 32 per cent. of
the whole, and the United States less than
22/ per cent. Then, of their total impor-
tations, 28 per cent. is from the Empire,
and but a little over 1 per cent. from the
United States. Taking the aggregate trade
ot the Philippine Islands, over 32 per cent.
is with the British Empire, and but a. little
over 15 per cent. with the United States.
The aggregate trade of the British Empire
with the Islands exceeds, by nearly $2,000

000, even that of Spain itself.

SYRUPS AND MOLASSES.

We hear q\f some enquiry this week for
syrup, but there appears to be none of the
desired kind offering by the refiners. The
market for New Orleans molasses is steady,
but very little business is being done.

SUGARS.

The sugar market is stronger. The
Canadian refiners, on Tuesday last, ad-
vanced the price of granulated and yellow
sugars 1-16c. per 1b. and that of cut loaf
and powdered !4c. perlb. Montreal granu-
lated is now quoted by Toronto wholesalers
at 4 9-16c. per lb., and Lower Province
granulated at 4%5c. per Ib. No. 2 Cana-
dian granulated has been withdrawn from
the market. The lowest price yellow on the
market is now 33 c. per Ib. Cut loaf and
icing sugars are !4c. per lb. dearer, being
now quoted at 57c. per lb. for 100-1b. lots,

and 6c. for 5o-1b. lots. Business in sugars
is not, on the whole, brisk, buta fair trade is
being done, and it is expected to become
better when plums and peaches are more
plentiful. ;

In New York, the market is firm. The
refiners appear to be more anxious to buy
than they were, and the priceof three grades
of soft sugars was advanced 1-16c. per lb.
on Monday. Importers’ stocks are being
reduced and supplies in the four ports of the
United States are 60,000 tons less than they
were a year ago.

Present and next month’s beet sugar have
advanced 3d. from the lowest point.

SPICES.

White pepper for direct shipment is
cabled dearer. There is a stronger feeling
in regard to cloves, owing to cable advices
announcing that no supplies for shipment
are being offered in Zanzibar. Locally,
spices are quiet and unchanged.

NUTS.

As high as 100 per cent. above the figures
of last year is being quoted for new season’s
Tarragona almonds. The crop of walnuts
is 20 to 40 per cent. smaller than last year,
and the outlook is for higher prices. Fliberts

are lower than they were a short time ago
for new season’s crop.
TEAS.

The representatives of shipping-houses
have been experiencing a brisk demand for
Japan tea during the past week and some
large transactions have taken place, buyers
having realized they have got to pay the
advance if they are to secure the teas. As
highas 2% to 3c. per lb. over last year's
prices have been paid by wholesalers, who,
a few weeks ago, declared they would rather
go without theteas than pay the price. Not
enough teas at 17c, and under can be ob-
tained to fill the demand. The market
maintains its firmness.

Low and medium grade Ceylon teas are
higherin London, where fair quality medium
pekoes are somewhat hard to get. Locally,
there is very little doing in either Indian or
Ceylon teas. Shipments of Ceylon teas to
the United Kingdom are about 4,000,000
1b. less than a year ago.

China black teas are small supply, and
the demand 1s almost nil.
teas are hard to get.

FOREIGN DRIED FRUITS.

CurrANTS—First quotations for new sea-
son’s crop of currants are just to hand by
cable. They are about 2s. per cwt. lower
than last year, grade for grade. A fair
business has been done in the way of con-
fidential orders, but, at the moment, import-
ers are inclined to hold off in the hope of
seeing still lower prices. The demand from
retailers is fairly good.

VALENCIA RaiSINS — The demand for
selected fruit for this time of the year is
good. Prospects for new crop are still good,
and advices from Spain say that prices
throughout the season will be reasonable,
although figures named for the earliest ship-
ment are a little dearer than those of last
year.

SULTANA RarsiNs—Prices will again be
high, probably ruling at about the same as
last season, when they were 50 per cent.
higher than in the preceding year.

FiGs—The outlook is reported by latest
advices to be as bad as it can possibly be.
One house that does a large share of the
Canadian business states that it would pre-
fer not to undertake the execution of any
orders until buyers are thoroughly reconciled
to the high values.

The earliest variety of peaches are
done, but the second variety are now coming
in freely and are selling at 40 to 75c. per
basket. Canadian apples are arriving in
abundance, and, though they are better
quality than those arriving before, the
price has fallen 10c., now being 15 to
goc. per basket. Canadian pears are
commencing to come in well, but are yet
quoted at 35 to soc. Canadian tomatoes
fluctuate in value as receipts vary. On
Saturday, last week, they ran up to about g1
per basket, but are again down to 4oto goc.
Canadian plums are now coming in in good
condition and are selling at 75 to 85c. per
basket. California plums are about j5oc.
cheaper this week, now being quoted §1.50
to 2. California pears and peaches are
unchanged in price. Watermelons are
plentiful and in good demand, prices con-
tinuing about 12 to 18c. The frequently
noted scarcity of bananas is not so
noticeable  at supplies  in-
creasing materially, lately. The demand
is good, and prices are unchanged.

The cool weather of the last few days has

slackened the demand for lemons, stocks of

which, however, are pretty low. Prices are
unchanged. Stocks of oranges, too, are

pretty low, but, as the quality of those held

CHEESE—The market is dull, for, though
as high as 73 c. has been paid at some
cheese boards, it is considered that the con-
dition of the market does not warrant more
than 7%4c. At Toronto, the jobbing prices
are steady at 8 to 8} c.

COUNTRY PRODUCE.

I2GGs —Receipts continue liberal, and, as
the consumption is light, a large number
are being put in pickle. Complaints are
frequent to the effect that eggs are held too
long, resulting in large ‘‘loss off.”’ At
outside points g% to g3{c. f.o.b. is about
the range.

Poraroes—DPrices are easier, the lowest
price last week, 6oc. per bushel, now being
the only figure quoted.

QUEBEC MARKETS.
MONTREAL, August 11, 18g8.
GROCERIES.

HE week has been a quiet one in

wholesale grocery circles, and there

have been but few changes to report.
In fact, the only important change of the
week has been the rise of 1-16¢. in sugar,
made by the refiners on Monday last. All
other staples rule steady and unchanged.
Some Japan tea has been moved, and there
have been some contracts in new pack
vegetables at firm prices, but, as a rule,
packers are not disposed to urge business in
these at the moment. Dried fruit rules
quiet, and there has been a fair degree of
activity in green. In produce, speculative
activity in cheese and continued excitement
and strength in creamery butter have been
the features.

SUGAR.

The refiners have made another advance
in the price of refined sugars, which are
1-16 to ‘gc. higher than they were a week
ago, at 4 7-16c. for granulated, and 335 to
41¢c. for yellows, as to grade, other kinds
showing proportionate advances as quoted
in our prices current. 1)emand has not been
particularly active locally, the turnover
being of a very moderate character, and the
strength here is more from sympathy with
outside markets than any urgency on the
part of domestic buyers. In London cane
was steady with only light offerings, Java
quoted at 11s. 7% d. and fair refined 10s.
3d., while heet was cabled firm but quiet,
present month gs. 6d., and next month, gs.
63/d. At New York raw was strong and
tending upward, fair refining 33¢c., and
centrifugal, g6 test, 4 3-16¢c.

SYRUPS.,

The syrup market was quiet on account
of the continued slow demand. Prices at
the refineries are unchanged at 2:{c. for
sugar-house grade.

MOLASSES.

There is only a dull, dragging trade in
molasses with some inquiry for cargo lots,
but that has, so far, led to no transfers of
any round quantities. Advices from Bar-
badoes quote the market there quiet and
firm because there is little or no molasses
to be had. According to report great vari-

ation is shown in the quality of the
Barbadoes molasses this season, the early
drawings being much superior to the later.
New Orleans stock has been placed through
brokers here at 18 to 2oc., but solely on
western account none being taken by
wholesalers in this Province. In car lots,
Barbadoes is held firm at 3oc., and single
puncheons are quoted at 31c.
CANNED GOODS.

The canned vegetable market is still in
an unsettled condition, and prices on new
pack for future shipment are difficult to
quote. Some agents have been quoting
again this week, asking 75c. for tomatoes
and 7oc, for peas, and, it is reported, have
booked 5,000 cases at these figures, but
representatives of other brands are not
urging sales, and speak of still higher prices
than the ones mentioned. Reports from
the Coast continue bullish on salmon, espe-
cially some sensational daily press des-
patches, but, so far, buyers here manifest
no alarm regarding future supplies, and are
not in a rush to place their orders.

COFFEE.

There has been nothing special to report
in coffee during the week, and values are
unchanged, as a rule.

SPICES.

Firmness is noted in pepper abroad, and
other lines, as a rule, are steady. Locally,
business is very quiet and values unaltered,
as quoted in the prices current.

TEAS.

There has been no special activity to
report, but jobbers who have had to procure
new Japans were compelled to pay the ad-
vance for them mentioned last week. DBusi-
ness has included about 1,500 to 2,000
packages Japans, at prices ranging all the
way from 13 to 19c., as to grade.

NUTS.

There is nothing doing in nuts on spot,

and values are purely nominal.
DRIED FRUIT.

Beyond some speculative offers on cur-
rants that are not considered reliable, there
has been little to report, and nothing of
moment has yet been transacted here for
fall importation.

Valencia and California raisins furnish
no new feature, and other lines of dried
fruits are without points of interest.

DRIED APPLES.

Both dried and evaporated apples are

practically motionless at present.
GREEN FRUIT.

There has been a fair trade in green fruit
during the week. Limited quantities of
apples have been arriving, and are selling
at $2 to $2.5oper bbl. Small quantities of
Canadian peaches have also been offered,

and sell readily at™15 to goc. per basket
Bananas are not as plentiful as they were
and prices are steady as last quoted. Orange
and lemons are without change, but price
are steadily held under light stocks.  Cali
fornia fruit of all kinds has been arriving
treely, there being from three to four auction

sales per week, but demand has kept the !

market well cleaned up.

COUNTRY PRODUCE.

I2GGs—A fair business was done in eggs,
there being a better demand from local
buyers for small lots. The tone of the mar
ket was steady and prices unchanged. We
quote : Selected new laid, 13 to 14c.; No.
candled stock, 11to 11%c.; P.E.I., 9% to
1oc.; and culls at 8% to gc. per doz.
Receipts were]2, 195 cases.

Beans—There was no change 1n beans,
business being quiet. We quote : Primes,

FLOUR, GRAIN, ETC.

A new feature of the grain market this
week has been the offer of new crop oats to
arrive at 30% to 31c. afloat. Business in
old oats was quiet at 3214 to 33c. afloat.
Peas exhibited a weaker feeling prices being
quoted lower, sellers asking 63!5c. afloat,
with bids of 63c.

Flour has declined still further on Optario
grades since last report, and Mafitoba
brands also are lower than they were last
quoted. Within the past day or so, how-
ever, an improved demand has been experi-
enced, and business has been of much
larger volume. We quote: Winter wheat
patents, $4.25 to $4.50; straight rollers,
$3.75 to $4; bags, $1.9o to $2; Manitoba

#9, and No. 2, at #5.50 to §7 per  ton, in
car lots.

CIIEESE AND BUTTER.

The speculators have maintained cheese
values on this side of the water, and it has
now become a trial of strength between
them and the British buyers, and only the
future will decide which shall come out on
top. All the way from 714 to 8c. has been
paid lately for Ontario cheese at country
points, which means !{c. more laid down
in Montreal, so that the market here has
been firm. Colored goods are at a premium
of !5 to !{c. per lb. over white, the latter
being held firm here at 77 to 8c. and the
former at 73{c. In eastern makes, values
range from 734 to 7 3c., for white, to 73§
to 73{c. for colored, according to grade.

The excitement in butter has continued,
and values are very firmly held at an ad-
vance of from 4 to ¥c. per lb. on the
prices quoted last week. Finest creamery,
in tubs, is now being freely bought by

experts at 17%c., and, in 56-lb. boxes, at
17%c. Dairy butter ranges from 13} to
14C.

MONTREAL NOTES.

Refiners have marked up the price of
sugar 1-16c. per lb. all round.

Butter 1s still higher, exporters paying
1 c. advance. Thisis 3c. rise in a fort-
night.

HIE week has been but fairly active.
T In values there has been but little

change. The one object in buyers
seems to be to buy low with little regard to
actual value, and often too little regard for
quality. They seem to forget that often in
their efforts to drive prices down before buy-
ing they are killing their chances for favor-
able selling. While during the past month
quite large quantities of lumber have been
shipped, particularly to the Inglish market,
business 1n this line is dull, values being
low. Last year, the quantity shipped
to the States was below the usual shipments.
It is much smaller this year. In laths, so

far only abq[t ontmunh of last year's
quantity has been shipped, and in shingles
less than half.

Oi1L—While in burning oil demand is
rather improving, there is no change in
price, but market is firmer. A representa-
tive of a Montreal house sold some oil here
at cut prices, but it has not yet been re-
ceived, it is said, owing to an advance in
that market. Paint oils are very firm, but
lubricating, for which the demand is light,
is, owing to competition, rather lower, and
this in the face of reported advance in
crude.

SALT—Our market is still without further
arrivals from Liverpool. Thereis not, how-
ever, any shortage in the English coarse or
fine. There is a steady demand at even
prices, chiefly at this season from fishermen.
We quote: Liverpool coarse, 45to 48c.; Eng-
lish factory-filled, goc. to $1; Canadian fine,
#1 per bag; cheese and butter salt, bulk,
$#2.50 to $2.60 per bbl.; 5-lb. bags, $3 to
#3.25 per bbl.; 10-lb. bags, $2.85 to $3 per
bbl.; 20-ib. wood boxes, 20c. each; 10-1b.
wood boxes, 12c. each; cartons, $2 per case
of 2 doz.; English bottled salt, g$1.25 to
$#1.30; mineral rock salt, 6oc. to $1.

CANNED Goops—The week has shown
little of interest. Packers still withhold
quotations on corn and tomatoes. Spot
goods are, however, ruling lower in these

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lines as the season for new approaches.
Some of our dealers have already bought
fair stocks, but none seem anxious. While
at a price new goods could be sold, our
dealers are not yet prepared to pay high
figures. In salmon, there is some enquiry
for new goods, and perhaps a few sales
made, but, as betore reported, owing to
stocks held and but fair business, the
quantity of new goods to be placed does
not promise to be large. Some packers
have withdrawn prices, and rather higher
values are expected ; at least, they wish to
know much more about the result of
the packing season before selling many
goods. DPrices, at best, rule well above
those of last season. In canned oysters,
sale of which here is not large, Baltimore
packers report light stocks and higher prices
in the near future. Peaches are quoted
rather higher.

GREEN Fruirs—Tiade continues large.
Apples are fair receipts and have good sale.
Oranges, which at this season do not stand
well] are light sellers, this is in fact the
off season. Lemons rather lower and
moving freely. Georgian peaches, which
were a splendid stock, are about done.
Californian have a good sale, but pears are
the favorite and are quoted quite low ;
quality at this season good. Plums are but
a fair sale at even prices. Deleware grapes
are now arriving ¢uite freely. Melons about
out of the market. Bananas, large sale, but
no change in price. Raspberries arrive but
in limited quantities, shippers getting better
prices elsewhere. Blueberries have a fair
sale, American duty does not seem to effect
shipments, owing, it is said, to light crops on
the other side. Reports from Nova Scotia
regarding apples are, on the whole, quite
favorable ; also plums will be a good crop.

Driep Fruir—This is still the dull line.
Very few lines of new goods yet quoted.
Spot goods are easy in tone. Raisins, it is
thought, will show little change in values
from last year. l.oose muscatels, Californian,
it is expected, will rule more steady and not
go into the air as they did last fall. New
figs will cost well above last year's prices.
More American citron than usual will be
used here, its introduction last season prov-
ing successful. Seeded raisins will also be
a more staple article. New evaporated
apples will find a bare market, and at fair
prices a ready sale. This year the cheap
apricots will not be here to take their place,
and prunes will rule higher than last season.

SuGars— While the recent importation of
bag sugar has given fair satisfaction (it con-
sisted chiefly of granulated, second grade)
it is doubtful if 1t is largely followed up. Not
only is our local refinery inclined to meet

prices, but the length of time between pur-

chase and delivery is a great drawback,

particularly as sugar values change so
quickly. The bag is a very unpopular
package. Sales of sugar have been quite
large, market, if showing any change, in-
clines easy.

Mowrasses—Market continues dull. The
small cargo of Porto Rico spoken of some
time ago was not all sold, part being put in
warehouse. It is not that stocks are large,
as they are quite small for this season,
neither was the price asked particularly
high, but country demand at present is
light. Holder felt confident he would later
get his price, if not more money, and Wald
not accept offers made. Barbadoes keep
low, and shows quite a range in quality.

PropucE—LEggs are light receipts and
higher prices are asked. There is, however,
no active sale. Shippers with a reputation
for good quality have great advantage at
this season. Butter moves more freely, but
stocks are larger and values keep very low.
While creamery butter would, of course,
have a preference, there is no chance to get
high prices. Cheese do not improve in
value, competition between factories keeping
prices low. There is fair sale.

Fisu—This has been one of the dull lines.
Usually, with fish as scarce as they are,
values would be much higher. This is par-
ticularly true of dry cod fish. The war gets
the blame, the Spanish West Indies being
in the past one of our best buyers. Should
the present American tariff rule there it
would be a great misfortune for our fisher-
men. We mark dry codfish up and ex-
pect them to remain high. In pollock,
demand is very light. Pickled herring,
while showing rather better movement, are
still dull. Smoked, low. In pickled shad
we quote spring and fall caught separately
owing to the latter being much the best
quality. A few fresh shad are still
offered. Salmon are done. Halibut, light
receipts. We quote as follows: Largecod,
#3.55 to $3.60 ; medium, $3.50 to $3.55 ;
pollock,#1.25to §1.30; Grand Manan pickled
herring, §1.40 to $1.50 per %-bbl.; smoked
herring, 6 to 7c. per box ; Canso, pickled
#5 'per bbl.; boneless fish, 3 to 4%c.;
cod, 7 to 7%c.; finnan haddies, 4 to 4%c.;
shad, 10to15c., }4+<bbl.; shad, $4 to $5.

Provisions—Barreled meats have still
but limited sale, and values are rather
lower. Smoked meats at this season are
quiet, but full prices are asked. Il.ard rules
quite low and has fair sale.

Frour, FEEp AND MEegAL —In flour,
values continue to drop off. DBusiness is
very dull, particularly Manitoba, of which
there is still quite a stock held, showing
considerable loss. Our dealers steer clear
of new wheat flour. Feed has light sale
and is hard to get, chiefly coming in mixed
cars. Oatmeal does not more than hold its
price, and there but fair business. Oats,
which showed somewhat of an advance, are
again lower. Cornmeal, which continues
to sell freely, holds its price. Hay, which
is a good crop, is very dull, a’ great deal
of last season’s cut being carried over.
Beans are quiet at even figures. Barley is
scarce and high, with limited sale. Split

peas are very scarce. We quote : Manitot

ST. JOHN NOTES.

F. S. Hutchinson, representing Ganong
Bros., called on the trade this week.

The effort to establish a new pork-packing
factory on a large scale here, spoken of
some weeks ago, has been abandoned fo
the present.

THE GROCER is pleased to again see at
their desks the following wholesale grocers
who during the past few weeks have been
taking their holidays: C. H. Peters, W,
Frank Hatheway, and C. H. Dearborn.

Halifax has reaped more benefit from the
war than perhaps any Canadian city,
although not all the blockade runners from
there succeeded in landing cargoes. A
steamer for Cuba is expected to leave this
week.

It is the intention of the St. John Board
of Trade to send to the present American-
Canadian conference a memorial regarding
the readjustment of the American duties on
dried fish, lumber, plaster and other raw
products of this Province.

Close season for lobsters is being strictly
enforced. Many traps have been destroyed,
and many lobsters taken from boats returned
to the water. The Government is deter-
mined to put a stop to illegal fishing. This
is found to be very necessary from the
decrease in size, as well as quantity taken
from year to year.

TRADE CHAT.

Geo. M. Smith, grocer and hardware
dealer, Cornwall, Ont., has builtan addition,
18 x 55 feet to his store. It will be two
storeys high. Mr. Smith has now a plate
glass frontage of 44 feet.

The Nova Scotia creameries, at this time
of year, can make more butter than the
market consumes forimmediate use, though,
taking the year through, Halifax imports
more than half its butter from the west.—
Halifax Herald.

Over 30,000 boxes of strawberries were
raised this season by four companies, on the
Kennebecasis and Main Rivers, New Bruns-
wick. Most of them were shipped to Bos-
ton, U.S., where 10to 14c. per box was
obtained. Shipping expenses amounted to
from 4 to 6¢. per box.

Mr. Graham, of Belleville, Ont., is start-
ing an evaporating factory at Stratford, Ont.,
with a capacity of 700 bushels per day. He
will employ 60 to 8o hands. He is also
negotiating with Chatham and with Wal-
laceburg councils to start a factory in either
of these towns.

TRAFFIC AT PARRY SOUND.

A Parry Sound despatch states that since
navigation opened, April 19, up to June
30, some 43 vessels arrived in that port,
from United States ports, loaded to the
gunnel with corn, wheat and other freight
for distant points, while 37 vessels have
arrived from Canadian ports. The total
registered tonnage for all these boats was
76,298 tons, which shows the extent and
capecity of these vessels. All of the boats
have gone from here fully loaded with
package freight for American and Canadian
ports. It has taken 5,000 cars to deliver
the freight which these boats have carried
away, and yet this trade is only in its
infancy, the Ottawa, Arnprior and Parry
Sound railway being a comparatively new
road.

HOME-MADE FIRE GRENADES.

It is always desirable to be prepared fo:
an emergency such as an outbreak of fire
and the hand fire grenade often comes i1
timely, says an exchange. A form of hand
grenade can easily be made at a very little
cost. If 201lb. of common salt and 10 1b.
of sal-ammoniac are dissolved in 7 gals. of
water, and the mixture afterwards put intd*
quart bottles of thin glass, the grenades so
made will be found very efficient for extin
guishing small outbreaks of fire. The
bottles should be tightly corked and sealed
so as to prevent evaporation, and when a
fire occurs they must be thrown in or nea:
the flames so as to break, and thus liberate
the gas contained, to effect the desired
object.

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TRADE AND MINING ACTIVITY IN
BRITISH COLUMBIA.

F anyone su’pposed that the activity in
the Klondyke in 1897 was likely to have
an unfavorable effect upon the mining
industry of British Columbia, he would be
quickly undeceived by reading the report of
the British Columbia Board of Trade, pub-
lished at length recently. The report, which
is a comprehensive exposition of facts bear-
ing on the development of British Colum-
bia's commercial and industrial properties,
shows that, with few exceptions, substantial
progress has been made in all branches of
industry. The report sets forth that the
exports from Victoria for the year ending
June 30, 189S, were $1,640,250, against
£2,480,391 in 1897, and imports were
3,360,164, against $2,754,079 in the pre-
ceding year. The exports from Nanaimo
in 1898 were valued at 32,679,024, against
£2,609,097 in 1897, while the imports were
x239,707, against $200,294 in 1897.
Taking up the matter of mining in the
Province, it is shown that, notwithstanding
the excitement incident to the Klondyke dis-
coveries, mining in" British Columbia was
not neglected, the mineral output for 1897
exceeding that of the previous year by 40
per cent., as shown by the following table
prepared by the provincial mineralogist :

pack of 1897 would be large, the total pack
of 1,015,577 cases, an increase of 58 per
cent. over and above the previous highest
record, exceeded the hopes of the most
sanguine.

Oysters and lobsters brought from the
east and planted in the waters of British
Columbia for experimental purposes promise
well. Halibut and sturgeon fishing con-
tinues on a small scale, but, until reciprocal
trade with the United States is arranged, no
great expansion of these industries is looked
for. Itis stated that the sealing industry
continues to suffer from the restrictions
placed upon it by the Behring sea arbitration
of 1894, in which year the catch amounted
to 97,574 seals, while last season’s was only
30,410 seals.

Agriculture in British Columbia, accord-
ing to the report, never appeared more favor-
ably than at the present time. Good crops
and the increased demand of the past two
years have been instrumental in restoring
confidence among the farmers. In 1897
the harvest was especially good, and, in

consequence of the mining activity and the
Yukon movement, good prices for all pro-
ducts were obtainable. The acreage this
year has been considerably increased, and,
the weather having been propitious, a good
crop is promised.

Yukon trade requirements have had a
salutary effect on all branches of industry in
the Province, being reflected to a consider-
able extent in the increased activity at the
shipyards and iron works. With the com-
pletion, in September next, of the Crow’s
Nest railway, from Lethbridge to Kootenay,
a distance of 300 miles, considerable im-
petus will be given to the mining and other
industries which are now retarded for want
of improved transportation facilities. Sur-
veys for other lines of railways have been
completed or are contemplated. Dealing
with trade and the outlook, therefore, it is
asserted that increasing interest in and
knowledge of British Columbia has resulted
in unmistakable expressions of confidence.
The opening of many branches of eastern
Canadian banks, the extension of telegraph
lines, and the regard in which the provincial
securities and municipal debentures are
held by the investing public, are all
examples of the foregoing. Iurthermore,
the reports holds that the Province offers

numerous and varied opportunities for pro- |

fitable investment, requiring only investiga-
tion by competent persons to satisfy
capitalists that there is in the Province a
rich and paying field for the employment of
surplus money. British Columbia’s con-
tribution to the Dominion of Canada
treasury is stated as amounting to over
2,000,000 per annum, which compares
favorably with the proportions contributed
by the other Provinces, while the expen-
ditures fall far short of this sum.—Brad-
streets, New York.

It comes fromIndia, and
is used both for dessert and confectionery
purposes. The nutis a season’s fruit, and
can only be obtained at certain seasons of
the year, viz: November to May.

The nut has found favor with the English
consumers, as all imports up-to-date are
sold to arrive, and orders have to be booked
now for delivery next November and De-
cember. In a letter from the exporters,
they say these nuts are taking the place of
almonds by many of the best English con-
fectioners.
