Take a Hand—Westerners 
for the Front

Reliai»)** news from t he si-ene <»1 war 
in extremely meagre, the authorities in 
all the countries engaged having adopt­
ed a policy of the .itmost secrecy with 
the object i-t p'«*vent ing t he enemy 
learning the position., <*<pi pn out or 
strength of the troops. Belgium, how 
ever, is still the chief battlefield, and 
the gallant defenders of Liege were 
still holding their forts on Sunday. 
Having failed to force a way to Baris, 
the Germans now appear to lie march 
inj^^iy^Brussels, the Belgian capital, 
and it is announced that the forces are 
lining up for a great battle in which 
over a million troops will h< engaged 
on either side, with a battle front 250 
miles long. Breneh, Belgian and 
British troops an* believed to be ro 
operating in this battle. It is known 
that several shiploads, of Bril ish sol 
diers have been landed on the contin­
ent, and t here is no doubt that they 
have been engaged with tie* enemy, but 
so close is the secrecy of t In war office 
and so rigid the censorship <v" press and 
private cables, that not a single name 
of any killed or wounded man on the 
British side has been published, and the 
public do not even know what r<*gi 
merits have been sent abroad, much less 
where they are at, presort located, lb- 
port s of a number of frontier engage 
merits arid out post skirmishes, in some 
of which several thousand troops have 
been engaged, have" been issued bv the 
French government, and in almost 
every case it is stated t ha i the French 
were successful. Bétails, however, are 
entirely lacking. The same mysterious 
silence ’is observed regarding the ac 
t i vit b-s of the British and German 
navies in the North Sea. It "has been 
announced, however, that both Hie 
North Sea and the Atlantic Ocean are 
safe for passenger and mercantile ship 
ping, except for floating mines in the 
North Sea. which are beiii*' removed 
by small vessels, and it is assumed that 
the German fleet has been bottled up 
in B s own harbors. A a result ship 
ping between Great Britain and non 
combatant countries all over the world 
has been resumed, and t he régula 
supplies of butter, eggs, bacon and 
other foods are again being received in 
F n gland from Scandinavian ports un­
molested.

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THE WAR
Till- most remarkable feature of 1 lia présent 

war situât ion is tin* scarcity, in tact, the al 
most entire absence. of reliable information 
from any of the countries involved in the 
war. This is due to the most rigid press 
censorship that has ever been established in 
war lime. Each of the great nations in- 
volved in the present titanic struggle knows 
that it is a fight to the bitter end. a matter 
of life and death, and for that reason they 
are allowing nothing whatever to he decided 
by chance. The general public, of course, 
is clamoring for" news, and a large number 
of the ablest war correspondents in the 
world are located in different parts ot the 
field of struggle. If these correspondents 
were allowed freedom of action their dis­
patches would be of the most intense interest 
to every person in Canada, but at the same 
time they would reveal to the opposing 
forces the location of their enemies.

At the present time news to hand indicates 
that tip* greatest battle the world has ever 
seen is either now taking place, or will take 
place in a very short time, in Belgium, where 
the German army numbering probably more 
than a million soldiers will meet* the equally 
powerful army composed of English, French 
and Belgians. The outcome no one can lore- 
east, but that it will mean the death of tens 
of t housands of t he very finest physical speci­
mens of manhood that these nations have 
produced is absolutely certain. Each of the 
parties in the great war realizes the tremend­
ous importance to them ot victory or defeat. 
Germany is face to face with the realization 
that defeat means *the loss ol territory. 1 lie 
payment of a heavy war indemnity and the 
loss of her prestige and position as a world 
power. On t lie /ither hand, il Germany is 
victorious in t !/■ present War it will mean 
annexation of Belgium and Ibilland, and it 
is impossible to conjecture what it will mean 
for France and Fngland. But there cart be 
no speculation as to such an outcome, be­
cause Germany cannot he permitted to 
triumph no matter what the cost.-Germany 
victorious would mean the hand of civiliza­
tion being set back halt a century at least.

Already the loss t.o business houses thru- 
out the affected area must have aggre­
gated a gigantic figure. The seizure of a 
large number ol German merchant vessels 
must have brought bankruptcy to many 
shipping firms in that country, and their 
failure would be absolutely certain to wreck 
strong financial houses. Germany's ship­
ping is tied up all over the world and the 
seas are absolutely closed to her vessels, 
while English and French commerce is being 
carried on practically without interruption. 
This tremendous loss to German business in­
terests is certain to create a reaction against 
the war party, which is headed by the Kaiser 
and the Grown Prince. The very fact that 
German commerce is ruined will cause a 
great food shortage in the German Empire in 
a very short time. Every source of food sup­
ply is cut off, as importation of wheat from 
Russia. Australia and Gan ad a will be discon­
tinued. and nothing from Argentine will be 
permitted to enter German ports. I ndoubt- 
edlv the Germans had a good supply of food 
in advance, hut it will be a matter of but a 
few months until they face a famine unless 
they triumph over their crumb es and clear 
the seas for German comme-rce.

Gp to the present time British financial 
institutions are standing the strain exceed­
ingly well. The first days of the war produced 
a panic which, if continued, would have 
ended very shortly in a financial crash. But 
wise counsels have prevailed and business

has steadied wonderfully ill the past few 
days. Hard times will necessarily follow the 
war. but careful preparation will enable 
Canada and Great Britain t<> pass thru the 
crisis in better shape than was at first |ire 
dieted.

FARMERS MUST BE ACTIVE
Even 1 ho times are hard and we are in 

the midst of the greatest war the world has 
ever seen, it is absolutely necessary that the 
farmers keep their own organization in the 
best possible condition. It will be extremely 
unwise for tin* farmers to relax their edueli 
tional and organization work in the slightest
degi.... . . The present war is bound to be
brought to a close within a comparatively 
short time, and the present financial silun­
lion is bound 1o become easier. But even tho 
the war clouds clear a way and finances be­
come easy, that will bring no relief to the 
farmers of Western Canada from the nrtt 
fil ial burdens created by I lie protective tnrifl.
It will he more difficult at the present time 
to interest the farmers in this question than 
ordinarily, but in self-defence it is the duty 
of every farmer to enlist the support of his 
neighbor as far ns possible. It is to encour 
age this work during these strenuous times 
that we are sending The Guide to any ad 
dress in ( 'amnia from now until the end of 
the year for 25 cents. We hope that each 
and every one of our friends will assist in 
securing a few of their neighbors as sub

REGULATING THE PRICE OF FOOD
It is announced that one of the first tilings 

to be done by the Canadian I’nrliameut. 
which met yeslcrday t.o deal with the war 
situation, will be to take action to regulate 
the price of food during the war. The war 
will bring hardship and privation enough to 
this country if prices are kept at the normal 
level, and we trust that the Government and 
I’arliament will not hesitate to take drastic, 
action, if necessary, in order to prevent 
selfish dealers who may have a supply of 
food or other necessaries of life on hand 
from taking advantage of the war to exact 
exorbitant prices and thereby bring about a 
virtual famine. There are some foodstuffs 
on which higher prices will lie justifiable if 
the war continues for long : goods which are 
imported and which cost more at the source 
of supply or on which the freight is in­
creased by insurance against war, such as 
tea, raisins arid probably sugar. There is, 
however, no justification for the raising of 
prices at the present time on goods which 
were bought before the war under normal 
conditions. The increase in the price of flour, 
for instance, which has already been imposed 
to the extent of $1 a barrel, is an unscrupu­
lous attempt to profit by the war at, the 
expense of those who are already hungry 
and, in many eases, starving. The flour that 
is being-wold at high prices today was ground 
from wheat bought weeks and months ago, 
mlu-li of it on a basis of less than 00 cents 
a bushel at Fort William. The price of 
wheat is high at. the present, time it, is true, 
owing to the efforts of speculators, but very 
little wheat is being bought, and it is almost, 
certain that when the new crop reaches the 
market in any large quantities prices will fall 
considerably. If, however, the war should 
he prolonged and production in European 
countries be greatly reduced, then wheat 
will remained, a high price and an increase In 
the price of flour will he justified. Grider 
ordinary conditions it. is regarded as legiti­
mate, tho not always just, to sell at the high­

est price which can be obtained. But in this 
crisis selfishness must give way to mutual 
protection, and if necessary the power of 
Bar lia m ni I must he invoked to stay the hand 
of the greedy.

PANAMA CANAL OPENED
The I*anama Canal, which was officially 

dpetnd for traffic on Saturday, is the great­
est engineering accomplishment of the age. 
It cuts a continent in two, and joins the 
Atlantic and the Pacific where for ages the 
way has been barred by a mountain range.
I lie canal is Hltb miles long and 41 feet, 
deep. It has an average width of Il4f) feet., 
with a minimum of .foil feet. For thirty-one 
and a hall miles ol its course the canal is 
I coin 82 to 87 feet above the sea level, and 
ships are carried to this level by a series of 
locks at either end, each of which is 110 
feet wide and 1,000 feet long. By the 
canal the sea route from New York to San 
Francisco is shortened by 7,800 miles, and 
by its use millions of dollars will be saved 
annually in ocean freights. Tho built by 
the I idled Stales the canal will lie of benefit 
to I lie whole world, and Canada, by reason 
ot her proximity, will reap special advan­
tages h.v the opening of the new route from 
the Pacifie coast to Europe. 'I'llis advan­
tage will he more marked in Alberta and 
British Columbia than in Saskatchewan and 
Manitoba, and a (' IMG official a year ago 
prophesied that the opening of the canal 
would reduce the freight on wheat, from 
Albert:i to Liverpool by 12 cents per bushel 
in winter and 5 cents in summer. The canal 
was constructed by the United States gov­
ernment but, under the I lay Paunecfotc 
I reaty, is open to the vessels of commerce 
and war of all nations on terms of entire 
equality as to ioils and otherwise. The 
work was begun in 1!H)4 arid the cost has 
been upwards of $1(7.5,000,00, including $50,- 
000,000 paid to the French Canal Company 
and the Republic of Panama for rights in 
the canal zone, and upwards of $20,000,000 
spent on sanitation. It is an interesting 
comparison at this moment to note that 
while the Panama Canal cost $1(75,000,000 
Great Britain alone lias already voted $525,- 
000,000 for the European war, while Ger­
many and France have voted larger sums.

MR. TROWERN AGAIN
K. M. Trowern, the exeectdingly* zealous 

secretary of the Retail .Merchants Associa­
tion of Canada, has broken out. again and 
has made another vicious attack upon the 
co-operative movement. This is the ventle- 
rnati, it will lie remembered, who, when at 
Saskatoon about a year ago, had the audac­
ity to declare that co-operative societies 
were the greatest frauds that had ever struck 
the country, and that there had not been an 
honest cooperative store found in Europe, 
lie also remarked, on the same occasion, that 
the Crain < I rowers knew no more about run 
ning a store than a eat knew of its grand­
mother. This time Mr. Trowern ’a put break 
occurs in a letter to the Toronto Mail and 
Umpire, and is occasioned by an editorial in 
that paper dealing with, the Cost of Living 
Commission. The Mail and Lmpire said •

‘‘The practical «jiicution before the commis 
hîoii îh to find out feasible and -ensiblc methods 
cither of incrensing product ion” of the m-ces 
Maries of life or of regulating exorbitant profits 
of middlemen, or of introducing co operation 
in such a form that, lowered costs of produe 
t ion arid selling can be obtained. ’1

Mr. Trowern considers I his reference to 
the exorbitant profits of middlemen and the 
suggistioii that co-operation would lower 
the cost of production, very unfair, and in 
timates that the Mail and Lmpire knows 
nothing about coopérât ion. lie says :

“It. may surprise you if I H«y that there lire 
no more deregtive methods in trade than tjie 
methods adopted by ro operative societies, in 
asm lie )i as ttiey profess to tie what ttiey are 
not. Personally^ I. have given the subject, of 
cooperative societies a great deal of thought 
and considérât ion, both in their methods of 
securing capital from tlie public and in their 
methods of selling goods to the publie, and ttie 

' statements t hey make iri their prospectuses. 1 
know of no greater fraud ever perpetrated 
upon tlie public. They del if in I tie name nt 
philanthropy and religion, and they adopt all 
the lowest tricks that the meanest ’trickster 
could adopt. They recognize that they can 
clothe themselves in an outward form of 
religious respectability that will attract a eer 
tain class of investors and a certain class of 
customers, and in some eases they have sue 
needed, but because they have succeeded 
financially and some of them made enormous 
profits, this is no reason or argument why they 
should be upheld by anyone. Personally I 
know of.no well informed honest merchant who 
is connected with them in any way, shape or 
form. ’ ’

What nonsense to come from a responsible 
official of a large and important organiza­
tion ok business men. The very mention of 
I lie word “Co-operation" seems to go to Mr. 
Trowern\s head and cause him to make a 
dorfkey of himself. We have no dou.ht, trow- 
ever, that Mr. Trowern speaks truly when 
lie says he has given the subject of co-opera­
tive societies a great deal of thought, and 
consideration. And lie has seen the co-oper­
ative movement, in Canada, in spite of his 
impudent, and impotent, attacks spreading 
and gaining strength every day. He prob­
ably read the co-operative number of The 
Guide, published on March 18 last, and saw 
there how the farmers of Western Canada 
had established co-operative -societies And 
co-operative stores, and had actually elimin­
ated the exorbitant profits of the middlemen 
and saved themselves in the aggregate many 
thousands of dollars. Mr. Trowern and the 
association which lie represents objects tv 
the farmers or anyone else avoiding the pay­
ment of exorbitant profits to middlemen, and 
tile fact that they are doing so to an ever 
increasing extent is disturbing, to his equa­
nimity. Mr. Trowern, however, is many 
years behind the times if he does not realize 
that tile co-operative movement is here to 
stay and is destined to he one of the greatest
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economic forces of the world. He might as 
well try to dam Niagara as to stop co-opera­
tion, and his vicious and untruthful abuse 
will simply have the effect of making him 
appear ridiculous in the eyes ot all well in­
formed people.

WORK FOR THE WOMEN
The organization and progress of the wo­

men’s branches of the Saskatchewan Grain 
Growers’ Association, which is reported in 
every issue of this paper, is a matter of sin­
cere congratulation not only to the Women 
Grain Growers themselves hut to the whole 
farmers’ movement. There is no question 
that the farm women of Western Canada can 
and will, as they have opportunity, render 
invaluable help to their husbands and broth­
ers who are working for the betterment ol 
conditions, moral, social, economic and po­
litical, in the West. In some respects, indeed, 
the women will probably lead the men to­
wards higher ideals and nobler aims. Already 
the executive committee of the Women Grain 
Growers of Saskatchewan has entered the 
Banish the liar crusade, and it is now seeking 
to bring together in one organization repre­
sentatives of all the different societies which 
arc working for Woman Suffrage. For the 
latter purpose the executive has invited the 
Women’s Christian Temperance Union and 
the Political Uqualit.v Leagues of the pro- 

* iiicc. together with any other organizations 
in favor of Woman Suffrage, to join with 
them in the formation ofjat Woman Suffrage 
Federation, and there is every prospect that 
the proposal will he carried out. Many ways 
in which to promote Woman Suffrage arid 
temperance will no doubt suggest themselves 
to tlie farm women, prominent among which 
will he educational campaigns among both 
sexes. As a practical and direct means of 
securing the reforms that are sought, how­
ever, the women of Saskatchewan cannot do 
better than to concentrate a great deal of 
their energy upon securing the passage of the 
Direct Legislation hill by the provincial legis­
lature. The Saskatchewan Direct Législa­
tion hill, it will he remembered, was sub­
mitted to the people of the province and tho 
endorsed by a vote of five to one, was not 
put into force, because the number of votes 
recorded did not come up to the requirements 
stipulated. There is no doubt, however, that 
the majority of the people of Saskatchewan 
are in favor of the adoption of the Demo­
cratic principle of popular government em­
bodied in Direct Legislation and it is quits 
within the probabilities that the government 
would respond to a popular agitation in favor 
of putting tIn- Direct legislation Bill on the 
statute hook at the next session of the legis­
lature. The Saskatchewan Direct Legislation 
hill, as we have frequently pointed out, is 
not by any means a perfect measure, con­
taining restrictions which seriously limit its 

—usefulness, hut it Avould at least provide facili­
ties by which such legislation as the banish­
ing of the bar, or, indeed, of the liquor traffic 
in its entirety, and the extension of the 
franchise to women, could lie passed, pro­
vided they had the support of the majority 
of the electorate. By their own agitation, 
and by stirring tip the men to approach the 
government to ask for the enactment of 
Direct Legislation, the women of Saskatche­
wan can help not only to gain the vote for 
themselves, hut also to secure the power to 
make that vote effective when it has been 
won.

It is suggested that iri selecting volunteers 
for active service preference shotild be given 
to real estate speculators, mining company 
promoters, political heelers and others who 
are without useful occupation.

The present war is the strongest possible 
argument in favor of universal disarmament 
and the settlement of international disputes 
hv arbitration.
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The Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
is deserving of commendation for its action 
iri making advances aggregating upwards 
of $10.000 to a number of rural schools in 
tlie irrigation block east of Calgary, which 
otherwise would have been compelled to 
• ■lose their doors. School districts in this 
district have been greatly handicapped by 
the fact that the C.P.R. irrigation lands, 
by an exemption clause, are not liable for 
taxation until occupied by resident settlers, 
aryl, as a result, in many places if has been 
impossible to establish or maintain schools. 
The C.P.R., however, lias now remedied the 
situation to a considerable extent, by 
making a number of loans, averaging $700 
each, to the school districts affected. While 
the C.P.R. is to In- corrimended for its gen­
erosity, it is altogether likely that its 
investment will firing good returns, for the 
educational facilities which will he pro­
vided will undoubtedly make the land more 
attractive and valuable.

1 Any Canadian citizens, who have enjoyed 
what this country has to offer for several 
years, arid who are now leaving to fight 
against. Canada should never he allowed to 
return. If Canada is their home let them 
support Canada, if not, let them get out and 
stay out. Differences of opinion will always 
exist among the people of every intelligent 
nation, hut a home that is not. worth fighting 
for is not worth having. People who have 
come to Canada to escape oppression or star­
vation at home should he glad to fight for 
the integrity of the nation which grants them 
all the privileges of citizenship under a 
démocratie government.

Emperor William has recently been des­
cribed as the “madman of Europe” on ac­
count of the manner in which he has con­
ducted himself during the present crisis. He 
lias snapped and bitten at each of the great 
nations in turn until he has forced them all 
to turn upon him. Had he exercised even 
reasonable judgment he might have had only 
one nation against him and had a possibility 
of winning, hut now no matter how well his 
armies may do battle he is doomed to ulti­
mate defeat.

Parliament is called to meet on the 18th, 
and in next week’s issue of The Guide we 
will give our readers a full account of the 
part that Canada will play in the present 
war. Now that Britain has entered the 
struggle the sword can only he sheathed 
when victory has crowned her efforts. As a 
British dominion Canada is a party to the 
war, and in self-protection and for the 
protection of the Anglo-Saxon democracy 
must do her full share to uphold Britain 
against the aggression,of the German mili­
tary autocracy.

Sir Lyman Jones, president of the Massey- 
Ifarris Co., has issued instructions to close 
the various plants of the company at To­
ronto, Brantford and Batavia, N.Y. This 
action will throw about. 5,000 men out of 
employment. Sir Lyman states that it has 
been found necessary to close down as all 
European orders have been cancelled on 
account of the war and it will not require 
full time operations to supply the Canadian 
demand. It seems strange that one of the 
largest manufacturing plants in Canada 
should take such drastic action on such 
short notice.

A customs tariff is one of the worst pos­
sible means of raising revenues in.war time. 
With foreign trifle paralyzed the revenues 
of all protected countries will fall enor­
mously. To increase the tariff would be to 
reduce the revenue and bring starvation to 
thousands.

MORE RHUBARB RECIPES

Ginger Rhubarb Jelly. Skin and rut 
into inch -pieces- one pound of rhubarb. 
It must ucigh a pound after it has been 
prepared. Hut in a saucepan with one 
' "pfiil of granulated sugar and a bit of 
Uesli ginger root an inch bit is plentv 
large. Cook slowly until the rhubarb 
is tender, but not cooked to a mash. 
Meanwhile soak two tabiespoonfuls of 
granulated gelatine in half a cupful of 
'■old water until soft, then strain into 
'he hot rhubarb, adding two tablespoon 
fuis of lemon juice. Take out tlje bit 
of ginger root, then turn the liquid into 
a molli that has been rinsed with ire 
water, and let set in a cold place for 
al least three, hours. Serve with po« 
deled sugar and whipped or plain cream 
This jelly as flavored is a little tart. 
Si.mi- fastis n 1 TV prefer more sugar 
added To the rhubarb.

Rhubarb Orange Jam. Heel and eut 
.up seven pounds of rhubarb-measured or 
weighed 'after preparation. If any of 
you haven't scales in your kitchen you 
might to purchase some at once, for it 
tna lies vour cookery results so much 
more sure it you are accurate regarding 
the proportions of your ingredients. I’eel 
thi 111 y four medium sized oranges- the 
Uorida ones have more flavor than the 
seedless ones, althd the latter are, 
sweeter. After [peeling, remove as much' 
"I file while inner skin as possible or 
the jam- will be bitter. Add to the rim 
barb the grated peel—or this part can 
be chopped very fine and the pulp of 
the oranges, discarding, of course, anv 
seeds, then add five pounds of sugar arid 
boil all together for an hour and a half 
after the boiling point is reached.

Rhubarb Conserve.—Five pounds of 
granulated sugar will be required for six 
pounds of rhubarb, the rhubarb being 
well washed, but not peeled; and cut 
in small pieces. To this add the grated 
pool of two lemons and their juice, and? 
one pound of sliced figs. The figs, of 
course, must be carefully looked over, 
washed and the stem ends removed. Moil 
all together slowly for an hour ‘after 
the boiling point is reached, dr until 
very t-hfek. .Careful stir-ring is neces z 
s.'irv ro provont soup-h i-ng.

Mr. Kennedy then undertakes to 
point out the way to the solution, which 
he does in these words : ‘‘The solution, 
however, can he brought about by direct 
taxation on the value of land for all 
rex en tie*; .necessary for the legitimate ex 
penses of the government. provided that 
all other indirect taxes on the farmer 
and the wage garner are at the same 
time a bol islied. ’ ’ From now on Mr. 
Kennedy’s views and my own diverge. 
Mr. Kennedy, like many another single 
t axer, is evidently sincere in his belief 
that the Single Tax is a panacea for the 
age. 1 have yet t<► be convinced that 
the imposition of the Single Tax will 
abolish poverty. Henry George says : 
‘‘The association of poverty with pro 
gross is the great enigma of our time. 
It is the riddle which the sphinx of fate 
puts to our civilization and which not . 
to answer i" to be destroyed.'' Poverty 
is a blot on our civilization. \V< have 
waited long and patiently for the great, 
the good, the wise of our philosophers 
and statesmen to impart to ii" the know I 
edge of how to abolish poverty! In our 
desire for light on the "iibject we look 
to Borden and his associates at Ottawa 
for an answer, but they are dumb. They 
have no solutions to offer. Their much 
vaunted national policy is as futile as 
ft. is obsolete. We appeal to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, -who was once Canada’s great 
est statesman, and his colleagues in the 
House of Commons, and bid them speak, 
but we receive no answer. Their lips 
are sealed. Their highly cherished 
Reciprocity I'act is ineffectual and sug 
gests no remedy, and even Free Trade 
itself will notjernove the ills of poverty. 
England enjoys Free Trade, and in that 
land of cast that i" heralded in song 
arid story as the home of the brave and 
the free, out of a population of forty 
five million, twelve million are on the 
verge of starvation. The Single Taxers 
step into the breach and they tell us 
they ha v e the key tg. the solution of the 
riddle which has puzzled the sages all 
down the ages. 1 nniy say that I* have 
made a careful and exhaustive study of 
the works of Henry George, the great 

\ exponent of Single 'lax. arid nowhere in 
) his writings has he convinced me that 
jthe imposition of the Single Tax-will re 
move the ills.of poverty while* we allow 
the great industries of the country to "be 
privately owned. In» nor for a moment 
misunderstand me. I am not opposed 
to the Single Tax n> a means, but not as 
a cure all, to tiring about a higher arid 
more ideal state of society, socially and 
economically considered. It. is a reform 
which | would Jike to see. incorporated 
into our system, and I firmly believe 
that the Single 'l ax will become an im 
portant factor of our civilization at no 
distant day. Still I am not going to 
soar in,to ecstacies over the great refor­
mations that will take place when the 
Singh- Tax becomes part and parcel of 
our system, as prophesied by the expon 
ents of Single Tax. Mr. Kennedy says 
in defence of his Single Tax argument : 
‘‘By taxing land values only we could 
drive the speculators and the landlords 
ami the drones into some legitimate 
f/jp*any. of making a Jiving, .whereas, at. 
the present time, they are accumulating 
fortunes and giving nothing in return. 
If all revenues were raised by a direct

fax mi land values there w nuhri be to* 
money for the land speculator, as land 
would have to* value except for use. and 
it would not pay any man to hold it 
tor rent <*r for a higher price.’ Mi 
Kennedy concludes that the imposition 
of the Single Tax would result in fore 
ing t;,«* large la ml -owners to place their 
estates on the market and sell them for 
W a 1 they could get. nr to abandon tjieir 
claims altogether when they would mi 
mediately revert to tin* government. A 
few men owiijfng large trae-fs of land no 
doubt would dispose of their property 
t fie best they e on Id or relilHpiish it » I 
together, in case they could not sell it. 
t hereby making it easier in a trilling 
wav for those of limited means to ,n- 
ijuire possession of land, but this would 
be offset later on. The moneyed kings 
would rent thousands and perhaps mil 
lions of ncrjjN, which they would eulti 
v ate with the very best machinery, a ml 
could thus dispense with the most of 
manual labor. Today wheat ran be pro 
dlired on the large farms of the West 
for twenty cents per bushel, whereas it 
«•ost - the small farmer about forty eight 
eellts per bushel. Therefore, the large 
farmer renting titty or one hundred 

■Htmi’-and ft «•!*•* sud colt w at mg it with 
the latest improvements of production 
could well afford to give the ‘-mailt agri 
cult urisf the wages the latter could 
ma kr m cultivating his own land, and 
in the coufsr of time monopoly would 
supplant competition. Again, the rail 
roads own immense tracts of land, and 
the imposition of the Single Tax would 
not curb their power for, possessing a 
monopoly in t ransportat ion, they could 
di-ci iminatc against their competitors 
and thus annihilate their profits. It the 
government would impose a franchise 
tax on the roads, tin- management could 
charge this tax to their patrons in ad 
va need rates, and the transportation 
kings would be as omnipotent as the 
autocrats of Russia.

Canada for nine years and made my 
living from farming, without any side 
lines to keep tin* farm going, I am of 
the opinion that what we need most is 
Free Trade with the world. Our whole 
system of Protection is just, one great 
organization of robbery of the primary 
producer to enrich a few individuals and 
provide a fat living to an army of mid 
dlemen. I have produced the goods and 
have received a fail remuneration, but. 
then comes the rub, there is this army 
of protected friend ready to take the 
fruits of rny labor It is like giving 
two nickels for a dime all along. I 
claim that the farmers of the West are 
able to help themselves. Let. them send 
men from among their own people to 
parliament to do their business, and the 
men who ' now where the shoe pinches 
w ill very soon get to work to ease the 
pinch. By spreading this vast amount 
of money thru the West among the 
farming comm unity, the government 
would only create an artificial pro­
per it v, a- the protected and their para 
sit es wouid eventually get it. all. When

If the sheaves go in in bunches all the 
grain is not sepn rated from the heads, 
and then a lull .in tin- feeding comes in 
which tin- separator. i-~ working pra<- 
t’o-ally empty, a l»i_? draft results and 
grain is blown ovei in addition to that 
already lost in the straw. 'I he machine 
should run at the speed which is indi 
■ ated by the manufaet urers. The pro 
per condition for good work in the body 
of the machine is one which might be 
likened to a minat lire w no w storm over 
the end of the shoe and on the chaffer. 
When looking into the si,oe from the 
11louver the chaff should appear to In­
constantly in a state of suspension 
about two inches do-ep over the chaffer, 
lienee drafts should be adjusted so that 
this condition is maintained. In regard 
to cleaning up a round small outfits a 
good plan is to lav under the tongue 
and direrfly beneath the feeder a sheet 
or large canvas elot'll whieh will catch 
all the grain shelled out in feeding the 
machine and will facilitate cleaning up.

miss McManus on woman suf
FRAGE

At the inaugural meeting of I he Star 
City Women Grain Growers’ Associa 
I ion. on Saturday, duly II, Miss Me 
Manijs. of the Albert School, Saskatoon, 
delivered.an able speech on Woman Suf
frage.

Miss M.-Munus began by analyzing 
and classifying the various arguments 
against Woman Suffrage, and .pointed 
out that., while many good people are 
against tire granting of tlie vote, all bad 
people must necessarily have a rooted 
aversion- lo it, si nee I lie movement is 
tlie opponent of very manv social ills 
That which t lie liquor traffic, the white 
slave traffic, and the impure food pur

eyors most dread is the granting of 
the franchise to women. The speaker 
substantiated this bold statement bv 
quoting statistics of the sums paid by 
these nefarious trades to the anti suf 
frage societies. v

Discussing the usual arguments 
brought against Woman .Suffrage, Miss 
McManus said that they fall into two 
groups : (1) Want of brains. (2) lie
st ruction of the characteristics of 
womanhood. Dealing with the first., the 
speaker said that, even if we admit as 
trin- that women have not the brains to 
use tlie vote if they had it (which, of 
course, no intelligent person, male or 
female, does •admit), men are not given 
the vote according to an analysis of 
their brain power. To be twenty-one 
years of age and British subject,are 
the necessary qualifications; and even 
an ignorant foreigner's vote is as good 
as that of the most eminent Canadian

As to the argument that the marking 
of the ballot will, in some mysterious 
way, destroy the characteristics of 
womanhood, ‘‘What is womanhood,” 
questioned the speaker; ‘‘but the 
slim total of womanly virtues?” 
Now why should society, which is at. 
pains to safeguard each virtue singly, 
fear the destruction of the sum total ? 
If a woman steals, does she not pay the 
penalty- as well as a man? If she mur 
dors, does - she not hang? If rdie loses 
her purity, does society condone the of 
fence? How then could the marking of 
the ballot destroy all her virtues at one 
fell blowt

It is sometimes argued that, since wo 
men do not fight for tlieir country, they 
have no right to the vote. This is futile, 
for if physical force were a qualification 
•lack Johnson should have five or six 
\ otes!

Miss Mi Manus then gave a resume of 
the history of the Woman Movement? 
emphasizing the fact that in England, 
until I s.'ig, w omen had the vote as well 
as men. there, being only a landed pro 
pertv qualification. She pointed out. a 
fact which deserves to be more widely 
remembered, namely, that it was bv 
rioting and v iolence on the part of 
men that the Reform Bill of 1 <12 was 
secured. She showed how this example, 
as well as the indignation roused by Mr

Asquith s perfidy in 1911, were the 
.-nuses of the militant window breaking 
l'a inpaign.

A survey followed n! what women 
have accomplished in those places where” 
they do vote. In Dint mortality in New 
Zealand, during the past live years, has 
fallen from F! |'.er cent, to I per cent., 
and is now tlie lowest ill the world. In 
Australia, three year- have altered dis 
trief- which have been the despair of 
men for a generation. In six states of 
the 1,'niled States women N enfranchise 
ment lias meant t lie immediate passing 
of better ed neat iona 1. moral and hy 
g i i*n ie law- In Gatifornia, free tcclini 
■ nl education lias been begun; factory 
o vv nei - and store keepers have been 
obliged to give n living wage, and till­
age of consent has been raised from 
t vv el ve I o eighteen years.

Bringing home the question to our 
own situation in Sus] atchevvan. Miss 
MeMnnils discussed the injustices that 
exist “in our own province; requiring the 
hand -d woman in the effort to abolish 
them. Is it right, i or instance, that a 
man can sell his homestead from his 
wife and, family? That lie can will 
ii was hi- property from. his. children / 
That an unmarried woman’s heir is her 
father? That a father can, by will 
nnd^it will, appoint other guardians for 
hi- children than their ^mother ? Is it 
not just that tlie wife should have a 
dower right on the farm she works' on ? 
Women of the farms require the ballot 
almost more than city women. There 
is always a large vote controlled by 
capitalists, owners of factories, engin 
ci*ring works, railway yards, etcetera. 
If the country and village women have 
the ballot they will have the balance 
of power.

la conclusion, Mis- McManus appeal 
ed to the women to talk to their friends, 
discover and discuss objections, and, by 
working for Woman Suffrage, to keep 
even with the men Tint in Growers in the 
Wav of social uplift. Women are not 
to consider that they are asking privi­
leges ; merely that they arc seeking to 
leave the society of the lunatic and the 
criminal and to tie ‘‘persons.”

It throws 
an interesting side-light upon the 
methods employed to prevent the de 
velopment of co-operative purchasing 
by our locals.
“We have been aware ever since it 

became known to the public that the 
farmers of Saskatchewan were buying 
a very large amount of twine direct 
from the manufacturer thru this as 
sociation, that malign influences have 
been at work with an evidently definite 
plan to thwart this action on the part 
of our organization. Many un war 
ranted, untruthful and malicious re 
ports have from time to time been cir 
culated by antagonistic interests re 
garding our twine, and everything pos­
sible has been done to discourage the 
farmers from going around the middle 
men in their purchasing-. Our enemies 
went so far as to show samples of very 
inferior twine and to declare this to be 
the twine which the farmers would get 
if they purchased thru the association. 
Another report circulated was that the 
twine which we were selling is an in 
ferior article which had been rejected 
by the Argentine Republic while on 
the other hand an effort was made to 
convince the manufacturer that our 
locals could not pay for the twine 
they had ordered.
“We have, therefore, been fully cog 

nizant of the fact that our enemies 
were active and would resort to dishon 
orable means if by so doing they could 
defeat the farmers’ movement. We 
were not prepared, however, to find it 
possible for them to strike us. as they 
have done, thru the Customs Depart 
meut. Considerable quantities of the 
twine ordered had already come into 
the country and some of it was in the 
hands of farmers, when, just at a cru­
cial time during tin- abnormal ripening 
of our grain when a few days’ delay to 
the twine , en route would force the 
farmers to buy locally from the regu 
lar dealers, we were informed by rail 
way authorities that all our twine, 
either at the border or within the Do­
minion was placed under seizure by the 
Customs officials under the suspicion 
that it wan made in an American 
prison. There is no import duty on 
binder twine, but there is a law, of 
which we were fully aware, prohibiting 
prison made twine coming into Canada.

“So far as 1 am aware, no other twine 
coming into Canada from the United 
States has been seized by the Canadian 
Customs, tho one of the largest iiri 
porters has been buying heavily from 
the factory which made ours, arid I 
can offer no satisfactory explanation to 
you for the action of the Customs De 
partment in this connection. ’I bis twine 
was manufactured at Miatninburg, 
Ohio, the factory which our Mr. Green 
visited in the spring, and was never 
within many (piles of any prison, but 
the simple suspicion that the Grain 
Growers might be getting American 
prison made twine seems to -have jus­
tified the authorities; in making the 
seizure.

“It was necessary for the manufac 
turer to go to Ottawa to clear the mat­
ter up. While adjustment was pend­
ing 1 appealed to the Customs author! 
ties to permit the twine to proceed to 
destination in bond but, the) refused 
to permit the twine to move. From 
seven to nine days’ delay was occa 
sinned by this seizure and this at, a 
time when the grain was very rapidly 
approaching phenomena lly early ma 
turity and was quite sufficient to make 
it impossible for our patrons to wait, 
for it. In consequence we had to can 
cel all orders where the twine was not 
at or very close to destination at the 
time of seizure.
“It i- quite, evident that ,the large 

twine dealers have sufficient twine or, 
hand to meet all demands and that be 
eause of this arbitrary interference 
with our own supply they are now

able to unload, at good prices, the 
twine which otherwise they would have 
been ' obliged to carry over until an 
other season, because of the partial 
failure of the crop. We shall not allow 
this experience to discourage us. how 
ever, for it demonstrates most clearly 
the imperative necessity of thorough 
organization on the part of the far 
mers of Saskatchewan, and an absolute 
loyalty to the splendid farmers' or 
gani/at ion of this province in order 
that we may show a solid and impreg­
nable front to all who arc opposed to 
the cooperative activities of this 
association.

MUNICIPAL STOCKYARDS
Today' the fact is widely recognized 

that a more intensive method of culti 
vat ion must be followed on the farms 
in this western country if agriculture is 
to be remunerative to the individual 
farmer. Coincident with the realiza­
tion of this fact comes the question as 
to the possibility for a profitable dis­
posal of the products which will result 
from more extensive mixed farming 
operations. In this connection it is ji^; 
foresting to note that an organized 
scheme is already in operation in lie 
gina which has as its objective the han­
dling of live stock from the farms to 
the best possible advantage. The sys­
tem takes the form of municipal stock- 
yards and is under the direction of the 
Industrial Commissioner. The organ! 
/ation has not been in operation long 
enough for any conclusions to be drawn 
as to the results obtained but, since the 
creation of a dependable market is. 
essential to the success of stock rais­
ing, it is to be hoped that the efforts 
of the municipal authorities in this di 
rectiun may be entirely successful.

It 
in quite difficult to sell such cattle at satis 
factory prices, the bulk going for from $6.26 
to $0.76. Heifers are selling at from $6.60 
to $7.00 and best cows from $6.00 to $0.60, 
This week there lias been a good demand for 
choice oxen, the price ranging from $4.60 to 
$6.26. Veals are not selling so well just now 
on account of the fact that of the few offer­
ings so many are poor and thin. These 
calves will only fetch from $6,00 to $6.60, 
while choice veals will sell ns high as $8.60.

Hogs
The war situation seems to have had most 

effect upon the bog market, doubtless due to 
Die fact that canned meats will he so much In 
demand The market has been extremely un­
settled, ranging up and down with almost 
equal regularity, so that just at present no 
definite opinion ran be advanced to the 
probable prier from week to week. Last Mon­
day hogs sold for $8.76, on Tuesday they 
were iip to $0, Wednesday saw them reach 
the $9.60 mark and Thursday « hronlcled a 
decline to $0 again. Just now '*e offerings 
are fair and the trade Is paying ». 1.767 It is 
probable this price will hold for a few days.

Sheep
The sheep offerings are a little increased 

lust now. farmers culling out their flocks 
preparatory 1o breeding and winter keeping. 
Rent lambs sell from $ 60- to $8. with best
mutton sheep at from $6,00 to $0.60,

Butter
Owing to the tightness of the money mar 

ket and the grave situation in Europe there 
is not very much possibility of an advance 
in price being obtained fur any of the farm 
products other than grain for some time to 
corne. in regard to butter, consumers will 
rather go without than pay a greatly en­
hanced price, so that today (Monday) deal­
ers quote practically the same prices as those 
ruling durrrrfr last. week. Fancy dairy butter 
is still worth 20 cents a pound, No. 1 dairy 
sells fur 18 cents, arid, owing to a smaller 
supply of crock butter being sent from the 
farms, the price for good round lots is 16 
to 16 cents.

Egg*
There is no change in the price of eggs. 

Denier* state that the receipts are just as 
bad as ever arid that there is not much prob­
ability of any advance in price during the 
next few days Farmers should take advan­
tage of the offer of the Dominion Depart­
ment of Agriculture and obtain free a can 
dling device with full Instructions, with 
which all eggs can be properly tested. Eggs 
are worth 16 to 18 cents per dozen subject 
to candling.

Potatoes
There is scarcely any change in the price 

paid for potatoes this week. Practically no 
new potatoes are for disposal yet from local 
points and the bulk of Die supply comes at 
present jfrom the south. Dealers are paying 

’96 cents per bushel.
Milk and Cream

There is a little alteration in cream prices 
Diis week, sour crearn having gone up a cent 
iri value Otherwise there is no change, and 
dealers state that, the prices given herewith 
are likely to hold for a week or so. Sweet 
cream is worth 80 cents, per pound of butter 
fat, sour cream is 23«cents, and milk is sell 
ing for $ 1.06 per hundred pounds.

Hay
The hay market is steady with a alight 

downward tendency. Prices have not varied 
much and offerings are good. There Is a prob­
ability of a drop in prices in the course of a 
ffcw days.

Polish population of Russia, Germany i 
a (i,] Austria announcing his intention 
Of restoring Roland to its original ter­
ritorial integrity and of extending to it 
complete autonomy, reserving only the 
right to appoint a lieutenant..governor, 
lie further proftiised rights regarding 
religion and language.

Japan Sends Ultimatum 
From Tokio eomes t he news that .1 a - 

pan lias sent an ultimatum to Germany 
demanding that she withdraw her war­
ships arid evacuate Kiau Chau. Unless 
Germany uneondit ionally accepts by 
Aug. 23 Japan will take aetion.

Inspired utterances in the Japanese 
press express regret at the inability to 
maintain neutrality, but say that Great 
Britain, the ally of Japan, is eornpolled 
to defend herself against aggressions of 
Germany. Moreover, it is pointed out 
that Germany is making preparations 
da v and night at Kiau < 'halt, where it 
is storing provisions, while its warships 
are semiring the, seas' of Eastern Asia 
to the, great detriment .of commerce, 
and that its converted cruisers arc seiz­
ing English merchant vessels. Such ac- 
"tions, it is argued, are directly calcu­
lated to disturb the peace of Eastern 
Asia and accordingly, after full and j 
f rank eommunient ion with Britain, Ja 
pan has found herself compelled to send 
an ultimatum to Gerfnany.

Soldiers From the West 
The response in Western Canada to 

the call for volunteers was prompt and 
general, t.he militia corps thruout the 
West volunteering almost to a man, 
while thousands of ex-soldiers as well 
as untrained men came forward and of­
fered themselves for active service. A 
new regiment known as Princess Pa­
tricia's Light Infantry, which is being 
raised by A. Hamilton Gault, a Toronto 
millionaire, asked for 200 ex soldier 
volunteers from the West, and Satur 
day a contingent of 550 picked men. 
chiefly recruited in Edmonton. Calgary, 
Moose Jaw. Prince Albert. Saskatoon 
and Winnipeg, left the latter city for 
the East. Lord Stratheona’s Horse, a 
squadron of regulars, also left Winni­
peg- on Sunday for QiiSbec, 102 strong. 
Other regiments thruout the West have 
been, mobilized and those who have vol­
unteered and, been accepted for active 
service have given up their civil cm 
plnvment and are Undergoing regular 
training in readiness to answer the call.

The first Canadian contingent w.ll 
number 21,000 men and will be selected 
from the volunteers now assembling aT 
Valeartier, Quebec.
