It is recogniz-
ed now that it is to the benéfit of the
nation that all its people should be
enabled to live in decency and com-
fort. Formerly it was the custom to
fix upon an arbitrary amount for
wages quite irrespective of the gques-
tion as to whether those wages would
enable a- man properly to support his
ﬂfamilv or not. The authority respon-

wage will now find out what income
{is adequate and what is not.

“Q” is supposed to have been a knot in a
string—the letter being originally a plece of
