Fight For Kaiser

But Sweden Has mno Pro-German
Sentiment and no Animosity to
Russia Swedish Papers Say

The celebrated chemist, Professor
Ostwald, of the University of Leipzig,
is at present visiting Stockholm as a
delegate of the new association for the
promotion of a German “Kultur” Lea-
gue.

In an interview Professor Ostwald
frankly stated that the object of his
mission to Sweden was to sound the
disposition of Swedes towards the es-
tablishment after the war of a sort
of union of the Baltic States, in which
Sweden would have a position similar
to that of Prussia in the German Em-
pire.

The “Dagens Nyheter’ protests
strongly against the idea of which the
celebrated scholar is the interpreter.
“This friendship for us is an honour,”
says the journal, “but his view of the
present war will never be that of
Sweden, and, as for the part which he
offers us to play in the war drama, we
cannot think of it. ]

Our Royal house has certainly no
envy for the throne of Finland, the
prospects of which is opened up by
| the German delegate. Nor do we
know of any desires of the kind on the
part of Finland.”

The journal says it would have
learned with much more interest from
the mouth of Professor Ostwald how
the “Kultur” League imagines the re-
organisation of Eastern Europe and
| its plans as regards Schleswig-Hol-
: stein, Alsace-Lorraine and Belgium.
| Professor Ostwald must not, it says,

be surprised if German demands for

Well. they are on
board the schooner, and Heaven help
them if they strike one of the numer-
ous icebergs or growlers which are
generally along the coast abuot the
first of June.
Hard Experiences

They arrive safely and their (-hut;
tels are soon dumped on shore and
often put into an icy cold, damp, hut.
As soon as the fish strike in, every-
thing is bustle and time is not taken
to eat, while sleep is very rarely
thought of. After the spurt is over,
the drying is done as quickly as pos-
sible for by this time the fish vessel |
is waiting for her cargo. The fisher- |
men hurry up their work so as not to|
keep the vessel waiting and are then
blamed if bad fish results through the
quick handling.

Freight Matters

Now I want to make a few remarks |
in connection with the oft-repeated
reference to freight by the fishermen.
In St. John’s and all over Newfound-
land, when a vessel arrives with salt,
men are employed and paid for un-
loading the "salt and also for putting
the cargo on board and stowing it.
On the Labrador when a fish vessel
arrives with a quantity of salt, the
fishermen who want salt gather
around and unload the vessel free of
cost to the owners, and then the load-
ing commences.

Up to this time there is not a word
about the price of fish. That has to
be fixed by the kid-gloved gentry of
St. John’s. The fish is brought to the
side, thrown on deck, and
weighed. Then the fishermen get
down in the hold and stow, all free of
charge to the owner or charterer.
