Russia Hangs
German Spies

Petrograd, July 5, via London.—
Three accomplices of Lieut.-Col. Mias-
soyedoff, an interpreter on the staff of
the Russian Tenth army, who $ome
time ago was hanged as a spy, have
been convicted after a trial by court-
martial and also hanged.

The
correspondent of the Morning Post
says:

“It was -only en Friday that the
Russians began offering real resist-
ance to the Germans’ ferward move-
ment nerthward from Galicia. ~ The
whole area which Russia will hold
as a Brobdingnagian redoubt against
the encircling Germanic forces c¢en-
ters on the Warsaw system of forti-
ficatons. The outer works . are. . of
such vast extent, having .a diameter
of nearly one hundred miles that the
Germans have bhefore them the hard-
est task yet met in the war.

“After Thursday next nobedy will
be allowed to enter or to leave War-
saw without a special pass. Similar
measures of military preparation are
being taken at other important points
in this vast area.”

“No apprehension is entertained as
to the fate of Warsaw in the strug-
gle, for the city bids fair to be pro-
tected. Even if the Germans should
take Ivangorod, this would ot neces-
sarily involve the surrender of War-
saw.

Wherein He Expases the Crlminal Folly of the Govt.

Propositions to Hand Over to a Private Corporation
50 Much of Our Valuable Natural Assets.

April 30th., 1915,

MR. LLOYD—Mr. Chairman, I rise'
for the purpose of saying something

before us; to give some reasons why
the contraét as it now stands must
not receive the approval of this House.
Before going into that aspect of the
matter, I would like to look at certain
principles. which justify my taking
that attitude. I would like also to
make ‘it clear that I am not treating
this matter as a parwy question, or
raising any objecion to something be-
ing done to further development or
Newfoundland.

I would like to draw attention to the
fact that for the past quarter of a
century, both parties in this Hause
have been making concessions, giv-
ing away water, timber, free simple
rights inland, in the hope of promot-
ing developments in Newfoundland, at-
fording work to all classes of labour
seeking to foster an increase of pop-
ulation, and revenue. We do not ob-
ject to large expenditures in the pro-
per direction such as education. 1
should like to see a large increase
there if we could afford it, but we can
not afford it. We find that we have
been going ahead faster than our rev-
cnues enabled us to do. But that is
all the more reason why every man
in this House should do, what in him
lies to see that we get an eduqate re-
turn for what we give.
that though I have been one of those
who have drawn attention to the pro-
moters of this company, it is not be-
cause they are the Reid Nfld. Co., or
any other. I do not say that because
the Reid Brothers are the promoters
of this that it should be cond-mned.
They already control large interests
in tlic Colony, notably the railway
sysiem. They hold miilions of acrea
of land in free simple.

and if they spend five million dollars
in acquiring these properties and
rights from the Reid Newfoundland
Company they satisfy this section, and
retain all the rights given in regard
to Newfoundland. What does that
mean? It probably means that so far
as they are concerned all they have
to, do is to take five millisn dollars
out of one pocket and put it into
another. Take five million dollars
worth of bonds from the ' Products
Company and put it into the Reid
Nfld. Company and they have satis-
fied the contract without the expen-
diture of ome cent, Now, Sir, this
is not good enough. I am not accus-
ing them of an intention to do this:
but I am pointing out that it can be
done, and if it is done it satisfies the
contract, and they retain all the con-
cessions given. That is why I say it
there is a specific undertaking by the
Company to spend five million dollars
in Newfoundland on the development
of water powers, and on the construc-
tion of these factories, and electric
furnaces, carbide plants, chemical
plants, and all such undertakings: if
there is a sound undertaking, and it
is the intention that the Agreement
shall fail if these undertakings are
not carried out, ther we ought to be
careful as to this proposal. If there
is no undertaking then the consider-
ation given for the Contract, is illus-
ory and useless, and we are grasping
at a shadow; giving up substantial in-
terests and getting nothing in return
Now Sir, may I point out another
reason why we put temptation in the
way of the Reid Newfoundland Com-
pany to transfer its landed interests
to the Products Company. Under the
Railway Contract the land of the Peid
Newfoundland Company becomes tax-
able, a subject to taxation immedi-
ately it is improved and worked upon;
whereas if the Reid Nfld. Co. trans-
ferred its landed intests to the now
company, they escape all taxotien in
regard to improved land; and not only
do taey escape all taxation in regard
land, but they get the
benefit of getting all the concessions
given in this Contract in regzrd (o
Newfoundland without spending
cent in construction work Now, Sir,
as I have already pointed out vou
ought to treat this proposition as a bus
iness proposition—that a suitable re-
turn should be given to us, and that
that suitable return should take the
form of an undertaking that the
whole contract shall fail, unless  this
money is actually expended in regarad
to these factories and water powers
at Bay of Islands.

Reasonable concessions might
be an exemption from municipal tax-
ation for a period of years. For my
part I would be quite content to give
a twenty year exemption. I would be
prepared to give them exemption in
regard to caonstruction material and
some limited exemption in regard to
raw material; and also fo give an un-
dertaking that these raw materials
should only be taxable to a very lim-
ited extent; but I am not prepared
to assent to the proposition that shares
and particularly their dividends—no
matter what dividends may be declar-
ed, shall be forever free from taxa-
tion. In fact I cannot conceive for
what purpose—except to see how
much it was possible to get out of
the legislature—any body of reason-
able men should approach a legislat-
ure and ask that no matier what pro-
fits they may makf forever they
should never be subiect to anv taxa-
tion, except it might be on coal, It is
an absolutely unreasonable and im-
proper concession to ask for. I hope
the Government will take into consid-
eration the various objections and erit
icisms made from this side of the
House.
