The news of the maghnificent suc-
cess of the British on the Western
front has naturally thrilled the whole
Empire, and also the other allies.
The fact that there had been none of
the artillery preparation, usually the

gram. In lieu of big guns, the tanks
performed the battering down pro-
cess with marvellous effect, and their
great usefulness has once more been
thoroughly demonstrated.

If: the
British can bring forward their big
guns with any degree of celerity, the
fate of the Germans in the Cambrai
region can be sealed. The French
have co-operated by an attack north
of Craonne, carrying their objec-
tives on a front of two thirds of a
mile to a depth of four hundred
yards.

these operations will teach the Ho-
henzollern outfit to realize that it is
fatal for them to in any sense with-
draw western troops for the Italian
or any other front. They have all of
the job they can attend to right
there, and in the long run they will
find that this also is beyond their
powers.
