On almost every sector of the bat-

tle-front the enemy lines continué to
crumble before the allied attack, not-
withstanding the violence,” born~* of
desperation, of the counter-offensive
tactics.

Near Arras the old Hindenburg
line is well outflanked; from the
Scarpe to the Somme the hostile line
gradually is falling back, while from
the south of the Somme to Soissons
the enemy front has literally been
smashed, and the German hosts ap-
parcntly are caught in two distinct
traps, escape from which withott
heavy losses in imen made prisoner

HUNS SURRENDERING

With the British Forces in Franece,
Aug. 29.—British troops yesterday
completed the capture of Trones
wood. north of the River Somme.

Canadian troops, n their advance
astride the Scarpe yesterday, captur-
ed more than 2,000 Germans.

While intermittent fighting con-
tinues wirtually everywhere along
the British front, the battle begins
to show signs of slowing up. Heavy
rain -storms have been-sweeping over
the battle zone since early yesterday
morning, and these, at least mo-
mentarily, have had the effect of re-
tarding operations.

German resistance this morning
seems to have stiffened considerably,
The Germans have delivered many
counter attacks along the line, but
none of them really has gained any-
thing. In virtually every case the
counter attacks have finally had dis-
astrous results for the Germans, for
when the British did retire at two
or three places, it was only for a
brief period. When re-attacked, the
Germans not omly lost the ground
which they thought they had regain-
ed, but they also suffered many casu-
alties.

The prineipal- activity has been in
the reégion of the River Searpe where
the British have gained a little more
ground. Some ‘of it had not been in
possession of the Ententé ™ Allied
troops since 1914.

To destroy or hold the pas-
sages of a river, or a gorge, men are
called upon, somefimes in untold
numbers, to make the supreme sac-
rifice.- Without the bridges, the roads
or paths aré useless, or limited in
their utility, and something tempor-
ary and makeshift, Bomething that
merely serves to a.cce'n.tuate the wast-
age.-of war, is hastily substituted to
bridge the gap.

Some bridges, like the famous Ro-
man Pons Sublicius across the Tiber,
BUir us to inordimate martial ardors
and enthusiasms. In what category

must be placed, however, the bridge
which, it is announced, has been con-
Structed across the Suez Canal at El
Kantara? Now the announcement oc-
cupied -only an' inconspicuous eorner
of the newspapers; and passed prac-
tically without comment. Ei Kantara,
be it said, is known in the’ Near East
as an Arab settlement within a short
distance of Port Said; It formed an
object for attack by the Turks when
they made their daring raids upon
the Suez Canal. It is a terminus’ of
the old caravan route across the for-
midable desert frontier of Kt Tih,
and is the only point where that
vital need of an army invading
Egypt, water, can be had in any
quantity. But the news item was
‘nevertheless one of far-reaching sig-
nificance. What, 'indeed, is the
appeal to our imagination. of the
bontoon bridges which a Darius.or a
Zerxes flung across the Bosphorus for
the passage of their invading: mili-
tary hordes, of the huge spans of the
Torth or the St, Lawrence, or. even
of the moonlit duodecimo bridges of
Venice, compared with the bridge
which will now swing to and fro by
El Kantara? CoOnnecting the land of
the Pharaohs with that of the Is-
raelites, it meaps that the formid-
able frontier barrier of the desert
of Et Tih has doubtless been con-
quered for the first time in history.
