AFFECTING SPEECH OF THE EMPEROR
OF TURKEY.

The Parie * Monde™ publishes a letter from
Constantinople, giviog an account of what passed
between the Sultan and the Russian General,
Jguatieff, on the subject of the cession of the
island of Crete to the Kwg of Greece, as de-
manded by the Russian Emperor :

« In the audience which the “Ambassador of
the Crar had with his Ottoman Majesty. hefire
startingOn his second journey to_the Crimea,
the geueral reverted to the question of Crete,
with the view of repeating the fricndly and dis-
jnterested (?) advice before given, nawel y—to
code Candia to Greece, and thereby avoid the
gravest considerations His Excellency at the
“une time expressed his desire to know the
final answer of the Sultan, in order to be able to
communicate it verbally to the Emperor Alex-
ander. 1lis Ottoman Mujesty then, addressing
the Russian Ambassador in & tone of great re-
soluteness and bitterness, ied :

 You ndvise me to cede Candia to King
Georga, who wants it in order to render himself

ar in Greece—be who is not a born Greek,
and who has reigned scarcely three years. 1 am
the thirty-tbird descendant of & dynasty which
owes so much to its people, over whom it has
roigued for upwards of five ocenturies, and you
cstimate my popularity—mine, ot nothing !
From the commencement of this affair at Crete
I have received mumerous and warm addresses
from my Mussulman _subjects; wha from all
quarters offered to organize themselves in Volun-
at their own cost, and to march to the

ietief of their brethren 1n Candia.

« You ive, it depended only on me to
crush the insurrection by throwing two hundred
thousand Turks into the lsland, and to have
long eince put an end to the insolent pmuznsiuns
of the Hellencs and the intervention of the
powers.

As most of your readers are aware, the ““Pres-
byterian Church of the Lower Provinces” at the
last meeting o Synod in New Glasgow un-
animously agreed to accept of the mission field
in the island of Trinidad, together with the
mission premises at Jere village, tendered to
them by the Board of Foreign Missions of the
United States, and also, urnimously agreeing
to accept of the tender of the Rev. John
ton’s services as a Missionary
that station,

A farewell meeting was held in the Truro
Presbyterlan Church on Monday evening, the
28th ult. The attendance was large, including
ministers and members of other denominations.

Doctor McCulloch presided, and commenced
the services by singlng a portion of the 97th
Psalm. The Rev. Mr. Gordon read the 6Oth
Chapter of Isaiah i and the Rev. R. Morton en-
gaged in prayer. The Chairman, having briefly
explained the objects of the meeting, introduced
the Rev. Mr. Morton, who delivered a very
interesting address, describing the field of his
intended labours. Trinidad is the southern
most ot the West India Islands; it lies b&ween
10 and 11 degrees north latitude. It belongs
to Britair; is abeut the size of Prince Edward
Island, and has a population of 85,000, There
are large unbroken forests, only some portions
being under cultivation.

HorrinLe Accipest. Axp Desri—Yes-
terday morning in Sutton’s mill at Grand
Bay a young man, 21 years of age, named
Joseph Gahan, belonging to Trure, N. S,
who had heen employed in the mill since
Juney met a horrible death. In stopping
one of the gangs, preparatory to filling, hie

had to place a support under the head of

the gang, ‘This was a 2-inch square piece
of spruce, about 8 feet lovig, sufiicient to
bear the weight when put in at the proper
time, hut being inserted too soon, the
combined weight and motion of the de-
scending gang bent and broke the scantl-
ing while he held it in position, throwing
the unfortunate man backwards upon a
circular saw in full motion, which cut
and mangled him in an aw(ul manner, and
must have caused instant death. Ile was
thrown on his back across the table, be-
tween the saw and the iron how on the
end of the carriage, the left side towards
the saw. It denuded the flesh froin the
leftarm from the shoulder to the elbow,
cutting it off below tha Jjoint, and tearing
the hand and fingers into shreds; entered
the left breast, cut off the ribs close to the
spine, tore out and mangled the lungs and
licart, and cut through the spine, lcm’iug
the bowels exposed. The poor fellow
still held one piece of the Woken scantling
in his hands, and the right arm was also
cut off above the wrist.  All this was but
the work ot a moment. The mangled
body was taken off'the still revolving saw
as life lett it, a sight which in its sicken-
ing ghastliness it would be impossible to
exaggerate. Dr. Rarle was summoned,
but no earthly power could give other ad-
¥ice than to direct tlm‘gnthering up of the
scattered fragments which had followed
the course of the sawdust which runs
down to the flat below, and thrown about
inall directions.  Coroner Bayard held an
inquest to-day, when a verdict was re-
turned in accordance with the above facts.
