Viewed in 
the light of divine law, this proclama­
tion was most tyrannical. It was a vio- 
Irnt outrage on the most sacred rights 
of human beings. By it Nebuchadnezzar 
constituted himself supreme dictator in 
religion to his whole realm. In so doing 
he attempted to propagate religion by 
force, making "might the' standard of 
right.” That was religious intolerance. 
That Oriental despot was then in the 
zenith of his glory. He was the acknowl­
edged master of the world. The 
Biand of authority could not tempt the 
three Hebrews to sin. They did not 
court martyrdom, but they were pre­
pared for it. Nebuchadnezzar was obliged 
to recognize their right to religious lib­
erty or at once suppress them. IIow 
little qualified was such a man to rule 
mighty nations ,woh had no rule ever 
his own spirit!' That worm of the earth 
set himself in competition with Jehovah. 
In his haughtiness and bigotry lie added 
rudeness and insolence to idolatry and 
challenged the afight of the God of 
Israel. With thW- Hebrews their duty 
to God was stronger than their grati­
tude to the king. Their fifth considera­
tion was not their prospects, but their 
duty. They made religion a personal 
thing. They put eternal thing» before 
temporal. They were not mere Israel­
ites in name. Their piety was 
than an inheritance. They believed in 
God, in the truths which he had revealed 
to them, and in the moral responsibili­
ties He had placed upon them. They 
were worshipper# of God in s heathen 
land. Their decision was absolute, be­
cause their duty was plain. They 
a small number to appear for the Lord 
God of Israel in opposition to the idol­
atry of the king and the court and the 
empire of Babylon. Their faith was not 
speculative, but real. It dominated their 
lives and secured their glad service.

11. Martyrdom or surrender to 
promise..

Ae men of principle, they did 
not depend upon being understood, but 
upon their knowledge of duty, 
great moral courage was born of great 
convictions.

pie of those noble young men at 
that criai# had been wanting, bow evil 
would have been the con##qucn<:##!

He 
gave them grace. They believed that 
God would make all thing# work to­
gether for their good. Before an as­
sembled multitude they were called to 
combat the confederated powers of dark- 
liee# and to vindicate the insulted ma­
jesty of Jehovah. There was *een the 
contrast between spiritual and human 
greatness.

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Daniel's Companions in the. Fiery 
Furnace.—Dan. 3: 1-30.

Commentary.—I. A Royal Decree Dis­
regarded (va. 1-2). It is probable that 
the time of Nebuchadnezzar’s erection of 
the great image nere mentioned Was up­
on his return from the conquest of 
Western Asia and Egypt, and his pur­
pose was to celebrate his great victories. 
It is likely that the king thought that 
a public act of this kind would unify 
the various peoples of his world-empire 
since all would do reverence to the 
God. The image erected was ninety feet 
high and nine feet in width, but this 
may be supposed to include a pedestal 
from thirty to forty feet in height .The 
Oolofcus of Rhodes wa* fifteen feet high­
er than this image, and the Statue 
of Liberty in New York harbor is three 
hundred and six feet high, including 
the pedestal. NebucliadneziGar’e image 
was in all probability a representation 
of the chief god of Babylon, Bel-Merdo 
dsrii but it may have been an image of 
the king himself. The image was of 
gold, that is, covered with gold, for it 
is scarcely to be supposed that it was of 
solid gold, since it has been estimated 
that an image of that size would con­
tait two billion dollars’ worth of the 
precious metal, 
site Of the image at a point six or 
•even miles below Babylon where there 
is a solid structure, which may have 
beep the pedestal of the image. Strict 
orders were sent to all the officer# of 
the. kingdom to be present at the dedi­
cation of the image, and all the people, 
of whatever language, were commanded 
to fall down to worship it. If any fail­
ed to comply they were to be burned 
alive.

1» feeding young pig», whole milk ie 

the beet of nature’s foods, but is seldom 
fed. In the operation of skimming 
the fat is removed which changes the 
character of the food very materially. 
Skim milk is rich in bone and' flesh 
forming material, but owing to the fat 
being removed it is a one-sided ration, 
having what is known.as a narrow nu­
tritive ratio. It has a great tendency 
to be constipating when fed alone to 
young pigs. Many farmers have suffer­
ed much loss by feeding too much skim­
med milk to young pigs that are up in 
pens where they can not get to the 
ground or succulent food, such as grass

It Was Burgess’ Sixteenth 
Attempt to Cross.

Swimmer Tells of His Ex­
perience in the Sea.

Bitten by Jelly Fish—Sick 
and Nearly Gave Up.Some have fixed the

un-Deal, England, Sept. 11.—After a lapse 
of thirty-six years, as already wired, 
Captain Matthew Webb’» feat of swim­
ming the English Channel ha# been 
duplicated by William T. Burge»», a 
Yorkehireman by birth and a natural­
ized Frenchman. It was Burge#»’ six­
teenth attempt, he having first essayed 
the task in 1904.

Burgess started from South Fore­
land, Dover, at 11.15 o clock on Tues­
day morning. He landed at Le Châte­
let, a little village two mile» east of 
Cape Gris Xex, at 9.50 «’clock this 
morning, accomplishing the passage in 
22 hours and 35 minutes. A motor 
boat accompanied the swimmer, and it 
is estimated that Burgess, owing to the 
zigzag course he mm# compelled to take 
because of the baffling tide#, covered 
60 miles. The distance on a straight 
line is 20 miles.

Soon after the start a dense fog set­
tled dowu over the channel and no fur­
ther tiding# of his progress were re­
ceived until the announcement was re­
ceived that lie had successfully accom­
plished the task and landed on the 
French soil.

Throughout the trip Burgess was fav­
ored by a calm sea, hut a strong tide 
was running and a severe strain mu# 
put on the swimmer to get past the 
Goodwin Sands. Twice he Mas attack­
ed by sickness and several times Mas 
only held to his task by the strongest 
will power and the encouraging words 
of the men in the boat. He remained 
on French soil just long enough to tele­
graph word of hi# success to his wife 
and partake of refreshments iu a battl­
ing suit. Then he returned by motor 
boat—to rest and sleep.

When he landed at Deal this evening 
Burgess received a tremendous ovation 
and with difficulty made his way 
through the cheering throng to a hotel.

Speaking of his great accotée) ish- 
ment, lie said:

HEAVES IN HORSES.
The term heaves is used to describe 

that disease of the horse which other- 
wis is known as broken wind, or tech­
nically as emphysema of the lungs. 
This ailment, uhich is insurable
when thoroughly established, and to 
which a tendency is inherited by the 
offspring of an affected sire or dam, 
is characterized by the following 
symptoms: Double bellows-like action
of the abdominal muscles in breath­
ing; short, suppressed cough usually 
accompanied hy passage of gas from 
the rectuc; gluttonous appetite; harsh, 
starting coat of hair; pot belly; weak­
ness; lack of endurance, sweating, 
panting, or staggering during work; 
dilated nostrils; frequent passage of gas 
and soft, fowl-smelling feces svhen start­
ing from stable.

The disease begins with indigestion, 
a fleeting in time the pueu mo gastric 
nerve of tin* stomach, and then the 
branch nerves running to ♦he lungs. 
At first the air tubules and vesicles 
of the lungs become dilated: later they 
may break down into, large air spares 
and the surrounding lung tissues be­
come involved. Air then is easily in- 
baled. but is exhaled with difficulty, and 
the effort couses cough and expulsion 
of gas.

The distress :nav be relieved by
treatment, but perfect recovery is im­
possible when the lungs hâve be­
come bady affected. Treat by sub­
stituting M-et oat straw for hay in 
summer. Allow double the usual rest 
period after a meal, 
stomach is not distended with 
Do not feed hay at noon, 
water to wet all fowl. Once or twice 
a week give raw linseed oil in a bran 
mash to open bowels. Give half an 
ounce of Fowler’s solution night and 
morning. Do not breed from affected 
horses.

“I was severely stung several times 
by jelly fish, and n hilc in mitjvhannel, 
after a sick spell.

It was seven o'clock in the morning 
when the swimmer sighted Gris Nez 
semaphore.

In the two miles 
it was a battle m ith the currents, but 
when Burgess got within tlie shelter 
of the cape lie swam easily ashore. He 
stumbled for two or three steps, then 
walked steadily without assistance. He 
looked remarkably fresh considering his 
long immersion.

Burgess’ attempts have 'been full of 
disappointment. On his thirteenth try, 
on August 22. 1908, Burgess got within 
a mile and a half of the French coast 
when he m&s compelled to give up. On 
that occasion he had been in the water 
twenty-two and three-quarter hours 
and licet all endura nee records. Bur­
gees at that time covered sixty miles, 
while Captain Matthew Webb, who 
crossed the channel from Dover to Cal­
ais, covered a direct course of about 
thirty-two miles.

Everybody seemed to be delighted at 
the success of Burgess, principally be­
cause of his dogged détermina t ion to 
accomplish the feat after so many fail­
ures. His bad luck was a bv-word at 
Dover, and it was a saying there “when 
Burgess starts to swim across look out 
for bail weather.”

Webb entered the water at Dover on 
the afternoon of August 24, 1875. and 
oil the following day. after swimming 
for 21 and three-quarter hours, he gain­
ed the goal at Calais. This was Cap­
tain Webb’s second attempt. A few 
years later Ca|4Laiu Webb tried tV> 
swim the rapids at Niagara Falls and 
was never seen again until his bat­
tered corpse was washed ashore lower 
down thé Falls.

POWER FROM SEA WAVES.

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NOTES ON THE WEST
>

Mr Walter Smith has just returned 
from a trip over prairie land. He 
travelled through many leading, rapid­
ly developing towns.

He left on the 25th of July. The 
6rst corn he ate this season was in 
Moose Jaw at the home of Mr Massey, 
M. A., planted and cultivated by him­
self in his own garden.

“On my progress,” he says,1 
“Through Manitoba, Saskatchewan, 
and Alberta, I was suprised to see on 
the markets of those provinces, cab­
bage, cucumbers, and garden produc­
tions ao far in advance of all such pro­
duce in Ontario. I neyer saw po­
tatoes so large. I was suprised at the 
rapid growth of all garden products, 
leaving our own gardens far behind.’’

He seems reluctant to relieve his 
memory of these matters, even now ; 
he seems mire surprised when he re­
flects that not far below the surface on 
which the plants grew, may be found 
solid, frozen earth.

From Qu’Apple Mr Smith drove out 
to an Indian Mission School, four 
miles on Goyemment road, including 
320 Indian boys and girls. Around 
the school are beautiful flower gardens 
cultivated by the scholars under the 
direction of skilful gardeners. When 
one looks at the variety of these gorg­
eous, vigorous, great sized flowers, one 
is impressed with the fascination of 
their marvellous beauty. They leaye 
the suburban and city flower gardens 
of New York, which Mr Smith has 
seen, far, far behind.

All towns great and small, seems 
ultimately determined to border their 
limits with flower gardens and parks.

Some farmers have 2,000 to 3,000 
bushels of grain : such may have many 
piles of straw as large as small barns.

From a little elevation oue may 
sometimes count twenty or more en­
gines at work, some so far away that, 
the smoke only may be seen. Then, 
as evening comes on, they set fire to 
the straw to get rid of it. Mr Smith 
says it is a beautiful, a wild, a weird 
sight to see 100 of these cones of flame 
rise over a vast, broad plain, like 
youthful volcanoes.

He thinks it is an immense realm of 
wealth, power and wonder, and re­
turned to bis home highly pleased.

Whether Bit* of This Lizard Is Fatally 
Poisonous to llan Unsettled.

"Naturaliste who recently visited the 
Mojave desert in Arisons say that there 
has been an increase in thé number of 
fila monsters in that region." said Dr. 
A. B. Cedron, of Prescott, Aris.

“These lizards are of great interest 
to naturalists, for in spite of investiga­
tions authorities still differ as to whe­
ther the bite of a gila monster is fat- 
elly poisonous. I have had several in­
stances come under my observation 
where men have been bitten by gila 
sters, but none ever died. In the case of 
a gila monster biting a guinea pig, how­
ever, the poison was fatal a few minutes 
after the guinea pig 
natives of the Southwest, particularly 
the Indians of Mexico, sincerely be­
lieve that the bit of a gila is fatal to 
a human being and the lirard is held 
in much awe by thorn.

"It is likely, however, that this fear 
is occasioned largely by the repulsive 
appearance of the reptile. The head is 
very prominent, comprising about one- 
fifth of the total length of the body, 
and like the back it is thickly covered 
with yellow and black tinted tubercles. 
Its skin is very tough, and although the 
bones of the tail are fragile this part of 
the reptile is very strong, it being pos­
sible for therlnonster to raist itself and 
balance the body on the tip of the tail, 
thus enabling it to climb rooks, and 
steep ascents. There is no doubt that the 
teeth lead to glands containing poison. 
It is very slow in its movements, but it 
is not timid like other reptiles. If one at­
tempts to strike the gila with a stick it 
will grasp, the weapon in its jaws like a 
dog does, and when angered it emits its 
breath in a succession of quick gasps. It 
is supposed that the breath of the gila 
lias a drug-like effect on insects, and as 
it can be detected at a considerable dis­
tance it is believed that this is the way 
it. catches its food."—From the Wash- 
ington Poet.

I Legislation 
a third ecclesiastic province of the 
Anglican Church in Canada was inaugur­
ated at the General Synod meeting to­
day, when the reconunendation of the 
House of Bishops for the establishment 
of the Province of British Columbia was 
placed before the House of Delegates.

The recommendation of the Upper 
House, which outlined the proposed or­
ganization of the province was by the 
vote of the Lower House sent on to the 
committee on canons, who will present 
their report prior to the outline of the 
House of Bishops’ recommendation, will 
comprise the diocese of Columbia, Koot­
enay, Caledonia and New Westminster.

It is likely that this third province, 
if it be established at this synod will 
be different from the two present pro­
vinces-Canada and Ruperts Land—for 
there is now before the synod a notice 
of motion by the Bishop of Caledonia 
that in the event of the establishment 
of the Province of British Columbia the 
two houses, bishops and delegates, will 
sit together, it was for the establish­
ment of just such e system that the 
long fight of Wednesday was waged.

Further than this, the same bishop 
has a second notice of motion that 
there be no archbishop of the new pro­
vince, and that its metropolitan do -not 
assume the. title of archbishop until 
there are at least five diocesan bishops 
within the province.

Chicago, Sept. 11.—One of the moet 
violent storms experienced in many 
years struck Chicago harbor early to­
day. Between fifteen and twenty 
la undies, motor boats and sloops were 
caught in the storm. Une tug, battling 
against the giant waves in an effort to 
reach the freighters Lugoiyla and Chris­
topher lying a mile out. was capsized. 
Captain McLeaxey and his crew of five 
were rescued -by life savers.

Several passenger boats due here early 
to-day, have not lieen accounted for. 
Shortly after daylight distress signals 
were heard from some large lx>at out 
in the lake and the life savers have thus 
far been unable to identify the craft. 
According to Captain Carl, of the life 
saving service, this was the fiercest 
storm in twenty years. It abated at 
daylight.
