The Ministerial Institute held -its
sessions in the ‘Baptist church yester-
The first sitting began at 10
o'clock ‘with the President, Rev. F. H.

chair. ~ After 'the devotional exercises
and  the appointment of committees,
Rev. C. T:Clark, M.A, B.D., read an
interesting and instructive paper on
“The Place of the Ministry in a Period
of Theological Transition and Recon-
structiion”’.

Dear Sir,—As there are a few cases,
only, of whooping cougl the town, |
have thought it advisdle to give to
the public through THE ACADIAN the
following regulations concerning the no~
tifications  of infetious ~Jiseases-—chap-
ter 157, Revised Statutes of Nova Scb-
tia, 1924, with the amendments .ofme
ing -chapter 43 of -Acts 1924, page- 30,
section 84.

“When any householder knows that
any person in his family or houschold
has any infectious disease he shall with-
in’ twenty-.our hours give notice there~
0. to the local board o. his district and
the Medical Heaith Officer, and - no
member of such household shall attend
schodl until a certificate has been ob-
tained from a legally qualified prac-
titioner, or when that is not obtain.
able from any member of the local
board that infection no longer exists
in the house and that the sick person,
the house, clothing, and other effects
ave been disinfected to his satisfac-
tion.”

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¢ TOWN MANAGER FOR KENTVILLE

Qur sister town of Kentville has adopted the plan of conduct-
ing its affairs through the agency of a town manager. Unlike Wolf-
ville, however, the citizens of that ‘place have wisély decided to
combine the position of town clerk and town, manager under one
official, a policy that was advocated by THE ACADIAN when the

“town manager system was adopted here. This, in our opinion then

as now, is at once the most economical as well as the most efficient
method of carrying on the affairs of a small town. :

When the town manager idea was being discussed in Wolf-
ville the office of town clerk was vacant, and the selection of a com-
petent man to fill two positions‘iiap;fea:ed to us as the logical
course to follow. Other counsel prevailed, however, and thus we
have in this town the two positions filled by different We
shatll telfollovs' with interest the experience of the shiretown I this
matter.

The man selected -for the position at Kentville—Mr. E. H.
Munro—is the mechanical manager at the Provincial Sanatorium
and has had considerable experience in town affairs which should
very well qualify him for his new duties. He has been a member
of the town council for some time and previously filled a similar
post at Windsor.

BETTER STREET LIGHTING NEEDED

One direction in which Wolfville has not made the’ progress
that it should have done in recent years is in the matter of street
lighting. We pay a considerable amount for this service, but the
result is far from satisfactory to citizens. Now that the season is
advancing and short, dark days will of necessity be soon at hand
action should be taken to better prevailing ¢onditions. A few years
ago when the practice was to keep business places open during the
evening the window-lights in the stores contributed considerably
towards the lighting of the streets and made them present a more
attractive appearance. It might not be a bad idea to bonus the
stores to the extent of the lowest possible rate in order to induce
them to continue this serviee, which would be of unquestioned ad-
vantage to themselves as well as to the town.

In any event it is full time that the bettering of our system
should be under consideration by those responsible for public af-
fairs. The cost of current is so much less now than formerly that
it should be possible to provide satisfactory street lights in every
part of the town without increasing to any great extent the cost
of the very inadequate service with which we have been obliged
to put up with.

THE VALUE OF OUR SCHOOLS

. Vacatien time for the school children of Nova Scotia is prac-
tically at an end for the present season. In some of the rural sec-
tions school work has already been resumed, while in the towns
and some of the more important sections next week will see school
activity in full progress. We make mention of this fact not so much
as an item of news but in order that the significance of the occasion
may be more fully appreciated.
