IS INACTIVE.

What Became of Italian Law and 
Order League,

Which Was to Stop Italians Car­
rying Weapons?

Mr. P. L. Scarrone Suggests a 
Remedy For the Evil

The shooting affair, which occurred 
last Monday night, resulting in Joe Lor­
enzo, now in jail, being charged with 
shooting with intent, has again aroused 
the oft-reepated question, “Do most of 
the foreigners in the city carry conceal­
ed weapons?” Since the GrêccÔ murder 
in the Dundas quarries in March, 1908, 
little has been heard of the danger from 
concealed weapons among the foreign 
element, though in neighboring cities on 
the Amerieun continent, incidents have 
happened which have aroused the indig­
nation of the law-abiding communities.

It is safe to state that the carrying 
of dangerous weapons is prevalent 
among the foreigners of this city, 
though all foreigners must not be tarred 
with the same brush. The practice is 
said to be particularly prevalent among 
the Sicilians.

At the time' the Greece » brothers were 
in jail, Chief Justice Sir W illiam Mu- 
lock wrote to Mr. P. Scarrone, who, at 
that time was the court interpreter, 
asking him to use his efforts to estab­
lish a society among the Italians, for 
the propagation of law and order and to 
discourage the carrying of weapons. As 
a result a society was formed called the 
Italian Lav anil Order Society." Mr. 
M. J. O’Reilly, K. V.. and Mr. P. L. Scar- 
rone were tlie founders and the meeting 
place was St. Mary’s Hall, on Park 
street north. The object of the society 
vas to instruct the Italians. Sicilians 
and other foreigners in the city, in the 
rudiments of Canadian law and explain 
that it was not necessary to carry 
knives or revolvers in this country. The 
society did much good and soon had 
over one hundred members on its roll, 
who pledged themselves to carry no 
weapon of any kind. These members 
also • used their influence among their 
friends, with beneficial results, and. to 
the credit of the society, 1* it said, that 
not one of the members has ever appear­
ed in the Police Court at any time since 
enrolment.

Some prominent citizens addressed 
the meetings in English, which was in­
terpreted to them by Mr. Scarrone. Af­
ter a time the activity of the organiza­
tion ceased, and if still in existence, no 
efforts are being put forth at present 
to promote the good work..

Mr. Scarrone is of the opinion that 
there is a solution to the dangerous 
weapons problem. His idea is that the 
Canadian Government or the city should 
appoint an intelligent English-speaking 
Italian, who immediately on the arrival 
of foreigners in the city, should secure 
a report and at once have them in­
structed in the requirements of Cana­
dian law, particularly with regard to 
the carrying of weapons of any kind. 
They should be told that in so many 
day.-- they will be searched, and if a 
weapon of any kind be found in their 
possession, it will Ik* confiscated and 
the ojvner punished. 'The Government’s 
representative should have an assistant 
in attendance always, such assistant to 
lie :t city policemen.

Speaking of the Sicilians. Mr. Scarrone 
said that in Sicily, every man carries a 
revolver or knife and they would not 
think of going out for a few minutes’ 
walk without being armed. Many ask 
why? The question can readily be an­
swered. when the history of the conn 
try is known. For centuries Sicily has 
Veil the hotbed of brigandage. The peo­
ple are a mixture of Southern European 
nues and. Mr. Scarrone pointed out. the 
unequal distribution of land, the t/ital 
neglect of education and other unto­
ward conditions existing for centuries, 
have created an innate arbitrary spirit, 
which cannot be easily obliterated 
quickly./Since the reign of King Vic 
tor fttpeuinuel, conditions have lieen 
greatly improved, but brigandage is still 
prevalent and is enhanced bv the Mafia 
which had its origin in Sicily. Those in 
a position to know say there are no 
members of the Black Hand here. 
Southern Europeans are not followers of 
the pugilistic art, as a means of self 
defence and when provocation is given 
to them, they resort to the means of 
self protection taught them, which is, 
unfortunately, the use 
wea r»ons.

“We are in receipt of your letter of 
the 16th inst., with regard to running 
of freight cars, and would say that we 
agree with you that this company has 
no right t<* carry freight or run freight 
cars on King street vast. The roasou 
that this has been, done in the past are 
because the company has wished to ac­
commodate the thousands of residents 
of the city of Hamilton who are living 
at the Beach. and, as far as carrying 
fruit is ^concerned, liecause it desires 
to do everything possible to encourage 
the fruit industry in and around Ham­
ilton. We wish to say, however, that 
the carriage of fruit is of no particular 
value or profit to us, and were this the 
only question involved, the company 
would be benefited if the practice was 
discontinued

“For the present accommodation of 
our Beach patrons we could use a pas­
senger car from which the seats had 
been removed to carry the package 
freight to and from Burlington and the 
Beach, and. regarding the matter of 
fruit expressed on this road to 'Wag- 
staffs, Winona, and other factories, 
we would be pleased to receive any sug­
gestions, which, if adopted, would pro­
tect the interests of the citizens of Ham­
ilton. and, at the same time not hamper 
this important industry. In considera­
tion of these interests, we respectfully 
ask you to reconsider your notification 
and, if. after reconsidering the same, 
you still desire us not. to carry the 
freight and freight cars over King’street 
east, we will, of course, desist. Mean­
while. impending your final decision, 
we trust we may be allowed to carry 
these commodities over the King street 
cast route. ”

The Grieves revolver incident in the 
Police Court yesterday revealed the fact 
that almost all railroad yardmen, and 
many brakesmen carry revolvers. Their 
object is evidently to protect themselves 
against tramps, who frequent the yards, 
many of whom are dangerous charac­
ters, if the slightest provocation is given 
them, and they consider it a provocation 
to be told to leave the railroad prop-

The tramps infest the yards and steal 
whatever they can from the cars, and 
for convenience as well. During the 
summer months the number of hoboes is 
very large, and of recent years has in­
creased alarmingly in spite of the 
stringent measures adopted to suppress 
them. The audacity of many of them is 
astounding, and as they go in pairs or 
bunches, the train crews are powerless 
to act, as the tramps themselves are 
quite often armed with loaded revolv­
ers. Hamilton is a meoca for the itiner­
ants on account of being so near the bor­
der. They do not alight in the station 
yard, but some distance outside, where 
the trains are compelled to slow down.

The magistrate, yesterday, expressed 
himself strongly about the practice of 
carrying loaded weapons, stating that 
it is contrary to law, and those who do 
bo are liable to prosecution.

QUILTINGS.

■ The Trade Name for Such Fabrics as 
Piques and Vestings.

Among the finest and moat distinctive 
rarities of textile fabrics are the cloths 
technically known as “quiltings,” which, 
however, have nothing to do with bed 
quilts, but include »uch fabrics as piqu- 
es. diamonds, mattings and materials for 
gentlemen's waistcoats.

The important processes in the manu­
facture of quiltings are zealously guard-

| ed as trade secrets,
lustrated News. They represent the fin­
est achievements in cotton cloth.

The extreme * delicacy of their manu­
facture may be gathered from the fact 
that down even to twenty-five years ago 
they were still largely made on the hand 
looms, the work being done not in the 
mills, but given out to the workers in 
their own homes. By constant experi­
ment and after many failures a quilt­
ing loom was constructed which could 
be driven by power, though its produc­
tion was only slightly faster than the

the London II-i hand loom. During the laet twenty
veals great improvements have been in­
troduced, especially at Bury, England, 
which claims to be the centre for the 
making of quilts.

J he Aero Club of Berlin lias been giv­
ing its attention to the question of guid­
ing lights for the use of aeronauts at 
night. It suggests a combination of let­
ters in vivid colors, which will be clear­
ly «sen at, a distance in the dark and 
which will be placed at the top of ele­
vated structures,

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who la the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 yeare old, 

homestead a quarter-section of availame 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Albert*. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or bud- 
Agency of the district. Entry by proxy may 
bo made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six mouths’ residence upon , 
cultivation of the land In each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
bis homestead on a farm of at least 80 scree 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or sis­
ter.

In certain conditions a homesteader In goon 
etai ding may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3 00 
acr-j. Duties—Must reside six months In each 
of siv years from date of homestead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
raay take a purchased homestead In certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months In each of three y66™- 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$300.00.

When Engineer Macallum took up the 

question of metering the water a* a 
remedy for waste and to enable the city 
to charge for it* water service on some 
equitable basis, a pronounced effort was 
made in certain quarters to discourage 
him in his work of reform. The uuequi- 
tableness of the water rate charges in 
Hamilton, ami the extortion practised 
upon the householders, have lieen often 
discussed by the Times, and on more 
than one occasion we have made com 
li&risons with the rates in Toronto, Buf­
falo, Cleveland and Detroit, all cities 
v ith which fair comparisons with our 
own could lie presented: and in all cases 
the Hamilton householder got the worst 
of it. Our waterworks system lias i*oeu 
operated to make profit—-out of the or 
dinarv householder: but to a large e.\- ; 
tent that profit has lieen spent in 
“bonus’ or “encouragement*" to favored : 
water-users.

Now, the Times would not deal ungen- j 
erously toward any Hamilton institu- ; 
lion; very far from it. But justice 
should be regarded before generosity: ! 
and the householder has been, in the ; 
matter of water rates, treated most un- j 
justly. Through the water rates he has j 
been made to pay the lion’s share of the 
cost of maintaining the waterworks 
system; and he has. in addition; I ‘en 
made to contribute, through them, an 
additional sum over his *20 or *21 mills 
on the dollar to the general taxes of the 
cita It is high .time that he .was re­
lieved of this unjust burden, ami that 
some more equitable system was adopt­
ed. The engineer is in good business.

To the disgrace of the Ontario press, 
too many of the newspapers of the Pro­
vince have submitted to be gagged on 
this question.

The 
fases cited were all instances in which 
by-laws had lieen validated on petition 
of the parties who had created the by­
laws. who were to lie hound by them, 
ami after ample opportunity to lie 
heard had lieen given to all persons af­
fected. No such validating acts were 
ever passed before, at the request of 
those who were to receive contracts or 
who expect advantages under the by­
laws. The Power Acts were Government 
measures and the Hydro-Electrie Com­
mission, a government creation, was the 
other party to the contracts to be af­
fected by this validating legislation. 
Previous validating acts of the Legisla- 
tiiic were limited to giving effect to the 
wishes of the ratepayers as expressed in 
by-laws which were in danger of being j 
rendered invalid by mere technical oh- | 
jections. How different Whitney’s act 
let the Farmers* Sun state:

The Power Validating Acts, however. I 
go very far beyond this, for while the 
Act passed in 1908 merely validated the ! 
by-laws, and so might lie supported by | 
the plecedents cited, this was found not j 
to effect what was desired, and the I 
drastic Act of 1909 was put through, 
again as a Government measure. This I 
Act declares, not that the by-laws are j 
valid, but that an agreement varying so • 
greatly from the by-laws that the Court , 
fou this ground! refused to direct the 
Mayor of Galt to sign it. is a valid con- ! 
tract and binding on the ratepayers; 
thus in effect invalidating the bv-laws : 
«••proved of by them and substituting ! 
for the agreement approved of by the » 
ratepayers what one of our .Tudges calls 
a *‘neiv agreement.** And to prevent ; 
any ratepayer disputing the binding 
force of this substituted agreement, the i 
Aet goes on to stay forever all appeals j 
lty rntepavers or others to the Courts ; 
for relief.

To warn the people of the danger of 
this sort of legislation and to guard \ 

against encroachment upon their rights j 
and liberties is a task of the first im j 
pm tance. Professor Smith does well to j 
lend his great influence amt ability to j 
this work. And it is a pity that so ; 
many of the newspapers of the Province 
are hostile or remain silent when their 
duty to their readers ami to the coun­
try should lead them to speak out plain­
ly and forcibly.

From the above it would 
appear that tin1 be*t course for the On­
tario farmer to pursue is to take advan­
tage of the empty bins ami sell his wheat 
at the present high price for cash wheat, 
and if he has faith in future high prices 
buy an equivalent quantity of Winnipeg 
Mily option at $1. save interest and in­
surance and shrinkage charges for nine 
•months, and have the use of his money 
in the meantime.”

LAID LOW BY 
HISFRIEND.

Joseph Limarco Empties Revolver 
into Body of Ro$ii Palmmo.

Men Evidently Had Been Compan­
ions—Murderer is Cinghl.

Murderer Says His Victim is a 
Black Hand Man,

Buffalo, Aug. 20.—Rosia Polomino, of 
Niagara Falls, was shot five times and 
mortally wounded by Joseph Lamarco, a 
young Italian, of 152 Canal street, on 
the platform of the Black Rock station 
of the New York Central at 4.45 o’clock 
yesterday afternoon. Polomino is,dying 
at the Riverside Hospital and Lamarco 
is held at the Austin street station on 
an open charge.

The shooting was deliberate and done 
in the presence of a crowd at the sta­
tion. It caused the wildest excitement. 
After finishing his bloody deed Lamar- 
co fled down the high embankment on 
Niagara street, with half a dozen excit­
ed men in hot pursuit. He was easily 
caught after a short chase.

The two men had boarded the train 
at the Terrace station. They had been 
visiting at Niagara Falls every day for 
a week and were apparently the best of 
friends. According to the statement of 
Lamarco made to the police after the 
shooting, he had gone to the Terrace 
station shortly after 4 o’clock in the 
afternoon to hoard his train. When he 
got there he found Polomino waiting.- 
They had been shooting craps ,he said, 
ill a Niagara Falls resort the day be­
fore and he had been very successful, 
winning much money. So \iat. when lie 
saw Ponomino yesterday at the station, 
the latter stepped up to him, lie said, 
and wanted him to buy him a pair of 
shoes.

“1 will not buy you a pair of shoes,” 
Lamarco claims lie told Polomino. “but 
I will let you take a few dollars.”

To this Polomino.is alleged to have 
turned up his nose, and without, further 
talk Lamarco says he boarded the train.

Lamarco says he was next surprised 
ns the train sped on to find that he had 
boarded a Lock port train instead of one 
for Niagara Falls. He decided to g?t 
off nt Black Rock and wait for a Falls 
train. As he alighted from the platform, 
he says, he was again surprised to see 
Polomino follow him.

Witnesses do not agree with Lamarco 
in that lie got off the train first. The 
police are also of the belief that Polo­
mino alighted first and that Lamarco 1 
followed.

The two men had barely left the train 
platform when Lamarco whipped out a 
shining revolver and fired five shots in 
quick succession at Polomino. The first 
shot entered the In tier's breast and he 
staggered and fell as he received four 
more—one through the small of the 
back, another in the groin and one in 
each bin.

No sooner had he emptied his revolver 
than Lamarco fled down the embank­
ment, and Polomino rolled over, moan­
ing inaudibly.

Dr. George W. "Savles. of Amherst 
street, bandaged the dying man's 
wounds to stop the flow of blood. lie 
was then rushed to the hospital, hut 
the surgeons did not operate, as they 
said the man would die before daylight. 
Polomino. although fairly riddled with 
the shot of a 38-calibre revolver, show­
ed remarkable vitality and was consci­
ous most, of the time.

Polomino, however, would make no 
statement to the police. Inspector 
Martin visited him and asked him why 
his friend had shot him, but he was 
mum to all inquiries and the only thing 
lm would say was, “1 want to die.”

The police were at a loss last night 
to assign any motive whatever for the 
çrime. Lamarco. in his statement, did 
not throw any light on the movements 
of the pair in the last few days, except 
to say that they had been shooting 
craps at Niagara Falls and that Polo­
mino was a Black Hand man. who had

PROVINCES DOWN BY THE SEA 

MAY BECOME ONE.

St. John Board Withdraws—St. John’s 
Complain is That the Board De­
votes Too Much Attention to Local 
Matters.

Charlottetown, P.E.I., Aug. 19.—There 
was quite a breeze in the Maritime 
Board of Trade meeting this morning 
when Mr. J. N. Harvey, of the St. John 
delegation, announced that the St. John 
board had decided, after careful consid­
eration, to withdraw from the Mari­
time board, on the ground that while 
the latter was splendid theoretically, it 
was actually a failure ; it devoted too 
much attention to local matters not of 
interest to the Maritime Provinces. He 
referred to the differences that had oc­
curred at the Halifax meeting over the 
resolution regarding the route of the 
G.T.P.

Mr. A. M. Bell contended that the 
board had accomplished a great deal. 
In the difference between Halifax and 
St. John the latter had the wrong end 
of the argument.

President Snowball characterized the 
action of St. John as disgraceful. He 
warmly defended the work and influence 
of the board.

Mr. Edgett, of Moncton; Senator Rorr, 
Mayor McLean, Port Hood; J.T. Hawke, 
Moncton; Hance Logan, and others 
strongly eritized St. John's action. The 
last speaker said if the St. John board 
insisted, it would mean disintegration. 
As the St. John delegates were absent 
at the opening of the meeting, they

enlivened by a debate on Maritime un- I 
ion, opened by W. H. Edgett, of Monc­
ton, who contended that union would , 
stimulate the development of the re- : 
sources of the provinces, improve pro- ! 
vincia 1 credit, bring about an annual : 
saving of $150,000 a year by the aboli- , 
tiou of two legislatures, and make way 
for uniform judicarv and uniform action 
in agricultural immigration, railway 
taxation, crown lands, and other mat­
ters. It would mean larger ambitions 
aud the obliteration of sectional jeal­
ously. The resolutions were opposed by 
Mr. Johnson, of Halifax, who said Nova 
Scotia excelled all the other provinces 
in resources and education, and had 
nothing to gain by a union. When the 
nation is great, the identity of a pro­
vince will be the strength of the while 
country.

Senator Ross thought a committee 
should be appointed to deal with the 
question and report at the next meet­
ing.

Mr. J. T. Hawke. Moncton, consider­
ed the question purely academic, but 
favored it as giving us greater in­
fluence in the Federal Parliament.

Messrs. 1). A. Morrison, Amherst, and 
Payseant, Halifax, supported the resolu-

To Remove Spots From Wood—To 
remove white spots from polished wood 
make a soft paste of solad oil and salt. 
Apply with soft cloth and rub briskly. 
White spots of years’ standing can be so 
removed, and if the finish is not injured 
no trace of spot is left—the white stain 
is out in any case.

Faded Pink Garments--The most fad­
ed and washed out pink garment can be 
made like new by putting a handful of 
red crepe paper in the rinsing water. It 
will he a beautiful pencil pink. The same 
is true with lavender, only use purple 
crepe paper. It always colors evenly 
and can be diped quickly into starch af­
terwards. I have worn n pink linen 
dress four years, and with the necessary 
alterations it is like a new dress to-day.

To Clean Gutta Percha—To clean gut- 
ta percha, rub it with a mixture of soap 
and powdered charcoal, and polish it 
with a drv cloth.

Take Stains from Bottles—Make a 
good suds of naphtha and soft water. 
Let it stand in the vessel fifteen or twen­
ty minutes: all stains will be removed.

Keeping Silver Bright—If a liberal 
sprinkling of baking soda i« added to 
the boiling water in which silver cutlery 
is immersed, it will come out clean and 
bright: also use a little soda and alco­
hol to remove dark or persistent stains 
o;i silver. This is better than the min­
eral compounds, as soda is soluble, and, 
therefore, requires less work to gain 
good results.

FUNNY BIGAMY CASE

MRS. MINNIE PINK, OF TORONTO, 
GETS THIRTY DAYS.

She Had Two Husbands—Her Law­
yer Savs That She is Victim of 
Scheme Worked by Two Men.

Toronto, Aug. 20.—“This appears to 
have been a most extraordinary affair 
all round."' said Colonel Denison yester­
day after hearing the evidence in the 
case of Minnie Pink and George Thomas 
Stead, both of whom were charged with 
bigamy. The magistrate convicted the 
woman and sent her to jail for thirty 
days, but the man elected to go to a 
jury, and was committed for trial.

According to the stories told in court. 
Mrs. Minnie Pink was separated from 
her husband, who lived in the city. She 
met Stead, who came from Walkerton, 
and they got. drunk together a couple 
of times. The man asked the woman to 
marry him, and Mrs. Charlton, who 
keeps house for Mrs. Pink, heard about 
it. She told the man that Mr. Pink was 
alive. ‘If you get married you will he 
putting your foot in it,” she said to 
the man.

Stead asked Mrs. Pink if Mrs. Chari 
ton had stated a fact, and she replied 
in the affirmative. T don't care; let 
us get married anyway,” said Stead.

“I’m on,” said the woman. Mrs. Pink 
had been drinking during the night, 
and was in a reckless state of mind. 
Early in the morning she turned on the 
gas and attempted to commit suicide, 
but. Mrs. Charlton saved her life. Stead 
brought two flasks of whiskey, and 
they drank together for some time. Then 
the man supplied pills to sober the 
women, and they went away to be mar­
ried. A few days after the cèremony 
Stead went back to Walkerton.

“I believe that the whole thing is a 
scheme put up by this man and the 
woman's husband to get power over 
her.” declared Mr. Curry, counsel for 
Mrs. Pink.

Mr. T. C. Robinette objected to these 
statements, which were intended to in­
jure hie client.

Half a 
dozen undertakers heard about i'. and 
shattered all sprinting record- getting 
to the scene. While waiting for the 
officials they -at on the front stoop and 
figured out just how they could afford 
to bury Hugo at a profit.

Coroner Schwanneoke, Captain P a-e 
and three policemen from "the Morri«onia 
station, three physicians and half a 
dozen reporters got to the hmi-e about 
the same time. In this order they filed 
slowly up the stairs, the six undertakers 
bringing up the rear. »

All was hushed in the presence of 
three hundred pounds of death. Coroner 
Sehwanneeke sunk his knuckles in th* 
door of the Freyenhagen flat, and Mrs. 
Freyenhagen opened it.

“Where’s you dead husband?" asked" 
the corner.

“Here’s her husband right here, but 
he’s not a dead one." answered a gruff
voice, as six feet of Freyenhagen appear­
ed at the opening.

“Didn't you commit suicide?" asked

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NOBLE SEA LEAGUE
If Plans Evolved at Defence Con­

ference Mature.

Clearing the Ground for an Impe­
rial Sea-Going Squadron.

• ___
" London, Aug. 10.—The closing meeting 

of the Imperial Defence Conference was 
of short duration. It is understood that 
congratulatory. speeches were delivered 
by the Prime Minister and colonial re­
presentatives upon the successful char­
acter of the conference.

The Times announces that the results 
of the naval conference will shortly be 
announced: in the Imperial Parliament.

The Times, remarking that the empire 
must wait for authentic information 
respecting the Imperial Defence Confer­
ence, at least till Sir Joseph Ward 
reaches New Zealand, concludes that 
‘‘it must always be remembered that, 
however complete the local control of 
the naval forces provided by the domin­
ions may be, there is no solution to the 
imperial problem to he found in the 
provision of local naval defence. If one 
result of the conference is to secure 
wider popular recognition of that fact a 
great deal will have been accomplished 
and the ground will have been cleared 
for the formation sooner or later—we 
trust as soon as may be—of an imperial 
sea-going squadron as far as possible 
complete in all its part and capable as 
such of taking its place in a general 
scheme for the organization of naval 
defence throughout the empire. Such 
a squadron might co-operate with the 
units owned by the dominions, built and 
maintained at their own expense and 
manned by their own citizens, subject 
in all respects to their own control 
time of peace, but so organized and so 
disposed even in time of peace that they 
might at. the outbreak or threat of war, 
upon the wish of their respective Gov­
ernments. fall into line as organic parts 
of an imperial fleet. The nearer the 
conclusions of the conference approach 
to this ideal the more hopeful shall 
we look to their results.”

The Telegraph says: ‘‘Time alone 
can show whether the precious seed of 
imperial union for mutual defence is 
destined to mature. But if it should 
flourish and ripen according to our 
present hopes and future needs, the 
most remarkable and noble sea league 
known to history will have been 
formed.”

U. S. TRAPS.
British Columbia Salmon Packer* 

Say They Get All the Fish.

Vancouver, Aug. 19.—It is learned 
to-day in salmon packing circles that 
the Fraser fiiver fishermen and pack­
ing interests have become so exasper­
ated through the failure of sockeye 
salmon to reach the river this year 
because of the alleged incessant and 
illegal operation of American traps 
that at last they intend to take action 
to bring the matter to an issue. It is 
asserted by those who are closely 
waching these developments that in all 
probability the canners and fishermen 
on the Fraser will prepare the evidence 
they have against the American trap- 
men, and la}' it before the Dominion 
Government with the request that im­
mediate action be taken to bring the 
charges to the attention of Washington 
through the medium of the International 
Fisheries Commission.

To-morrow the British Columbia Can­
ners’ Association will hold a meeting 
to discuss the question of securing an 
extension of the open season from the 
Dominion Government. It is considered 
by canners to be a foregone conclusion 
that such a request will be presented at 
Ottawa. ______^______

Complaint of a Montreal Ciric Of­

ficial Against Aldermen.

Montreal, Aug. 19.—“If I had worked 
two months more under the present pat­
ronage system 1 would have been in the 
asylum at Ivongue Poiut. It was only 
because of this Royal Commission that 
I stopped ou." Thus James Scanlan, 
one of the most important out-door of­
ficials of the civic road department, 
holding for the past thirteen months the 
position of road superintendent for the 
western division of the city, testified be­
fore the Royal Commission to-day.

Scanlan s evidence is of the utmost 
importance. He is not a man who owes 
his position to favor. He has nothing 
to gain by coming forward and telling 
what he knows. He speaks from act­
ual experience, and his evidence covers 
the latest period of the civic adminis­
tration. The .main points were that he 
was not permitted to select his own 
men, and that Aid. O'Connell last year 
and Aid. Gallery this year had been 
guilty of the most flagrant type of inter­
ference with him, both in regard to his 
men and tie work he was doing. He was 
Mrticularly emphatic about Aid. Gal­
lery, and gave specific instances of the 
latter's interference.

Other evidence before the commission 
to-dav brought, out many interesting 
points regarding the Modern Paving 
Company, and also respecting the pat­
ronage system as it was used in the 
roads department.

Mr. Brosseau, of the Modern Paving 
Company told the commission how the 
regulation that, contracts should not be 
sub-let was disregarded by his company. 
It appeared that the whole plant of his 
company, when finally sold, did not 
bring in more than $100. and the wit­
ness thought that a plant of its size was 
large enough for Montreal's paving. The 
firm, according to the evidence, did not 
even keep books.

FED ÔNGARBAGE.
Hog Disease Near Ottawa Resem­

bles Cholera.

Ottawa, Aug. 19.—A disease suspi­
ciously like cholera has been discovered 
among the hogs around Ottawa. Forty- 
three animals have been destroyed by 
order of Dr. Rutherford, chief Dominion 
veterinarian, and five other herds are 
under quarantine. Dr. Rutherford at­
tributes the outbreak to the practice of 
feeding hogs about Ottawa on garbage, 
gathered in the city, and thinks the dis 
ease may have originated from Ottawa 
hogs being fed scraps of American pork

As there were defects in the corro­
boration, Colonel Denison said: “I'll 
give the prisoner the benefit of the 
doubt. The case will be dismissed."

Indianapolis, Ind., Aug. 20.—Two lives 
were lost and two records broken dur­
ing the inauguration of the Indianapolis 
motor speedway yesterday. William A. 
Bourque, driver of the Knox car in the 
250-mile-'race, and: Harry Holcomb, his 
mechanician, were killed in the frenzied 
carnival of speed.

Coming down the home stretch 
the car suddenly swerved and tore into 
the fence at the left of the track, turn­
ing completely over and pinning its two 
occupants beneath it.

Wilfrid Bourque was twenty six years 
of age, and had been in the "automobile 
racing game three years, representing 
the Knox Automobile <‘ompanv of this 
city, by whom he was considered one of 
the most expert driver* iu the country. 
He was lxirn in West Farnham, Canada. 
He raced successfully at Richfield 
Spring*.

When he was arraigned before Mag­
istrate Xaumer. Aglione told how he 
came of a good family in Italy and for 
four years had served with credit a« a 
carbineer and had been in this country 
on’y nine months. Though he could 
speak little English, his Italian was 
excellent and he seemed to he well edu­
cated. In response to the magistrate’s 
questions, Aglione said that his sister 
had nagged him to desperation. At 
first, he said, she had favored a match 
with Rosina. who lives in the same 
building, but of late had insisted that 
he owed a prior duty to\ support his 
parents in Italy.

He was a man of honorable instincts 
and delicacy, he said brokenly, and when 
bis sister had told around that he and 
Rosina were going to elope, his honor 
was touched, so that in a fit of mad­
ness lie wrote the letter and then, seiz­
ing the wooden Mock, bent himself over 
the head, till, as he expressed it, "I 
eon Id see no more.”

Upon his telling Magistrate Xaumer 
that he loved the girl, the latter allowed 
him to go free, saying he should have 
another i chance. The magistrate told 
Aglione’s lister to go home and encour­
age the love affair and not, try to put 
the pair of lovers out, as Aglione said 
she had threatened.

Rosina was not in court, Aglione try­
ing to protect her all he could. Finally, 
after the judge had talke<l_ to them at 
some length, Aglione and his sister were 
sent home. - Brooklyn Citizen.

Hawaii Turning Out Men of Millions 
by the Score.

There are probably more self-made 
millionaires residing in Honolulu than 
in any city twice its size on the main­
land. According to Van Nordcn's Mag­
azine, there arc scores of millionaires 
made and in the making of Hawaii.

Men of moderate menus last spring 
becarpe by fall men of greav wealth 
after the sugar crop had been marketed 
Small planters of pineapples of a few 
seasons ago are men of high finance to­
day, expending hundreds of thousands 
of dollars annually advertising their 
output that was not worth a tenth of 
that sum all told ten years ago.

The men of Hawaii who have created 
opportunities for themselves create op­
portunities for others. Alexander Young, 
the many time millionaire of Honolulu, 
came to Hawaii a poor man, worked 
hard, helped organize and conduct the 
Honolulu Iron Works, which now makes 
sugar machinery to be shipped to every 
quarter of the globe, retired fro mhard 

’labor and built as liis monument a hotel 
that is equal to any appointment found 
in London or New York and with a roof 
garden more spacious than any on the 
continent. He js content that he h__ 
lost a million maintaining this public 
palace, for it is a credit to Alexande 
Young and to Honolulu. Its building 
sets a new pace and the business city of 
wood was practically rebuilt in stone 
and marble.

MRS. ALICE G. KIRK.
(By Alice Gitehell Kirk.)

The same principles apply in can­
ning the large as the smaller fruits. 
Keep cleanliness, yes, surgical clean­
liness. and sterilization in mind. Do 
not attempt too many at once ; be 
sure you have your fruit jars before 
your fruit is ready and waiting for 
them. Buy good fruit if you have to 
buy less of it; it is cheaper in the 
end and much more satisfactory.

When canning peaches, pears or 
plums, have the jars sterilizing in the 
steam cooker which yon have filled 
with cdld water. Boil 10 minutes. 
While they are sterilizing pare the 
fruit by putting them a few at a 
time into a wire basket or colander 
and plunging them for a minute into 
boiling water. Cut the peaches or 
pears in halves, peel and throw at 
once into cold water. It will require 
about one pint of syrup for each 
quart, and this may be a thin or 
heavy syrup, boiled at least five min­
utes. Fill the sterilized jars with the 
fruit, cover to overflowing with the 
boiing syrup, fasten the sterilized cov­
ers on and set back in the steam cook­
er for 15 or 20 minutes if the peaches 
are hard. Set to one side to cool. 
These may be canned in like manner 
in a kettle of water, allowing 10 min­
utes longer for the cooking in the

USEFUL TREES OF FLORIDA.

Great Variety Growing in the State— 
Durable Woods.

Florida has perhaps more useful tides 
growing within her borders than any 
other State in the Union—a greater var­
iety. But there is n general desire to in­
troduce more, as the soap berry, the tal­
low tree and the eucalyptus.

An addition to the discussion of the 
latter, a tree which is very valuable be­
cause it has the unusual quality of grow­
ing with great rapidity yet furnishing a 
hard and durable wood, is furnished by 
a letter to the editor of the Florida 
Fruit and Produce News by E. E. Thomp­
son, of Avon Park. Mr. Thompson says, 
in part: "Epcalyptus trees were first 
planted here about 1894 and were injur 
ed by the great freeze, but sprouted and 
grew like the orange trees.

REARING THE
DAIRY CALF.

The Hot Weather a Trying Time for 
Caire*—Keep Them Growing.

(From the tkuwdian Fa-rm.)
The hot weatlier period is the most 

trying season in the life of the young 
calf. It should not be so if it were 
properly looked after. But, as a rule, 
the young calf is very much neglected at 
this season. It is left a prey to flies, the 
heat of the sun, and soon liecomes stunt­
ed. its hair rough, and its general *»p. 
pearanee unthrifty. The symmetry of 
outline present when a week or two old 
lies given way ot a rotundity of body, 
familiarly known ne "pot beillied.” When 
a cal-f reaches this condition it might 
better be turned to otlter purposes than 
the dairy. The value of the calf is de­
preciated one-half when it becomes stunt, 
cd in growth, and no matter how good 

its ancestry may be, it cannot reach the 
development that it 'would have had. 
had proper feed and care been extended 
to it every day of its growth.
CAN CALVES BE RAISED WITHOUT 

MILK ?
There are more calves of this stunted 

j character in the country than many ima­
gine. The cheese factory and the supply- 

I mg of whole milk to cities and fowns 
are some of the factors contributing to 
this end. Where the whole milk is di­
verted' from the farm it is difficult tp 
raise calves properly. Good calves havi 
been raised, without milk, except for tin 
first two weeks. Some experiments con­
ducted at the Pennsylvania Experiment 
station a few years ago showed that 
this could be done. In these expert 
ments a good substitute was found in a 
mixture containing wheat flour, cocoa’ 
nut m«**l nutrium, linseed meal and dried 
blood. But whnt may be done at a 
périment station may not always be 
practiced on the average farm. Milk 
the natural foo<l for the calf, and it 
should have it in some form during four 
to six months of its life, depending largi 
ly upon the vitality and vigor posseosed 
by the calf at hirtih. It is true with the 
calf as with other young, that its future 
depends in a very' large degree upon 
the ca.iv and feeding of the dam before 
the calf is born. But that is another 
story, and not pertinent to the question 
at issue—that of feeding and caring for 
the calf during the hot weather and 
afterwards.

SKIM-MILK FOR CALVES.
Premising that the calf being raise 

this season have had proper care and 
feeding up to the present, we have reach 
cd a period when they are from three t< 
four months old. At this age they ehouli 
still be receiving some skim-milk daily. 
And we might point out just here that 
skim-milk is ». better food for the calf 
intended for the dairy than whole milk. 
It should have whole; milk for a couple 
of weeks. Then a gradual change to 
skim-milk should be effected so that 
when three or four weeks old it should 
not be receiving any whole milk. Skim- 
milk is rich in protein, which will de­
velop muscle, bone and sinew, thus lay­
ing the foundation for a strong,; healthy, 
vigorous animal. But. skim-milk alone 
is not sufficient. Some linseed meal 
should l»e supplied, about a cupful to 
each feed. The jelly is simply made by 
stirring ground flex seed or linseed meal 
into a pot of boiling water, until a jelly- 
like consistency is reached.

HOW MUCH TO FEED.
The amount of skim-milk a calf should 

Iv fed daily will depend largely upon the 
caif. Some endves will take two gallons 
or two and a half gallons per day, while 
others may not take over a gallon and a 
half. The calf raiser must- exercise his 
, augment in the matter. But whatever 
s done do not. stint the calf. Give it 

all it will take and digest properly. Gftlf- 
hood is t.lie growing time, and tihe calf 
should be kept, growing and in good, 

ai thy condition from the start.
GIVE A LITTLE COARSE FEED. 

Early in its career the caif should 
be accustomed to taking a lit­
tle coarse feed. Place some nice, 
bright clover hay in a rack and the 
calves will begin to nibble at it. A good 
plan is to drop a handful of wheat- 
bran into the pail about the time the 
alf is done drinking. It will soon learn 

to lick it up. Some dairymen recommend 
beginning tv feed the meal ration in this 
way ; after the calf has learned to cat 
bran, a little ground oats can be added 
and a very small quantity of oil cake 
meal. In this way the young calf may 
be educated to digest the more concen­
trated foods. Sugar beet meal makes 

very good summer food for calves, 
especially for young ones, that are not 
on the grass much.

If the calf has been well fed and cared 
for, after five or six months the skim 
milk ration may be gradually discontin­
ued. It will by this time have become 
accustomed to a meal ration, and if the 
pasture is good, will thrive well. But 
the calf should be carefully watched lest 
the food doe- not agree with it. A calf 
off its feed is injured more than a 
grown animal.

SPRING OR FALL CALVES.
The majority of calves raised for the 

dairy are spring calves. Fall calves are 
more easily raised than spring calves, 
unless they come very early in the spring 
and are well advanced before the hot wea­
ther comes. Calves dropped in Novem­
ber or December, or even a month or 
two later are large enough by the fol­
lowing June to go on grass in the dav 
time, until it gets hot, and then they 
had better be kept in a box stall in 
the day time and turned out to grass 
at night. If the pasture is good and 
they have come along well, they will 
probably need very little grain at this 
time. However, the feeder must use 
his judgment. The calf must be kept 
growing and grain feeding may be 
necessary, though it should not be given 
to such an extent as to make the calf 
unduly fat. A calf raised for beefing 
purposes should be kept in fat condi­
tion right along. Not so a dairy calf. 
Growth is necessary, but not a fat con­
dition. For this reason the dairy calf 
requires more care in the rearing than 
one desired for the block.

During the summer a gobd place for 
a calf is in a paddock conveniently lo­
cated for feeding, where there are trees 
and a small shed for shelter. If this 
cannot be provided then the calves 
should be kept in a box stall in the 
stable during the day when the sun is 
hot.

SOME CALF RATIONS 
Primrose McConnell, an English au­

thority, recommends the following rat­
ions for calves depending upon the age 
and maturity:

No. 1—Milk 20 lbs., barley meal 1

SHELLEY FOND
OF FIREARMS.

STORY OF A BOY'S HOLD-UP 
TOLD AT THE INQUEST.

The Aged Widew of Michael Hall Re­
peats Her Story of the Tragedy- 
Murder Charge Will Probably be 
Dropped—No Evidence to Show

Simcoe, Aug. 19.—“He reached up his 
hand and tried to Speak, but could not 
speak. Then he died. 1 was afraid I'd 
get shot and went inside the house. Just 
as I went to pull down the blind a shot 
came through the window, and 1 sat 
watching till someone came along to 
help me. ’

Such was the pathetic story of the 
ending of thirty years of married life 
which was told by the widow of Mich- 
ae* Hall at the adjourned inquest to­
day. Mr. XV. E. Kelly, K.C., watched 
the proceedings on behalf of Emery Uhel- 
ley, the fifteen-year-old boy, who lies 
in jail on a charge of murdering the 
old man.

At the outset Mr. Kelly asked per­
mission to cross-examine the witnesses. 
Without desiring to call attention to 
what he considered irregularities in 
connection with the case, he reminded 
the coroner of the fact that the young 
boy had lay in jail under a serious 
charge, and therefore it was desirable 
that his interests should be considered. 
Mr. Kelly s request was readily grant­
ed, but in the majority of instances he 
did not exercise the privilege.

go fnr as the elucidations of the man­
ner of Michael Hall's death was con­
cerned, practically nothing was added 
to what is already known. It came out 
in the evidence, however, that young 
Shelley had on more than one occasion 
made demonstrations with firearms. The 
most important piece of evidence.touch- 
in his character, was that, given by. 
Walter Pierce, a Port Dover farmer, 
who had employed the boy for some 
time. So far as his work was concern­
ed he had no complaint to make, but 
ir. consequence of his improper conduct 
he had been obliged to dischare him. 
“He threatened to fill me up with lead 
if I told h's mother about it, so I prom­
ised that I would not tell," said Mr. 
Peace. “But I told him I could not 
keep him.”

Ruth Wilson also told how a year 
ago the boy had flourished a revolver 
at her, and a comical hold-up story was 
told by Gecrge Arms, fifteen years old.

Dr. Edward Meek, who made the post­
mortem, produced a section of bone tak­
en from the deceased's skull, which had 
hewn nenetrated by the bullet. The hole 
made was slightly larger than the act­
ual site of a 23 calibre bullet. A human 
skull was also produced by the doctor 
in explaining the position of the wound. 
The bullet must have been the cause of 
death.

Dr. Murdock McKinnon said the bul­
let was just, touching the brain and 
meshed in amongst a network of capil­
laries.

MRS. HALL’S STATEMENT.
Mre. Charlotte Hall, the dead man’s 

widow, hereelf 17 years o< a#e, re­
peated the story who had previously 
told as to the shooting. She could 
not think of any reason for enmity 
exiiting between her husband and young 
Shelley. It was trpe that a year agit 
there had been a little quarrel, and Mich 

called him a liar. That had. how- 
hed__np, and the boy

had helped at a ‘ wood bee" they held 
before Christmas. She had heard shoot­
ing on Sunday morning, but took no no­
tice of it, although her husband had 
snid that "it was too bad that bov, 
should be shooting about on Sunday.”
i hen she went to the ba-m from wlrivh 
the shooting was first supposed to have 
been (lone, and, passing her half blind 
and crippled husband on her return, told 
him that if she woirld come in she would 
n ad to him. A few seconds later he lay 
dying in her «mis, unable to speak, and 
f°ur other shots rattled into the house. 
Reverting to Shelley, she said that only 
a week ago when she was hoeing pota 
loes he had come up and talked to her 
in a most friendly manner.

.The cross-examinatoin by Mr. KHIv 
allowed that the old man had hail some 
liking for litigation, and on one occa­
sion, Mrs. Hall said, a young man named 
Km- had obtained a dollar bv repre­
senting himself as "Mr. Kelly, "the law 
ver." and offering to start a Case. 

the BOY’S MOTHER.
Mrs. Svhaver. Shelley’s mother, re­

peated the statements ‘made by her 
the newspapermen with regard to liar 
son's denial of any knowledge of the 
muse of Hall’s death. When the b »y 
heard of it lie wanted her to go over to 
tl'c old man's place with him, but she re 
fused. She had forbidden him to go 
shooting, but he persisted, and when she 
heard what had taken place she had be* n 
afraid that the boy would lie blame-l 
f.-r the tragedy. She admitted having 
shot her second husband in the leg. but
ii was brought, out in cross-examination 
that she had been acquitted on the 
ground tliât her action had been justifi­
able. Evidence as to the boy having a 
rifie and shooting in the neighborhood 
was given by the hoy's brother. Frank

I Shelley, his uncle, Richard Teft. and two 
neighbors.

(.'eorge Arms, aged 1.1 years, told of 
the hoid-up by young Shelley. As lie 
was going to school with two other 
boys. Ray North and Austin Rush, both 
younger than h°. Shelley had pulled a 
rifle and commanded t-hem to "Halt; 
hands tip: money or your brains.’* They 
held up their hands and he came up to

As the littlest boy was crying, lie told 
them he was only fooling, and had noth­
ing to shoot with. On another occasion 
prior to this Emery Shelley had thrown 
"pain exterminator" in his eyes, and on 
the next night he gave another boy a 
similar dose.

The inquest was adjourned until to-, 
morrow morning, when Inspector Greer 
will give evidence as to Gie.range of rlie 
rifle and the penetrating power of bul­
lets. Shelley will come up for prelimin­
ary hearing to-morrow, but the proceed­
ings will only be formal and a remand 
will be made.

Crown Attorney Slaglit stated to-day 
that so far nothing had come out which 
would tend to show that Shelley had in- 

j timtionally killed Hall, and the murder 
j charge will in all probability l>e dropped.

THREE AEROPLANES
Manoeuvred al Same Time on 

Course at Rheims.

R hoi ms, Aug. It).—Glenn 11. Curtiss 
at sundown tu-day added a dramatic 
feature to the trial flights of the ae'ru- 
planes entered for the aviation week 
contests by skilfully guiding his ma­
chine above another aeroplane and 
averting a collision. The feat was ac­
complished when for the first time in 
history three hcavier-than-air craft were 
manoeuvring at the same time. All were 
flying rapidly when suddenly Curtiss 
saw M. Duraanest in an Antoinette mon 
oplane approaching at right angles and

on the same level with him. As quick 
as a flash Curtiss realized the danger, 
and elevating his planes, his machine in­
stantly shot upward and soared safely 
ovei the Frenchman. Thousands of spec­
tators applauded Curtiss wildly. The 
third machine in the air at this time 
wa° that of M. Tissandier.

It is said that one of the surprises 
of aviation week will be the appearance 
of a mysterious aeroplane, built along 
fcho lines of the Wright machine, which 
has been used successfully in a number 
of secret flights held recently near

The pilot of this machine abandoned 
a project to fly from Paris down to 
Rheims only because of the possibility 
of damaging his flyer. This aeroplane 
takes to the air immediately without 
running over the ground or making use 
of outside force. It rises aloft by vary­
ing the angle of the planes and the 
strength of its propellers.

Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 19. An interest­
ing situation developed to-day in con­
nection with the now famous pi timbers’ 
picketing ease.

W0RTHUTTLE.
Island In Dispute Between Canada 

and the United States.

Campobello Island, X. B., Aug. 19.—A 
conclusion is likely to be reached in the 
lengthy dispute existing since 178.3 be­
tween Great Britain and the I’nited 
States over the international boundary 
of the United States and Canada, as a 
result, of the personal investigation eon- 
eluded to-day bv Mr. James Bryce, Brit­

ish Ambassador. Mr. Bryce arrived here 
yesterday, accompanied by Sir John 
Hanbury Williams, secretary to the Gov­
ernor-General of Canada; Mr. Joseph 
Pope, Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs 
for Canada, ami Dr. W. F. King. Domin­
ion astronomer.

Immediately upon their arrival Am­
bassador Bryce and his party sailed into 
the hay in a motorboat and thoroughly 
explored the disputed territory. “Pope's 
Folly Island," which is directly on the 
line of demarcation, as well as the mid 
die ground, and a shoal in Lu hoc Nar­
rows. Later they visited the historic 
mansion of Admiral Owen, who was 
granted Campobello Island, together 
with the islet known as Pope's Folly 
prior to the American revolution. The 
Owen title figures largely in the dis-

The ambassador and the Canadian of­
ficials again explored the international 
boundary line. Ambassador Bryce did 
not wish to be interviewed as to the 
probable result of his visit and investi­
gation, but it is generally known that 
the question will be submitted to arbi­
tration. The territory itself is hardly 
worth a song, but the question of wheth­
er the steamship channel is British or 
American and fishery rights are in-

The contention of the United States is 
that the old eastern channel, long ago 
abandoned, is the boundary; the Cana­
dian side claiming that the eastern 
channel, which is close to Campobello, 
never was the channel, and that the 
present course through the (farrows is 
the line of demarcation.

COUNTERFEITERS.
Tee Thousand of Their Plants in 

United States and Canada.

000 plants in the United States and Can­
ada capable of turning out counterfeit 
money at almost a minute’s notice was 
the astonishing statement made here to­
day by ('apt.

DISASTER IN FAIR WEATHER OFF 

HALIFAX HARBOR.

Turned on Her Beam Ends and Went 
Down—Only the Five ^Men on 
Deck Were Able to Save Them*

Halifax, Aug. 19.—Eleven men were 
catrkd down in the wreck of the Glott­
ic-u» schooner Oronoco, which capsized 
twenty-five miles off Saiubri, near Hall- 
lax, yesterday morning, lhe names of 
the lost are; William Meu»c, Tuskei; 
W illiam \ a nem burg, Argyle; Stephen 
Delong, Tusket ; Howard M hitehuusv, 
Aigyiv; Bernard Civwetl, Argyle;• Wit- 
louglily Vanemburg, Argyle; William 
liauKtd, Argyle; Lauries .-haw, Argyle;

The Oronoco was six years- ohl, and 
was built at Essex, Mass. She was 
last sailer and a good sea boat. She left 
Clouces-tei, .Mass., on Aug. 3, and called 
at Argyle, X. S., where two men were 
shipped. On Wednesday morning at 5 
o'clock the wind was southeast, blowing 
a fair breeze. When the (> o’clock watcii 
was called, and when Stillman Hubbard, 
James Shaw, Janie# Vanemburg, and Fi­
nest Stanley went on deck, Captain Lar­
kin was the wheel. The first watch 
wit * still on deck, and had not gone be­
low. The jib-sheet was off too far, and 
the captain brought the vessel up into 
the wind, and she vas hauled to wind­
ward and caught in the anchor stock. 
)■ lie paid off and commenced going down, 
turning on her beaut ends. When half 
full uf water the Oronoco went down 
very rapid I \* and in three minutes no 
part, of her vas to he seen.

Five dories went down with her, and 
all the survivors, five in number, got 
into two dories. Both dories rowed to 
windward to try and pick up some of the 
filter men who were below at the time 
of the disaster, but saw nobody. They 
picked up three pairs of oars for each 
dory, and seat# and buckets, and every­
thing was made ready to head for land, 
which they reached late last night.

They landed this morning, one at 
Chester Iron Bound, and the other at 
Little Tnneook, reaching Lunenburg 
til 1 o'clock this afternoon.

The captain is overwhelmed by the 
loss of the ship and so many of his 
crew, who went down without a chance 
for their lives. The accident is one of 
th, most peculiar in the history of mar­
ine disasters.

He*. Frank Oliver on Immigration 
to Canada.

Tee Many Reatrictioni In Germany 
on Immigration.

French, Dutch, Danes and Belgians 
Prefer Home.

(Special Despatch to the Times.) 
Ottawa, Ont., A tig. 20.—Hon. Frank 

Oliver, Minister of the Interior, returned 
to-day from a trip to Great BrSain and 
the continent, where he has l>een for 
the past two months leaking int-o immi­
gration questions. To your correspond­
ent Hon. Mr. Oliver expressed himself

us reasonably satisfied with the present 
and the prospective immigration situa­
tion. “While theie has been some reduc­
tion in the nuuii>er of arrivals in Canada 
from Britain, 1 do not think that there 
has been a falling off in the number of 
xvhat we term ‘desirables.* 'I he restraints 
which we nave imposed upon persona 
entering Cumula have had the effect of 
largely eliminating the immigration of 
people from London who would not 
benefit either themselves or Canada by 
coming here, but I think that the men 
who are able to make their way under 
Canadian emditions are coining in as 
large numbers as ever. While there has 
been naturally some dissatisfaction in 
certain quarters with the limitations 
which Canada has imposed upon immi­
gration. I am satisfied that the bulk 
of the British people regard Canada’s po­
sition a.s reasonable. They appreciate 
the fact that under the conditions which 
exist in Canada it is only natural that 
wo should yefer the man who is full of 
day’s work.”

As regards immigration from the con­
tinent, Hon. Mr. Oliver says that the 
immediate prospect for desirable immi­
gration is less hopeful. The German 
restrictions seem to 1m* effective in pro 
vehtiug immigration, not only to Canada 
hut to any country. There does not 
seem to b? an inclination on the part of 
the individual Frenchman. Hollander. 
Belgian or Dane to leave his own coun­
try. The emigration from Sweden and 
Norway is sent to the I'nited States, 
and owing to the fact that so many peo­
ple from those countries arc set-bled in 
the I’nited States, it is impossible to di­
vert that immigration to Canada.

Hon. Mr. Oliver is of the opiiâon that 
for some time to come Canada will g^t 
the Hulk of its Scandinavian settlers 
from the Western States.
CANADIAN AFFAIRS IN BRITAIN.

“I was last in Britain three years ago. 
and since that time.” said lion. Mr. 
Oliver. *‘1 was glad to see that there 
has developed n greater interest in 
Canada and a better-informed interest. 
I believe that the press ref lent s the at­
titude and mind of the people: and 
three years ago Canadian affairs were 
almost neglected by the British papers. 
That is not so to-day. The leading 
papers of Britain are spending money 
to get Canadian news. They are giving 
up .considerable of their space to it, and 
they are discussing and commenting on 
Canadian affairs in a remarkably intel­
ligent and well-informed manner.

"I think it would be safe to say that 
the British people understand Canada 
pretty well. The people in the rural 
districts and villages understand that 
in Canada there is opportunity for a 
man to make as good a living at least 
as at home, and that there is the add­
ed advantage of au opportunity for the 
industrious man to acquire a property 
of his own. It is the free land which is 
the attraction of Canada for the Briton 
and that is what will continue to be 
the attraction. So many British people 
have come to Canada and have written 
home about it that there has developed 
a very valuable and intelligent bond 
of interest between Canada and prac­
tically every part of the United Em­
pire. Tlie financial, industrial and 
commercial men are showing greater in­
terest in Canada, and they have come 
to the realization that Canada offers 
advantages for them and they are keen 
to make use of them."

In commenting on the character of the 
immigration now nriving in Canada Hon. 
Mr. Oliver said that when the boat land 
ed at Quebec he walked out with the 
four hundred odd immigrants which the 
ship carried. “They were a fine cla-ss of 
people,” said Mr. Oliver, “and no one 
could have distinguished them by appear- 
races from the first cabin passengers. I 
may say that I did not have this im­
pression of the ship load with whom f 
returned three years ago.”

As soon as jie can get away Mr. Oli­
ver will leave for western Canada.

Residents IVant Section 8 Con­
stituted a Village.

North Side People Working Hard 
for Annexation.

Crown Point people and the residents 
of that section of Barton township tying 
immediately cast of the city and north 
of Cannon street were never so much 
interested in anything ns they are in 
the present annexation movement. Their 
petitions are out and are being largely 
signed. The promoters say that when 
the matter is again brought before the 
Railway and Municipal Board in Sep­
tember there will not be a flaw in their

And now the south side people, those 
living between Cannon street and the 
mountain, immediately east of the city, 
and to whose efforts the defeat of the 
recent annexation movement is attri 
buted. they objecting to being included1 
in the scheme, are organizing, not to 
oppose the Crown Point movement, but 
to secure incorporation as a village. The 
first meeting was held last evening, 
when the situation was carefully con­
sidered.

JOY OF REMEMBRANCES.

Homely Hints for Blessing Every 
Day Living.

There are probably to-day millions of 
worthy young folks in this country who 
are beginning their lives with the honest 
intention to ‘‘get on” in business and in 
society, to do the best they can for 
themselves and the world. They are 
earnest American boys and girls with 
the American seal for progress, and the 
honorable principles which make pro­
gress worth while.

But is this all that is necessary? Is 
"getting on” to be the only object in 
their training for this life, and the life 
to come?

A devout old clevgymas of New Eng­
land, in old age, said to his wife: "Ah, 
my dear, the times in our life that I 
like best to remember now are the days 
when we went camping and fishing to­
gether in the woods. We learned to 
know each other in those dear old frol-

Whoever we may be, we cannot afford 
to leave such frolics out of our lives. 
An idle day in the woods will bring us 
no money, but, it may be, will leave 
with us a new thought of happiness.

There are things, too, which should 
belong to us, not as breadwinners, hut 
as human beings, which we are apt to 
neglect in fitting up our homes and 
designing our lives.

One of the most important, perhaps, 
is music. No house should be without 
an instrument of some kind, if it be only 
a cheap accordion. We may never be­
come skilled performers ; but music is 
the natural voice of a human soul, aud 
it does not need a costly graud piano or 
Stradivarius for its expressiou.

No home, too, should be without its 
animal inmates—cats, dogs or birds. The 
life of every girl and boy is unconscious­
ly made deeper aud broader by contact 
with these mysterious dumb brothers of 
ours. Without it no man is as human 
and tender at middle age as he would 
have been if he had had their love and 
companionship in his childhood.

Another uplifting factor in the life of 
a family, though one which earns not a 
penny, is the habit of keeping annivers­
aries. Crowd as many into the year as 
it will hold, and fill them with signifi­
cance and joy. Let the birthday of no 
great man and no member of the house­
hold be forgotten. Nothing helps more 
to lift our lives to higher levels than 
the story of great men and women. A 
boy or girl is made stronger and hap­
pier for life because in one home his or 
her birth is celebrated every year as a 
gift direct from God ; and the old grand­
mother finds her last years less lonely 
when loving hearts still thank God that 
long ago she was born into the world.

Horse Spectacles.
The business of one well known firm 

of opticians in England consists largely 
in the manufacture of horse spectacles. 
The object of the spectacles is to pro­
mote high stepping. They are made of 
stiff leather, entirely enclosing the eyes 
of the horse, and the glasses used are 
deep concave and large in size. The 
ground seems to the horse to be raised, 
and he steps high, thinking he is going 
up hill or has to step over some article. 
This system of spectacles is generally 
adopted while the horse is young, and its 
effect on his step and action ty said to 
he remarkable. It has been discovered 
that the cause of a horse’s shying is, 
as a rule, short sight, and it is now sug­
gested that the sight of all horses should 
he tested like that of children.—Dundee 
Advertiser.

Butter Two Centuries Old.
Ghee is* used in India ns is butter in 

America and European countries, and, 
in fact, is butter, so prepared that it 
never grows stale, instances being known 
of its preservation for as long as two 
luindred years. In preparing ghee but­
ter is boiled until all the watery parti­
cles and curds have been thrown off by 
repeated skimmings. When the liquor 
is clear oil it is poured into a vessel to 
cool. When cooled it is in granulated 
form, and will keep for years without 
becoming rancid or of bad color. Ghee 
has been found in deserted castles, where 
it must have been left more than two 
centuries ago.—Popular Mechanics
