WAR NEWS.

London, May 4.—The Bloemfontein 
correspondent of the Standard, telegraph­
ing May 2, says:

“I have just ridden hither from Tbaba 
N'chu, along the line of our advance east 
of Bloemfontein. The distance is felly 
40 miles, and yet almost every point of 
concentration is contested by the enemy.

“General Rundle, with the Eighth Di­
vision, is posted on our right flank, with 
orders to guard a strong and boldly out­
lined frontal position in a country of a 
decidedly difficult nature. There the
Boers have posted » number of guns of
superior weight and range to our own. 
however, theiy show no disposition to do 
more than harass our advance.

“Further to the west General Ian 
Hamilton, with his division of mounted 
infantry, is pressiog northward, encount­
ering only desultory tire. The Highland 
Brigade from Val Krantz has been engag­
ed, while General Tucker, commanding 
the Seventh Division, baa moved eastward 
from Karee siding and has returned south, 
followed by the Boers.

“Nevertheless, the cavalry, owing to 
the greater number bf the enemy, have 
been prevented from completing the 
movement that was intended to encircle 
the Boers on the march to Braodfort; and 
the eueuny/ire new prepared to offer stub­
born opposition on an entrenched hill to 
the southeast of Kroonstad.

“General Tucker’s attempt to advance 
on Braodfort showed the enemy to be in 
considerable strength. The colonial cav­
alry were engaged, and they lost 20 
horses while under fire froiç pom-poms. 
The Boers, however, were driven, from 
their position.”

London, May 4.—The Daily News has 
the following from Thaba N'chu, dated 
Wednesday:

“In yesterday’s flanking movement, 
Capt. Towse and 60 Gordon Highlander» 
were surrounded by 260 Boers who da, 
manded their surrender. Capt. Towse 
ordered his men to fix bayonets and 
charge. With a wild cheer the Gi 
rushed at the enemy and swept
away with great slaughter. Capt. Town 
was blinded in both eyes by the enemy's 
fire and throughout béhared moat heroic­
ally.”

Montreal, May 3 — The Star’s 
special cable from London says 
Captain J. E. Peltier of Montreal and 
not Major Pelletier, as reported, is the 
Prettchf Canadian officer

As the Canadians fell back on 
the trenches the Gordons mistook them 
in the half light for Boers. Captain Peltier 
adds the Gordon’s are not for a moment 
to be held blameworthy. Smith-Dorrien’s 
command is highly praised by a - captain 
in the Leinsters, also invalided. He says 
he saw much of the Canadians and other 
colonials. The soldierly qualities of the 
Cananians excited universal admiration.

London, May 6. 4.06 a. m.—The 
mounted infantry, with Lord Roberts, 
among whom are the Canadian^, have 
picketed their horses on the north batik 
of the Vst river, 18 miles north of 
Brandfort. The bead of Lord Roberts' 
columns has thus advanced 32 miles from 
Karee Siding in two days, or 52 miles 
north of Bloemfontein.

Little powder was s|>ent. The British 
work was hard marching, the Boers re­
tired out of reach of the British shells. 
The correspondents supplement Lord 
Roberts plain statements with1 a few de­
tails. As General Hutton with the First 
Mounted Infantry brigade drew near 
Brandfort, he saw a Khaki-clad body of 
troops ahead of him, He was surprised 
but thought they must be the British. 
Soon, however, they opened fire upon 
the British who replied heavily. ' They 
were the Irish-American brigade from 
Lorenzo Marquez, and it is reported that 
the Irish lost severely.

The Boer flag was flying over Brand­
fort as the British entered the town. 
Several British wounded were found in 
the hospital. The Boer postmaster gave 
up the keys of the public buildings to 
Captain Ross.

Lord Kitchener arrived at Brandfort at 
noon and Lord Roberts at dusk.

General Frènch's cavalry are sweeping 
the country northward. The expecta­
tion is that the infantry advance will be 
continued towards Kroonstad immediate­
ly. Although no prisoners were taken and 
although no hot pursuit was attempted, 
the news greatly cheers London. Never­
theless, it has not been received with the 
tine rapture that, attended the first suc­
cesses of Lord Roberts.

Wabrenton, Cape Colony, May 4.— 
A British six-inch wire gun open­
ed unexpectedly on the Boer laager 
yesterday at a distance of seven and a 
half miles, throwing 100 pound, shells 
with wonderful accuracy and causing a 
hasty retreat of the burghers, 
bardaient continued today at all points by 
Howitzers aud field guns, supported by 
two companies of the Munster Regiment, 
the Boers being driven from shelter and 
thei r guns being put out of action.

Jamestown, St. Helena, May I.—The 
British auxiliary transport Bavarian has 
arrived here from Cape Town with 1,099 
Boer prisoners. All are in excellent 
health. They will be landed as quickly 
as possible, although the wharves are 
blocked with stores owing to the insuf- 
ficent transport inland.

Cape Town, May 1—At a big meeting 
held here tonight an Irish association 
was formed. Those present cheered all 
reference to the Queen and the deputy 
mayor declared that the voice of the 
Irishmen in South Africa was for “Queen 
and country.”

London, May 2.—Mr. Winston Churc­
hill, telegraphing to the Morning Post, 
from Thaba N’chu April 28, and describ­
ing the operations there, says:

“Yesterday afternoon, upon the with­
drawal of the British demonstrations on 
both flanks of the enemy, the Boers pros­
ed to close quarters and Kitchener's 
Horse were unable to evacuate their posi­
tion until midnight. The suspense caus­
ed great anxiety.

“Today’s operations- were intended to 
drive out. or to intercept the Boers. They 
occupied a wide horseshoe of mountains, 
with the convex face toward us. 
Gen. Hamilton succeeded in crush­
ing the Boers on the right and opening a 
road for Gen. Dickson’s cavalry brigade, 
which hashed through and hunted the 
enemy from ridge to ridge, shelling them 
with horse artillery.

“MacDonald’s Highland Brigade dis­
lodged the enemy on the right flank un­
der cover of the naval guns, in which 
operation the Black Watch distinguished 
themselves and were skilfully led.

(or Little Vet) River.

“Hunter reports that Barton’s Brigade 
was heavily engaged this morning, two 
miles north of Roidan.

“The enemy’s position was quite four 
miles long and strongly held. He states 
that our men marched magnificently and 
carried ridge after ridge in grand style.

Never wear a boot or shoe that has de­
pressions in any part of the sole to drop 
any joint below the level plane.

Never wear a shoe with a sole turning 
up very much at the toes, as this causes 
the cords on the upper part of the foot to 
contract.

Never wear a shoe that presses up into 
the hollow of the foot.

Never come from high heels to low 
heels at one jump.

Never wear a pair of shoes all the time 
unless obliged to do so. Two pairs of 
boots worn a day at a time alter­
nately last longer and are much more 
healthful.

Never wear a short stocking or one 
which after being washed is not at least 
one-half inch longer than the foot. Bear 
in mind that stockings shrink. Be sure 
that they will allow, your toes to spread 
out at the extreme ends, as this keeps 
the joints in place and makes a strong 
and attractive foot.

Never think that the feet will grow
large from wearing proper shoes. Pinch­
ing and distorting make them grow not 
only large, hut unsightly. A proper, 
natural use of all the muscles makes 
them compact and attractive.

A gentleman who has done much to 
bring Canada before the people of the 
Old Country is Mr. J. W. Lester, of 
London, England, who is àt present a 
guest at the Queen’s hotel. Mr. Lester 
is an enthusiastic Canadian, having, prior 
to his sittings in London, been a promin­
ent business man of this city, and an in­
terview with him touching the spread of 
Canadian trade in the Old Land proved 
of more than usual interests.

“Canada for the Canadians used to be 
the cry.'here,” said Mr. Lester, while 
seated in the corridor of the hotel on 
Saturday, “but I tell you now we Eng- 

imen,” and he smiled, “think Canada 
'or the Britisher. Why, we are all 
tishers. When first I went to Lon- 

11 ot much more than three years 
i, hanged if they did not look upon a 

as an American. Everywhere 
you went they knew your accent, at least 
they thought they did, and you were 
stamped “American” at once. No use 
correcting them. Canadian was an un­
known, another part of the United States 
as it were.

“The Jubilee helped Canada a little, 
but the glorious stand of oar brave boys 
in this war in South Africa, who volun­
teered without being first asked by the 
Motherland, has cemented the ties be­
tween the Old Land and Canada as noth­
ing else ever could.

“Yes there is New Zealand and- Aus­
tralia, India, and all the other cube of 
the British lion, |but Jack Canuck is the 
favorite son of John Bull, the big, staunch 
cub of a great and powerful sire.

“The merit of the Canadian is now 
fully recognised in London. I find that 
Canadians who enter into business over 
there are always successful. Canadian 
goods are very popular, not because they 
are from the Dominion, but on account 
of the fact of- them being Canadian 
stamps them as worthy of approval. My 
personal experience is that, a Canadian 
will do business there where an American 
now will not.

“The English business man, is very 
conservative, but the spread of our busi­
ness, the Canadian firm which I represent 
in London, has been phenomenal. There 
is a great building up of the Empire go­
ing on, and Canada is in the front piling 
up the great structure-trade."

At this juncture Mr. R. C. Davidson,, 
of Melbourne, Australia, a former To­
rontonian came along ahd was introduce# 
by Mr. Lester.

A word from Mr. Davidson was very 
gratifying on the same subject. Cana­
da, formerly very little thought of, is 
now watched keenly in the Antipodes, 
he says. Canadian goods are great fa­
vorites with the Australians, and during 
the past two years many Dominion trade 
agencies have been established there.

Both Mr, Lester and Mr. Davison 
have come to Toronto to attend the an­
nual meeting of the Dodd’s Medicine 
Company, Limited, when managers of the 
foreign branches of the company as­
semble from all sections of the globe to 
discuss the business campaign for the en­
suing year.

How to Grow Onions.

Onions, like some other farm crops, 
require a large amount of labor to give 
the-best results. But if given good cul­
tivation and the weeds are kept down 
they make nice large onions. On the av­
erage farm onions are grown from sets, 
but the beet are produced from seed, as 
there are not enough sets to go round.
I have grown them from seed and have 
experienced on a small scale with plant­
ing the little ones the second year. This 
plan {^ve good returns, but I could not 
get enough little onions.

The soil for onions should be fertile, 
sandy, well underdrained so that it will 
not peek after every rain. It is best to 
apply a good coating of barnyard man­
ure, but a great objection is that it al­
ways contains a large amount of weed 
seed. A fair amount of sand is an ad­
vantage if the soil is sufficiently retentive 
to resist droughts.

Begin to get the soil in shape two or 
three years beforehand. First sow ae 
much clover as possible to increase the 
fertility of the eoiL Also plant hoed 
crops to kill out as many weeds as pos­
sible, for weeds are one of the greatest 
barriers to success. Barnyard manure 
and hen manure are good fertilizers lo be 
applied before planting. For the onions to 
make a good growth the ground must be 
plowed as early ae possible, about the lat 
of April and not later than the 80th. 
They will make a crop planted a month 
later, but they will get only half as large. 
The ground cannot- be in too tine a condi­
tion aud should be harrowed and dragged 
several times. I. get the ground a free 
from clods and trash? as possible, fre­
quently raking it with a common garden 
hand rake.

To plant the seed, which is generally 
the Wethersfield variety, I use a garden 
drill which marks the next row, has an 
adjustable shovel and plants uniformly. 
I drill the rows about 13 inches apart, 
planting six or ten seeds per foot. I 
would advise every farmer who plants 
very much garden to buy one of these 
drills, which sows any sized garden seed. 
I cultivate the onions as soon as they are 
Large enough. The ground soon packs 
and the weeds rnaee an early start. They
should be plowed at least after every rain, 
as the ground then runs together and 
crowds out the young plants. They also 
have to be hand hoed, as the weeds can­
not be plowed out of the row. For get­
ting clear of these weeds I use a common 
knife. It is very hard work whatever la 
used.

The plough we use runs astride the 
row and is a double wheel hoe with 
double hoes. .It has sevaral attachments, 
some cutting horizontally aud some cut­
ting vertically. The former are best for 
cultivating the plants when small, be­
cause they throw thé dirt away from the
row. When the bulbs begin to enlarge, 
the latter may he used. The onions are 
pulled as soon as the tops turn yellow. 
Then they are topped and dried and laid 
away on shelves so they will not heat. 
The foregoing is the onion growing pro­
gramme of a New England Homestead 
correspondent.

A LOST PEOPLE.

We hive always looked for antiquity 
n the east but there appears to be a good 

deal that is ancient in the west. Indeed 
It may be that huiflanity found its way to 
this continent, and without a sea voyage, 
in the earliest ages of the world. If so, 
the people did not grow in the arts as 
they did in the Valley of the Nile for the
earliest monuments of their work, thftt 
faave been discovered, those of the Cliff 
dwellers, are supposed to be no more than 
two or three thousand years old. The 
Cliff dwellers are supposed to have been 
the ancestors of the Moquis of Arizona, 
who preserve, it may be, some of their 
customs and traditions. It is certain that 
they were a powerful and partially civi­
lized people who have left behind them 
little except the ruins of their dw ellings.

One of these dwellings in New Mexico 
i i being excavated as have been excavat­
ed the ruins of Herculaneum and Pom­
peii. It is 640 feet long by 350 feet wide, 
and four stories high. It contains 700 
rooms bf which 102 have been explored. 
A burial ground has been found in the 
neighborhood which is estimated to con­
tain the remains of half a million peo­
ple.

The Oregon, yet the dead are there,
And millions in those solitudes since first 
The flight of years began, have laid them

ST. JOHN LETTER.

With reference to his subscription of 
$50 to the Ottawa-Hull relief fund and 
of the same amount to the India Famine 
relief fund Rev. J. M. Davenport of this 
city writes that he wishes to make the 
stipulation with regard to both donations, 
“which exuerience of similar funds as­
sures me is not unnecessary, that the 
money be not funded, but spent as soon 
as possible for relief of homeless sufferers 
and the starving.” St John people ap­
preciate the significance of the reverend 
gentleman’s stipulation very thoroughly. 
The scandalous management of the Fund 
of 1877 has prevented their making such 
contributions as they otherwise 
would for the Windsor, Digby, In- 
diantown and Hull-Ottawa fire sufferers, 
to the India Famine fund, and in behalf 
of the soldiers in South Africa. It has 
humiliated them and made them dis­
trustful of their fellows. The fund of 
1877 in making men cynical, in destroy­
ing their faith in each other, has done 
far more harm than good, and smirched 
the fair fame of the city beyond repair.

Warren Webster, aged 7 years, had 
both of his legs amputated by a street 
car last Monday. No one saw the acci­
dent but it is supposed he was stealing a 
ride and fell from the front platform of 
the car.

St. John’s exports last winter by the 
winter port steamers were valued at $10,- 
667,051, being an increase of more than 
47 per cent over the exports of the pre­
vious season.

A Salvation Army lassie was knocked

down and run over by a grocer’s wagon 
driven by a small boy last Wednesday. 
In any other city than St. John the em­
ployer of that boy would Jm considered 
guilty of a felony.

John Lehey, a young oartman of a con­
vivial turn, drove to Union Street slip 
last Wednesday and at once plunged into 
the harbor. He was rescued considerably 
against his will.

At Fernhill cemetery a larger staff is 
employed than ever before in the month 
of May. Superintendent Clayton thinks 
that by midsummer this beautiful place 
will be more beautiful than ever.

The greenhouses of H. S. Cruickshank, 
whose office is on Union Street, are over­
flowing with blooms, although he'is daily 
executing orders for cut flowers from vari­
ous sections of the provinces.

Staple goods generally are unchanged 
in price since Iasi .reek. New cheese is in 
better supply but the price is firm at last
quotations. The packer’s association are 
talking of advancing quotations for 
new canned goods which has strength­
ened buying and a good many con­
tracts have been closed for. fall 
delivery by jobbers and retailers. 
Dry fish are lower: quotations are, medi­
um cod $3.10, large $3.50 and pollock 
$2 per cwt. Two small cargoes of P. R. 
molasses are landing and prices are firm 
at 34 cents for choice. Geo. S. deForest 
& Sons have s small lot of fancy P, R. 
at 30 cents, Barbedocs at 38 and 39 and 
very choice in tierces at 39 cents. Sugars 
are unchanged; American granulated is 
$4.Sb per cwt, superior Dutch in 100 
pound double bags $4.45 and $4.50 per 
cwt., and Primrose, a bright yellow Extra 
C made in Liverpool $3.97 per cwt, in 
bags of 224 pounds. Timothy seed is 
quoted at $1.60 per bushel, two hoop 
pails $1.90 per doz., and tubs $2.35 per 
doz.

Washington Letter.

(From our regular correspondent.)
Washington, D. C., May 1, 1900.— 

It cannot be denied that the present 
course of the London newspapers in cav- 
iliug at the actions of generals command­
ing in the field, clamoring for action on 
their part and grumbling at the respon­
sible secretaries of the government, comes 
home as a peculiar balm to the people of 
the United States. Scarcely two years 
has passed since this country was in the 
thick of war against an enemy no more 
disportionate in numbers—though great­
ly inferior in courage and resource—to 
the Boers, and its paitera were tilled with 
complaints against men who were con­
ducting the war both in this city and in 
the field. The British press at that time 
took considerable pleasure in censuring 
the Americans for this, and the Ameri­
cans are now consoled at getting even. 
But this is only an incident after all and 
the real reason why little sorrow is shown 
here at British complaints is because their 
existence silences the talk of our own 
papers in praise of the British stoicism 
and patriotism. Americans—real Ameri­
cans, that is —/io not wish Great Britain 
any harm but they have gotten very tired 
of having her held up as a model for 
them. Any schoolboy will remember 
how he detested the model boy of the 
school and how delighted he was when 
that paragon showed himself to be no bet­
ter than the rest, after all. This is exact­
ly the way that Americans look on the
conduct of tHe British at present.

Gerald Sanford, of London, has been in 
this country and has talked entertaining­
ly of Lord Roberts and of the Boer war. 
Among other things, he said: “General 
Lord Roberts or “Bobs," as he is more 
fondly known in the army, is the beau

ideal of the British soldier. Short and 
alight of figure, he nevertheless possesses 
physical strength beyond the ordinary, 
an iron constitution and great endurance 
and-to-day cames bis threescore and 
eight years as lightly and holds his figure 
as erect as a man half his age. To my 
mind, this mighty struggle between Brit­
on and the Boer, which has been eo re­
plete with sad scenes and pathetic inci­
dente, contains none sadder than the 
death of young Roberts on the beaks of 
the far Modder River. What hopes.of 
the future were blasted that day and 
what a hopeless future left to the great 
commander of our army in South Africa!
Should Lord Roberts win Pretoria and 
establish British supremacy over the 
Orange Free State and the Transvaal, 
there are none who [would venture.to say 
what honors may .not be bis. An earl­
dom—possibly a dukedom—will come to
bin. But such honors on be only as 
Dead Sea fruits to Lord Roberts, now 
that his hopes of direct descendants in 
the male line have been takep 
the untimely death of bis son."

Gustave Beutelspaeher, United Com­
mercial’Agent at Moncton, writisto 
State Départaient as follows, uncler 
of March 15: “The Discoverer’s Fm|É- 
cial Corporation, of London, England, 
will, during the present year, dredge the 
Saskatchewan River for gold. In the 
opinion of some people the fineness-bf 
the gold found in the sands will preblade 
the saving of paying quantities, but the 
companies claim to have discovered a 
process by which at least 75 per pent can, 
be saved. The gold holding gravel in 
the river bed averages a depth of 7 feet, 
although it has been known to go as deep 
as 25 feet.

The plant is called a New Zealand 
dredge, the cost of which is in the neigh­
borhood of $25,000. It requires three 
hands and a master to man each on& 
These dredges work something like those 
seen every summer in the St. Lawrence 
channel between Quebec and Montreal. 
Water is being used to separate the gold 
from the earth. It is stated that from
tests mode in hundreds of places in the 
river, the gravel will produce an average 
of 26 cents per cubic yard, and that this 
earth consisting of two tons, can be 
handled for two cents per cubic yard. 
The handling of 3,000 yards is estimated 
to be a day’s work.

“According to a report issued by the 
geological survey, the mineral output of 
Canada for the year 1899 is placed at $47- 
000,000. Of this sum, gold is the largest 
factor, the total being $21,040,000, and 
of which the Yukon contributed $16,000,- 
000. Coal is the next item of import­
ance, the production for the year 1899 
being $9,040,000. Since 1896, the min­
eral production of Canada has well nigh 
doubled in value. The production, of 
other minerals was: Iron, $248,372; 
lead, $978,250; nickel, $2,067,840; plati­
num, $835; silver, $1,834,371. Of the 
chief contributors to the total mineral 
productions of the country, lead and sil­
ver are the only two showing a consider­
able falling off, and that notwithstanding 
more favorable prices. This is due to 
local causes in British Columbia not de­
pendent on the value of the deposits."

Mr. and Mrs. Bromley, son-in-law and 
daughter of Lord and Lady Panneefole 
left Washington Monday for New York 
and sailed for England on the St. 
Louis to-day. Mrs. Bromley will bo 
presented to the Queen at the drawing­
room held May 24. She will wear a 
magnificent trained gown of white satin 
which served as her wedding dress. Mrs. 
Bromley is a daughter of the British Am­
bassador and a general favorite.

mine, were destroyed. About 1,200 
people are homeless.

The location of Sandon, the mining 
town of Sandon, is in the centre of the 
British Columbia silver and lead district.

Cut grafts before the buds begin to
swell.

Plant out a few new fruit trees every 
spring.

Be ready to make some early garden at 
the first favorable opportunity.

One advantage in having the ground 
well prepared and the places for the trees 
staked out is that the planting of the or­
chard can be done in much better season.

The best strawberries are borne on the 
thriftiest and most vigorous plants. A
little well rotted manure put around 
each plant will aid materially to secure 
this condition. .

One advantage with thrifty, vigorous
young trees, with plenty of roots, is that 
they will make a good start to grow 
while older, larger trees are recovering 
from the effects of transplanting.

Dont’s for the Nureery.

Don’t let a child cry or dbb itself to 
sleep, Josephine Miller wiptes in The 
American Queen. Learn the cause. 
There usually is a cause for the crying or 
sobbing of a healthy child and remedy it.

Don’t vcomb an infant's hair. Brush it.
Don’t force a child to eat if its food is 

distasteful to it. A little rest to the di­
gestive organs is beneficial.

Don’t let the little folks play with do­
mestic pets that are allowed to roam 
about the streets. Diphtheria and other 
dire ills are sometimes carried into the 
home in this way.

Don’t fail to have all the milk and all 
the water consumed by the baby boiled. 
Boiling kills all bacteria.

Don't shut out fresh air and sunshine 
from baby’s living and sleeping rooms.
Sleep is more refreshing at night for the 
flood of sunshine and air into the room 
during the day.

Don’t feed a child the moment it cries. 
There are other causes of grief besides 
hunger.

Don’t frighten a child or laugh at its 
fears. Fear is the result of inexperi­
ence, and childish fears are real.

Don’t decorate the nursery walls with 
pictures. They cannot understand.

Don’t always trust the advice of a wo­
man who has raised a family. A doc­
tor’s advice is sometimes much better.

Tbe Honey Makers.

Bees can endure dry cold, but not 
dampness.

There are no lazy bees. Queenless 
_bees build drone comb.

Heat does not damage honey, but 
tends to ripen and improve it. Damp­
ness and darkness do not agree with it.

Honey that remains in the comb for 
some time after" being stored is "always 
the best article when extracted.

In very cold weather bees often die, 
and, falling, will clog the entrance. They 
must be removed or the bees will smoth­
er.

During the winter care must be taken 
in removing dead bees, so as not to dis­
turb the hive and arouse them into ac­
tivity.

It is not Bo much in understanding the 
theory of beekeeping that brings success 
as in the capacity for looking after the 
details.

If there is too much drone comb in the 
hive, remove it and replace it with work­
er comb. In this way the supply of 
drones is easily regulated.

By having and keepipg the entrance to 
the hives and vicinity clean and con­
venient for the bees to get in and out 
many bees may be saved in winter.

When bees receive but little attention 
and are allowed to build all of their own 
comb, they always have a large amount 
of drone comb, and this results in an 
overproduction of drones. —St. Louis
Republic.

Extensive System of Dairying.

In describing what may be termed the 
intensive system of dairying, an English 
authority fells that the cows should be 
groomed daily, and in hot weather they
are all the better for a cold shower bath 
in the morning. This can be given 
where there is a supply of water by gravi­
tation, by means of a rubber hose.

Hew the Giant Indiana of Tie»» del 

Faego Get Their Wives.
Dr. Frederick A. Cook tells of a little 

known race of aborigines In nn article in 
The Century Magazine on “The Giant 
Indians of Tierrn del Fuego,” whom be 
visited on the Belgian antarctic expedi­
tion. Of their marriage customs he 
writes:

Marriage, like tdmost everything Ona, 
is not fixed by established rules. It is ar­
ranged and rearranged- from time to time 
to suit the convenience of the contracting 
parties. Women generally have very lit­
tle to say about it. The bargain is made 
almost solely by the men. and physical 
force is the principal bond of union. For 
ages the strongest bucks have been ac­
customed to steal women from neighbor­
ing tribes and from neighboring clans of 
their own tribe. The Onas, being by far 
the ,mo8t powerful Indians, have thus 
been able to capture and retain a liberal 
supply of wives. A missionary who has 
been In constant contact with these In­
dians tor 30 years has given It as his
opinion that a plurality of wive» la en­
tirely satisfactory to their peculiar emo­
tions and habits of life.

The relation to one another of the wo­
men who possess but one husband in 
common in the family wigwam is of nov­
el interest. As a rule, they are no more 
jealous than are the children in a civiliz­
ed home circle. The principal reason for 
this is that the several wives are often 
sisters. A young man takes by force, by 
mutual agreement or by barter the oldebt 
daughter of a family. If he proves him­
self a good hunter and a kind, husband, 
fhe wife persuades her sister to join her 
wigwam qnd share her husband’s affec­
tions. Frequently when a girl is left an 
orphan she ia taken Into a family and 
trained to become the supplementary 
wife of her benefactor in after years. In 
the hut each wife has her own assigned 
petition, always resting in exactly the 
same spot, with all of her belongings 
about her. The wealth of the household 
la not common to all the occupants. Each 
woman has her own basket of jneat frag­
ments or shellfish, her own bag with im­
plements, needles, sinews and bits of 
fur, and each wife has her own assem­
blage of children.

The work of the man Is strictly limited 
to the chase. He carries his bow and 
quiver of arrows, and hie eye Is ever on 
tile horizon for game, but he seldom 
stoops to anything like manual labor that 
Is not connected with the actnal necessi­
ties of the chose. He kills the game, bat 
tile wife must carry It Into camp. In 
moving, the women take up all their 
earthly' possessions, pack them into a 
huge roll, and with this prmly strapped 
across their backs they follow the unin­
cumbered lead of their brave but ungal­
lant husbands. Thus the women carry 
day after day, not only all the household 
furniture, but the children and the port­
able portions of the house. The women 
certainly have all the atinterestitig de­
tail and the drudgery of life heaped upon 
them, but they s*em to enjoy it. In de­
fense of the men it shonld be said that 
they are worthy husbands. They will 
fight fiercely to protect their homes, and 
they will guard the honor of their wo­
men with their own blood. It is q crying

Horrible Murder.

South Berwick, Me., May 1.—Mrs. 
Fanny Spriggs, thirty years of age, a do­
mestic in the family of Samuel Locke, at 
South Berwick Junction, was murdered 
in the bam on the premises this morning, 
and up to a late hour tonight the mu. 
derer Hhd not been arrested. The un­
fortunate woman was the daughter of 
Thomas Abbott of South Berwick, and 
the badly mutilated condition of the body 
as found in the barn owned by Florence 
J. Knight, showed conclusively that the 
deed was committed about 10 o’clock this 
forenoon under conditions which indicate 
a premeditated murder of the most at­
rocious nature, and the attempt on the 
part of the murderer to hum the barn 
and conceal all evidence of bis crime. The 
body, when found in a smouldering msss 
of excelsior, was entirely nude, with the
exception of corsets and shoes, the re­
mainder of the clothing having been eat­
en away by the flames, and the left arm 
of the woman was burned to a crisp. 
Mrs. Spriggs was probably dressed in her 
usual house apparel and wore a hat, and 
it is believed that when she left the house 
to go to the barn she was acquainted with 
the party who accompanied her. There 
is no evidence of a struggle in the barn,
aud it is generally supposed she whs

struck a terrific^blow over the head and 
was afterwards dragged to à horse pen, 
where her throat was cut in three placs; 
the body was covered with excelsior and 
then Set on fire. The authorities learn 
that a man in Eliot, with whom the wo­
man had lived previous to her coming 
here, and of whom she recently told her 
brother-in-law, Fteemont, Littlefield that 
he was responsible for her delicate condi­
tion, had been eut of town today. He 
returned to his home early this evening 
and local officers will visit him tomorrow 
morning to have him give an account of 
bis whereabouts during the forenoon.

St. John’s, Newfoundland, May 4.— 
The British steamer Montpelier of the 
Elder Dempster line of Liverpool, from 
Cardiff A|iril7tjt, and Los Palmas April
20th, for Montreal, while bound np the 
St. Lawrence went ashore last night in a 
dense fog at Duck Island, three miles from 
Cape Ray at the entrance to Gabot Strait. 
Nothing has been heard of the crew. The 
ship is probably a total Ives.

The Elder-Dempster Line steamer 
Montpelier, which is ashore on the coast 
of Newfoundland,- ii a comparatively new
boat, being built in 1807. She was bound
for Montreal in ballakt from the Canary 
Island*.

6t. John’s, May 4.—The Montpelier 
struck at nine o’clock last night and beat 
out her bottom and bow on the rocks. 
She is breaking to pieces today. Her 
crew landed from the steamer's boats, in 
which they spent the night lying off the 
coast waiting for daylight. The erdw had 
many narrow escapes while launching the 
boats in the darkness.

.Appalling: Disaster.

Salt Lake, Utah, May 2.—Two hun­
dred --V nmre lives were lost irf the explo­
sion Mine No. 4, of the Pleasant Valley
in Coal Co., yesterday at Schofield. Utah.

One hundred and twenty seven bodies 
h,,ve already been recovered.

The work °f rescuing is still proceed­
ing, although there is no hope that any 
of the men who are unaccounted for es­
caped death.

The scene of disaster is just outside 
this place on the line of the Rio Grand 
Western railroad.

The explosion which occurred in the
winter quarters of the mines is attributed 
by some, to the blowing up of a number 
of cans of blasting powder.

A special train was sent from Salt Lake 
bringing Sup’t Sharpe of the Coal Co., 
and Sup’t Wilby of the Railroad Co. and 
some doctors. As fast as bodies are 
reached they are taken to thé boarding 
houses and other company buildings, 
where they are dressed and prepared for 
the corner’s, inquest.

These, buildings are numerous and in
each are ten to thirty-five bodies, which 
are laid in long rows. To those which
have been identified are attached tags
with names and addresses These await 
the Cuming of relative* or friends.

Two huiidred coffins have been ordered
through local undertake vs to be sent at 
once to the scene of disaster.

The following is clipped from the Pro­
vidence (R. I.) Sunday Journal:

To the Editor: I landed in this coun­
try last week, having come from Ca{ie 
Town, South Africa. I came by the way 
of Liverpool, England. Hearing that the 
Irish, my own countrymen, are raising 
money for the Boers in Providence and
vicinity; I desire to make a few facts . 
known to them through your paper, if
you will kindly let me.

I have lived in the Transvaal eight 
years, and I know a few facts about the 
Boers. In the first place—do they know, 
that an Irishman or any other man never 
gets justice from a Boer in any court of 
law in the Transvaal? I will give 81,0%--- 
to any man who will prove that they did 
within the last five years.

. I will give you a type of the justice: In 
1895 I was working in Johannesburg. I 
was working in the De Beer mines, which 
were owned by Mr. Rhodes, an English­
man, and Mr. Belt, a German. At that 
time there were about 300 Irishmen
working in the mines.

That year a law was put in force where­
by all children had to go to the Boer 
school, and all had to learn Dutch. Next 
door to me lived a man by the name of 
Patrick Fahey, who had three children, 
two boys and a girl. The girl waa about 
12 and the boys were younger, so he sent 
them to school, and one day, because the 
girl could not learn the Dutch, the teach­
er struck her on the head, and through
that blow she went into convulsions and 
died. Mr. Fahey had the teacher arrest­
ed, but he was let off, as the teacher was 
a Boer. So Mr. Fahey would not let his 
boys go to school after that. So the Boer 
police came to arrest him, and because he 
would n it go with them they shot him be­
fore the eyes of his poor wife. He lived
about two hours after he was shot. My­
self and Mike Carroll went and got the 
priest, but the Boeir police would not let 
him into the house. This occurred on 
the 14th day of October, 1895. We call­
ed a meeting of all the miners, both Irish 
English and Scotch, and we subscribed 
and got a wood coffin and buried him de­
cently. We decided also to let the Eng­
lish Governor at Cape Town know of the 
facts of the case. So we did. He sent 
two men to investigate it, but through 
that 20 of the miners were sent out of 
the country, and all the property, furni­
ture and such like the Boers confiscated^ 
We that stayed got together £115 and 
sent Mrs. Fahey and her children back to 
Ireland.

I can tell you 20 cases similar to the 
above, hut I think that will be enough to 
let you see what the Boers are. I 
don’t love England; but I say, give me 
English laws as they are in Natal, 
where every man has equal rights. 
That is what Eng'and is fighting 
for. There are over 10,000 Irish 
volunteers in Natal alone, and we will 
light to the death to down the cruel 
Boers, and I appeal to all Irishmen to 
help the widows and orphans of the Irish 
soldiers who fell in battle. I have come 
here on a little business, and am going to 
Cape Town next week to light the Boers 
and avenge poor Pat Fahey. So, at the 
last, 1 say, God bless old Ireland and her
soldiers, who ate fighting for a good and 
jusV cause.
