THE MASS-MEETING LÎST 

... -NIGHT.

We need 'not here go into the 
details of.last evening’s mass meet­
ing in the -iCity Hall, because we 
print the particulars in another 
column. The speakers seemed 
very zealous indeed, and the reso­
lutions no one can object to, because 
they were a mere acknowledgment 
tol’rovidence-of His benign interest 
in tbie matter—some are irreverent 
enough to call it a “vote of thanks.”

No one can object to people 
meeting in this way when they 
honestly believe in their hearts 
that what they are doing is for the 
good of their fellow men ; and how­
ever much we may be disposed to 
question the propriety of prevent­
ing the drinking of liquor by law, 
yet we can’t but be edified when 
we see men of pure and exemplary 
lives throwing themselves heart and 
soul into this work. We might in 
this connexion mention men like 
Captain 6ÿpher and others, whom 
we have in our mind. One can’t 
but be impressed with the exhorta­
tions of men whose private charac­
ters adorn their own firesides and 
the social circle, and who, preach­
ing the virtue of temperance, 
consider it as only one gem in the 
moral crown, and speak of it most 
because it is most disregarded. 
We have not the slightest doubt 
but Captain Syphers and the other 
co-workers-ot his on whom we have 
our eye arid who exhort the people 
to the virtue of temperance, are 
just such-men as we have tried to 
picture aboVe.

One of the speakers, Mr J. Mc­
Leod, we believe, charged the City 
Co’tncil With-being in league with 
the assumed -liquor sellers of this 
city, but - while we think a good 
many of the Council not above 
the very ltiwest of dealings, 
yet we doubt very much if Mr. 
McLeod tif’hot very much astray. 
If the et*tentent be true, it is the 
most shameful act that the Council 
has yet been guilty of : for having 
a law upon our books, so long as it 
is acknowledged to be the law, no 
matter how tyrannical it may be, 
or how contrâry to the spirit of all 
British law, we are bound to re­
spect it; and the officers appointed 
by the people through their repre­
sentatives, should be held respon­
sible for the observance of that 
law. We presume the Law aims 
chiefly at keeping liquor from those 
who take it to their ruin,and those 
Who drinking it, (gorging them- 
selves,)go out in the gutter and lie 
down like beasts. Yet this 
same law affords a 
healthful field for deria^ where 
such depraved persons go: but let the 
minions of the law keep their eyes 
open tor such places, let them have 
no mercy but drag the offenders 
from their hideous resorts into the 
Vb it of public day.

Bnt while vigilance is necessary, 
we dan’t but contemplate with dis­
gust the advice extended by Mr. 
Charles Lngrin to all those who 
wished to become informers. This 
is a proposition so low, so devoid 
of every manly and decent ele­
ment, that we coax ourselves to

believe, that hard times in the law 
business, and the prospects of a 
hum in the prosecution line, were 
what induced an otherwise worthy 
and intelligent lawyer, to stoop to 
suen debasing depths.

An informer must ipso facto be 
a low man, ~ his occupation 
is lower—he is detested and 
despised1 all over the world, and he 
is scarce tolerated by those in 
whose hands he plays as -a pliant 
tool.

But this is not the worst feature 
in the present case,—it is the dan­
gerous and the un-British principle 
of a man appearing to a charge and 
not knowing who is his prosecutor. 
Mr Lngrin says any man may make 
a charge against a rumseller, and 
no one need know who the inform­
er is. It is degrading to MrLugrin’s 
profession, that anyone suffered to 
to wear the gown should be an ex­
ponent for such a rascally provi­
sion. A rumseller may be a hete 
noir, he may be the most contem- 
tible of men, but he is nevertheless 
a man, and here, a British subject. 
And being a British subject 
lie is entitled to the protection 
of British laws. Now, then, 
if any man can come for­
ward and prefer a charge against him 
liejnust appear at court, but appear­
ing hemeetsnoprosecutor. English, 
British law provides that he who 
is charged may know wly> so 
charges him. And this for the best 
of reasons. Some malicious person 
else, might go and make some 
henious charge against an innocent 
man, the very trying of which 
might nigh ruin his character. Then 
if the prosecutor be incog, the in­
jured man has no satisfaction, bnt 
were his prosecutor before him, he 
might in turn sue for defamation. 
The meet, notorious robber, and the 
midnight murderer is entitled to the 
benefit of British laws,—why 
should’nt the rumseller?

Mr McLeod was forcible in de­
nouncing the traffic, and glorying 
in the law, he said “So help his 
God” he would defend it to the end. 
There is no need of this,—a whole­
some public sentiment will ask for 
police, and police the town must 
have, when the majesty and the 
dignity, if this be in order, of the 
temperatfee Ten gallon law, and of 
every other law,will be ma ntained. 
Among the first asking for this,will 
be found the Star.

DEATH OF SENATOR BROWN.

At 2 o’clock Sunday morning, the 
physicians and the dying man’s 
near friends gathered about his 
couch, Sene, tor Brown passed 
quietly aw.x For more than a 
week his life had been as the 
fiickéring candle, now blazing up 
and showing signs of increasing 
vitality, now waning till it scarce 
gave any sign of existence.

The following which is Mr. 
Brown’s own version of the assault, 
in brief, may not be uninteresting :

The man came and knocked at the 
door. He was told to come in. He 
entered, and proceeded to shut the 
door after him. Mr. Brown stopped 
him and asked him what he wanted. 
The man seemed hesitating, bnt at last 
presented a paper io him, and asked 
him to sign it. He said it was a state­
ment that lie had heeh employed in 
in the Globe office tor file years. Mr. 
Brown said he should apply to the head 
of the department for the certificate, as 
lie was not aware of the length of bis 
services. Bennett replied that the head 
of the department Would not gtve it to 
him. Mr. Brown then toJd him he 
should apply to Mr. Henning, the 
treasurer of the company, who had the 
books, and tell how long he had been 
employed. Bennet pressed the paper 
upon Mr. Brown, and asked him to

‘SION IT, SIGN IT,’

Mr. Brown continued to refhse,when 
Bennett began fumbling apparently at 
bis pistol pocket, whereupon it passed 
through Mr Bi own’s mind, as he him­
self said, ‘that the litilp .wretch might 
be meaning (6 snoot me.’ He got the 
pistol ont, and then Mr. Brown grab­
bed him by the wrist and turned his 
hand downwards. He had got the 
weapon cocked before he was seized, 
and he at once pulled the trigger, but 
t.he_muzzle being turned downwards,

the ball struck mb. brown

on the outer side of the left thigh, tak­
ing a slanting direction, and escaping 
about four inches below and towards 
the back of the leg. Mr BroWp there­
upon closed With his assailant,and they 
got outside the door, still struggling. 
He pushed Bennett against the glass 
partition of the waiting room, at the 
same time calling tor help. By this 
time the alarm had been given m the 
office, and, a number of employes rush­
ed down.

THE MAN WAS SEIZED

iind quickly disarmed ; while Messrs. 
A. Thompson and John A. Ewan he kl 
him Mr. Brown wrenched the pistol 
from i is grasp, and then walked into 
his room, earning it along with him 
During the struggle in the hallway 
Bennett repeatedly made attempts to 
five off his revolver, bnt he was pre­
vented from cocking it by Mr. Brown, 
who, notwithstanding the fact that he 
hud already received one shot, held on 
io his would-be murderer until assis­
tance came and be was over-pewered. 
The services of an officer having been 
called into requisition, Bennett was 
banded over to his keeping, handcuffed 
and conveyed to the police station 
where he was locked up. -

The bullet which must have dropped 
io the floor after it passed through Mr 
Brown’s leg, was found lying oil the 
carpet in his ropin, several feet from 
where the wound was given.

When the above story got abroad, 
no one for a moment thought any­
thing more of the matter than the 
dastardly attempt; but it was des­
tined to have a strange and tragic 
sequel. Mr Browns death is not 
the effect of the wound, though it 
is a consequence of it. The man 
had an iron frame but he had

mind that tortured and subdued it. 
The anxiety attending his confine­
ment while so many duties pressed 
upon the journalist and the Senat­
or, first led to prostration, and the 
more the strong frame yielded, the 
more did his active impatient mind 
harass and rack him. Day by day 
he felt his strength fail him; and 
only he who has turned about in 
his couch tor a couple of sleepless 
nights a prey to a thousand images 
passing at race-horse speed through 
the brain, defying sleep or tran- 
quflity can understand Mr Brown’s 
case." This continued till eventu 
ally Mr Brown’s strength entirely 
forsook him, and he had to yield 
Truly has it been said “ What a 
piece of work is man 1 ”

In life Mr Brown was respected 
by all, in death he is mourned by 
the nation. He had not meny warm 
personal friends, but he had a host 
of admirers. He might be regard, 
ed as an iceburg that you nmygaze 
almost in raptures upon in the dis­
tance, but which chills and repels 
you as you near it. There was but 
the one side to his nature, those 
who have met and known him say, 
the sombre side; bnt he was by no 
means lacking in human sympa­
thies. Individuality, such a rare 
jewel in most people now­
adays, was in him a failing ; 
for there was Jittle in private or 
public right that had not either 
been approved or thought of by 
himself. He and Mr Mackenzie 
were about the two most stubborn 
Scotchmen that ever breathed, and 
they weie as much alike in their 
character as the Siamese twins. 
Mr Mackenzie’s intellect, how­
ever, was not so massive 
as Mr Brown’s, nor was it 
of so original a character, but what 
the latter lacked in this respect he 
made up by practical tact. Mr 
Brown was patriotic, but his pa­
triotism was nothing if it did not 
stand on the Brown platform, just 
as Liberalism with Mackenzie is 
nothing if not conformable to Mac­
kenzie’s idea of it.

Yet Mr Brown was a credit to 
his country and is now a serions 
loss to it ; because many occasions 
arose when the Brown-Mackenzie 
view of things was in accord with 
the most enlightened national view. 
The old man is gone, and with all 
his self-will and hard-headedness, 
we would if we could reclaim him 
from the “ vasty deep ;” but as he 
is now at that bourne whence no 
traveller returns, let his virtues 
shine and form a circlet of glitter­
ing gems to his memory, and let us 
who outlive but who never can out­
shine him, throw the pall over those 
failings which were his, because he 
was human. Bequiescat in pace.

CONTRACTOR LAWLOR.

Mb. Lawlor the Contractor of 
the Parliament Buildings, has not 
returned yet, and it is the opinion 
of a good many, that like the first 
bird sent out from the Ark, he will 
not return. It is stated further 
that Mr; Lawlor could not induce 
his bondsmen to sign security for 
him, and this is given as a reason 
for his delay. It is also reported 
the Provincial Secretary has tele­
graphed him that a prompt appear­
ance in Fredericton is desirable.

Suppose Mr. Lawlor does not 
through some disability take the 
contract, the Government should 
riot give it to the next highest, but 
call for new tenders, insisting on a 
forfeit sum to be deposited with 
each tender.

MR. BRADLAUGH.

A gentleman who is thoroughly 
versed himself in making mistakes, 
assures us we made a “great blun 
der” in stating in onr last that 
Gladstone wanted to swear the In- 
fidel Bradlaugh into the British 
Çabinet. The making of these 
mistakes in a printing office is a 
-science that nobody but the Editor 
and the printer understands,so that 
we have no notion at all of conde­
scending to explanation. We may 
say however, that the Stab printer 
only wanted to get Bradlaugh into 
the Cabinet, but the News printer 
actually made a Knight of him ! It 
would be interesting at any rate, 
to know really how much this most 
obliging critic knows about the In­
fidel, beyond sympathizing largely 
m his belief!

This meeting was held last evening, 
A. F. Randolph, Esq., in the chair. 
The meeting was opened with prayer 
by ex-Rev. Mr. Beckwith, after which 
ther-choir sang. There was a large 
number on the platform, and the Hall 
was about half full. The chairman 
said the people had met for two reasons. 
1st. To express our [heartfelt thanks 
for the declared legality ot the Canada 
Temperance Act. 2nd. For the great 
and many benefits it has conferred up­
on our community.’ After a few other 
remarks he introduced the enthusiast 
of the evening, Mr. Jos. McLeod, who 
before making his speech, moved the 
following resolution :

IPAereas, the provisions of the Can­
ada Temperance Act are calculated to 
promote the religious, moral, social, 
and pecuniary interest of the people ia 
every locality Where brought intp force, 

Therefore Besotted, That there is 
great cause for thankfulness in the fact 
that the said Act has been declared by 
the highest judicial tribunal ot the Dom­
inion to be strictly within the constitu­
tional pOwirs" of-i Parliament, and that 
tiffs meeting would desire gratefully to 
express their deep feelings of gratitude 
to Almighty God for the blessings 
granted on the labors of friends of Tem­
perance and social reform?

Then the speaker went on to point 
out the perfections of the Act and to 
eulogize the Christian women for the

Ernycrs in their room, that long Octo- 
er day. And now said he, ‘we have 
the law, and we are going to keep it.’ 

He then told the people in his own for­
cible way that Mr. Sterling Branricn 
was the only man in the Rum traffic, 
for said he, ‘the rest are selling now, 
and will sell so long as they have the 
chance to make 8 cents out of it.’ And 
then he told the audience in accents 
loud as thunder that as a citizen he 
was raSponsiblè for the enforcement of 
the law. As a minister, tie was re­
sponsible, and added, ‘so help me God 
1 will fight against the rum traffic so 
long as I live.’ The oath of course was 
6 necessary strengthening of the state­
ment. And then the speaker said that 
these to whom we should look to sup­
press the ‘traffic’ connived at violating 
the law and again added, but this time 
there was no oath, *1 now state here 
that there is a majority of the City 
Council in league with the Rum deal­
ers ; they cut down the polioctnen’s pay 
to gët one man ont who was faithfully 
doing his duty : they have thrown a 
sop to another, who is understood to 
be a friend of the rumsellers. He then 
asked all to thank God for the law, and 
to work on.

Senator Wark said he had voted for 
the law and was proud of it; and he 
was proud of the temperance people 
généra ily. He said they hurried the 
Boultbee amendment through the Com­
mons but it died up stairs. He had 
been one generation at any rate work­
ing for temperance ; but he was willing 
yet to do all that lay in his power 

Mr Chas. Lugrin followed the Sen- 
otor, and eulogized his voice and his 
principles. He then went on to show 
how easy it was to inform on anyone 
selling liquor—all he had to do was to 
hand the name of the man violating the 
act and any name for a witness to the 
magistrate and then the accused would 
not know who gave the information. 
We cant help believing that there could 
not be fou”d among the tem­
perance people themselves a dozen
people whose better nature did
not revolt at this advice. We
have the law, and; let us respect that 
law ; let the officers of the law maintaiu 
that law ; but in Heaven’s name let us 
not take such mean advice as this. An 
informer the world over is consider­
ed the meanest man that lives, because 
he usurps the place of those appointed 
by the laws of the land to see that the 
legal will of the people is carried out. 
We accept the fact now, that we have a 
Temperance Act, and so long as it 
stands upon the book, the principle 
and spirit of that act ought to be main­
tained, and for this the Star will con­
tend; though it will denounce stage 
gyrations, pitching off of coats, swear­
ing trooper fashion, and la»} ayd lowest, 
asking men to turn informé rï. -We do 
not approve of the Council’s doings 
ourselves, but there is a way of check 
mating even the Council if it does no 
do its duty. We are done with Mr, 
Lugrin.

The choir then sang and after the 
music Mr. Gauuce held that he w”uld 
be guilty in the sight of God aud man 
if he did not expose violations of the 
law.

Resolved, That the Canada Temper­
ance Act having been declared consti­
tutional by the Supreme Court of the 
Dominion of Canada? it is the- duty of 
all law abiding citizens, and more 
especially of all pledged temperance 
people to aid the authorities in the 
enforcement of the said Act and to 
strengthen their hands in dealing with 
all violations thereof.

Rev Mr Mowatt, parson of the Pres­
byterian Church said in good Puritan 
fashion, “we ought to thank the 
Lord that we have the 
law,” but the Rev. gentleman 
should know that we ought to ‘thank 
the Lord’ for everything ; for the evil 
as well as the good. He deprecated 
the violation of the law, aud told the 
evil effects of strong drink in Cumber­
land County, N. S. After further point­
ing out the merits of temperance, he 
eulogized those who fought so nobly 
for it, and congratulated the city on 
passing the Act.

Mr. Evans took the platform and 
made a number of sound common sense 
remarks. He pointed out the benefit 
and the blessings of temperance ; and 
said he wished the opposite side would 
come some night and give their argu­
ments in favour of intoxicants. Mr. 
Gauuces resolution was put and car­
ried.

INDIAN SCHOOLS THROUGH MA­

Sir John Macdonald, Premier of the 
Dominion, and the first statesman in 
Canada, is Minister of the Interior. 
This office some years ago of compara­
tively little importance is coming lately 
to be the most important in Canada. 
The management of the Indians come 
under this Department, and all explor­
ations, surreys, and expeditions tend­
ing to the development of the interior, 
also come under it. Sir John’s report 
was not brought down till a day or so 
before the House closed, a fact , which 
has given rise to a good deal of com­
ment among the Opposition ; bnt the 
book is at last at large, and those who 
can make a point against Sir John by 

irsuing its pages, are welcome to tire 
employment. In the preface reference 
is made to the condition of the mounted 
police force? and the following para­
graph would suggest that more atten­
tion be given to the well being of the 
Forcé:

THE MOUNTED POLICE.

“The buildings occupied by the 
police throughout the Territories are 
reported to be in a very unsatisfactory 
Condition. Indeed, except at Battle- 
ford and Swan River, the men have so 
far been quartered in temporary huts 
erected by themselves. The buildings 
at Swan River were practically aband­
oned in 1876-77, and it Is unfortunate 
that those at Battieford have remained 
so long unfinished, the police thorn, 
selves having taken measures to render 
habitable such til them as were absol­
utely required for nse.”

The horses worn out in the police 
service had hitherto been sold for 
meagre sums, bnt now will be used on 
the farms in connexion with the Indian 
reservations. The murder ot Police­
man Grayburn is not yet avenged, 
though there is an Indian under arrest 
for the offence at Fort Benton. There 
is a fever known as the Mountain 
Fever reported among some of the 
Posts, which is represented as an 
epidemic representing remittent, 
intermittent, and, in some instances, 
typhoid symptons. Superintendent 
Walsh has discovered a large forest of 
hardwood excellent for axles, spokesr 
and waggon poles on Muddy River. 
The discovery m official language is 
termed an “important” one.

THE INDIANS.

In the whole Dominion there are 51 
persons employed to administer peace 
and plenty to the poor Indian. These 
consist of Superintendents, Commis­
sioners, and Agents. There are 9 in 
Ontario, 8 in Quebec, 13 in Nova Sco 
tia, 3 in New Brunswick, of which Mr. 
William FLlrer is one, and 1 in P. E. 
Island, 11 in Manitoba, 3 in North 
West Territory, and 3 in British Col­
umbia. With such a swarm of officials 
to feed, men who in some cases per­
haps do not see the face of an Indian 
in the year, it Is no wonder the Red 
man won id complain about the pittance 
he gets. However, under Sir John’s 
matjagepient, 'things are done better 
than before, if '

Each Commissioner,Overseer,Agent, 
or whatever he may be, makes out a 
yearly return, afcd sends it oqf to- tf 
Department setting Jorth the mefits . 
moral and social condition of the Red­
man, showing the money expended. 
For the year 1879 the Indiàris 
of New Brunswick under the 
joint care of Chas. Sargeant, William 
Fisher, and Moses Craig, received 
$4,267.06. This is the smallest to ah' 
Province ; the largest sum is to Norti 
West Territories $300,032,39.

Mr Chipps one of the commissioners 
from Ontario is hopefnl for tho Indians 
He thus concludes his report:

“From previous experience rapid pro­
gress could not be hoped for, bnt toy 
educating the rising generation, it is 
believed that the desired result—the ad­
vancement of the Indian race—will be 
most certainly attained.

It is gratifying to know, isn’t it, that 
Mr. C. Is so hopeful !

Chas. Logue, agent for Maiuwaki has 
much hopes of the Indians, but now 
and again the savage will crop out, he 
says;—

“Some sow small quantities of oats, 
wheat, peas and corn. In many cases, 
large clearings had been made years 
ago, which'seem to have been cultivat­
ed for a short time and then allowed 
to run wild.”

Bnt it is encouraging that MrL. has 
advised the Indians “strongly to devote 
their energies” to improving their 
farms.

Mr Francis H O’Brien, J P, at Chic­
outimi in publishing his report gives 
several pages from a ' lecture delivered 
before the “Institute Canadien.” The 
burthen of his pages is a description of 
the Indians north of the St. Law­
rence.

The Algonquins, “ Supérieurs ” or 
Upper Algonquins, inhabited the re­
gions above Stadacona (Quebec), and 
were grouped about Three Rivers. The 
“ Lower,” or Algonquins “Inferieurs” 
bad their habitat beyond theLaurentian 
range, in the territory watered by the 
Ashapmonchouan, Penboaka, Misstas- 
sini and other large rivers flowing into 
Lake Piecouagami or St John’s. Hence 
the appellation Montagnards, Montag- 
nets and finally Montagnaie. Their 
chief trading post was at Tadoussac, 
and hither they resorted from the inte­
rior at regular periods of the year. 
They generally enmn by the Saguenay 
River from Lake St John’s, and it 
sometimes occurred the bucks or hau­
lers came alone, leaving the squaws and 
papooses camped around the lake.

From the earliest period of the 
French colony, the warrior tribes of

the Iroquois spread terror and disaster
on both sides of the St Lawrence. The 
Hnrous and Algonquins often combined 
their forces against the common foe, 
with successful results. The Montag- 
nais evinced the most friendly spirit 
towards the French from the beginning 
and fought side by side with tho soldats 
de la belle France on many a bloody 
battle field.

On glancing over the “ Relations des 
Jesuits,” that prêtions mine and almost 
inexhaustible fund of historical and 
otherwise interesting data of the history 
of Canada, it is evident that the Mon­
tagu ais often entered the warpath, paint 
and feathers and all, especially against 
the Iroquois, and never faltered in their 
fidelity to the French. It seems very 
singular that a nation of such bellicose 
disposition should have placed le Grand 
Lievro, the Big Hare or Rabbit, among 
their divinities.

The greatest enemies to the Indians, 
he says, arc the vendeurs de poispn, 
liquor sellers, and the greatest demoral­
izer is Veau de feu, or fire water. He 
gives the following table of the tribes 
formed, where, and the territory to 
each :—

Missionaries are doing their best for 
the Indian, but no sooner is the misai 
closed than the heartless trader 
“ broaches ” his whisky keg, and 
when the Indian is “heap drunk,” 
plunders him of his valuable furs. The 
law however, is now being more rig­
idly enforced. The prices charged the 
Indians is exorbitant. Here is a case 
or two.

William Fisher’s Report.

Mr. Fisher’s report is a masterpiece 
of pure English, Sesquipedalia verba 
ana philosophy. The document is 
dated

Western Snperinteudency.
Fredericton, October, 1879.

There is a falling off in the popula­
tion of Mr. Fisher’s Indians, which that 
gentleman accounts for in this classic 
fiashion : Cause—due to the “migra­
tory character of the Indian.” Mr. 
Fisher has the Education of the “In­
dian people” at the bottom of his 
heart. He says :

“During one of my visitations in the 
spring, I made arrangements by which 
some of the Indian children have been 
enabled to attend a school in the dis­
trict of Woodstock, ins the County of 
Carleton, not far dietaht front, that re­
serve, and hope to be able to inform 
yon upon a future occasion that it has 
been advantageous to them.”

The word in italics shows how thor- 
oughly Mr. Fisher appreciates the situ­
ation ; and it will be a joyous piece of 
intelligence for Canada that will come 
to light when the “future occasion” 
arrives. Now and again, the Indians 
get their “back up” with Mr. Fisher, 
which fact he describes thus—and the 
description is so like Mr. Fisher.

The Indians of Woodstock Reserve, 
in the County of Carleton, still with­
hold their concurrence to permit the 
Indian Department disposing of a 
vmall quantity of timber which is grow­
ing upon that reserve.

Mr. Fisher here is the “Indian De­
partment,” and he has been repeatedly 
assured by the Red-men, that he “no 
touchera d—n stick.” This, Mr. Fisher 
classically describes as “withholding 
their concurrence.” Mr. Fisher is 
pleased to mark the sobriety among 
the ‘Indian people,’ and attributes this 
to the Canada Temperance Act, though 
he thinks it may be due to want of 
mouey, and adds that from his limited 
knowledge of human nature, he would 
not be responsible for certain periods 
in the Indian’s life.

He says fishing is not much engaged 
in, ‘the Indians generally catching but 
a small quantity of fish, of various 
small kinds. He says the ‘salmon is 
difficult to spear in consequence of the 
operation ot the fishery laws:'' which 
may be taken to mean, that the opera­
tion of these laws makes the salmon 
wilder j but he concludes the paragraph 
by saying the Indians of St. George do 
a good fishing business ‘especially in 
the porpoise’: modern Jonahs! [Of 
course the italics are ours.] And then 
Mr. Fisher signs his name.

INDIAN SCHOOLS.

There is a strong effort, being made 
to educate the Indians; and several 
schools have been established through­
out the Dominion. A good many 
pupils attend. In Ontario, 1,695, in 
Quebec, 326, in Nova Scotia, 78, in P 
E Island, 25, in Manitoba 376, in N W 
Territories 214, in British Columbia 
615, or a total of 3,327. We may tsay 
we hear of schools everywhere but in 
New Brunswick. The Indian manage­
ment here, wo would iust say to Sir 
John, requires fumigation.

SURVEYS.

The department has had a number 
of engineers setting the wilderness off 
into townships; but while the chain 
lengths and the bearings may be very- 
accurate, there is not ns much practical 
information in this part of tho book as 
could be wished. Ftir example, few 
would be induced to go North West on 
the strength of such information. The 
time is coming when the department 
will see the advisability of getting the 
opinion of experienced men on the 
lands and forests of the North West.

Antimony.

The Prince William antimony mines bid fair 
to become a great attraction to foreign capi­
talists. Several gentlemen who we believe 
represent the Lake George antimony mining 
and smelting company arrived here Saturday 
afternoon from a visit to the property of the 
company. We understand that this company, 
which holds its first meeting in St John to-day 
(11th), intend to prosecute the raisin» and 
marketing of the ore on a large scale. There 
are three separate companies now working 
within a mile or two of Lake George. We 
are informed by an eye witness that a large 
vein has lately been discovered by the Brun­
swick Antimony Company on their property. 
The width of pure sulphide of antimony 
in this vein is about eight inches 
and the lode runs in a direction nearly oppo­
site to that of the one on which the Bruns­
wick Company’s main shaft is situated. An­
other speculator is leasing all the vacant land 
which he can find near Lake George. He pays 
no money for his loans unless it be a dollar or 
so on receipt of the deed but in lieu thereof 
promises to pay so much per ton for every ton 
of ore raised. The farmers had better be cau­
tious in signing deeds of mining rights to 
speculating strangers. The situation of these 
various veins is about 9 miles north from 
Harvey Station ; they arc all of them within 2 
or 3 miles of the Granite Ridge.
