years. Its findings in part have been
reported from time to time.

The discovery of the lost giviliz
tion of Ethiopla was made at Napata,
now called Gebel Barkal, Napata, the
ancient capital of Ethiopia, lies in
the Anglo-Egyptian ‘Sudan, at the
southern end of Dongola province.
The royal cemeteries were found out-
side the city. At Nuri, to the south,
on a low knoll near the River Nile,
the archaelogists examined a gfoup
of pyramids which proved to be the
tombs of the twenty kings and twen-
ty-five queens of Ethiopia from 660
to 250 B. C. most of whose names had
been lost to human knowledge.

Excavations gradually uncovered
the burial chamber of Tirhaga, the,

Tiger of France Intends

To Conquer the Prejudice

That Followed the War
L PPP HOBOOSOSPIPOLDOOOONM

M. Clemenceau, the world-famous
Tiger of Frarnce, celebrated his eigh-
tieth birthday recently, and then
came news of his severe illness. Yet
it is just possible that in a few
months, or even weeks, his name may
be ringing through the country as it
rang in the dark days of 1917, and
cs it had rung, at frequent intervals,
for more than forty years before.
Clemenceau is in temporary eclipse
because the French people believe at
the moreut that the Peace of Ver-
sailles was a snare and a delusion,
and that Clemenccau was largely re-
sponsible for it. Clemenceau’s own
contention is that the treaty gave
France everything she was entitled
to, and that the fault for the present
situation lies with those who suc-
ceeded him and who failed to enforc2
the provisions of the treaty. He has
been attacked by pacifists and pul-
ing philosophers abroad as a raging
militarist, while at home the masses
of French people have been taught to
regard him as a timid weakling who
in France's great hour refused to
pluck the fruits of victory.

It would be unjust to blame the
French people for this ingratitude
to their greates. citizen. The blame
lies with the politicians, and of all
politicians the French politician is
perhaps the most virulent. In the

course of his career €lemenceau has

made many enemies. Just now ke
appears to have far more enemies
thdn friends. The present Governm-
ment is not unnaturally inclined to
blame him for what it has been un-
able to accomplish. The nerves of the
French people are far from normal.
The fear of Germany has not been
wholly removed, and for this they
hold Clemenceau and the Treaty of
Versailles responsible. Thus the
statesman who was regarded as the
savior of his country three years ago
has sunk into disrespect.

Clemenceau declines to coincide in
the justmess of the popular attitude.
He refuses to take it lying down and
intends to return to the political
arena. Veteran newspaperman that
he is, be will return through a news-
paper. It has not yet been started,
but it is understood that it will be
called the French Nation, apd will be
edited by Andre Tardieu, formerly
French High Commissioner to the
United States. Georges Clemenceauw
will be the chief editorial contribu-
tor, as Theodore Roosevelt was after
he had nominally retired from poli-
tics, but when he was in reality
erouching for another spring. The
original intention of the editors and
those behind the paper, who are
said to have unlimited funds at
their command, was to launch the
enterprise two years ago, when
Clemencean returned from Egypt.
The business arrangements were then
in the hands of M. Loucheur, for-
merly a Minist in CIl u's
Cabinet, and Clemenceau asserts that
Loucheur betrayed him. He is now
a favorite of Briand’'s and must be
veckoned ane of the Tiger's enemies.

In making the announcement,
Tardleu said that the intention is
for Clemenceau to write one article
a week, but he ‘has confidence that
once he gets started there will be
no stopping him, and he is likely to.
dominzte every issue of the paper.
If Tardieu’s remarks about the news~
paper situation in Paris are correct,
a great future awaits the French
Nation. He says that, with the ex-
ceptiom of a few Royalist organs, like
the Action Francaise, all other pa-
pers in France are exactly alike. The
French people¢ do not get the news.
Indeed, a presentation of news for
the sake of news is not a feature of
French papers. The Petit Parisien is
about the only paper in France that
would be accepted as a modern
journal by people used to English-
speaking newspapers .in large ecities.
The others consider their dwn

1 polilical opinions the vital news of

every issue.

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‘BUY AT HOME
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MAKING DIAMONDS.

It Can Be Done But It Is Too
Costly.

Diamond fakers are many, and
they ply a good trade among the
gullible, palming off white sapphires
as Brazilian diamends of the first
water, and obtaining high prices for
flashing stones which are known as
diamond ‘‘doublets.”

“Double!s” are no more genuine
diamonds than are bits of glass. They
are nothing but faked stones, with a
thin slice of real diamond cemented
by invisible cement to the front of a
bit of crystal or one of the lesser
precious stones.

With diamonds felching such high
prices, it seems, on the face of it,
an absolute certainty that a fortune
awaits the man who can find out the
way to make genuine diamonds.
Dozens of men have spent half their
lives and all they possessed in try-
ing to make real diamonds, but their
efforts have only led them to penury.

There is no doubt that people
would be very surprised if they saw
one day in a shop the legend: ‘‘Real
diamonds made here. Orders taken
for any size and quantity.” Jewelers
all over the world would show great
concern, and diamond dealers gener-
ally would exhibit signs of panic. If,
however, the notice in the window
were restricted to the first sentence,
it would leave the jewelers cold. It
is the last sentence that would cause
dismay.

The fact is, that genuine diamonds,
diamonds exactly -similar to those
that are mined in the blue earth of
Kimberley, or found in the river beds
of Brazil, can be made by man. Dia-
monds, and carbon, ‘and the black-
lead which is brushed on firegrates,
and with which we write in the form
of a pencil, are all the same stuff.
They are all carbon; the only differ-
ence is that diamonds are crystallized
carbon.

How nature makes diamonds we
do not know with any certainty. It
is certain, however, that there must
have been great heat and enormous
pressures involved in the making of
these gleaming precious stones. Men
of science have at various times car-
ried out many experiments to obtain
these great heats and pressures, but
all their money and time was wasted.

Then Moisson, the French chemist,
set up an electric furnace which pro-
duced heats more intense than scien-
tists had thought possible. The or-
dinary fire we burn to heat our
rooms in winter is icy cold eompared
with the temperatures that Moisson
attained with his electric ares.

He found he could obtain the tem-
perature he needed. The problem re-
mained whether he could oblain the
pressure. It is a well-known fact that
molten iron expands as it cools: Mois-
son wondered how to make use of
this property in iron so that it would
Eventu-

iron within it. Then he mixed some
carbon into the molten iron, and dis-
solved it.

Taking the crucible, he inserted it
in his electric furnace and subjected
it to a heat of 4,000 degrees. Centi-
grade. Whipping the crucible out of
the furnace, he plunged it siraight
into a crucible full of molten lead.

The queer thing is that the tem-
perature of molten lead is so much
lower than that of molten iron that
it was like plunging the iron into
cold water. The iron immediately on
making contact with the crucible be-
came solid at once, and as it solidi-
fied it exerted enormous pressure on
the molten métal in the centre.

Moisson, waiting until the iron
was solid throughout, gradually dis-
solved away all the iron by using
acids, and in the centre he found
several minute diamonds, all black
and discolored, and one or two dia-
monds that were quite white. Thus
he showed men how to make dia-
monds.

But it doesn’t pay to make them.
They cannot be made big enough to
be of commercial value. °“You can
buy a bigger diamond for $50 than
you can make by spending $50,000.

Experiments in making real dia-
monds have not been quite fruitless.
After one experiment that was car-
ried on in the United S:iates at enor-
mous expense, the experimenters
looked in vain for the nice-sized dia-
monds they rather expected. Instead
they found a quantity of fine black
dust that was practically as hard as
a diamond. -That dust is now known
as carborundum, and it is more use-
ful than diamonds in the realms of
commerce. It is used both in the
form of powder and made up into
wheels and blocks by being mixed
with wet fine clay and felspar,
moulded and pressed.’

Oxide of Iron.

It is oxide of iron that gives to
your blood its brilliant red color. If
blood contained no iron all men and
women would look like walking
corpses. Nowhere in nature is iron
found in a “native” or pure state.
It occurs only in the form of oxides—
that is to say, as iron rust. Man's
greatest triumph was achieved when
he discovered how to ‘“undo” iron
rus. and get the iron out of it. But
for that our civilization to-day would
be no further advanced than that of
ancient Egypt or Assyria. Edwin E.
Slosson, in his remarkable new book,
“Creative Chemistry,” says that
every year the blast furnaces of the
world release 72,000,000 tons of iron
from its oxides, and every year one-
fourth of that quantity reverts to
rust. Should man cease his efforts
in this direction for a generation
there would be little left to show
that he had ever learned to extrac:
iron from is ores. :

PROTECTION OF
PLANTS IN WINTER

A little protection will often bring
plants the winter,
when, if they are left exposed, they
may either be killed outright or bad-

safely through

ly injured, and, in the case of fruit,
the crop may be much reduced.. Plants
are also protected from mice in win-
ter.

The plants usually protected

from the weather are strawberries,
raspberries, grapes and roses.

It has been found by experience
that, although strawberries will often
go safely through the winter without
being mulched, there are winters
when it pays well to have the plants
protected by a light mulch as in such
winters if the mulch is not there the
plants will be kiiled.

Havz Czused Much Trouble

To Queen Helen.of Italy
e e e ]

Although Queen Helen of Italy is
a daughter of the late King of
Montenegro and despite the fact that
the former sovereign dynasty of
Petroviez and its followers, have
been a terribly heavy tax upon the
generosity of the Italian crown and
Government, yet the Montenegrin
refugees in Italy, and especially at
Rome, including the former Cabinet
Ministers, Popoviteh, Antonievitch
and Plamenatz, have been behaving
80 badly that the Police Department
in the Eternal City has been obliged
to make a descent upon the pseudo
Montenegrin Legation and Consu-
late-General, also upon the resi-
dences of the three former Ministers,
and to seize all the documents and
papers there, with a view to criminal
prosecution.

The charges brought against these
Montenegrin refugees, who, as in
France and elsewhere, have behaved
with characteristic ingratitude and
complete disregard of the obligations
of hospitality, include those of con-
spiracy with the Socialist forces
which are seeking to upset the Ital-
ian Government and dynasty and
likewise of gross fraud and dishon-
esty in connection with the funds
set aside for the relief of the two or
three thousand Montenegrins who
have sought refuge in the dominions
of King Victor Emmanuel.

A sum of some seven million dol-
lars is involved, and naturally there
is much bitterness, both in the na-
tional legislature at Rome and in the
Italian press, over the idea of this
money being accorded to worthless

and dishonest Montenegrin refugee
dignitaries to enable them to live in
luxury, instead of being employed in
affording relief to the widows and
orphans of soldiers who had fallen
fighting for their country in the great
War.

It must be thoroughly understood
that the pretensions of these more
or less questionable hangers on and
parasites of the late former King
Nicholas to stil represent an inde-
pendent Montenegrin Government
are without the slightest foundation.
It must not be thought that Queen
Helen has encouraged them. The
Queen of Italy is a diplomatic wo-
man, and realizes that no good can
come from such plots. Still the fact
remains that her former countrymen
have placed her in a very embarrass-
ing position.

Nicholas and Ms precious sons be-
haved so badly in the great war,
abandoning their country to its fate,
under the most suspicious circum-
stances, that long before the former
king's death his fellow-countrymen
had renounced their allegiance, and
made clear their determination never
to permit him to return to their
Black Mountain. The Montenegrins,
wise in their generation, voted to
Join the Jugo-Slav Confederation,
under the sceptre of the late King
Peter of Serbia. Nicholas denounced
him as a usurper.

But Peter’s death changed the sit-
uation. For he is succeeded as mon-
arch of the Jugo-Slav Confederation
by his second son, King Alexander,
who, with a splendid war record be-
hind him, can hardly be looked upon
as an alien ruler by any Montenegrin,
