DISCUSSION

« The Cawadian lasw Trelating ‘to sadi-
tion i& to be amended. The Solicitor
Jeneral of Canada says that many
people in Canada do not undérstand
the meanirg of the word- sedition. In
Grzat Britain a sedltxous intention has
heen defined as :

“One to bring into hatred or con-
iempt or to establish discontent
against the person of His MaJesty or
the Government and constitution of
tha United Kingdom or of any part
of it as by law established, or either

Lration of Justice, or to incite any of

Mis Mafe.}v‘s suhj'ecfs to procure Pyi’

vnlawful medns any alteration in the
‘Church or State, or to promoto feel-
ings of ill will or dissension amongst
them.”

Evidgntly this definition needs to be
defined.’ It 'might be interpreted so as
fo prevent the free criticism of a Gov-
crnment or of the Senate or House of
Commeons. Many persons are now ex-
credingly dissatisfied with the Senate
and would like tq _see it reformed or
abolished, Such criticism is perfectly
legitimate and should be allowe. Gov-
srnments have also been fiercely at-
tacked as corrupt or incompetent. Ad-
verse eriticism is sometimss rough, un-
just orrexaggerated, but it is gener-
ally felt that it is best to allow per-

fect freedom. Unfair or untrue state-
maonts may be answered and exagger-

ation disercdits those who are guilty
nf it,

It ought also to be open to anyone
to provos< alterations in the consti-
tation, so long as there is no incite-
ment to use “unlawful means.” In
other words, it must be made clear
that sedition meari® rebellion and that
no one will be allowed to propose re-
tcllion or the use of force or violence
More than ones the constitution and
Government of Canada have been
changed—as when Upper and Lower

Canada were separated in 1791 and
united again half a century
whon responsible government was
granted—as when the Provinces were
confederated in 1867.

Thrive Better In Dry, Wéll.Venti-

NTARIO is fortunate this
year in having a good supply
of grain in almost all clamses
of crops. The more grain

there is to select from, the bette:
chance there is to get the very besl
seed for sowing in the spring. Toe
many farmers forget the seed supply
for next year'’s ¢rop until most of
their grain is fed or sold.

If the best of this grain was set
aside for seed at. threshing. time o
taken from the grain bins before any

of it was fed or sold, there would be
iess work of seed preparation in the
spring and a foundation provided for
better seed than is often sown.

Smgll, shrunken or hroken seed
has ‘a feeding value nearly ‘equal to

that of iarge plump seed. The foliow-
ing results of weed selection experi-
ments condipeted at the Ontario Agrl-
cultural College at Guelph will show,
Rowever, that there is very great dif-
feremce in the value of these for seed

Cleanliness, dvnqss and good ven-
tilation are hyglenie conditiona very
desirable in the housing of all kinde
of live stock. Horses, cattle, sheep,
hogs and poultry all do better and
are less liable to ocontract infectious
and contagious diseases when kept
under such conditigns than when
dirt, dampness and poor ventilation
are found in the stables in which
they are housed. Undegubtedly, out:
breaks of infectious and contagious
digseases do occasionally eccur in the
best built and best kept stables, but
the danger of these spreading is much
less than wnere unhygienic canditions
prevail.

Without deubt good stock has been
produced under stable conditions thag
were not of the best, but the ¢haneces
and maintaining good
healthy stock are much greater wherse
cleanliness, dryness and good ventila-
uon ln the stables are the order of

Dlrt of all kinds, whilst it does
not itself produce disease, is liable
to harbor and foster the baeteria or
other germs that do cause infectious
disease, hence, 80 long =as it is lying
around inside the stables it iz a
source of danger to the stock,

If there is one class of stable more
than another in which ecleanliness is
desirable it is the dairy stable. Milg
is an ideal food for many varieties
of baoteria as well as for human be
ings or live stock, and many varie-
tias of baeteria are always présent in
stable dirt, Conseguently, when dirt
or stable dust gets into milk, many
contaminating bacteria get in with Ity
st is the action of these bacteria im
the milk that ecauses it to spoil either
by souring or putrefaction, Conse-
guently, one step In the production
of good clean milk is to have it pro-
duced where there is little danger of
dirt or dust getting inte it.

Dampness is a great agemt in the
spreading and fostering. f disease,
Porhaps the one disease that it is
most liable to induce is pneumonia.
Many hogs are lost annually as a re-
sult of contracting ppeumonia
through being kept In low-lying,
damp quarters. Dampness dné to bad
ventilation 18 very comducive to the
development of various lung troubles
with all kinds of stock. The damp
stagnant air In badly-ventilated sta-
bles lowers the vitality, depresses the
blood eireulatiom and so puts the ani-
mals kept under these conditions in
such 2 state as to make them ready
gubjects for the development of such
diseases as influensa, pneumaonia,
tubereunlosis and others.—Prof. D. H.
Jones, Oatario Agricultural -College,
