London, Nov. 14.—The following letter 
has been addressed to the Times by Mrs. 
Jameson, together with the inclosures 
which are referred to in it :
To the Editor of The Times.' ,

Dear Sir—As the Emin Relief Com­
mittee appear to consider the duty of 
publishing my late husband’s refutation 
of the cruel charge made against him by 
Assad Faran (which charge,long ago with­
drawn. Mr. Stanley has now thought fit 
to bring forward) devolves upon me, I 
would ask you to insert in the Times the 
documents annexed, consisting of a letter 
of my husband to Sir William Mackinnon 
on August 3; 1888, so far as it relates to 
this horrible charge, and Assad Faran’s 
retraction, dated September 28; 1888. I 
will only add that my poor husband died 
within a fortnight after the date of his 
letter, therefore he had no opportunity of 
taking further steps to clear his character, 
which he at that time contemplated.
Yours faithfully, Ethel Jameson.

The following is the part of the letter 
referring to the cannibal story written by 
Mr. Jameson at Stanley Falls August 3, 
1888:
WiUiam Mackinnon, Esq., President of the 

Committee of the Emin Relief Expedition:
Sir —As you will see by Major Barttelot’s 

letter, Assad Faran, the dismissed Arabic 
interpreter,has written the most false and 
cruel statements about me after leaving 
Yambuya camp. As an officer of this ex­
pedition it is my bounden duty to you to 
clear my character from such statements.

I will tell you now the simple narrative 
of the whole matter, which, much as it 
shocked me at the time, I little dreamed 
could be turned to such use against me. 
My whole time since my arrival here has 
been taken up with the affairs of the ex­
pedition and I have not had a moment 
to get the necessary papers signed by the 
witnesses of everything mentioned by 
Assad Faran before a Belgian officer, as I 
mean to do, and forward them to you.

The facts of the case are these : On my 
return journey from Kaaongo.the day after 
our arrival at Raba, the chief sent for me. 
On arriving at his house I witnessed a very 
curious dance performed by some Wacasu 
slaves he informed me that these people, 
had a number of deaths among them, 
had gone away into the bush for two 
months, where no one had seen them,had 
returned, L wing finished their medicine 
meeting. Tippoo Tib, who was at the 
house, said : “ This dance is generally 
followed by a lot of people being eaten,” 
and he told me a lot of cannibal stories.

I laughed, saying : “ Since I have been 
in the country I have heard many such 
stories,but I do not believe them.” Another 
Arab present, who had been very kind to 
me on my way to Kasonga,told me another 
horrible story which I told him flatly I 
did not believe could happen in any 
country in the world. He, laughing,said 
“ Give me a bit of cloth and see.”

I only thought this was another of their 
plans for getting something out of me,and 
having some cloth of my own, as he had 
been kind to me, I sent my boy for a 
small piece of six handkerchiefs, which I 
gave him. Then followed the most horrible 
scene I ever witnessed in my life. Assad 
Faran even here cannot help lying. The 
whole thing happened so quickly that 
had I wished I could not have sketched 
it. I had nothing with me to sketch with 
they all being in my house.

The girl never looked for help. She 
seemed to know what was her fate and 
never stirred hand or foot or head except 
when she had to move to the place of 
execution. How the girl was obtained I 
do not know, but I will send you all part­
iculars signed by the witnesses as prom­
ised. * * *

(Signed) Jambs S. Jameson.
The following is the copy of Assad 

Faran’s retraction of the statements made 
to the Belgian officers regarding the can­
nibal story, but he subsequently repeated 
it to Mr. Stanley under oath March 4,1890, 
at Cairo.

September 25,1888.
I, Assad Faran lately interpreter with 

the Emin Pasha Relief Expedition declare 
most solemnly that the story of Mr. Jame­
son buying a girl has been altogether mis­
understood by the missionary at Lutele. 
The story is entirely untrue. Such a charge 
against Mr. Jameson I declare to be un­
founded. The six hand kerchieft given by 
Mr. Jameson were a present, and had no 
reference whatever to the occurence with 
which through the above misunderstand­
ing they have been erroneously connect­
ed.

VOLAPUK.

World Language 
Favor.

Grows In

Volapuk was invented eleven years ago 
by Johann Martin Schleyer, a humble 
Roman Catholic priest of Littzelstettin, in 
Konstanz, in the province of Baden, Ger­
many. From his earliest birth he had 
been an ardent student of languages, and 
he had perfected himself in the gram­
matical construction of over fifty languages, 
while he is said to be proficient as a 
linguist in thirty of them. Thus equipped 
for the task,he set about,in 1879,to prepare 
lia grammar of the world speech, which 

appeared shortly afterwards as a modest 
eight-page pamphlet. It sprang at once 
into popularity, recommended alike by its 
simplicity and its perfect adaptation to 
the necessities which called it forth. It be: 
came at once the solution of that problem 
which for centuries had been the ignas 
fatus of philosophers.

Educated people throughout Europe 
took it up and studied it with avidity,and 
the grammar and vocabularies were soon 
translated into more than thirty languages. 
With this stage, however, its progress re­
mained stationary, and it was not until 
1887, when the first international congress 
of volapukists was held at Munich, in 
Bavaria, that it became an established 
world language. The impetus which was 
given to the movement by the success of 
that congress and the formation of an 
academy of enthusiastic and zealous ad­
herents in every part of the world,brought 

prominently before the notice of the 
public. Through the efforts of Auguste 
Kerckhofft it was introduced into the 
public schools of France, and through the 
efforts of other educated people it was 
made a study at the universities at Halle, 
Dresden,and Munich. It is now estimated 
that upwards of three million people 
throughout the world have studied the 
language, and about one fourth of them 
are sufficiently proficient to use it. Over 
one thousand books and publications have 
been issued in and about the language. 
Thirty five regularly published magazines, 
in almost as many different countries,assist 
in the propagation of the language, and 
the number of adherents is rapidly increas­
ing. The Boston school committee was 
the first in North America to take up the 
matter officially, and last winter a large 
and enthusiastic class was formed in the 
evening high school. There are clubs in 
almost all the larger cities of the world, 
and a strong North American association 
has been formed, which held its first an­
nual convention in Boston, during last 
August, and which met with great success 
in calling public attention to the move­
ment. The president of the association is 
Col. Chas E. Sprague, of New York,a well- 
known businessman of that city,and chair­
man of the New York school board, and the 
general-secretary is Charles Currier Beale, 
of Boston. _________ _____

A minor controversy has arispn about 
the “largest check” that ever was written. 
It was announced that to the check drawn 
the other day by the Great Indian Penin­
sular railway company on the London and 
County bank for £1,250,000 belongs the 
distinction. It wasat the same time stated 
that one drawn by Vanderbiltlfor £700,000 
had hitherto headed the list. The state­
ment, however, is inaccurate (says the 
Bullionist). At least four of the London 
clearing banks have paid checks for con­
siderably over £2,000,000 on more than 
one occasion. A few years ago the Man­
chester Ship Canal company, when buying 
out the Bridgewater Trustees, drew one 
check for £1,750,000 on Glyn & Co., and 
this document can still be seen at the 
offices of the Ship Canal company Deans- 
gate, Manchester, where it is framed as a 
curiosity. A check for an enormous 
amount passed through the “ house ” in 
1879 or 1880. The amount was upward 
of £3,250,000, and was in settlement of an 
arbitration award. When the Alabama 
claim was settled,and the Halifax fisheries 
question was decided, large amounts of 
money changed hands.

SUCCI’S GREAT FAST.
New York, Nov. 14.—Public interest in 

Signor Giovanni Succi’s experiment in 
fasting forty-five days is steadily increas­
ing and the spirits of the plucky little 
Italian rise in proportion to the number 
of people that are in the hall when he 
awakens. To-day, when he opened his 
eyes on the ninth day of his fast, a num­
ber of visitors were watching him. His 
cheery “ good morning ” to his physicians 
as he jumped out of bed was evidence 
that the sight of the spectators had put 
him in good humor. His first act was to 
step on the scales and be weighed. He 
prophesied yesterday that during last 
night he would lose less than a pound of 
flesh and his watchers crowded about him 
to see whether he had predicted correctly. 
The scales proved that he knew what he 
was talking about. He weighed 130) 
pounds, just half a pound less than he did 
at the same hour yesterday. Had he lost 
strength or gained ? was the physicians’ 
question. In response the Italian grasped 
the dynometer and the little brass hand 
moved around until it registered 50) 
kilos, neither a gain nor loss of strength. 
Signor Succi then consulted his diary, 
made up of newspaper clippings of former 
feats. He does the same thing every 
morning to see whether he has run be­
hind or ahead of his programme. What 
he saw

and he called for his breakfast with a 
smile. The breakfast consisted of three 
ounces of Croton water. His pulse was at 
that time 68 and his temperature 98. The 
staff of the Roosevelt hospital and the 
Mount Sinai hospital may visit him to­
day, and the Roosevelt hospital physicians 
will bring a celebrated chemist with 
them. The latter has analyzed for the 
government any amount of mysterious 
drugs and was always successful in telling 
just what their ingredients were. He has 
promised to analyze Succi’s mysterious 
elixir, and Succi has purchased all the 
necessary aids for the test. Succi claims 
that no chemist can tell what the elixir is, 

it is not known outside of a race of 
dwarfs who roam about a portion of the 
forests of Africa.

At the 
Aquarium, London, he lost sixteen pounds 
in the first eight days. Here he has lost 
seventeen pounds. Succi took some of his 
elixir last night. About midnight he be- 

to feel pains in his stomach, so twenty 
rops of the elixir were given to him in 

three ounces of water. He then went to 
bed and fell asleep within a few minutes. 
He slept without awaking until nine 
o’clock this morning. He says sleep does 
him good. He forgets in slumber

THE DESIRE TO EAT,

although the latter seldom troubles him. 
After the first days he says he looks for­
ward to his two or three ounces of water 
with the same avidity that a hungry man 
gazes at a nice juicy, tenderloin steak. 
What puzzles the physicians most is the 
feet that Succi can sleep like a child for 
nine or ten hours with an empty stomach, 
and after having fested eight days. They 
admit that they can understand it, parti­
ally, at least, while he is awake and mov­
ing about. His tremendous will power, 
and the little Italian possesses an enorm­
ous quantity of force, bears him up then. 
While he is asleep, however, his body is at 
rest. Why is it that the craving for food 
does not return with redoubled force ? Is 
it his elixir.

KOCH’S TRIUMPH.

Excitement in Berlin Over the Tuber­
culosis Cure.

BROTHER AND SISTER WED.
A Strange Romance Which Began at 

Castle Garden 25 Years Ago.

“ My advice to all singers is : Do not 
impose upon yourself and you will pre­
serve your voice, ” says Campanini, in a 
striking article. “ How to train the voice, ” 
in the November Ladies’ Home Journal. 
“ Good health is necessary to keep a voice 
in good condition. Dissipation of any 
kind is of the greatest injury to a voice. 
The vocal chords are very sensitive and 
susceptible, and what effects the physical 
condition will sooner or later effect them. 
What regimen a singer should follow de­
pends upon the constitution. Some singers 
can smoke continuously and not suffer 
from the effects, while others have been 
seriously injured. It is, therefore, very 
hard to lay down any cast iron rules and 
say that they should be followed. What 
is poison, you know, for some, is food for 
others.

“ Again I must urge young singers to be­
ware of trying to force their voices ; it is 
dangerous and means the early loss of the 
voice. The man who builds an organ 
would not think of having some one try 
to play on it when the reeds are not prop­
erly adjusted, and in like manner the 
young singer should not tax his voice un­
less he is prepared to stand the effort.

“ Amateurs and non-professionals do not, 
of course, require the long and rigorous 
training of professionals. It would be a 
waste of time and money, and while it 
might be a satisfaction to the young lady 
or young man to have a professional edu­
cation, in a few years through lack of 
constant practice, he or she would prob­
ably sink to the level of the perfunctory 
parlor singer. ”

A romance of unusually unfortunate and 
pathetic details has been revealed at 
Kansas City, when two detectives from 
Toronto discovered in Mr. and Mrs. Asa 
Barr, of Kansas City, Kan., the relation­
ship of brother and sister and the heirs to 
fortunes left by Mrs. Barr’s deceased 
mother. Two waifs — mere babies, 
brother and sister — were abandoned 
twenty-five years ago by German immi­
grants at Castle Garden. They were 
legally adopted—one by a man named 
Asa Barr, the other by a Mrs. Evans. 
Mrs. Evans moved soon to Philadelphia, 
where she brought up her daughter, giving 
her a comfortable home and a good edu­
cation. Twenty years later, the boy 
grown to manhood and having taken his 
adopted father’s name, moved also to 
Philadelphia, where he followed the trade 
of a painter.

Chance drew the brother and sister to­
gether. Barr was captivated with the 
girl and wooed, won and married her. 
Soon after they moved to Kansas City, 
Kan., where Barr continued in his trade. 
Not long ago Mrs. Evans died. Quickly 
following her death occurred that of a re­
lative in London, Canada, who died rich 
and intestate. His fortune would have 
passed to Mrs. Evans as the nearest re­
lative, but her death having occurred her 
adopted daughter became the heir. The 
attorneys sent detectives to trace the heir­
ess and in their investigation of the case 
they discovered the true relationship of 
Mr. and Mrs. Barr to be that of brother 
and sister. They arrived at Kansas City 
and revealed to the unfortunate couple 
the feet.

The terrible knowledge prostrated Mrs. 
Barr, and her husband is grief stricken. 
No issue has resulted from their marriage. 
Legal proceedings will at once be institut­
ed to sever the marriage bond and Mrs. 
Barr will go to London, Canada, to claim 
her fortune.

Berlin, Nov. 15—Professor Koch holds 
supreme sway over public interest. The 
publication of the Professor’s statement, 
has intensified the excitement both here 
and abroad,and from every centre of 
Europe and America telegrams of inquiry 
are pouring in on Koch, Pfuhl, Cornet, 
Bergmann,and other medical men who are 
known to be engaged in treating by the 
new method. Koch’s clinique in Albrecht’s 
strasse, the Imperial Sanitary Institute, 
Reichagesundheitsanit, where Cornet and 
other Kochists are at work, are swamped 
with letters and personal applications. 
Many medical men, including a number 
of American and English physicians, have 
been studying the process under Dr. Levy 
in the small wards of a private hospital at 
No. 26 Preuzlauer strasse, where Profes­
sor Koch first achieved striking results 
with small means.

Here since October 8, prominent cures 
of consumptives have been in progress. 
Dr. Levy every morning shows his patients 
to the visiting physicians in his private 
laboratory, Dr Levy said : “ The remedy 
not only attacks particular places and 
groups of bacilli, but rapidly annihilates 
all tuberculous bacilli with which bodies 
are infested. We now know that the 
curative matter acts equally upon all 
groups. The first care is to free the organism 
from bacilli. To attain this-end we apply 
massage at an early stage of the treatment, 
to the glands, joints &c., affected by tuber­
culosis in order to force the bacilli, which 
have encased themselves in crysts.into the 
blood channels where we can more easily 
reach them than when they are in those 
parts where the circulation has little in­
fluence. After the massage and the injec­
tion subdue the bacilli all that remains to 
be done in cases of tuberculosis of the 
bones is to remove the dead pieces of bone 
and to restore the general health of the 
patient.” In order to meet the pressure 
of cases another hospital is about to be 
established in the Alexander platz, where 
the Hytel Germania is being transformed 
into wards, having one hundred and fifty 
beds for consumptives.

CURE OF LUNG TUBERCLES.

Dr. Pfuhl reports a strikingly rapid cure 
of lung tubercles. The patient was a man 
aged forty-two years. He had been ill 
for six years and his case was apparently 
hopeless. The first injection was made 
on November 5. The usual symptoms 
followed after the injection. The increase 
in fever and sickness was followed by 
distinct change in the character of the 
sputum and a notable cessation of the 
characteristics of consumption. Dr. Pfuhl 
promises the patient that though it can­
not replace the parts of the lung that are 
gone, the remedy will insure a healthy 
retention of the smallest portion left. 
The secret of the composition of the lymph 
has been communicated to Professors 
Bergmann, Fraentzel, Brieger, Levy and 
other intimates of Professor Koch here, 
also to Professor Weigart, of Frankfort ; 
Dr. Rast, 'chief of the Hamburg Hospital 
and Professor Nothnagel of the Vienna 
University.

Professor Nothnagel, addressing the 
students of the university, said : — “ We 
face one of the greatest intellectual achieve­
ments in the province of medicine for cen­
turies past. Professor Koch’s discovery 
has a far wider scope than Jenner’s and 
is perhaps the grandest feat in the history 
of our science. What inspires me with 
admiration is not so much the actual dis­
covery as the method of bacterological re­
search, which must serve as the base of 
all future discoveries in that line. The 
present moment is among the most sub­
lime that humanity has known. ”

FRENCH ADVERSE OPINION.

' The only sceptical criticisms of Koch’s 
discovery come from French medical men. 
Professor Brouaruel, doyen of the Paris 
medical faculty, is reported to have writ­
ten a letter in which he advises incredul­
ity regarding the efficacy of the remedy 
until its nature is fully known and scien­
tific proof given of its effectiveness. “Un­
til we know,” says Professor Brouardel, 
“ the composition of the remedy, the 
history of the experiments on animals and 
the prolonged therapeutic effects on 
patients, no one ought to pronounce defin­
itely on the method.”

M. Pasteur and Professor Bouchard are 
said to be witholding their opinion for 
similar reasons. Their attitude, however, 
does not affect the medical fraternity out­
side of France, who have personally 
watched the process of the cures by the 
new system.

ENORMOUS SALE OF KOCIl’s STATEMENT.

The rush for Professor Koch’s statement 
increases. A quarter of a million copies 
have already been sold. The publishers 
refused 10,000 marks for early proofs. The 
Sanitary council of Austria will send two 
of its members to Berlin to procure the 
lymph and will test the treatment in 
Vienna hospitals.

BOSTON MARKETS.
Butter. —The demand for butter is not 

very active, but a fair amount is being 
sold. The receipts are smaller, and the 
supply of choice table grades here is not 
large. Full outside prices are obtained 
for all choice lots, and each day’s re­
ceipts clean up well. While these top 
grades are in a very firm position, the 
lower grades are also affected to some ex­
tent, and the general market is in a good, 
healthy position. We quote : Extra to 
fancy Western creamery, soft wood, 27 to 
28c ; hard wood, 22 to 25c ; firsts and ex­
tra firsts, 18 to 20c ; extra to choice North­
ern creamery, 28 to 28)c ; firsts and extra 
firsts, 22 to 25c ; Eastern creamery, fair to 
good, 20 to 25c ; extra imitation creamery,
18 to 21c ; common, 14 to 16c ; June cream­
ery, 20 to 22c ; ladle-packed, 13 to 15c ; 
Northern dairy, choice, 20 to 24c ; com­
mon, 14 to 18c. These quotations are re­
ceivers’ prices for wholesale lots.

Eggs. — The market remains in about 
the same position as last reported. The 
supply of held eggs is large and causes 
more or less of an easy feeling. Choice - 
fresh laid eggs are in small supply and 
sell at full prices. We quote : Canadian, 
24 to 25c ; Islands, 25 to 26c ; Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick, 25 to 26 ; held eggs,
19 to 22c ; limed 18 to 20c.

Poultry. — The receipts of western ice-
packed lots are felling off, while dry 
packed lots from that section are a little 
larger. The arrivals are in poor condi­
tion and have a slow sale at low prices. 
Northern and eastern lots are steady and 
have a feir sale. We quote : Fresh-killed 
northern and eastern chickens, choice, 16 
to 17c ; fair to good, 10 to 15c ; turkeys, 
18 to 20c ; fowls, 13 to 14c ; green ducks, 
13 to 15c ; western iced spring chickens, 
10 to 12c ; dry packed turkeys, 12 to 16c ; 
chickens, 10 to 12c ; Kentucky turkeys, 
10 to 13c ; fowls, 10 to 12c ; old cocks, 6 
to 7c.

Potatoes. — The market is well sup­
plied with potatoes and there are some 
accumulations at the roads. Trade is 
dull, with prices in the buyers favor. 
We quote : New Hampshire Rose and 
Hebrons, 75 to 80c per bush ; Vermont 
Rose and Hebrons, 75 to 80c ; Vermont 
and New York Burbanks, 80c; Maine 
Rose and Hebrons, $2.25 per bbl ; Nova

Viennese ladies are quite 
as enthusiastic riders of the bicycle and 
tricycle, and they wear a convenient cos­
tume composed of full knickerbockers, 
high boots, a military jacket, and an in­
significant little petticoat, which looks al­
most abashed at being among such mascu­
line accoutrements. This uniform is 
frequently elaborated to such an extent as 
to feirly outshine in splendor that of an 
officer of a crack regiment in all the im­
posing regalia of full dress. Meanwhile, 
the ingenuity of man is continually taxed 
to obviate the necessity of riding en cavali­
er, by arranging habit skirts, warranted 
to rip in the case of emergency and leave 
their wearers covered only with confusion 
and riding breeches in the midst of the 
hunting field — riding skirts that are not 
skirts at all, but only aprons which seem 
graceful in the saddle, but somewhat em­
barrassingly curtailed at the hunt break­
fast or before the mount ; aud, last of all a 
new saddle whose pommels are so secured 
as to leave the saddle by the weight of the 
rider in case of a spill. Evidently the 
masculine element resents the proposed 
innovation and clings to ancient tradition.

I believe I have done everything which 
an editor or publisher ever has to do, from 
directing wrappers up to the writing the 
biography of a president within an hour 
after his death.

So 
that to us, who have been in this business, 
there is something amazing to hear a 
clergyman say that he occupied a week in 
composing a sermon, which was, at the 
outside, thirty-five hundred words in 
length. One can understand absolute in­
ability to do it at all ; but no newspaper 
man understands how a man, who can do 
it can spend thirty-six hours in doing it.

If you have to send “ copy ” up-stairs, 
hour after hour, with a boy taking the 
slips from you, one by one, as they are 
written, and you know that you are nev­
er to see what you write, until you read 
it the next day in the paper, your copy 
will he punctuated carefully, and it will 
be easily read. That is one thing.- 
Another thing goes with it. You will 
form the habit of determining what you 
mean to say before you say it, how far you 
want to go, and where you want to stop. 
And this will bring you |to a valuable 
hah e — to stand by what has been 
decided. Napoleon gave the same advice 
when he said, “ If you set out to take 
Vienna, take Vienna. ”

For these reasons, I am apt to recom­
mend young men to write for the press 
early in life being well aware that the 
habit of doing this has been of use to me. 
— Edward Everett Hale in the September

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THE TORIQUE VALLEY.

We are glad to see that the St. John 
Gazette appreciates the importance of 
something being done to settle that splen­
did section of country known as the 
Tobique Valley. Strictly speaking, the 
valley of the stream is already settled 
quite continuously, but the tract usually 
referred to, when the Tobique Valley is 
spoken of, is an area of about 400,000 acres, 
of which 25,000 are on the norl h side of the 
Tobique and the remainder on the south 
side. All of this is arable land of high 

_ fertility and probably 15,000 acres of it, 
or one twenty-sixth part, are under culti­
vation. In this is included not only the 
farms upon the Tobique shore, but the 
settlements of Tilley, Red Rapids and 
Birch Ridge. For the most part the 
farms, on which this cultivated land is, arc 
new, and many of the older ones arc care­
lessly farmed by men, who look upon 
tilling the ground as a temporary make­
shift between the logging seasons. There 
yet remains in the crown within the area 
in question, 50,000 acres, approximately, 
but of this 20,000 acres, including the 
Blue Mountain section, may be left out of 
consideration for the present. This leaves 
in the hands of the crown 30,000 acres of 
good land, for the most part scattered 
through the granted sections. A number 
of lots, it would not be easy to say just 
how many, arc held by private owners 
and are unimproved. Perhaps there may 
be in the hands of the crown and held 
unimproved by private individuals 
lots aggregating in area 50,000 
acres. The remainder of the unim­
proved area, approximately 300,000 
acres belongs to the New Brunswick rail­
way company. It will be seen, therefore, 
that greatly as it would be to the advant­
age of the province to have this splendid 
section settled, there is really not much 
that the government can do to forward 
such a result. Directly they can do noth­
ing at all ; but if the legislature could see 
its way clear to aid in the construction of 
a railway up the whole length of the 
Tobique valley, with a view to its ulti­
mately being extended directly across 
the province through the fertile lands of 
Restigouehe, an impetus would be given 
to the settlement and improvement of the 
country, that might result in the coloni­
zation of portions of the domains of the 
New Brunswick railway company. A 
great business in plaster and manufactured 
lumber would undoubtedly follow the 
construction of such a line, and in a short 
time the agricultural products of the 
district would be more than doubled.

It is well worth the serious considera­
tion of the Canadian Pacific railway com­
pany, whether they ought not to make an 
effort to colonize such parts of the New 
Brunswick company grant as are better 
adapted to settlement than for a lumber 
preserve, as, we think, the area above is. 
300,000 acres of this domain could be set 
apart for settlement without materially 
lessening the area available for lease to 
lumbermen. 1,300,000 acres would remain 
including the best of their timber lands. 
On 300,000 acres, 3,000 100-acre farms 
could be laid out. In the county of 
Carleton in 1881, the number of occupiers 
of land was 3,280 ; the area they occupied 
was 383,328 and the population of the 
county was 23,365. That is to say, the C. 
P. R. can reproduce the county of Carle- 
ton upon land which, if the company does 
not actually own, some of its principal 
stockholders do, and this, as has been said 
above, without materially interfering 
with the land from which the proprietors 
derive their annual revenue. One or two 
spasmodic attempts were made to settle 
this land ; but no one expected them to 
be successful, for they were not followed 
up. Prince Hohenlohe conceived the idea 
of sending out a lot of Germans to colonize 
it. He had a pamphlet written,which he 
intended to have translated into German ; 
but other matters engaged his attention 
and he abandoned the project. The C. P. 
R., with its great influence, the prestige of 
its past successes and its great system of 
agents, could take hold of this matter and 
make a success of it from the start.

It seems to be conceded that Mr. Blaine 
will take the line indicated by The 
Herald and make a strong bid for 
popular favor by a comprehensive scheme 
of reciprocity. Prominent republican 
journals say that he is the only man who 
can keep the party from going to pieces. 
The friends of Cleveland have begun to 
boom him vigorously, and to intimate 
that New York may do as she likes about 
accepting him. They say that the rate of 
progress made by tariff reform is so great 
that several of the northwestern states, 
hitherto always republican, will take places 
in the democratic column at the next 
election, if the party leader is so pro­
nounced a tarifl' reformer as Mr. Cleveland 
is. The old line democrats look with favor 
upon governor Hill of New York. He 
represents the machine idea in politics — 
success first and principles afterwards. It 
is said that Hill would be willing to help 
Cleveland into the senate on the under­
standing that the ex-president would with­
draw his name as a possible candidate in 
1892 ; but this is not Cleveland’s way of 
doing things. If he is the choice of the 
party he will stand the brunt of battle. 
Just as matters now stand, the proba­
bilities are that in 1892 the republicans 
will appeal to the people with Blaine as 
their candidate, and protection with reci­
procity as their platform, and that the 
democrats will choose Cleveland and 
tariff reform. The republicans would 
stand to him in such a case.

IVe hope our good friends, the clergy­
men, are not going to let their anti-bribery- 
and-corruption crusade come to an end 
with the excitement over the York elec­
tion. They started well ; surely they 
mean to keep it up. A word to them 
from the standpoint of practical politics. 
Just after an election is a poor time to 
educate the public on the side of purity ; 
so also is just before an election. The 
first is a bad time, because everybody will 
agree with what is said, and forget all 
about it, with the other annoyances of 
the contest ; the second is inopportune» 
because both sides are organized to win if 
possible, and will put off the proposed re­
form “ till next time.” Between elections 
is the time for the clergy to do their work, 
when every one will be ready to help 
them. Let them all join hands this 
winter in a purity campaign ; let the city 
clergy advocate it, let the country clergy 
teach it. Let them take hold of it, as they 
have taken ’ hold of the, teuqierance re­
form ; and make the teaching of good 
citizenship as much a part of their duty as 
the teaching of temperance.

The conclusion of the opposition man­
agers in York not to file an election peti­
tion was probably as much due to an un­
certainty as to how far they would get 
with it, as anything else ; although there 
are stories of unpaid election expenses 
afloat, which, if true, disclose another and 
very cogent reason why they should want 
to take a rest,

THE FINANCIAL CRISIS.

The embarrassment of the great banking 
firm of Baring brothers of London, has 
been the principal topic of conversation 
during the week. This firm is one of the 
oldest, and wealthiest, as it is also the 
best known of all the private banking 
houses in the world. It has existed for 
one hundred and twenty years, and its 
members have played a conspicuous part, 
not in financial affairs alone, Lord Ash­
burton, whom we all know in connection 
with the treaty which lost New Brunswick 
the Aroostook country .having been a Bar­
ing. The firm at present consists of Lord 
Revelstokc, the hon. John Baring, the lion. 
Henry Baring, the Guinesses, the great 
brewing concern, and Messrs. Halsted.Gair 
and Mildmay. These men are all personally 
wealthy. The embarrassment of the 
firm was due to several causes. They 
have been carrying the Argentine re­
public in a financial sense, and were 
kept constantly cramped for funds by 
their obligations in that connection. 
They also hold in deposit £4,500,000 
for the Russian government, notice of the 
withdrawal of which in December and 
January had been received. The firm had 
about£15,000,000 in all worth of acceptances 
outstanding and although their available 
assets were sufficient to meet all their 
maturing liabilities for a month, they 
wisely decided upon consulting the Bank 
of England,witli the view of being relieved 
of the necessity of realizing upon their 
non-available assets. The bank came to 
the rescue with an offer to guarantee their 
acceptances to the amount of £9,000,000, 
and the Rothchilds and other large firms 
added to the guarantee sums more than 
sufficient to enable the embarrassed firm 
to meet every claim as it falls due. This 
guarantee is to continue for three years,in 
which time the Barings are to realize on 
assets and liquidate all their liabilities. 
This of course they can readily do,without 
disturbing the money market. Had the 
guarantee not been provided and the Bar­
ings been compelled to realize upon their 
securities,a financial panic would have en­
sued,which would have tested the stability 
of every monetary institution in the world ; 
but as matters now are arranged, the posi­
tion of the firm is stronger than ever.

The Barings were at one time agents for 
the province of New Brunswick ; later they 
were financial agents of the Dominion and 
later still for the Canadian Pacific railway. 
Some surprise was expressed at their re­
fusal to float the last loan made by that com­
pany,but they probably then felt that they 
had as many irons in the fire as they could 
well take care of.

The unsettled condition of the European 
money market is no doubt due to the im­
mense expenditures that have been made 
in South America and at Panama, which 
aggregate about $1;000,000’000, nearly half 
of which is lost, and the remainder has 
not proved as yet profitable, and an 
equally large sum invested in other 
southern securities which have recently 
depreciated fully one third in value. The 
gigantic armaments kept up by the con­
tinental powers and the enormous outlay 
attending them is also considered a power­
ful factor in the present unhealthy finan­
cial situation.

While it cannot be said that all feeling 
of alarm is over, and failures of financial 
houses are announced every day, the gen­
eral impression both in London and New 
York is that the worst is past and that 
business will soon recover itsvtone. It is 
mentioned,as a coincidence, that two years 
ago Russia by withdrawing £1,500,000 from 
the Paris Comptoir d’ Escompte,sent that 
institution to the wall and drove its 
manager to suicide.

AN EXCELLENT STEP.

We understand that the provincial gov­
ernment has engaged W. H. Boyce to visit 
Great Britain during the winter and 
spring to put before the tenant farmers 
of England the advantages of the province 
as a farming country. The agricultural 
depression prevailing in the mother 
country has compelled a very large num­
ber of practical and well-to-do farmers to 
look out homes on this side of the Atlantic, 
and the present is therefore a most op­
portune time to make an effort to direct 
a portion, at least, of this emigration 
to our own province. These people are all 
possessed of some capital, and would be a 
most desirable class to have take up their 
abode amongst us. They would not be 
settlers in the ordinary sense of that term, 
neither would they displace our own 
farmers to any appreciable extent. There 
are quite a number of desirable farms on 
the market, nearly all offered for sale by 
persons who have no thought of leaving 
the province, but from age, family and 
other reasons are unable to work their 
farms to advantage. Mr. Boyce has been 
residing over two years in the province, 
has taken a great interest in the question 
of English emigration to New Brunswick, 
and has made a very complete study of 
the conditions of our country farm life. 
He has also the advantage of standing 
high in the confidence and esteem of peo­
ple who know him, and the result of 
inquiries respecting Mr. Boyce in that 
section of England, where he is well 
known, have been highly complimentary 
to him. AVe heartily congratulate the 
government upon having made a move­
ment in this direction, and do not think a 
more judicious selection could have been 
made, as a pioneer in the work, than Mr. 
Boyce. It is understood he will leave for 
England so as to commence his duties im­
mediately after the Christmas holidays, 
and will hold the commission of a special 
emigration agent for New Brunswick. It 
is not contemplated by the government to 
embark in any extensive scheme at the 
present time ; but it has been felt, no 
doubt, that public opinion would approve 
of some action being taken, within moder­
ate limits, which would infuse some new 
blood into the agricultural community, 
scattered all over the province, from 
a class of farmers who not only have 
means, but have knowledge and practical 
experience as to the best methods of 
modern farming in the most advanced 
farming country in the world.

Periiai-s Parnell can stand up against 
the verdict against him in the O’Shea di­
vorce case ; but the blow is a terrible one. 
Tlie spectacle of a great political leader 
climbing down a fire escape when the 
husband knocks at the door, of his pass­
ing under two or three aliases and of his 
living with a married woman when her 
husband was out of the country, cannot 
fail to injure him in the opinion of the 
great English middle class, from which he 
expected to receive the support which 
would enable him to succeed in his pro­
jects. The disclosures of the trial will 
cast suspicion upon all his acts in future. 
His statements will no longer be received 
as those of a man of untarnished honor ■ 
his motive will no longer be regarded as 
pure and single. It is true that his im­
mediate supporters declare that the un­
fortunate affair will not alienate them or 
compel his surrender of the leadership of 
the Irish party ; but they are not strong 
enough to stand out against public opinion. 
Every one, except extreme partizans, 
hoped that Parnell would be able to clear 
himself; but having let the case against 
him go by default, it is difficult to see how 
anything, even his marriage to Mrs. 
O’Shea which is talked of as probable, can 
rehabilitate him in public esteem.

If Prof. Koch’s consumption inocula­
tion accomplishes only a part of what is 
claimed for it, he will be worthy to he 
ranked among the world’s greatest bene­
factors. Science is doing wonderful things,' 
but the greatest triumphs will be those 
by which she is able to ward off disease 
and early death. The discovery of the 
elixir of life is neither probable nor de­
sirable ; but it seems within the range of 
possibility that the most fatal diseases will 
have to succumb to the magic of chemistry. 
About the close of the next century we 
suppose, that a new field for experiment 
will be opened up — that of discovering 
ways of dying, and we will see announce 
ments of the discoveries of elixirs of 
death, which taken in doses of such and 
such magnitude, or injected with a 
syringe, will gradually put an end to the 
life of the patient, who by reason of im­
proved sanitary science and inoculations 
against specific diseases would otherwise 
be immortal.

The Sun’s prophet has taken a new 
lease of life, and is telling the readers of 
that journal about what Mr.Blair is going to 
do. Now if there is one man from “ the 
San Croy to the Rustygush ” as an old 
time ÜL P. P. used to say, who does not 
know what Mr. Blair intends doing, that 
man is the Sun’s correspondent. If the 
people, who read the Sun, believes what 
he tells them, they must be in a chronic 
state of surprise,for the things that happen 
are always the reverse of what he leads 
them to anticipate. There is this to be said 
of this kind of journalism—it possesses the 
charm of variety. There is a sameness 
about the foretelling of an event and 
the subsequent relation of its occurence, 
which the Sun has yet to struggle against 
in local politics. To prophesy a glorious 
victory on Monday and then have to 
chronicle a crushing defeat on Tuesday 
lends a freshness to a newspaper’s columns 
of which the Sun and the little Gleaner 
possess a monopoly.

AVe hope that an occasion will present 
itself for Dr. Hyde to address a larger 
audience than could be expected to greet 
him at the university. His “ apologia,” 
as he calls it, shows that his acquaintance 
with literature is wide and his judgment 
discriminating. He expresses himself 
with force and clearness, and has the 
faculty of keeping the attention of his 
audience. Perhaps there is not a better 
field open to a university professor, so far 
as the general public are concerned, than 
the presentation of the true claims of 
literature, and for such a work Dr. Hyde 
seems admirably fitted.

The Decision of the friends of the local 
government in St. John not to press the 
petition against the sitting members for 
that constituency will commend itself 
to every one. The government’s position 
is excellent, and although in view of the 
tremendous reduction made in the St. John 
electoral lists, it may be claimed that the 
result of the last election can hardly be 
regarded as a fair representation of the 
feeling of the constituency, no harm will 
be done by leaving things as they are. The 
members from St. John are very pleasant 
fellows and are not in a position to do any 
great amount of harm ; and it will do the 
city by the sea a great deal of good to learn 
that it is possible for the government of 
the province to be carried on without her 
valuable assistance.

The local government ever alive to the 
best means of making the advantages of 
province known abroad, have made ar­
rangements for a visit to New Brunswick 
from some of the English farmer delegates 
now in Canada. They wilfteach Carleton 
County probably on Friday next and will 
remain for a few days in the up river 
section. They will come to Fredericton 
daring the early part of the week and will 
visit the eastern part of the province on 
their way to Nova Scotia.

Last week we spoke of the necessity of 
something being done at the earliest pos­
sible day for the improvement of the 
river channel at the Oromocto shoals. 
Every day since then the importance of 
this has been demonstrated. The lumber 
and coal trade especially feel the incon­
venience. Mr. Temple should insist 
upon an appropriation this winter large 
enough to accomplish something. He 
may not be able to get it ; but he will 
no doubt make the effort.

The St. John Presbyterians have a little 
difficulty in hand. The Rev. Mr. Macdou- 
gall, formerly of Calvin church, but lately 
preaching to an independent congregation 
at the north end, has been advancing 
doctrines, which, however progressive and 
enlightened they may be, are certainly 
not orthodox from the Presbyterian stand­
point. A committee of the presbytery 
has been appointed to look into his case, 
and Mr. Macdougall, metaphorically speak­
ing, has taken off his coat and challenged 
the whole of his late associate clergymen 
to come on.

We are surprised that the St. John 
Globe should reproduce the venomous 
assaults made by the Moncton Times upon 
surveyor general Tweedie. A favorite 
phrase of the Globe’s in regard to the 
Moncton Times was “ a characterless 
journal.” Not many persons have seen 
any reason of late to change their opinions 
of the Moncton paper. Has the Globe 
done so ?

MODERN LITERATURE.

Short Summary of Dr. Hyde’s Address 
at the University.

There was a fair attendance at the univer­
sity on Thursday evening to hear Dr. 
Hyde’s address, president Harrison occupy­
ing the chair." Dr. Hyde said : « The end of 
all study and knowledge is to make man­
kind happier and better, and this being the 
object of all human advance, literature could 
be compared from this point of view with 
science. Everything committed to writing 
contains in itself two elements, the mean­
ing and the expression of the meaning. 
Mere facts are not literature, Euclid or 
Newton’s principle are not literature, neither 
is philosophy, norj political economy, nor 
astronomy, nor social science, nor theology. 
But fiction, romance, epic or lyric poetry, 
drama, oratory, and that discursive style of 
writing which we call essays are in them­
selves literary creations. The Arlans pro- 
pogated their peculiar tenets in popular 
songs, Tyrtaus fired a nation with war 
songs, and AVharton boasted that he sang 
down the Stuart dynasty with his Lilli- 
bulero.

Dr. Hyde next touched upon the wide 
reaching effect of literature upon national 
evils, speaking of Dickens in his Nicholas 
Nickleby, Rcade in his Hard Cash, and the 
potent effect of Uncle Tom’s cabin upon the 
emancipation question.

Homer and Shnkesnere and the great 
masters of literature have a tendency to 
elevate the moral character and improve it. 
But literature sometimes reflects the bad, 
and if Schiller and Uliland elevate, can the 
same be said of Heine and Goethe? Col­
lege course, like life, is very short, but 
literature, like art, is long, and the study 
should be approached from the esthetic 
side. Literature teaches the art of self- 
expression, and is eminently something to 
be cultivated. Sir AValter Scott, Kingsley, 
Burns, Goethe, John Boyle O’Reilly show 
us how lovingly and aptly physical training 
and artistic power march hand in hand, 
supporting and sustaining each other.

Dr. Hyde next pointed out that the read­
ing of sensational novels made the perusers 
lose all appreciation of good literature, and 
is like opium smoking. The opium eater 
thinks the baneful drug makes him happier 
and the same conclusion is arrived at by the 
habitual novel reader.

There is only one test of what is good in 
letters, and that is the verdict of posterity. 
The fate of the Euplmists, the Gongorists, 
the Marinists, the Delia, Cruscans, and 
others warn us against trusting the ap­
plause of our own day.

The concluding ipart of the address was 
chiefly upon Frêne’a and German literature, 
and touched brief jy on language, and the 
functions of a cha ir of literature.

A vote of than jÿ to Dr, Hyde concluded 
the proceedings.

CANADIAN NEWS.
The Week’s Events In Brief-The Cream 

of our Exchanges.

One of the richest and most extensive 
beds of phosphates in Ontario has been 
discovered in the township of Madoc, 
near Bannockburn.

The revenue from the China tax at 
Vancouver last month, was five thousand 
dollars, being twice the amount collected 
in the same period last year.

It is said the Hon. Mr. Laurier will visit 
the maritime provinces this fall and 
address meetings at several points. St. 
John will be included in his tour.

A true bill has been found against the 
Montreal O’Brien, on six indictments for 
libelling Prince George of AVales. The 
trial is fixed for Monday.

There is excitement in Montreal over 
several deaths from diphtheria among 
children attending one of the public 
schools. The origin of the disease cannot 
be discovered.

With a view to improving the rules of 
the Ontario Rugby football union the ex­
ecutive has requested the secretary to at­
tend the final intercollegiate match to be 
played in New York shortly.

The total assets of R, M. Manzer & Co., 
of Hamilton, sewing machine manufac­
turers, are $336,569,52. The two principal 
creditors are the bank of British North 
America and the Canada Loan Society. 
These creditors are secured by mortgage 
James Donovan, of Lenous, and another 
were carrying a large boiler of scalding 
water out of the door when Donovan’s 
foot slipped, and as he stumbled forward 
the bottom of the boiler struck the round, 
heavily, splashing the scalding water over 
the side of his face and arm, scalding him 
badly.

An Ottawa despatch intimates that 
parliament will not be summoned till a 
very late period, probably in March, in 
order that before prorogation the num­
erical part of the census may be made 
known and a redistribution bill intro­
duced and passed. The census will be 
taken in April.

Thomas Flattery, a pensioner, was found 
dead in a house on Ontario street Kings­
ton, AVednesday morning under suspicious 
circumstances. O’Brien, the owner of the 
house, and his wife state that Flattery 
died of kidney disease. Their statements 
are so dissimilar that the coroner has 
called an inquest and strange disclosures 
are expected.

At St. John Mr. David Connell’s tame 
bear got loose and wild. He chased Mr. 
Connell’s boy into the barn and after 
making himself quite an object of dread 
he retired to a tree in Gilbert’s Lane. 
Believing that the animal was dangerous 
a couple of marksmen were secured who 
finally killed the bear after firing about 
half a dozen shots at it.

Rev. Dr. Hartley of Amherst has re­
ceived to-day from Chicago university the 
parchments conferring on him the degrees 
of Master of Arts and Doctor of Philoso­
phy ; also the official notification of ap­
pointment as fellow and assistant ex­
aminer in the institution. He is very 
proud of the documents and takes great 
pleasure in exhibiting them to his news­
paper friends

The steamer Hibernian arrived AVednes­
day morning at Halifax from Glasgow af­
ter a stormy passage of thirteen days. She 
sailed from Glasgow on the 7th and from 
Moville on the 8th. On Sunday, the 9th, a 
strong gale with heavy sea was encounter 
ed. The next day the wind increased, blow­
ing with great fury from the west, with a 
very high sea and heavy rain. The deck 
was constantly swept by the waves.

Some weeks ago the People’s bank of 
Halifax petitioned the government to re­
coup them the moneys alleged to have 
been lost owing to delay by chief justice 
MacDonald in delivering judgment in a 
Lockport case. It was alleged that while 
delivery was pending the defendants 
transferred their property to other pàrties, 
thus causing loss to the bank. The coun­
cil has just decided that the government 
is not liable.
While the children of Mr. E. S Vye (con­
ductor of the Indiantown Branch) were 
playing with matches in the waiting room 
at Indiantown the youngest child had her 
dress set on fire. The screams of the chil­
dren that “baby was afire,” alarmed the 
household and the fire was put out, the 
child being uninjured. Fortunately her 
dress was of thick material ; yet a hole 
was burned through it, as well as through 
her underclothes. It was a narrow escape.

Mr. Oswald Smith of Kingston, Kent 
county, had a narrow escape a few days 
ago. He, with his tug the “ St. Lawrence, ” 
was taking a raft of timber to the break­
water at Cape Tormentine. Off Cape 
Bauld the wind was blowing very hard 
and the raft parted. Mr. Smith and one 
of his menjin attempting to.keep it togeth­
er had a very narrow escape of their lives 
and were with difficulty rescued. The 
raft, valued at $3,000, is a total loss.

A Merchants and Manufactures’ 
association has been formed at Newcastle, 
with the following officers : President 
James Brown ; 1st vice-president, Pat­
rick Hennessy ; 2nd vice-president, John 
Ferguson ; secretary.treasurer, B. Fairey. 
The following committee was appointed 
to prepare a constitution and bye-laws 
for government of the association : Messrs. 
J. Creaghan, E. Lee Street and B. Fairey, 
they to report at a meeting to be held at 
the same place on Monday evening next.

The provincial rifle association held a 
meeting in St. John last week. The follow­
ing executive committee was elected V 
Major Hartt, Captain McRobbie, P. A. 
Melville, J. D. Chipman and Major Loggie. 
The audit committee were appointed as 
follows ; P. A. Melville, Captain Me 
Robbie and Lieut. Manning. A general 
discussion took place with reference to the 
proposed new range at Sussex. The sum 
needed is $1000, and it is expected that 
the government will come to the assist­
ance of the association. A new range is 
needed, and the securing of this is a 
matter of the utmost importance to pro" 
vincial riflemen.

Comte Auguste Henry de Villeneuve of 
Paris and Mme. Paul Marie de Tanguerel, 
Camtesse de Villeneuve, are applying to 
the Provincial Parliament of Quebec for 
an act authorizing Joseph Orance Grand- 
bois to add to his name that of de Villen­
euve. The Count and Countess being 
childless, deputed Abbe Casgi'ain, the his­
torian of Quebec, to select a healthy young 
French -Canadian boy for adoption, and lit­
tle Grandbois, aged four years, is his choice. 
He is an orphan and a native of Saint- 
Casimir, county of Port-Neuf. He will 
inherit forty million francs besides the 
title.

The decamping of Daizet & Filaine of 
Quebec, importers of the French wines 
and liquors, is the sensation of the hour. 
They left on Saturday night, taking away 
about twenty thousand dollars and leav­
ing the same amount of debts. The Ban­
que du Peuple holds warehouse receipts 
upon the absconders’ stock in their own 
bonded warehouse for $3,000 as security 
for advances made to the firm. Investi­
gation to-day revealed the fact that the 
bond had been interfered with, the ware­
house having been broken into and some 
of the stock removed. Daizet was shortly 
to have married a wealthy gentleman’s 
daughter iq this city.

The price of whalebone has advanced to 
£2400 per ton.

Tartan shoes are now the fashion in 
London drawing-rooms.

A permanent library, composed solely 
of books written by women,is to be estab­
lished in Paris.

Quite a number of children have of late 
committed suicide in Vienna through over 
pressure in schools.

There a#e in London at the present time 
one lady landscape gardener,, one lady 
stockbroker, and one lady dentist.

Madame Patti the great singer, is lying 
seriously ill at Leicester, England, from a 
chill caught while singing at a concert in 
London.

The members of the Tasmanian Legisla­
tive Assemply have decided to pay them­
selves at the reduced rate of £100 per 
annum.

According to a New Zealand paper, the 
Maori women throughout the Colony are 
killing themselves trying to wear corsets 
since they have seen them on the mission­
ary women.

The New South AVales Legislative assem­
bly has adopted a resolution affirming the 
desirability of putting a stop to the employ­
ment of female labor behind the bars of 
public-houses.

The Emperor of Japan proposes to make 
a European tour next year. He has been 
recommended to try the AViesbaden waters 
so will take the opportunity to visit the 
chief AVestem countries.

From Heligoland comes the news of the 
arrest of a French traveller for speaking 
against the Emperor of Germany and de­
nouncing the annexation of the island as 
an injustice to Denmark.

After verging upon a panic the stock 
market closed with a better tendency all 
around. The chief cause of depression 
was the refusal of the Bank of England to 
discount bills of Baring Bros. & Co. before 
maturity.

The boiler at the pumping station of the 
Marblehead, Mass., water works exploded 
AVednesday killing John Dunn, engineer, 
probably fatally, wounding Thos. Robin­
son, foreman, and injuring three other 
men. The works were demolished.

The carpet manufacturers of New York 
have found it necessary to increase their 
prices materially to meet the increased 
cost of production owing to the advance 
in duty on raw materials. The new prices 
will go into effect on December 1st.

A dynamo pipe exploded on the steam­
er “City of New York” wliilë at sea on 
Sunday, and filled the steerage [with the 
fumes of ammonia. Many of the passen­
gers and firemen became unconscious, and 
some are still suffering from the effects 
of the fumes.

Zanzibar advices state that the Sultan 
of Vitu made a sudden raid upon the Ger­
man outposts, but was repulsed with loss. 
Native deserters report that since he 
learned of the price —10,000 rupees — put 
upon his head he has become suspicious 
of every one around him and wantonly 
murdered several of his followers.

The ice men all over have had a bad 
season of it. Prices went up at one time 
most extravagantly in New York and 
other cities, and the producers of ice in 
Maine demanded very high prices for 
their “ crop. ” But the people learned to 
retrench in ice, and prices fell and dealers 
failed.

The St. James Gazette says the basis of 
negotiations now in progress between 
Great Britain and France for the settle­
ment of the Newfoundland fishery ques­
tion is that France surrender to Great 
Britain the French shore of Newfound­
land and be compensated therefore by 
the cession of one of the British AA'est 
African colonies, possibly Gambia. In 
addition Newfoundland will renounce the 
bait act.

A fight occurred on Sunday at Bistritz 
Transylvania, between the opposing mem­
bers of one of the churches there. The 
trouble originated in the opposition of the 
Saxon members of the church to a newly 
appointed Ecoumanian pastor. On Sun­
day, when the new minister attempted to 
enter the church, he was prevented from 
doing so by the Saxons. The supporters 
of the pastor came to his aid and tried to 
force their way into the church, and a 
desperate conflict ensued. AVhen the bat­
tle was ended it was found that six per­
sons had been killed and 15 injured.

The Board room of the Schull Union, 
County Cork, was besieged on Tuesday by 
a great crowd of small farmers and laborers 
who went to implore the guardians for 
food or employment. The applicants, 
some of whom carried black banners, num­
bered fully 1000. A deputation of direct­
ors of the Schull & Skibbereen railway, 
headed by the High Sheriff of Cork, asked 
the board to approach the government for 
money to extend the lino to Cook haven 
and build piers, etc.

Six members of the local branch of the 
Irish Land league at New York have issued 
an address criticizing the methods and 
motives of Messrs Dillon and O’Brien. 
The address charges that they fear to have 
the Irish Land league here to which they 
would hpve to account to for money sub­
scribed by the Irish-Americans, and that 
they have endeavored to stop raising 
money to prepare for an impending famine 
in Ireland,through the fear it would inter­
fere with their own purposes.

In the court at Clonmel AA’ednesdpy a 
verdict of guilty was rendered against 
AVilliam O’Brien, John Dillon, Patrick 
O’Brien, members of Parliament ; John 
Cullichne, Thomas AValsh, Patrick Mode­
ler and Mr. Bolton, indicted on charges 
of conspiracy to induce tenants on the 
Smith-Barry estates not to pay rent. AVin. 
O’Brien and Dillon were sentenced to 
two terms of imprisonment of six months 
each, but the sentences are to run concur­
rently. Patrick O’Brien and Cullicane 
were each sentenced to six months im­
prisonment and AValsh, Mockley and Bol­
ton to four months each. All the sen- 
tenses were without labor. Congdon,Kel­
ley and Sheehey, members of parlia­
ment, and Father Humphrey, indicted on 
the same charges, were found not guilty 
and discharged.

The trial of the midwife Skibinska, her 
married daughter Mme. Monowaska, the 
latter’s sister-in-law and another woman, 
beside two men, for the murder of 200 in­
fants at AVarsaw has just been concluded.. 
It was brought out in evidence that the 
children were never interred singly, but 
in order not to excite suspicion the con­
spirators waited until half a dozen of the 
unfortunates had died, when they were 
huddled into the same coffin. The accused 
were defended by seven advocates, but all 
were foundjguilty. Skibinska, the culprit, 
being sentenced to three years’ imprison­
ment, while her accomplices were given 
shorter terms. Against this leniency the 
public prosecutor strongly appealed.

AVerc the example of Francis Sprague, 
of Appleton, followed by every Maine 
farmer who was able to do so the State 
would be far richer than it is now. AVith­
in a few years Mr. Sprague has set out on 
his farm over 500 forest trees, such as ever­
green, maple and oak. He also had a 
large number of oaks under good cultivation 
that he has started by planting acorns.

The deals came from the 
Black ville mill.

Local Composers.—The R. S. I. band have 
been practising a new march composed by 
their band master. A trio is introduced 
into the composition arranged from Prof. 
Cadwallader’s patriotic air “My own Can­
adian Home.” This new military march is 
springing rapidly into favor.

The Equity Court.—The Caraquet railway 
case occupied the attention of Judge Fraser 
this week. Messrs. Weldon and Blair 
addressed the court in the interests of the 
plaintiff. Geo. F. Gregory appeared for the 
defence. The Judge has taken time to con­
sider, and may prepare his judgment dur­
ing his vacation.

The City Council.—An informal meeting 
of the city council took place on Tuesday 
last. The annual accounts of the treasurer 
and the various reports from the different 
departments were submitted, read, and 
passed. The statements were then delivered 
to the city printers to be by them published 
in the usual form.

To Lecture at Chatham.—At the morn­
ing service at St. Luke’s church, Chatham, 
the Rev. Job Shenton, of this city, will oc­
cupy the pulpit, and will address the an­
nual missionary meeting in the evening. 
On Monday the reverend gentleman will 
deliver his interesting lecture entitled 
“ Paddle your own canoe.”

A Fashionable Paper.—The Delineator, 
a journal of fashion, culture, and the fine 
arts, has been received at this office. It 
contains a great deal of interesting infor­
mation, is neatly printed, and its fashion 
cuts are very clear and fine. The family 
department is a distinct feature. It is pub­
lished monthly in Toronto.

The Lumber Woods. — A crew of men 
hired by Robert Aikens left this city for the 
Nashwaak on Tuesday, John Kilburn sent 
his last complement of men to Quebec on 
Monday, and S. W. Stevens sent off a large 
crew on Thursday to the upper St. John. 
J. A. Morrison hopes to complete all his 
arrangements for men and teams this week.

A Tour of Inspection. — Inspector 
Bridges arrived in town on Wednesday, 
after a tour of four weeks’ inspection in 
Carleton county. He found the schools in 
a high state of efficiency, the teaching was 
thorough and earnest, and the results 
above the average. The inspector is very 
well satisfied with the progress made in 
Carleton County.

Work at the Booms.—-The work done this 
year by the boom company has been the 
largest on record, nearly one hundred and 
seventy million feet of lumber has been got 
out, and rafted down river. The average 
number of joints rafted each week has been 
about one thousand at the Mitchell, one 
thousand at the Douglas, and nine hundred 
at the Sterling booms.

A Call.—The call reported in the press 
as extended by the Erskine presbyterian 
church at Montreal to the Rev. A. J. Mowatt, 
has not yet been received by that gentleman. 
It will have to pass the Montreal presbytery 
after which, Mr. Mowatt will receive due 
notification from that body. The reports as 
to his acceptance of the call are therefore 
incorrect and premature.

A Midnight Raid. — Joseph Francis, of 
Kingsclear, slaughtered a pig a few days 
ago, and hung the carcass up in the shed. 
On Friday, the 14th inst., the shed was 
entered by some persons at present 
unknown, and the carcass stolen. The 
same party, not content with a valuable 
haul, entered the premises of Ran Murray, 
also of Kingsclear, and stole the occupants 
of the hen roost, taking about one dozen 
birds.

On a Visit.— J. Norman Hallett, of 
Douglas, has been visiting Moncton in 
the interests of the agricultural society 
of Douglas. At Sussex he purchased a very 
handsome Ayrshire bull, and at Petitcodiac 
another valuable animal was selected. 
He is now in Sackville on the look out for 
stock. He is accompanied by Thomas 
Colter, M. P. P. for York county, who is on 
a visit to his daughter at Mount Allison 
college.

Died in the West. — Intelligence has 
been received in this city of the death of 
William D. Hanson, brother to Edgar Han­
son of Gibson, which occurred at the resi­
dence of his daughter Mrs. D. A. Barny- 
Roy, Wash ; on Friday Oct. 31st. The 
funeral at Rq^^imetery was largely attend­
ed by friend* id acquaintances of the de­
ceased. He was a member of the Pierce 
mill and lumber company at Roy, and was 
highly respected.

York District Lodge. — The quarterly 
meeting of the York district lodge, No. 5, I. 
O. G. T., at Upper Haynesville on the 20th 
inst., was well attended. The principal 
speakers were — C. J. Colter, J. D. Kstcy, J. 
H. Merithew, G. M. Jones and L. W. Nason. ' 
The district chief, J. D. Estey, presents his 
report which Tfcewed great improvement, 
the order is ztidily advancing, and a large 
amount of ea'rnest temperance work has 
been done. The next session will take 
place on the 20th January, 1891.

Fire at Woodstock. — On Wednesday 
evening last about 12.30, au extensive fire 
broke out in premises occupied by Forester 
McLean situated at the corner of Main and 
Queen streets. The upper part of the 
premises, in which were situated Miss 
Ganong’s millinery store, Garden Bros, 
wareroom, the Misses Murray’s dressmaking 
shop, and R. McLean s dwelling rooms, 
were completely gutted by fire. All losses 
were fairly covered by insurance excepting 
those of be Misses Murray and R. McLean. 
The insurance on the premises is $2.500.

Missionary Service. — The Revs. D. 
Chapman and Mowatt addressed the mis­
sionary service held in the Methodist church 
on Sunday evening last. The Rev. J. Shen­
ton made a brief report of the work of the 
Methodist missions. The Canadian branch 
of that church, lias 623 missionaries, teachers 
and helpers at work in 507 stations. Last 
year’s income was $220,026.43, this city con­
tributing $258. Mrs. Akerley and the Misses 
Weddall, Sampson, Perley, Segce, Logan, 
Vandine and Cliff were appointed collectors, 
and will canvass the town on behalf of the 
fund.

LIGHTING UP THE CITY.
A Short Account of a Visit Paid to the 

Carleton Street Works,
In these days of hustle bustle, experi­

mental science, and general improvement, a 
short visit to the gas and electric light com­
pany’s works on Carleton street, may afford 
the brain fagged traveller a pleasurable topic 
for a half hour’s chat.

The engine and dynamo room with its 
busy noise and whirr will first occupy the 
attention of the visitor. This department 
(00 x 35) is fitted up with two powerful 
engines, one from the celebrated firm of 
Gordon & McCullough, Galt, Ont., (75 h p) 
and the other from the Providence, R. I. 
establishment of Armington & Sims (150 
h. p.) There are two arc dynamos, Ball 
system, having a capacity of 65 lights ; and 
two Waterhouse arc dynamos with a 
capacity of 65 lights. The most interesting 
however, are the pair of Edison incandes­
cent dynamos, which have a capacity of 750 
incandescent lights. They are of unrivalled 
workmanship and display all.the latest im­
provements in electrical science. They will 
be in use next spring, when the proper con­
tracts for wiring will be completed with the 
Edison Co.

The Waterhouse machine has an automatic 
regulation and is accounted one of the most 
sensitive of dynamos known. It is a three 
year old invention. It runs a 2000 candle 
power arc lamp on five-eighths of a horse 
power, which is the finest record yet accom­
plished. The Waterhouse will run on a full 
load with a short circuit without any injury 
to itself. They are made in Hartford, 
Conn, by the Waterhouse company.
J.p stairs is the testing room for lamps, 

and at the rear of the building is the boiler 
room (35x40). There is also a large coal 
shed at the rear. W. H. McGinn is the 
electrical engineer, John Hersey is the fire­
man, and Albert Sterling the lineman.

The work done by the gas company this 
season in addition to the above important 
additions and improvements, has been the 
laying of eight inch pipes from the foot of 
Church street along Sunbury, from thence 
to corner of George street, up George to St. 
John across Brunswick, connecting with the 
mains of the town. Next season these eight 
inch pipes will be continued up Queen street. 
Lamps have *been placed in position at 
Needham street, at thecornorof Lansdowne 
on Sunbury, and at Waterloo row, and one 
on the river bank opposite the cathedral, 
one is now in process of erection on Camper- 
down street.

The introduction of the incandescent light 
system into the city next spring will occupy 
the attention of the company, the plant is 
all stored for next season’s operations, and 
it is to be hoped the celestial city will then 
be one of the best lighted in the province.

Foot Ball.

The return match between the university 
vs. St. John teams took place on the grounds 
of the latter on Saturday last. Mowatt, 
Street, Campbell, forwards ; Lemont, Har­
rison, Ruel, half backs ; Day McCullough, 
backs ; and McLeod goal, comprised the 
home team. The St. Johns were : Starr, 
Milligan, Knowlton, forwards; Sangster, 
McLean, McLeod, half backs ; Eveille, 
McLean, backs ; Tufts, goal.

Milligan secured two straight kicks for the 
St. Johns, and the game ended in their 
favor by a score of two to nothing. The 
contest was full of interesting play, Street 
and Mowatt showing up well for the 
university.

At a meeting of the university team at 
their alma mater on Monday, the whole' 
question of the Rugby vs. Association games 
was thoroughly discussed, and a vote for 
the former unanimously given. Geo. E. 
Day was elected captain, and H. F. McLeod 
second captain. It is hard to understand 
why the boys should prefer the rough and 
tumble instead of the scientific play. As­
sociation rules, if properly taught, and the 
field well captained is a superior game in 
eveiy way, and certainly less dangerous to 
life and limb.

The R. S. I. team practised the game on 
the officers square on Monday afternoon last, 
when some very lively scrimmages took 
place. The team intend issuing a challenge 
shortly.

The Salvation Army.

The fifth anniversary of the Salvation 
army in this city was celebrated on Monday 
night by a banquet, and a monster torchlight 
procession. The banquet was served in the 
evening from 5 to 8 o’clock ; there was a 
large attendance, and the Hallelujah lasses 
made things lively.

About 8 p. m., a procession headed by 
Lieut. Wood in a white uniform, beaver 
hat, and mounted on a grey charger, paraded 
the town, attracting a large number of the 
boys who followed the army to the barracks, 
bestowing liberal portions of snow balls on 
the unfortunate lieutenant. At the barracks 
a service of universal testimony was held, 
each soldier and lass related his or her ex­
perience, and at the conclusion of each nar­
rative, a hymn was sung.

The lieutenant was specially facetious, and 
his spiritual discourses got strangely mixed 
up with bewildering jokes.

While the Salvation army leaders con­
tinue to mix up religion with theatrical bye- 
play they must expect their audiences to 

^get disgusted with their levity, which was 
ihc case on Monday night last.

Police Intelligence.

Last Fridary week the suspicious behavi­
our of two strangers, who had driven into 
town with a horse and carriage, excited 
some attention among the keepers of the 
livery stables. On their arrival they at once 
offered their team to George Gunter for a 
trifling sum, saying they had no further 
use for it. Mr. Gunter, distrusting their 
eagerness to sell, refused to purchase, so the 
team was held by Mr. Gerow for the paltry 
sum of five dollars. The disappearance of 
the two strangers the next morning con­
vinced Mr. Gerow something was wrong, 
and the police were communicated with.

Enquiries were made and a case of horse 
stealing by two men at Moncton seemed to 
answer the description of the men and the 
team. Sergeant Vandine telegraphed his 
information to the owner of the team a Mr. 
Sleeves, who had been looking for the men 
at Chatham and Newcastle without success. 
The rig was worth two hundred dollars.

On Tuesday H. S. Sleeves of Moncton on 
returning to that city from the North found 
sergeant Vandine’s telegram awaiting him. 
He immediately took the train for this city, 
arriving here on Wednesday, when the 
horse and rig were handed over to him. No 
trace of the fugitives have as yet been dis­
covered. Mr. Sleeves has lost about fity 
dollars by the performance.

Progress In Temperance Work.

X. W. Brown, of Southampton, gave an 
interesting discourse at the Gospel temper­
ance meeting on Sunday evening last. He 
compared the use of intoxicants in the past, 
and referred to the construction of the Erie 
canal when the contractor bought liquor 
and hired a boy to carry it to the men while 
at work. Now-a-days, business men would 
not employ the drinker. Physicians were 
not so willing now as in the past to pro­
scribe intoxicants as a medicine. The 
ministers were next touched upon, and a 
bill of refreshments supplied to the clergy 
during a convention read, which contained 
items for liquors of different kinds. The old 
custom of treating in houses was rapidly 
disappearing. Public sentiment was grow­
ing fast, and soon the evil would be entirely 
wiped out. The address was listened to by a 
large and appreciative audience, the subject 
was well treated, and was full of variety.

To Help The Voice.

At one of those pleasant little choir 
gatherings over the river, on Thursday night 
last, the question cropped up, as such ques­
tions will do, as to what was necessary to 
strengthen the vocal organs. Just then the 
refreshments were being passed round, and 
the tenor said he would prefer a doughnut 
as it might add a ring to his voice. The 
bass was somewhat disconcerted but re­
marked that after such an open remark he 
would follow his friend’s example. Passed 
and carried unanimously.

The marriage has been announced of 
Julius L. Morrison, son of John A. Morrison 
of this city. The groom is well known here, 
and all his friends wish him happiness.

On Thursday evening last, Samuel 
McFarlane, of Nashwaaksis, was married to 
Miss J. Cameron, daughter of N. Cameron, 
of this city. The ceremony took place at 
the residence of the bride’s father, and was 
performed by the Rev. A. J. Mowatt. A 
large number of relatives and friends at­
tended.

Seme Legal Matters.
Mrs. Hugh Nealis formerly Miss Nichol­

son of this city, lately made application to 
the Judge in equity to have her rights under 
her mother’s will declared. It was contend­
ed that she received the estate left by her 
mother absolutely, the devise being to I. 
Allen Jack in trust for Mrs. Nealis for life, 
and to her heirs after her death. Judge 
Palmer decided that this gave Mrs. Nealis 
the right to the whole estate without refer­
ence to her children : bnt he held that the 
trust was intended to be continued during 
her husband’s lifetime. If Mrs. Nealis should 
survive her husband the estate will beeome 
hers absolutely. The amount in the hands 
of the trustie is $3.003.

Application has been made by the children 
of the late John W. Nicholson, of St. Johnj 
to remove J. Macgregor Grant from the 
trusteeship of their fathers estate. Ordinarily 
the case could excite only a passing interest: 
but much talk has been caused by the pub­
lication in connection with the case of an 
extraordinary letter written by Mr. Grant to 
Mrs. Murry Maclaren.one of the daughters of 
Mr. Nicholson.

The letter is as follows : —
St. John, 22nd Sept., 1890.

Confidential.
“ My Dear Ollie : When I perused the 

joint letter of yourself and sisters dated 1st 
Sept., and addressed to the trustees collective­
ly, I could not help being shocked at its con­
tents. It was not only a threatening letter 
but also a cowardly and insulting one such 
as you ought never,under any circumstances, 
have sent to your uncle whom you have 
so repeatedly acknowledged as a true and 
faithful and valuable friend to yourself and 
sisters, and to whom you all pretended to 
be so affectionately attached. Furthermore 
it showed a venom worse then contemptible 
for it threatened injury to your own first 
cousin^tlie chief mourner at your father’s 
and mother’s funerals, the playmate of your 
childhood, who never did you the slightest 
injury or ever said an unkind word to you. 
Furthermore your conduct was neither hon­
orable nor dignified in seeking information 
on estate matters in an underhand way from 
Mr. Dodds and other persons in the city, as 
I repeatedly told you that the estate books 
were always open for your inspection. I, 
have known every movement of jours in 
this matter, as the very people from whom 
you were seeking information were disgusted 
at the flimsy way ;in which you disguised 
your object. If I chose to retaliate, as you 
richly deserve, I could put the dominion 
government in possession of information 
which would justify them either now or at 
any time within 50 years in seizing the books 
and property of the estate, and leaving you 
all simply paupers with the reputation of 
the family irretrievably ruined, and the 
public astonished with a revelation of 20 
years of most successful fraud not only on 
the government but on themselves as cus­
tomers.- The question has often been put 
to me, how has Mr. Nicholson accumulated 
such a large fortune when other liquor 
dealers could not ? I and four others in St. 
John could answer that question and tell 
how night after night the shutters of the 
store would be put up, the door carefully 
locked and barred, all lights extinguished 
except on the lower story, all chinks in the 
windows covered over, the nuts cautiously 
taken off the copper hasps of the “Customs 
Bonded Warehouse," the doors opened 
cask after cask rolled out, one fourth of their 
contents transferred to empty casks ready 
in the “duty paid” warehouse, the quantity 
abstracted replaced with alcohol, water and 
coloring mixture, the adulterated casks 
marked with chalk, on the chine, rolled 
back into the bonded warehouse and after 
ward sold to the public and the government 
defrauded of the duty on the quantity 
abstracted. Every cask that came into the 
store whether of brandy, whiskey, wine or 
gin was treated in this manner and the 
profit of every quarter cask averaged $25, 
and the invoice books in my possession will 
show that the estate is liable to the dominion 
government for nearly $300,000, or in other 
words the duty on one fourth of every cask 
of liquor Imported.

I am not desirous of attempting to injure 
you as you have attempted to injure me ; 
fortunately none of my family were ever 
engaged in the liquor traffic and therefore 
any exposure, although it might be intense­
ly gratifying to the St. John public, would 
be harmless to myself and family, but you 
can now see that your own selfishness and 
base ingratitude may at any time place you 
all in an unfortunate position, and so seri­
ous is the offence in the eyes of the law, that 
had the particulars been divulged in the life 
time of your father, it would have cost him 
his liberty. I do not intend that either ypu 
or any of your sisters shall become trustees, 
and I think that a rigid cross-examination 
in court would prove the undesirability of 
it and you shall not, as you impertinently 
express it “deprive Ronald of the means of 
a livelihood” although you may well blush 
for the source from which you derive 
your own. Wealth accumulated by fraud 
and the misery of others will probably 
eventually prove to be more of a curse than 
a blessing. I am now about leaving the city 
for a week, but on my return I will send of 
your sisters excepting Dora, a copy of this 
letter as I prefer to make the copies in my 
own hand-writing and keep the matter 
“confidential” among ourselves ; but I shall 
place a copy of it together with sundry pap­
ers appertaining to it in a sealed envelope in 
my private safe. Your affectionate uncle.

is three years old the light of action lapses.

Deceased, who was a young 
man of promise, was the son of Dudley 
Pickard, and brother to Mrs. Ward Merri- 
thew of this city. The news of his death 
has been received with feelings of deep 
regret by his numerous relatives and friends 
here.

Intelligence has been received in this city 
respecting James Gable, formerly of this 
place, who met with a bad accident while 
working in Colorado. It appears that Mr. 
Gable attempted to get off a train while in 
motion, and fell between the cars. His 
right foot was completely severed and he 
had a very narrow escape. His injuries 
were attended to, and he was removed to 
New Mexico, where he is slowly recovering.

The Lumber Cut.

Two of the St. John up river lumbermen, 
who were in town this week, say that opera­
tions this year will be conducted on a minor 
scale. Most of the lumbermen have small 
forces at work compared with that of last 
year, and the prospects are poor for a heavy 
cut. Again the markets being dull there is 
no very great demand at present, and it is 
well known that the Liverpool yards are 
full, and that merchants are holding lumber 
back in anticipation of a rise in prices. 
Should things take a turn, which may be 
expected at the end of the year, there may 
be a prospect of a heavy lumber cut, but at 
present there is nothing to induce the oper­
ators to go in for very extensive work.

Elizabeth approached the brow of the 
mountain, where a faint cry, like the 
noise produced by striking the hand 
against the mouth, at the same time that 
the breath is strongly exhaled, was heard 
answering to her own voice.

THE ENAMEL OF THE TEETH.

A tooth in its normal condition con­
sists of four parts or substances — enamel, 
cement, dentine and pulp. Enamel is the 
outer covering of the crown or exposed 
portion of the tooth, and by a wise pro" 
vision of nature it is thickest where most 
subject to use and to wear. It is the hard­
est tissue of the human system, possesses 
of itself no sensibility, and contains not 
over 4 per cent of animal matter. Yet it 
is an important fact, and one which should 
not be lost sight of in caring for the teeth, 
and this indispensible coating is almost 
entirely soluble in acids.

Cement is the bone-like covering of the 
roots and neck of the teeth, correspond­
ing for the covered portion of the enamel, 
with which it blends and unites about the 
edge of the gums, for the exposed part. 
Dentine forms the body of the tooth. It is 
not so hard as bone, consisting of parallel 
tubes about 4500 to an inch in diameter, 
and more than a quarter of its composition 
consists of animal matter. It is somewhat 
sensitive, but the sensation is probably due 
to the nerves of the pulp. The latter, 
commonly called “ the nerve, ” is a mass 
of nerves and blood-vessels, almost infini­
tesimal in size, connected and enwrapped 
by|a very delicate tissue. These nerves and 
blood-vessels connect with the general 
system through a minute opening at the 
extremity of the root, with which excep­
tion the pulp is entirely surrounded by a 
wall of dentine, In feet the pulp is the 
germ of the body of the tooth, the dentine 
is formed from it and nourished by it ; 
when the pulp — which is extremely sen­
sitive, as most readers know—dies, the 
dentine loses its apparent sensitiveness and 
gradually changes color — itself becomes 
dead. — Good Housekeeping.

A HIGH-PRIZED VIOLIN.

MARRIAGE IN DUTCH COLONIAL 
TIMES.

Every lover of the violin seeks to be the 
happy owner of as fine a toned instru­
ment as he can secure. Enthusiasts often 
sacrifice much of their ready means to be 
known as the proud possessor of an Amati, 
a Guarverius or a Stradivarius, all three 
great fiddle makers, but the latter is ac­
knowledged by the musical world to be 
the greatest. His workmanship has 
tones never been surpassed to this day. The 
drawn from one of his fiddles by a mas­
ter hand approaches nearer that of the hu­
man voice than any other musical instru­
ment in existence. Some of Niccolo 
Amati’s Addles are excellent in tone, and 
his instruments come next to his pupil’s, 
Stradivarius, in popular estimation. It 
has always been understood by experts 
that the best violins of Stradivarius were 
made between the years 1700 and 1725, 
and to-day it is said there only exists one 
of that period as perfect as the day it was 
made. This one is known as “Le Mes- 
sil, ” otherwise “ The Messiah, ” and has 
after many changes of fortune found its 
way into the possession of Robert Craw­
ford, of the firm of Bernard & Co., of 
Leith, Scotland. This violin has had a 
remarkable history from its very begin­
ning. It was begun in 1716 and when fin­
ished Stradivarius was so pleased with it 
that he refused to sell it, and kept it until he 
died at the age of 93. Hissons, like the 
father retained this precious art treasure for 
some years when the whole of Stradivarius’ 
violins were sold to the Cremona collector, 
Count Cozio di Salabue, and among them 
Stradivarius’ favourite and best.' It passed 
from the Count to one Tarisio, a travel­
ling collector, who kept it until he 
died in 1854, when the whole of his col­
lection of fiddles were sold to the celebrat­
ed modem violin-maker, Vaillaume. 
During the Franco-German war it was 
buried to preserve it from the Teutons, 
and afterwards went to M. Alard, the 
great French violinist and son-in-law of 
Vaillaume, and from Alard’s heirs it has 
been purchased by Mr. Crawford for the 
sum of £2000. This is the largest sum 
ever paid for a Stradivarius. Some say 
fine specimens have brought £1000, and 
that was the limit a few years ago, but 
now dealers, finding genuine specimens 
scarce, have increased their figures one 
hundred per cent.

The law then required the publishing 
of the banns three successive times in a 
religious meeting before marriage could 
take place. After the first notice there i 
was usually a dance,and after the marriage, 
festivities were often kept up for three 
days in succession. It was customary for 
the groom, after the ordeal of proposing 
the question, to make his intended bride a 
present of some kind, usually a pair of 
silver shoe-buckles, sleeve-buttons, or a 
snuff-box.

Clergymen were not very plenty in those 
days, and the marriage must be arranged 
to suit the dominie’s coming.

It is related that a young Dutch swain 
and his rosy-cheeked fiancee, living near 
Albany, were anxiously awaiting their 
marriage day. They resided on the north 
side of a creek, and the hard-worked 
dominie, making his way to unite them, 
lived on the south side of the same stream. 
As the fetes would have it, a severe storm 
arose, with heavy rains felling the night 
previous to the marriage day, and the 
creek became so swollen as to make it 
absolutely impassable. The waters were 
rising, and its current became more rapid 
every hour. The dominie reached the 
usual fording place at the appointed time, 
but it would cost him his life to attempt 
to cross. What was to be done ? He made 
one trial; then turned his horse to retrace 
his steps, when he was hailed by two 
voices on the opposite side, who entreated 
him to remain, and which he recognized 
as those of the bride and groom. After 
some debate, the dominie called out : 
“Stop ! Stand vere you be, and I will 
make you man and wife.” In the mean 
time the friends of the betrothed arrived 
from the bride’s house in the neighbor­
hood. It was a singular spectacle. The 
dominie read the marriage service on the 
margin of the creek, while the bridal 
party stood on the opposite side. After 
the ceremony was over, the company 
turned to leave. Here was another dilem­
ma, which cast a cloud of deep anxiety 
over the good old man’s face, usually so 
tranquil

“Stop den, my young friends, von 
moment, if you please. You cannot toss 
the four guilders across the creek, but you 
can leave them at the first house below. 
Tell dem it is Dominie Van Benschooten’s 
marriage fee, and I will call and get it.” 
He put these directions in good Dutch, 
then mounted his horse and rode off.

This recalls the story of the good old 
dominie in Brooklyn who came to perform 
a similar office. The groom was English, 
the bride was Dutch. The masterful Eng­
lishman wanted the service in English, 
and after some hesitation, and with many 
misgivings, the dominie consented to do 
his best. The service was nearly over 
when, encouraged by his apparent success 
in mastering the English tongue, the 
worthy man said, in stentorian tones, “I 
now pronounce you two one beef.”
