The manner
of conducting tgials and acmiais-
tering justice, as well as the fuhe-
\tions of judges in France appear
‘to differ very materially frowm
what they are under British law.
In this case, at least, where the
trial was in the hands of the mili-
tary the judges seem to have been
not only trying the case, but also
prosecuting. This whole matter
from beginning to end seems to
have been a struggle for predom-
inance on the part of the army.
The secret of the intense antagon-
ism against Captain Dreyfus
would appear to be in consequence
of improper conduct on the part
of some high yp mi" .y officer,
who, toavoid the cor~equences of
his act made a seape-goat of Drey-
fus and wielded sufficient influence
with his fellow officers te have
them back him up in his persecu-
tion of an innocent man. Itis not
impossible that the sentence of
Dreyfus may be commuted and
that he may be set free in a short
time. That in itself would be a
confession that his condemnation
on second trial was injustifiabie
and should be sufficient to b ing
everlasting odium upon the tri-
bunal that condemned him, and
ahould earn universal execration
for the state of public feeling that
permits such frifling with the life
and liberty ofa fellow man. What-
ever the final result of this extra-
ordinary ecase, certain it is that
France has not gone up in the es-
timation of the civilized world in
consequence of the scenes that
have been enacted during the eon-
tinuance of this remarkable affair.

The Pamons Trial Ended.

Drevros Coxvierep sy A Vork or Five
T0 Two—Is SENTENCED TO TEN
YEARS IMPRISONMENT.—THE VER-
DICT—PRISONER BrArs THE SHOCK
wiTH CALMNBESS—PRESS CRITICISMS.

After the morning session on Saturdsy
which was entirely occupied by M. De-
mange’s address, the court adjourned un-
til 3 o'clock, and upon re-assembling
immediately retired for consultation. A
verdict of ““ guilty,” with extenuating cir-
cumstances, was returned, the court stand-
ing five to two against Dreyfus, who
was then sentenced to ten years’ imprison-
ment. The crowd outside greeted the
verdict with cheers for the army.

M. Satthien Dreyfus was not present
in court Saturday afternoon, but he visit-
ed his brother after the verdict had been
rendered. He found him perfoctly calm
and without any manifcstation of surprise
at the finding of the court. The prisoner
simply shrugged his shoulders, uttering an
expressive ‘‘ bah,” adding as he embraced
his brother, as the latter was preparing to
leave : *‘Console my wife.” The general
belief is that Dreyfus will be pardoned,
but this will not satisfy his friends, who
vehemently declare that they will refuse
to accept the verdict and will continue
the battle until the judgement is reversed.
The verdict, they say, is directed more
against the Jews than against D eyfus,
and if allowed to stand, will make their
existence in France impossible. The texs
of the judgement is ds follows :—

THE VERDICT.

t To-day, the ninth of Sepiember, 1899,
the court martial of the 10th Legion army
corps, deliberating behind closed doors,
the pretident put the following question ;
