All the other Provinocea of the
Dominion put P E Ieland have valu-
able undeveloped sssets,in tho shape
of great tracts of land ; giant forests
or valuable minerals.

for. Ii bas still to pay the government
the 81 per acre for 380,000 acrss, and the
cost of irrigation worke, estimated at a
million dollare. When the land is paid
for and the irrigation work is completed
rather more than half the outiay will
he for the profits of the middlemen who
hsve made no investment and have
dome no work.

THE FARMER MUST PAY IT ALL.

Of course the company sxpeects o get
it all back. It will have paid $5.50 an
acre for the whole grant when the irrig-
ation work is done, of which som only
$2.76 will be represented by the cost of
lsnd and works. The company pros-
pectus shows that the directors hope to
sell their lands, when one quarter of
them are irrigated, at an average price
sofficient to allow them a margin of
$2,000,000, or an average price of nearly
$12.00 an acre. This is four times the
real cost of the works and the land.
These hopes may not be realizad. That
is the argument of the minister and bis
supporters, who say that the price must
depend on the law aof rsupply and de-
mand. If the land is finally sold at
prices below the estimate the English
investor will be digappointed. Ifi selle
at the prices expected, the farmer will
pay more than double what the land
should have cost him, even allowing
generous profits to the investor whoee
money is in the business. In any case
between two and thires dollars an acre
bas gore into the bhands of political
promotors, who have done nothing bat
trade on their pull with the governmen$
at Ottawa. This rake-off muat in the
end come out of the settler.

THE DEBATE.

Such is the argnment made by Mr.
McCarthy, Mr Ames, Mr Lake, Mr
Herron, Mr Northrup snd the Opposi
tion Leader.

There is little in the appearance
of the small town of Wuithorn to |
suggest the importance and dignity
that attached to it centuries before
our great commercisl cities were in
existenoce.

Almost a thcusand years before
the birth of Kieg Robert Bruce, who
gave it the status of a royal burgb,
it was the site of the firat atone edi-
fics in Britain. 8t. Ninian, on hie
return from a pilgrimage to Rome
about the middle of the fourth ceuv=
tury, founded bere a sacred building,
which was the pucleus of monastio
life in Sootland. This white stone
edifice presented a marked contrast
in color to the black mud-and:-wattle
buts of the natives, and in this fast
tbe present pame of Whithorn is

said to bave originated. _Aoccording

Whithorn in the Olden Times.
How different was the atmosphere

off days from the drowsy stillness
that has settled down upon it now !

Stapding in the old churchyard—
whose odd formation, too distorted
to be called undulating, is in itself
worthy of remark—the wells of the
chapel, now roofiess and hidden away
from sight by curtains of ivy, are all,
exoept the vaults, that remain of
tbe ancient Monastery of Rosnat.
They bhave a few Gothic arches, and
at the southern entrance one elabor—
ately decorated arch of Saxon de-
sign, The vaults may still be vigit-
ed; but on no partof the priory
have the fingers of Time and Decay
left more gruesome prints than here.
The walls that onoe beld the plenti-
ful steres of the monks are now damp
