A very clever and apparently 
disinterested observer writing from 
Brussels to a Paris paper furnishes 
us with an imparital view of the 
situation. Belgium is split into 
two race sections, one inhabited by 
Walloons, the other by Flemings. 
The Flemings are the mainstay of 
the Catholic patty, and to-day are 
insisting upon a greater recognition 
of their language than has hereto­
fore ob ained. It is the question of 
the day, and at one f the recent 
parliamentary dinners in the palace, 
King Albert said in a tone of voice 
intended to be beard by a great 
many : “Toe question of Flemish 
is of all others the one that worries 
me most,” an utterance which speaks 
well for the political sagacity of the 
new sovereign.

The electoral question of that 
country is, at the present time, 
momentous, and so is the school 
question, but they both pale into 
insignificance alongside of the ques­
tion of the two languages, which up 
to this was a negligible factor in 
political calculations, but is now big 
with consequences for the parlia­
ments, and perhaps for the govern­
ments of tomorrow and indeed of 
today. For the opposition It is go­
ing to be a fire brand.

In the Walloon and Brussels sec­
tion of the country and in those 
parts of the Flemish territory where 
French is in vogue, the predomin 
anoo of French dates from the Re­
volution «gainst Holland in 1830 
a political upheaval which acted to 
the detriment of Flemish, so much 
so, that the agitation in favor of tb 
study of Flemish has hitherto been 
a subject of ridicule and its advocates 
were looked upon almost as dome 
gognes, revolutionists and socialists 
especially when, as often happent 
they secured some comfortable polit 
cal berth.

unformed. That is precisely the 
difficulty, and we demand a Flemish 
university as a right in order to 
effect that improvement in our 
mother tongue. Moreover it is not 
true that our language ia a jargon.
Hava we not orators like Helleput ; 
have we not preach ere like Hugo 
Verrieat ; University profee-ore like Heq 
Van Cawelaert ; splendid writers like 
Hendrick Conscience and Stijo 
Streuola ; all of tüem products of the 
land of the Fleming whose labori. 
one life, ardent natnree and Chris­
tian souls are, through the instru­
mentality of these writings, revealed 
to the world ?

When asked if they are going to 
give up Frepoh which, after all is a 
national as well as a world language, 
they will answer you: "No; you 
are making a m stake. We study 
French, we speak it, but wtten we 
obtain the Flemish culture which 

lone suits us, and without which 
we can have none at all, we shall 
learn French as well, if cot better 
than at present, and it will lose none 
of its legitimate influence. But you 
most reoogoxe our rights. Let the 
Walloons and the ‘ Frenobifieu' peo­
ple of Belgium who dot not want to 
earn Flemish, though they impose 

French on ns, not stand in the way 
of our claims by a systematic and 
fierce opposition, unless they want 
us to dt aw all the consequences 
which ibe situation may warrant 
Let them know that although we 
may recognize all the scientific work 
of France from Descartes to Pascal 
as well as itq great spiritual ooatri 
butions, yet, on the other hand, we 
despise and reject with all our 
strength that other element of 
French literature which is pernicious 
intellectually, morally, and religious­
ly from Voltaire and Rosseau down 
to the impious j urnalism of today.

It is as interesting to outsiders as 
it must be irritating to Belgians to 
find the French mingling in this 
fight against Flemish, A wilier in 
a recent issue of the Matin expresses 
himself tftue :

"In a rapid trip which I made 
through Belgium I was simply 
startled by the conquests that Flam 
ish has already mtde. This question 
is not a matter of indifference 10 us, 
for whoever uses French as bis 
mother tongue can consider himself 
assailed by this attack on our lan- 
guage.

'* This despotic Flemish is a sort 
of Git man patois and barbarous 
jargon, which the Germans and even 
the Dutch despise. It is spoken in 
Belgium by that part of the country 
which has entrusted its power to the 
reactionary party. That party is 
doing ite best to down the Walloon 
element ; that is to say the people 
of the French part of the country or 
those Impregnated with French 
ideas. Day by day the Flemings 
are taking their vengeance on their 
compatriots of the south for the old 
battle of the Golden Spurs. It is 
simply intolerable that the Ministers 
who are directing the (Jqvaryqiyut 
at Bfqsgqls, a city which is a part of 
Paris, should permit tbe Flemish 
patois to be on the same footing as 
French. These ridiculous statesmen 
imagine they arc doing right in 
printing on bank notes the words 
1 National Bank,” side by si^e with 
'Banque Rationale.’ In cities 
Where tbe language is exclusively 
French, they paint on the froqt qf 
tbeir railway al^tjqqa, and Stamp on 
official document-, along with 
‘ L'ege,’ 1 Lnik alongside ot 1 Mono1 
they p ut 1 Bergen,’ and 1 Braio-le 
Comte’ ia associated with ‘B’Glaveo

The Germanisation 
of our neighbors ia oarried on with­
out respite, and the Kaiser \% Iftha 
biog hie hqn^q and taping ta him­
self that at Brussels there are splen­
did Ministers who are as kind as 
they can be in working for tbe King 
of Prussia."

Such are the lines of 1j^t\a tofjay. 
And one qaqtjq not be a profit to 
foretell which side is going to win, 
For there is a great historical fact 
that oannot be blinked qr evaded, 
yig, that ever eiaoe the race in-

other without there being the slight­
est communication between them ; 
but now a great many Flemings are 
settling in the Walloon district. In 
feot tbe emigration ia increasing to 
snob an extent that in tbe ooal dis­
tricts of the Huinault, the Catholics 
have been able to form a number ot 
Christian Flemish Labor Unions. 
The reason of this transformation is 
explained by the fact that, thanks to 
its Christianity, the Flemish country 
always more austere in ite morality 
is prolific, while the Walloon dis­
trict, on tbe contrary, gangrened by 
Iree-tbougbt end socialism, finds its 
population diminishing day by day.

So that at1 
the rate things are going, the Hain- 
aolt will be two-thirds Flemish and 
only one-third Walloon in ten or 

nty years. The victory is as­
sured. It is a mere matter of figures. 

What is remarkable about this 
iw of tbe situation is that the 

writer i* a Frenchman and an ardent 
admirer of French culture, but be 
does not consider it a drawback if a 
race which can never completely 
assimilate French should strive to 
know its own language better, and 
by that means make a decided ad­
vance along tbe road of moral, in­
tellectual and social improvement.

The world wide revolt ageinst 
national lingnistio unity naturally 
recalls the time when “ the families 
of Noe were of one tongue and of 
the same speech. And they said : 
Come, let ns make a oily and a 
tower, tbe top whereof may reach 
to heaven, and let us make 
our name famous before we be 
scattered abroad into all lands. 
And the L >rd said : It is one peo­
ple and all have one tongue ; and 
they have begun to do this, neither 
will they leave off from their de­
signs till they have accomplished 
them in deed. And he confounded 
tbeir tongue that they might not 
understand each other's «peeoh,” 
This in our own days, just when the 
political power of great states and 
empires is becoming so fortqitfable 
and the advent of a universal repub 
lie ia being promised us by socialism 
there begins the confusion of 
tongues

This problem of the languages 
which presents itself so nnexpeot 
edly in so many place» at the same 
ime, can be satisfactorily solved 

only by heeding the words of tb 
wise young sovereign of Belgium 
who in his address from tbe throne 
advised bis people to show the 
greatest consideration for each other 
in this very diffi'ult situation "Le 
me bn permitted to make an appeal, 
ha »aid, v,to the national sentiment 
and to the spirit of peace and con 
cord which should reign in tbe 
hearts of' all the oiv'zena of thi, 
Kingdom . Let as endeavor to find 
by the respect which we manifest 
for tbe rights ot each other, tb 
means of forestalling the qqb\ppy 
clash of languages qud eases which 
must result In disaster, and whe 
there is need of intervening in tbe 
matter, let us do It with moderation 
without passion, and without pre 
conceived ideas.” Tais deolaratio

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Ottawa Correspondence

Ottawa, Feb. 15.
The attempt of the Gov­

ernment to force the recipro­
city agreement through par- 
liament without giving oppor­
tunity for the House and 

^country to become fully ac­
quainted with th£ real intent 
and meaning of the sweeping 
changes, is one which is sure 
to add to the volume of dis 
favor in which this adminis­
tration is held for its unbusi 
ness-like methods. It is only 
a little more than two weeks 
since Mr. Fielding announced 
to the House of Commons 
the nature of the proposals, 
and their comprehensive cha­
racter staggered parliament 
as well as the people. Hav­
ing declared that no change 
whate3£er would be' made in 
the agreement Mr. Fielding 
withheld from the House the 
requisite information as to the 
volume and extent of the 
business interests affected, 
and this was only produced 
on the very eve of the resump 
tion of the debate. In this 
way the Government deliber- 
erately tried to prevent any 
intelligent criticism of a bar­
gain to which Messrs Field 
ing and Paterson committed 
Canada, and by refusing to 
permit of reasonable delay in 
order that everyone through­
out the length and breadth of 
the Dominion might fully 
grasp the details of the agree 
ment, the Government decid­
ed to club their “bargain" 
through parliament by the big 
stick of their servile majority. 
What good object can be 
gained by this unseemly haste 
is hard to see. In a matter 
of this kind affecting as it does 
all parts of the country and 
changing with one stroke of 
the pen the well-established 
channels of trade, every op­
portunity for careful study 
should have been granted 
Is the Government so doubt­
ful of the wisdom of the step 
it has taken that it wishes to 
secure the passage of the 
agreement through parliament 
as quickly as possible ? That 
is what this perspiring energy 
of Messrs. Fielding and Pat­
erson looks like. Surely if 
this is such a good business 
bargain for Canada the Gov­
ernment need not have feared 
the opposition request for 
time for full and careful con­
sideration.

Mr. Foster’s peroration 
which closed his brilliant 
speech in opposition to the 
reciprocity proposals will find 
an echo in the heart of every 
Canadian, no matter what he 
may think of the individual 
side of the agreement. “This 
proposal,” said Mr. Foster, 
“ cuts square across our na 
tional ideal, challenges it at 
every point, will endanger it 
undoubtedly, may destroy it 
entirely. Should we not 
think before we enter into it ? 
This proposal cuts our country 
into sections, and at every 
section bleeds the life blood 
out of it. The well-filled! 
arteries of inter-provincial 
trade will be drained until the 
whole system grows aenemic 
and flabby. Do not treat it 
lightly, the sustained pressure 
of 93 millions to 8 millions, 
the far reaching effect of busi 
ness affiliation; the close prox­
imity and constant efflux and 
influx, the seducations of 
commercialism, the constant 
intercourse of business, social 
and official life will inevitably 
weaken the ties of empire, 
and weaken affections of our 
newer generations, if not our­
selves towards the predomin­

ant power, create new attach­
ments until like Samson we 
would arise and would shake 
ourselves and find our 
strength is gone. I utter the 
most solemn words I have 
ever uttered in my life, and I 
believe them to the very bot­
tom of my heart, that there is 
danger and deep danger 
ahead. This path entered 
upon leads us away from home 
to a strange country in the 
light of nationality and ideal. 
I pray that the full meaning 
of this first step may sink into

Mr. Norris, of Ne­
braska, interrupted Clark and 
asked : “ Do you think this
will end in bringing Canada 
into the Union ?” “ Yes, I
have no doubt about it,” an 
swered Clark. “ Do you think 
that will tend to peace with 
Great Britain ?” continued Mr. 
Norris. “ Yes, I certainly 
think it will. I have no doubt 
the time will come when Great 
Britain would joyfully see all 
her North American posses­
sions become part of the re­
public," answered Mr. Clark. 
V That is the way things are 
tending now” Mr. Clark 
continuing said he looked for­
ward to the day when the 
Stars and Stripes would be 
the only flag from Central 
America to the North Pole.

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Winter Life of Wild Crea­
tures.

(By D. Lange in Arkansas School 
Journal for May.)

To keep alive daring the Northern 
winters, all living oreatnree need 
shelter and lael. How animals with 
only their senses and instincts to 
guide them and with nothing bat 
the organs of their own bodies for 
tools wrest a living from stern 
Mother Nature during the winter 
forms a most fascinating chapter in 
natural history.

Bears, badgers, raccoons and 
skunks have a simple way ; they 
close up shop, so to speak, and go to 
sleep until Mother Nature is over 
her annual spell of sternness. None 
of the four is a swift hunter or runner, 
but they rather incline toward a car 
tain alderman c ease, which seems 
to fit their physique and their station 
in the wild life of forest or field.

Generally nature provides liber, 
ally for this quartet. Almost every 
thing is food lor one or all of them ; 
Berries, nuts and corn, frogs, eggs, 
young birds, roots, insects and 
worms, gophers and mice, even car­
rion when nothing better can be 
found. As a result of liberal feed, 
ing and a quiet temperament they 
grow very fat in the fall, and when 
the ground begins to freese bard and 
digging and nosing around after food 
no longer pays, they just retire for a 
nap of severel months.

The bear ourla up under a root or 
log or finds a small natural oave, and 
a blanket of enow eoon completes bit 
shelter. The raccoon finds a hollow 
tree, while badgers and skunks re­
tire into burrows they have dug in 
the ground. Now the storms may 
blow and frost may split the forest 
trees, but tbejjfour sleepers do not 
care ; they are wrapped in a heavy 
coat of fur and a liberal store of fat 
furnishes food and fuel for their 
bodies. The fires of life are banked 
end burn low, and who will say that 
the winter sleepers have not hit 
upon, at least, as successful a solu­
tion of a difficult problem as any of 
their more active competitors ol 
field, marsh and forest ?

liny Other* Sleep Away Lang Winter.
Indeed, we might easily increase 

this list of four to the legendary 
eeyeo or any greater number 
Woodchucks, gophers and chip­
munks also sleep away the long 
winter in burrows in the earth If 
no accident befalls them such as an 
timely floods, the tracks of all these 
winter sleepets will again be seen 
when the birds return north and the 
buds begin to swell.

A large number of the wild do not 
hibernate. Wolf, fox and panther, 
lynx and wildcat, miak, weasel, 
marten and fisher now follow their 
hunting trails with even more keen 
ness than during the time of abund­
ance of summer. They have no 
fixed winter borne or lair, but all 
fcoow their territory as well as a boy 
knows hii graodfathei’s orchard, and 
they oan always find shelter in 
storms, and generally they find 
enough food to bring them safely 
through, though gaunt and hungry 
they may be, when at last iprirg 
again unlocks the great store-house 
of nature.

These active flesh-eating hunters 
could give most of us lessons in 
fasting ; they eat when meat is 
plentiful and fast when there is none. 
Most of them oan probably fast a 
week without special hardship. If 
a wolf gets one full meal a week be 
will come through the winter strong 
and in good condition.

But where hunters can live there 
must be tboee that are bunted, and 
where there are flesh eaters there 
must be those that change grass into 
flesh for them, and it is true that a 
large number of the peaceful folk of 
nature do not go to sleep with the 
groundhog and the gopher.

Babbit* Life Iscertaui.
Moose, elk and deer And browse 

and grass all winter, if the snowfall 
is not too heavy. Squirrels, rabbits 
and wood-mice also find tbeir daily 
bread the year ronnd, and it is prin­
cipally the timid rabbit and the 
legions of wild mice whose meat 
feeds wolf and fox, lynx and wildcat, 
as well as a host of smaller banters. 
The snowshoe rabbits of the North­
ern woods are generally amsxingly 
numerous for several years, then a 
plague carries them off by thousands, 
eo that for a year or two one may | 
follow lbs forest trail without seeing 
a rabbit. Daring these years the 
lynxes also grow suddenly scarce. 
The explanation is that the lynxes 
die of starvation when tbe rabbits 
die of the plague. This is nature’s 
way of winnowing out all but the 
very strongest of limbs and the most 
keen of senses and intelligence.

Not a few wild creatures have 
learned the wisdom of laying in 
etores for a rainy day, or rather for 
ennwy and stormy days. Tbe mink 
collects in some barrow or hollow as 
much as a bushel of frozen game, 
consisting of ducks and birds, musk 
rats, mice and rabbits. Squirrels 
lay by Stores of nuts and acorns and 
evergreen twigs with buds on them. I 
Ou one winter soon ting trip I found 
a mass of linden twigs stored away 
in a hollow trer. It was evident 
that no human band bad placed them j 
there, and tbe teeth marks on them I 
«•bowed plainly I had found the em- 
erg nev esc be of a red or grey j 
eqa ml.

True CeiKrntitniito

The wild mice store up many 
kinds of seeds. Once while acci­
dently digging into a deserted mouse 
barrow I found a hatful of small 
stoney nutlets, which bad all been 
cracked by some little morse years 
ago. It took me several days to 
identify the seeds, when suddenly as 
I passed through my mind seed after 
seed that I knew, it flashed upon me 
that they were the stony seeds of the 
bladdernui, s shrub which glows 
profusely io the piece of woodland 
where I had been scouting around 
during the day,

The distribution of the seeds,of 
the bladdernui blab has been a 
riddle to me for many years, and it 
is a bit of wood lore that might well 
puzzle any naturalist or woodland 
soout. Tbe little wild mice are 
belter conservationists, better forest 
ers, than we humans. When they 
gather their crops they always leave 
plenty of seeds frrom which young 
bashes will grow as the old ones 
die.

Two animals, the muskrat and the 
beaver, have chosen a kind of winter 
quarters which certainly no human 
adviser would have recommended to 
them. Every wide-awake North­
western boy knows something about 
muskrat houses. They are built of 
rushes, roots and mud. The family 
living room is always damp and wet 
and is located only a few inches 
above the water level, while the two 
or three entrances to the bouses lie 
below water level. Tbe harder it 
freezes, the more it snows, the 
warmer aid safer is tbe muskrat’s 
house Lakes apd rivers become 
icebound, but tbe muskrats live 
happy and content unless some cruel 
trapper outs into their dome or 
drives his long.lined spear,through 
its roof.

But tor Feed Coder lee.
They are not asleep, but under 

the ice they swim and dive for tbeir 
food of roots and bulbs. They have 
small eating and breathing houses 
scattered all over the marsh. They 
also have holes in tbe banks and 
they know all places of open water 
in the neighborhood.

Occasionally, however, I think a 
muskrat gets lost and suffocated 
under tbe ior. In the winter of 
1908 I found a dead muskrat under 
tbe ice io Lake Minnetonka, As 
Dear as I could determine he was 
suffocated in trying to swim from 
one island to another, A boy friend 
of mine, who is a first-class nature 
scout, claims that a muskrat swim­
ming under the ice often exhales a 
large bobble of air, and after waiting 
a few seconds for tbe refreshing of 
the air, again inhales tbe same air 
and pursues its way. I have not 
personally observed this point, and 
it would be a good question for boys 
to investigate. Muskrats do not 
generally lay up large stores, but I 
have found a quart or two of sedge 
bulbs in their houses.

Compared with the bumble cabin 
of the muskrat, the beaver’s winter 
home is a grand ducal manor. Hie 
house would occupy the floor space 
of an ordinary human living room 
fifteen feet in area. The one large 
room for the beaver family measures 
about five feet long, three feet wide 
and two teet high. The cavity is 
large enough for a man to hide in, 
as 1 know by actually trying it. 
This animal manor is built of sticks 
and mud and after the frost has ooc. 
verted the soft mud into solid mortar 
the beaver can truly say, “My house 
is my castle." The entrances to this 
castle are placed under water, just as 
in the muskrat’s cabin.

Beavers Store Up Winter Supplies.
Beavers live principally on the 

bark and twigs of poplar and other 
trees, but as lumbering io winter, 
whm wolves and Jynxes, bobcats 
and foxes are mad with banger 
would mean certain death to every 
beaver trying it, the beaver people 
have bad to get their food in some 
other way. Before tbeir pond 
frerzes over they ont down poplars, 
willows and other food trees. This 
maic ial they out op into sticks from 
two to six leet long and pickle them 
to the water near their house, mak­
ing a brush pile, as trappers oall it.

Later in winter when a beaver far Is
hungry he pulls out one of these 
graee pickled sticks, este the bark 
and pushes the peeled stick back 
into the water under tbe ice.

The most unique way of passing 
the winter hae been bit upon by tbe 
bat. These innocent and useful 
creatures are true mammals, like 
cattle, dogs end horses, a new­
born bat feeds on its mother's milk 
just as lambs and kittens are fed. 
The adults feed on insects, which 
they hunt on the wing, after the 
manner of swallows. There are no 
insects to hunt in winter, so there is 
nothing for them to do hot sleep, 
and that is what our northern beta 
do nil winter. However, they use 
no bed or nest, not even a perch. 
They hang themselves up by tbeir 
toe-nails, and in this position await 
the oall of spring. In oaves, in 
hollow trees, in hollow walls of 
buildings hundreds of them are 
sometimes found huddled together. 
They do not sleep very soundly, tor 
if they are distui bed they yawn and 
squeak, and even try to bite with 
their tiny white teeth. A few years 
ago I photographed a sleeping bat 
in a cave at Port Snelling.—Our 
Dumb Animals.

Cooking Really a Fine Art.

No more sensible words have been 
uttered by Dr. Wiley, of tbe Agri­
cultural Department, who has done 
so much for pare food in this ooan 
try, than bis statement that oookiug 
is really a fine art, whereas it is com­
monly made a drudgery.

The average woman makes a great 
deal more drudgery out of house­
work than is necessary. There is 
much that is necessary, but the truth 
seems to be that while an immense 
amount of energy is expended much 
of it is wasted. The faculty of do­
ing things right—even the simplest 
things—to very diffieolt. We notice 
how clumsily children go about the 
simplest tasks. Tbe difference be. 
tween the clodhopper and tbe ex­
pert is not so mnoh one of know­
ledge as ability to use knowledge. Io 
the borne some womeo have never 
gotten beyood the youthful liage of 
doing things with more than tbe 
Decenary labor.

It is an art to cook well. It is a 
fine art, it comes only by study and 
practice, but like any other art, it is 
of high value. The French have 
carried this so far that they can serve 
up a fine meal out of what the average 
American wastes. There is no sense 
to tbe slovenliness which exists in so 
many families. Intelligently directed 
effort would save half the drudgery, 
make home happy, and result in econ­
omies which are ao much needed at 
this time. Cooking it not such a 
difficult art that it need balk any per­
son of ordinary intelligence. If 
women only would, they could learn 
easily to save themselves time, labor 
and money.—Philadelphia Inquirer.
