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The proceedings in the House 
of Commons on Monday, March 
7th, were somewhat out of the 
ordinary. After the usual routine, 
Sir Thomas White on behalf of 
the government side of the House 
rose and stated that since the 
House • Jiad klast met, one of Its 
inemitefs had been called away 

by death. Captain Joseph Reid, 
of Prince, P. E. I. who 'had died 
on Sunday evening. The Acting 
Prime Minister paid a tribute of 
respect to the memory of the de­
parted member. He was follow 
ed by Mr. D. D. McKenzie, leader 
of the opposition, who thanked 
the leader of the government for 
the kindly words he had spoken 
regarding the departed member, 
and on behalf of the opposition 
members concurred in what the 
acting prime minister had said. 
It may be noted that this is the 
third death in the ranks of mem­
bers of parliament since the open­
ing of the present session, and 
that all three deaths were quite 
sudden. The first was that of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, then Senator 
Taylor, and now Captain Reid. 
In each case, the illness had last­
ed only a couple of days.

General Mewburn said he felt at 
the time, that this apology was 
due from him, and he had not 
changed his mind. He now 
stood by what he then did and 
said and wrote. He took a digni­
fied stand and certainly impress­
ed all unbiassed members of the 
House most ; favorably by his 
admirable conduct in thé debate.

The balance of the afternoon 
sitting, as well as the evening 
was occupied discussing a matter 
somewhat out of the usual routine 
of parliamentary proceedings, 
namly, the resolution proposed by 
General Sir Sam Hughes, asking 
for a parliamentary committee to 
investigate the question of the 
raid on the Jesuit Novitiate at 
Guelph, Ont. dûring last June, 
Notice of Sir Sam’s resolution 
had been on the order paper for 
a considerable time, and it was 
not unreasonable to anticipate 
there might be some Parliament- 
ary pyrotechniees when the dis­
cussion would take place. To 
Sir Sam’s credit it must be said 
that his speech in introducing the 
resolution was q^ite moderate, 
no great exception could be taken 
to it, but it could plainly be seen 
that there was a disposition of 
eagerness among those who never 

. balk at an opportunity for adding 
a little fuel to parliamentary fire. 
Of course it is always true that 
where there is considerable smoke, 
there is necessarily a little flame, 
but in this case the discussion 
passed off without any very ser­
ious excitement. This, perhaps, 
is not so much due to any dis­
position for peace and harmony 
on the part of some members who 
seem to have a penchant for any­
thing that will create an undesir­
able condition ■ of affairs in the 
house. The credit of a success­
ful and orderly termination of 
the debate must be given to the 
members of the government.

On the cdttelusion of Sir Sam’s 
speech* the Hon. S. C. Mewburn, 
Minister of Militia and Defence 
immediately rose, and laid before 
the house his view of the matter. 
To General Mewburn’s everlasting 
credit, it must be said 'that he 
discharged his part of the pro­
gramme in a most exemplary 
manner. He briefly detailed the 
military regulations bearing up­
on a case of this kind, and seated 
to the House the facts relative 
to the visit of captain MçAulay 
to the Jesuit Novitiate on the 
date in question, at an unseemly 
hour of the night. He read to the 
House the dignified letter of pro­
test received by himself from

Hon. Mr. Meighen acting Min­
ister of Justice then took up the 
case on behalf of the Minister of 
Justice, in the absence of Ho* 
Mr. Doherty. Mr. Meighen is 
measured and dignified terms de­
tailed to the House the part 
taken in this affair by the Minis­
ter of Justice and his Depart­
ment. He went on to say that the 
Minister acted admirably, in ac­
cordance with the regulations 
between the departments of 
Militia and Justice. To use his 
own words, he said that the Hon. 
Mr. Doherty had done in this 
case “only what became a Minis­
ter of the Crown, and a gentle­
men." He read to the House a 
cablegram he had received from 
the Minister of Justice, stating 
he would be most pleased with 
any action that bis colleagues 
might take to investigate this 
case, if their judgment, it would 
be in the public interest. Hon. 
Mr. Meighen went on then to 
detail the opinions that had been 
given by the Deputy Minister of 
Justice had declared in a written 
opinion that there was not one 
man in the Novitiate liable to 
military service Mr. Meighen 
next described the action taken 
by the ministerial association of» 
Guelph and said that no specific 
charges had been presented, but 
the government are quite anx­
ious to prove the matter and 
desirous in the public interest, 
that no possible opportunity 
hereafter may be available for 
bringing it before the public 
again. He therefore declared 
that in view of all the circum­
stances and for the public good 
everything should be cleared up. 
The government he said had de 
decided to appoint a Royal com 
mission to probe the matter to 
the bottom. In consequence of 
this determination of the govern­
ment, be thought that the mover 
of the resolution would with 
draw it from the House. The 
determination of. t»he Govern­
ment thus 'expressed by the 
Acting Minister of -Justice took 
the wind out of the sails of those 
who looked forward to the end 
of the debate, it was a tame 
affair, the occupation of the ex 
tremists for the time being was 
gone. Several others spoke on 
the resolution during the after 
noon and evening sittings of the 
House, and at the close of the 
debate, Sir Thomas White rose 
and said that he^ had been re­
quested by Sir Sam Hughes, 
who had been obliged to leave 
the city, to withdraw the reso­
lution. Thus ended in normal 
fashion what no doubt a great 
many had anticipated with bated 
breath.

In the after­
noon some Public works appro­
priations were considered, and 
the Minister, Hon. M. Carvell, 
was subjected to considerable hot 
shot, which came from both 
sides of the House. He scarcely 
preserved the equinimity that is 
generally expected from a min­
ister under fire. He lost his 
temper to a considerable extent- 
and rather showed a disposition 
for fight. This condition of 
affairs was brought about by 
criticisms of his administration 
presented by Mr. Butts, member 
for Cape Breton. The fight was

hot spirits who took advantage 
of the occasion to engage in 
philippics of a very pronounced 
character.

He 
was followed by Dr. Clark, who 
made, as he always does, a most 
interesting and entertaining 
speech. It was then thought 
that possibly the motion would 
pass without further^discussion, 
but at this point a cannon explod­
ed. It was none other than 
Lucien Cannon, member for 
Dorchester, Quebec. “Dear Luc­
ien" hurled invedtives across the 
.floor in the fiercest of philippics. 
He arraigned the members of the 
government and all members of 
the government and all members 
of the Union party. The conduct 
of the government in the war

the member for Dorchester.

the Speaker’s censure, but on the

During the evening sitting of 
the House nearly all the time 
was occupied in discussing the 
committee stage of the federal 
health bill.

After routine proceedings 
Sir Thomas White, Acting Prime 
Minister, paid a feeling tribute 
to the memory of Dr. Thomas 
Flint, late Clerk of the House of 
Commons, who had died at his 
home at Yarmouth, N. S. a day 
or two before. The acting Primé" 
Minister briefly passed in review 
the life and labours of the late 
incumbent of the clerk’s office, 
and showed the great qualities of 
mind and administration possess­
ed by the deceased. He pointed 
out that his long years, both as a 
member of the House, and sub­
sequently as clerk, for a'bout 
thirteen years, afforded him rare 
opportunities for the display of 
his talents. He said Dr. Flint 
was a rare authority on Parlia- 
entary procedure, and had edited 
several editions of Bournot’s 
great work in this connection. 
Mr. McKenzie, leader of the op­
position, followed and thanked 
Sir Thomas for his tribute to the 
departed clerk, and added his 
own mead of praise.

It was quite plain that the 
gage of battle vehemently thrown 
down would not be allowed to go 
unchallenged.

Lively and 
even hot speeches were made by 
several members on the govern­
ment side, aud particularly by 
Mr. Cockshut, G. B. Nicholson 
and Mr, Nickle. Without any 
doubt, they were admirable oop- 
tributions to what was on the 
whole a real pouring out of 
pyrotechnic eloquence.

The battle raged with una­
bated fury, and Hon. Speaker 
Rhodes was at his wits ends to 
hold the balance fair and pre­
vent, if possible, any infractions 
of parliamentary rules, He 
watched each assailant as he

pretty lively up to tix o’clock, jumped into the arena, and more 
when recess was bakto.

Sir Thomas White then moved 
the House into committe on a 
resolution for the expenditure of 
$350,000,000 for the defence and 
security of Canada; the conduct 
of naval and military operations 
in or beyond Canada and the de­
mobilization pf the Canadian 
forces, as well as the promotion 
of trade and industry, transpor­
tation facilities, and several other 
matters of public importance, 
connected with or consequent up­
on the war period and the’ period 
of reconstruction. Sir Thomas 
explained at length the different 
features of this very large anti­
cipated appropriation. It was 
for war purposes, to meet some 
of the expenditures already call­
ed for, and provide for what 
would be necessary in this con­
nection during the present fiscal 
year. He went on to lay before 
the House the necessity that 
existed for the government anti­
cipating an expansion of export 
trade, to take the place of trade 
and business that in this direct­
ion had been destroyed or very 
largely minimized by the war, 
if nothing was done now to anti­
cipate (rade of this / kind and to 
go out and seek such trade, mat­
ters would come to a stand still 
and in consequence, the energies 
and the enterprises of the coun­
try would be paralyzed, aud it 
would only be a very short time 
until we would" be face tq face 
with chaos in our business re­
lations. Allied countries engaged 
in the war had suffered in the 
particulars to which he referred, 
but he was happy to say that 
none of them had come qnt of 
the struggle in as good, a posi­
tion as Canada except the Uni­
ted States, and he was not sure 
that he should even make that 
exception, Thjs was encourag­
ing, and now was the time to 
enter with a optimistic spirit in­
to the promotion expansion and 
development our export trade. 
This çoqld not. be flope without 
a large expenditure of money 
but moqey expended for this» 
development would come back 
with interest in a few years,
When, after the conclusion of % "e
peace normal - conditions would 
come about. The object was, in

Wednesday April 9. p. m.
Hon. Charles Dalton eulogized 

the soldiers from this province 
who had left their homes to fight 
for freedom and democracy. These 
men had done their duty nobly 
many of them had laid down their 
lives, and for their dependents and 
for those who returned we could 
not do enough. He hoped that 
mauy returned soldiers would 
take up agriculture in this pro­
vince.

The present government had 
increased the teachers’ salaries 
but further increase is necessary.

He claimed that this govern­
ment had provided better roads 
than their predecessors. The 
Car Ferry for which the Conser­
vative party deserves credit had 
revolutionized transportation in 
this province and added to our 
wealth, many times the provincial 
debt.

He beliéved in the roads of the 
pçtivmqe being still further itn- 
prqyeeT and thought the assistance 
offered from Ottawa should be 
taken advantage of. Practically 
all that had been done by the 
government to help the fishermen 
had been done by the present 
government.

Under the regulations made by 
the government (he industry 
would soon become profitable and 
a source of much wealth. The. 
Government deserved much credit 
for having mud fertilizer supplied 
to farmers at cost of transport­
ation only, still greater supplies 
would be distributed in futuie.

He was pleased to see that the 
opposition no longer criticize the 
Dalton Sanatorium. That policy 
should be adopted in other mat­
ters. Honorable members should 
not even in opposition make 
statements that they could not 
substintuate, if it should happen, 
as it is not likely in this case, 
that they would succeed in re­
ceiving the reins of Government.

Mr. J. J. Johnston was the 
next speaker. It being within a 
few minutes of six lie made some 
references to the speeches of ITon. 
Mr. McE)wen and Hon. Mr. Dalton 
and moved the adjournment of 
the debate.

The House resumed at 8.20.
Mr. Johnston took up the dis­

cussion on the draft address. He 
said that during the past year no 
great public works had been 
undertaken by the government, 
although they had a revenue of 
$100,000 more than the Liberals 
and consequently there should be 
a big surplus.

After paying tribute to the 
memory of Sir Wilfrie Laurier, 
Capt. Josept Reid and Mr. Howett 
lie went on to say that the Con­
servative platform had not been 
corried out. It promised that 
the entire debt of the province 
would be discharged. Though 
the subsidy has been increased 
$100,000 and over $30,000 annu­
ally has been received for agri­
culture the debt" of the province 
has not been discharged.

Referring to the Dorqinion 
grant fqr permanent highways 
he said that this province is in a 
peculiar position as regard^ its 
roads and soil, that there is not 
the necessary material here for 
permanent road building. He 
did not think that tho province 
should be controlled in the ex­
pend! ture of money in the saine 
way as the.other provinces where 
there are large arteries leading 
from ocean to ocean.

Mr. Johnson also touched on 
the question of our claims at 
Ottawa, the ending of the war, 
and th^ rehabilitation of our re- 
tnjned soldiers.

He commended the Govern­
ment for the interest it was tak­

ing in this matter and said it 
would always find the opposition 
ready to join hands in anything 
that- could be done to settle 
our soldiers in this Province.

Mr. Johnston concluded by 
complementing the Premier on 
the tack ability and dignity with 
which he. h vs conducted the 
affairs of his important office.

Mr. J. A. Dewar spoke next. 
He thought the session should 
not bo called so late. He paid 
eloquent tribute to late Sergeant- 
at-arms, Mr. Dug'ald Currie, Mr. 
Howett, Capt. Joseph Reid and 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier. He then 

, made some explanations in refer­
ence to the recent political con- 

j vention in the Cardigan district 
claiming that the nomination 
made was the result of a hotbed 

‘ of intrigue, but that he would be 
elected next time with a larger 
vote.

He spoke eloquently ■ on the 
war and the heroism of the Can­
adians. He spoke of the trans­
portation aud claimed that when 
standardization of our railways 
was complete prosperity of the 
province would be greater than 
ever.

Mr. A. E. McLean followed, 
with a lengthy address in which 
he stated that the views of the 
last speaker were largely the 
same as his own. He referred to 
the land settlement scheme 
education, the grant for roads, 
etc., concluding with a strong 
enlogy of. the late Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier.

Mr. James Paton was the last 
speaker and referring to the 
victorious conclusion of the great 
war pointed out the great luxur­
ies and privileges which are en­
joyed in the province compared 
with the Old Land where the 
people/have been on rations so 
long and have to put up with 
many disabilities as a result of 
tho war.

classes would be productive of 
much good.

Mr. David McDonald objected 
to calling the House at "a time 
when the farmers should be busy 
at home.

The present Government had 
the largest defecit on record, and 
last year might be termed star­
vation year. No grant for 
Exhibition, no great Public 
works and the teachers so poorly 
paid that they were threatening 
■to go on strike. On account of 
lack of transportation last fall 
potatoes rotted in the. cellars. 
Tho. food imported to the pro­
province was full of ' weed seeds 
and poison and altogether the pic­
ture painted by the speaker was 
such as to awaken the pity and 
sy mpathy of the House.

Dr.-A. A. McDonald, ■ Souris 
said that, from the tqne qf the 
fliscussion it was evident that 
the opposition members had 
more in mind the coming elect­
ions than the good of the coun­
try.
